   Britney Jean Spears was born on December 2, 1981. Spears was born in Mississippi in McComb and raised in Kentwood, Louisiana. Britney is the middle of three children. Spears' older brother, Bryan, and her younger sister, Jamie Lynn, were also very talented kids. When they were little, Spears' mother, Lynne, was a former elementary school teacher and she was also a talented singer. Her father, Jamie, was a building contractor. Spears secured a spot at a very young age at a place called "The Mickey Mouse Club," where she discovered and sealed friendships with people such as Justin Timberlake and Christina Aguilera. During her early childhood, she studied gymnastics and voice, and when she was eight years old, she decided to audition for Star Search, but because of her early age, her tour was canceled. Spears also participated in theater, dance, and modeling.

Spears studied at Southern Institute of Magnet and Technology school. She was dismissed from high school due to her minor absences. Spears traveled and did countless auditions. For a while, she belonged to the girl band "Innosense" managed by Lou Pearlman. At the end of 1997, she met the promoters Larry Rudolph and Lou Pearlman who presented her with a demo the singer had made in New York. In December of that same year, she traveled to Sweden and recorded a few songs in Cheiron Studios. Two weeks after her return to the United States, she was signed up for Jive Records who gave her a million-dollar advance.

Childhood and Family Background

At the time, Britney's family was rich, and the singer has admitted to never having had to work to earn a living.

To this day, Lynne is still in the child entertainment business with the L & Company brand, which earns "in the lower millions" (in the words of her daughter Spears), and Jamie is a "restaura-tourist" who spends a lot of time working on a development site for a sport-themed restaurant. As a result of her parents' enthusiasm, Britney grew up dancing and performing in both her mother's and her aunt's dance studio in Mississippi, and after years of striving, she finally made it to the Mickey Mouse Club in December 1992. To appear original at the audition, she had to compete with her future tourmate, labelmate, and fellow Mouseketeer Christina Aguilera, by performing a rousing rendition of "What Child Is This?" portraying Elvis in a Christmas skit. Oh, those were the days!

Born of a mixed relationship - her mother Lynne is from the Southern United States, while her father Jamie is Jewish and hails from Southern Baptist roots - Britney grew up with strong influences from all three roots. She is also an offspring of peasants - her mom is a former schoolteacher as well as an author who started her own businesses such as child seat belts and children's novelty items.

Britney Spears (born Britney Jean Spears in Kentwood, Mississippi on December 2, 1981) has been a fixture of the music industry since she signed with Jive Records in 1997. Since then, she has released seven studio albums sandwiched in between two mega-successful Greatest Hits collections, which featured her classic pop hits and served as a bridge for fans during extended career breaks.

Entry into the Entertainment Industry

To make matters worse for Britney, her mum Lynne and she visited New York City and took in a performance of The Nutcracker by the New York City Ballet. The only thought going through Britney's mind was how she could get back on stage. After the performance, she spotted a casting agent who was looking for a girl between the ages of 8-10 who could sing, dance, and act. But she stunned the agency people and public with her singing/dancing/acting skills. And then at that moment in time, as she played Margaret in the performance, something inside Britney clicked.
