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INTRODUCTION

Spanish is an exciting language. Johann Wolfgang von Goethe said, "He who knows no
foreign language knows nothing of his own”. He may be just spot on with that statement.
You will realize that when you study the Spanish language, particularly Spanish verbs, you
will understand English even more. You will appreciate your native tongue even as you
come to love Spanish.

Both English and Spanish derive and enhance their words from Latin origins, making
Spanish an easy language to learn when you already know English.

Here, you will learn about Spanish verbs. A verb is a word that denotes action in a sentence.
The main form of action words is in the infinitive (to + verb). Verbs can describe a condition
of the subject, talk about an action or simply tell what happens. Spanish verbs, like English
verbs, are regular and irregular.

REGULAR VERBS

As a rule, all Spanish verbs need to be conjugated. Conjugation means that there is a
different form of verb for every subject or subject pronoun that is used.

Here are some examples of regular Spanish verbs:
hablar to speak
vivir to live
comer to eat

If you noticed, the verbs ended in either —ar, -ir or —er. These are the three categories of
Spanish verbs and they are all in the infinitive form.
