A) Drawing Happiness. Metaphor and Science.



      The metaphor is the most witty and sharp, the pilgrim and admirable, the most jovial and beneficial, the most eloquent and prolific birth of the human intellect. The metaphor is beneficial and enjoyable to listeners because it supports begging language and vocabulary when necessary. For a sudden thought vibrates like a flash of the intellect, and novelty causes astonishment, What is the careful consideration that prints into account the concept to you to experience the most highly metaphorical words that remain etched in memory?


      The enthusiasm of the seventies writer Turin Emanuele Tesauro, is not unjustified: in world literature, the Iliad and the I Ching, metaphors are an essential tool of poetry and artistic communication, with the highest examples, to mention two works, in Dante’s Divine Comedy and Chinese opera the Pillow Book of Sei Shonagon. In some cases the metaphor even considered as an indispensable poetic condition as the Edda poetry indiana. The prose of the Icelandic poet Snorri Sturluson, the narrative proceeds to metaphors – the kenningar – established by the gods and Hlerdal dictated by the god Bragi, an expert in eloquence and metric. Kenningar Borges dedicated them some stories.


      In the language of Borges, his poetic greatness lies in the nature of their literature, metaphor as a symbol that seizes the imagination of people.

      The common language is imbued with metaphors that are continuously an essential core, so much so that most words also have a figurative sense, often use so common that it is no more educated the metaphorical origin. Moreover, as noted by Plato in the Phaedrus, “talk to images is a human and shorter business“.


      The ability to generate metaphors and express themselves clearly on the pictures is a specific characteristic of man and requires significant thought. The contributions of Richard Dawkins and modern biology suggest that precisely this ability has been pushing for intelligence and developing human brain evolution. The metaphor is expressed in language, but cannot be reduced to an intra-linguistic phenomenon. Aristotle had already observed, in the third book of the Rhetoric, the metaphor is the intuition of an analogy between different things, and therefore relies on things and not in language. Metaphors can overcome language barriers and repeated with the same charge of communication in different cultures and expressed in the visual arts and the iconographic communication. All these aspects are important to understand its role in science communication and science. In recent times, to facilitate us in understanding the dynamics of conceptual change in science and dissemination of the meaning of its acquisitions, the need that the metaphorical aspects and not explainable language are essential becomes important. It is increasingly evident with the evolution of science in our century, that the principles of science are not abstractions of immediate reality, but a system of symbols generated by the imagination of creative scientific and mediated by rich metaphorical connotations in language. Has always been the aspiration to connect principles with language by a shorter and more direct means, eliminating the metaphorical mediation and restoring the situation in which the general principles themselves agree with common sense. This need was particularly strong in the beginning of the scientific revolution, when it was necessary to clearly distinguish the magic and science, so that the words are equivalent to the things they describe. For Bacon, Hobbes and Locke introduced the metaphors in the science of non-literal meanings, and therefore appropriate, with the risk of contaminating the precise and stable meanings that science must discover beyond the terms used, and at should therefore be avoided.


      John Wilkins, George Dalgarno and Francis Lodwick, following the path indicated by Bacon in England in the final of the 600, built a language of “natural” symbols, in which each term is a definition and contained the nature of the thing. In artificial language, between signs and things there is a unique relationship and every sign indicates a thing or idea. In the perfect universal language or the impositio nominum matches the definition. The latter consists in the exact placement of each object or any unique concept that is universal in that order reflected from the Universal Philosophy. With this arrangement it is possible to identify, with the utmost precision, relations between the thing signified and the other belonging to the same class or kind; You can determine the relationships between the same thing and genres in which is contained as an element. Ubi ars ibi methodus – Dalgarno writes –

      The work was enormous, but obviously did not translate into a desired universal language, but it was important to encourage discussion and identifying methods for rational classifications in zoology, botany and natural sciences. A new attempt at liberation from the limitations of language was tempted by empirical criticism and included in the operational Bridgman physics, pointing to a building physics based entirely on observation and definable concepts for purely empirical procedures.


      These projects have failed and now the philosophers of science accept as fact the need for theoretical referents that cannot be returned to the observation to build even simple physical theories. SI decreed urgency in the scientific world of the importance of the role of metaphors in the evolution of scientific disciplines. On the other hand, we cannot forget that our wealth of metaphors and other instruments of imagination largely determines what we can think of all fields, and that the human imagination, including the creative imagination in science, we can only work impressions evoking sensory or fantastic potential.


