  The signs of bullying and cyberbullying: how to recognize and prevent them

Bullying and cyberbullying can be difficult to recognize, but it’s important to learn to spot the signs so you can prevent the problem before it gets out of hand. Signs of cyberbullying can include sending threatening or hateful messages, sending inappropriate messages or images, sending hateful messages, or using a person as a target for teasing or name-calling.

Make the reunification process as rewarding as possible for the excluded person by encouraging them to feel included and part of the group. In this way, exclusion from equal groups should never be seen as an insurmountable problem, but rather as an opportunity for mutual growth and learning.



Verbal and physical abuse
