In 1st John 5:13, "I write these things to you who believe in the name of the son of God, so that you may know that you have eternal life." V.14, "This is the confidence we have in approaching God."




  If you believe in your heart that Jesus is Lord, you are saved. In 1 John 5:13, the Bible says, "Eternal life." That is a promise! He who believes has eternal life. You can be sound in doctrine and be lost. You can know the word and be lost and not be converted. It is possible to be sound in doctrine; it is possible to know the word of God and be lost. Because our spirits act upon the word. In 1st Corinthians 2:4, Paul says, "My preaching and teaching were not only with words but also with a demonstration of the power of the Holy Spirit [Ghost]."




  When you are calling the name Jesus, it is the word dominating you, which is equivalent to Christ's personal being in you that you are calling. The word dominating you is the Christ You are calling. When you just sit down and say, "In the name of Jesus." What do you then have? There must be an indwelling word in you.
