I have been searching for answers night and day, but now I find rest in your loving way. I am surrendering my pain, my fears, and my shame and receiving your grace with a heart that is not tamed. Receive your healing is a powerful declaration of faith and trust in God's restorative power. "Be healed in the name of Jesus Christ is a bold statement of faith in spirit, aligning our prayers with God's will and invoking the authority of Jesus' name. Be healed in the name of Jesus Christ, restored, renewed, and made whole in his sight. Receive his peace, his love, and his light in the name of Jesus Christ. 

	Faith moves mountains. Faith moves mountains. It is the immense power of trust and belief in God's promises. Faith moves mountains, and faith unlocks doors. Faith brings hope and life to the darkest shores. Faith sees the impossible and makes it real. Faith moves mountains, and our hearts can feel it. Confession of your faith in Christ Jesus brings healing, freedom, and salvation to our lives. This is a beautiful and profound truth! This is the transformative power of faith in Christ Jesus, which brings: healing—physical, emotional, and spiritual; freedom—from sin, shame, and bondage; salvation—eternal life and a personal relationship with God. This confession is a powerful and wonderful declaration of the gospel's impact on our lives. It is a testament to the redemptive power of Christ's love and grace. By confessing our faith in Christ Jesus' name, we received healing, freedom, and eternal life. In the love and grace of God, we find our peace, and our hearts are forever changed. 

	When a child of God needs healing and deliverance, it is necessary that faith be released in order to receive, but many do not understand just how to do this. If you will follow faithfully and prayerfully the steps shown below, you can be sure of complete healing. 

	CHAPTER ONE 

	BE BORN AGAIN 

	The first thing is to know that you are born again and that you are living in all the light that he has put in your pathway. In order to be converted and become a child of God, you must believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. Then ask him to come and dwell in your heart so that he may direct and guide you and be the lord of your life. If you ask him to come in, Christ will surely dwell within you. For he has said, "Behold, I stand at the door and knock; if any man hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and will slip with him and he with me" [Rev 3:20]. 

	There are steps to help you turn your faith loose and receive your healing: Pray with conviction. Pray with confidence, believing that God wants to heal you. Release doubt and fear. Let go of negative thoughts and emotions that hinder your faith. Declare God's promises: Speak out loud God's promises of healing and restoration. Have an expectant heart. Expect God to move in your life and bring healing. Seek community support. Surround yourself with people who believe in and pray for your healing. Take action in faith. Take steps towards your healing, even if it seems impossible. Forgive and let go. Release any unforgiveness or bitterness that may be blocking your healing. Trust God's timing. Trust that God's timing is perfect, and His plan is to prosper you. Praise and worship: Praise and worship God, even in the midst of your trial. Receive by faith: Receive your healing by faith, knowing that it's already done. Faith is not about feeling; it's about choosing to believe and trust God, even when you can't see or feel anything happening. Keep your eyes fixed on Him, and trust that He is working everything out for your good. 

	USE THE WORD OF GOD 

	From the scriptures listed in this booklet, pick out two or three and memorize them thoroughly, saying them over and over again. Turn them over and over in your heart. Meditation brings revelation, and revelation gives birth to freedom, and freedom brings blessings, favour, and healing. In the same manner or way that Christ did when Satan tempted him, you will be able to protect yourself from the enemy, who will come with doubts and unbelief. You must know and fully realize the integrity of the word of God, and you must know that this word is actually what it declares itself to be. It is a revelation from God to us. We should know that it is God speaking to us now. It is not only a book of the past and a book of the future; it is a book of now. The Holy Bible is a God-breathed, God-indwelled, and God-inspired message. Hebrews 4:12 says, "For the word of God is quick, powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart." "Quick means it is alive and living." 
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
