			Animals and Astrology

			The Sumerian civilization was where the study of astronomy and astrology began. If we’re talking about astrology, we need to know what it is and what it’s based on. At one time, astronomy and astrology were closely connected. Astronomy studied how stars and planets moved around the Earth, and astrology was focused on how they affected living things.

			The Sumerians studied constellations, the twelve signs of the zodiac, and how the Moon and Sun impacted our planet. They talked about how the position of the planets and the Moon affected the growth of plants, childbirth, and tides, among other things. They believed that factors like planetary positions and the day, hour, and place of a person’s birth influenced their personality and destiny, as well as the behavior and nature of animals. 

			But their understanding of astronomy and astrology was lost to the wider world 6,000 years ago. This knowledge was kept secret by a select few, and this continued for centuries. It wasn’t until the invention of the printing press by Gutenberg in 1450 that knowledge could be shared on a large scale. This increased the number of people who could read and think. Despite resistance to change and the loss of many lives, humanity has progressed and become more accepting of once unacceptable ideas.

			Therefore, the idea that the planetary system is just a mechanical ingenuity in which the planets move in a way that is totally irrelevant for human behavior and that life is just an accident of self-organized molecular structure capable of exchanging energy and matter in order to maintain, renew and reproduce itself, has become obsolete for most scientists of the 21st century.

			                                                    

			Today, it’s believed by some that planets are alive, emitting radiation and electromagnetic energy that affects Earth. As they move, they create a unique energy grid on Earth that impacts all living beings that inhabit it, varying by location and time.

			Bioastrology is a new science that aims to take astrology seriously by studying the cosmic influence on human health, including physical, mental, and emotional aspects. It focuses on explaining certain behaviors and primarily uses statistics as its method. For instance, it investigates whether a full Moon can result in a higher number of births. Midwives may believe this to be true, while doctors may publicly deny any connection.

			It’s not only about babies, though. Farmers also use lunar phases to determine the best time to grow crops for a good harvest. They believe that planting should occur between a crescent moon and a new moon for plants that bear fruit above ground, and between a waning half-moon and a new moon for plants that grow underground. Planting under a waning half-moon is thought to result in a poor, scarce harvest with slow germination. 

			Quite interesting, indeed. Many scientists are open to considering these ideas, perhaps because food production is very important for our survival, and these traditional practices have been in use for centuries. The knowledge and experience of people from the countryside regarding the effect of lunar phases on plant growth shouldn’t be ignored or dismissed.

			Despite several scientific writings about the astrological impact on human beings, along with supporting or refuting statistics, there’s been little to no public research on how stars affect the personality and temper of animals. So perhaps it’s better to start with the basics.

			Looking back in history, physiognomy has been a popular practice for centuries. The Egyptians used it from its origins, while the Arabs wrote the first essays about it. However, it was the Greek classics that established similarities between people and animals by translating these Arab essays, in works such as the “Secretum secretorum” attributed to Aristotle. Dogs were especially focused on in this study, which inspired many authors in the Middle Ages to continue their research. A disciple of Galen worked on an essay that introduced the so-called zoological physiognomy studied in “Physiognomia” (3rd century B.C.). Hippocrates, who was able to explain many diseases through the features of the face and lines of the hand, was considered the true founder of this methodology.

			At that time, physiognomy was also used as a method of divination and was supported by astrology, basing itself on the belief in the animals that make up the zodiac to represent the signs.

			The goat is associated with Aries, the bull with Taurus. Gemini doesn’t have an animal, but the two children represent the inner animal that we all possess, which must be understood and controlled. Cancer is represented by the crab, Leo by the lion, and for Virgo, the virgin is esoterically linked to the bear and the goddess Astrea, daughter of Zeus. Libra symbolizes balance, and its esoteric animal is the eagle, which is related to the goddess Themis. Scorpio is represented by a scorpion and is related to Queen Persephone. Sagittarius is symbolized as the centaur and embodies good, while its animal is the horse, representing evil in the eternal struggle. Capricorn is represented by the goat, which is related to the god Pan. Aquarius is symbolized by a beautiful being, and its animal is the dog. Pisces is represented by two fish and its symbolic animal are all marine animals without exception, from the smallest to the largest. It is ruled by Poseidon.

			And this is the basis on which physiognomy establishes a comparison and similarity between men and animals. 			Large, Medium and Small Breeds

		

		
			When it comes to dogs, being a purebred isn’t the most important thing. Mixed breed dogs can actually inherit positive traits from both parents. While it’s easy to focus on potential negative traits, it’s important to remember that dogs are innocent beings that, with proper care from a good owner, can grow up to be healthy and make us very happy. That’s why, in the following sections, I’ll categorize them based on their size and weight, referring to them as either large, medium-sized, or small breeds.

			Large breeds

			Dogs weighing over 65 pounds and taller than 20 inches are considered large breeds. These dogs usually have a robust physical build and can be trained as guard dogs, though not all of them are naturally aggressive when protecting their owners. 			It’s important not to fall into the old cliché that “big dog equals dangerous dog.” However, it’s crucial to understand that large guard dogs require special and strict training to avoid any potential danger. As an owner, you must have a certain personality that is firm yet kind and affectionate towards the dog.

			If you’re considering a big dog, you should have ample space in your house, so the dog doesn’t feel confined. It’s important to provide them with the right nutrition and exercise regularly. Otherwise, they may become stressed and frustrated, leading to further problems down the road.

			There are big non-guardian dogs, such as the Neapolitan Mastiff, which is a companion dog. They stand at 30” tall and weigh over 110 lb. Although they’re a sedentary breed, they require daily exercise to avoid getting terminally ill. They are loyal and seek constant affection from their family. They’re not naturally aggressive, but they may become protective if they sense that their loved ones are in danger. Experts usually recommend against owning other dogs when it comes to this breed, unless you enlist the help of a professional trainer early on to socialize them.

			If you’re considering getting a big dog, remember that they are innocent living creatures, and you must carefully consider what you can offer them. Seek advice from a breeder or trainer and consider the potential influence of their zodiac sign on their personality. Owning a big dog can be a rewarding experience if done responsibly.

			Medium-sized breeds

			Even though medium-sized dogs are more adaptable and don’t need as much space as larger dogs, they still require plenty of exercise. This goes beyond just taking them for a walk – they need to run, and they enjoy having someone to exercise with. It’s important to remember that dogs are not toys; they have feelings and can experience pain just like humans do. So, if you’re thinking of getting a medium-sized dog, make sure you can provide them with the exercise and companionship they need.

			Small breeds

			When we say “small breeds,” we’re talking about dogs that weigh less than 35 pounds. These dogs are very popular, particularly in big cities, because they can adapt easily to small spaces. However, even though they are small, they still need daily exercise. It’s also important to note that small dogs are often very territorial and like to be close to their owners.
