Chapter 2 – First Steps in Survival

2.1 Collecting Essential Resources

The first step in survival is to collect basic resources.

Essential materials to get started:

• Wood: Collect from trees using bare hands or an axe. Used for crafting tools, doors, chests, and torches.

• Stone: Obtained by mining stone with a wooden pickaxe or higher. Required for better tools and furnaces.

• Coal: Used for torches and melting ores.

2.3 Building an Initial Shelter

The first night is crucial, so build a safe shelter quickly:

• Use simple blocks: earth, wood or stone.

• Include at least:

• Door

• Torches for lighting

• Small space for crafting table and chest

Tip: Add a slab over the door. This prevents skeletons from shooting arrows or jumping mobs from entering the shelter. Small details can save your first night.

2.4 Preparing for Initial Combat

Mobs like zombies and skeletons spawn at night. Starting strategies:

• Keep a sword or axe handy.

• Use the terrain to your advantage: climb hills or build temporary barriers.

• Always light the outdoor area with torches.

Unique tip: Create “makeshift traps” using 1-block holes and running water. Mobs fall or are pushed away, avoiding damage and allowing ranged attacks.

2.5 Safe Initial Exploration

Exploring early grants extra resources, but can be risky.

• Explore small caves with torches and pickaxe.

• Look for extra food, such as animals or plants.

• Mark paths with blocks or torches on the right (“right hand” technique) to avoid getting lost.

Tip: Always carry an extra stone or dirt block. It can be used to climb obstacles, block mobs, or create quick escapes. Small details can be lifesavers in unexpected situations.

2.6 Organizing Resources

At the end of the day, organize what you collected:

• Place common blocks in a separate chest.

• Food and combat items in another chest.

• Rare tools and materials in a safe place.

Pro tip: Create hidden chests under the floor or behind false walls. This way, if your shelter is invaded, your most valuable resources remain safe.

• Harvest when ripe and replant immediately.

Sugarcane

• Grows only near water.

• Used to make books, paper and trade with villagers.

Unique tip: Alternate water and crop blocks in a grid pattern. This maximizes space, allowing each plant to have water and grow faster, without wasting dirt blocks.

3.3 Creating simple automatic farms

• Use redstone and gravity to create systems that automatically collect items.
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
