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   Dribbling



One of the first ways that Scott stood out was through his dribbling. This allows you to move the ball past opponents and progress play up the pitch.



Mark Bellingham was a sergeant in the West Midlands Police Force. It was a stressful but rewarding job, helping keep local people safe. 



The best dribblers keep close control 
of the ball with quick, soft touches and keep their head up to see where the space is. 
 
Their body stays low 
and balanced. This allows them to quickly move 
the ball left and right. 
 
Scott first learned to dribble through cones. This made him more comfortable controlling the ball past opponents. His coaches loved that he could dribble past six opponents at a time – creating lots of chances for his team.



Leamington were nicknamed, ‘the Brakes’ because they’d been formed by a company that made car brakes, all the way back in 1933.

The more that Scott practised, the better his dribbling became. He used the inside 
and outside of both feet to move the ball at pace.
 
He improved by trying out different techniques. If his feints, swerves or dodges worked, he would do them again. He learned to change pace so he could burst past opponents. 
 
Watching clips of demon dribblers like Lionel Messi also helped. Scott could then try to copy their skilful movements.

The centre trains talented young players so 
they are ready to enter Manchester United’s Academy.
