[image: A large clear bowl filled with various aquatic animals. Andy stands on the top of the stairs next to the bowl and watches Terry on the back of a large fish. A cat is on the ramp next to the bowl and looks gleefully at a fish.]





an old boot camp,


[image: A group of old, worn boots are huddled around a fire in a bucket and are roasting marshmallows. They are talking about their past.]





an enigma engine,


[image: A large, complicated machine has multiple gears and parts. Andy asks Terry what the machine does. Terry replies that it’s an enigma.]





a world record breaking level,


[image: Various world records are being broken at the treehouse. Some of them are the world's tallest cactus, holding breath for 23 hours, the loudest quacks, Terry standing all day on his head, most eggs laid in 24 hours, and a talking snake.]
