FAMOUS FOR: When she read information about the climate crisis, Thunberg became overwhelmed. She was baffled as to why the world’s governments were not taking action. Aged fifteen, she won a writing competition, asking why politicians lie about climate crisis facts. 
Every Friday, she started to school strike for climate outside the Swedish parliament. Her posts about it on Instagram and Twitter went viral. Thunberg inspired millions of children in over a hundred countries to strike for their future on the planet. They asked their own governments to take action, and tell the truth about the climate crisis. 
 
FASCINATING FACTS: Greta Thunberg has Asperger’s Syndrome and calls it her superpower. The climate crisis groups she has made speeches to include the  UN Climate Change Conference and the European parliament. She won Amnesty International’s Ambassador of Conscience Award in 2019 and was nominated for a Nobel Peace Prize in 2019 and 2021.

Socrates, c. 470–399 bc, Philosopher, Devised a System to Seek the Truth
 
About 2,490 years ago, the Greek philosopher Socrates was born in Alopeke, Greece. He is considered to be one of the founders of Western philosophy. Philosophy is the exploration of ideas using thinking skills. It asks questions like: Why are we here? What is truth? How are we connected to the universe? He wrote nothing down but his teachings have been passed on by his students, including another great philosopher, Plato. 
 
FAMOUS FOR: Socrates’ wisdom and problem solving methods are still used today. He is most famous for the Socratic method of enquiry. This is used to examine morals such as good and justice. To solve a problem, it is broken down into a series of questions. The answers gradually reveal the solution a person is looking for. The Socratic method is still used in American legal education!
Socrates’ beliefs were his downfall in the end. He questioned his government, and was sentenced to death by drinking poison hemlock. 
Socrates accepted his fate because he had been found guilty of something he had done. Even though he felt he was right, it was against the law.
 
FASCINATING FACT: Plato reported that Socrates drank the poison without the slightest hint of hesitation.
