			Born in Edinburgh, Scotland in 1859, Arthur Conan Doyle was firstly a doctor. He only committed to writing from 1885 and created, in his first novella, A Study in Scarlet, his famous private detective character: Sherlock Holmes. Success was not immediate and the writer had to wait until 1890 to close his GP surgery and focus on writing. He then published four novels including The Hound of the Baskervilles and The Lost World, and 56 novellas including the renowned The Adventures of Sherlock Holmes. 


			Impeded by the success of his hero and wanting to dedicate himself to science fiction, Conan Doyle killed Holmes off in The Final Problem. But, under pressure from readers, he brought him back ten years later, in 1905, in The Return of Sherlock Holmes.
