			Charles Lutwidge Dodgson (1832-1898) was an English writer best known under the pseudonym of Lewis Carroll. In 1854, he graduated in Mathematics and English at the Christ Church College of Oxford, where he became a professor. The following year, he began writing short stories and poems for the review The Train.


			Very interested in photography, Carroll liked to take pictures of little girls, including Alice Liddell, one of the daughters of the Dean, for whom he wrote Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland (1865). He used his pseudonym mainly for his works of fiction, whether in verse or prose (The Hunting of the Snark, Sylvie and Bruno, Through the Looking-Glass). Under his real name, he published essays about logic (The Game of Logic, 1887) and mathematics (Euclid and His Modern Rivals, 1879).
