In Part 1, you will learn about the planets (plus comets and other celestial bodies) and houses; their meanings, myths, and associations; and how to use them to empower your magickal work. Then you will explore the hidden power of each zodiacal sign.

In Part 2, you will find spells of all kinds—potions, crystal grids, talismans, meditations, and more—that are infused with astrological principles. You’ll take advantage of the timing of planetary movements, the traits of each sun sign, and the power of each element. Add some Leo Solar-Spiced Creativity Syrup to your morning caffeine during Leo’s new moon to spark your creativity. Try the Gaia Grounding Meditation when the Sun passes through Taurus—there is no better time to focus on connecting to the earth and recentering yourself. You’ll also uncover ways to be flexible with your astrological timing, and you’ll even learn how to layer spells and rituals together to create the ultimate divine magick.

There are endless ways that astrology can honor and celebrate your unique position within the universe. Your witchcraft practice will thrive when you are in sync with the movements and insights of celestial bodies around our beloved planet. Tune in to that special power and discover how the meaning and magick in the night sky can support your healing, encourage your growth, and initiate the manifestation of your dreams.
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Chapter 1 WITCHCRAFT AND ASTROLOGY


From ancient prophets mapping the planets’ movements in the night sky to divine a god’s will to the modern witch watching the lunar eclipse out her window as she lights a candle, the blending of witchcraft and astrology is a time-honored tradition. While their roles in society have certainly shifted over the centuries, astrology and witchcraft continue to provide valuable insight to anyone wishing to learn more about themselves and unravel and use the magick and power of the stars.

In this chapter, you will uncover astrology’s ancient origins, not just as a spiritual practice and mystical art but also as an integral part of society that inspired the sciences and development of civilizations. You will also learn how you can begin to make astrology a powerful and integral part of your magickal practices in meaningful and accessible ways.

THE ANCIENTS AND ASTROLOGY

Astrology combines the mathematical calculations of movements of the stars; the study of astronomy and deep-sky objects; and the spiritual art of myth, meaning, and determining why we are here. It was an integral, central part of ancient society. From calculating the seasons and when to plant or harvest crops, to forecasting the weather or interpreting the ideal day to celebrate a god, astrology was ingrained in every aspect of life. Even as far back as ten thousand to eighteen thousand years ago in the Lascaux caves of France, ancient peoples appear to have painted the bull of the Taurus constellation in hues of white, red, and brown, marking the importance of the stars to our earliest ancestors. Astrology helped people uncover the secrets of the galaxy and understand their place in the universe (spiritually and literally), and still does to this day.

In ancient times, the stars were not just symbols of the will of the gods; they were also the very calendar that marked the rhythm of life of ancient peoples. The ever-changing positions of stars in the night sky marked the coming and going of seasons. Key stars, like Regulus of the Leo constellation, once marked the coming of summer when it greeted the horizon just after sunset. To understand why the stars change position, you have to go back even further in time, to the conception of the solar system.

Earth, The Cosmos, and the Celestial Sphere

Due to our unique position within the solar system and the universe, we experience a rotation of the night sky throughout the year. The earth orbits the sun on an axis that leans at an angle of 23.5 degrees. Even as the earth revolves around the sun, the earth’s axis always points at the same direction in the night sky. And the earth itself spins as it makes the larger orbit.

To visualize this, you can hold an orange (a symbol of the sun not just in color but in energy too) in one hand. Then, tilt the index finger of your other hand at a slight angle. Rotate your index finger around the orange, always keeping the finger pointing in the same direction. Imagine that your finger is also rotating as it orbits the orange. Visualizing solar rays shining from the orange, you can see how different parts of the earth are exposed to more sunlight during different times of the year. We also experience different views of the night sky throughout the year as the earth makes its orbit around the sun. So, whichever stars were visible at different times of night and different times of year was linked to the coming and going of seasons.

To make matters slightly more complicated, the earth’s axis has a very slight wobble to it (balanced in part by the moon), and so while it is mostly stable, the positions of the equinoxes and solstices, and therefore the start of the seasons, actually shift zodiac sign every 2,160 years, for a 26,000-year cycle.

WORSHIP, WITCHCRAFT, AND THE STARS

In the modern era, people define witchcraft in different ways—some see it as worshipping the earth and her cycles and seasons; some call down the power of the gods to bless their endeavors, petitioning them with offerings and invoking them through sacred symbols or words; some combine herbs for their metaphysical properties to call in prosperity; and some do it all. How you define witchcraft is personal.

In ancient times, the concepts of astrology and witchcraft were inseparable. To ancient cultures, the gods were the stars and their religion. People petitioned gods with offerings and sacred symbols for healing or to get their blessing for different endeavors. Ancient worship and astrology were inseparable from magick.

The first record of the intermingling of astrology and worship comes from ancient Babylon, where the gods were the planets. Each god ruled various domains in which they could be petitioned for blessings. For example, the morning and evening star Venus became associated with Ishtar, goddess of growth, fertility, love, and sometimes war. The Babylonians devoted their cities to various planets that were synonymous with their gods. They also built multitiered towers, called “ziggurats,” with a terrace for each of the seven planets that they knew of at the time. Thus, the unit of the week was developed—one day for each of the seven planets. The custom of assigning hours of the day to each of the seven planets was later adopted by the Romans.

Religion, Culture, and Astrology

From the ancient priests atop temple ziggurats mapping the stars to understand the will of the gods, to the modern witch using the magick of the full moon, astrology and witchcraft have maintained importance throughout many cultures, religious practices, and times. Easter in Christianity, for example, is usually the Sunday after the first full moon following the vernal, or spring, equinox, and Ramadan starts with the new moon in Libra. All of the oldest major religions still use the celestial timing established in ancient times as the determining factor in their celebrations.

Even the names of the week are dedicated to the planets and gods, although some of the days’ names have been adapted from Norse mythology: Sunday as the sun’s day, Monday as the moon’s, Tuesday from Tiw (a god of war similar to Mars), Wednesday from Woden/Odin (akin to Mercury), Thursday to Thor (Jupiter), Friday to goddess Freya (Venus), and Saturday as Saturn’s Day.


