The Everything® Birthday Personology Book is no different! This book uses the arts of numerology and astrology for similar goals, while also sharing a smattering of lore and other trivia tidbits for every day of the year.

By understanding these subtle influences you can begin to accent the best vibrations in each day, especially birthdays, and neatly avoid or balance out the worst ones. This daily personology guide could not possibly include all the different permutations that a person’s birth year brings. So, instead, it uses the month number (1–12) plus the day number (1–31). In other words, January 14th becomes 1 + 1 + 4 = 6. To this foundation, you can add in any of your other numbers to gain greater insights.

Besides the practical, hands-on aspect of this book, you’ll find a brief introduction to both astrology and numerology. It’s always good to develop an understanding of the fundamental systems piloting a guide like this one. It allows you to further personalize the material, and use the systems separately for other purposes if you wish.

Remember that you are the master of each moment of your destiny. Those choices you make today transform your tomorrows. Use this book to get to know yourself on a different level. Use it as a helpmate in making informed, aware choices that create the future for which you hope and dream. Ultimately, this book celebrates all it is to be human—growth and transformation. By taking one small step and picking up this daily guide, each day—its temperament and potential—becomes yours for the taking. Carpe Diem!





Chapter 1
 Numerology

The idea that numbers have sacred and predictive energies comes from a long line of thinkers, theologians, and philosophers. Numerology is as old as astrology, and it may well be that these two systems developed together, with one supporting the other. Numbers, like words, were important to all forms of human communication, especially travel and commerce. There’s no question that they’ve participated in a great many metaphysical systems in one form or another.

Ancient Systems

The roots of numerology stretch back to Arabia and India. From here we find evidence of numerological systems spanning many civilizations, including those of Israel, China, Egypt, Tibet, and the Mayan and Celtic regions. In many of these settings the goal was not simply to predict personality, but rather to understand nature and fate, and hopefully create a better future by so doing. 
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What is the origin of the word numerology?
The term numerology traces its roots to the Latin word numerus, meaning number, and the Greek logos, a word, thought, or expression (also a branch of knowledge).



 
Early systems of numerological symbolism didn’t use single digits. In fact, many regarded a series of digits, often repeated, as having value. Folk cures in a variety of settings, including among the Celts, Arabic people, and even in the Far East, were repeated a specific number of times, using a set number of herbs, and even timed to reflect that number according to the date. So, one cure might be enacted three times, with three herbs, on the third day after the full moon (for example): 333.

Chaldean and Kabbalistic Numerology 

The Chaldean system emerged as the first one widely used in the ancient world. It began in Babylon, influenced by Vedic and later Hebraic mystery schools. In this form of numerology, each letter of the alphabet had a numeric value assigned that corresponded to the number’s energy. The main difference, as you’ll see from the Essential Chart, is that the Chaldeans based their numerology on 8 numbers. The number 9 was sacred and kept apart (potentially to honor Deity). Beyond this, the Chaldean system considered double digits as representing the inner, or secret, self. Outer numbers represent surface appearances, or a more superficial nature.

A related numerological system, Kabbalah, originates with the Hebrews and ties in directly to the Hebrew alphabet and Tree of Life symbolism. Kabbalistic numerology utilizes only a person’s name, not their birth date. There is some argument among numerology experts as to whether this omission makes Kabbalistic numerology less accurate than the Chaldean.

Pythagoras 

By far the most influential person in the history of numerology is Pythagoras (530 B.C.E.). Called the father of numerology, Pythagoras found a relationship between numbers, celestial objects, and music. From this relationship, Pythagoras summarily determined that the entire universe has corresponding numbers that, once decoded and understood, would reveal great mysteries. In fact, he taught that a person’s life had a direct relationship to various numbers.
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According to Greek mythology, Pythagoras was the son of Apollo and a priestess of Delphi. As a child, he traveled with his merchant father regularly, and benefited from the teachings of many learned people, including men of Syria. Thousands of years later there is no question as to the contributions Pythagoras made to music, astronomy, and mathematics.



 
Pythagoras received teachings from various great minds, including those from other traditions that had numerological systems (like Jewish and Hindu); and this was but one of his studies. Another discipline that Pythagoras blended into his numeric system was astronomy (whose predecessor was astrology). Pythagoras’s tradition was carried on by his students and continues to be the most widely utilized system in the West.

