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INTRODUCTION


Are you living better today than you were yesterday? Will you enjoy your life tomorrow more than you are enjoying it today?


You can!


Whether life is going well for us or collapsing right before our eyes, we all want to be better. We want to be more effective in our lives. We want to know God better; we want to be better spouses and parents, better lovers, better encouragers, better community leaders, better employees, and better bosses and managers. None of us gets up in the morning and says, “You know, today I really want to do worse than I did yesterday!” No, God put something deep down inside us that evokes a desire to be more like Him. In our inner being, we hear a voice saying, You were born for better than this; you are meant to live at a higher level than you are currently. Don’t be satisfied with less. You can be better.


The question is: “How? What must I do to become a better me?”


Today, many people are developing a greater vision for their futures and are experiencing more of God’s blessings and favor. But even if you are living your best life now, it is important that you do not become stagnant. God always wants to increase us, to do more in and through us. He always wants to take us deeper into self-discovery and then raise us to a higher level of living. He didn’t create us to be average. He doesn’t want us to settle for “good enough.” He wants us to keep stretching, to keep pressing forward into the next level.


In Become a Better You, my goal was to help you look inside yourself and discover the priceless seeds of greatness that God has placed within you. I showed you 7 keys that you can use to unlock those seeds of greatness, allowing them to burst forth in an abundantly blessed life. These keys are not complicated or difficult; in fact, their sheer simplicity often causes them to elude many people’s notice. Nevertheless, they are 7 key principles that have helped shape me and continue to keep me expecting good things in my personal life, in my relationships, in my family, and in my career.


I know these principles work, because I have experienced them firsthand in my own life.


So I decided to put together a 90-day reading presentation of the encouraging principles in Become a Better You to help you gradually develop a habit of becoming a better you each day.


Let me remind you that these devotionals are not meant to be full treatments of passages of Scripture. I am usually highlighting a specific point from the Bible that will inspire wholehearted love and worship of God. Hopefully the slower pace of these devotional readings will encourage you to immerse yourself in God’s Word and see all the practical guidance God has to give you.


These daily readings from Become a Better You have been selected to emphasize the 7 keys that form the structure of the book. But I’ve added several features that I’m convinced will help you apply and live out the truth that God wants you to know. Each devotional includes:


 


• Scripture Reading to Become a Better You—these passages will sometimes relate directly to the key being described, and in other instances the Scripture reading will provide necessary background for accurately understanding the truth you are studying. Please don’t neglect these brief selections from God’s Word if you want to gain the most benefit from this book.


• Key verse—usually chosen from the Bible reading that expresses the theme of the devotional.


• Devotional Excerpt from Become a Better You—a couple of pages of lessons and stories that I believe will encourage and uplift you.


• Today’s Prayer to Become a Better You—some suggestions that will help you express your heart’s responses and set the stage for you to share your prayer requests, desires, gratitude, and fresh commitments to God. Feel free to adapt these prayers and make them your own; take a few moments to have a personal conversation with your heavenly Father.


• Today’s Thought to Become a Better You—this is not just a sentence for you to read and brush aside; it’s a thought for you to think about today. God’s Word tells us that our thinking patterns become our acting patterns. The way we talk to ourselves greatly influences the way we act. Today’s Thoughts will encourage you to agree with what God thinks of you throughout the day!

I’m convinced that by the end of the next 90 days, you will have become a noticeably better you. 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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU     John 14:1–14


I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same works I have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father.


JESUS SPEAKING IN JOHN 14:12


THE FAMOUS ARCHITECT Frank Lloyd Wright designed many beautiful buildings, homes, and other magnificent structures. Toward the end of his career, a reporter asked him, “Of your many beautiful designs, which one is your favorite?”


Without missing a beat, Frank Lloyd Wright answered, “My next one.”


Frank Lloyd Wright understood the principle of stretching, constantly pressing forward, never being satisfied simply with past successes. The entire world is waiting for your next adventure.


Too many people are living far below their potential. They have many gifts and talents and so much more going for them. But they’ve gotten comfortable, settled where they are, and lately become too easily satisfied.


I often hear people making excuses for stagnating in their personal growth:


“I’ve achieved as much as most.”


“Compared to other people, I’m doing pretty well in my career.”


“I’ve gone as far as my parents did.”

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That’s great, but God wants you to go further. He’s a progressive God, and He wants every generation to be increasing in happiness, success, and significance. No matter where we are in life, God has more in store. He never wants us to quit growing. We should always be reaching for new heights in our abilities, in our spiritual walk, in our finances, careers, and personal relationships. We all have areas where we can come up higher. We may have achieved a certain level of success, but there are always new challenges, other mountains to climb. There are new dreams and goals that we can pursue.

