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Introduction

This thirty-fourth edition of Skyhorse Publishing's Gun Trader’s Guide is designed to provide the professional and amateur firearms enthusiast with more specifications and photographs of collectible firearms than ever before. In the past fifty years, the Gun Trader’s Guide has grown to over six hundred pages and now lists more than six thousand standard firearms and their variations.

The first edition of the Gun Trader’s Guide contained some 1,360 listings accompanied by 100 illustrations. Now, after more than thirty editions later, the book has evolved into one of the most comprehensive catalogs targeting the most common smokeless-powder rifles, shotguns, and handguns of the late-nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Over two million gun buffs have made the Gun Trader’s Guide their primary reference for identification and comparison of sporting, military, and law enforcement firearms, including rare and unusual collectibles and commemoratives. The current edition of the Gun Trader’s Guide has been expanded to include more listings than ever before, with nearly 2,750 photographs. Not every gun ever made can be listed in any catalog of this type, but we have made every effort to include the makers and models that are most popular with American owners and collectors today.

The format of the Gun Trader’s Guide is simple and straightforward, listing thousands of firearms manufactured since the late 1800s in the United States and abroad. Most entries include complete specifications, including: model number and name; caliber or gauge; barrel length; overall length; weight; distinguishing features; variations; the dates of manufacture (when they can be accurately determined); and dates of discontinuation. Many illustrative photos accompany the text to help the reader with identifications and comparisons. Also, first and last entries are listed at the top of the page for additional ease in finding a particular manufacturer.

The Gun Trader’s Guide is revised annually to ensure that its wealth of information is both current and detailed. The principal features that contribute to the unique nature of this firearms reference guide include the extensive pictorial format and accompanying comprehensive specifications. It provides a convenient procedure for identifying vintage firearms while simultaneously determining and verifying their current value.

SIMPLIFIED STRUCTURE

Production data for each gun includes:

• Specifications

• Variations of different models

• Dates of manufacture and/or discontinuation

• Current values

The catalog is also set up to provide ease of use, including:

• Tabbed sections for user friendly reference

• Complete index of all firearms

Values shown are based on national averages obtained by conferring with knowledgeable gun dealers, traders, collectors, and auctioneers around the country, and not by applying an arbitrary mathematical formula that could produce unrealistic figures. The values listed herein accurately reflect the nationwide average at the time of publication and are updated annually.

In some rare cases, such as the Winchester Model 1873 “One of One Thousand” rifle or the Parker AA1 Special shotgun in 28 gauge, where very little trading takes place, active gun collectors were consulted to obtain current market values.

ORGANIZATION OF LISTINGS

In the early editions of Gun Trader’s Guide, firearms were frequently organized chronologically by date of production within manufacturers’ listings because many gun-making companies used the date that a particular model was introduced as the model number. For example, the Colt U. S. Model 1911 semiautomatic pistol was introduced in 1911, the French Model 1936 military rifle was introduced in 1936, and the Remington Model 32 shotgun debuted in 1932. However, during the first quarter of the twentieth century, gun makers began assigning names and numbers that did not relate to the year the gun was introduced. As these recent models and their variations multiplied through the years, it became increasingly difficult to track them by date, especially for the less-experienced collector.

Additionally, some Winchester and Remington firearms have been grouped differently in this edition. For example, The Winchester Model 1894, in its many variations, was produced beginning in 1894 and later manufactured as the “Model 94” by U. S. Repeating Arms Co. (Collector’s note: this Model 1894 lever-action rifle, the famed Model 70 Winchester, and the Model 1300 pump shotgun, all Winchester standards, were discontinued in 2006.) In general, Winchester used the year of introduction to name its firearms; that is, Model 1890, 1892, 1894, 1895, and so forth. Shortly after World War I, Winchester dropped the first two digits and listed the models as 90, 92, 94, 95, and so on. Later, guns were given model numbers that had no relation to the date of manufacture. Marlin and several other manufacturers used a similar approach in handling model designations.

As a result, Winchester rifles are grouped alphanumerically in two different groups: early Winchesters manufactured before 1920 under the four-digit model-date designations and guns manufactured after 1920 with their revised model format designations. If any difficulty is encountered in locating a particular model, the models and their variations are cross-referenced in the index.

