Edible Earwax 

Here’s an easy way to make a gross-out treat for your next party. Don’t wait for Halloween—earwax is good to eat any time of year!

You will need:

An adult to help with the oven 

1 tube ready-bake sugar cookie dough 

1 small jar of apricot preserves 

1/2 cup golden (not brown) raisins 

dinner knife 

teaspoon 

spatula 

oven-mitts 

1. Read the directions on the tube of sugar cookie dough, and ask your adult helper to preheat the oven to 350°.

2. Together with your helper, slice the cookie dough into slices about 1/4 inch thick. Cut each circular slice in half, and place on an ungreased cookie sheet, about 2 inches apart. Take a pinch of dough and roll it into a ball the size of a marble. Stick a dough ball on the bottom edge of each half circle.

3. Poke your fingertip into each “ear” to make a hole for the earwax.

4. Fill the hole with a very small scoop of apricot preserves, about 1/4 teaspoon. Stick one or two raisins in the preserves.

5. Bake ears for 11 minutes, until golden brown all over and puffy.

6. Have your helper take the cookies out of the oven. While the cookies are still on the cookie sheet, and still hot, take a metal teaspoon and gently press the tip into the cookie to make the shape of the ridges in the ear. We think it looks best to make two ridges, one close to the edge of the ear, and a smaller ridge in close to the earwax.

Anti-Gross 

While it may be fun to read about gross stuff, no one really likes to smell it.

But we all know that the air in the bathroom can get wicked gross! Here’s a recipe for a homemade air freshener that’s sure to get the stink out.



You will need:

small spray bottle that holds 2-4 oz. (available at local drug store) essential oils (available at local health food store or craft store) bottled water, either plain or distilled rubbing alcohol 

1. To sterilize the spray bottle: Place 1 tablespoon of rubbing alcohol in the bottle, screw the lid on and shake vigorously. Dump out the alcohol and let the bottle air dry upside down. Fill the bottle with 1/4 cup bottled water and add a combination of up to three different essential oils to total 15-20 drops.

2. Here are some good combinations:

8 drops LEMON, 6 drops LAVENDER, 6 drops ROSEMARY 

5 drops CLOVE, 9 drops ORANGE, 6 drops VANILLA 

5 drops LEMON, 5 drops ORANGE, 5 drops PEPPERMINT 

3. Essential oils evaporate rapidly, so don’t mix batches larger than 1/4 cup at a time—it will lose its scent if it sits around too long. Shake the bottle well before each use to mix the oil with the water.

Wet your thumb and forefinger and pinch the yarn just below the cup. Pull down hard.

HINT: If you don’t get a sound, wet your fingers more. Also, a longer piece of yarn will give you a deeper belch!

Make a Mold Factory 

Molds are a kind of fungi that grow on food and in damp places. There are thousands of different kinds. Although you don’t really want them in your house, molds are good natural recyclers outside. They break down foods and return nutrients to the soil. If you would like to see some molds at work, try making this “Mold Factory.”

Here’s what you’ll need:

Permission from an adult.

1 clean, empty mayo jar with lid 

Masking tape 

Water 

Small pieces (approx 1 inch) of food like bread, fruit, vegetables or cheese.



NOTE: Avoid meat as it will rot and smell before it grows mold.

Here’s what you do:

1. Open the jar and lay it on its side.

2. Dip each piece of food in the water and place it in your container. Space the pieces so they are not all on top of each other.

3. Carefully, screw the lid on the jar and seal it with masking tape.

4. Make a label for your “Mold Factory” and attach it.

5. Put your Factory in a safe place where you can watch it.

6. Look at your Mold Factory every day. You won’t see much for 2-3 days, but then molds will start to grow on the food. Answer these questions:

What colors of mold grew?

What texture were they?

What food got moldy first?

Did all the foods get moldy?

7. As the days pass, the food in your factory will start to look really gross. The mold is breaking the food down and causing it to rot.

8. Watch the changes for about two weeks. After that, not much else will happen.

9. Do not remove the lid from your Mold Factory. After two weeks, throw your factory out!
