One blows itself up, while the other you have to blow up yourself.
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What do you call a zombie pigman that steals your sword?

A HAMburglar.
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What do you call a zombie with no eyes?

A zombe.

A pigman.
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It’s ruthless and rare, and it sounds like it might sit on the top of your head. What is it?

A killer bunny. (A bunny might be called a hare, which sounds like “hair,” which sits on top of your head.)
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Who ride horses in the real world, but not in Minecraft?

Jockeys.
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We’ve got nobody, but we’ve got each other. And there are plenty of us. What are we?

Skeletons.
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Goldfish don’t seem to get much older, but how can you make one suddenly age?

Remove the “g” from goldfish, and you’ve got an “oldfish.”
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When is a “might” a definite?

When it’s an endermite.
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Three mobs are in a boat and it capsizes. None of them gets wet, although they all go under. Why?

A witch.

A zombie.

A creeper. (They don’t have arms, but they’re “armed” in that they can explode at any time.)
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What lives among the living but does not actually live?

A zombie.
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What can make a big and powerful splash without going anywhere near the water?

Witches.
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We’re fond of huts, but you’ll never see us on the football field. What are we?

Witches.
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What can fly through walls, but isn’t a ghast?

A vex.
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What’s more invisible than the phantom?

The phantom’s shadow.
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We didn’t give the solution to this brain twister a lot of ink in this book, but this thing never lacks for ink. What is it?

A squid.
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What has a skull, but is not a skeleton?

A Wither.
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What’s green and has no arms, but isn’t a creeper?

Slime.
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Why can’t a creeper clap?

Because it has no hands.
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What’s the only way an ocelot could change its spots?

By moving from one spot to another!
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If all of the Minecraft cows talked at once, what would they say?

Not much, seeing as how cows can’t talk.
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What color socks do polar bears wear?

They don’t wear socks—they have bear feet.
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Don’t grumble at my mumbles, my message remains clear. (Boo!) What am I?

A ghast.
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What are black or white and found all over?

Sheep.

A skeleton.
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What can make you hungry while also making you ill?

A husk.

An evoker.

A vex.
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How can a hostile mob be a building block?

When it’s slime.
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What is hostile and comes in threes? (It’s not a witch.)

A Wither. (It’s got three heads.)
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What do a creeper and a Wither have in common?

The suffix “-er.”
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Why does the Ender Dragon have a hard time understanding books?

Because it always starts at The End.
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Among all the heavy ores and stones, how is it that bones could be the heaviest items in all of Minecraft?

Because bones are what make up skele-tons.
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Whose job in Minecraft is it to get fired?

A blaze.
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What dies as it lives?

Sheep. (Or rather, it can dye its wool and keep on living, no problem.)
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What kind of horse in Minecraft has six legs?

One that’s being ridden by Steve or Alex.
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How many Minecraft horses have three legs?
