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  INTRODUCTION
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  It’s hard to believe it’s been ten years.




  What started as a rather quirky daytime parlour game with just a five week run on BBC1 in 2003, has quietly become part of the quiz establishment. During that decade we’ve made hundreds of

  shows (well over a thousand in fact) and asked tens of thousands of questions. And, of course, we’ve given away more than a million pounds – a significant chunk of that in one of the

  most dramatic episodes ever, when a team of students scooped a mighty £75,000 in one go, after the Eggheads had gone fifteen straight weeks without a loss. The final question on the death

  penalty in the United States (Killer Question 2, in this book) remains etched in my memory – I was terrified when I asked it. I can only imagine how the students felt when the Eggheads got it

  wrong.




  The Eggheads themselves never cease to amaze me, their dedication and sheer will to win every single contest shows no sign of diminishing – in fact quite the opposite. I often wonder if

  they could play on their own chosen categories, would they ever lose? What Chris doesn’t know about steam engines could be written on a stamp with a whitewash brush; Daphne, quietly enticing

  opponents to take her on at sport; Barry’s amazing knowledge of 1970s prog rock; Dave on Manchester United; Pat on animated films; Judith on the royal family (only joking Judith!); And Kevin

  on . . . well anything apart from food and drink . . .

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  Since we are talking Eggheads, I’ll start with a question.




  What exactly is CJ de Mooi made of?




  It was a single conversation with him that made me realise quizzers are, quite simply, built from different material.




  He had just raised himself from one of the rickety plastic chairs we keep firmly hidden from view while filming Eggheads. The contest was over, the contestants were filing out of the

  studio, the filaments were fading in the lighting rig above us and I was making small talk.




  ‘You’re very good on your movies, CJ,’ I said. He had just won a Film & TV round.




  ‘Thanks,’ he replied. He is nothing if not succinct.




  ‘I mean, if I just threw a movie title at you I bet you’d know all about it.’




  ‘Might do.’




  ‘Okay,’ I said, not thinking that I was initiating the kind of conversation the Eggheads face every time they are recognised in the street, ‘What about –

  Tootsie?




  ‘What about it?’




  ‘Year?’




  ‘1982.’




  ‘Director?’




  ‘Sydney Pollack.’




  ‘Any Oscars?’




  ‘Only Jessica Lange,’ he told me, ‘for best actress in a supporting role.’




  ‘What about Oscar nominations?’




  ‘Nine.’




  ‘Nine. Who wrote it?’




  ‘Larry Gelbart.’




  By this stage I was overwhelmed by facts, so I asked CJ: ‘And what did you think of Tootsie?’




  ‘I don’t know,’ he replied. ‘I’ve never seen it.’




  In that one sentence CJ showed why he, and the others who like to know stuff for the sake of knowing stuff, are built differently. CJ has his passions, sure – tennis and chess come to

  mind, as well as walking around with no shirt on. But the gaps will be filled in by sheer hard work. The Eggheads do not know about Tootsie because the knowledge happened to come to them,

  as it does for most of us; they know about Tootsie because they hunted those facts down like trained assassins.




  Which is why they’re wonderful. And adorable. And very slightly bonkers.




  It’s why every visiting quizzer in every team that passes through our studio longs to beat them.




  And why I, very secretly, desperately want them to.

  EGGHEADS: THE PROGRAMME




  Every day on Eggheads a new team of challengers pit their quizzing know-how against arguably Britain’s toughest quiz team – The Eggheads.




  Teams of five challengers go up against the Eggheads in four head-to-head rounds. If they win a head-to-head then it guarantees them an extra player in the all-important final general knowledge

  round. This is where the money is won or lost. Lose a head-to-head however and the Egghead will instead be in the final.




  The four head-to-head rounds are drawn from the following nine subjects: history, sport, politics, science, music, food & drink, film & television, geography and arts & books.




  Each day £1,000 is up for grabs; however, if the challengers fail to win then the money rolls over to the next show.




  The History of Eggheads




  Eggheads first appeared on our screens on 10 November 2003 when a team called the Motormen challenged our quiz goliaths. Since then over 1200 episodes have been filmed

  and over 40,000 questions have been asked.




  The first team to beat the Eggheads were called The Unicorn and they won £13,000. By our 1000th episode, broadcast on 18 May 2012, only 82 teams had beaten the Eggheads.




  The biggest prize fund won to date was £75,000 by a team of students called Beer Today Gone Tomorrow.




  Up to episode 1000 there had only been seven occasions when there has been just one Egghead left in the final. Of those seven occasions there has only been one when the Eggheads lost –

  that was Kevin playing against the Cartoonists in October 2009.




  As of episode 1000 Pat, Barry and Kevin had never lost at history, and Kevin hasn’t ever got a history question wrong in a head to head.




  In 1000 episodes only nine teams have managed to beat the Eggheads with only one player in the final round.

  Before starting, decide which team will be the Challengers and which team will be the Eggheads, and appoint someone impartial to take the role

  of Question Master who will be responsible for picking the category for each of the first four rounds and asking the questions.




  Played in five rounds: the first four rounds are each based on a different category (specialist subject), and the final round is made up of general knowledge questions.




  In each of these first four rounds, the Challengers are given a category by the Question Master and must choose a member of their own team to play, and a member of the

  Eggheads against whom they wish to compete.




  The challenger is given the choice of going first or second, and both players are then asked in turn three questions each, which have multiple choice answers.

  The players chosen for these first four rounds must not confer with their team members on their answers.




  The round continues until each competitor has been asked their three specialist subject questions by the Question Master. If after three questions each there is no winner (i.e. players have

  answered an equal amount of questions right or wrong), the round then goes into sudden death with the Question Master asking each player a question from the same category but giving no multiple

  choice answers.

  The player who wins their specialist subject round is then eligible to play for their team in the final general knowledge round, whilst the losing players are not allowed to

  participate in this final round.




  The general knowledge round is played in exactly the same format as the head-to-head rounds – three questions each with sudden death should there be a draw – and questions can be

  drawn from any of the general knowledge sections in the book. The winning team is decided on this final round.
