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Introduction





  Whatever frame of mind you’re in, there’s a place for you in Virginia. From mountains to beaches, from cosmopolitan to country, from great dining and fine lodging to down-home cooking and rustic campsites, you can look to Virginia for a special time in your life.




  If you rearrange “getaway” it becomes “gateway,” and Virginia certainly is the gateway to so many fascinating and unusual attractions and events.




  Virginia’s famed tourism slogan, “Virginia Is for Lovers,” will be celebrating its 50th anniversary in 2019! The slogan means that Virginia is for lovers of mountain climbing, catching some rays, seeing both innovative modern architecture or log cabins from a previous century, horseback riding, auto racing, outlet shopping, covered bridges, gristmills, wineries, and just about anything else you can imagine. Okay, so it’s not great for extreme skiing, but you can downhill and cross-country ski.




  Several years ago, the Virginia Tourism Corporation started erecting LOVE signs throughout the commonwealth (most permanent, some temporary), with 127 as of October 2018. A list of the LOVEworks can be found at virginia.org/LOVE. When you find one, take a picture, and then post it on the Face-book page, Facebook.com/VirginiaisforLovers (or Twitter or Pinterest with #LOVEVA).




  Travel a little and you can find the most bodacious barbecue and a library designed by noted postmodernist architect Michael Graves. Varieties of tomatoes and cantaloupes are grown here that are grown nowhere else. Smithfield ham can only come from Smithfield, Virginia.




  Remember, whatever you love in a vacation, you can find in Virginia.




  Virginia is the fourth largest South Atlantic state and 35th in size among all the states. It extends 200 miles from north to south and about 430 miles from east to west. It’s the 12th most populous state in the country, with nearly three-fourths of the population living in cities. Within its woodlands are 12 varieties of oak, 5 of pine, and 2 of walnut, as well as locust, gum, and poplar. Its indigenous mammals include the white-tailed Virginia deer, elk, black bear, bobcat, woodchuck, raccoon, opossum, and nutria.




  Firsts of Virginia




  Among the many “firsts” of Virginia was the establishment of a statewide birding and wildlife trail so visitors can view some of the 400 species of birds, 250 species of fish, 150 species of terrestrial and marine mammals, 150 species of amphibians and reptiles, and who knows how many aquatic and terrestrial invertebrates. Three guides are available: a 200-page Mountain Area (everything west of US 29), an 84-page Piedmont Area (central portion), and the 100-page Coastal Area (eastern Virginia and the Eastern Shore). It’s a partnership between the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries and the Virginia Tourism Corporation (VTC). In promoting Mother Nature’s fall foliage fashion show, the VTC joined with the Virginia Department of Forestry and Virginia State Parks.




  Operation Wildflower is a combined program of the Virginia Department of Transportation and the Virginia Federation of Garden Clubs, Inc., that has grown from 25 plots of wildflowers planted in 1976 to hundreds of acres of assorted species planted along state highways today. From Apr through Oct, you’ll see (seasonally) black-eyed Susans, New England asters, oxeye sunflower, New York ironweed, butterfly weed, lance-leaved coreopsis, purple coneflower, tickseed-sunflower (all native to Virginia), Indian blanket (central United States), plains coreopsis (southern United States), sulphur cosmos and mixed cosmos (Mexico), and corn poppy (Europe). If you don’t know a sunflower from an aster, pick up a Wildflowers Color Virginia brochure at a welcome station, or call (804) 371-6825 or (800) 774-3382.




  Home-grown Goodness




  Fall is the time to pick that perfect pumpkin or wonderful apples for pies and more. Many farms offer a pick-your-own option, nature studies for your young ones without being in a classroom, and fun outdoor activities. As many of these farms now earn more from two months of corn or hay maze and related sales than they do from farming all year, the options have grown exponentially.




  Wineries




  Vineyards and wineries populate almost every corner of the state, from the Blue Ridge to the Eastern Shore. Most wineries are open for tours and tastings and some offer overnight accommodations.




