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ACACIA LOGS


Acacia logs are a crafting resource and building block that you can get by chopping Acacia trees with an axe. You can craft them into planks or right-click them with an axe (you’ll have to place them on a buildplate first) to remove their bark and create a “stripped” log version.
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ACACIA SAPLINGS


Acacia saplings are what you need if you want to grow an acacia tree. Saplings are sometimes dropped when the leaves of the tree decay or are broken, and you can find them in Grass and Pond tappables. Plant them on dirt or grass, and use bone meal on them if you want to speed up the growing process.
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ACACIA TREE


Acacia trees, with their gray bark and spreading, gray-green canopy, find their home in Minecraft’s Dry Savannah biome. In Minecraft Earth, you can find acacia saplings in grass and pond tappables. Plant them on dirt, coarse dirt, or grass to have them grow into full-fledged trees, or use bone meal on them (you may need more than one) to grow them quickly. Chop them down for Acacia logs, and then you can craft them into orange acacia planks.
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ACACIA WOOD PLANKS


Acacia planks are an orangey wood plank crafted from acacia logs. They can be used as a general wood resource in many recipes requiring wood, like sticks and beds and bowls. You can make stairs and slabs from acacia plank, as well as some wood-type specific items, like acacia wood buttons, doors, trapdoors, fences, and gates.
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ACTIVATOR RAIL


Activator Rails are a type of rail used sometimes in minecart tracks. They are typically used singly, in between regular or powered rails. Their chief function is to emit a redstone signal when a minecart passes over them, which can then be used to power another redstone component or functional block, like a redstone lamp. They are crafted with 6 iron ingots, two sticks, and a redstone torch. You can find them in some Adventure chests.
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ACTIVITY LOG


Your activity log is found in your Profile pages. It lists the tappables you’ve collected (and time!), in-game gifts you’ve received, challenges you’ve completed, and more, for every day you’ve played the game.
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ADVENTURES


Adventures are the battle and looting grounds of Minecraft Earth. Classic outdoors Adventures are located outside in public areas like parks (this has been disabled during COVID-19 quarantines). Crystal Adventures are Adventures you can load in any location. An Adventure is similar to a buildplate, in that it is a digital “setting” that your mobile device can virtually place on a nearby surface. However, unlike buildplates, you do place these on ground surfaces as you play them at life size. An Adventure will appear at first as a small setting, like a pig sty or a few trees on a patch of grass. When you break these blocks with pickaxes and axes and shovels, you’ll find a hidden location beneath; one that’s possibly filled with skeletons now shooting at you. You must battle hostile mobs with your sword and collect materials with your pickaxe and axe. A few ores like iron, diamond, coal, gold, and lapis are typically hidden behind water flows and other blocks in small veins of 1 to 3 blocks. It can take a bit of searching and breaking to find them. You’ll also want to locate and break the Adventure chest—it may be hidden behind other blocks, and if you find it, you’ll get rare loot, including an Adventure crystal. If you’re battling mobs, watch your health bar. Each strike against you damages you, and if your health bar depletes, you’ll be dead and bounced out of the Adventure without any loot, any inventory, or any experience points. You can guard against this by using “boosts” in your play. There are different levels of Adventures: levels 1 to 3 for outdoors Adventures and common through epic for Crystal Adventures. The higher the level, the more hostile the mobs and the harder the Adventure is to complete.
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Outdoor Adventures are displayed with a beacon on your World Map, and you must be within the blue radius to place and play them.


ADVENTURE CHESTS


Inside every Adventure is an Adventure chest of fairly rare loot. Although it’s often hidden behind other blocks, the chests give off sparkly particles that give away their location. These chests have a few harder to get items which may include carrots, potatoes, rare blocks and ores, as well as weapons, tools, Adventure crystals, and mobs you can store in your inventory and later place on a buildplate. There are five levels of Adventure chests with increasing values of contained loot: common, uncommon, rare, epic, and legendary.
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Adventure chests emit sparkles, so you can sometimes spot them when they are hidden behind other objects.


ADVENTURE CRYSTALS
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Adventure crystals are an item you get from completing some challenges and from Adventure chests. Each Adventure crystal allows you to activate and play one Adventure, and the rarity or level of the crystal determines the rarity or level of the Adventure. For example, a common Adventure crystal will let you play a common Adventure. The levels are: common, uncommon, rare, epic, and legendary. The higher the level, the more difficult the Adventure. Crystals are stored on your Adventures page, and you can only store a maximum of three crystals for each level.


ADVENTURE XP BOOST


The Adventure XP Boost increases the amount of XP (experience points) you get from completing an Adventure. Level I lasts for 10 minutes and gives you 50% more XP; Level II lasts 15 minutes and gives 75% more XP; and Level III lasts 30 minutes and doubles your XP. You can also purchase a toy mini-figure called “Slowed Creeper” that, when activated (scanned into your mobile device), will give you a Level I strength Adventure XP Boost.
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ALBINO COW


You can find this white-furred, red-eyed bovine variant in Cow tappables. Despite its unusual looks, it is pretty much a regular cow. [Health: 10]


AMBER CHICKEN


The Amber Chicken is a passive chicken mob that’s new to Minecraft Earth. It’s exactly like a regular chicken, but sports feathers with the reddish golden color of amber. (Amber is the fossilized resin of ancient trees that is treated like a gem and used in jewelry and decoration.) You can find amber chickens in Chicken tappables. [Health: 4]
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ANDESITE


