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Currently Uninvolved: NASA’s Official Statement on the US Government’s Involvement in Investigating UFO Reports

This is what the US government has to say about its current involvement in the UFO controversy. Your reaction to this statement will depend in a large part on your personal point of view regarding the UFO phenomenon.

The US Government and Unidentified Flying Objects

No branch of the United States Government is currently involved with or responsible for investigations into the possibility of alien life on other planets or for investigating Unidentified Flying Objects (UFOs). The US Air Force (USAF) and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) have had intermittent, independent investigations of the possibility of alien life on other planets; however, none of these has produced factual evidence that life exists on other planets, nor that UFOs are related to aliens. From 1947 to 1969, the Air Force investigated UFOs; then in 1977, NASA was asked to examine the possibility of resuming UFO investigations. After studying all of the facts available, it was determined that nothing would be gained by further investigation, since there was an absence of tangible evidence. In October 1992, NASA was directed by Congress to begin a detailed search for artificial radio signals from other civilizations under the NASA Towards Other Planetary Systems (TOPS)/High Resolution Microwave Survey (HRMS) program (also known as the Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence project). Congress directed NASA to end this project in October 1993, citing pressures on the US Federal budget. The HRMS did not detect any confirmed signal before it was stopped. However, similar work will continue in a more limited manner through efforts of private groups and through academic institutions. The Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence Institute (SETI Institute) in Mountain View, CA, effectively replaced the Government project, borrowing the signal processing system from NASA. The SETI Institute is a nonprofit corporation conducting research in a number of fields including all science and technology aspects of astronomy and planetary sciences, chemical evolution, the origin of life, biological evolution, and cultural evolution.

During several space missions, NASA astronauts have reported phenomena not immediately explainable; however, in every instance NASA determined that the observations could not be termed “abnormal” in the space environment. The 1947 to 1969 USAF investigations studied UFOs under Project Blue Book. The project, headquartered at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio, was terminated December 17, 1969. Of the total of 12,618 sightings reported to Project Blue Book, 701 remain “unidentified.”

The decision to diskontinue UFO investigations was based on an evaluation of a report prepared by the University of Colorado entitled, “Scientific Study of Unidentified Flying Objects;” a review of the University of Colorado’s report by the National Academy of Sciences; previous UFO studies; and Air Force experience investigating UFO reports during the 1940s, ’50s, and ’60s. As a result of experience, investigations, and studies since 1948, the conclusions of Project Blue Book were: (1) no UFO reported, investigated, and evaluated by the Air Force was ever a threat to our national security; (2) there was no evidence submitted to, or diskovered by, the Air Force that sightings categorized as “unidentified” represented technological developments or principles beyond the range of modern scientific knowledge; and (3) there was no evidence indicating that sightings categorized as “unidentified” were extraterrestrial vehicles.

With the termination of Project Blue Book, the USAF regulation establishing and controlling the program for investigating and analyzing UFOs was rescinded. Documentation regarding the former Project Blue Book investigation was permanently transferred to the Modern Military Branch, National Archives and Records Service, in Washington, DC 20408, and is available for public review and analysis.

Since the termination of Project Blue Book, nothing has occurred that would support a resumption of UFO investigations by the USAF or NASA. Given the current environment of steadily decreasing defense and space budgets, it is unlikely that the Air Force or NASA will become involved in this type of costly project in the foreseeable future.

Since neither NASA nor the Air Force is engaged in day-to-day UFO research, neither one reviews UFO-related articles intended for publication, evaluates UFO-type spacecraft drawings, or accepts accounts of UFO sightings or applications for employment in the field of aerial phenomena investigation.

In fact, when Dean Condon of the University of Colorado wrote his introduction to the University of Colorado Study of UFOs in which he diskounted them as anything but alien space ships, he was following the instructions of the United States Air Force, who wanted to get out of the UFO business by shutting down Project Blue Book. But the real secret behind this conspiracy to cover up the USAF continuing investigation into the UFO phenomena was a function of an investigation undertaken by attorney Roy Cohn, who was working for Senator Joe McCarthy on the Senate hearings into Communist activities. Professor Condon was a physics professor who was teaching quantum theory, which was considered “subversive” by the McCarthy cadre of supporters. When Cohn accused Condon of being a subversive because of his scholarship into quantum physics, Condon, in order to get back into the good graces of the US government, agreed to disparage the concept of UFOs so as to do the government’s bidding and shut down the Air Force investigation into the phenomenon.

