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Call of Destiny


THE TIMING COULD NOT BE MORE APPROPRIATE. On June 17, 2010, for its second match in the World Cup in South Africa, the Mexican team was in desperate need of a hero. After a draw against the host team in the tournament opener, achieving a victory was now a matter of life and death.


A defeat would amount to another four years of waiting time for the Mexican team. The challenge was not easy. The Green Team was going to play against the powerful French, who had always defeated the Mexicans in the history of FIFA World Cups. Despite the distance from their home country, the Mexicans did not lack motivation. They had jumped into the lawn of Peter Mokaba stadium to find painted green supporters, the representative color of their supporters; the Mexican national anthem was echoed throughout the stadium. At the start of the action, France led violent attacks toward the goal line and, despite some flashes of the national team, Mexico had to go to the halftime without scoring.
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
