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Introduction

Throughout history, one drug has asserted itself above the rest as a catchall. Marijuana — biological genus category cannabis sativa, cannabis indica, and cannabis ruderalis — is a medically relevant, recreationally useful, naturally grown narcotic of the safest and most benign kind. 2001: A Space Odyssey, a trippy Stanley Kubrick film whose legend has taken on epic proportions as time and stoned viewings have boosted its status to among the greatest films ever made. 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420, a term used to declare oneself a part of the pot-smoking culture by saying one is “420 friendly” or, more bluntly, “Let's smoke some 420.” It is perhaps one of the most misunderstood marijuana terms, as several urban legends exist to explain its origin. Some claim it derives from the penal code section in California for marijuana use. It doesn't. Others claim it is the number of chemical compounds in marijuana. It's not. Some mistakenly believe it's the date Jim Morrison died or the room The Grateful Dead always stayed in on tour. Nope. In fact the term derives from a group of pothead high-schoolers at San Rafael High School in California who used it as a reminder for the time they planned to toke up. Really. Yeah, kind of disappointing.

420 Celebrations, an annual pothead holiday falling on April 20 meant to celebrate the rich culture of marijuana smoking. In actuality it's just another excuse to get high. Usually the day involves college-campus potheads emptying onto the streets to blast music, smoke weed, wear their newly washed tie-dye shirts, and wish each other a “Happy 420.” Some events have political overtones in supporting decriminalization efforts, but the rest of the world never takes it seriously. Vancouver hosts one of the most heavily attended events, and it's not uncommon to see friendly smokers throwing free joints to the crowd, the hippie version of throwing out free T-shirts at a basketball game.

420 Magazine, a marijuana-focused magazine whose stated mission is “to repeal Cannabis prohibition by promoting international Cannabis awareness to the masses.” Founded in 1993, the magazine serves its ends by posting decriminalization-related news, promoting the benefits of smoking reefer, reviewing cannabis strains, providing instructions on how to grow marijuana, and listing doctors who will prescribe medical marijuana. It also hosts a massive online 420 Girls picture gallery. Like the infinitely successful Suicide Girls site, 420 Girls shows pictures of naked girls smoking out of bongs, covered in leafs, or standing among plants, or all three. It's enough to make even the most dedicated prohibitionist reconsider.

50-Yard Line, a long white strip of powder that separates one half of a foot-ball field from the other. In one of the final scenes of the stoner film Dazed and Confused, several of the main characters share a joint on this portion of the field, which has resulted in millions of stoners replicating this experience at high schools around the world. In theory it is a terrible place to smoke: It's out in the open, there's usually only one exit, and it's near a school so the penalty if one is caught is often more severe. However, there is a certain sense of satisfaction to giving a metaphorical middle finger to one's local high school and sparking up a fatty right in plain sight.

99 Cent Store, the greatest store ever to someone high. If it is a true dollar store, everything is only ninety-nine cents. Invisible ink, plastic handcuffs, sassy bumper stickers, toy soldiers, fake mustaches, goggled-eye glasses, paper plates, sudoku books, whoopee cushions, tennis balls, and every off-brand candy and snack one could dream of. Stoners can spend an entire evening walking up and down the aisles, leave with bags full of munchies and novelty items, and still have enough money to buy an eighth. Abdul-Jabbar, Kareem, the all-time NBA leader in points scored (44,149) and goggles-wearing, sky hook-shooting, Airplane!-starring Lakers center who retired as a nineteen-time All-Star and one of the most accomplished players in NBA history. In addition to being inducted into the Hall of Fame and earning his place as a member of the NBA's 50th Anniversary All-Time team, Abdul-Jabbar's retirement has been punctuated by the news that the six-time MVP might also be a pothead. After surrendering a small amount of marijuana to authorities at a Toronto airport in 1998, Abdul-Jabbar was arrested for a DUI in 2000 after an officer smelled marijuana emanating from his car. Abdul-Jabbar has said he smokes pot to alleviate headaches and nausea. Sure, Kareem.

Abernathy, Ralph, III, a former senator of the great state of Georgia who is also the son of the influential civil rights leader Ralph David Abernathy Sr. Unfortunately, the apple fell quite far from the tree in this case. The senator's problems began in 1997 when he was fined $500 for attempting to smuggle a small quantity of marijuana through Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport in his underwear. Fast-forward two years, and a jury finds Abernathy guilty of eighteen counts for a combination of wrongdoings including theft, the taking of false statements, violating his oath of office, forgery, and influencing a witness. Nobody is quite sure what could have sparked all of his legal troubles, and while the drug-smuggling incident is pretty damning evidence, it is generally believed that he was a douche long before he started smoking pot.

Adult Swim, an eight-or-so-hour block of mindless, shamelessly low-brow TV that weedheads can proudly call their own. Airing in the postmid-night to presunup hours on Cartoon Network, Adult Swim is the epitome of stupid humor (in the best way) designed and explicitly intended for consumption by the stoned and spaced out. The programming block contains such stoner favorites as Aqua Teen Hunger Force, Tim and Eric Awesome Show, Good Job!, and Robot Chicken. Uncontrollable fits of laughter for reasons that even the viewer is unaware of are commonly heard. Contemplating what exactly makes the shows funny is equally frequent and extremely puzzling. Luckily the majority of these programs last only a few minutes, so if one does not understand what's going on, it will be over soon enough.

Adventureland, a 2009 coming-of-age comedy starring Jesse Eisenberg and the girl from the Twilight movies about the two could-be lovers working a summer job at a carnival. The plot involves some twists and turns, largely based around the use of marijuana that main character James got at the beginning of the summer, which every attractive woman in the movie seems to want and that seems somehow to last three months. The pot scores James a date with down-to-earth Emily as well as the sultry Lisa P. However, it also complicates his life as he finds himself torn between two lovers. Eventually, James finds himself where most potheads have only trippy dreams of: sex with someone way hotter than them.

