Circumference: 20 in (51 cm)

Gauge


16 sc x 16 rows = 4 in (10 cm) using Brim pattern


Stitch Guide


3-dc cl (3-double crochet cluster): [Yarn over, insert hook around indicated stitch, yarn over and draw up a loop, yarn over, draw through 2 loops] 3 times, yarn over, draw through 4 loops on hook.


Pattern Notes




	Hat is worked from the bottom up.


	Brim ribbing is worked first in rows, then sides of rows are worked into joined rounds.


	It will be helpful to mark the first stitch of each round as you work.
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INSTRUCTIONS


Brim


Ch 9.


Row 1 (RS): Sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, turn. (8 sc)


Note: Mark Row 1 as right side.


Row 2: Ch 1, working in BLO, sc in each st across, turn.


Row 3: Ch 1, working in FLO, sc in each st across, turn.


Rows 4–70: Rep Rows 2 and 3, ending on Row 2.


Body


Rnd 1 (RS): Ch 1, working in ends of rows as sts, work 70 sl st evenly around, join with sl st to first st. (70 sts)


Note: Mark Rnd 1 as right side.


Rnd 2: Ch 1, working in BLO, sc in each st around; do not join.


Rnd 3: Sc in each st around.


Rnd 4: *Dc in next st, 3 dc cl around post of last dc made, sk 1 st; rep from * around.
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
