For me, everything has potential. It’s about seeing that potential in every worn-out piece and turning it into something fresh and exciting. Whether it’s a sofa, a dress, a piece of outdated decor, or even an item destined for the trash, I’ve always been addicted to the thrill of making old new again.

My journey with DIY and upcycling started with clothes, but over time I discovered a deep love for reviving furniture, transforming homes, and even crafting easy hacks from everyday decor items. Over the past five years I’ve dedicated myself to mastering the art of DIY and upcycling, creating hundreds of pieces of furniture and experimenting with all sorts of innovative (okay, yes, sometimes random) hacks and creative ideas. And now I’m thrilled to share everything I’ve learned with you in this book.

When I sat down to write this book, I wanted it to empower and equip you with the skills you’ll need to restore and transform the things around you. I’ll cover everything from finding inspiration in the most unexpected places to completing virtually any DIY and upcycle you can imagine. With the skills you learn from this book, you’ll be able to complete thousands of your own projects.

If you’ve never done anything like this, my advice is simple: just start. Start small, start simple and start with the basics. I remember when I first tackled my ‘trash to terracotta’ project in 2019 – the most straightforward project imaginable, painting vases with a paint and baking powder mix. Yet it sparked inspiration in thousands of people. By taking that first step, I’ve seen so many people grow and tackle even bigger and more complex projects. So if you’re unsure where to begin, don’t worry – I’m here to guide you every step of the way.









The New Again Mindset

Ever since I was young I have had what I now understand to be a New Again mindset. This is something my family encouraged with their make-do attitudes and inventiveness. This mindset isn’t just about transforming items; it’s about changing our way of thinking and looking at the world around us. At its core it’s rooted in creativity, resourcefulness and an appreciation for the hidden potential in the things we see. Instead of seeing an item’s limitations or believing it should be thrown away, this mindset helps us to see opportunities. We look at a worn-out piece of furniture or a pile of old clothes and see the raw materials for our next project. Or we look past a terrible paint job and see the clean lines of a lovely piece of wooden furniture just crying out to be given a whole new life.

For me, this mindset is one of noticing and envisioning. It’s about training ourselves to look more closely and think more deeply about materials and design ideas, and making room for being more thrifty and resourceful with the things that we have.

And in case you are worried, thinking and creating like this doesn’t have to be at the cost of style. My goal has always been to show that you can be innovative and resourceful AND make things that look good enough to be sold in a store. And that’s what I’ll teach you in this book, so that you can look around your home and feel the joy of having restored and transformed the things in it with your own hands.

With the New Again mindset, nothing is off-limits. You can see beauty in the most unexpected places and find inspiration in the most unlikely sources. Whether you’re turning a paver into a side table or restoring an old dresser to its original glory, it’s the thrill and joy of transformation.


Throughout this book I’ll help you understand and embrace this mindset by sharing hints and wisdom I have gathered over the last two decades. I’ll show you how to unlock the hidden potential in everything around you and make your mark on the world, one project at a time. But a warning: thinking like this can be addictive!










Everything Has Potential

A few years ago one of my friends asked me, ‘How do you see potential in everything?’ And that really stuck with me. Until that point, I had never really been able to sum up my process and obsession with transforming what was in front of me. I always thought of it as a Cinderella ‘before and after’ moment in the form of a DIY project – but it was so much more than that. You see, Cinderella moments focus on the end result, but seeing the potential in everything encompasses so much more of the process – and for me, the joy and satisfaction is in the process.

I can totally understand the appeal of something new – it’s just so satisfying! But early on I realised that things don’t have to be new, they can be new again. That’s because there is so much potential in old things, whether that be gorgeous antiques or simple pieces, for them to be restored or transformed into items that feel luxurious, fresh and completely new again.

With so much stuff available to us (more than ever before) it’s easy to lose sight of what those things are made of, and how inherently valuable or useful those things can be. Seeing the potential in everything and training myself in the New Again mindset has encouraged me to see things as a sum of their parts, and has made me more able to work out whether I can use what’s in front of me. For example, a furniture foot might become the base of an elevated cake stand, or cardboard that would otherwise be thrown away might become the raw material for some shelves. With creativity and resourcefulness it’s possible to make the most of the potential of materials.

Second-hand, kerbside, thrifted – there is honestly just so much joy and potential to be found in items that other people no longer want. Sometimes you might find something perfect that’s simply been cast off, but more often than not a piece will require some refreshing to uncover its true potential. But it’s so worth it!

This is how some of my favourite ideas have come about – getting creative with things like plant pots, cardboard boxes, bathmats and so much more.

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Taking that first leap into the world of upcycling can feel like standing on the edge of a cliff, but don’t be scared! I’m here to guide you, armed with all my tips and tricks to kickstart your upcycling adventure.

