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Drawing Spooky Chibi

Learn How to Draw Kawaii Vampires, Zombies, Ghosts, Skeletons, Monsters, and Other Cute, Creepy, and Gothic Creatures
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GHOST

Ghosts can be spooky, or scary, or cute, and this classic haunt is definitely in the last category! It’s also really easy to draw, so this is a great place to start if you’re new to drawing chibis—or drawing in general.

STEP 1 Start the ghost with a rounded top that curves inward at the middle of the right side. Draw a wavy line at the bottom and a straight line along the left side.
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STEP 2 For the eyes, draw large ovals tilted slightly toward the center in the middle of the ghost’s circular face.
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STEP 3 Draw a mouth between the eyes. It should look like a circle with a dip in the top, or an upturned macaroni noodle.
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STEP 4 Our friendly ghost has arms to greet you with! Make curves pointing toward the center of the body, with slight indents along the top so it looks like it has hands.
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STEP 5 Draw a heart over the hands.
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STEP 6 Add another heart next to the ghost.
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STEP 7 Draw one more heart on the other side—or as many as you want!
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STEP 8 Finish your hearts and draw circles or ovals toward the top center of the eyes to be the whites of the eyes. Color the rest of the eyes black. Add color to the hearts, blush to the ghost’s cheeks, and shadows to the body as you like.
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Practice drawing the ghost!

Keep going from step 1.
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SKELETON

This sweet skeleton doesn’t want to haunt, she wants to hug. This version wears a bow, but feel free to add a witch’s hat or other embellishments as you like.

STEP 1 Start with the skull. Draw a circle almost all the way around, but at the bottom add three short, curved lines to make the chin area of the skull.
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STEP 2 Draw large ovals for the eye holes toward the bottom of the skull, tilting toward center. Add a small triangular nose hole between them.

STEP 3 Make this skeleton’s large bow by drawing two heart shapes touching at their bases, with a circle on top of the center point. Add a couple of lines to look like folds in the bow.
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STEP 4 Next, sketch in the rib cage and spine. Start with a U shape for the base of the skull, then add two sets of parallel lines perpendicular to that shape for the shoulders. Draw two parallel lines running down the center of the drawing for the spine, and three sets of ribs on each side. Then add one longer bone that goes all the way across the waist.
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STEP 5 Add the arm bones on the right side of the drawing. The upper arm is a longer rectangle, with an almost square joint for the lower arm, a curved line for the hand, and five straight fingers.
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STEP 6 Repeat on the left side of the drawing for the second arm.
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STEP 7 Now it’s time for leg bones! The leg on the right side is bent back, so it starts with a U next to the ribs, with two squarish joints behind that. Add an oval for the foot and four square toes.
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STEP 8 The leg on the left side is straight, drawn with two squares coming down at a slight diagonal from the chest. The foot is turned out, with the same square toes. Add shadows and eye shine to the eyes and color in the nose hole. Add other color as you like.
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Practice drawing the skeleton!

Keep going from step 1.
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ZOMBIE

Zombies are generally not very cute, which makes sense, since they’re undead. The chibi version drools and is a little short on brains, but it makes up for this by being weirdly cute.

STEP 1 Draw a circular shape for the zombie’s head, with a little dent at the lower left side. Draw a sideways U at the lower right of the drawing for the zombie’s ear. Include a couple of rough circles attached by a line inside the ear shape.
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STEP 2 Draw an oval close to the lower left edge to make an eye. Sketch an eyelid that looks like a hat across the top third of that eye, then make a heavy black circle underneath. The right eye is an egg-shaped black hole. Top both eyes with thick sideways S-shaped eyebrows.
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STEP 3 Sketch tufts of hair at the top and sides of the head. Add a wavy line with short, straight lines intersecting it to show where the zombie’s head has been sewn back together.
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STEP 4 Make a mouth along the bottom of the head, between the eyes. It should look like half a rectangle with curved corners. Add a couple of square teeth at the center. Include a tiny C shape between the eyes for its nose.
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STEP 5 Start to build the zombie’s shirt by drawing a rough square below the head. The bottom edge should be wavy. Add a couple of triangular shapes at the top right and a patched rectangle at the bottom right of the body.
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STEP 6 Draw sleeves. The left sleeve starts with a large oval right below the face, connected to the body with an almost straight line. On the right side, draw the sleeve on top of the shirt with an oval, two parallel lines behind it, and a line connecting them at the top right of the shirt.
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STEP 7 Add long-fingered hands that partially overlap the sleeves. Sketch in baggy patched-up pants below the shirt.
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STEP 8 Finally, draw the zombie’s shoes. They should be rounded at the front and mostly flat along the bottom, with a straight line at the back connecting them to the pants. Erase any guidelines or places where you drew over other details. Color in as you like, and don’t forget some drool!
