I just so happen to know how to help you do that!


Maybe you love your bedroom, but you can’t get a sense on how to make your living room work; or your kitchen area is great, and you really hate the vibe of your bedroom. I’ll help you identify and rectify the problems by figuring out what you like and don’t like as well as encourage you to think about the room in your home that you like the least (you know the room that made you go into the interior design section of the bookstore and look for some solutions in the first place) and how to convert it into your favorite room! It’s not all about starting from scratch (unless you want to) but more how to transform, rework, and incorporate your existing furnishings into your new design scheme as well as add some simple solutions to update your overall look.


You’ll see that this book is chock-full of things you can do yourself to make changes to your home that will work whether you’re in a tiny studio apartment, a compact condo, or a little house (or you just want some cool, cost-conscious ways to create your own chic space). You won’t need a custom carpenter or loads of cash to implement my ideas, which range from ways to visually trick the eye and make your rooms seem larger, to easily incorporating systems of storage and organization that will let you capitalize on the space you do have. In addition to helpful hints, there are loads of great pictures that will illustrate, illuminate, and inspire the redesign of your space (some of them aren’t teeny-tiny spaces, but I believe you’ll be able to use the images as a springboard to discover the best way to announce your own personal style).


Take a flip through of what I have in store for you. I think interior design should be fun, easy, and accessible. Most of all I want to give you the tools, support, and encouragement to design the most beautiful, comfortable, and practical house that you can call home no matter how small it is! I’ve really loved our time together just now; let’s do this again real soon; you’re so much fun! I feel like I’ve done all the talking…now it’s time for you to read whichever chapters speak to your most urgent small-space interior design needs and get cracking on your small space!
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INTRODUCTION
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When someone tells you that he or she lives in a small house or apartment, it often conjures up negative images of a cramped, cluttered, or confining space. But as America’s leading small-space designer, I’m here to buck the system and change that stereotype: Dimensions only define the size of a room or home, not its style. Armed with some basic design knowledge and some of my tricks of the trade, you can create a gracious, inviting small-space home that is also extremely functional. Great design comes in all shapes and sizes; I’ve seen lots of fabulous small spaces that are chic and stylish, and I’ve also seen some enormous homes that feel cold and have no style whatsoever. It’s not just whether your home is big or small—it’s all a matter of what you do with what you have!
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Another common misconception about small spaces is that they only apply to people living in city apartments, but I can assure you that I have seen small spaces all over the country. Sure, there’s the obvious small New York City apartment, but there’s also the small beach bungalow house in Venice, California; the over-the-garage apartment in Miami; the dorm room in Virginia; the small hunting cabin in Texas. Small spaces are not restricted solely to urban areas, and my tips and ideas will translate effectively whether you’re in an apartment or a house. In addition to giving you a gazillion ideas on how to help your little home work as efficiently as possible, this book is also chock-full of beautiful images that you can use to copy, mold, or inspire your own design. Occasionally in this book you’ll see pictures of spaces that don’t look super small, but I have included them because I think there may be something you can pull from them to use as a springboard for your own design style. I’m all about giving you as much information as possible—think of this as the “full-service salon” of design books; you’ll get loads of tips and ideas as well as great-looking spaces to pull from. You’re going to give your home a little TLC, and it will love you for it!


In the past five years—first as the lead host/designer of FOx’s makeover show Design Invasion, and now as a design expert on HGTV’s Small Space, Big Style and as a regular contributor to Decorating with Style magazine—I have ventured into hundreds of homes across the country, finding solutions and offering inspirations for small spaces. I’ve tackled everything from reworking the layout for a tiny bedroom, to creating a new color scheme for a small living room, to making a closed-in kitchen appear larger. Working with real people in their real homes has inspired me to share what I’ve learned with other folks who want to live beautifully in smaller spaces. One of the most exciting elements in shooting a makeover show is the reaction or “reveal” when the homeowner walks in at the end of the day and sees the once-depressing, uninspired room transformed into an inviting, chic space (and it’s always so cool when they burst into tears of joy). I realize I’m not solving all of the world’s problems by decorating someone’s home, but I honestly believe that when you love where you live, that joy manifests itself in all aspects of your life.