      It is normal for scientists to build visual images of particular phenomenon who are working as if they really existed in a sensory impressions accessible scale, though – and it is increasingly common in mature sciences – the internal structure of these systems is, in principle inaccessible to direct perception.


      Einstein developed a theory of levels or layers of scientific system in which the discontinuities between the layers can be overcome by some sort of groping creative process, and also using metaphors.


      In the search for logical drive, the theoretical scientist gradually led from one level to the next and so on to higher levels, each characterized by a greater parsimony of concepts and relations, especially concepts directly associated with the experience.


       


      As Richard Boyd,


      The use of metaphor is one of the many means available to the scientific community for perform the task of accommodation language to the causal structure of the world. By this term, I mean the task of introducing a new terminology and change the use of existing terminology so that they become available categories language describing the character of the world that are significant at the causal level and explanatory. In other words, this task consists in accommodating our language so that no stre linguistic categories “to cut the world correspondence of its joints.


      While poetic metaphors project the “known” to “unknown”, the scientific effort to bring the “unknown” to “known” in front of an object or phenomenon is still largely unknown, which is explained by the use of analogy with known object or phenomenon. Often words are metaphorical for some time an irreplaceable part of linguistic mechanism of a scientific theory, and scientists have to resort to metaphors to express the theoretical argument that become constitutively some of the theories themselves, and for which there is no adequate literal paraphrase known. These metaphors are essential because they provide a way of introducing terminology whose existence seems likely, but many of its fundamental properties are still undiscovered. Therefore, metaphors constitutive theories represent a strategy for resolving characters not yet fully discovered natural languages. Some metaphors are stabilized not property of the inventor and cannot be replaced by alternative constructions of the language, the scientific community does and continues to explore and enrich them until they become of the ideas that are fully within the final theories.


       


      The apples


      The Story of Mankind is marked by man’s desire to assert going beyond the objective limits imposed by their nature or reality itself. Man has never been satisfied or satisfied only of himself and the world in which he lived, at different times or in different situations, but always thought or hoped to be able to overcome, to transcend already given or acquired, for explore and learn, to better understand who he is and where it leads its existence. The need or desire to make sense of what apparently did not, but cannot accept the man who has not, has, with the valuable support tool for their own reason, in different historical periods, seek explanations and new and increasingly compelling solutions appropriate to the reality of the times, opening time horizons yet unknown time, bigger and bigger, but it is also difficult to master: thus born religions, has developed the philosophy, is science emerged, developed the technology. The world has become bigger and bigger, more controllable, but also increasingly elusive. It is surprising and curious to mark the milestones and achievements of the human being, as a symbol of transgression, rape and conquest, always an apple appears, the simplest and common man fruit is known to be the most precious man can aspire achieve. So the journey of the apple is a metaphorical journey through cultures, knowledge and reality is very different, but also a time travel through the history of man.


       


      The first of apples  


      Since ancient times man has a symbolic value attributed to the various fruits. The block covers several very complex and interesting meanings. In the pre-biblical world, in Asia, the apple was considered a symbol of beauty and prosperity; In Greek mythology the bone of contention has been the cause of the war waged for ten years between Greeks and Trojans; but there is also the apples of the Hesperides, wedding gifts donated to Zeus and Hera, then robbed; still a bone found in other popular myths, including those of Hippomenes and Atalanta, Acontius and Cidippe, and the eleventh labor of Hercules. 


      In ancient Greece, the apple represents fertility. In fact, the bride and groom during the ceremony met a ceremony to ward off evil: eat an apple together. It was thought that this gesture would have favored the fertility of the couple. In the Christian religion, the meaning of the apple is more controversial, with a negative shade, like in Genesis; apple is the element through which man commits sin. In Europe, the apple of paradise, or the tree of knowledge of good and evil, is a symbol of temptation and original sin.


      In the first images showing the original sin of the primordial couple, Adam and Eve, holding a snake in its mouth a tempting apple, though texts speak only of “fruit.” At the origin of the close relationship between apple and evil is perhaps a mistranslation of the word malum.