THE BIRTH OF WESTERN ASTROLOGY

Cultures from all over the world developed their own understanding of the stars, and with them, oral myths and tales that explained the power of these celestial objects. While many of the myths we associate with the constellations come from ancient Greece, some date even further back to Babylon and even Sumer (the earliest-known human civilization in Mesopotamia). The seed of modern Western astrology, in particular, was born from the prophets of ancient Babylon, who used the stars to determine the wills of the gods. Mixing these observations from Babylon with those of Egypt and the mathematical calculations of Greece, the foundation of Western astrology was created.

Even certain superstitions came forth from the Babylonian observation of the night sky, such as that a halo around the moon indicates an overcast month.

Babylonian ideas of astrology migrated to Egypt, merging with Egyptian practices of medical and occult astrology. And with Alexander the Great and his conquests, astrological concepts from Egypt, Babylon, and Greece melded to create a whole system of astrology. Today, Western astrology has branched into many different traditions—astro-psychology, vocational astrology, medical astrology, and even relocation astrology.

Astrology wasn’t just a way to predict the seasons that guided ancient ways of life; its uses also extended to the personal sphere. Ancient peoples tried to understand more about themselves from their birth charts and orient their plans according to fortuitous astrological placements to gain the blessings of the gods. That’s where its connection to witchcraft comes in.

SUMMONING THE POWER OF THE STARS THROUGH WITCHCRAFT

Principles set forth by astrology can be used as celestial guidance to empower spells in witchcraft practice. For example, you can:


	Charge water with the energy of a particular astrological event.

	Rest and rethink during hectic Mercury retrograde.

	Meditate with the phases of the moon in various signs.

	
Cast a spell in alignment with a certain day of the week, such as Wednesday, to call down the power of the god of communication and planet Mercury.



Witches continue to use and honor the magick of celestial alignments in modern times. Understanding and applying astrology as a witch doesn’t have to be an elective tool to use only on occasion—it can be an everyday way to engage in an active relationship with your orientation in the cosmos. When you have an understanding of the astrological seasons, you can develop a potent relationship with the magick of each sign, planet, and star, and use this to amplify your spells.

Astrology can be an active partner in your practice that doesn’t just help boost your magick. It can also help you dance to the rhythm of the universe and call upon the power of the stars as you recognize and celebrate your own cosmic identity.






Chapter 2 ASTROLOGICAL ELEMENTS


Since the dawn of time, fire, water, earth, and air have framed human experience on the earth. These elements (referred to as “classical elements” in astrology) were observable markers of the everyday experience of life—fire for heat and light, air for breath and communication, earth for the material form of all life and nourishment, water for liquids and sustenance. These elements defined ancient life, and from them, zodiac signs were born as an expression of that element’s celestial power. While in modern science, the term “elements” means something completely different, the meaning, symbolism, and power of these core ancient elements remain a source of knowledge and power in both astrology and magick.

Understanding the elemental foundations of astrology can help you grasp and call on the specific powers of various signs, planets, and asteroids. The information in this chapter will help you understand the elemental building blocks of astrology so you can identify the challenges in your life and remedy them through magick by summoning the power of a given element through its zodiacal expression. Engaging with these elements in an active way can connect you to understanding, healing, and increased magickal potency. Let’s look at the different elements, their modalities of expression, and what they can mean for your astrological spellcasting.


ASTROLOGICAL MODALITIES/ELEMENTAL EXPRESSION: CARDINAL, FIXED, MUTABLE

In astrology, each element is given one of three modalities—cardinal, fixed, and mutable—to help further describe the way that element’s energy might take form. These three modalities give way to the three zodiac signs for each element and will help you understand what aspect of air, fire, water, and earth to work with for your astrological magick.

Cardinal Energy

Cardinal energy is the initiator—it sets things in motion. Like the spark that lights the fire, this type of energy can be used to start projects or even inspire personal drive relating to that element’s energy. A lack of cardinal energy can indicate difficulty getting started, whereas too much energy might take the form of starting too many projects or being unable to focus on one thing at a time. To take advantage of cardinal energy, you can look at its respective zodiac signs—Aries (fire), Cancer (water), Libra (air), and Capricorn (earth).

Fixed Energy

Fixed energy is centered energy—it sustains that element’s energy. It is the type of energy to work with in magick to endure and stay true to a purpose. Stubbornness can be an indication of too much fixed energy, whereas a lack of stability in a given element’s meaning might hint at a lack of fixed energy. The signs Aquarius (air), Taurus (earth), Leo (fire), and Scorpio (water) can help you work with fixed energy in astrological spells for matters that need persistence, stability, and focus.

Mutable Energy

Whereas cardinal energy initiates, and fixed energy sustains, mutable energy adapts and connects. Acting as an intermediary for its element, mutable energy changes to match the fluctuations of the reality. However, too much mutable energy can signify restlessness, and too little can indicate an unwillingness to adapt or change. Thus, working with the mutable modality through the signs of Gemini (air), Virgo (earth), Sagittarius (fire), and Pisces (water) can help in matters that require flexibility and connecting ideas to the real world.

Now that you understand how the various modalities by which the classical elements can express themselves, let’s look at how this manifests in astrology and through the signs of the zodiac.

FIRE [image: ]


From the candle flame, to the hearth fire, to the brush fire with the power to level houses and forests, the element of fire is the force of life that warms, inspires, and energizes—as well as consumes.

Fire Represents Identity/Sense of Self and Energy

In astrology, fire is often referred to as the energy of identity or sense of vitality—the energy that inspires your body and soul to move in countless ways, whether through art, passion, leadership, creativity, or exercise. Too much fire can manifest as recklessness and uncontrollable explosions or rage, whereas fire deficiencies can appear as a lack of vital energy or difficulty getting excited. At its core, fire represents the flame that “lights the fire” and motivates you to pursue passions, love, and goals.

Associated Astrological Signs: Aries, Leo, Sagittarius

The modalities of fire can be seen in cardinal Aries, the sign that initiates passions and the drive to pursue goals; fixed Leo, which sustains and attracts what it desires in the realms of creative expression and romance; and mutable Sagittarius, which adapts the element of fire for connection through guiding philosophy and spontaneous adventures and social outings.

Associated Celestial Bodies: Sun, Mars, Jupiter (shared), Vesta

Through the sun, we see fire’s ability to warm, create, and sustain, and through Mars, we see fire’s potential for passion, vitality, and aggression. Some relate Jupiter—the planet of expansion—to fire as well as to the element of air in some astrological practices.