Root Numbers

The Pythagorean and modern systems of numerology include nine root numbers from which all else is derived. The sum of any day, object, street name, or whatever, can be reduced to one of these numbers. Simply add the corresponding digits together to get a total. If it’s greater than 9, add those digits together. Take the example of a birthday of February 21, 1960. This adds up as follows: 2 + 2 + 1 + 1 + 9 + 6 + 0 = 21 = 3.

So, when any day in a month corresponds to a personal number, you can increase the potential energies in that day by wearing a fortunate stone or color! This information might also be used in planning special events. If, for example, you want to use numerology to choose a date for a political rally, number 8 seems the most supportive of that goal.

Year Numbers

If you want to know what to expect in the current year or what the energies were in your birth year, it’s easy to do. Simply add up the numbers in the year, reducing them until the sum is a single digit, like this: 1995 = 24 = 6. Compare this number to this list:

 

	A fresh beginning. This year sets the pace for all that will come in the next nine. Be prepared for change. Lay foundations for new projects, and focus on self-development.

	Peaceful cooperation helps improve everything. Focus on harmony, especially in communications. A good year for relationships.

	Busy! Life is moving at warp speeds. Opportunity is knocking on several doors at once, and the social calendar is stuffed full. Carefully weigh your decisions, and stash some of the money this year brings for a rainy day.

	A relief after Year 3’s hurried nature, Year 4 is even-paced and calm. Persue personal projects and goals and re-evaluate priorities. An excellent year to ponder a move, start a new hobby, heal any misunderstandings, and breathe!

	Expect the unexpected. New and interesting challenges and options present themselves. Don’t wait too long before acting on either. Release old, outworn ways of thinking and behaving, and be proactive.

	This year focuses attention on the hearth and home (be it an apartment, house boat, or castle). Think things through completely before acting or talking to avoid mistakes and misunderstandings. Embrace patience, especially in business.

	Introspection and personal development. Expand mind and spirit rather than continuing to just “go along” with social trends. Renew the relationship with Self, improve self-confidence, and remember to balance temptations with old-fashioned common sense.

	Year 8 speaks of abundance in some form—be it a plethora of new friends, a bountiful garden, or improved finances. Hard work and diligence bring their own rewards.

	Completion. Clean up, clean out, purge, organize, and put things into good order so the next nine-year cycle is better than the last.



Name Numbers

It’s said that adding the value of the vowels in a name reflects the inner realities. The consonants are what we show to the world, and the whole name is a balanced reflection of the inner and outer life. When added together using the Alpha-Numeric Essential as a guide, a person’s name number reveals hidden potentials and dangers. For example, if someone were considering a job offer, they could compare the values of the company’s name with their own name number to see if it’s a good match. Or, comparing one’s name number to that of potential mates could prove very interesting.

This modern system is based on the Pythagorean approach, which is the most widely used. However, if a person would like to see what other systems say about personality, add up all the letters in your first, middle, and last names as follows:

Joe X. Smith becomes:

1 + 7 + 5 + 6 + 3 + 4 + 1 + 4 + 5 (Cabalistic) = 36 = 9

1 + 7 + 5 + 5 + 3 + 4 + 1 + 4 + 5 (Chaldean) = 35 = 8

1 + 6 + 5 + 6 + 1 + 4 + 9 + 2 + 8 (Modern) = 42 = 6 

The numerological associations for name numbers follow:


	
Somewhat independent person, likely to be a trailblazer. Lots of energy for new adventures. A very inventive leader who lets little stand between him and a goal. On the down side, this person may not always think through the consequences of their actions. 

	
Peace-loving individual who would make an excellent diplomat. Huge personality, amazing charm, and the ability to bring out the best in others makes this person fairly popular. Even so, he may suffer from a sense of low self-esteem.

	
The number of inventors and thinkers. People with restless spirits are typically Threes. These individuals feel appearances are important, and may overvalue others’ opinions of them. Keynotes include independence and conscientiousness.

	
Number of a rational mind. Practicality is the name of the game. These are very orderly and dutiful people. They create strong bonds between themselves and others, value stability, show kindness, and appreciate loyalty. Not always quick to accept change.

	
Impulsiveness and adventure. These individuals live in the moment with an intense ferocity for life that’s unrivaled. They’ll seek out pleasure wherever it can be found, have passionate relationships, and are risktakers. On the negative side, they sometimes burn themselves out.