But be careful: Sometimes when you are enjoying life, it is easy to become complacent, to get satisfied, and think, Yes, God’s been good to me. I can’t complain. I’ve achieved my goals; I’ve reached my limits.


But God never performs His greatest feats in your yesterdays. He may have done wonders in the past, but you haven’t seen anything yet! The best is yet to come. Don’t allow your life to become dull. Keep dreaming, hoping, and planning for new projects, experiences, and adventures with God.


I’ve discovered that God likes to outdo Himself. He wants to show His favor in your life in greater ways today than He did yesterday. He wants you to be more blessed tomorrow than you are today.


He intends for you to have a greater impact on the world than you have had. That means if you’re a teacher, you haven’t taught your best lesson yet. If you’re a builder, you haven’t built your best home yet. If you’re a businessperson, you haven’t negotiated your best deal yet. It’s time to get your hopes up; enlarge your vision, and get ready for the new things that God has on the horizon. Your best days are not behind you. They’re in front of you.

DESIGNED FOR BETTER
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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU Genesis     3:1–19


“Who told you that you were naked?” the LORD God asked.


GENESIS 3:11


OUR POTENTIAL has been put in us by our Manufacturer, our Creator, Almighty God. Whether we use it or not does not diminish it, but it does impact our futures. The events of your past do not reduce your potential. How somebody has treated you or what he or she said about you doesn’t change your potential. Maybe you’ve been through some disappointments or have had some unfair things happen in your life. None of that affects your potential, which has been put in you permanently by the Creator of the universe. When we believe, we take a step of faith and stretch ourselves; that’s when we start to tap into it. That’s when we’ll rise higher.


The capability is in you. The real question is: Are you willing to break free from your self-imposed limitations and start stretching to the next level?


Too often, we allow experiences from the past to keep us from pressing forward. Perhaps a business partner, a coach, a relative, or a friend said, “Hey, do you really think you can do that? Maybe that opportunity is not right for you. What if you try and fail? What if it doesn’t work out?”


A young woman named Sherry came to me for advice. She had tolerated an abusive relationship for years in which she was repeatedly told, “You can’t do anything right. You’re so slow. You’re not attractive.” After hearing that for so long, it had totally beaten her down physically, emotionally, and spiritually. She had no joy, little confidence, and extremely low self-esteem.


I told her what I’m telling you: Your value, your gifts, and your talents have been put in you by Almighty God. And it doesn’t matter what anyone else has spoken over you. The good news is, God has the final authority. He says you have a treasure on the inside. He says you have a gift. He says you are valuable. You’ve got to quit playing that old tune; put on a new one. You need to be dwelling on thoughts like:


I am creative. I am talented. I am valuable. I have a bright future. My best days are still out in front of me. You have to get your mind going in this new direction, because dwelling on negative thoughts about yourself will keep you from becoming all God has created you to be.


Regardless of who has spoken negative words into your life—a parent, a spouse, a coach, or a teacher—you must cast those words down. Words are powerful. They can create barriers in your heart and mind.


Too many people don’t have the confidence and the self-esteem they should have because they’re constantly dwelling on negative thoughts about themselves. I don’t say this arrogantly, but in my mind, all day long I try to remind myself: I am anointed. I am creative. I am talented. I am successful. I have the favor of God. People like me. I’m a victor and not a victim.


Try it! If you go around thinking those kinds of thoughts, low self-esteem, lack of confidence, or inferiority won’t have a chance with you. Throw your shoulders back, put a smile on your face, and be looking for opportunities to stretch into the next level.


Back in the Garden of Eden, after Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit, they hid. In the cool of the day, God came to them and said, “Adam, Eve, where are you?”


They said, “God, we’re hiding because we are naked.”


I love the way God answered them. He said, “Adam, who told you you were naked?” In other words, “Who told you that something was wrong with you?” God immediately knew the Enemy had been talking to them.
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Throw your shoulders back, put a smile on your face, and be looking for opportunities to stretch into the next level.
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God is saying to you today, Who told you that you don’t have what it takes to succeed? Who told you that the best grades you could make in school would be Cs rather than As? Who told you that you are not attractive enough to succeed in your personal relationships or talented enough to flourish in your career? Who told you that your marriage is never going to last?


Who told you that something was wrong with you?


Those are lies from the Enemy. You need to reject those ideas and discover what God says about you.


“Well, I don’t think I could ever get this promotion, Joel.”


Who told you that? God said, “No good thing will I withhold when you walk uprightly.”


“Well, I don’t think I’ll ever get married, Joel. I haven’t had a date in so long I don’t think I’ll ever find someone who would love me for who I am and with whom I would be compatible.”