In past years, some readers reported difficulty in finding certain Remington rifles. In this edition, Remington rifles have been grouped according to action type (i.e., single-shot rifles, slide actions, autoloaders, etc.). Our surveys revealed this to be the easiest way to locate a specific firearm. The index may also be used if difficulty is encountered in finding a particular model.

In researching data for this edition, some manufacturers’ records were unavailable and some information was unobtainable. For example, many early firearms production records were destroyed in a fire that ravaged the Winchester plant. Likewise, some manufacturers’ records have been lost or were simply not maintained accurately. These circumstances resulted in some minor deviations in the presentation format of certain model listings. For example, production dates may not be listed when manufacturing records are unclear or unavailable. As an alternative, approximate dates of manufacture may be listed to reflect the availability of guns from a manufacturer or distributor. These figures may represent disposition dates indicating when that particular model was shipped to a distributor or importer. Frequently, and especially with foreign manufacturers, production records are unavailable. Therefore, information on availability is often based on importation records that reflect domestic distribution only.

All of this is meant to explain the procedure and policy used regarding these published dates and to establish the distinction between “production dates,” which are based on manufacturers’ records, and “availability dates,” which are based on distribution records in the absence of recorded production data.

To ensure that we have the most accurate information available, we encourage and solicit the users of Gun Trader’s Guide to communicate with our research staff at the Skyhorse Publishing, Inc., offices (address below) and forward any verifiable information they may have, especially in relation to older, out-of-production models.

CAUTION TO READERS

An amendment to the Gun Control Act of 1968 prohibited the manufacture, transfer, or possession of firearms intended for disposition to the general public designed to accept large capacity ammunition feeding devices. Manufacturers who produced such arms were required to redesign those models to limit their capacities to 10 rounds or less, or discontinue production or importation. The law applied to all such devices manufactured after October 13, 1994. Post-ban feeding devices must meet the capacity limit requirements. However, the grandfather clause of this amendment exempts all such devices lawfully possessed at the time the legislation became law. Pre-ban arms (manufactured before October 13, 1994) may therefore be bought, sold, or traded with no additional restrictions imposed by this law, which was ultimately rescinded in 2004 under the sunset provision and is no longer in effect. Any student of firearms should study the provisions of the Gun Control Act of 1968 for more information on firearms ownership, sales, and transfers in the United States. For updates and current firearms regulations, contact the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives at www.atf.gov.

For the purposes of this book, models previously designed to accept high capacity feeding devices will be listed at their original specifications and capacities if only the feeding device was modified to reduce that capacity.

Regarding shotguns, the reader should be aware that shotgun barrels must be 18 inches or longer except when used by military or law enforcement personnel. A special permit from the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives is required to possess shotguns with barrel lengths that are shorter than 18 inches.

Because state and federal laws vary and may change annually, it is in the collector’s best interest to inquire about the legality of ownership, concealment, or display of specific firearms in his or her state, town, or county. Firearms restrictions are not universal and ignorance of the law is not a legal defense. Protect yourself by knowing which guns you may own, purchase, and transport under the laws of your state.
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How to Use This Guide

Are you planning on buying or selling a used rifle, shotgun, or handgun? Perhaps you just want to establish the value of a favorite rifle, shotgun, or handgun in your collection. No matter what your interest in collectible smokless-powder firearms, today’s enthusiast inevitably turns to Gun Trader’s Guide to determine specifications, date of manufacture, and the average value (in the United States) of a specific modern firearm.

Opening this book, the collector asks himself the first obvious question: “How much is my used gun worth?”

Gun prices contained within should be considered “retail”; that is, the average price a collector anywhere in the United States may expect to pay for a firearm in similar condition. Don’t leap to the conclusion that your firearm will bring top dollar! There is no right or wrong price for any collectible firearm. The listings shown here are based on national averages and may be higher or lower depending on where you live and the strength of the market in your area. There is a market for everything from folk art to xylophones to used firearms, but the range of values can be extreme and only items in perfect condition will bring top dollar.

Many variables must be considered when buying or selling a used gun. Scarcity, demand, geographic location, the buyer’s position, and the gun’s condition ultimately govern the selling price of a particular firearm. Sentiment often shades the value of a particular gun in the seller’s mind, but the market value of Grandpa’s old .30–30 cannot be logically cataloged nor effectively marketed (except possibly to someone else in the family!).