  Look for wine-related events almost throughout the year. Some programs include Valentine’s Day–themed wine pairings, an annual wine expo (virginiawineexpo.com), a “Wines and Wags” event that includes showing off dogs and wines, a wine and bluegrass festival, a wine and garlic festival, hot-air balloon and wine festival, and the annual state wine fest (virginiawinefest.com). That is only a sip out of a barrelful of occasions. A statewide organization, the Virginia Wine Marketing Office, has valuable information about the wineries, recipes using local wines, tours, and festivals in their Richmond office, 600 E. Main St., Ste. 308, Richmond 23219; on their website, virginiawine.org; or by calling (804) 344-8200.




  

  Rails-to-Trails




  Virginia has been active in the Rails-to-Trails program that converts the old railroad right-of-way into a pedestrian-friendly trail. Because the trains had to be able to climb any incline, you can figure the trails will be fairly flat and any incline will be moderate. The Rails-To-Trails Conservancy Guidebook for the mid-Atlantic area includes 107 trails in Virginia for walkers, hikers, history buffs, and bicycle riders. They go through Civil War battlefields, wetlands, and small and large towns. A mid-Atlantic guide to 57 trails in Virginia, Maryland, Delaware, West Virginia, and Washington, DC, is available from the Conservancy website, railstotrails.org, either in print or as an ebook.





  General Notes




  As this book highlights unique places, there is less emphasis on the major tourism destinations and sites. Some are mentioned, with a focus on what’s unique about those popular sites and destinations. To find those roads more traveled, call (800) VISIT-VA (847-4882) for a Virginia vacation guide, or write to the Virginia Tourism Corporation at 901 E. Cary St., Ste. 900, Richmond 23219. The tourism division (virginia.org) can also provide more specific information about a particular area. They have many special-interest brochures that will help you in your search for the perfect bed-and-breakfast, African-American and Hispanic sites and events, and other destinations.




  Much of Virginia is old, and many buildings were constructed before wheelchair access and special needs were a public concern. While most, if not all, public buildings have been made accessible or comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act, this is not always the case. A building in Williamsburg may not have an elevator to the second floor. It probably will have a narrated video of the areas you can’t access that you can watch instead. For specific information about public accessibility, check the Virginia Travel Guide for Persons with Disabilities at accessiblevirginia.org (the TDD number is 804-371-0327).




  This is not always the case with accommodations. Even a bed-and-breakfast that’s on one floor may have steps to a porch. As I have limited the number of chain hotels and motels listed in this book and made an emphasis on individually owned and operated accommodations, you may find properties that are not accessible. Restaurants, too, may be downstairs or upstairs or have tables set close to each other. Sometimes, they will offer to carry a person in a wheelchair (sitting in the chair) to a table.




  Be sure to call any place you plan to visit to determine whether the facility is wheelchair accessible or if there are special provisions for those who have visual or hearing impairments.




  Virginia has 95 counties, 40 independent cities, and 189 incorporated towns. This can be a little confusing, particularly when trying to locate and visit an independent city that’s located within a county. Avoid trying to figure out the difference between Fairfax County, Fairfax city, Alexandria, Arlington, etc. Just plug the location information into your GPS or find an online map. Persevere, please.






  birthplaceofpresidents







  You may have heard that Virginia is the birthplace of presidents because eight men from this state held that office—George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, James Madison, James Monroe, William Henry Harrison, John Tyler, Zachary Taylor, and Woodrow Wilson. A ninth Virginian, Joseph Jenkins Roberts, became the first African-American governor (president) of the African colony of Liberia in 1841.







  This book is divided into 10 sections, matching the geographical areas as designated by Virginia tourism. They are Hampton Roads, Eastern Shore, Chesapeake Bay, Northern Virginia, Central Virginia, Southern Virginia, Shenandoah Valley, Virginia Mountains, Blue Ridge Highlands, and Heart of Appalachia. Within each area, the counties and cities are listed alphabetically rather than geographically. It might seem a little confusing to find two adjacent counties not listed one after the other, but there is no one way to tour the state, so I went with the alpha listing.




  By the way, Virginia is a commonwealth—a term first used in Jamestown in 1619—not a state. Kentucky, Massachusetts, and Pennsylvania also use the term commonwealth.