Andesite is a type of stone and in Minecraft Earth it is found below ground where other stone blocks are found. It has a rough, variegated gray surface. You can find it regularly in Adventures and in some buildplates as well as collect it from Stone tappables. You can craft it into andesite stairs and slabs, polished andesite blocks, and polished andesite stairs and slabs. You can also craft it by combining a diorite block with a cobblestone block.
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APPLES


Apples are a fruit that in Minecraft come from oak trees—specifically, the oak tree leaf blocks. Each oak leaf block, when it is broken or when it decays, has a small chance of generating an apple which will fall to the ground. In Minecraft Earth, you can also find them in some Adventure chests.
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ARROW


You’ll need arrows to shoot a bow, and to craft them you need sticks, flint, and feathers. They’re also a possible drop from any skeletons you kill.
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ASHEN COW


Another cow variant, the Ashen cow is similar to a regular cow but fully gray-furred with a darker gray stripe down its back. You can find it in Cow tappables. [Health: 10]
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ATTACK BOOST


If you want to spend some rubies, you can purchase an Attack Boost in the Store to increase the amount of damage you deal when striking mobs in an Adventure. A Level I Attack Boost lasts 10 minutes and gives you 25% more attack damage; Level II gives you 50% more attack damage for 15 minutes; and Level III gives you 100% more attack damage for 30 minutes. You can also purchase toy mini-figures that will give you a Level I strength Attack Boost, “Attacking Alex,” “Attacking Steve,” and “Poisoning Enderman.”
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AUGMENTED REALITY (AR)


Augmented reality (AR) refers to the use of digital data to overlay on real-world imagery (often on a mobile device). As an AR game, Minecraft Earth displays game elements, like Adventures and buildplates, on live visual photographic images from a mobile device. It places tappables on a map that is based on real-World Maps.
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In augmented reality applications, digital images, like this buildplate, are overlaid or combined with real world data, like the images from a mobile device.


AXE


If you want to chop down trees quickly for their logs, or other wood-based blocks, like fences and planks, you’ll need an axe. Axes can be made of (in order of material strength) wood planks, stone, gold, iron, and diamond and are more durable and faster the higher the level of material. To craft an axe you’ll need a stick and your chosen material—3 of each. and you may also find an axe in Adventure chests. You also use an axe to right-click a log to strip it of its bark.
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AZURE BLUETS


Azure bluets are one of Minecraft X’s small flowers (fitting into a 1 block space). It is found in Plains and Flower Forest biomes and can be crafted into light gray dye. You can find Azure bluets in Grass and Pond tappables as well as many Adventures and buildplates.

BACKPACK


The backpack is a temporary inventory space that opens up, empty, when you start an Adventure. It will automatically hold any goodies you get that don’t fit into your hotbar. When your Adventure is over, the backpack’s contents are transferred to your main inventory—unless you die, of course. If you die in an Adventure, your hotbar and backpack contents are lost. You can, however, use Keeper and Hoarding boosts (purchasable with rubies) to prevent this.
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In an Adventure, your backpack button is above your hotbar on the right.


BAKED POTATO


Baked potatoes are a good food source. You’ll need to grow potatoes on a buildplate and then cook them in a furnace, although you might find them in a common Adventure chest. They’ll replenish 4 health points when you eat them.
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BEDS


Beds are a decorative item in Minecraft Earth. They’re crafted from wool blocks (which may be dyed to give the bed a colored bedspread) and wood planks. You can find beds on some Adventures and buildplates.
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BEDROCK


Bedrock is a black and gray block in Minecraft that cannot be broken or destroyed. It is used to border and end the Minecraft game or play areas, so you’ll find it bordering the underground scenes in Adventures and at the very bottom of buildplates.
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BEETROOT


Beetroots are a crop vegetable in Minecraft, meaning you can plant them on farmland, grow them, and eat them to restore 2 HP. To plant them, you’ll need beetroot seeds and watered farmland. You can get beetroot and beetroot seeds from common Adventure chests and beetroot seeds from Chest tappables.
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BEETROOT SOUP


You can craft a nourishing bowl of Beetroot Soup with six beets and wooden bowl; eating it will restore 6 health points (HP). You can find beetroot soup in some Adventure chests.
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BIOMES


Biomes are the different environments in nature that support different plants and animals. In Minecraft, biomes may have different grass and sky colors, different precipitation (rain or snow), as well as different mobs, trees, flowers, and terrain. Each buildplate is set in a specific biome, which may be Desert, Jungle, Plains, Snowy Tundra, Forest, and the Dark Forest (with dark oaks and giant mushrooms). Other Minecraft biomes include Birch Forest, Savanna (with acacia trees), Swamp, and Taiga.
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This buildplate is set in the Jungle biome, which is home to jungle trees, parrots, ocelots, and more.


BIRCH LEAVES


Birch leaves are blocks that make up the canopy of the Birch tree, and behave much like other leaf blocks—they can be collected by using shears, broken with your hand or other tools. If you break them or the leaves decay, they have a chance of dropping a stick or a sapling. Unlike most other leaves, birch leaves stay the same color in any biome they are placed in.