Even though Blue Book was ostensibly shut down, the US military continued to collect reports of UFO sightings, some of which they investigated. A case in point was the sighting by two F-18 Hornet Navy pilots from the aircraft carrier USS Nimitz on a routine mission off San Diego. Their sighting, captured on gun camera video, was a startling observation of an unknown craft displaying extraordinary aeronautics. However, there was no military response, and the Pacific command seemed unfazed by the sighting. Did this mean that the Pentagon knew exactly what the pilots had observed and found no threat there?

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20 Years of Project Blue Book Mysteries 218 Sightings from 1947–1967 by Military Personnel

The phenomenon reported is something real and not visionary or fictitious. It is recommended that … Headquarters, Army Air Forces issue a directive assigning a priority, security classification and Code Name for a detailed study of this matter.

—LIEUTENANT GENERAL NATHAN F. TWINING head of the Air Materiel Command, in a September 23, 1947 letter to the commanding general of the Army Air Forces regarding the initiation of Project Sign

These are the “Project Blue Book” UFO sightings that even the United States government cannot explain. And what is most diskoncerting for the Feds is that all of these 218 unexplained sightings were made by—and properly reported by—trained military personnel, including many, many pilots of all ranks and armed services, from the lowliest grounds crewman to Major-Generals.

After reading eyewitness account after eyewitness account of objects (including disks, ovals, and other odd-shaped craft) zig-zagging at impossible speeds, flying around military aircraft and performing incredible maneuvers, all apparently under intelligent control, one cannot help but be flabbergasted by the significance of these reports.

As indicated, adding enormous credibility to these sightings is the fact that they were all made by trained military personnel. Sober-minded, serious, alert, and observant men—professional men the United States government spent millions training and educating so they could make precisely the kind of accurate assessments and reports they made in these cases. (Also included are sightings by a couple of US politicians and other government personnel—a US District Court reporter, a Forest Ranger, etc.—whose credibility would normally be considered unimpeachable.)

These sightings are in chronological order and were compiled from the almost six hundred unexplained Project Blue Book UFO sightings remaining when the Project shut down in 1967.

What follows is a brief history of the three most important, official UFO-related United States government projects: Project Sign, Project Grudge, and Project Blue Book.

On December 23, 1947, Project Sign was established to collect, collate, evaluate, and disseminate all information pertaining to UFO sightings and other unexplained aerial phenomena. In February of 1948, Project Sign completed operations and issued a statement that read, “No definite and conclusive evidence is yet available that would prove or disprove the existence of these UFOs as real aircraft of unknown and unconventional configuration.”

In December 1948, Project Sign was changed to Project Grudge, which, according to the project’s last director, Edward Ruppelt, evaluated reports “on the premise that UFOs couldn’t exist. No matter what you see or hear, don’t believe it.” Project Grudge ultimately reviewed 244 sightings, of which 23 percent were unexplainable, but the project lapsed into inactivity and was shut down on December 27, 1949.

In March 1952, Project Blue Book was begun and continued investigating UFO reports until 1967.

Project Blue Book’s stated goals were as follows: to find an explanation for all the reported sighting[s] of UFOs, to determine if the UFO posed any security threat to the United States, and to determine if UFOs exhibit[ed] any advanced technology which the US could utilize.

Project Blue Book investigators chronicled and investigated over twelve thousand UFO reports and explained (“explained away,” a great many suggested) over eleven thousand of these sightings. Of the close to six hundred that were officially declared as unexplained, the 218 listed here are the ones made by the military’s own.

Some of these sightings are incredible. Check out number 9, for instance. Or numbers 21, 28, 91, 103, 173, 194, 207, or 217.

After you review these and all the other sightings listed here, make up your own mind as to how you might “explain away” these unexplained reports.