Aeroponics, a form of cultivation that completely defies all previously held universal truths of growing marijuana. Normally, weed is grown in soil and less frequently in water. In aeroponics, it grows while suspended in the air. No dirt, no ceramic pot, no water. Just air. The roots of the plant are simply sprayed with a nutrient-rich liquid from time to time. Many feel this method is superior to all others because the grower can completely isolate the plants from external dangers commonly found in water and soil. Afghan Kush, a desirable strain of marijuana indigenous to areas of Afghanistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, and Tajikistan, all actual countries. The first strains hit the U.S. market in the mid-1970s and have remained strongly favored since. Authentic Afghan Kush can run about $600 an ounce and is not intended for novices. The high can be described as heavy and hard-hitting and can pound smokers into a two-hour, couch-sitting, blank-eyed submission of the best kind.

Afroman, a moderately successful, narrowly marketed rapper whose name is synonymous with the song “Because I Got High,” probably because the man liked to get high. The song details the narrator's difficulties from smoking weed: failing classes, missing child support payments, masturbating after not having sex with his girlfriend, all of which took place because he got high. The song exponentially outgrew its modest scale, became a worldwide hit in 2001, and, miraculously, was even nominated for a Grammy award for Best Rap Solo Performance in 2002, losing out to Missy Elliott's “Get Ur Freak On.” Afroman has recorded and released ten albums since that hit, almost certainly in an effort to fund his marijuana habit.


Alcott, Louisa May (November 29, 1832–March 6, 1888), author of Little Women and apparent psychedelic whose prose is peppered with references to mind-bending substances. Sometimes they're expressly marijuana, as in her short story Perilous Play, in which two potential mates eat pot bonbons, which brings the two together. “Heaven bless hashish, if its dreams end like this!” reads the story's final line. Alcott expanded on the effects of “hasheesh” in A Modern Mephistopheles, as the drug helps improve the innocent Gladys's singing voice and is used by the devious Jasper to “violate the sanctity of the human soul.” Theories about whether Alcott had firsthand experience with pot vary. Some claim her hashish references were drawn from the Gunjah Wallah Company's maple sugar hashish candy of the time. Others claim anyone willing to write a 550-page children's book must have been on something.

Ali G, the ganja-loving, grammatically challenged brainchild of comedian Sasha Baron Cohen and host of the now-defunct HBO series Da Ali G Show. Perhaps Ali G's most classic potrelated moment came while interviewing a U.S. Drug Enforcement Agency officer. Ali G: “What is the different types of hash out there? We all know that it's called the bionic, the bomb, the puff, the blow, the black, the herb, the sensi, the chronic, the sweet Mary Jane, the shit, ganja, split, reefer, the bad, the Buddha, the homegrown, the ill, the Maui-Maui, the method, pot, lethal, turbo, tie, shake, skunk, stress, whacky, weed, glaze, the boot, dime bag, Scooby Doo, bob, bogey, backyard boogie. But what is the other terms for it?” DEA guy: “That just about covers it.”

Aliens, any living creatures somewhere in the universe that likely exist but have not yet come into contact with humans. Based on movie renderings, which can be assumed to be accurate, aliens are likely large, green, amphibian-like, angry, have saliva hanging from the fronts of their mouths, and plant their young in human flesh, where it harvests before being birthed out of our chests. Almost Famous, a 2000 comedy-drama depicting the behind-the-scenes life of the fictional band Stillwater as they tour with a fifteen-year-old rock journalist for Rolling Stone magazine. The story details the rampant drug use, groupies, and all-around fun they have as the once-innocent protagonist is exposed to the rock star's life of vice and indulgence. A close bond is formed, and in the end they all learn a valuable lesson about friendship and love. An important element of the film is the line “I am a golden God!” which is said just before a band member jumps from a house's roof into a pool. It is also a line a pot smoker will genuinely say after smoking some G-13 or Christmas Tree. The movie is a favorite among pot smokers, partly because of the great soundtrack and partly because every teenage pot smoker hopes to someday become a rock star.

Everything goes wonderfully until, due to circumstances only tangentially related to his rediscovered cannabis habit, his newfound euphoria is cut short thanks to a sexually confused retired Marine colonel and a really, really big gun.

Amsterdam weed is famously strong, on average twice as potent as American weed, and also comes in an assortment of tastes and textures. 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Amusement Parks, locations of fun consisting of roller coasters, kiddie rides, waterslides, over-priced food, awkward photo shoots, and long lines. They are oftentimes isolated from centers of commerce because of their large scale and the completely unique universe they occupy. Amusement parks are known to have their own currency and give unfettered authority to sixteen-year-old kids. They are also not responsible for lost or stolen things. Amusement parks are common places for stoners to hang out, and as such they have crack security on-site at all times, busting meddlesome and largely unthreatening teenagers. If security knew what was best, they'd let the teenagers go free, spend $40 for two pizzas and a coke, and then hurl upon the completion — or perhaps in the middle — of the new X-Men ride.


Annie Hall, the 1977 Best Picture-winning comedy from writer/director Woody Allen. Following the on-again/off-again relationship between neurotic Jewish comedian Alvy Singer (Allen) and wifty, life-embracing Annie Hall (Diane Keaton), the film pioneered many formal and structural elements of the modern romantic comedy. More important, it contains one of the classic weed-centric film scenes in which Annie, who fancies pot as an incomparable sexual aid, proposes the drug to Alvy as a panacea for all his nervous tics and whiny anxieties. If only he had smoked up, perhaps they would have stayed together. Also, when one is high, the lobster sequence plays out like the word of God.