Before we dive into experimenting with actual projects, I’m going to share with you some of the fundamentals of getting started – to help make your upcycling journey as smooth as possible. This chapter is about laying the foundations. I’ll start by helping you master the art of finding the perfect pieces to upcycle and then working through the joy of designing your project. Believe me, honing these skills is the key to creating upcycles that are functional and beautiful and will last a lifetime.







WHERE TO LOOK

One of the most thrilling aspects of upcycling is the hunt for that perfect piece – the rush of excitement when you stumble upon a hidden gem or finally get your hands on a long-dreamed-about item.

Now, let’s talk strategy. While there’s no shortage of places to find upcycling treasures, what sets apart the good upcyclers from the great ones is their ability to think outside the box and look in unconventional places. Sure, you can scour the usual suspects, but why not venture into uncharted territory and discover treasures others may overlook? This is when you find the most incredible (and affordable) pieces!

So don’t be afraid to get your hands dirty and explore places that might not be on your usual radar – think old thrift stores, roadside kerbs, and even stores attached to dumps. I know it sounds a bit unconventional, but the things you’ll uncover will make it all worth it. And when it comes to the New Again mindset, it’s all about letting go of any fear or embarrassment about where you find your materials.


HERE ARE A FEW OF MY FAVOURITE HAUNTS:

Facebook Marketplace

Picture this – scrolling through an endless array of treasures from the comfort of your couch. With a little savvy searching and some strategic keyword input, you can uncover hidden gems galore. And don’t be afraid to expand your search radius or negotiate delivery options – it’s all part of the game.

Tip shops & demolition yards

These hidden gems are goldmines for upcyclers. You never know what treasures you’ll unearth, from discarded furniture to salvaged materials like wood, tiles and metal scraps. Pro tip: arrive early for first dibs on the best finds.

Second-hand stores

Don’t underestimate the humble second-hand store – it’s a treasure trove of pre-loved goodies waiting to be discovered. Your purchases often support local charities, so it’s a win-win.

Garage sales

Ah, the age-old tradition of the weekend garage sale. It’s like a treasure hunt, with each sale offering a unique assortment of goodies. Get there early and sharpen your negotiation skills and you might just snag a steal.

Council clean-up

One person’s trash is another person’s treasure, and nowhere is this more accurate than during council clean-up week. Keep an eye on your local council’s schedule and search the streets for discarded gems. The thrill of finding a hidden treasure on the kerb is unparalleled.











Marketplace Dos & Don’ts


Facebook Marketplace can be an absolute treasure trove if you keep a few things in mind.

DO:


	Use the search functions regularly and save what you like to help train the algorithm.

	Use keywords such as retro, vintage, antique, Art Deco and mid-century. (You can also try searching for those terms but with spelling mistakes – this can lead to finding hidden gems.)

	Set your area to as large as you can travel.

	Ask sellers if they deliver.

	Ask for more photos or details about the item.

	Assess dimensions carefully.

	Pick up ASAP if you like an item, and don’t flip-flop with a seller.



DON’T:


	Take too much time to decide on an item if it’s a good find – it will go quickly!

	Take too long to reply to a seller if you want an item.

	Bargain too hard with a seller if you want an item.

	Only send the generic ‘Hi, is this available?’ message, as sellers often ignore this.

	Be afraid to make a seller an offer below the asking price.

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What to Look For

Since I was a kid, I’ve had an uncanny ability to see the beauty in the seemingly mundane – a talent my friends have often marvelled at.

I’m often asked how I manage to find treasure where others only see trash.

But here’s the thing: there’s no magic formula, no secret sauce. It’s all about changing your perspective and embracing the New Again mindset.

Basically, it boils down to really seeing what’s in front of you. I’m not just talking about surface-level details here – I’m talking about peeling back the layers and uncovering the hidden potential. Look beyond the scuffed paint or outdated design and see the underlying beauty and craftsmanship.

And here’s a little trick I’ve learned: consider the context. Sure, that old chair might look like rubbish in a dingy warehouse, but imagine it in a cosy corner of your living room, surrounded by plants and sunlight. Sometimes it’s all about seeing things in a different light.

Here’s my list of the items you should gravitate towards when you are sourcing and those that you should consider more carefully before buying. But also, feel free to get creative in what you buy – especially if you have a vision for a particular project.


LOOK FOR:


	Simple solid timber pieces that can be upcycled in various styles and aesthetics.

	Antique timber pieces, whether they are painted or varnished, which can be stripped back to the original wood.

	Metal items that can be cleaned and painted.

	Display cabinets and consoles, which are the most simple and time-effective upcycles (and also sell better if you’re a seller).

	Items with signs of vintage or craftsmanship such as dovetail joints or turned wood.

	Items with unique shapes or lines, or that reference certain design eras.

	Pieces that you are genuinely drawn to.