In my travels I have noticed that “small” is the new “big,” often a preferred lifestyle for first-time homeowners, for growing families redefining their existing space, and for downsizing empty nesters. Small spaces are also a great choice for someone who’s looking to live a “green” lifestyle; lots of folks want to leave a smaller carbon footprint on the planet, and smaller homes naturally require less energy and water. The ideas of reuse, repurpose, and recycle are a perfect fit for people living in a smaller space who want to be ecofriendly as well as cost conscious.


The small-space movement is so pervasive that I am designing a line of small-space furniture to fulfill the needs of small-space dwellers. I live in New York City, where space is precious—I know that I would like to have pieces that can serve more than one purpose, and so would all of my friends. When you have less space, you need to make the pieces you do have work hard and earn their keep; a chest of drawers also moonlights as a bedside table, your desk doubles as your dining table, and a tall bookshelf acts as your headboard. When you live in a box, you need to be crafty and clever and think outside the box, and I’m going to teach you how to do that!


In these last few years, people have stepped back and taken notice of how big things have grown—from cars to couches to cheeseburgers. We’ve been faced with the consequences of “living large,” whether in the cost of filling up those cars, gaining weight, carrying hefty mortgages, or just living with stuff everywhere! So many of us want to simplify our lives, to get back to the basics, to what really matters—and of course that translates into the spaces we choose to live in, and how we live in them. Everyone I know feels like a million bucks after cleaning out a closet or decluttering a desk: Small spaces give you the feeling that you are in complete control—that your home isn’t running you, you are running it. When things at home are manageable and contained, that contentment and clear-headed feeling is bound to carry over into other areas of your life.
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But living with less doesn’t mean living without luxury. People want style, elegance, and comfort, and they are realizing they can have that in any space. My specialty is in providing simple, smart solutions to small-space quandaries. I deliver practicality and inspiration at the right price point: It doesn’t take a lot of money to achieve a warm and inviting atmosphere. And it doesn’t always take an architect or a contractor to implement the changes you want. It takes motivation and some imagination—and a sense of humor! Design should be fun, not painful. Instead of giving you complicated, hard-to-follow recipes, I offer you “Cooking 101” for design. This book consists of tangible ideas that anyone can do easily.

I’ve come up with literally hundreds of tips—or decorating “tricks of the eye”—for solving common problems and making your space, whether it’s 200 or 1,500 square feet, look and feel larger than it is. The book will also provide sample layouts and “Before” and “After” photographs of transformed spaces to show you how to easily solve the problems presented. I want to arm you with the information you need to create huge differences in style and ambience without spending tons of money.






Deciphering Your Design Dilemmas

Before you can implement my ideas, you have to identify any problems you have. As it turns out, that’s not so easy! Most people look bewildered at their small space. They know they aren’t happy with it, but they can’t identify why. Understanding why it feels that way is the first, crucial step to changing your space. Otherwise you are apt to make changes that won’t solve the problem (and might make it worse!).


Sometimes my clients say things like “I can’t figure out why my dining room seems so cold and unfeeling,” and then I look up and see a ceiling light fixture with exposed bulbs and know right away that it’s creating the chilly sensation. I also know that a chandelier with shades, or two buffet lamps, would make it feel so much warmer and inviting. Maybe a room feels boring because it lacks color, or it seems cramped due to a bad layout. I know how to help you get to the root of the problem and how to fix it. Don’t worry, this is going to be fun—you have me to help you now!





The ABCs of Interior Design

I rely on four building blocks of design to identify and then solve problems. They are: layout—understanding how to use your space and working with the furniture you own or can repurpose; the addition of color; the use of light; and organization/storage solutions that create more space. These building blocks lay the foundation for visually creating more space as well as literally creating it. You can find the solution to a problem in any one of these areas or in a combination of them.


The first chapter of the book will offer an overview of how these building blocks work. Then, for each space, I’ll walk you step-by-step through the process of defining its problem(s) and finding solutions with these building blocks. You will learn how to make your bedroom, or your living room, or perhaps that corner you’d like to dine in look and feel more open. You will be able to create a space that is organized, gracious, and comfortable. And honestly, it will be easy, inexpensive, and fun!



Small Spaces, Big Mistakes!


These are the top ten mistakes people make in small spaces. I’m going to give you ideas, tips, and permission to break all the rules (you think you know) and turn your small space into the home you’ll love! The biggest mistakes are:



	Leaving your walls white. White walls won’t technically make your space larger and they lack personality. Spice up your space, have a little fun and paint some color on your walls!