      For centuries, many Christians have used the Latin language and malum can mean both “evil” and “apple”. The artists of the Middle Ages and then having to portray the first woman plucked the forbidden fruit, considered the apple (red, round and juicy) perfect to represent the fruit of temptation. As already mentioned, the sweet and tempting apple led her to be associated with the seduction of sin, partly because of the similarity between the words malus and malum which means bad. For this reason, in Baroque art, death is represented by a skeleton which often has an apple in his hand: the price of original sin is death. In the profane apple field due to its spherical shape, acts as a cosmic symbol, in fact, in many paintings both emperors that the king had in hand, scepter addition, it is also a regal apple representing the world. In Christian times its place was taken down from the cross, and this is the reason why the astronomical symbol of the Earth is a circle with a cross superimposed. The apple tree, in fact, is a plant of ancient origin and is widespread in many parts of the world. The characteristics of the fruit, such as ease of use, low cost and ease of recovery in any season, make it very noticeable. Since man began to practice agriculture, has taken steps to improve the techniques of cultivation of this plant and to take the necessary measures to preserve the fruit.


       


      A second Apple: Apple Newton or Magritte?


      The great British physicist, Isaac Newton, had taken refuge in 1665 in his cottage in Lincolnshire (England) due to the epidemic of bubonic plague raging in London. One summer evening, while resting under an apple, a fruit of the tree fell, on her head, on the floor? Regardless of version, Newton realized there had to be “something” that would appeal to the apple down and not to a different side. It was on the eve of the famous law of gravity, which satisfactorily explained. Newton went further in understanding perhaps because this fruit, revolutionizing the way we do science and the scientific method used at the time. Probably the famous episode, that the scientist had seen an apple fall from the tree, was an attempt to explain an effective educational way, since he happened to think about why bodies fall to Earth. Newton, with the discovery of the law of gravity has changed the way we perceive, see and experience the world; He was responsible for many of the subsequent discoveries and the beginning of modernity. We got to the contemporary era, when Magritte interprets it as immature fruit, not corrupted by snake venom in an earlier period the Garden of Eden. In modernity, Magritte interpreted as immature fruit not corrupted by snake venom in an earlier period of the Eden Garden. There is a room with a window to the left side and a huge GREEN APPLE. The giant green apple shows that no one can witness the overflow being of things, this apple notes that it has lost its function, no one could eat this apple is no longer a result, it has now become an object that produces horror since its vastness makes it beyond human reach. Magritte wrote: “Art evokes the mystery without which the world could not exist“.


       


      Apple of modernity


      The Chilean poet Pablo Neruda dedicated poems to the forbidden fruit; in “Ode to Apples” the act of biting the fruit is the event that allows rid of primal innocence and access to modernity.

      Apple acquired this new metaphoric value from Neruda’s poem; the bite, in man-apple meeting, is the access to modernity and mastery of nature (“city”, “republic”), the loss of innocence (“bite”), the acquisition of insight and power decision (“I want”). The role of the apple and the act of “bite” puts the subject in a new space of significance (Parra) opens to modernity. The apple is not like the Snow White tale by the Grimm brothers a numbing object, but an element that awakens the intellect. It is Newton’s apple falling and promises a new paradigm governed by rationality that characterizes modernity, which has already passed the biblical innocence.


       


      “I want / an abundance / total, multiplication / of your family / want / a city, / a republic, / a Mississippi river / of apples“


       


      The hope that the human community can come together in a city or a republic, along the Mississippi River, so the act of biting the apple, which, however, can evoke one side and deceased / or mythical, the Another project is the human being towards new future scenarios in which transgression is an unavoidable element of their journey towards perfection.


      The notion of republic refers to a form of modern constitution of states, which is the people or the people of the nation who themselves, or through elected representatives, it is governed.


      The Mississippi River is critical in this picture, because it is located precisely in the United States, considered the most representative and powerful republic of the future of the human civilization (cultural, military and economically speaking). It is precisely USA a metaphor of modernity and the sense of community that the poem is associated with the process: “It is a republic of republics; a State which, although being one, is composed of other States that are necessary for the existence of that which he is for them “(Bryce 39-40). Regarding the negative attitude present in Genesis to the acquisition of knowledge by man, against whom Neruda’s poem raises the awakening of understanding with the bite of the apple is a good thing. The city of Neruda is the city of humanity, the city Oposta Adban and Eva. Hence make an “Ode to Apples” and no other poem in which no negative characteristics of this or a model that denigrates the figure of fruit as an object that makes a man lose his innocence. In Neruda, the man biting the apple wins more importantly, radically opposed to the Biblical version in which the loss of innocence is an unfortunate fact.


       


      Versus Apple  


      Newton returns to be right. This is the law and the force of the law of universal gravitation. We are all children of Adam and Eve, even the Beatles and Steve Jobs. In 1968, Paul Mc Cartney fell in love with the famous painting of the Belgian Rene Magritte, artwork which incidentally was recently purchased. The table was leading the giant green apple, which gave rise to the founding of the company’s business Beatles Apple Records.