EARTH [image: ]


From the mountains that give shape to the earth, to the rumbling earthquakes, to the very ground we build our homes and walk upon, the principle of the earth is vital—it is the foundation upon which humans navigate and experience life.

Earth Represents Physical Reality and Stability

In astrology, the earth relates to the physical and material realm—the things that you can touch and engage with your senses. The physical manifestation of life around you, your body, your possessions, and even money all fall under the jurisdiction of this classical element. Like the seedling that needs soil to grow, the element of earth provides people with the foundation, stability, and strength upon which to grow. An overabundance of earth can manifest as unmoving, unchanging, and stubborn energy, while a lack of earth can be seen as ungroundedness, a disconnection to reality, or a struggle with material boundaries. Working with earth can remedy restless, ungrounded energy and help you handle the mundane reality of everyday life.

While grounded in practicality and wisdom, the earth is sometimes slow-moving (like a crystal taking millions of years to grow). The earth is what gives form to creation and, through things like food and abundance, supplies what we need to subsist.

Associated Astrological Signs: Capricorn, Taurus, Virgo

Cardinal earth is expressed through Capricorn, who initiates material manifestation and establishes structure. Earth’s stabilizing abilities take center stage in fixed Taurus. And mutable Virgo, through her practicality and organization, connects through community and the harvest of goals that are actualized in the material realm.

Associated Celestial Bodies: Saturn, Venus, Ceres, Chiron

Saturn encapsulates earth’s properties of restraint, stability, and structure. Venus represents earth’s ability to nurture, nourish, and revel in the physical pleasures of life.


WATER [image: ]


Covering a majority of the planet via deep oceans, raging rapids, placid lakes, and trickling streams, water is the fluid element that represents your capacity to feel.

Water Represents Feeling and Intuition

In astrology, the element of water invites you to tune in to your intuition, feelings, and imagination; helps you plunge deep into your subconscious for healing; and encourages you to learn to “go with the flow” in the currents of life. From cross-cultural mythos depicting water as the starting point from which all life emerged, water relates to human emotions and souls—it is the energy and power that move us. Like the groundwater that slips beneath the grass, seeps through the dirt, and roars in caves below, its impact may not always be perceived, but the power of water is always there, deep under the surface.

An overflow of water energy can manifest as turbulent emotional waves or escapism, while a lack or block of water energy can be seen as a general coldness or disconnection from emotions or empathy. Working with water through its respective signs can help enhance your understanding of your emotions; promote forgiveness, compassion, peace, and sympathy; and inspire a strong connection to intuition.

Associated Astrological Signs: Cancer, Scorpio, Pisces

With her ability to connect to emotion and intuition, Cancer represents water’s cardinal energy. Through fixed Scorpio, you can experience water’s ability to hold fast to intensity and dive deep into water’s depths, while still rising to the surface. And you can witness water’s mutable ability through Pisces, the sign that goes with the flow and dissolves barriers in connecting to others. Using the expression of water through these signs, you can help focus and heighten your spellwork around matters of intuition, understanding, healing, and emotion.

Associated Celestial Bodies: Moon, Neptune, Juno

On our planet, you can see water influenced by the movement of the moon—the celestial body that relates to your intuition, emotion, and motherly relationships. Through Neptune, you can work with water’s unique capacity to dissolve and blend—which is great for magick related to unity, healing, and accessing the depths of psychic, cosmic information.


AIR [image: ]


From the air that permeates your lungs, helping you form words and communicate thoughts, to the hawk that glides above and looks down below, air is all about thought, communication, and perspective.

Air Represents Communication and Knowledge

This element can reveal how you think, communicate, and reason, and can even show you how you might be recognized for your thoughts and unique ideas. By helping you communicate, socialize, and share ideas, air is an element of connection. From moving pollen and seeds to influencing the ocean’s currents and fueling wildfires and the direction they go, air has the power and capacity to influence and move many things.

While too much air can create scattered, anxious, ungrounded, and emotionally distant energy, a lack of air is stagnant and can indicate an absence of vision, insight, or new ideas. Working with air through astrological magick can help you gain information and perspective, as well as help you think clearly, improve your speech, and be quick and precise with your words.

Associated Astrological Signs: Libra, Aquarius, Gemini

Cardinal Libra can help you see all sides of an issue and execute an action based on weighing and balancing the evidence at hand. Fixed air sign Aquarius helps you retain new and unique thoughts, expanding your horizons and perspective beyond what you may have thought possible. Mutable Gemini highlights air’s ability to connect, share ideas, and think on your feet.

Associated Celestial Bodies: Mercury, Jupiter (shared), Pallas

The planet Jupiter represents air by bringing in new opportunities and encouraging expansion. In addition, air is expressed through Mercury, which represents messages, communication, and reasoning.






Chapter 3 THE SIGNS


Most people know their sun sign. From daily horoscopes to birth charts to zodiac-designed gifts, the constellations that make up the zodiac are ever-present in life. But did you ever stop to think how you can use these signs in your magick? Whether the Sun is traveling through Gemini, or Mercury is making a beneficial transit through Virgo, or it’s Monday and you want to cast Cancer-aligned spells, you can summon these star signs at a key time to enhance your celestial magick.

In this section, you will learn about the zodiac signs—their strengths and challenges, how they can help you achieve certain goals, and how best to capture their energy. For some signs, you’ll discover the ancient myths of the constellations that help us glean more information about their symbolic, mythic, and magickal power in the cosmos. You will uncover the various correspondences you can use to summon the ancient power of these constellations—whether day or time, color, or energy centers. Once you are familiar with the basic information about each of the twelve zodiac signs, you can find additional correspondences (such as suggested crystals) and information like planetary hours in the appendices of this book to enhance your spells even more.


ARIES
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Aries Themes

True to his cardinal fire nature, active Aries leads the charge into the journey through the zodiacal year with zest and vigor. A highly ambitious sign, Aries can break through barriers, conquer challenges, and achieve accomplishments and victories. Aries’s symbol, the ram—the horned sheep that charges headfirst—clearly exemplifies the boldness, aggression, and primal power of this sign. Thus, Aries is naturally a great sign to call on for spells that relate to physicality, vitality, and passion. Within the zodiacal wheel, Aries is the spark that initiates your self-awareness and self-actualization in the world.