	
A Six appreciates loveliness. Lovely art, exquisite jewelry, magnificent gardens—all capture the eye and spirit of this person. Sixes are people of high ideals and strong humanitarians. They can be trusted and read others very well. The caution for a Six is not to lean on others too much for a sense of self-worth.

	
Philosophers and mystics bear this number. These innovative folk are always trying to unravel a mystery (and often succeed). Sevens are disciplined, smart, and sometimes rather lucky individuals whose only real drawback is a tendency to retreat too deeply into themselves and away from the world.

	
Dichotomy typifies this person. Life is filled with amazing success and terrible failure in seemingly equal proportion. Being strong-willed and having strong emotions, Eights often feel like the odd person out and aren’t fully sure how to balance the roller-coaster ride of life.

	
The warrior spirit. This is a hard worker who knows when to act and when to wait. While Nines may exhibit a fiery temper periodically, they are also among the first to offer help in times of need. The greatest challenge in the warrior’s life is knowing how to live once they’re done with a quest.



Birth Numbers

To obtain a birth number, add together the month, date, and year of anyone’s birthday. As before, reduce this down to a single-digit number. For example, if someone’s birthday is April 15, 1965, that becomes 4 + 1 + 5 + 1 + 9 + 6 + 5 = 31 = 4. Afterward, check the listing that follows for insights as to what that number means.

Birth Number 1 

This is a strong individual who sets out to maintain uniqueness no matter the setting. Ones are naturally motivated to lead. These people dream of going into space, or into whatever new frontier the latest innovations offer. Personal ideals and morals guide this person’s life. There is no room for compromise, and any challenges to that foundation are typically met with negativity and a stubborn sense of indignation.

People with this birth number do not like to lose, meaning they’ll often exert high demands and expectations on everyone in their lives. Ones are very dynamic, insistent, competitive, logical, and independent. While they can achieve their goals, ultimately people with this birth number initiate more than they complete. Not likely to mince words and lacking in patience, Ones must take care that their family and friends don’t get exasperated by their highly opinionated natures.

Birth Number 2 

Similar to the name number, Twos are the mediators and arbitrators of life’s ever-changing game. Adaptable and outgoing, yet never overstepping their boundaries, people born with this number will never be loners. Not only are others naturally attracted to the gentle-natured Two, people with this birth number would rather work in pairs or as part of a team anyway! It’s a win-win.
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The Hebrew language uses letters for numbers, and Kabbalism (Jewish mysticism) uses those numbers as a way of better understanding sacred texts and teachings. Pythagoras thought the number 10 was harmonic and eternal. The importance of 10 was also evidenced in earlier Greek and Hebrew teachings. To the Babylonians 12 was important because of its celestial connections, and people regarded it as very positive.



 
When common sense isn’t working to achieve a Two’s goal, they turn to natural charm and sensual cues to smooth things over. Between their ability to listen, speak, and bring good-natured humor into a discussion, Twos usually manage to resolve whatever problems life presents. However, this desire for order can become an Achilles’ Heel for the Two, who may spin out of control when disparagement, disloyalty, or disorder win out. Keynotes for this number include cooperation, service, openness, and harmony.

Birth Number 3 

Joy is doubled when shared. So Threes tend to be very happy, upbeat, expressive, and positive people. This person loves the stage; if they can make others laugh all the better. No matter where a Three travels, she’ll find her natural knack for communicating, personal warmth, and generosity in even the most difficult situations endears her to everyone.

From the outside, Threes may seem overly lighthearted. That’s really not the case. There’s an inner core to the Three that motivates them—a three wants to accomplish something, be it in sports, careers, or love. That aspiration combined with the optimistic Three’s nature creates a person who can laugh at failure while still striving for great success. Positive keynotes include good humor, playfulness, sociability, and versatility.

One hard thing for this birth number is choosing. These people can do many things well, and are likely to try a buffet of hobbies and careers throughout their lives. It’s not hard for a Three to move very quickly to the forefront of anything to which they apply their hands, so long as they stick to it!

Birth Number 4 

Fours are the workhorses of the world. There is no job “beneath” a Four so long as it’s something he can do well and see through to completion. When something needs to be done once and done right—call on a Four. This aptitude, combined with seemingly unending amounts of energy, makes Four people naturally adept leaders in the business world.