Who told you that? God said, “When you delight yourself in Him, He will give you the desires of your heart.”


“Well, I don’t think I could ever be in management. I don’t think I could be a leader.”


Who told you that? God says, “You can do all things through Christ.” The potential is inside you. It doesn’t change just because you don’t believe it or just because you’ve been through some negative experiences in the past. It has been deposited in you permanently by the Creator of the universe. Scripture says, “God’s gifts and His callings are irrevocable” (see Romans 11:29). That means God is never going to take back the potential He has poured into you. He’s never going to say, “I’m tired of dealing with you. You’ve tried and failed too many times. You’ve made so many mistakes. Let me just have the gifts back.”


No, those gifts, and the calling on your life, will be with you till the day you leave this earth. But it is up to you to decide whether you tap into them and use them or not.

IF YOU ONLY KNEW
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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU     John 4:1–42


Jesus replied, “If you only knew the gift God has for you and who you are speaking to, you would ask me, and I would give you living water.”


JOHN 4:10


IN JOHN 4, Jesus met a woman at a well in Samaria, and He asked her for a drink of water. She was surprised, because back then, the Jews didn’t have anything to do with the Samaritans. She said, “How can you ask me for a drink?”


Jesus said, “If you knew who I was, you would ask me for a drink, and I would give you living water.”


The woman thought Jesus was talking about literal water. She said, “Sir, you don’t even have anything with which to draw water. You don’t have a bucket, and the well is deep. How can you possibly give me water?”


I wonder how many times God tells us that He wants to do something great in our lives, that we are going to be healthy and well, that we are going to get out of debt. We feel it strongly, but like the woman at the well, we start thinking about what we don’t have and all the obstacles in our path, and before long we’ve talked ourselves out of God’s best.


“That could never happen for me. I don’t have the education; I don’t have the talent; I don’t have the discipline. I’ll never break this addiction; I’ll never accomplish my dreams.” No, you must quit looking at what you don’t have and start believing that all things are possible.


I never dreamed that I’d be doing what I am doing today, encouraging people around the world. For seventeen years, my father tried to get me to speak at our home church, but I had no desire. I’m naturally quiet and reserved and would much prefer working behind the scenes.
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The key is to get your eyes off your problems and onto your God.
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But when my father went to be with the Lord, I knew I was supposed to step up. Although I had never preached before, never had been to seminary, and had no formal training, I said, “God, I’m not going to look at what I don’t have. I’m looking unto You. I know in my weakness, You show up the strongest.” I took that step of faith, and God has taken me places I never dreamed of.


He can do the same for you. Don’t get stuck in a rut in your attitude, your career, or your marriage. You have incredible potential within you—much more than you may realize! God is not limited to the laws of nature. He can do what human beings cannot. The key is to get your eyes off your problems and onto your God.


When God puts a dream in your heart, it may look impossible in the natural. Every voice may tell you it will never happen. “You’ll never break that addiction. You’ll never accomplish your dreams. You’ll never be happy.” But if you will believe and remain faithful and expect good things, you, too, can defy the odds.


I talked to a famous tightrope walker who comes from a family of seven generations of circus entertainers. I asked him, “What is the key to walking on the tightrope? You make it look so easy.”


He said, “Joel, the secret is to keep your eyes fixed on where you are going. You never look down. Where your head goes, that’s where your body is going too. If you look down, there’s a good chance you will fall. So you always have to look to where you want to be.”


It’s the same principle in life. Some people are always looking back, focused on their hurts and pains. Other people are looking down, living in self-pity, and complaining that life is not fair. The key to rising higher is to keep looking to where you want to go. Dream big dreams! Don’t focus on where you are today; keep a positive vision, and see yourself accomplishing your goals and fulfilling your destiny.

DIRECTION THROUGH REJECTION
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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU 2 Corinthians 4:7–18


We now have this light shining in our hearts, but we ourselves are like fragile clay jars containing this great treasure. This makes it clear that our great power is from God, not from ourselves.


2 CORINTHIANS 4:7


TOO OFTEN, when we suffer some kind of rejection or disappointment, we get so discouraged that we settle right where we are. “I guess it wasn’t meant to be,” we rationalize. Or “I thought I could go out with that attractive person, but maybe I am not good-looking enough.” Or “I thought I could get the promotion, but I tried and failed. Maybe I don’t have the talent. It didn’t work out.”


When disappointment or rejection knocks you down, get back up and go again. We give up too easily on our dreams. We need to understand that just as God supernaturally opens doors, sometimes God supernaturally closes doors. And when God closes a door, it’s always because He has something better in store. So just because you’ve come to a dead end, that’s not the time to give up. Find a different route and keep pressing forward.