TEST SALE

To illustrate how the price of a particular gun may fluctuate, let us consider the popular Winchester Model 94 (discontinued in 2006 after 110 years of continuous production) and see what its value might be.

The Model 1894 (or Model 94) is a lever-action, solid-frame repeater. Round or octagon barrels of 26 inches were standard when the rifle was first introduced in 1894. However, half-octagon barrels were offered for a slight increase in price. Various magazine lengths were also available.

Fancy-grade versions in all Model 94 calibers were available with 26-inch round, nickel steel barrels. This grade featured a checkered fancy walnut pistol grip stock and forearm and was available with either shotgun or rifle-type butt plates.

In addition, Winchester produced this model in carbinestyle with a saddle ring on the left side of the receiver. The carbine had a 20-inch round barrel and full or half magazine. Some carbines were supplied with standard-grade barrels while others were made of nickel steel. Trapper models were also available with shorter 14-, 16-, or 18-inch barrels.

In later years, the Rifle and Trapper models were discontinued and only the carbine remained. Eventually, the saddle ring was eliminated from this model and the carbine butt stock was replaced with a shotgun-type butt stock and shortened forend.

After World War II, the finish on Winchester Model 94 carbines changed to strictly hot caustic bluing; thus, pre-war models usually demand a premium over post-war models.

In 1964 (a turning point for many American firearms manufacturers), beginning with serial number 2,700,000, the action on the Winchester Model 94 was redesigned for easier manufacture. Many collectors and firearms enthusiasts considered this (and other) design changes to be inferior to former models. Therefore, the term “pre-64” has become the watchword for collectors when it comes to setting values on Winchester-made firearms. This will likely be the case in the future as the nowdiscontinued models 70, 94, and 1300 Winchesters reach the collectible market.

Whether this evaluation is correct or not is unimportant. The justification for an immediate increase in the value of pre-64 models was that they were no longer available. This diminished availability placed them in the “scarce” class, making them more desirable to collectors.

Shortly after the 1964 transition, Winchester began producing Model 94 commemorative models in great numbers, adding confusion to the concept of “limited production.” Increased availability adversely affected the annual appreciation and price stability of these commemorative models. The negative response generated by this marketing practice was increased when Winchester was sold in the 1980s. The name of this long-established American firearms manufacturer was changed to U. S. Repeating Arms Company, which manufactured the Model 94 in both standard carbine and big bore models until 2006. Later, the Angle-Eject model was introduced, a design change that allowed for the mounting of scope sights directly above the action.

With the above facts in mind, let’s explore Gun Trader’s Guide to establish the approximate value of your particular Model 94. We will assume that you recently inherited the rifle, which has Winchester Model 94 inscribed on the barrel. Turn to the Rifle Section of the book and look under the W listings until you find Winchester. The Index (at the back of the book) is another possible means of locating your rifle.

The listings in Gun Trader’s Guide are arranged within each manufacturer’s entry, first by model numbers in consecutive numerical order followed by model names in alphabetical order. At first glance, you see that there are two model designations that may apply: the original designation (Model 1894) or the revised, shorter designation (Model 94). Which of these designations applies to your recently acquired Winchester?

The next step in the process is to try to match the appearance of your model with a photo in the book. The photos may all look alike at first glance, but close evaluation and careful attention to detail will enable you to eliminate models that are not applicable. Further examination of your gun might reveal a curved or crescent-shaped butt plate. By careful observation of your gun’s characteristics and close visual comparison of the photographic examples, you may logically conclude that your gun is the Winchester Model 94 Lever Action Rifle. (Please note that the guns shown in Gun Trader’s Guide are not always shown in proportion to one another; that is, a carbine barrel might not appear to be shorter than a rifle barrel.)

You have now tentatively determined your model, but, to be sure, you should read through the specifications for that model and establish that the barrel on the pictured rifle is 26 inches long; you should also determine if it is round, octagonal, or half-octagonal.

Upon measuring, you find that the barrel on your rifle is approximately 26 inches, perhaps a trifle under, and it is round. Additionally, your rifle is marked .38-55 (the caliber designation). The caliber offerings listed in the specifications include .38-55, so you are further convinced that this is your gun. You may read on to determine that this rifle was manufactured from 1894 to 1937. After that date, only the shorter-barreled carbine was offered by Winchester, and then only in .25-35, .30-30, and .32 Special.