  When I started researching and writing the first edition of Virginia Off the Beaten Path, we did not have websites and the state certainly didn’t have seven telephone area codes. Now, almost every place listed has a presence on the internet, growing from being part of a regional organization to individual sites. Some places have entered the 21st century and can be found on Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, and other social networking sites. The URLs, addresses, phone numbers, prices, rates, and times of operation listed in this guidebook were confirmed at press time. Note that many places are closed for national holidays. We recommend that you call establishments before traveling to obtain current information.

Coastal Virginia—Hampton Roads







  We’re starting in the Coastal Virginia area. Old-timers may recall it as Tidewater or Hampton Roads. When Virginia tourism changed to ten regions, the area became Coastal Virginia, but you’ll still see references to Tidewater and Hampton. Don’t be confused; just realize it’s a difference without a distinction. In any case, we’re at the confluence of the Chesapeake Bay, Nansemond River, Chuckatuck Creek, James River, Elizabeth River, Mill Creek, and other tributaries.




  Charles City County




  You’ve no doubt heard that Virginia is the Mother of Presidents, and John Tyler, 10th president of the United States, lived at Sherwood Forest Plantation in Charles City (14501 John Tyler Memorial Hwy.; 804-829-5377; sherwoodforest.org) from 1842 until his death in 1862. This classic example of Virginia Tidewater design has been elegantly restored and furnished with Tyler’s possessions and shows the lifestyle of this mid-19th-century family. The home is situated on 25 acres of terraced gardens and lawns, woods, and landscape and surrounded by six original outbuildings. At more than 300 feet long, this is reported to be the longest frame house in America. President Tyler added a 68-foot ballroom in 1845 to accommodate the popular dance of his time, the Virginia reel.

  Today, the home is still owned by the Tyler family and maintained through the Sherwood Forest Plantation Foundation. The former president’s great-grandson, who resides at the plantation with his wife, oversaw the important restoration in the mid-1970s. Their children and grandchildren frequently are seen at the plantation. The house and grounds are open for self-guided tours for $10 per adult, with children 15 and under admitted free. The house tour is available by appointment, for $35 per person.

  Hampton




  When most Americans think of our space program, they think of the centers at Houston and Cape Canaveral. The original seven Mercury astronauts, however, trained right here, thus the street name Mercury Boulevard (formerly Military Boulevard).




  You can also find Commander Shepard Boulevard (named for Alan B. Shepard) and bridges named for M. Scott Carpenter, L. Gordon Cooper, John H. Glenn, Virgil I. Grissom, Walter M. Schirra, and Donald K. Slayton. One of these days when you have nothing better to do, spend some time wandering around Hampton or poring over a map to find these historic spots. When you give up, try the Hampton Visitors Center (120 Old Hampton Ln., Hampton 23669; 757-727-1102; visithampton.com). They’ve compiled a list for me and promised to keep it handy for you.




  The Virginia Air and Space Center (600 Settlers Landing Rd.; 757-727-0900; vasc.org) is a blast (off?). It isn’t as large as the Smithsonian’s Air and Space Museum in Washington, DC, but it isn’t nearly as crowded either. Shaped like a huge wing ready for takeoff, it features walls of windows and light and space that set your creative mind in motion and your quest for adventure throbbing. Taking the Hampton city theme “From the sea to the stars,” the displays are informative, interactive, touchable, and unusual.




  Imagine being an astronaut. Space suit cutouts are here for photo-ops to fulfill, temporarily, your space age dreams. For a moon relic take a look at the 3-billion-year-old moon rock. Check out the 10 air- and spacecraft suspended from the center’s 94-foot ceiling, and take a serious gander at the Apollo 12 command capsule, which journeyed to the moon and back, in the middle of the gallery’s floor. Within the center are more than 100 history, aeronautic, and space exhibits. Each end of the building is a glass wall that lets light cascade in and through the structure. The solid walls are painted a neutral color that seems to make them disappear into the horizon, so you feel as though you’re standing in and among all the planes that are suspended above and around you.