Anslinger, Harry J. (May 20, 1892–Nov. 14, 1975), notable buzzkill who used his position as commissioner of the Federal Bureau of Narcotics (FBN) to launch numerous cultural attacks on marijuana use in America. He's the man responsible for propagating the now-ubiquitous fallacy that pot is a “gateway drug” to heroin use. Throughout the 1930s, Anslinger used a didactic column in The American Magazine to recount gruesome and unsubstantiated pot-linked crimes. Many of these articles played on the country's racial tensions by portraying African Americans as horny, STD-ridden ambassadors of pot sent to dope up and impregnate the daughters of White America. In the 1940s, he started gunning for Hollywood, using threats of judicial action to force studios to excise drug content from their movie scripts. Then, in the '50s, Anslinger unveiled his gateway-drug propaganda. A large part of modern conservative antiweed sentiment is informed by the lingering influence of Anslinger's dishonest fearmongering.

Antisocial Stoner, a breed of pot enthusiast who prefers to smoke in seclusion. They are prone to bouts of introspection and contemplation and are significantly less likely to come up with highdeas, which are generally a symptom of groupthink. It's not that they are elitists. They just prefer to get high and ponder the great mysteries of the universe without being interrupted by a group of cackling idiots who just realized God is dog spelled backward. On second thought, perhaps they are elitists.

Apatow, Judd, writer and director extraordinaire whose works include Freaks and Geeks, The 40-Year-Old Virgin, Knocked Up, Superbad, Pineapple Express, and Funny People. Despite a resume of work that suggests the contrary, Apatow claims not to smoke pot: “No, I'm not a pot guy…. When I smoke pot I just wind up laying in the corner, sucking on my fist, crying, saying ‘When's it going to end? When's it going to end?’ I'm the guy who thinks [Pineapple Express] is an anti-pot movie. I see it as an example of what could happen to you if you smoke pot: You have Asian assassins coming after you.” Apatow will be in charge of the next antidrug PSAs starring Seth Rogen as a down-on-his-luck nice guy who smokes pot all day and accidentally meets a beautiful woman and at the end learns an important life lesson. It's called The Blue-print for Every Movie I Make.

Apocalypse Now, a haunting portrayal of the mindless carnage and mayhem that is modern warfare set during the Vietnam War directed by Francis Ford Coppola. The film stars Martin Sheen as Captain Benjamin Willard, an unhinged special-ops soldier sent into the jungle to track down and eliminate an insane colonel gone rogue with “extreme prejudice.” During his quest, Willard and his brothers in arms witness death, destruction, and unimaginable horrors. To avoid the downward spiral into madness, many of the characters look to the tried-and-true method of drowning themselves in excessive amounts of drugs and alcohol, with less-than-impressive results. By the end of the film, nearly all the main characters are insane, dead, or both. Some scholars would have the viewer believe the madness was actually a result of the recreational drug use and had nothing to do with the horrors of war. Some scholars would be wrong.

Apple Pipe, a makeshift but perfectly serviceable novelty contraption. The pipe is used primarily for smoking in public places because of the harmless look of a piece of fruit in someone's hand, as well as the ease with which it can be disposed of, if necessary. Apple pipes mimic the chamber system of a typical pipe: one long chamber across the width of the apple and a half-drilled chamber to place a finger on while inhaling. The apple pipe is surprisingly effective, easy to make, and gives its user a sense of joy and accomplishment upon completion. Another benefit: It can be eaten when those munchies suddenly kick in.

Apples to Apples, a simplistic card game that is fun only when everyone gets really high and completely ignores the laws of common sense. To play, everyone picks seven red apple cards containing nouns or phrases, and one player known as the judge picks a single green apple card with an adjective. All other players then look through their cards to find the word that best fits the adjective. If the adjective were something like “smelly,” a sober player might select “garbage” and assume she will win. If the judge is stoned, she will be sorely mistaken. The inebriated individual is far more likely to select something ironic like Virginia, World War II, Batman, or Helen Keller. The reason why one might designate Helen Keller as smelly is open to interpretation, but after a few bong rips it makes perfect sense.


Aqua Teen Hunger Force, an animated television show featured on Cartoon Network's Adult Swim programming block. Popular among children, stoners, and middle school children who also happen to be stoners, the show follows an anthropomorphic milkshake, container of French fries, and meatball as they encounter aliens, monsters, and neighbors and go about their daily lives in suburban New Jersey. The show is notorious for a complete disregard for continuity or anything even remotely resembling a consistent plot during any given episode. This is generally considered a nonissue from the perspective of the fan base, as it is nearly impossible to follow even a simple plot shortly after smoking. Throwing a coherent story into the mix would likely go unnoticed and could potentially exacerbate the situation.

Armstrong, Louis (August 4, 1901–July 6, 1971), an American jazz trumpeter, one of the most influential musicians of the twentieth century and a lifelong marijuana enthusiast. Armstrong, whose influence on pop music is almost immeasurable, was introduced to pot in the mid-1920s, when it was still legal in most states, and he called it an essential part of his life and health. One Armstrong biographer claims the musician smoked “three cigar-sized joints a day, at least.” Pops was as well known for getting high prior to recordings and performances as he was for his unintelligible scat singing, masterful improvisational skills, and cartoonish gravelly voice, though Armstrong's eternal pot legacy will always be the recording “Muggles,” a slang term for the drug. It's still unclear how the man was able to remember the thousands of tunes he penned with a head full of smoke, though.