AVOID:


	Particle board, plywood or fibreboard items.

	Items with low-quality joints that are nailed or stapled.

	Wobbly or unsteady pieces that look difficult to fix.

	Items that are mouldy.

	Items with any signs of bed bugs, termite damage or other possible infestations.

	Stained or worn-out upholstered pieces that are too intricate to clean or refurbish.

	Metal items where the chrome has rusted all the way through.













UNDERSTANDING FURNITURE STYLES

Understanding different eras and styles can be a game-changer for upcycling. Take mid-century modern, for example – clean lines, simple shapes and a focus on functionality. Or how about rustic or cottagecore, with its distressed finishes and weathered charm? By familiarising yourself with these styles, you’ll have a better idea of what to look for and how to breathe new life into old pieces – especially how to enhance their existing details to make them shine.

So whether you’re drawn to the sleek lines of Art Deco or the eclectic mix of postmodern design, there’s a world of inspiration out there waiting to be discovered. And with the New Again mindset as your guide, there’s no limit to what you can create.

HERE ARE SOME OF MY FAVES:

Mid-century modern

One style of furniture perfect for upcycling is mid-century modern. This style is characterised by clean lines, simple shapes and a focus on functionality. Look for pieces with tapered legs, geometric shapes and minimalist design. Mid-century modern furniture is often made of wood, which can be sanded and refinished to give it a fresh look.

Rustic

Another style to look out for is rustic or cottagecore. This style is all about the distressed, rustic look. Look for pieces with chipped paint, weathered wood and ornate detailing. Shabby-chic furniture can be repainted in various colours and distressed to give it a vintage feel.

Industrial

Industrial-style furniture is also great for upcycling. Metal accents, exposed pipes and raw, unfinished materials characterise this style. Look for metal, wood or concrete pieces and consider repurposing them into shelves, tables or lighting fixtures.

Art Deco

This style originated in the 1920s and 1930s and is characterised by bold geometric shapes, sleek lines and a focus on luxury and glamour. Look for pieces with ornate details such as mirrored surfaces, chrome accents and exotic wood veneers. This furniture style can be repurposed in various ways, such as turning a mirrored vanity into a bar cart or updating a sleek side table with a bold new paint colour. Consider adding Art Deco–inspired touches to your upcycled pieces, such as metallic accents or geometric patterns.

Postmodern

This is another great furniture style to consider when upcycling. This style emerged in the 1980s and 1990s and is characterised by a playful, eclectic mix of materials, colours and shapes. Look for pieces with bold colours, unusual textures and unexpected details. Postmodern furniture can be repurposed in various ways, such as transforming a colourful plastic chair into a unique plant stand or using a sculptural side table to display your favourite artwork. Also consider mixing and matching different postmodern pieces to create a fun and eclectic look in your home.

Traditional furniture styles

Pieces with intricate detailing, such as ornate carvings or turned legs, can be repainted and updated to fit in with modern decor. Look for pieces made of solid wood and consider refinishing them with a new stain or paint colour.
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Designing Your Upcycle

Are you ready to get those creative juices flowing? The design stage of upcycling is where the magic happens. It’s the perfect opportunity to let your imagination run wild and develop unique and inspiring ideas for your project.

Whether you’re a seasoned upcycler or just starting, this is the stage where you’ll lay the groundwork for your masterpiece and set yourself up for success. For me, the goal is always to create something that not only looks beautiful but also has function and longevity. I have put a flow chart at the front of this book to help you assess your piece and start thinking about what your particular upcycle could suit.

[image: ] Assess your piece

Before you dive headfirst into the whirlwind of creativity, take a moment to pause and assess the piece before you. It’s easy to be dazzled by the potential of upcycling, but understanding your starting point is essential for a successful journey.

Consider what draws you to the piece and what aspects leave something to be desired. It could be the elegant curves of an old chair or the sturdy structure of a worn-out table. Conversely, maybe the faded paint or the dated hardware draws you in – there’s plenty of beauty in decay!

Don’t shy away from scrutinising every detail. By understanding the strengths and weaknesses of your piece, you’ll be better equipped to envision its potential and breathe new life into it. Remember, upcycling is as much about seeing what could be as it is about accepting what is.





[image: ] Gather inspiration

Now that you’ve acquainted yourself with your piece, it’s time to cast your net wide and gather inspiration from the world around you. To do this, I like to create a mood board. Creating a mood board is like assembling a visual symphony – a blend of colours, textures and styles that resonate with your aesthetic or vibe.

One thing I like to do is have a general mood board where I save anything that I like, often unrelated to any one project. Having this ongoing mood board helps me home in on what I like, and it is somewhere to keep track of any imagery that speaks to me.

Once I have a project or piece in mind, I like to create a mood board for it, adding images that inspire me for that particular piece. I also snap pictures in real life and add them to my mood boards – cafes, galleries and hotels are amazing places to source inspiration.