	Using large-scale furniture. Oversized pieces can hog square footage but using better-proportioned furniture can allow you to create a more functional and comfortable living space.

	Lack of light. Not lighting your space effectively makes it look smaller, if you can’t see an area in your room it’s as if it’s not there! Capitalizing on natural light and bringing in artificial light is imperative.

	Using short shelving and cabinetry. Using full-scale shelves and cabinets that go all the way up to the ceiling visually draw the eye upward making the ceiling seem higher and your space feel larger.

	Keeping clutter. Holding onto too much stuff and not throwing away clutter can make even a large space feel small so, when in doubt, throw it out!

	Using small-scale accessories. Large lamps, artwork, candles, vases, and accessories create the appearance of greater space and more height. No wimpy lamps!

	Not using mirrors. Mirrors reflect light, whether it’s daylight or lamplight, and they visually make your space feel larger by adding depth and dimension.

	Not capitalizing on your wall space. Think vertically and get your walls working for you! Mount shelving or storage systems up on your walls to display collections and store items so you don’t waste precious table space. This will also help focus your items in one spot so your space feels more organized.

	Using all wood furniture. It makes a room feel clunky and bottom heavy, but by mixing in glass-topped tables with wood pieces you give your room a lighter, airier, and more open feel.

	Using small area rugs. A small area rug can look like a postage stamp and make your room feel cramped but using a large rug creates an extended visual line and gives the illusion of more square footage.






{Libby’s Basic Toolbox}


Here’s a breakdown of tools you should have in your design arsenal, and the cliché of “the right tool for the right job” is a cliché for a reason. You shouldn’t use a butter knife to tighten a screw, scissors to cut wire, or your feet to measure square footage. Shortcuts like that can get you into big trouble in the design department. But never fear: Copy this list and take it with you to your local home improvement store, load up on the items you’re missing, and I promise you’ll be ready to tackle your project no matter how big or small it may be.


Keeping in mind that you most likely don’t have some enormous garage in which to store tons of tools, I’ve included my essential list, which contains the basic items you’ll absolutely need at some point in your adult life. They will all fit in a nice compact toolbox that won’t take up loads of space. I’ve also given you some reasons why you need these tools as well as how to use them. I wish I could come to your place and help you with your project, but now it’s up to you! Other than some imagination and inspiration, a tricked-out toolbox is the best place to begin your makeover!



	
Toolbox: It may sound basic, but it feels good when you have a spot where you know you’ll easily find everything you need. If you don’t have room for a standard toolbox, get a long plastic storage box with wheels that is designed to fit under a bed. Put all of your tools in that and store it under your bed or sofa.

	
Cordless drill: Spend a little extra for the cordless, because it gives you the freedom to move around without dragging an extension cord behind you. Get an extra battery and keep it charged so that you don’t have to stop in the middle of a project to charge the battery.

	
Hammer: You don’t need an enormous, heavy hammer unless you’re doing serious carpentry; a little smaller-scale, lighter-weight hammer is fine for hanging pictures and work along those lines.
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Screwdriver: Get an all-in-one model that allows you to store different tips in the handle; they switch out easily, and you don’t have a million screwdrivers floating around in your kit.

	
Wire cutters: I use these for everything—they are invaluable! Women should get a pair with a soft handle, which makes it easier to really grab onto them, squeeze hard, and cut something thick.

	
Adjustable wrench: Again, you don’t have to get the super-heavy-duty model unless you’re doing serious carpentry. Buy a midsize model that will work for many jobs.

	
Glue gun: Even the least crafty people still need a good old glue gun. Just make sure you buy the right size glue sticks for your model.

	
Staple gun: If possible buy an electric staple gun; you can work much faster and easier than with a regular staple gun, and there’s less wear and tear on your hand muscles and joints. This is an essential if you want to apply fabric to your walls and upholster a headboard or seat cushion. It’s great for folks who don’t see themselves as a hammer-and-nail–type person…it’s just a staple gun, how scary can that be?

	
Tape measure: An absolute must for measuring rooms, furniture, artwork…everything! Some models have extra-heavyweight tape that won’t bend when you extend it out over a long span. Smaller versions include a little level in them, and they even make a battery-operated motorized tape measure.