      A treacherous combination of words of John Lennon “Apple-core; apple-corp “. Steve Jobs, a Beatles fan, formed the company bite the apple and its called Macintosh computers, a variety of apple itself.

      The symbol of the apple is still present in contemporary society, thanks to the famous computer company Apple, which has introduced many innovations in the field of high technology and design world: the logo of the company is only a bitten apple. The symbol of the computer company Apple, whose corporate image corresponds precisely to an apple, but a block “bite” .This detail is expressly interesting considering the relevance that companies like Apple (foundation in the field of computer industry) argue in contemporary Western society. The bitten apple is also a way to dominate nature through technology, through the manipulation of natural resources at all levels, who have allowed this industry extend to levels that today are global knowledge. Biting the apple is choosing this life away from the spiritual, and in the case of Apple, the display of this image of the bitten apple is also an expression of power and an element of seduction for the consumer, who can access the product “biting the apple” (a dominate nature). Figure apple has enabled maintaining the original Apple symbol diversify the company profile. This, after the claims of environmental institutions, has created the image of the block change its meaning to return to the image previously exposed apple as a symbol of the chase. In this case, there is no bite, but a sample of the nature of the block with a scientific profile. There is a domination of nature, but clearly the violence inherent bite is lost by a sample domain more closely linked to the practice of science, knowledge itself.


      This long digression in the history of man leads us to reflect on the complexity of meanings that can be attributed to any reality. Besides the obvious appearance and you can see an unsuspected depth, discover and understand concepts and new or unpredictable values. How was it possible that a simple and very common fruit, an apple really can accompany man between periods and contexts very different and distant from each other, they represent different meanings, but very important. Their nature and existence really improve? He knew how to make good use of his conquests? It is impossible to predict what will open new horizons for the future will continue other apples in the course of history. We use the expression ‘draw happiness “to express the desire and willingness to add new languages to the complexity of modernity using new forms of learning.


       


       


      B) The happiness of Europeans: from the Renaissance man to the European Industrial Renaissance



      The first Europeans made 2400 years back already defined happiness and their rules.


      The European Commission has published a Communication entitled “Towards a European industrial renaissance” in which “urges” Member States “to recognize the importance of the industry to create jobs and growth and to incorporate key aspects of the industrial competitiveness in all areas of political action“. The European Commission through his communication ‘Towards a European industrial renaissance” adopted today, urges Member States to recognize the crucial importance of the industry to create jobs and growth and to integrate competitiveness issues related to the industry in all policy areas.


      The Commission invites the Council and Parliament to adopt proposals on industrial modernization by investing in innovation, resource efficiency, new technologies and capabilities or access to finance; all accelerated by the use of specific EU funds.


      The impact of the European crisis is devastating: since 2008 have been destroyed 3.5 million jobs in manufacturing; the share of manufacturing in GDP has declined from 15.4% to 15.1% last year; and productivity of the EU continues to deteriorate compared to our competitors. In this context, the Commission has conducted an integrated industrial policy, as set out in the Communication on industrial policy 2010 and 2012, and the European Semester has made recommendations to Member States to boost growth. To compete in world markets have to be geared towards innovation, productivity, efficient use of resources and high added value. Europe’s comparative advantage in the global economy will continue to reside in goods and services with high added value in the effective management of their value chains and access to markets worldwide. Thus, innovation and technological progress remains the main source of competitiveness of EU industry. Thus more efforts to achieve the objective of the Europe 2020 strategy of spending 3% of GDP to research and development (R & D) are needed.


      The title of communication allows us to use this metaphor with Renaissance that meant to Europe an era of growth.


      Renaissance is the name given to a broad cultural movement that occurred in Western Europe in the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries. Historically, the Renaissance is contemporary era of conquests and overseas. This “was” marks the beginning of the global expansion of European culture, with the Portuguese travel and discovery of America by the Spaniards, which breaks the medieval worldview, primarily theocentric. Historical assumptions used to develop the new movement back to the fourteenth century when humanism an individualistic ideal of culture and a deep interest in classical literature, would end by drawing attention to the monumental remains and literary works and classics treaties.