Related Myths

Aries’s courage and fearlessness are best exemplified through the Greek myth of Crius, the celestial winged ram that rushed in to save the children of King Athamas. Dashing in to save the children from murder, Aries represents the proactive trailblazer that asserts himself and also pushes for what he feels is right. This is the very same ram whose magickal fur becomes the famous Golden Fleece, a symbol of power and authority. A further testament to Aries’s cardinal life force energy, this sign was associated with one of the self-actualizing primordial gods (Amun) in Egyptian mythology, and the hardworking agricultural worker in ancient Babylon.

Magick

You can add a touch of Aries vivacity to any spell or working via celestial timing, cosmic colors, and sacred symbols. The best time to use Aries’s power is during Aries season from March 21 through April 19, when both the Sun and the new moon are aligned in Aries.

Even when the Sun is not shining through Aries, however, there are other ways to time your spells to unlock its power. Access its potency during its full moon in Libra season, or find out when the Moon is in Aries during the other months, and the meaning of that moon phase, for added power. You can also call on this constellation when it rises in the night sky the other ten months of the year or when a planet makes an advantageous transit through Aries. And of course, you can use Aries’s ruling planet Mars when it is visible in the sky, in Mars’s traditional planetary hours (Appendix F), or on Mars-associated Tuesday.

Just like stars emit different spectrums of light and color, you can employ colors in your cosmic magick. Wear or use passionate, bright colors like red, yellow, orange, and white to imbue more Aries passion, positivity, and creativity into your life—and your spells. Adorn your altar with these fiery shades, select jewelry or accessories that feature these colors, or burn corresponding colored candles for added Aries alignment. Integrating symbols such as the ram and the sharp and direct imagery of its horns can add extra potency to your Aries spells. And since Aries is a cardinal fire sign, candle spells or spells that use burning or the imagery of the spark resonate more potently.

TAURUS
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Taurus Themes

A testament to Taurus’s steadfastness, this constellation has been observed since the time of early humans, with depictions dating back to the Lascaux caves in France ten thousand to eighteen thousand years ago. Symbolized by the bull—an ancient symbol of wealth, fertility, and abundance—Taurus is a sign of financial stability and prosperity. Through her fixed expression of earth, Taurus is more grounded and firm than the other earth signs, with unmatched dependability, stability, and stubbornness. But she is also ruled by Venus, planet of pleasure and charm. Thus, Taurus is a sign that revels in the senses and the physical pleasure of being alive, enjoying a stable love life and home, and attracting abundance.

With their heavy, powerful bodies, bulls move at their own speed with dominion over the land they roam. Similarly, Taurus reminds you to connect with your body as a vessel of celestial earth, to hone self-confidence in your space, and to remain steadfast in your desires. With a flash of red fabric, bulls remain transfixed on pursuing their ends—an example of Taurus’s iron determination in achieving her goals.

Related Myths

The Greek myth of Zeus and Europa captures the nobility, determination, and romance of this sign. Zeus, in order to draw the attention and admiration of Princess Europa, turns into a bull and joins the king’s herd. With patience, and by being the most refined, regal, and beautiful bull in the herd, Zeus’s seduction is successful. Europa climbs atop the bull’s back, and Zeus carries her away to the island of Crete, where he reveals himself as a god. The couple has three children, one of which ends up being Minos, the famous king of Crete. The key themes of this myth highlight the patient, refined, and alluring nature of Taurus, but also how, through these qualities, you can attract what you desire. In ancient Mesopotamia, the Taurus constellation was seen as the “Bull of Heaven,” sent by the goddess Ishtar when the hero Gilgamesh rejected her advances, connecting Taurus to the planet Venus (with which Ishtar was associated).

Magick

By timing your Taurus spells, you can call upon this heavenly bull to aid your magickal endeavors. Of course, the best time to use Taurus is during its season from April 20 to May 20, when the Sun travels through this sign. Also blessed with the Taurus new moon, this period is beaming with energy to bless Taurus-favorable endeavors with abundance, stability, and fertility.

There are plenty of other ways to time Taurus spells during various parts of the year. Use the alluring Taurus full moon during Scorpio season, or the magick of the Moon and its phases when it passes through Taurus once a month. Use its bright star Aldebaran or the Pleiades star cluster (known as “The Seven Sisters”) to uncover Taurus in the night sky the other ten months of the year and cast a celestial spell under these ancient rising stars. You can also cast celestial magick when a planet makes a beneficial transit through Taurus, when its ruling planet Venus is visible in the sky during Venus’s planetary hour, or its ruling day of Friday.

Beyond timing, there are other celestial tools you can use to heighten your Taurus magick, such as color and relevant symbols. Varying shades of green can usher in the verdant, abundant energy of Taurus. Flowery colors such as pastel pinks, yellows, blues, oranges, and reds can summon forth Venusian pleasure and attraction. Symbols such as pentacles, flowers, gems, and money can also strengthen your Taurus magick.

GEMINI
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Gemini Themes

A social and intellectual sign, Gemini exemplifies the desire to communicate and exchange information. Associated with the mutable expression of air, Gemini is adaptable and all about sharing ideas and insights, heightening that air energy of connection and communication.

Related Myths

Throughout various ancient cultures, Gemini has been symbolized by the image of twins. In ancient Egyptian mythology, the constellation was identified with twin goats or the older/younger version of the god Horus; in ancient Arabia, twin peacocks represented Gemini! As you might imagine from his symbolism, Gemini is a sign of duality—incorporating different ideas and views while also being fickle and changing opinions often. Ruled by Mercury, the planet of communication and travel, Gemini is a fast-moving, talkative, and youthful sign.

To fully understand the dualistic, intermediary qualities of Gemini, you can look at the Greek myth of twins Castor and Pollux, from which the two brightest stars in this constellation derive their name. Seduced by the Greek god Zeus, a Spartan queen gave birth to twin sons—Pollux and Castor. Pollux was the son of Zeus, but Castor had been fathered by the queen’s husband, Tyndareus (King of Sparta). As a result, Pollux was immortal, and Castor was mortal, a symbol of dichotomy of the self. These siblings were strong and adventurous (as Gemini energy often is) and were extremely bonded, so when Castor died, Pollux pleaded with Zeus to share his immortality with Castor. The twins were transformed into the Gemini constellation, where they could live together in the heavens for eternity. Through sharing interconnectedness and aspects of the self, the twins were able to level the playing field and live on forever. This air sign is all about relating information, good or bad, and connecting with others through his favored element—air.