People with this birth number like to get their hands dirty, so they are often expert mechanics and technicians in a variety of fields. There’s nothing more satisfying to these folk than watching personal work manifest itself in wonderful ways. Better still, if someone gives a Four good ideas, he can run with them! This number’s keynotes include physicality, sensibility, honesty, and even-temperedness.
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Fours prefer a structured life. Fast changes and poor planning by others can upset the apple cart and leave this person off balance for quite some time. Even so, the true-blue nature of a Four person makes these rare, uncertain moments easy to bear. Fours rarely break promises, and consequently have to watch that they don’t overcommit themselves (and neglect personal well-being).



Birth Number 5 

Adaptation and a thirst for freedom wrap up the Five’s personality rather succinctly. These individuals are perpetual students in life’s classroom. Outgoing and upbeat, they have no problem making friends and often manage to land on their feet even after the worst of circumstances. The Five greets anything unusual, surprising, or outrageous with gleeful anticipation.

Fives make excellent networkers. Their ability to react quickly, and multiplicity of skills, means that when opportunity knocks you can bet a Five is already waiting at the door. The only problem is seeing that opportunity through to completion. Having a gypsy soul, the Five finds it hard to stay put for very long. This number must keep restlessness in check if they’re to achieve goals consistently, let alone maintain a long-term relationship.

Other keynotes for the Five personality include lightheartedness, independence, sex appeal, and the ability to multitask easily.

Birth Number 6 

The Six personality has strong humanitarian overtones. This person’s ideals and emotions guide action with friends and strangers alike. If you want someone who will not drop the ball on a charitable cause, phone a Six. This is also a problem for Sixes. They don’t always know where to draw the line (sometimes help is not welcome or wanted).

Sixes love the beautiful things in life, including beautiful concepts. This means they surround themselves with an ambiance that reflects love, romance, artistic insight, and personal passions. The negative aspect here is that the Six may cling to overly idealistic images and risks being disappointed. In turn, this individual may find herself literally or figuratively retreating to a mountain somewhere (as long as it’s a beautiful mountain!). 

Positive keynotes for the Six include being loving, open, very real (doesn’t put on airs), and a dedicated friend.

Birth Number 7 

Sevens blend head and heart into a powerful cooperative force. These people can notice a hair or a word out of place, and if they learn to trust their instincts they can seem downright psychic. This keenness sometimes puts others off or makes them uncomfortable, which is just as well because Sevens aren’t the best socialites. Most would rather venture out alone, figure out the puzzle, experience the process, and declare the resulting insights with confidence. Keynotes of this number include an eye for detail, trustworthiness, and inventiveness.
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Sevens make good researchers, academics, and craftspeople because they’re curious and thorough. They also have a natural affinity for interesting spiritual belief systems. However, all this deep thinking can bring about detachment, hermetic retreats, or a tendency to second-guess oneself. That’s a natural drawback to the visionary nature of the Seven personality: visionaries of any time are rarely understood.



Birth Number 8 

Since they’re twice four, it’s not surprising that the people with this birth number are strongly affected by money and security. They may yearn for either or both, which in turn provides a motivating force to be successful in business. Eights make fabulous executives, being diligent, proactive, persistent, and a very good judge of people and situations. Once something’s in motion and producing, Eights are also very protective of what they create.

The key problem for an Eight is a tendency to be overly responsible and unwilling to delegate. There’s an underlying sense that if something’s to be done, the best person for that job is the Eight himself. Additionally, the Eight bears high expectations for others that aren’t always reasonable (but rather based on what the Eight naturally knows how to accomplish). The key vibrations for this number include wealth, leadership, tenacity, a very strong work ethic, and loyalty.

Birth Number 9 

Nines have the potential to be the world’s prophets. They can see through the fog of words and actions and sense potential outcomes quite naturally. While this type of insight could be disturbing, the Nine applies it to good causes so that they’ll succeed. In this regard Nine is very altruistic, even to the point of self-neglect.

Nines will rarely be wholly content with life, society, or the global picture, striving ever for that better ideal. This may cause the Nine to get mired in disappointment that can, in turn, spiral into depression. It’s important, therefore, for this personality to find a center, something that keeps overly intense mood swings balanced out. Travel is one excellent choice, as is anything that engages the imagination or personal passions. Keynotes of this number include romanticism, compassion, bravery, and generosity.

Less-Used Numbers

Some numerological systems include the values of 0, 11, 12, 13, 22, and 40. The values of these numbers (and the respective meanings for each) may be added to basic Personology profiles as desired. For example, if a person’s name adds up to 12, you could substitute this information for the traditional valuation of 3, or add it to the value of 3 for greater insight.