Often, out of our greatest rejection comes our greatest direction. When you come to a closed door or something doesn’t work out in your life, instead of seeing that as the end, regard that as God nudging you in a better direction. Yes, sometimes it’s uncomfortable; sometimes we may not like it. But we cannot make the mistake of just sitting back and settling where we are.

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Back in 1959, my father was the pastor of a successful church with a thriving congregation. They had just built a beautiful new sanctuary, and my father had a bright future. About that time, my sister Lisa was born with something like cerebral palsy. Hungry for a fresh touch from God, my dad went away for a while and got alone with God. He searched the Scriptures in a new way, and he began to see how God was a good God, a healing God, and that God could still perform miracles today. My dad went back to his church and preached with a new fire, a new enthusiasm. He thought everybody would be thrilled, but the congregation’s reaction was just the opposite. They didn’t like his new message. It didn’t fit in with their tradition. After suffering much persecution, heartache, and pain, my father knew the best thing for him to do was leave that church.


Naturally, my dad was disappointed. He didn’t understand why such a thing should happen. But remember, out of rejection comes direction. When one door closes, God is about to open up a bigger and a better door.


My father went down the street to an abandoned feed store. There, he and ninety other people formed Lakewood Church on Mother’s Day, 1959. The critics said it would never last, but today, nearly fifty years later, Lakewood Church has grown to become one of the largest churches in America and is still going strong.


I don’t believe that my father would have enjoyed the ministry he had, and I don’t believe he would have become all God created him to be, if he would have stayed in that limited environment. Here’s a key: The dream in your heart may be bigger than the environment in which you find yourself. Sometimes you have to get out of that environment in order to see your dream fulfilled.

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Consider an oak tree. If you plant it in a pot, its growth will be limited. Once its roots fill that pot, it can grow no further. The problem is not with the tree; it is with the environment. It is stifling growth. Perhaps you have bigger things in your heart than your present environment can facilitate. That’s why, at times, God will stir you out of a comfortable situation. When you go through persecution and rejection, it’s not always because somebody has it in for you. Sometimes, that’s God’s way of directing you into His perfect will. He’s trying to get you to stretch to the next level. He knows you’re not going to go without a push, so He makes it uncomfortable for you to stay where you are currently. The mistake we make at times is getting negative and sour; we focus on what didn’t work out. When we do that, we inhibit the opening of new doors.


A few years ago, Lakewood Church was trying to buy some property on which we could build a new sanctuary. We had looked for months and finally had found a wonderful one-hundred-acre tract of land. We were so excited. However, the day we were to close the deal, it was sold to another group.


I was terribly disappointed, and I had to tell myself, “Joel, God has closed this door for a reason. He has something better in store.” Sure, I was down, and I admit that I was discouraged, but I had to shake that off and say, “No, I’m not settling here. I’m going to keep pressing forward.”


A few months later, we found another nice piece of property. It would have worked as well, but a similar series of events transpired and the owner refused to sell it to us. Another disappointment. I didn’t understand it, but I said, “God, I’m trusting you. I know your ways are not my ways. This doesn’t seem right. It doesn’t seem fair. But I’m going to stay in an attitude of faith and keep expecting good things.”


Not long after that, the door to the Compaq Center, a sixteen-thousand-seat sports arena, opened up in downtown Houston, right in the middle of one of the busiest sections of the city. Then it became clear why God had closed the other doors. Had we purchased either of those properties, those choices might have kept us from God’s best.


Throughout life, we’re not always going to understand everything that happens. But we’ve got to learn to trust God. We’ve got to believe that He has us in the palm of His hand; that He is leading and guiding us, that He always has our best interests at heart.

STEP INTO YOUR FUTURE
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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU Jeremiah 29:4–14


“I know the plans I have for you,” says the LORD. “They are plans for good and not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope.”


JEREMIAH 29:11


YEARS AGO, I went into a government building that had two sets of double doors spaced about fifteen feet apart. The doors opened automatically as I approached, but for security reasons, when I went through the first set of doors, I had to let them close tightly before the next set of doors would open in front of me. As long as I stayed at the first set of doors, the second set would not open.


In many ways, life operates in a manner similar to those automatic doors. You have to let go of your disappointments, let go of your failures, and let those doors totally close behind you. Step forward, into the future that God has for you, knowing there’s nothing you can do about past disappointments. You cannot change the past, but you can do something about the future. What’s in front of you is far more important than what is behind you. Where you are going is more significant than where you came from or where you have been.