At this point, you know you have a Winchester Model 94 rifle manufactured before World War II. You read the value and take the rifle to your dealer to initiate a sale.

Here is a look at some of the scenarios you may encounter:

SCENARIO I

If the rifle is truly in excellent condition—hat is, if it retains at least 95 percent of its original finish on both the metal and wood and has a perfect bore— then the gun does in fact have a collectible value as noted. However, keep in mind that the dealer is in business to make a profit. If he pays you the full value of the gun, he will have to charge more than this when he sells it in order to make a reasonable profit. If more than the fair market value is charged, the gun will not sell or someone will pay more for the gun than it is actually worth.

Therefore, expect a reputable dealer to offer you less than the published, maximum value for the gun in its present condition. The exact amount will vary for a variety of reasons. For example, if the dealer already has a dozen or so of the same model on his shelf and they do not sell well his offer will be considerably lower. On the other hand, if the dealer does not have any of this model in stock and knows several collectors who want it, chances are his offer will be considerably higher.

SCENARIO II

Perhaps you overestimated the true state of the rifle’s condition. Suppose the gun’s finish is flawed and not much of the original bluing remains. There are several shiny, bare-metal spots mixed with a brown patina over the remaining metal. Also, much of the original varnish on the wood has been worn off from extended use. Consequently, the rifle is not considered to be in “excellent” condition and is worth proportionately less than the value shown in this book.

SCENARIO III

Your Winchester Model 94 rifle looks nearly new, as if it were just out of the box, and the rifle works perfectly. Therefore, you are convinced that the dealer should pay you the full value of the gun (less a reasonable profit of 25 to 35 percent). When the dealer offers you about half what you expect, you are shocked!

Although the rifle looks new to you, the experienced dealer has detected that the gun (or parts of it) has been refinished. Perhaps you did not notice the rounding of the formerly sharp edges on the receiver or the slight funneling of some screw holes—all dead giveaways that the rifle has been refinished. If so, your rifle is not in “excellent” condition as you originally assumed and is therefore worth less than “high book” value.

A knowledgeable gun dealer will check each firearm to determine that it functions properly, and the condition of interior parts may also be a factor in determining the value of any firearm. Even when a collectible firearm has been expertly refinished to “excellent” condition it is no longer “original,” and a rule of thumb is to deduct 50 percent from the value listed in this book. If the job is poorly done, deduct 80 percent or more.

Now, if you are somewhat of an expert and know for certain that your rifle has never been refinished or otherwise repaired or damaged, has at least 95 percent of its original finish left, and you believe you have a firearm that is truly worth full book value, understand that a dealer will still only offer you from 25 percent to 50 percent less for it due to profit margins, overstocked goods, and so forth.

TOP-DOLLAR OPTIONS

One alternative for getting top dollar for your gun is to advertise your item in a local newspaper and sell the firearm directly to a private collector. Many collectors have a special interest in certain models, manufacturers, or product lines and will happily pay full price (and sometimes more) for a hard-to-find piece. However, this approach may prove time-consuming, frustrating, and expensive. In addition, there may be federal and local restrictions on the sale of firearms in your area, so check with the local police chief or sheriff before you proceed with a private sale.

If you experience such complications, chances are the next time you have a firearm to sell you will be more than happy to take it to a dealer and let him make his fair share of profit!

STANDARDS OF CONDITION

The condition of a firearm is an important factor in determining its value. In some rare and unusual models, a variation in condition from “Excellent” to “Very Good” can mean a value difference of 50 percent or more. Therefore, you must be able to determine the gun’s condition before you can accurately evaluate the value of the firearm.

Several sets of value standards have been used in gun trading, but the National Rifle Association Standards of Condition of Modern Firearms are probably the most popular. In recent years, condition has been established by the percentage of original finish remaining on the wood and metal of the firearm.

Here’s a look at how these standards are applied:

Excellent

For the purpose of assigning comparative values as a basis for trading, firearms listed in this book are assumed to be in Excellent condition if they have 95 percent or more remaining original finish, no noticeable marring of wood or metal, and the bore has no pits or rust.

To the novice, this translates to meaning a practically new gun, almost as though it had just been removed from its shipping box. The trained eye, however, will see the difference between “new” or “mint” condition and merely “excellent.”