  You’ll want to save some time for the Riverside 3D IMAX Theater, where you can view such films as Hubble 3D, or Amazon Adventure 3D, America’s Musical Journey 3D. Visit on STEM Saturday when you can explore science, technology, engineering, and mathematics with interactive activities for all ages. Explore robotics, physics, chemistry, and more based on a theme of the day.




  The Air and Space Center is open Tues through Sat 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. and Sun noon to 5 p.m. Admission prices are $19.50 for adults, $17.50 for seniors (65+), and $16 for students (3–18) and include the IMAX movie. For the IMAX film alone, it’s $8.75 for adults, $7.75 for seniors, and $6.75 for children (3–18).

  Booker T. Washington received his degree from Hampton Institute (now Hampton University) in 1875.







  To bring yourself gently down to Earth, walk out onto the plaza or Carousel Park (602 Settlers Landing Rd.; 757-727-1610; downtownhampton.com/go/carousel-park) to see the marvelously restored 1920 Hampton Carousel, moved from Buckroe Beach. Take the 4-minute ride Tues through Sun, 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Apr through Dec. Tickets are $1 per person.




  Aviation buffs should also catch the Air Power Park (413 W. Mercury Blvd.; hampton.gov/facilities/facility/details/airpowerpark-23), with its awesome 15-acre outdoor exhibit of missiles, rockets, and military aircraft from the country’s various service branches, including a Nike surface-to-air missile, an F-105D Thunderchief, and an F-100D Super Sabre, the first Air Force fighter with supersonic performance. An indoor museum has rooms with more than 325 models of aircraft, spacecraft, and nautical vessels. A quiet observation deck lets you see Newmarket Creek with the visiting and resident herons, egrets, blackbirds, and other wildlife. A nature trail is scheduled to be added in 2019. The park is open daily from sunrise to sunset and the museum is open Mon through Fri from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. There is no admission fee.




  The Hampton University Museum (14 Frissell Ave., Huntington Building; 757-727-5308; museum.hamptonu.edu) is the oldest African-American museum in the country. The world-renowned American Indian Collection consists of more than 1,600 pieces from 93 tribes. The collection was established in 1878 when the US government began sending young Indians from western reservations to be educated at Hampton Institute. Now located in the Beaux Arts–style Huntington Building, the museum’s galleries are devoted to traditional and contemporary African, American-Indian, African-American, and Pacific Island art. The Hampton Museum is open Mon through Fri, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m.; Sat noon to 4 p.m. There is no admission fee.




  A Little Chapel




  The Little England Chapel (4100 Kecoughtan Rd.; 757-660-8646), built around 1879 to introduce religion to post–Civil War blacks in Virginia, is the state’s only known African-American missionary chapel. It contains a permanent exhibit explaining the religious lives of post–Civil War blacks in Virginia. There are handwritten Sunday school lessons, photographs, 19th-century religious books, and a 12-minute video. The chapel has been designated a State and National Historic Landmark.





  The Casemate Museum (20 Bernard Rd.; 757-788-3391; fortmonroe.org/visit/casemate-museum), set in an impressive location—a cavern of rooms built within the thick walls of Fort Monroe National Monument—relates the battles of Hampton Roads, particularly during the Civil War, with large exhibits of the Contraband Decision made there by Major General Benjamin F. Butler in 1861 and the contraband camps that followed. A new visitor center opens in 2019.




  The story of the Monitor and Merrimac battle is told here, and you can see the area where Confederate president Jefferson Davis was imprisoned after the war. When construction of Fort Monroe was completed in 1834, it was referred to as the “Gibraltar of the Chesapeake” because of the strength of its fortifications. You can walk through the fort, the third oldest in America, and take a look at the Old Point Comfort Lighthouse, built in 1802 and in continuous use since then. This is where the first Africans arrived in English North America 400 years ago in 1619.






  From Little Acorns




  In 1863 the members of the Virginia Peninsula’s black community gathered around an oak tree on the grounds of what is now Hampton University to hear the first reading of President Lincoln’s Emancipation Proclamation. Mrs. Mary Peake, daughter of a free black woman and a Frenchman, conducted the first lessons taught under that tree on the university’s campus. The National Geographic Society designated the Emancipation Oak as one of the 10 Great Trees of the World.