Arrested Development, a far too short-lived television series from the early 2000s. The show follows an unimaginably self-centered family of misfit socialites who try to scrape their lives back together after the collapse of their real estate company and coinciding incarceration of the CEO and family patriarch, George Bluth Sr. The show contains sporadic references to drug use, ranging from a frozen banana stand that resembles a marijuana cigarette to a staged drug deal gone wrong orchestrated by a band of “hot cops” (male strippers for hire). In order to fully appreciate the series, a staggering level of canonical knowledge is required that can be gained only through repeated viewings. This makes it an ideal show to watch with a group of friends, a substantial amount of pot, and a buttload of free time.

Artistic Stoner, a variety of pot smoker who will often use the drug as a means of boosting his or her creativity. At first, the incorporation of marijuana is simply an enhancement to the creative process. Before long, however, artistic stoners can become incapable of producing any meaningful painting, sculpture, song, or sonnet without the benefit of marijuana. Often they are also incapable of producing anything meaningful even with the help of cannabis. However, this usually goes unnoticed by them.

Ash, a gray, dusty by-product of combustion produced whenever any organic carbon-based substance like wood, humans, or marijuana is burnt beyond all recognition. When marijuana reaches this state, it serves no useful purpose and should be discarded quickly before depression sets in due to a sudden lack of weed.

Ashtray, a dedicated receptacle used for the storing of ash, cigarette butts, roaches, and, for some odd reason, chewing gum. While one can purchase these trays cheaply at any number of home goods stores, it is often much easier and more economical to use an empty beer can, unwanted coffee mug, or paper plate instead. While the ashtray is more sanitary and clean than simply allowing ash and roaches to build up on a table, it can also be rather incriminating if not emptied regularly. Watching the results of one's pot-smoking habit build up over time can be a very mortifying experience for friends and family.

Auntie Anne's, a food court staple and favorite location for grandmothers to take their grandchildren. It's also an irresistible spot for a munchies fix. The menu is almost unfairly stacked, appealing to the salt and sugar inclined. Here are just some of the items available: pepperoni pretzel, cinnamon sugar pretzel, almond pretzel, pretzel dog. The dips don't help: cheese, marinara, caramel, sweet mustard. And for the indecisive: the dip sampler. If pot is ever legalized, Auntie Anne's stock is predicted to skyrocket.

Babysitting, a slang term used to describe the act of holding onto a joint, bowl, bong, or other marijuana delivery mechanism for an inordinate amount of time without the intention of actually smoking it. Unlike some instances of marijuana hording like bogarting and leeching, babysitting is generally unintentional and entered into without malice. The subject is often caught up in recounting an important story, stuffing his or her face with munchies, or is unable to remember the third portion of the “puff, puff, pass” method of smoking. Similar to a traditional babysitter, the subject will often seem catatonic and take little interest in what's going on around him or her. This is normal and can be easily remedied with a sharp object, loud music, or two fingers rubbed together in a snapping motion.


Bacon, the single greatest food known to man. In its most basic form, bacon is a thin strip of pig flesh that has been cured with salt and then dried, smoked, or served fresh. Due to its high salt content and ease of preparation, bacon has earned a welcome place in the list of quality munchies among stoners. Independent of weedophile culture, the food experienced an unprecedented rise in popularity in the 1980s and '90s thanks in part to a protein-centric way of eating called the Atkins Diet. Currently there are scores of cookbooks, fan clubs, and websites devoted to the food, with celebrity chefs like Bobby Flay even hopping on the bacon bandwagon. The sudden rise in popularity is clear evidence that the rest of the world has started to realize a simple fact that pot smokers have known for centuries — bacon makes everything better.

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Bagel Bites, are mass-produced frozen snack foods that resemble varieties of pizza resting atop miniature bagels, probably because that's exactly what they are. Because they can be microwaved in a matter of minutes and are fairly difficult to screw up, the stoner community has embraced them as a reliable munchie for times when one is willing to forgo the instant gratification of chips and raw cookie dough in favor of a warm, tasty treat.

Baggie, a plastic sandwich bag of varying size in which weed is frequently distributed. Baggies are usually sold as eighths but smaller bags are used to hold seeds as well. The baggie is practical on all fronts. It's a reliable way to ensure no marijuana is lost during transfer, it's freezer safe for storing purposes, and it's easy to open, allowing each buyer the time-honored tradition of buying the bag, unsealing the flap, taking a quick whiff and eliciting a satisfying, “Ahhhhhhhh, that smells good.”

Baked, a slang term used to describe somebody who has consumed marijuana in some way, shape, or form and is now high. Really high. Symptoms include bloodshot eyes, inexplicable and insatiable hunger, decreased attention span when performing important tasks, increased attention span when performing unimportant tasks, short-term memory loss, heightened ability to contemplate life's great mysteries, and a general feeling of euphoria.

Baker, Jerome, a glassblower and bong maker extraordinaire. Baker's designs are widely considered works of art by weed connoisseurs and are a favorite of celebrity tokers. Even small bongs can baseline at $150 a pop, especially after a DEA raid in 2003 shut Baker's operation down, making his designs an even more exclusive find. Baker's bongs are stylistically unique and artistically alluring, and they may occupy a stoner's mind for the duration of a smoking experience if not properly hidden after being smoked out of.

Balance, the ability to firmly stand upright without tipping over. Balance requires some athletic ability, strong muscles, and a low center of gravity. Balance becomes an issue when a person is inebriated and under the influence of alcohol or drugs, as the chemicals somehow interact with the inner ear fluid, causing an inability to walk straight. Stoners are most vulnerable after a particularly strong bong hit, as the impact of the smoke sometimes feels almost literally like a punch in the face. Stoners may clutch walls or simply fall ass-first into the $400 glass table in the living room.


Bamboo Bong, the preferred smoking method for all panda bears and environmentally conscious stoners. Bamboo bongs are a way to get reacquainted with the outdoors and make smokers feel as if they're getting high in a tropical jungle. For homemade bamboo bongs, the intake can be harsh and taste like a campfire, but the piece is so beautiful and impressive the stoner will care only after continued use causes him to contract an unshakably phlegmy cough so disturbing he's forced to stop smoking weed for a while.