[image: ] Design your piece

Armed with all that inspiration, it’s time to roll up your sleeves and design your upcycle. Once again assess your piece with a discerning eye, identifying the updates needed to bring your vision to life.

Consider the possibilities. Can you add or remove elements to alter the overall shape or functionality of the piece? Is there a particular finish or texture you’d like to achieve? These questions will guide your decision-making process.

I like to sketch out my item on a piece of paper and then visually add in the updates I’m thinking of with little annotations. You don’t even need to be a master at sketching to do this – just putting it down on paper will be so helpful, no matter what it looks like.





[image: ] Create your plan

With your vision taking shape, it’s time to create a plan and a roadmap for how you will carry out your project. Review your sketch and ensure it’s a rough outline of your piece, annotating measurements, colours and materials.

Next break down your project into actionable steps, from cleaning and prep work to final touches. This will help you stay organised and focused, ensuring that no detail is overlooked along the way.

Finally, list the materials and tools you’ll need to bring your vision to life. You may have to do some research about what exactly you need. The pages of this book will be a guide for you, but you can also ask an expert in a hardware store. Check your inventory, note what you have on hand and jot down what you’ll need to acquire.

Experimenting with mood boards

Before you get started upcycling your piece, creating a project-specific mood board will help you to visually express the style, ambience and overall concept you’re intending for your piece. It’s an incredibly helpful step in giving your project direction.

It serves as a tool to gather ideas, textures, colours and inspiration in one place, which in turn helps you maintain focus and keep a clear vision throughout the creative process.


WHAT TO INCLUDE

Include colour swatches, fabric samples and material textures, which will help to communicate the palette and material choices.

Inspirational photos, architectural details and art pieces that resonate with you can help to develop a colour palette. Text can also be added to clarify specific design ideas and unique features.

Setting Up Your Space


There is just something so motivating about having a cute and functional space to do your upcycling in. But don’t worry, you don’t need a whole workshop if you don’t have space for it – simply portion out a corner of a spare room or shed.

In this section I’ll share some tips for creating the perfect space.


Choose the right space

Here are some things to keep in mind when choosing a space:


	
Assess your needs: Consider the types of projects you’ll be working on and the amount of space they require. Larger projects like furniture upcycles will need more room, while smaller decor items can be done in a more compact area.

	
Location: Ideally, your workspace should be well-ventilated, especially if you’ll be using paints, stains or adhesives. A garage, basement or dedicated room works well. If possible, choose a space with natural light to help you see colours and details more accurately.

Organise tools & supplies

Consider where – and how – you’ll keep your equipment:


	
Tool storage: Invest in a sturdy tool chest or pegboard to keep your tools organised and easily accessible. Paint the pegboard in a fun colour and use matching or complementary hooks for a cohesive look. Labelling drawers and sections can help you find what you need quickly.

	
Supplies: Store your supplies like paints, brushes, fabrics and hardware on shelves and in bins and containers. Choose stylish storage options such as woven baskets, glass jars and decorative boxes. Clear containers are useful because you can see what’s inside at a glance, and you can add labels.

	
Work surfaces: Ensure you have a large, sturdy workbench or table. Ideally, it should be at standing height, because it’s often easier to work on a project while standing.



Safety

Safety considerations are important when creating your workspace:


	
Ventilation: Good ventilation is essential when working with chemicals. If your space doesn’t have good airflow, consider using fans or installing a ventilation system.

	
Lighting: Adequate lighting is essential. Overhead lights combined with adjustable task lamps can help you see your work. Choose attractive light fixtures that complement your workspace decor. String or fairy lights can add a touch of whimsy and make the space feel cosy.

	
Safety gear: Keep your safety gear – including masks, goggles, gloves, ear protection and closed-toe shoes – readily available. Store them in a cute basket or on a decorative hook rack to keep them within easy reach.






Prepare for mess

Upcycling can be messy – be prepared and protect your space:


	
Drop cloths: Protect your floors with drop cloths or old sheets to catch any spills or debris. Opt for drop cloths in fun patterns or colours to add a bit of flair.

	
Rubbish & recycling: To dispose of waste materials promptly, have bins for garbage and recycling nearby. Use stylish trash cans or bins that match your workspace’s colour scheme. Consider having a separate container for scraps that can be reused in future projects, and decorate it with labels or decals.

	
Cleaning supplies: Keep basic cleaning supplies handy, such as rags, paper towels, and a vacuum or broom. Store them in a cute caddy or on a decorative shelf to keep them organised and accessible.






Plan your workflow

Optimise your workspace for efficiency:


	
Project staging: Designate areas for different stages of your projects, such as sanding, painting and drying. Use decorative signs or labels to mark these areas, adding a touch of charm and helping you stay organised.