	
Zip ties: These are the secret weapons for most professional carpenters—they are little adjustable plastic ties that are superstrong and can hold just about anything. You know when you’re doing something and you say, “I just need something to hold this together?” That’s where zip ties come in; they are invaluable and can serve many purposes. For example, they are super at holding together that mess of cords under your desk.

	
Level: This can be a small version of a level, only about 10 inches long. You really only need it to make sure pictures, shelves, and wall-mounted items are level and not crooked!

	
Extension cords: I buy these in a bunch of different lengths and have them standing by. I like to plug them into the wall sockets in a room before I move in any furniture. That way, when you move in that armoire or sleeper sofa that weighs a ton, the cord is already plugged in behind it, and you don’t have to move it a second time when you want to plug in lamps or electronics.
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Awl: This is a great tool for starting holes before you drill into a wall, but it also helps you poke holes in lots of things. You’ve probably never heard of it, but once you have one you’ll be shocked by how much you use it!

	
Masking tape: An oldie but a goodie, I use masking tape for framing pictures in mattes and so many other things I can’t even count.

	
String/Twine: A simple item that you’ll eventually need at some point. You don’t need to buy a colossal roll of it; a small roll will suffice.

	
Hardware: Boxes of picture hangers, medium nails, panel nails, brads, mirror hangers, wall anchors/toggles with screws to fit, drywall screws; you’ll most likely stock up on these items when you need something for a specific job, but it’s handy to have some general hardware in your kit at the ready.

	
Pad of paper and pencil: Pretty straightforward but nice to have in there so you can calculate measurements when hanging pictures and such.

	
Heavy-duty scissors: You’ll use these so much (opening that evil plastic packaging that you always cut your finger on), you’ll be lucky if they actually stay in the tool kit!
















Chapter One
THE NITTY-GRITTY OF DESIGN—

Layout, Color, Light, and Organization/Storage
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The four building blocks of design that I referred to in the Introduction serve as useful tools for helping me uncover problem areas and find solutions to them. They can literally craft more space while also visually creating the illusion of more space. These are the four building blocks:


	
Layout: understanding how to maximize your space and create multifunctional environments with the furniture you own (or can acquire)

	
Color: knowing how to choose and use color to change the feel of your space and create your own personal style

	
Light: creating ambience; how to get the most from your natural light and ways to brighten your space with artificial light

	
Organization/storage solutions: finding storage space in places and in ways you would never have imagined
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It can be difficult to step back and take an objective look at a space you’ve lived in for a while. Often you simply can’t imagine it laid out any other way than it has been. Sometimes you know there’s something missing or not functioning as well as it should, but you don’t know where to begin to fix it! As a designer, when people come to me and say, “I don’t like having people over to my place because I don’t think it’s very comfortable,” with a little prodding I can usually figure out what’s missing and how to fix the design. I ask my clients a number of questions, such as:


	How many lamps do you have?

	Are there overhead light fixtures?

	Where do you sit when you’re in your room?

	What’s your layout like?

	Are there any windows?

	What’s on your floors?



It’s almost like a he said/she said game; the client tells me one thing, and I read between the lines to determine what’s really going on, half interior designer and half life coach. I think it’s fun to try to decipher what people are really saying, find the root of their design problems, arm them with ideas to make changes, and then finally see how much they love their new design. Often these design dilemmas refer back in some way to layout, color, light, and organization. Now that you know these four building blocks of design, you can begin to rethink your own space and use the tips and tools in this book to envision your own small-space solutions.



Layout Lessons 101

Most people who want to redefine a small space—whether it’s a room or an entire home—don’t know where to begin. Whether they plan to use all new furniture or, even trickier, use existing pieces from a former (and perhaps larger) home, first and foremost they need to understand how to lay out their space. If they don’t understand the proportions of their rooms and the ways to maximize those spaces, they cannot achieve the atmosphere they want and the functionality they need.