      On the significance of the concept of Renaissance and its chronology there has been much discussion; generally, the term “humanism” the innovative process, inspired by classical antiquity and the consolidation of the importance of man in the organization of the historical and natural realities that applied in the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries indicated. Its main exponents are in the field of arts, but also saw a renewal of the sciences, both natural and human. Italy was the birthplace and development of this movement, then consists of a series of states among which Venice, Florence, Milan, the Papal States and Naples. From these assumptions were the cities that become centers of artistic, scientific renewal, and, ultimately, customs and ideas of all society. In Florence, the development of a rich bourgeoisie helped the deployment of the forces of the Renaissance; the city became the starting point of the movement, and come under the protection of the Medici, the first artworks New style here will spread to the rest of Italy, first, and then throughout Europe.


      The question of happiness is essential to the emergence of ethics in Greece, in the realization of a life according to certain objectively desirable values. The word comes from the greek εὐδαιμονισμός (eudaimonismòs) gives εὐδαιμονία (eudaimonia), composed of good (εὖ, eu) and demone sorte (δαίμων, daimon), and a suffix associated with the noun daimon which remits a divine power unidentified that distributes each one each part. The word eudamonia is originally then linked with the idea of what we have assigned the god a good portion or destination and hence have derived the meaning of “happiness”. Plato is the first to deploy a paradoxical given about happiness: first, conceptually proposes the human desire to live “happily ever after” like gods, on the other hand, refers to the effort of building steadily and intelligently of our present existence as the only way of happiness in the here and now.


      Eutidemo has been considered mainly in the last century as a “Socratic dialogue-early” transition to adulthood. In the first section hortatory this is the most clearly related to the topic of happiness. The main arguments just to show that the central aim of this is to encourage the practice of philosophy as the only way to access the areté, identified here with wisdom, and thus to happiness, which implies upset completely conventional conception of happiness.


      In the dialogues, we understand that there is a subversion of the usual conception of happiness understood as the possession of goods such as health, wealth, physical beauty, good ancestry and even intellectual talent – what we would call “good fortune” – as the virtue of wisdom is not only necessary for happiness defined in these terms but even identify with her condition.


      “In sum, I said, Clinics, concerning all things that initially consider to be real, it is likely that the mode of reasoning about them is not about this -how in and of themselves are real in nature (autá … kath ‘autà péphyken Agatha) – but, it seems, is as follows: if the guide ignorance (amathia) are greater evils than their opposites, as are more able to be employed by a guide who is bad. But if the guiding intelligence and wisdom are greater goods, however, in and of itself, neither [good things nor bad things] are of no value. “Eutid. 281d2-e1


      The search for true happiness would coincide with the pursuit of wisdom, which implies the impossibility of being full so happy until we reach this knowledge. Happiness would then be the only intrinsic good; wisdom would instead together with other goods extrinsic well-a well depending on which is a means to be happy- although done unconditionally beneficial to the remaining assets and thus be always conducive to happiness. Happiness is more like an aspiration that regulates and transforms our present existence to the extent that we understand that the “pursuit of happiness” is coincident with the “search for truth”. Happiness then remains an ideal, only partially accessible in our present life.


      If the issue of Platon look of Happiness lies in the practice of wisdom, many years ago in the same Europe during the Renaissance theme of Happiness metaphor finds its maximum expression of the renewal of the concept of man taken in this historic phase.


      The Renaissance Man is equipped with a new spirit of inquiry, unconventional and truly free, the passage from the ubi spiritus topic, ibi libertas met with the new iuvat vivere “.


      Iuvat vivere, this new perspective, but who is the subject of this program free from doctrinal and theoretical constructs sclerosis too rigid and convincing? The answer is as obvious as obvious.


      A man who seeing Burckhardt in illumination of self-awareness, “Renaissance Man” occupies the whole scene. This is clearly shown by Garin, master of humanistic studies of the Renaissance. In his studies of Renaissance art, will deepen rather than historical and artistic and educational aspects. Therefore, the humanist Renaissance man he will become canone. Garin has shown “focus on the Renaissance man, with unparalleled strength. To describe, to exalt, to place it in the center of the universe” and concludes: “It is the development of a philosophy of man, which is a theory of their formation, their education. It is the emergence of a new pedagogy is not free from political concerns. “Therefore, saying “Renaissance man” basically means telling the whole man. A man dedicated to the recovery of exempla of the ancients, but also participates in the construction of civis rinato, sharing fond of the new polis. Hence the need for the contribution of novae Scholae: where non noble children, unknown clergy or marginal encouraged by unlimited curiosities, courtiers to “get an education” throughout the ancient culture are educated. And it will provide some eminent scholars and not forgotten. Just think of the Florentine chancellor Leonardo Bruni, Guarino da Verona professor at the court of Ferrara, in Vittorino da Feltre and his “casa dei giochi.” Pico brilliantly wrote in his speech the structure of the polymorphic man in De hominis dignitate: miraculum magnum est homo. This positive view of a human being away from the echoes of original sin, a human being who in a sense is a god, god of all animals, all elements and all materials with which it works, transforms and shapes, found its canonical formulation in Oratio de hominis dignitate that Pico della Mirandola wrote in 1486 (published in 1496) as opening or prologue to a philosophical dispute about the peace that was to held in Rome the following year.