Magick

With the luminous Sun shining through Gemini from May 21 to June 20, and an aligned new moon, this period is the most advantageous for ushering forth Gemini-related magick. When you wish to call upon this ancient constellation outside of this time frame, you can gauge the phase during which the Moon will traverse this sign, as well as the Gemini full moon during Sagittarius season. You can cast a Gemini-aligned spell by using a star chart or website to research when this constellation will rise in the night sky the other ten months of the year, and use the bright stars Castor and Pollux (fittingly representing the heads of these two figures) to locate the constellation as you cast your Gemini spell. Keep an eye out for any favorable transits a planet makes through Gemini, or call upon Mercury when it is visible in the sky, on its favorable day of Wednesday, or during its traditional planetary hour (Appendix F).

Colors related to the mind, such as blue for peaceful thinking, white for clarity, yellow for exciting ideas, violet for the third eye, and sky-associated turquoise, are great colors to use to summon Gemini energy into your wardrobe, altar, or magickal tools. Feathers can be used to represent Mercury’s winged feet. You can also include matching imagery to represent twins or air-related tools such as swords (since they slash through the air) and incense; these are all great symbols to empower your Gemini spells.

CANCER
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Cancer Themes

Following chatty Gemini, deeply psychic and sensitive Cancer invites us to retreat into our shells, like the crab that symbolizes it in the sky. As the cardinal expression of water—the element of feeling and of the soul—Cancer is deeply connected to and uses emotion and intuition as an initiating force. With a hard shell and fierce pincers, crabs are protective and strong. But inside, they are soft and vulnerable, revealing an inner sensitive nature. This works because the crab’s protective home (the shell) creates a safe and nurturing space to be vulnerable.

Her rulership by the Moon reflects Cancer’s psychic, mysterious nature as well as a sense of moodiness, displayed in the moon’s pull on the tides. Cancer’s depth of emotion and feeling is seen through her capacity for empathy and empath awareness—the act of being connected to other people’s emotions. Cancer is believed to have a special relationship with the dwarf planet Ceres (covered in Chapter 5) in astrology, for Ceres highlights Cancer’s mothering energy and tendency to nurture and provide security and warmth.

Related Myths

The protective yet vulnerable qualities of the Cancer sign can be seen in ancient mythology. A giant crab was immortalized in the sky by the goddess Hera after it tried to thwart and pinch Hercules in his battle against the Hydra. The crab Crios was immortalized after battling against a giant squid in an attempt to save Poseidon’s sea nymphs.

Magick

Cancer is especially useful when it comes to redecorating your home environment to be a nurturing space, reassessing personal goals, releasing emotions, or deepening your spiritual connection and inner awareness. June 21–July 22 is the ideal time to tap in to Cancer energy, with both the Sun and new moon aligned in this sign. But since the Moon is the ruling astrological body of Cancer, its presence at any time is a potent way to align Cancer spells.

If none of these options come at a convenient time, you can always use the Moon-ruled Monday or the Moon’s traditional “planetary” hour. You can also research what time the Cancer constellation will be in the night sky in your area, and use the bright stars of Leo and Gemini to estimate where it will be. Watching the Delta Cancrids meteor showers associated with this constellation during mid-December to February is a great way to connect to this celestial energy in spellwork too.

Celestial, cooling, calming colors such as light blue, silver or gray, white, or starlight yellow are great shades to decorate your Cancer season altar, wardrobe, or candles. You can also consider pink (for the heart) or light sea-colored tones to reinforce that water energy. Adding lunar or water symbols to your Cancer spellcasting, such as cups, shells, or crab imagery, can also enhance this constellation’s themes.

LEO
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Leo Themes

As the fixed expression of fire, Leo helps stabilize and secure your sense of creative identity. Like the lion that represents it, Leo exemplifies strength, pride, and radiance. Considered the kings of all beasts, these creatures exude regality and power like no other, and as their ferocious roar indicates, self-expression is important when it comes to this sign. During Leo season, you can hone your unique creativity, boost your inner light, and strengthen your willpower. Ruled by the Sun—the very center of our solar system and the celestial body of our egos and purpose—Leo helps you embody being the star of your own personal universe, amplifying warmth and creative energy. This curates a favorable energy for the performer to express himself to the world. In Leo, the radiant, fierce, warm, loyal, and prideful energies of the Sun take their rightful place in center stage, invoking a time of joy and pleasure. Some believe that Leo also relates to the asteroid Pallas, in its more creative aspect. Here, you can turn your creativity into more of a disciplined art and practice under Pallas’s rulership.

Related Myths

One key myth that explains the meaning of the Leo constellation is that of the Nemean lion that Hercules set out to defeat. Considered an invincible beast, the Nemean lion was undefeatable and terrorized citizens. Hercules was tasked with conquering this lion as one of his twelve labors, but no weapon could pierce its skin. Finally, Hercules killed the lion by strangling it—a metaphor of how central self-expression is to themes of Leo.


Magick

Leo is ruled by the Sun, so there is no better time to use Leo in magick than during Leo season from July 23 to August 22. With the Sun in this sign, as well as a new moon in Leo, this period is vibrant with Leo energy. But even when the Sun isn’t in this sign, you can use its power throughout daylight to bless any Leo-aligned magickal endeavors, whether it is sunrise to inspire new beginnings or the midday sun for success and strength. You can also uncover when the Leo constellation is visible at night, using its bright star Regulus to find it, and cast your magick under the generous luminosity of this star that marks the celestial lion’s heart.

For spells that require the more emotional aspect of Leo, the Leo full moon in Aquarius season can inspire romance, as well as help you stand out and shine. Other great alignments include Sun-ruled Sunday, the Sun’s planetary hour, or when a planet makes a favorable transit through Leo.

Fiery hues of orange can highlight creativity for Leo magick, and red can inspire passion. Yellow is great for optimism and positivity, while green can open your heart or provide abundance. Gold hues are useful for embodying success and invoking the regal energy of this sign into your magick. Symbols such as crowns, the sun, and cats can help further attune your Leo magick.