 0 Zero is an expression of Spirit, primordial possibilities, and intensity. It adds emphasis, power, and greater potential to any number preceding it (the 1 in 10, for example). Taoism—the void. Kabbalism—boundlessness (the Monad).

 11 Mystical people or situations. A balance between all forces (good vs. evil, light vs. darkness). A highly inventive, active, intense number. On the negative side, some traditions see this as the number of illegal activity.

 12 Fulfillment, completion, and awareness. Buddhism—sound counsel. Celtic—knightly virtue. Hebrew—a person’s “fruits” (12 fruits on the Tree of Life).

 13 Bad luck, negativity, depression. Mayan—the number of paradise. Aztec—an important number for divination.

 22 Enlightenment. Building toward a strong future. The knack of manifesting one’s hopes and dreams.

 40 Single-mindedness. Tests successfully completed. Processing difficult lessons. Cleansing. Islamic—transformation.

Different Systems, Different Energies

Not all systems of numerology ascribe the same energies to a number. Here is a list of some of the various interpretations:


	
China—masculine and celestial. Hebrew—the “I am.” Islamic—total completion. Pythagorean—Spirit, the essential spark of all things. 

	
China—the feminine number. Alchemy—opposites like the sun and moon, or male and female. Plato—a relationship (or partnership). Kabbalism—self-awareness and wisdom.

	
Aristotle—beginning, middle, and end (a full cycle). Global mythology—various trinities (diversity in unity). Folklore—number of wishes and frequently important for curing. China—lucky and sacred number. Hebrew—divine intelligence. Hindu—creation, preservation, and destruction (as part of each other).

	
Western mysticism—the corners of creation and elemental powers. Buddhism—the tree of life and directional guardians. China—earth and immortality. Egypt—time’s passage. Hebrew—kindness and astuteness. Pythagoras—justice.

	
Eastern mysticism—the senses. Buddhism—the heart. China—blessings. Greek—love and relationships (a positive omen for both). Kabbalism—fear. Hebrew—unforgiving strength. Islam—the pillars of faith.

	
Western folklore—health, beauty, and good fortune. China—as above, so below (axiom). Hebrew—creation. Pythagoras—serendipity, fortune.

	
Buddhism—ascension, paradise. Christian—fasting and sacraments. Egypt—the fates. Greece—a number sacred to Apollo, Minerva, and Pan. Hebrew—understanding the mysteries. Islam—perfection. Pythagoras—the cosmos.

	
Western esoteric traditions—regeneration, paradise. Buddhism—achievement, conclusion. China—manifestation. Hebrew—perfect mindedness. Hindu—celestial and earthly order. Pythagoras—stability, foundations.

	
Buddhism—ultimate spiritual manifestation. China—the wheel of time and life (this also seems to be true in Celtic regions). Greece & Rome—the muses. Kabbalism—foundations. Scandinavian—wisdom. 



Use any of these additional meanings to further personalize each day and provide more insights.




    
Chapter 2
Astrology

Astrology is regarded as a branch of natural omen interpretation with origins as far back as 2000 B.C.E. Records from around 1700 B.C.E. indicate that the Babylonians believed the gods moved celestial objects to reveal forthcoming events. Around 1620 B.C.E. tablets with over 7000 astrological omens had been assembled into a collection entitled Anu Enlil (roughly translated: sky omen collection).

Early Astrology

Mesopotamian priests connected the sun, moon, and planets with specific divine beings, believing that each represented one facet of the universe’s order and structure. Slowly these ideas spread into Greece, Egypt, Syria, and India, often carried with merchants and traders along with their goods. The earliest surviving horoscope appeared around 410 B.C.E. on the Cylinder of Gudea from Babylon (currently residing in Oxford). It recounts a dream where a goddess studies a map of the heavens, giving brief positive and negative predictions based on her celestial observations.

By 300 B.C.E. astrologers were already refining their art. Now the sky was divided into twelve sections. During this time, Aristotle developed the principal philosophies for a far more methodical approach to this art. He also encouraged further studies into the art.

Aristotle’s efforts were not to be without results. Three centuries later, Greek physician and writer Galen (C.E. 131–201) strongly agreed with Aristotle’s ideas and went on to say he believed in the validity of celestial omens including astrology and other observed events like meteors. Alexandrian astronomer Ptolemy (second century C.E.) similarly detailed in his writings, called Tetrabiblos, how celestial objects could affect human life in very complex ways. However, Ptolemy cautioned that this effect was by no means absolute.