If you will have the right attitude, you will give birth to more in the future than you’ve lost in the past. Quit looking back. This is a new day. It may seem like your dreams have died, but God can resurrect your dead dreams or give you brand-new ones. He is a supernatural God, and when we believe in Him, all things are possible.

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God has not given up on you; He knows that He put seeds of greatness in you. You have something to offer that nobody else has. He’s given you noble dreams and desires. Too often, however, we allow adversities, disappointments, and setbacks to deter us, and before long, we find that we’re not pressing forward anymore. We’re not stretching; we’re not believing we will rise any higher in life.


Ironically, some of the most gifted, talented people go through some of the most unfair, unfortunate experiences: divorce, abuse, neglect. And it’s easy for such a person to think, Why is this happening to me? What did I do to deserve any of this?


Unfortunately, the Enemy knows something about what’s on the inside of you, as well. He knows the potential you’re carrying, so he does everything he can to keep that seed from taking root. He doesn’t want your gifts and talents to flourish. He doesn’t want you to accomplish your dreams. He wants you to live an average, mediocre life.


But understand this: God did not create any person without putting something extremely valuable on the inside. Life may have tried to push you down through disappointments or setbacks. In the natural, you don’t know how you could rise any higher. You don’t see how you’re ever going to be happy. But you need to dig your heels in and say, “I know what I have on the inside. I’m a child of the Most High God. I’m full of His can-do power, and I’m going to rise up to become everything God has created me to be.”


The apostle Paul urged his young understudy, Timothy, “Stir up the gift within you.” Similarly, you need to stir up your gifts, talents, dreams, and desires—in short, the potential within you. Maybe these qualities and traits are buried beneath depression and discouragement, or obscured by negative voices of people telling you that you can’t; beneath weaknesses; beneath failures or fears.


But the good things of God are still there. Now you’ve got to do your part and start digging them out. Step boldly into your future knowing God will never leave you or forsake you.

THE NEXT NEW THING
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SCRIPTURE READING TO BECOME A BETTER YOU Psalm 30:1–12


His anger lasts only a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime! Weeping may last through the night, but joy comes with the morning.


PSALM 30:5


YOU MAY HAVE already endured more than your share of unfair, negative experiences. But know this: God wants to do a new thing. He wants to give you a new beginning. Don’t give up. Don’t go around thinking you’ve peaked, that you’ve reached your limits in life. “Well, Joel, you don’t know my situation. I’ve gone as far as my education can take me. You don’t know my struggles.”


No, I may not know any of that. But I do know our God, and He is all-powerful. He has more in store for you. My questions for you are: Can you perceive it? Can you make room for it? The first place it starts is in your thinking. If your thinking is limited, then your life is going to be limited.


“But, Joel, I’ve gone through bankruptcy. I’ve tried and failed.” Well, let it go. This is a new day.


“My marriage didn’t work out. I’m so disappointed. I never thought that I’d be in this situation at this point in my life.”


That’s unfortunate, but it’s not the end. When one door closes, God will always open another. If all the doors close, He’ll open a window! God always wants to give you a fresh beginning. He still


has a great plan for your life. Do you know when that’s going to happen? It will commence the moment you quit looking back, when you quit grieving over what you’ve lost. Nothing will keep you from the good things of God as much as living in the past.
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If all the doors close, God will open a window!
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You may feel that life has knocked you down through disappointments or other unfair situations. But whatever you do, don’t stay down. Get back up again, dust yourself off. If you can’t find anybody to encourage you, learn to encourage yourself. Get up in the morning, put your shoulders back, look in the mirror, and say, “I’ve come too far to stop now. I may be knocked down, but I’m not knocked out. I’m going to get back up again. I know I’m a victor, not a victim.”


You must keep yourself stirred up if you’re going to see these new doors open. Keep looking for the good things that God is going to do next. I know too many people who are living in the land of “good enough.”


No, don’t ever let “good enough” be good enough. Keep pressing. Keep believing. You were not made to be average; you were made to excel. You were made to leave your mark on this generation. At the start of each new day, remind yourself: I am talented. I am creative. I am greatly favored by God. I am equipped. I am well able. I will see my dreams come to pass. Declare those statements by faith, and before long you will begin to see them in reality.


Understand that throughout life we will always have forces opposing us, trying to keep us from becoming all God has created us to be. And many times, the adversities, the unfair situations, are the results of the Enemy’s efforts, attempting to discourage us and deceive us into giving up on our dreams. You may feel as if you’re at an empty place in life today. Not much is going your way. You’ve been through severe difficulties. But God wants to restore you, encourage you, fill you with His hope. He wants to resurrect your dreams. He wants to do a new thing.
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