Very Good

Any other defects, no matter how minor, diminish the value of a firearm below those listed in this book. For example, if more than 5 percent of the original finish is gone and there are minor surface dents or scratches, regardless of how small, the gun is no longer in Excellent condition. Instead, it is considered to be in Very Good condition provided the gun is in perfect working order. Despite the minor defects, the gun will still look relatively new to the untrained buyer.

Good

If the gun is in perfect working condition and functions properly but has minor wear on working surfaces (perhaps some deep scratches on the wood or metal), the gun is considered to be in Good condition, one grade below Very Good, according to NRA standards. Again, the price shown in this book for that particular firearm must be reduced to reflect its true value.

The two remaining NRA conditions fall under the headings of Fair and Poor. These guns normally have little value unless they are of historical importance or an aficionado simply must have them to complete his collection. The value of such guns

In any case, do not sell any gun until you have researched its history and value. Many plain-looking guns have sold for thousands of dollars for a variety of reasons. Many an innocent widow has literally given away her deceased husband's guns, not knowing they were of extremely high value. Avoid buyers who are in a hurry to make a purchase or who quickly offer what seems to be more money than the gun is worth. Not every gun is priceless, but many of them are!

Previous editions of Gun Trader’s Guide offered multiplication factors to use for firearms in other than Excellent condition. These factors are listed below. Be aware that the figures given are not etched in stone. Instead, they are simply another rough means of establishing the value of a particular firearm.

For guns in other than Excellent condition, multiply the price shown in this book for the model in question by the following factors:

PARTING THOUGHTS

Remember, the word “guide” in Gun Trader’s Guide should be taken literally. This book is meant to be a reference only and is not the gospel of the collectible trade. We sincerely hope, however, that you find this publication useful when you decide to buy or sell a used, collectible modern firearm. Study all available references, manufacturers’ histories, and visit state and regional auction houses and dealers to develop an accurate assessment of your firearm’s true value before you let it go.

Also, keep in mind that gun values vary from region to region. For this reason, we recommend that you attend local gun shows and auctions to develop a better understanding of gun values and pricing. And, whenever you travel, check the prices of guns you’re familiar with to compare their values in other parts of the country. The difference can be surprising!

Finally, beware of guns that have been refinished or refurbished, either by amateurs or even expert gunsmiths. A century-old gun that looks brand new has probably been refinished and will actually be worth far less than a time-worn original. Every new screw, pin, or spring added to an original firearm diminishes its value–the worn, pitted original parts of a firearm enhance its value far more than modern replacements. Refinishing a gun may improve its looks and satisfy the final owner, but it will lose collectible value that will never be recovered.


GUN SHOWS AROUND THE COUNTRY

The majority of private, noncommercial gun deals in the United States take place in living rooms and garages, spur-of-the-moment transactions that involve a seller who needs cash and a buyer who wants to buy that particular firearm. The seller simply wants as much money as he can get for the piece and the buyer just wants a good deal for a firearm he hopes to resell at a profit. In most one-time purchases, both parties go away happy with the outcome. But before one enters the world of serious firearms collecting, start attending organized gun shows. This is where gun lovers converge on hundreds of booths containing thousands of guns ranging in value from less than $10 to $100,000 or more.

GO TO THE SHOW!

To learn the most about the value and condition of used guns, nothing beats a weekend gun show. Dealers from throughout the region, and often from across the country, will be on hand to show, sell, buy, and every type. Some dealers specialize in guns made by a specific manufacturer (Beretta, Benelli, Winchester, Remington, Savage, Ruger, Stevens, etc.) while some deal in just one model of firearm (i.e., pre-64 Winchester Model 70s). Others may offer custom guns or firearms made by European or Asian manufacturers, while others offer a variety of collectibles including swords, knives, and ancient weaponry.

Gun buyers, collectors, and dealers benefit from attending gun shows because it’s a chance to see a wide variety of firearms, their condition and value, on the local level. This is the place to really learn about guns and how their value is determined. Most dealers will gladly explain the nuances of gun condition, why perfectly refurbished guns are worth so much less than a rusted, beat-up original, and what makes one gun worth so much while another, seemingly similar model, is worth so much less.