  Fort Algernoume was on this site from 1609 to 1667. Fort George was built in 1727 and destroyed by a hurricane in 1749. Weakened coastal defenses during the War of 1812 allowed the British to sack Hampton and attack and burn Washington by sailing up Chesapeake Bay.




  Discussions about the future of the fort created a battle that lasted longer than the Civil War. It is now under joint control of the Fort Monroe Authority, a Commonwealth agency, and the National Park Service.




  Fort Monroe was America’s only active-duty fort that was completely surrounded by a moat and remains the largest stone fort ever constructed on this continent. A walking tour is available—note Quarters Number One, stop nine on the tour. The oldest building at the fort, it was built between 1819, shortly after the fort’s construction began, and 1823 and has been in use ever since.




  The museum is open daily from 10:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. There is no admission charge.




  Newport News




  Set on the grounds of Christopher Newport University, the Ferguson Center for the Arts (1 Ave. of the Arts; 757-594-7448; fergusoncenter.org) is a 1,700-seat concert hall where the Russian National Ballet, Sir James Galway, and Ralph Stanley and the Clinch Mountain Boys were among the performers during its 2006 inaugural season. Among the acts in the 2018–2019 season were performances of the Nutcracker, Shanghai Opera Symphony Orchestra, Spamalot, the Russian National Ballet Theatre, Graham Nash, and Joan Baez. That’s a schedule to give you enough reason to move to Newport News. The concert hall joined a 440-seat music and theater hall, a 200-seat studio theater, and rehearsal space. The firm of Pei Cobb Freed and Partners (of I. M. Pei fame) designed the $54 million complex (incorporating part of the old Ferguson High School) with perfect acoustics and sight lines. Bruce Bronstein serves as executive director.




  Underhanded?




  At the entrance to Christopher Newport University, at Avenue of the Arts and Warwick Boulevard, stands a 24-foot bronze statue of Captain Christopher Newport, created by sculptor Jon Hair. His statue is heroic and shows the strength, determination, and courage of the man who was responsible for the success and survival of the English Settlement at Jamestown. It also shows him with two hands, even though he lost his right arm in battle many years before arriving in Virginia.







  Raising the Monitor




  During the summer of 2001, after years of planning and 28 days of around-the-clock work, the 30-ton steam engine of the shipwrecked Civil War ironclad Monitor was raised from its watery bed 240 feet below the surface, off the shore of Cape Hatteras, North Carolina. It was taken to the Newport News Shipbuilding yard on July 18, and then The Mariners’ Museum and Park in Newport News started taking it through a multiyear conservation process. In the intervening years, the engine and the turret that was rescued have been the subject of extensive studies and restoration, and the projected completion date keeps moving onward and onward. The amount of concretion (the combination of sand, sediment, marine life, iron oxide—rust) that had bonded to the surface of the artifacts continues to amaze them. A blog lets you follow their progress: marinersmuseum.org/blog (then select the USS Monitor Center tab).







  When people say you can discover some of the best craftsmanship on Earth at The Mariners’ Museum and Park (100 Museum Dr.; 757-596-2222; mariner.org), believe them. Founded in 1930 by Archer M. Huntington, the museum contains one of the world’s finest collections of figureheads and perhaps the largest figurehead of all time: the Lancaster Eagle.




  Opened in Mar 2007, the USS Monitor Center, a $30 million, 63,500-square-foot facility, is filled with recovered artifacts, original documents, paintings, personal accounts, and interactive experiences that paint a dazzling portrait of the USS Monitor and the CSS Virginia. You can walk the deck of a full-scale replica of the USS Monitor, try your hand at maneuvering a sailing frigate in battle, visit the officers’ living quarters, and go inside an archaeological re-creation of the Monitor’s revolutionary gun turret. You can be transported back in time to the famous Battle of Hampton Roads (Mar 8 and 9, 1862), and to the night of Dec 31, 1862, when the Monitor, the US Navy’s first ironclad warship, sank 16 miles off the coast of Cape Hatteras, North Carolina. Sound and imagery combine to leave you amazed, entertained, and educated.
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