Banana Stand, a purveyor of frozen bananas to legions of overheated stoners that exists solely in the Arrested Development universe. The location spawned the song “Big Yellow Joint,” a ditty recorded by Jimmy Jane in the 1970s to pay homage to the Bluth Frozen Banana stand and its iconic resemblance to a yellow marijuana cigarette. The banana stand served as a meeting place for stoners looking to get high while enjoying a delicious frozen treat. When it isn't being pushed into the harbor or burned to the ground, there is always money in it.

Bananadine, a fictional drug that many people once believed could be extracted from banana peels. Originally intended as a satirical jab at the American government's overactive legislation of psychoactive chemicals, the Bananadine myth first appeared in the form of an extraction recipe featured in the Berkley Barb, a politically active underground newspaper. Though many readers got the joke, William Powell, author of The Anarchist's Cookbook, did not. He published the fallacious recipe in the cookbook, which led to a profusion of rumors that Donovan's hit song “Mellow Yellow,” released before the Barb's article was even published, was all about the singer's penchant for the smooth, fruity high. The resulting cultural collision resulted in a ridiculous fad in which gullible stoners rode out wicked placebo effects while smoking banana peels.

Barker, Arj, a stand-up comic who has appeared on Comedy Central Presents and Last Comic Standing and is the cowriter of the Marijuana-Logues, a satirical, potfocused reinterpretation of The Vagina Monologues. Barker is an admitted weed smoker, and it colors his stand-up. “For years and years, Arj Barker was high on life!” he said. “But after a while, I built up a tolerance. It just wasn't cutting the mustard any more.” Barker also hosted, and this is not a joke, a Flash animation series called Arj and Poopy, starring him and his cat Poopy, who talks by farting. Arj Barker is a serious, sophisticated individual.


Barr Amendment, a part of legislation that was attached to the D.C. Appropriations Act of 1999 introduced by then-Georgia congressman Bob Barr, effectively eliminating the District of Columbia from implementing medical marijuana. The amendment prevented D.C. from spending money on a ballot initiative that would legalize or reduce penalties for any substances associated with the Controlled Substances Act, even though 69 percent of D.C. voters supported legalizing medical marijuana. In an ironic twist fully appreciated only while stoned, Barr reversed positions and became a lobbyist for the Marijuana Policy Project, which seeks to legalize, tax, and regulate marijuana. In 2009, the U.S. Congress overturned the Barr Amendment, freeing D.C. of the shackles of bullshit political tactics and maneuvering once and for … well, once.


Basements, subterranean extensions of modern homes used to store boxes of crap, bicycles, power tools, and degenerate twenty-somethings who can't seem to get a job despite possessing a philosophy degree from a rather expensive university. When not rifling through the boxes of crap, the degenerate twenty-somethings will often use the space as a secluded place to smoke pot with other degenerate twenty-somethings. While there are numerous products one can purchase to deal with pest problems like cockroaches or mice, there is currently no spray or trap on the market to help a homeowner deal with a stoner infestation.

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Beach, The, a sandy location near a large body of water where individuals go to smoke, relax, suntan, swim, play volleyball, surf, dig holes, and look at the scantily clad beach patrons. Surfers, especially, are known to smoke the ganja, as their wild, long hair and laid-back attitudes are just the sort of things stoners are known for. But for commoners, the beach can still be a place to enjoy a blunt. Some activities to enjoy while at the beach and high: floating in the water as the waves pass by, getting buried in sand, skipping stones, drinking Coronas, buying Freeze-E-Pops, letting sand pour through one's fingers, playing a ukulele, collecting seashells, and of course, trying to stop oneself from staring directly into the sun.


Beatles, The, a British rock band of modest success and acclaim. Consisting of four lads from Liverpool named John, Paul, George, and Ringo, The Beatles began smoking marijuana in 1964 at the behest of fellow musician Bob Dylan. Soon after, many Beatles songs began containing actual drug references. Some of the best examples include “A Day in the Life” and “Everybody's Got Something To Hide.” The Beatles also claim their trippy movie “Help!” was shot “in a haze of marijuana.” Within months, pot had given way to LSD. Then they turned to Eastern religion. Then they wrote seven straight historic albums. Then they split up. Then they became one of the most enduring drug bands ever.

Bed, a sturdy structure usually constructed of wood or metal that is used for the purposes of sleeping, sexual activity, and storing marijuana. In theory, one could argue its primary use is for storing marijuana, as it serves this purpose twenty-four hours a day in contrast to about eight hours a day for sleeping, and anywhere from one hour a day to five minutes every few years for sexual activity, depending on the bed's owner.

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Beck, Glenn, a conservative TV host. While most right-wing commentators tend to favor prescription meds like OxyContin, Glenn clearly favors marijuana as his drug of choice. When most stoners explain their pot-addled theories (for example, Chewbacca masterminded the destruction of the Death Star), they enjoy only a small audience of other marijuana users. However, during one of Beck's paranoid rants (for example, Barack Obama has a deep-seated hatred of white people), Beck enjoys an audience of millions with access to a team of “researchers,” a world-class studio, and all the Ben & Jerry's he wants.

Beer, the beverage of choice for most humans aged twenty-one and older when eating pizza, peanuts, pretzels, hanging among friends, or trying to get drunk. Beer is a hallmark of American culture, a companion during adolescence, college, and beyond. Beer is also the companion drug to marijuana. Alcohol and marijuana are often compared when pundits are debating legalizing marijuana, but more important, beer is a delicious beverage to accompany the pot-smoking experience. It's important not to confuse the beer bottle with the bong, though, or else a pot smoker will drink the worst-tasting beer of his or her life.