Layouts are as simple as measuring your room and all of your furniture, recording this information on a piece of paper, and moving the furniture around until you have the most effective positioning. Layouts give you the ability to look at your space as a whole, which allows you to craft a cohesive design plan rather than arranging your furnishings together piecemeal, which can feel like a hodgepodge of space that doesn’t really work. Frequently people will say, “I need more storage,” so they go out and buy a little chest of drawers. Then six months later they have to buy another little piece of furniture to hold everything. Well, they do that a few more times, and suddenly the space is full of tons of little storage pieces. Meanwhile, if they had done a layout, they may have been able to buy one large, functional piece that would make their space feel less cluttered, look better, and serve their storage needs more effectively.
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The first thing I advise my clients to do is measure the entire space of the room. (All spaces are not created equal; for the play-by-play on exactly how to lay out your space, turn to page 40.) On a piece of graph paper, draw out the space’s boundaries or perimeter. Often, when you look at a space on paper, both the problem and any number of creative solutions open up—ones you wouldn’t have seen otherwise. For example, many people lay out their rooms with what I call the “wallflower theory.” Remember those sixth grade school dances, held in a big gymnasium with a bunch of chairs pushed up against the four walls? It wasn’t very conducive to making kids feel comfortable and not a real good use of the space either (poor kids). Well, the same holds true for your rooms: Don’t assume that all the furniture has to be pushed up against a wall, because that usually leaves an enormous open area in the middle of the room. And unless you’re a wrestler, we can probably come up with a better way to make use of that open area.

Designers often use the term float with regard to furniture, and this simply means to place pieces out into the middle of the room rather than up against a wall. Maybe a better use of the space would be to place your bookcase up against one wall but float your sofa out into the middle of the room facing the bookcase, and then place your desk up against the back of the sofa. A great way to gather ideas for cool layouts is to sort through photographs in home-design magazines; you may be inspired to completely reconfigure your existing pieces in a whole new way.

Layouts serve as springboards for ideas. Be bold and try new things, and if you don’t like them, you can always put everything back the way it was originally! Another easy and effective way to help you visualize what you want from your space—and how to get it—is to look at room displays in department stores or in furniture brochures. In particular, seeing furniture in a real space helps you understand scale in a way that even pictures often can’t illustrate.

Once you have your new layout, you need to measure your existing furniture to see if it will fit in the space you have allocated for it. Conversely, if you are buying something new, make sure it will fit in its designated space. Measure the area where that piece is meant to go and then take your tape measure to the store and measure the piece you are buying. Be sure to measure the width of your front door as well as any hallways or elevators that the piece will need to pass through, and double-check that it can be moved through any turns or awkward spaces that you’d have to maneuver to get to your front door. Perhaps this advice sounds obvious, but size and scale are truly deceptive. Believe me: Costly mistakes occur all the time when people simply make assumptions. It’s not unusual for someone to buy a sofa he or she likes, only to find that it won’t fit through the living room door!

Here’s a typical example of what happens: You decide you want to place your oversize armchair kitty-corner in your bedroom. But if you haven’t measured the dimensions of both the chair and the space, you could easily find that the chair’s width (not its depth) pushes the chair halfway out into the room and leaves virtually no walking space—not to mention the huge amount of wasted space it creates behind it! Using your tape measure and a piece of graph paper would have made the problem evident from the outset. And it could help you find another place in your home to use the chair.


Quality, Not Quantity: Defining Your Space with Multifunctional Furniture

In a small home every piece of furniture needs to serve more than one purpose. Too much furniture not only hogs the space but also makes it look even smaller than it is. In addition, people are creating smaller living areas within their overall floor plans. Maybe you don’t have a separate dining room, so you need to create an eating nook in your kitchen or a dining spot in your living room. Most small spaces don’t have an office, so you may need to incorporate your desk into your bedroom or dining area. Or perhaps you live in a one-room studio that needs to function as living, dining, and sleeping area all in one!
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You can push a dining table or tall pub table up against a wall and use one side for seating. When you entertain, pull it off the wall and use all four sides—this is a great use of the entryway.
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This bar not only helps divide the living and dining spaces but it doubles as a bookshelf and display unit for colorful accessories; you want to use storage any way you can get it!



You need furniture to help you delineate these spaces and break up the area so that one room can act as all rooms. And convertible furniture—items that can literally transform from one piece to the next (Clark Kent by day and Superman by night)—is even more of a necessity, because it helps divide the room and allows you to sit, stow, and store. The bottom line is that furniture in a small space needs to work harder for you than if it were in a large space.
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A window seat is a great way to maximize seating as well as create extra storage underneath.