      We understand from the humanist movement and compliance Renaissance Garin writes: “Only the attitude against the culture of the past, in the past, clearly defines the essence of humanism.” He continues: “The waves cannot and must not protrude beyond the humanism, the discovery of the ancient world and the discovery of man, because they were a single unit; because scoprir the former, as such, was set to, and separate, and to relate to it. Time meant memory, sense of human creation, earthly work and responsibility. “We are motivated contemporary interest to humanae litterae and so much attention to the training of men and construction of civil life. A commitment to comprehensive education involves the efforts of the statesmen involved in the construction of a public life in the new polis The innovative character of the Renaissance is the ability to have built a theoretical domus: cultural boundaries, a city worthy of earthly man and he meets. A city made of human and civil bonds of deep communication and civilized conversation, a city that can represent and inspire the cities of Europe.


       


      
B) Economics of Happiness. Prospects for Happiness



      ”The Purpose of a government is not to improve the country’s wealth, but the happiness of all people living under his tutelage, as if that happiness depended largely on their actions.”


      Is happiness a fundamental right? In the United States Declaration of Independence of July 4, 1776 referred to happiness as a fundamental right:


      “We hold these self-evident truths: that all men are created equal; that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights; that among these are life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness; That to secure these rights are instituted among Men governments, deriving their just consent of the governed powers; That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, the people have the right to alter or abolish it and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form that it considers will offer the greatest likely to affect their safety and happiness”.


       


      Since then, many countries have included and kept the guarantee, the right to happiness. In the preamble to the French constitution of 1791 is that:


      “The people’s representatives constituted National Assembly, considering that ignorance, forgetfulness or contempt of the rights of man are the sole causes of public misfortunes and the corruption of governments, have resolved to set forth, in a solemn declaration, natural, inalienable and sacred rights of man, so that this declaration, constantly present to all members of the social body, constantly remind them of their rights and duties; so that the acts of the legislature and the executive, the power collated every moment with the aim of every political institution more respected and that the claims of citizens, henceforth based on simple and incontestable principles, redound always in favor of maintaining the Constitution and the happiness of all.”


       


      In the Constitution of Japan (1946), contained in Article 13 mentions:


      “All people shall be respected as individuals. Your right to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness, will, as it does not interfere with the public welfare, the ultimate goal of the legislation and other acts of government.”


      Empirical evidence shows that there is a mathematical relationship between economic growth, reducing job poverty and welfare in societies: the same thing, that economic growth does not necessarily generate development and high levels of development ensure the happiness of their populations. In most measures progress of countries focus on economic activity indicators such as Gross Domestic Product, leaving aside the subjective aspects like happiness of the inhabitants. Indexes like Happy Planet indicate that progress is not just about the economy grow. This measure happiness by knowing the ecological footprint, the impact of a country atmosphere, expressed as the amount of land needed to sustain their use of natural resources and their consumption patterns; life expectancy and population wellness experience this through a direct query.


      A Happy Planet Index is an alternative index of development, human and environmental wellbeing. His first publication was in 2006 and is regularly published every three years. It is published by Foundation for a New Economy ‘. The index is designed to measure the development of countries based on life expectancy, the subjective perception of happiness and ecological footprint. Furthermore the index is complemented by studying the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and HDI countries, to take into account sustainability, financial viability and economic state in which each country is. But sometimes considered to study the GDP is inappropriate since the main purpose of the index is to show the state of happiness and health of people. The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and does not take into account environment or social inequalities. Governments guide their national policies and development plans into national happiness, a vision that has been lost in many countries. Such is the National ”Gross National Index” indicator proposed in Bhutan in 1972, or the German ”Atlas of happiness’’ and the US ”Gallup” which directed its development model to achieve its population reaching health and a happy and sustainable life. Confronting the top five countries with the highest gross domestic product with the happiest nations Happy Planet Index, this hierarchy differs. The happiest country is Costa Rica, in contrast to the United States, the country with the highest GDP.