VIRGO
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Virgo Themes

As the mutable expression of earth, Virgo is a sign of self-sufficiency, community, and health. Often symbolized by “the Virgin,” Virgo is about dedication, service, and purity of the self. As such, Virgo often embodies the energy of the helper who is driven to serve, whether it be other people, the earth, or animals. Combining her rulership by Mercury with her earthen energy, Virgo is highly intellectual, organized, analytical, and practical. Virgo is also a sign that focuses on the body—health, nutrition, and healthy daily habits—the little things that add up to well-being in the long run.


Related Myths

In myth, Virgo has been associated with a few different deities, such as Dike, the Greek goddess of justice, and Astraea, a goddess of innocence and purity and the caretaker of humanity. (Astraea was supposedly the last deity to leave earth because she was so dedicated to believing in a better humanity!)

Virgo can also be associated with Proserpina/Persephone, daughter of Ceres/Demeter, who was a goddess of spring, youth, and innocence (similar to some of Virgo’s qualities). Persephone was stolen away by Hades and made queen of the underworld for half the year, during which time the world experienced fall and winter. When she returned as goddess of spring for the other half of the year, the seasons changed to spring and summer. This story is reminiscent of Virgo’s presence before the change of seasons, as well as the theme of abundance and harvest that this period brings.

Magick

Virgo is very useful for magick related to health, dedication, and daily routines. The best time to use Virgo magick is when the Sun is in this sign, from August 23 to September 22, along with a Virgo new moon. Or, you can time your magick so that the Virgo constellation is viewable at reasonable hours of the night. With its bright blue-white star Spica (which represents the constellation’s mythical ear of grain) easily visible when it rises in this night sky, you can call upon the themes of this constellation as you cast your Virgo-themed spells.

You can also use the Moon when it passes through this sign—every twenty-nine and a half days—including the Virgo full moon, which illuminates matters of health, habits, and routines among the go-with-the-flow Pisces season. Similarly, you can use Virgo when a planet makes a favorable transit through this sign or call upon the power of its ruling planet, Mercury, through Mercury’s planetary hour or on a Wednesday.

Colors associated with structure, such as dark earth tones like brown, dark blues, grays, and blacks, can highlight the more orderly nature of this time. Colorful tones of green, pink, purple, other flowery colors, and white can call upon the verdant and pure themes of this sign’s magick. Since the sign is associated with wheat, harvest tones such as gold can also be great for Virgo spells. Grain sheaths and floral and herb bundles can be great symbols to utilize to enhance your Virgo-themed magick.


LIBRA
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Libra Themes

Throughout time, the image of the scales (Libra’s symbol) has represented justice, equilibrium, balance, and fairness. The cardinal expression of air, Libra initiates energy through mental and social action. Social- loving Venus enhances Libra’s social elements and increases this sign’s capacity for compassion and connection, though it also enhances Libra’s tendency for indecision, as it always sees multiple sides to any story. The romantic who craves social interaction, Libra admires aesthetics and art but also likes to balance and weigh all sides of a situation from multiple perspectives. This is a sign that can help inspire peace and harmony, as well as charm through aesthetics and artistic allure. Besides sharing rulership of Venus with Taurus, Libra can also be related to asteroid Juno (asteroid goddess of commitment), highlighting Libra’s tendency for partnerships and connection.

Related Myths

In mythology, Libra is often associated with the same Greek myth of Astraea as Virgo. While Virgo is said to sometimes represent the goddess Astraea, who acted as a steward of humanity and justice, Libra is believed to represent the scales of balance she would’ve held. They were a symbol of harmony and fairness, created to remain in the sky to inspire humanity, and are testaments to Libra’s capacity for remaining in both the heart and mind, staying empathetic while also fair and just.

Magick

When the Sun shines in Libra, from September 23 to October 22, and during the Libra new moon, all Libra-related matters will be brought into the light. The luminous Libra full moon amid Aries season highlights romances and pleasure and brings peace and balance to heady Aries energy, and using the power of the Moon whenever it is in Libra every twenty-nine days or so can be potent. Of course, you can also call upon Libra energy whenever the constellation is visible in the night sky or when a planet makes a favorable transit through the sign. Lining up Libra spells to Venus-ruled Fridays or during Venus’s planetary hour can be particularly potent as well.

When it comes to Libra colors, anything that highlights her Venus rulership is a great choice: lavender, pinks, magentas, and purples all highlight the soothing, harmonizing energy of this sign. Blue hues are great for promoting communication and serenity for Libra magick. As a color that encompasses (or absorbs) all other colors, black can help connect to the more artsy and poetic aspects of Libra. When adorning your altar for Libra season or enhancing Libra-themed magick, symbols such as the scales, as well as a feather for the element of air, can help you attune further to this sign.

SCORPIO
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Scorpio Themes

Few creatures exemplify the extremes, danger, and power of this sign better than the scorpion. As a fixed water sign, Scorpio seeks stability within the realms of emotion but is also deeply sensitive and psychic—though not as sympathetic as her water-element sistren.

Ruled by Pluto, the planet of sex, death, and rebirth, Scorpio’s power is as intense as the stinger of the scorpion that represents it. Scorpio seeks to uncover the truth, discover intimacy, and usher in transformation—though that transformation sometimes comes with destruction too. With a single carefully placed sting, the otherwise small and unobtrusive scorpion can suddenly bring you to the brink of death. It is through these extremes that you are forced to let go and face your inner darkness. With her truth-seeking yet mysterious nature, Scorpio likes to understand others but is not so quick to share about herself—a method of securing her own emotional safety. It is for this reason that Scorpio does not like to feel a loss of control and will “sting” in such circumstances.


Related Myths

While this constellation is associated with many myths throughout many cultures—as part of the Azure Dragon in Chinese myth or the demigod Maui’s fishhook in Hawaiian cosmology—the myth commonly associated with the Scorpius constellation is that of Orion from ancient Greece. In this myth, a talented hunter named Orion exclaimed his greatness, killing many beasts. A scorpion was thus sent by the goddess of the earth, Gaia, for threatening her creatures, or by the huntress Artemis, or by Artemis’s brother Apollo to defend her honor as the greatest hunter, as no man could claim to be on the same level as the gods. Through its fearlessness and power, the scorpion defeated Orion, showing how even the smallest of creatures can defeat and bring down those who claim greatness and inflate their egos. As a conduit for Pluto, Scorpio shows that overinflated egos lead to demise, whether literal or metaphoric.