Early astrology focused mostly on creating effective sky maps for travel, farming, and folk remedies rather than predicting the future. The concept of natal astrology wasn’t introduced until 5 B.C.E. by a Greek astronomer named Eudoxus. Eudoxus’s ideas were reintroduced in the fourth century A.D., but somehow did not catch on until much later.

Nearly every culture had is own system of astrology or celestial predictions. In Islamic tradition, for example, the stargazer was known as the Murajjim. It was this person’s sacred duty to teach children how to pray for a “true star” that would govern the child’s future. To accomplish this, the Murajjim employed the assistance of a complex tool composed of ciphers and degrees, appearing something like a compass. A complete prediction would be finalized by the end of the inquiry.

Astrological correspondences were originally based on a five-planet system consisting of Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn (the visible planets at the time). Astrologers also based their observations on the moon and its phases for things like planting cycles (a tradition that was still common even in 1920).
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What does “born on the cusp” mean?
The dates given for a person’s sun sign aren’t perfectly exact. The time when the sun enters a specific sign changes slightly from year to year. Being born on the cusp means being born on the very day that the sun is shifting into a new realm of influence, say from Aquarius to Pisces. Most astrologers feel that cusp-born individuals often display aspects of both signs in their birthday personology.

There is some disagreement among astrologers as to whether a sign’s lucky stone is the traditional month-related birthstone, or these sign-related stones (some of which do match the birthstone). This happens because the timing of birth signs isn’t aligned with traditional months.

Our heavens still have twelve divisions, and each sign has specific correspondences. Here are some correspondences that may prove useful in personalizing that information further if a full chart is available for comparison. 

Twelve Houses Defined

Just like the sky, a person’s chart is divided into twelve equal sections, or houses, each of which is ruled by a sign. The planets that appear in that sector provide information on what that house governs. For example, a person with the moon in the first house might be very intuitive and changeable, whereas having the sun here indicates a rather “hot” personality.

Lunar Influences

Likewise, a Pisces with the moon in their first (Pisces) house faces being overwhelmed by too much information!

Pondering the Planets

Astrology is a very detailed art having at least as many permutations as numerology. Knowing what planets are in your chart, for example, can provide increased insights into your birthday personology forecasts. Here’s a brief list of each planet’s energies:



Sun: abundant energy, power, and self-awareness. Negatively: egocentricity and haughtiness.

Moon: receptivity, insight, psychic aptitude. Negatively: moodiness and changeability.

Mercury: communication, cleverness, conscious thought. Negatively: dependency on mind over heart.

Venus: love, charm, sexuality. Negatively: a “tease” and hedonism.

Mars: courage, assertiveness, accomplishment. Negatively: violent or temperamental overflow.

Jupiter: vision, optimism, justice. Negatively: embellishment, insatiability.

Saturn: self-discipline, responsibility, restraint. Negatively: somberness and cynicism.

Uranus: free-spiritedness, individuality, openness. Negatively: rebellion and stubbornness.

Neptune: sensitivity, creativity, kindness. Negatively: ambiguity and avoidance.

Pluto: discernment, restoration, enlightenment. Negatively: corruption and mania.



Please note that the exact way in which each of the planets plays out in a person’s chart depends on the house in which it appears. It’s recommended that people interested in having this kind of information get a good chart prepared from a reliable source.
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Like any art, it’s all in the particulars! The more information you have on hand as you use this book, the more accurate the reading becomes. That’s why it’s good to get a chart done professionally, if possible. There are several sources online and off that provide astrological charts at reasonable costs (some lucky folks have a friend who’s an astrologer!).



 Now, those without a birth chart need not worry. Birthday personology will still be useful and interesting! Just bear in mind that the information provided is generalized to suit everyone born on a specific date, without the advantage of the other details to round out the picture.

Decanates

The word “decanates” comes from Greek, meaning “ten days apart,” and was originally an Egyptian concept. Each sign of the Zodiac is split into three decanates (first, second, and third), each of which takes up 10 degrees of the zodiacal circle. Each of these has a constellation and planetary subrulers thought to further define and individualize birthday personology.