GUN SHOW ETIQUETTE

Unless otherwise noted, all gun shows in the United States are open to the public. Ticket prices are reasonable and food and beverages are usually available. Of course, there are security requirements that must be met and procedures that must be followed, but in general anyone attending a gun show may bring guns for appraisal, sale, or trade. Laws vary from state to state, so be sure to check with show promoters or local law enforcement personnel before bringing a gun to any show!

Most gun shows are well-attended, often crowded, and sales can be brisk. Be patient while moving between booths. If a particular dealer or booth is overrun with customers, come back later to talk. There are always slow periods at gun shows (early in the day, around lunch time, and just before closing) so schedule your visits to dealers and make the most of the time you have available.

In general, don’t bring a gun to a commercial show and expect to get top dollar for it. Show dealers often work in volume sales and may have a dozen or more of your model on the table. This is especially true of the cheaper imports, WWII Japanese and Italian rifles, and other “by the barrel” items.

Specialty guns, of course, will draw any dealer’s attention, and once in a while you will get far more than you expected from a particular firearm. However, it’s best to bring your gun in for appraisal only. See what the dealer is willing to give you for it and compare that to the prices listed in this book. If he’s offering you a much higher price, tell him you’ll think about it and then go do a little more research; you may have a unique model that commands a much higher price!

In most cases there will be too much confusion, conversation, and diversion at gun show booths to allow you to make a serious sale or trade. If you’re feeling rushed or pressured, move on to another dealer or ask for his card and plan to make a personal, one-on-one visit later in the week or month. Most gun dealers follow the gun show circuit and may be found again in a week or two at another location or at their shop or home, so don’t feel rushed to sell. Work the shows, study the guns and prices, and make your best deal when you are ready to commit to a final transaction.

WORK THE CROWD

While huge crowds at gun shows can be a hindrance when you’re trying to buy or sell a gun, you can use the crowd to your advantage by carrying your locked and tagged “for sale” gun with you as you move around the arena. There will be a wide variety of gun buyers, dealers, and fans in the crowd who may stop you and want to discuss your firearm. A buyer who needs a particular piece to complete his collection could easily offer you more than the gun is listed for, more than the dealer offered, and more than you ever expected to get for it.

Remember: Everyone attending a gun show is in the market to trade, buy, or sell. Even if you don’t make a sale while you are there, you can make valuable contacts that may come in handy for future transactions. For example, you may encounter a dealer who trades only in vintage Savage rifles, and on your next trip to the family farm you may find that your grandfather left his trusty Model 99 in .300 Savage in an upstairs closet. Or you may find a pre-64 Winchester Model 70 Super Grade in your uncle’s attic. Having met the right people at the local gun show, you can buy, sell, or trade your new collectibles quickly and profitably because you took the time to find the right people.

Commercial gun shows are on-going events that occur weekly, monthly, or annually in various towns and cities around the country. Some shows are sponsored by the same organizations in the same location each time, so it is easy to keep track of them.

It is possible to attend a different gun show every weekend somewhere in the United States. For a complete, updated list of gun shows near you, log onto www.gunshows-usa.com. This useful site includes a listing of all the gun shows presently scheduled in every state and the list is updated weekly.

Be sure to call ahead to verify show times, dates, ticket fees, and regulations, including tips on how to bring firearms into the show for trade, sale, or appraisal.






Colt Model 1911 Semi-Automatic Pistol

Adopted by the U.S. Ordnance Department in 1911, the Colt semi-automatic pistol was originally manufactured by Colt and the government’s Springfield Armory. In 1917, with the US entry into World War I, the government contracted with Colt for one million pistols and contracts were signed for the production of a total of two million more pistols with Remington-UMC, North American Arms, Savage, Winchester, National Cash Register Co., Burroughs Adding Machine, Lamston Monotype, and Caron Bros. A total of 629,000 pistols were completed by the war’s end in1918. Production was resumed in 1924 with a series of design modifications introduced during the inter-war period resulting in the Model 1911 A1. From the onset of World War II until its end in 1945 Colt, Remington UMC, Remington-Rand, Ithaca, Singer, and Union Switch and Signal Company manufactured nearly 2 million M1911A1s.