Being John Malkovich, a 1999 comedy whose premise involves a Floor 7½ in an office building, a multilayered love rectangle, and a midget-size door behind a file cabinet that serves as a portal into John Malkovich's brain. The story is written by Charlie Kaufman and directed by Spike Jonze and is an essential film to watch while stoned. There's a chase scene in the movie that literally takes place in John Malkovich's subconscious. For the ensuing week after watching the film, stoners are prone to move long-stationed file cabinets, announce their pledge to become a world-famous puppeteer, and insist that all caged orangutans should be immediately released. They are also likely to crawl through the first small heating vent they see, an act that ends with a call to the fire department and a lifetime's worth of humiliating remarks.

Ben & Jerry's, a Vermont-based ice cream, fro-yo, and sorbet company and favorite munchies choice of the stoner. Grocery store clerks know when their customers are getting ready to get high, because they're the ones who, without a cart, arrive at the checkout line balancing an armful of Ben & Jerry's ice cream, keeping it stacked only by allowing their forward momentum to help them reach the counter, at which point they stop and the buckets of Ben & Jerry's ice cream come tumbling forward. Stoners are known to pick flavors based on Ben & Jerry's names, which include AmeriCone Dream (named for TV's Stephen Colbert) and Phish Food (named for the band). Other flavors include such titles as Half-Baked, Jamaican Me Crazy, and Imagine Whirled Peace, proving the company knows its customer base consists largely of loyal, pun-loving pot smokers.

Benson, Doug, a pun-loving stand-up comic who makes frequent appearances on Best Week Ever, was a contestant on Last Comic Standing, and earned High Times Magazine's Stoner of the Year award in 2006. Benson's humor is centered mostly on marijuana, and his most famous works have taken pre-existing ideas and substituted pot themes in their place. He started a three-man show called The Marijuana-Logues, a redo of The Vagina Monologues, with Tony Camin and Arj Barker, in which the three dramatically profess about marijuana's beauty. He also starred in the documentary film Super High Me, when he smoked marijuana all day for thirty consecutive days to see how it affected his physical and mental agility. It was a flop among critics but unanimously embraced by weedheads.

Bicycle, the preferred method of transportation for environmentally conscious people as well as stoners who spend all their money on pot and thus cannot afford a car. Unlike a car, one cannot hotbox a bicycle, nor can one fit multiple passengers inside of most bicycles. Also, one cannot take a bicycle through a drive-through at a fast-food restaurant. In fact, from a pot smoker's perspective there is absolutely no benefit to riding a bicycle instead of driving a car.

Big Lebowski, The, a 1998 stoner film written and directed by the Coen brothers starring Jeff Bridges as the perpetually high, White Russian-slurping bowling enthusiast Jeffrey “The Dude” Lebowski. As with many stoner films, people who aren't in the proper state of mind will often write it off as childish, disjointed, and, for lack of a better word, stupid. They will ask things like, “Why didn't he just get the rug cleaned after they peed on it?” “What's a White Russian?” “You think if he'd stopped bowling and got a job, any of that would have happened?” If a stoner encounters such people, one solution is to improve their viewing experience by introducing them to the “Big Lebowski Game” in which players smoke a joint and/or drink a White Russian whenever a character on-screen indulges. A far simpler solution is to find cooler friends.

Bike Riding, an activity involving the pedaling of wheels on piping constructed and engineered for speed, balance, and efficiency. Bikes come in different styles — city, mountain, or hybrid — and are a frequent choice of transportation for pot dealers in urban areas, since they can cover a lot of ground quickly, easily, and cheaply. They are the perfect companions to the messenger bag, which many pot dealers use to hold baggies. Bike riding can also be an activity of stoned little eight-year-old girls who end up riding their bikes in the way of innocent teenagers trying to pick up fast food, as Dave Chappelle heroically told the world in a PSA on Chappelle's Show.

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Bionic, an adjective in broad English usage which describes something related to the field of bionics. More specifically, an artificial process that reproduces and enhances normal biological processes, such as a mechanical arm or RoboCop. As such, it has been adapted by the pot-smoking community as a noun to refer to bud, as it enhances the normal biological process of sitting around and doing nothing.


Birkenstocks, the official brand of sandal of the pot-smoking community. Produced by a German manufacturer since the 1960s, the sandal's iconic cork insole contours to the wearer, making for a customized fit. When combined with the mind-altering effects of marijuana use, it can give the impression that the subject isn't wearing anything at all and is simply walking on air. Wearing Birkentstocks is a surefire sign that one is 420 friendly. However, if one encounters somebody playing hacky sack while wearing Birkenstocks, a Che Guevara T-shirt, a hemp necklace, and a hat with a pot leaf, one should approach with caution — only narcs dress like that.


Black Crowes, The, a hard blues-rock group that has released eight studio albums and has a decidedly and outspoken pro-marijuana stance. Like that kid in high school who dreadlocked his hair and wore dirty jeans and tie-dye shirts, The Black Crowes are not shy about letting people know they enjoy smoking weed. In addition to being featured on the July 1992 High Times cover and playing the Great Atlanta Pot Festival, lead singer Chris Robinson has worn leaf-patterned pants to the MTV Music Awards and the band routinely unravels marijuana-leaf banners at concerts. Journalists have even offered The Crowes pot or bongs in exchange for time, and the band sometimes gets high during interviews, which leads to some of the most rambling, incoherent exchanges ever seen in print.