      In countries, there are levels of poverty, wealth, industrialization and development; but sustaining these high levels of wealth does not necessarily produce a happy and healthy life. Countries such as Costa Rica outperform industrialized nations like the United Kingdom in the Happy Planet Index because people live long and happy lives. Panama led the world in four of the five elemental comforts. Strong and growing economy of Panama with an unemployment rate of 4.5% in 2013, with investments in national development could be contributing to these high levels of success in welfare. The neighboring Costa Rica followed by 50%, despite relatively high unemployment in the region – around 9% in the third quarter of 2013. Economies poor may also have affected the purpose being. With only 7% of the affluent population in purpose, Greece is struggling with an economy that has yet to recover from the crisis of European debt. Croatia has also had a negative GDP growth since 2009 and high unemployment rates compared to Western European countries.


      Purpose welfare is higher when people like what they do every day and are motivated to achieve their goals. This is true whether you work for a company, on its own, caring for family members, pursue education, work on a farm, or participate in charity. People with high levels of welfare in this item also tend to be highly engaged in their work. They are emotionally invested in what they do and focus on value creation through their efforts. When people cannot find work or achieve other personal success and welfare measures with respect to its objective, which may affect areas beyond the individual and affect society as a whole.


      Such conditions fueled the uprisings of the Arab Spring and fueled protests in European countries that enacted austerity cuts. “It is important for anyone interested who is interested in improving the health of its population, including governments, community leaders, employers, insurers and other international organizations to understand the impact that the purpose of welfare has on the general welfare” says Peter Choueiri, President, Health ways International. “Our research shows that the purpose of welfare has a high correlation with social, economic, community and physical well-being. In other words, investments in order to improve welfare probably also raise other elements of well-being that results in lower medical costs and improving productivity across entire populations.”


      The benefits of new studies and research on the experiences and positive human emotions, happiness is known for his influence in the field of positive psychology. Among the positive emotions we mention creativity, optimism, wellbeing, happiness, humor, flowing with daily tasks, development of strengths among others. These strengths also write down psychological peculiarity as the locus of control and self-efficacy (Furfari, Caggiano 2013) that contribute to be part of an entreprenurial mindset (Caggiano 2013) connected with work motivation towards entrepreneurship (Caggiano 2014). Today through research of positive psychology we know what can make us happy; for example, Martin Seligman has discovered that the popular knowledge that success, a good social position, money or find the “love of our lives” is not essential factor for people to experience the genuine happiness in our lives, this has been demystified and his scientific work has concluded that the development of personal virtues and optimism are the experiences and skills that show a direct relationship to our happiness not only in great moments but in day to day, those who manage to develop shown happier with their lives but do not have money in abundance or privileged social status.


      Furthermore Mihalyi Csikszentmihalyi, considered one of the founders of positive psychology has also been studies of positive emotions, has been recognized for his work in developing creativity and achieve flow in our daily tasks and happiness does not depend only great moments like when you get to buy your house, get married, graduate in your career or the arrival of the holidays, but more beautiful for our lives as is the advantage of our present and tasks of everyday gift, what characteristics should? What should we include? They are the answers today that positive psychology has managed to show more clearly.


       


      Research and Action


      Our question on Happiness cannot finish but with the responsibility of individually answering on the personal contribution the development of the eternal pursuit. The epistemological premises allow us to answer the question that gives the title to the contribution. Investigations efforts propose the word in tone with EDUCATION which is INNOVATION. The complexity of our modern world requires an education process that stimulates new skills, knowledge and values that can further promote the development of the business potential of every human being, regardless of their social status, education especially aimed at promoting learner autonomy of think, feel, evaluate, implement and act in order to conduct their own lives. Therefore, it is necessary to establish methodologies in the school community encouraged to dream, plan and build their own way (Derranor, Caggiano 2012).


      Entrepreneurship and education are two extraordinary opportunities that must be interconnected if you want to develop the necessary human capital to build the society of the future (Caggiano, 2013). Innovation and entrepreneurship provide a way to solve global challenges of the 21st century, the construction of sustainable development and creation of jobs, generation of economic growth and the promotion human welfare. Not only should those who aspire to become entrepreneurs benefit from a training program considering that all members of society could benefit from a more entrepreneurial approach. The arrival of the 7th century seems permanently removing education instruction and tame, proclaiming education as a liberating force and focused on autonomy. The patterns of education in various countries seem to adopt the same principles: democratic and participatory; autonomous and responsible, flexible and committed, updated and innovative, humane and comprehensive.