Magick

Whether using this sign to hone your sense of power, uncover truths, or transform, you can call on this sacred creature to enhance your spells. Scorpio spells are especially blessed from October 23 to November 21, when both the Sun and the new moon travel through this sign. The Scorpio full moon amid Taurus season can also be useful for highlighting Scorpio energy for truth, passion, and intimacy, as well as highlighting the balance between steady Taurus and always-transforming Scorpio. You can also use the power of the Moon when it travels through this sign every twenty-nine and a half days. When neither the Sun nor Moon travels through this sign, determine which hour of the night you can see this constellation, and look upon its bright red star Antares (Greek for “rival of Aries”), which marks the heart of passion of this sign, for added celestial power as you cast your Scorpio spells. Given that Pluto does not have a precise corresponding day or hour, you can use Mars’s alignments (such as Tuesday) and Mars’s planetary hour to provide an extra boost.

When it comes to channeling Scorpio’s star power through color, bold and intense choices are the way to go! Red and orange tones are great for Scorpio’s passion and creative energies. Dark, bold tones like gray and black can invoke the mystery and intensity behind this sign. Symbols such as the scorpion, sharp stingers or objects, and the phoenix can help enhance your Scorpio spellcasting.


SAGITTARIUS
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Sagittarius Themes

Forever pointing his arrow to the center of the galaxy, Sagittarius the Philosopher is the epitome of new beliefs, visions, and higher pursuits. The mutable expression of fire, Sagittarius adapts the passionate, active energy of fire to the real world and is always in pursuit of expansive, boundaryless freedom, fun, and play. Symbolized by the centaur archer—half human, half horse—Sagittarius integrates the worlds of civilization and the wild—balancing the strength and stamina of beasts and healing wisdom of nature, with the beliefs and ethics of a human. The centaur’s arrow pointed toward the heavens is symbolic of directing your focus toward the pursuit of larger ideas and perspectives. Sagittarius seeks to uncover wisdom and philosophies about life to explore and expand—via perspective as well as travel and higher education. Always searching the horizon for new opportunities, Sagittarius helps you integrate the expansive energies of Jupiter through hope, optimism, and personal beliefs.

Related Myths

While some astrologers associate the myth of Chiron with Sagittarius, others associate Chiron with the Centaurus constellation, saying Sagittarius is another centaur altogether. Some believe Sagittarius is actually tied to a satyr named Crotus, son of Pan and father of archery, who cared for the nine muse daughters of Zeus upon Mount Helicon. Throughout these varying myths, Sagittarius is represented as part man, part beast, showing his capacity to integrate knowledge and wisdom from different experiences of life, combining the best of nature and human civilization.

Magick

From November 22 to December 21, the Sun appears to shine through this sign, and there is a Sagittarius new moon as well—all auspicious times to try magickal endeavors of perspective, expansion, and good luck/optimism. When the Sun is not shining through this sign, it can be just as powerful to use when the constellation rises at night the other months of the year, for Sagittarius’s arrow points to a radio source thought to be a supermassive black hole at the heart of our galaxy, adding a powerful energy to spells. Thus, in both astrology and astronomy, Sagittarius is our gateway to perceiving the universe and our place within it.

Of course, you can also use the archer when the Moon passes through this sign every twenty-nine and a half days; during the Sagittarius full moon (in Gemini season), which highlights spiritual insight and big life questions; or when a planet makes a beneficial transit through Sagittarius. Other great considerations for magickal timing include Jupiter’s planetary hour or Jupiter-ruled Thursday.

As a fire sign, hues of red, orange, and yellow can enhance and communicate Sagittarius’s sense of adventure and creativity. Gold, purple, and white are great colors in magick involving Sagittarius themes of spirituality, beliefs, and ethics. The imagery of the animated, dancing flame and the arrow can enhance your Sagittarius alignment and magick.

CAPRICORN
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Capricorn Themes

Coupling the determination of a mountain goat with the flexibility of a fish, the sea goat Capricorn invokes the cardinal expression of earth, thereby initiating motion and action through the material realm. As a cardinal energy in the realm of earth, Capricorn is a very ambitious sign, seeking achievement, status, and reputation. A sign of hard work and diligence, Capricorn is not afraid to dig her hands into the earth or climb the impossibly steep mountains of success. As an earth sign, Capricorn is interested in the physical—what is solid, concrete, and real—and she can find practicality and use in all things to achieve her desires. Ruled by Saturn, the planet of boundaries and structure, Capricorn shows how a good foundation can lead to long-term success and accomplishment. A motivated sign that brings focus to your career and the material things—physical accomplishments that can generate wealth and last generations—Capricorn helps you accomplish goals and aspirations (only after checking them for practicality, though) through lessons of discipline and perseverance. Capricorn also helps you check the foundations you have already built for efficiency and stability.

Related Myths

True to Capricorn’s determined yet wild nature, this constellation was known as a sea goat as far back as the time of the Sumerians. In Greek myth, the Capricornus constellation is attributed to the deity of the wild, Pan, who saved the gods countless times. On one such occasion, he warned the gods of the monster Typhon, sent by Gaia. Advising the gods to disguise themselves as animals, Pan turned the lower part of his body into a fish. Since Pan saved the gods so many times, Zeus immortalized him in the night sky for all to see.

This myth highlights Capricorn’s resourcefulness and quick thinking. It also shows how earth, while stable and firm most of the time, can be flexible in its determined nature—whether it is Pan half-turning into a fish or a flower pushing its way through cracks in the cement.

Magick

The time from December 22 to January 19 is particularly abundant with Capricorn energy, with both the Sun and the new moon aligned in this sign. When the Sun isn’t in this sign, you can look up when the constellation will be viewable at night and use the Sagittarius and Aquarius constellations to find this otherwise dim star pattern. You can also do Capricorn-related spells when the Moon passes through this sign every twenty-nine and a half days during the Capricorn full moon in Cancer season, providing the energetic scenery to set goals in balance with self-compassion. Saturday and Saturn’s planetary hour are great choices as well. There are also five meteor showers associated with the Capricornus constellation that can enhance your Capricorn magick and determination.