Putting It Together

The energy in your birthday (or anyone else’s) has many determinants. In this book we’re using the combination of astrology and numerology to highlight the old axiom “as above, so below.” Because this book isn’t limited to any one year, there aren’t the specifics here that one would get from a full astrological chart. Nonetheless, it’s a place to start. Think of this as a digest version of each day, and each person born on that day. Other aspects of a chart, and personal life experiences, will impact that digest in some manner, but the groundwork is here—like a cornerstone on which to build and a mirror on which to reflect.
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In the Tarot, the Magician Card—a card that represents control over one’s destiny—shows the Magician pointing upward with one hand, and downward with another. This is a reminder that each successful person’s path relies on balance, and on seeing the possibilities and potentials both above our heads and below our feet. Birthday personology celebrates those potentials in an honest, balanced way.



 
While a book of this nature could certainly share only the “good stuff” each day represents, that wouldn’t be fair or ethical. Just like with “as above, so below” there is also good and bad, darkness and light, sounds and silences. Life is a unique blend of all these things, a dance, if you will, between what was, what is, and what may be. By taking into account both negative and positive, a person learns to work with their dark side and make it better, while letting the light side shine brightly.



  
    
Chapter 3
 January

January takes its name from the Roman god Janus, who diligently guards the gates of heaven. He’s always shown with two heads: one looking to the future, one to the past. This gives January an overall theme of safety and watchfulness. In the Far East it’s the charming Rat that governs this month, offering prosperity, confidence, and the chance to socialize. The first 20 days of this month belong to Capricorn (the Goat), an even-tempered soul with strong convictions. The remainder of the month belongs to the everidealistic Aquarius.

January 1

There’s a certain spark to New Year’s children, a magnetism that makes you very popular. Being born on the first of the year naturally drives you toward success. Note that Taurus has some influence here (see the decanates mentioned in Chapter 2). There’s no compromising on goals, no slacking on personal development, no principles that the Goat neglects. You may find you have trouble in relationships because the demands of loyalty and responsibility pull you in several directions at once.

Numerologically the birth number 1/1 (January 1) is a 2. That means when your intentions are misread, you’re devastated and seek urgently to re-establish peace and understanding. It’s important that you keep a good head about you during this process. Your tendency to forge ahead could only make matters worse! Learn when to approach, and when to wait until the timing’s better.

In relationships, you aren’t necessarily one to settle down. You like variety and constant challenges. If relationships become too comfortable, you will seek more adventurous ground. However, if you find someone who keeps things interesting, and who also enjoys the peaceful energies that a two craves, it could be a match made in heaven.

Gift idea: anything hip, timely, and fun!

January 2

As with all Capricorns, you are diligent and tenacious. If you trust in your aptitudes, the potential for business success is quite good. You have a strong mind that hungers for knowledge. Feed that hunger, honor it, and appreciate it—it’s part of the key to unlocking all of this birth date’s potential.

No matter the area of interest, you need goals and frameworks. You have no desire to act unless your energy is used effectively and generates real results. When things don’t go along quickly enough, you might get frustrated and push your way forward, no matter the consequences.

There’s a unique blending of energies between the numeric value of this date (3) and the Capricorn spirit: Three wants to cooperate as part of a team (share the glory), and the Goat wants to compete (center stage). So you might find yourself naturally attracted to team sports as personal hobbies or even a career, especially if you get to be the leader of the pack!

This divergence between number and sign isn’t so positive for relationships and decision-making, however. You might find that your heart and head never quite agree. Worse, that pesky Taurus influence drives you to crave long-term intimacy, but then the Capricorn nature rears up with misgivings. It’s easy to see where this can send mixed signals to potential partners! This is where the influence of 3 really becomes helpful. Use that upbeat expressiveness and humor as a coping mechanism when situations tempt a shutdown.

Gift idea: practical items. If it’s both beautiful and useful, all the better.

January 3

You have the dominant attributes of both the Goat and the Bull (the symbol of Taurus). Forget retreat on anything—“never say never” is this Capricorn’s motto. This makes it very hard for you to give up on a lost cause. As a result, you might spend a lot of time and energy for little in return.

On any given day you can be found out in the community doing something. Sometimes you really want to express yourself artistically in larger arenas, like the theater, and you have real creative aptitude just waiting to be tapped. Nonetheless, usually other people’s needs or your personal duties keep you from taking that leap.

That overactive sense of responsibility isn’t improved by a date number of four. The unending drive to complete things will be enough to send friends and loved ones into a tizzy periodically. They want some of your time, and tend to rank second on the never-ending “to do” list!