NRA Perfect Condition is 100 percent original condition. This Colt 1911 has all original parts and commands the same price with or without the box. NRA Fair Condition ranges from 20 to 60 percent original condition. This Model 1911 is in well-worn condition with the frame retaining only 40 percent of its original finish. Some major and minor parts have been replaced and scratches and pitting from rust and corrosion are evident on the frame and slide. Serial numbers and other markings are shallow and difficult to identify. While the grips on this pistol are not badly scratched or soiled, they show worn checkering and several large and small dents. The gun must function and shoot properly.





Winchester Model 94

Winchester produced approximately 2,550,000 Model 94 lever action rifles between 1894 and 1962. The Model 94 was manufactured in both rifle and carbine versions with several configurations that included pistol- and straight-grip stocks, various grades of wood, and several different barrel lengths and magazine capacities. Crescent and shotgun style buttstocks and takedown barrels were also offered. The Model 94 was produced in 25-35, 30, 30-30, 32-40 and 38-55 calibers.

NRA Perfect Condition ranges from 95 to 100 percent original condition. This Model 94 shows very little use and looks in new condition with 96 percent of its original finish remaining. All parts are original and in excellent condition. There is no noticeable wear with the wood and metal showing no stains, scratches or nicks. The bluing is in near-perfect condition. The action functions smoothly and the rifle is in perfect working condition.

NRA Good Condition ranges from 60 to 80 percent original condition. There are no replacement parts. The gun has all original parts and shows no corrosive rusting or pitting. The edges of the action are slightly rounded and the bluing is beginning to wear thin on the working surfaces. The stampings show minor wear in areas. There are no broken parts and the stock fits smoothly to the metal with only minor nicking. The gun must be in safe working condition.

NRA Fair Condition ranges from 20 to 60 percent original condition. This Model 94 is in well-worn condition with some minor parts replaced or requiring restoration or adjustment. The serial numbers and descriptive stampings are shallow and hard to read. The wood is badly scratched and dented with evident repairs. There is corrosive pitting and scratches but the gun remains in safe firing condition.





Winchester Model 12

When introduced in 1912, the hammerless Model 12 slide-action shotgun was offered only in 20-guage with a 21/2-inch chamber. In 1914 12- and 16-guage versions were introduced followed by a 28-guage in 1937. The Model 12 was available with various chokes and with walnut, straight or pistol grip stock and forearm. Winchester sold more than 1,900,000 Model 1912s during the shotgun’s 51-year history.

The stock fits smoothly to the metal and has only minor nicking. The shotgun must be in good working order.
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NRA Fair Condition ranges from 20 to 60 percent original condition. Showing a well-worn condition, this gun may require minor parts to be replaced or adjusted. The serial numbers and descriptive stamping are shallow and difficult to read. The wood is badly scratched and dented with evident repairs. Corrosive pitting and scratches in the metal, while considerable, do not render the gun unsafe.






MODERN ARs:
THE NEW COLLECTIBLES?

For over 130 years the term “collectible firearms” invariably referred to rifles, shotguns, and handguns made in the smokeless powder era using steel and wood. Prior to 1964, when modern manufacturing processes changed to machine-made, stamped, and plastic parts in order to keep retail prices low, most American- and foreignmade firearms were still hand fitted, carved, checkered, and finished. The best examples of those labor-intensive products now bring premium prices among dealers and collectors as well as at auction. Interest in these and other “pre-64” models are likely to continue to increase in popularity and value among those who prefer the classic lines of a well-designed, woodstocked firearm.

During the Vietnam War, however, the look and feel of firearms began to change. Colt’s M-16 and the many variations that followed were considered cheap, inferior, and of little collectible value. Mostly of poor quality and made with cheap powdered metal or stamped parts with plastic stocks and grips, those early “black rifles” were unpopular with the troops who used them. These first ARs were neither accurate nor dependable. Troops despised them and complaints about their poor performance filled the shooting press for decades.

As might be expected, ARs (which is simply named for Armalite, the company that first designed them) were not popular with collectors either, and their value was low even for “new in the box” specimens. Used, abused, and constantly repaired ARs were tossed into the military bins where Japanese, Russian, Italian, and other low-end firearms were often sold at gun shows for less than the price of admission.

It’s been nearly forty years since the M-16 (“Matty Mattel” as it was wryly referred to by disenchanted troops) was first introduced, and it is long forgotten except among those who carried them. Few would offer the price of a cup of specialty coffee to own one.