Black, Jack, the name of an American comedic actor whose performances are punctuated by attempts at slapstick humor that occasionally elicit a mild chuckle. Black is a prime example of a comedian who is funny only when both his character and audience are under the influence of no fewer than three illegal substances. One can actually determine how funny a Jack Black comedy will be based on whether he is playing a straight-laced character like Hal in Shallow Hal (unfunny) or staying true to his pot-addled stoner roots as drug guru Devlin in Bongwater(hilarious). Many of his movies share a unique characteristic, in that they become increasingly funny the more marijuana the viewer smokes, although several independent studies have demonstrated that a plateau is reached after roughly one-eighth of an ounce. Subsequent smoking beyond that point actually makes his films less comical.

Black Light, a form of visible light that is also frequently referred to as ultraviolet light. Under the right circumstances, black light has the unique ability to completely transform a mundane, boring object or place into a really cool, awesome sight to behold — especially if the viewer also happens to be high. Human teeth, while normally unassuming, become blinding-white pearls. A stoner's room full of lame posters and dirty clothes instantly turns into a psychedelic sex den where anything can happen. Unfortunately, a bowling alley continues to be really lame and boring no matter how many black lights one hangs in it.

Blazing Saddles, a 1974 satirical Western directed by Mel Brooks whose plot revolves around a scheming land-grabber hoping to cheaply build railroad tracks. The movie makes a serious point about the absurdity and racism of older Westerns, but it also includes gags and jokes that are best appreciated when stoned. For example, extended fart jokes, shooting men in the groin, and punching a horse in the face. While the film is funny in its own right, it also includes some historical information valuable to the average smoker. For example, one should pay special close attention to the jailhouse scene where the sheriff (Cleavon Little) shares a joint with The Waco Kid (Gene Wilder). This serves as indisputable proof that even folks in the Wild West were getting high.

Bleachers, refers to the uncomfortable wooden or metal planks that pass for seating at sporting events at high schools, colleges, and professional stadiums around the world. Very little of interest occurs above the bleachers beyond excessive drinking, swearing, and crying. However, the hollow area underneath the bleachers is an unofficial stoner paradise. Because of their design, it is nearly impossible for someone sitting atop the bleachers to apprehend anyone smoking pot below, so young, impressionable youth are free to get high and practice unclasping bras, not necessarily at the same time.

Blind Melon, a '90s rock band whose name most likely derives from a Cheech and Chong skit featuring a blind musician named Blind Melon Chitlin'. The band is best known for the song “No Rain” and its corresponding music video featuring a tap-dancing little girl dressed in a bee costume. The bee girl is shunned by society but later finds love and acceptance in a magical field populated by people who share her unique sense of fashion and affinity for awkward dancing. As evidenced by the colorful, offbeat video as well as the band's disheveled appearance, the members of Blind Melon were no strangers to recreational marijuana use. Much to the detriment of the music world, lead singer Shannon Hoon did not stop at weed and moved on to harder drugs like cocaine, eventually leading to his death. Thus causing one of the largest buzzkills the music world has ever experienced.


Bloodshot Eyes, an obvious side effect of smoking marijuana wherein excess blood flows to vessels in the conjunctiva, giving the iris a red-tinged hue. The condition is a telltale sign that someone has been smoking pot, so it is critical that the necessary precautions be taken. Pot smokers should keep a small bottle of Visine on hand at all times and be prepared to list off any number of possible allergens or other eye irritants that could be causing the symptoms. Ragweed and pollen are good scapegoats in the summer, as are dust and mold in the winter months. Care should be taken not to overdo the act however, as one could easily find him or herself taking inhaler hits instead of bong hits if the ruse is too believable.

Bloomberg, Michael, Moneybags McBillionaire, owner of Bloomberg L.P., and mayor of New York City. Bloomberg, ranked by Forbes as the eighth-richest man in America, shocked the political establishment in 2001 when he admitted that he had in the past both smoked weed and enjoyed it. Yes, this passes as shocking. So The City's mayor is totally hip and enjoys toking up, right? Not really. Bloomberg said he regretted making the comments publicly. He also opposes decriminalizing marijuana and thinks the laws as they're written should be enforced. But that may change if he ever tries the kind of chronic they're growing nowadays.

Blunt, a popular method for smoking pot in large groups. A blunt is rolled using special rolling papers or the more popular method of “gutting” an inexpensive cigar, discarding the tobacco, and rerolling it with marijuana. There is some debate over which direction the blunt moves from person to person, but the “puff, puff, pass” rule is a widely accepted term of etiquette. It is interesting to note that this rule is almost always forgotten by at least one smoker in any given group. Because the remainder of the circle is generally too high to notice, this is rarely an issue.

Blunt Cruising, the act of driving a car while smoking joints with friends. Always seems like a way better idea beforehand than when the high-speed police chase starts. And especially when it ends. Blunt cruising usually results in two or three friends blasting music, passing a joint or blunt, and screaming their faces off with one friend driving, hunched over and completely focused on never going even one mile per hour over the speed limit. Despite the driver's laserlike focus, blunt cruising is the No. 1 cause of lost side mirrors. Always best to blunt cruise when traffic is low. Also, it is wise to stick to those highways with divots that make a noise when the car starts drifting off the road, as that'll tend to happen.

Blurrito, a blunt made from a burrito shell.


Bob Ross (October 29, 1942–July 4, 1995), the host of popular '80s PBS television show The Joy of Painting. There is arguably no single greater experience than to witness an episode of Bob Ross's show while high. His short-order painting style is simple, but the way he quickly waves his paintbrush around the canvas, throws in some “happy little clouds,” and produces an amazing work of art in about thirty minutes is nothing short of magical. His voice is so calming that, similar to the patch or Nicorette gum for cigarette smokers, many viewers claim his program eliminated any need for them to smoke pot. However, they continued to do so anyway.