       


      
A) Entrepreneurship Education: pedagogy, teaching way to stay HAPPY



      Demostrating like illustrate how Entrepreneurship Education influence pedagogy, teaching and process skill acquisition. We can point out several exemplar cases of schools and institutes which have dedicated theirselves to the promotion of students’ happiness.That is the australian high school of Gellong, german high school of Lerchenfeld and middle school of Wuchu, in the little reingn of Buthan.


      For example, in Australia, a school has developed a whole programme of well-being teaching. “ It’s easier to learn when we are happy”: it’s Geelong high school in Australia that is putting into practice this motto; since 2008 it has adopted the programme of positive education, conneting teaching and positive psychology (Euronews, 2014). Steven Meek, principal, says : “ positive psychology helps students and people to catch the best of their lives. Here, we have students who have faced with a whole range of problems, so we want to help them to overcome them”. The programmes of this schools are inspired by the pioneering studies of the psychologist Seligman, from the University of Pennsylvania. Teachers follow several training seminars as new researches emerge. David Bott, teacher and head of education, underlines: “ we use materials about emotions and positive involvements; we study the report of positive relationships, their meaning and results”. In the programme many teachers integrate meditation; students practice it as a regular exercise at the start of every lesson. Before the most important exams, they can also meditate for ten minutes. “ In Australia 160.000 young persons suffer of depression every year, an alarming statistic” says David Bott, “ it’s a key issue we are dealing with at school. Positive education leads to help students to develop the ability to react and to prevent desease and disadvantage”.The researchers of University of Melbourne are putting in place systems for students’ well-being measurement. In order to identify stress, level of cortisol in the saliva and the variability of heartbeats are measured. The study makes also use of data coming from cell phones; Diane Vella- Brodrick, associate professor, University of Melbourne, explains: “ we ask students to answer on IPod touch, specifying what they are doing, who they are with and what their mental state is. We also ask them if, recently, something positive or negative has occurred to them, how they’ve reacted and what their strategy of reaction has been”. While researches are still at the initial state, the effects of positive education are already clear to students and parents.A student of Geelong high school witnesses , indeed, that the most important quality he has developed , with positive education, is the ability to react and how he has learned to apply it in everyday situations, “very difficult though they may be”.


      Another meaningful experience, is a German one, where has been developed a whole course for happiness development (Euronews,2014).Students from Lerchenfeld high school of Amburgo, learn a particular lesson: how to be happy. Happiness is a subject which is taught in about a hundred of German schools . A practical exercise is the so-called leap from the stage, which has an educational value. Barbara Neuber, happiness teacher, explains: “ leap from the stage is a method to push kids to overcome their limits, in this case to drop out of their bodies”. Thanks to happiness lessons, students should develop a sense of belonging to the community, social competence and self-esteem.“ The most important thing” follows Barbara Neuber, “ it’s that we train the perception. If i’m not able to perceive sensations, i’m not even able to manage them. Traditional subjects and sports look at scoring and performances, that instead are not priorities in happiness lessons”. A group debate follows every exercise.Teachers who are taken up in this subject, have had a specific training and they teach to students of every age. In Germany, in anglophone countries, happiness is getting ahead as a subject and as a didactic method.


      A last noteworthy example is the one of Buthan reign (Euronews, 2014). n very little countries around the world, happiness is the main objective of development. The little reign of Buthan, on Himalaya, has replaced the acronym GDP ( Gross domestic product) with GDH, Gross Domestic Happiness. Little student Yeshey Paylden starts her lessons with meditation and prayers. Buthan is the first country to introduce GDH. Middle school of Wuchu is one of that schools that has implemented a pilot scheme. This model of school strives for create healthy, intellectual and worthy students, who, one day, will be happy and productive citizens. A typical school day begins with prayers, as a part of Buddhist tradition of Buthan, that children learn at school. Chencho Namgyel, principal, says: “our goal is to make children happy at school. In the past, we have had problems with students who used to take drugs, alcohol and tobacco. We have had a lot of problems some years ago, but things go better now”. In classroom, children learn not only from books, but even by meditation. Students meditate from one to three minutes to relaxe and to abandon their thoughts. Besides this, they learn human values, sucha as sharing, respect for the environment and the community.Schools of GDH are already an inspiration for other countries, like Finland.
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