When it comes to colors related to Capricorn, dark and earthy tones are the way to go. Black and dark gray are great for crafting boundaries, whereas brown and dark green can call upon the earth aspect of this sign. Deep red is a great choice when you want to capture the determination of Capricorn. Horns, goat and fish tail imagery, and even the shape of the pyramid can enhance your Capricorn seasonal altars and spellcasting.


AQUARIUS
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Aquarius Themes

Symbolized by the cupbearer who spills the water of life from his cup out into the sky and down to the world, Aquarius shares knowledge and genius with humanity. As the fixed expression of air, humanitarian Aquarius brings stability and steadiness to the realm of thought, inspiring real social change through intellectual genius and social revolutions. Ruled by Uranus, the planet of freedom and ingenuity, Aquarius is a sign of innovation, able to collect and apply information and see new and exciting ideas outside of what was thought possible.

Aquarius’s ability to visualize countless possibilities makes this a sign of inventiveness and great to call on for solving any problem. With limitless possibilities, Aquarius can visualize the future and often relates to themes of science fiction, technology, and space. Pursuing originality and social reform, Aquarius aligns with the asteroid Pallas. Driven by his nature to be free and original, and to break away from old ideas and narrowing perspectives, Aquarius seeks to benefit humanity at large, while maintaining individuality—and thus will break ties with anything that limits his ability to be himself.

Related Myths

Although the association with water-bearing goes all the way back to the ancient Babylonian god Ea, also pictured with an overflowing vessel, it is the Greek myth of Ganymede, the cupbearer of the gods, that dominates Western astrology. Yet another subject of Zeus’s affection thanks to his beauty, Ganymede was granted eternal youth and served as cupbearer to the deities upon Mount Olympus. His youth can be seen in relation to Aquarius’s ability to see limitless possibilities, providing sustenance to the gods. Ganymede eventually rebelled and poured the contents of the vessel out, sharing it with the world. Through Ganymede, Aquarius shows us that once we understand systems of power, we can change them to empower others—thereby highlighting themes of revolution and rebellion.


Magick

The best time to use Aquarius for magick (for example, for individuality and innovation) is from January 20 to February 18, when the Sun appears to travel through this sign. You can gauge when the Moon passes through Aquarius, such as the Aquarius new moon during that period, for blessings and new beginnings around Aquarius themes, or during the Aquarius full moon in Leo season, for inspiring innovation and connection with your unique identity.

Since Uranus wasn’t discovered until much later than the other planets (except for Neptune and Pluto), it was not given a planetary hour or day. However, Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto are often referred to as a “higher octave” of planets that were given an hour or day. So, while Uranus does not have its own hour, it is considered a higher octave of Mercury, and, as a sign of air, you can use Mercury’s planetary hour or Wednesday in your Aquarius magick. Otherwise, you can always call upon this sign’s magick during a favorable transit through Aquarius or by gauging when the constellation is viewable in the night sky. Aquarius is thought to have a special connection to the asteroid Pallas, for, just as Aquarius is a visionary and innovative, Pallas appreciates originality and wisdom.

When it comes to the color associations, hues of the mind, such as turquoise, silver, indigos, and purples, can enhance the ethereal, mental magick of this sign. Blues can heighten communication, and light yellow (a connection to Aquarius’s brightest star, Sadalsuud, a rare yellow supergiant associated with good fortune and growth) symbolizes inspired ideas and insight. As the cupbearer, the imagery of vessels and cups can help further your Aquarius altars and magick, as well as a feather (for its air- element rulership) and the lightning symbol.

PISCES
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Pisces Themes

Symbolized by two fish, with a keen ability to dive deep into the waters of your subconscious, Pisces is one of the most spiritual, mystical signs—able to disintegrate the boundaries between the material and unseen realms. As the mutable expression of water, Pisces is flexible and adaptable—like sugar stirred into water, Pisces can dissolve barriers and invite understanding and harmony. Pisces connects individuals to a greater whole (think of the movements of a school of fish) and goes with the flow in the currents of life. Depicted as two fish tailing each other in a circle, Pisces’s symbol showcases the complexity and ever-moving nature of the spirit. Pisces recognizes the complexity of life and embraces compassion and understanding.

Ruled by Neptune, planet of dreams, Pisces has the capacity for deep spiritual expression, art, and healing. Pisces can sense all things deeply and channels that inspiration through moving arts of all kinds, especially music. As the last sign of the zodiac, watery Pisces helps us embody oneness with the universe, bringing unity by dissolving the self into the greater collective unconscious.

Related Myths

Despite being ruled by Neptune (Roman god of the ocean), Pisces’s most relevant myth is the story of the Roman gods Venus and Cupid and their escape from the monster Typhon. In this myth, the goddess of beauty, Venus, and her son transform into fish to escape the monster’s fiery breath, thus saving love and beauty. This myth affirms Venus as the “lower octave” of Pisces-ruler Neptune (since Venus is seen as person-to-person connection and love, versus Neptune as community/universal love), while demonstrating that through flexibility, unity, and unconditional love, a person can escape destruction.

Magick

Whether you are casting spells for heightening intuitive powers, summoning spiritual dreams, or invoking harmony with healing waters, you can summon Pisces’s capacity to dive deep beneath the surface in any magickal working by aligning your celestial spells with divine timing, cosmic colors, and other tools. Use the Sun and the new moon in Pisces between February 19 and March 20 for birthing and blessing new Piscean endeavors. With the moon’s cosmic pull upon water, time your watery Pisces spells to certain lunar phases, based on your needs. Call upon the Moon when it passes through this sign every twenty-nine and a half days or use the Pisces full moon (during busy Virgo season) to invoke spirituality, intuitive dreams, and peace.

Since Pisces’s ruler Neptune does not have its own planetary hour, you can use the alignments of Pisces’s once-thought-to-be-ruler Jupiter when appropriate, or call upon the Piscean myth, and time your spells to Venus’s planetary hour and favored day of Friday. Like the Piscean energy that blends into its surroundings, barely visible beneath the water’s surface, Pisces is difficult to see with the naked eye.

When it comes to channeling the power of light through cosmic colors, watery tones of blue, aqua, and sea greens are great for healing, whereas lavender and violet hues can enhance harmony.