One way to unwind from work is to find something to play with mentally and physically. Direct all that nervous energy toward outdoor gatherings and activities, like playing Frisbee or volleyball on the beach.

Gift idea: things that encourage a little more lightheartedness every day.

January 4

Big ideas and big energy sum up this birthday nicely. You have a sharp eye, diligence, and intense viewpoints—others would be advised to get out of your way once you have a goal in mind. With the Taurus decanate feeding into that headstrong drive, be prepared for people who might want to ride on your coattails. Don’t worry, though. That won’t last long. The Capricorn intolerance for slothfulness pretty quickly reveals such individuals and drives them away.

Emotionally you are a little reserved. You take your time developing trust. Combined with the restlessness inherent in a birthday number of 5, it can be a long time before you are ready to make any type of commitment to share your mountainside. Once you make that choice, however, it will be a lasting one filled with surprising passion.

The numeric influence of this date also confuses the steady Capricorn temperament. Rather than always looking to the tried and true, you are suddenly struck by whim and fancy. This takes the nearly unshakable Goat qualities and stimulates them in completely startling ways. The good news is that the Five’s capacity for quick action blends nicely with Capricorn diligence, and allows you to meet changes with uncanny wit and wisdom.

Gift idea: technological gadgets.
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What flowers are associated with January?
The traditional flowers for the month of January are the carnation and the snowdrop. Originating in the Near East, carnations have been cultivated for over 2,000 years. They were popular in Greece as a flower befitting ceremonial crowns. Snowdrops come from central and southern Europe. Also called Eve’s tears, they belong to the lily family. In the language of flowers the carnation represents health and affection, and snowdrops signify hope.



 
January 5

 Don’t let outward appearances fool you—this is no ordinary Capricorn. Inside there’s a rogue waiting to escape the conventionality of the Goat’s framework. The Taurus decanate adds mystery and creativity into this mix, making for a person from whom to expect the unexpected.

In business, focus on jobs that require charm, sensibility, and persuasion. Marketing is one option (which is also a field where this ever-curious personality won’t easily get bored). If the job requires travel, that would be absolute bliss!

Numerologically your birth number is 6, meaning that your playfulness can be quickly tucked away if there’s a serious cause to pursue. You will give generously to anyone in need. Unfortunately, if you’re not careful, this generosity can (and will) be abused by people with less noble aspirations. The rather nonjudgmental, tolerant Capricorn nature often sees the best and overlooks the worst in both situations and people.

More positively, the realness of number 6 endears you to friends, family, and coworkers alike. While the Capricorn energy keeps people in a slightly wider arc, the underlying energies of 6 keep you from being too much of a loner.

Gift idea: good books that celebrate personal interests.

January 6

Hard as nails outside, soft as cotton inside—that’s this Capricorn through and through. This creates some challenging situations for the Goat. 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In the thirteenth century garnets were worn to repel insects. They were also thought to protect against lightning, ward off disease, change color when danger approaches, and ensure the bearer a cheerful personality.



January 7

A master of staid emotions, you sometimes give the impression of being too serious and regulated. This veneer helps to conceal an over-developed sense of vulnerability, privacy, and timidity. Your cool demeanor acts like armor, keeping all but those you choose to trust neatly at arm’s length.

That serious nature serves you well in business or in the arts. As long as you can forge out your own path and follow your bliss, you’ll be very content and successful. The difficulty comes when you’re constrained by other people’s regulations. Usually stubbornness rears its head, and from that point forward there’s no end of head butting.

Inside, you have an amazing capacity to visualize and daydream. A quiet voice calls to you, whispering of adventure and freedom, and your active imagination answers that call. The only caution is that you must learn to draw the line between what is truly possible and the stuff of dreams. Thankfully those two sides are neatly balanced by today’s numerological overtones. Rather than allow this to happen, refill your inner well regularly so that those projects can continue and relationships flourish.

Speaking of which, today’s energies imply that you seek out the whole enchilada in love. You want smart, savvy, creative, and energetic partners Once the right person appears, you respond in kind with plentiful love and ongoing relationship maintenance. Better still, with the sensitive and insightful energy of 9 to guide actions, this is likely to be a very happy and fulfilling relationship for a long time to come.

Gift idea: the gift of time. Friends should pick up a task that you would normally do so you’re free to do something else.

January 9

There’s an organic feel about your furniture and decorations, which are chosen purposefully and with a tasteful eye.