Much has changed since 1975. For those who enjoy and prefer today’s AR offerings, the choices are many and, in most cases, far superior to the original M-16. Built to tight tolerances, solid and accurate, one can reasonably expect to pay (new) $1,000 and up for a base-model AR, not including sling, scope, bipod, night sights, and other accessories that could easily bump the start-up cost to $5,000.

Today’s assault rifles are a far cry from the AK-47 and other Kalashnikov knock-offs that, by design and necessity, were easy to assemble from cheap, massproduced parts. Famously dependable and accurate enough for close-quarter combat, most in the gun collecting world know the AK-47 for what it is and few collect them other than for the quick “wow” factor they provide.

Dozens of manufacturers now produce some version of an AR for range, law enforcement, military, self-defense, or sporting use. The majority has morphed into long-range, sniper-type rifles and invariably include the term “tactical” in their nomenclature, primarily to appeal to former military, police officers, and fans of the SWAT genre. The best of these rifles are capable of minute-of-angle accuracy at 100 yards and, properly equipped with high-powered scopes and a steady rest, most will “ring the gong” at 1,000 yards or more on silhouette targets specifically designed for ultra long-range shooting.

In most cases ARs are like new cars: they lose value the instant you walk out of the gun store. What makes any gun valuable is its condition, history, rarity, and its quality of construction. Other than the M-16, AR-15, and the AK-47, few of these rifle models are well known or familiar to collectors. ARs chambered for the .338 Lapua, .300 Winchester Magnum, and .308 Winchester have the highest “face” and collectible value, but few are presently worth more than their original MSRP. This will likely change in the future, particularly with models that were produced in small production runs, have unusual or unique features, or were chambered for custom or uncommon calibers. Only “the market” knows the answers to these questions and will reveal its findings in its own good time.

The best advice would be to hold on to any ARs and black guns you have in your possession, keep them clean, operable, and in “as new” condition, and wait patiently for the market to develop (which could be twenty years or more).

A key point in collecting any firearm is maintaining its “as new” condition, which includes the original shipping box, supplied accessories and parts, the owner’s manual, and other inserts. If your AR was shipped with a scope, extra magazines, and bipod as standard accessories, having them on hand will increase the value of the piece when it is time to sell or trade. It’s likely that the base rifle will be the base selling point. Accessories and add-ons will increase its value by a percentage depending on condition, quality of workmanship, and original selling price. Most gun shops, dealers, and auctioneers will likely begin hoarding ARs for future sale and trade as the present demand for these guns increases and more of them enter the market over time.

Few gun catalogs and collectible listings contain ARs as of 2012 because these products are too new and relatively unknown to those who dabble in collectibles. Even seasoned firearms dealers and auctioneers aren’t sure how to price a modern AR other than to offer it at some percentage less than MSRP based on condition or manufacturer. Too soon for “classic” status and too new to be considered “antique,” today’s selection of ARs may be a good investment for collectors looking for a higher return some time down the road. Only popular demand can establish a greater value.

When considering the purchase of a modern AR, the buyer is advised to carefully examine the condition of the firearm. Unfortunately, many ARs have a variety of plastic or powdered-metal parts that are subject to scratches, dents, and breakage, all of which can drive the value down. Do not be tempted to replace damaged parts with (relatively cheap) new pieces and never attempt to repair or replace ARs or parts at home. Any sign of replacement or repair will reduce the value of these firearms, which are likely to be relatively low to begin with unless they are unique, short-run, or otherwise unusual pieces.

Keep in mind that even with the most valuable standard firearm, the top value is rarely offered and is used primarily for insurance purposes. The range of value for any firearm, including antiques, can be 50 percent to 200 percent above or below its “as new” value.

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In the previous section the GTG deviates from the observed practice of listing only the value of firearms produced after 1900. This deliberate departure from the standard format is intended to provide a general reference and establish proper orientation for the reader, because the Colt SSA had its origins in the last quarter of the 19th century. Consequently, antique firearms produced prior to 1898 have been listed as a preface and introduction to the first series of production (what is now recognized as "1st Generation”) in order to systematically demonstrate the progressive and sequential development of the multi-generation Colt SAA. Therefore, the previous general values have been provided to establish a point of reference to allow a more comprehensive examination of the evolution of the Colt SAA. However, please note that the following values apply only to original models, not to similar S.A.A. revolvers of more recent manufacture.