Bogart (for the famous 1940s actor, see another encyclopedia), a rather negative slang term directed at someone who missed the key developmental stage of childhood where humans learn to share. Somebody who bogarts might take too long with his or her turn on a joint, or might even go so far as to horde a cache of marijuana in secret and claim to be fresh out when it comes time to contribute. In general, pot smokers are passive and congenial. However, an instance of bogarting will inevitably elicit the most vile insult a stoner is capable of delivering: “Yo dude, not cool.”

Bomb, a term used to describe a grade of pot so high that it will blow a smoker's mind. Not specific to a certain strain or kind, bomb can be used to describe any high-grade weed. Avoid using while watching news coverage of war, as smokers may bug out from realizing its multilayered application.


Bong, a decadent piece of paraphernalia used for smoking marijuana that contains ornate designs and colors. Often, smokers will impart human names and characteristics to their bongs and treat them far better than they do most actual humans. This behavior is considered to be normal and is generally encouraged within the pot-smoking community.

Bong Water, a substance found in most bongs consisting of ordinary H20 mixed with trace amounts of ash, marijuana, THC particles, and an element that is indefinable by modern science called “gross.” Bong water acts as a cooling agent that reduces the temperature of marijuana smoke before it reaches the lungs, thus making it possible to hold large quantities of smoke in the lungs for a longer period of time than possible with a regular joint. While it does perform this useful purpose, it is generally understood to be a vile by-product of the smoking experience that will stain anything it comes into contact with. Under no circumstances should one attempt to imbibe bong water unless one is being forced to do so at gunpoint or unless one has lost a bet.

Bonnaroo, one of the major annual music festivals and the No. 1 reason to take a road trip to Tennessee. Over the years, Bonnaroo has attracted some of the biggest names in rock, hip-hop, electronica, comedy, and other assorted genres. Some acts who have appeared: Radiohead, Phish, Jay-Z, Wilco, MGMT, The Daily Show correspondents, Zach Galifinakis, Dave Matthews Band, Jack Johnson, and tons of others. Bonnaroo is unofficially the opposite of a drug-free zone. People walk through the crowd offering anything a person needs: weed, mushrooms, LSD, ecstasy, etc. Stoners love to retell their favorite Bonnaroo stories over a good toke, usually beginning with “First of all, I was so high….”

Books, literary tomes containing combinations of letters, words, and sentences to construct everything from clever works of fiction to historical text-books to graphics of various sexual positions. Because they often sit untouched on bookshelves for years at a time, they can serve as fairly decent hiding places for pot. One need simply pull out an oft-untouched tome, like War and Peace, slip some pot into the hole, and gently slide the book back in. One could also hollow out the book à la The Shawshank Redemption, although the additional security really isn't worth the effort.


Boston Freedom Rally, an annual gathering of promarijuana enthusiasts that takes place on the third Saturday of every September on the Boston Common and includes speakers and musical performances. The rally has been a source of discontent between the city and the rally's two organizers, the Massachusetts Cannabis Reform Coalition and NORML, since the groups had to sue the city for a permit to hold the rally in 1997. The two sides have traded law-suits since, though MASS CANN and NORML won a fairly decisive victory in 2008 by getting marijuana decriminalized across the state. The rallies continue, however, because it's the hippie's wet dream come true: protesting for the right to get high while at a music festival.

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Bowl, a relatively small item made of glass, plastic, wood, or ceramic used to smoke marijuana. However, if parents, police officers, or other persons of authority ask, it's actually an intricate sculpture with no practical use whatsoever. In many states, bowls are perfectly legal to own and sell as long as they are purchased for use solely with tobacco products. The feigned ignorance punctuated by exaggerated winking necessary to purchase a bowl is pretty humiliating but still infinitely better than smoking out of a soda can.

Boxing, or to Box Out, the act of hotboxing an enclosed space. For example: “Hey, let's box the shit out of my brother's motorcycle helmet!”


Brazil, a South American country whose corrupt police force, strong gang presence, and warm climate make it a hot spot for growing, buying, and selling marijuana. While few stoners will be able to explain why, the general consensus is that pot from this country (and generally any country south of the United States) is infinitely better than American weed. Pot smokers returning from a trip to Brazil are likely to wax poetic about the potent, inexpensive weed being handed out in the streets like candy. However, if one asks specifics they will likely change the subject and insist that one must go and see it for oneself. Like many forward-thinking countries, Brazil is toying around with the idea of legalizing marijuana. Such a move would likely cut down on organized crime, improve the economy, and, in all likelihood, double the population overnight.

Breakfast Club, The, a 1985 teen comedy directed by the late John Hughes starring members of the infamous “Brat Pack” that follows five high school students during the course a Saturday detention. The movie is fairly uneventful until marijuana, the greatest equalizer high school has to offer, unites the stereotypical jock, popular girl, tough outcast, nerd, and crazy freak. In their heightened state of awareness, the unlikely circle are able to break down social barriers, divulge their deepest secrets, outwit an inexplicably bitter principal determined to squash any semblance of fun, and (with the exception of the nerd) find true love. This is pretty impressive for a bunch of stoners on a Saturday.

Breaking Bad, a TV drama starring the dad from Malcolm in the Middle (Bryan Cranston) as a high school chemistry teacher recently diagnosed with terminal cancer who, knowing his family won't have enough money once he dies, uses his scientific prowess to team up with a former student, Jesse Pinkman (Aaron Paul), and start selling meth. While the drug of choice in the show is crystal meth, marijuana makes cameo appearances on several occasions, one of which finds the teacher dipping into his student's stash — a welcome role reversal from the traditional student smokes pot, teacher finds pot, student gets detention plot device. The show incorporates chemistry in the production of the show as well, as the Br in Breaking and the Ba in Bad are depicted as the symbols from the periodic table, and 149.24, the molecular mass of methamphetamine, is repeated in the credits, making the show both entertaining and educational.
