BARACK OBAMA’S DERELICTION OF DUTY


When I was tapped to accompany President Bill Clinton and carry the nuclear “football,” which contains the top-secret codes (among other things) the president needs in case of nuclear war, I was proud and grateful. As a career Air Force officer and pilot, I’d served literally around the globe, operating in and out of sixty-nine countries, and I’d flown combat support missions in Grenada, the Persian Gulf, Rwanda, Somalia, Haiti, and Bosnia. I was honored to take on this new and awesome responsibility.

But my experiences in the Clinton White House turned my gratitude and awe into shock, revulsion, and sorrow as I saw first-hand the careless and utterly selfish way in which Clinton and his administration ran our country. So, once out of uniform, retired and able to tell my story within the constraints of the Uniform Code of Military Justice, I wrote Dereliction of Duty, documenting our former president’s contempt for the military, his indifference to important  issues except insofar as they served his own political or personal purposes, and his failure to accept his responsibilities as our commander in chief.

Indeed, I lay the blame for the attacks of September 11, 2001, fully at the feet of my former boss, Bill Clinton.

Now, tragically, I see history repeating itself in the presidency of Barack Obama. Only this time the misconduct and dereliction of duty of Obama and his administration could lead to even worse devastation than we suffered on September 11, 2001. Our armed forces have done great work combating the terrorist threat, but the prospect of a nuclear Iran and some of the egregious policy decisions and priorities of the Obama administration have, in my estimation, dramatically raised the level of threat to the United States. In only a year and a half in office, Barack Obama has not only reversed much of the successful accomplishments of his predecessor George W. Bush that have kept us safe, but he’s done it at lightning speed. In doing so, Obama is clearly placing the United States in an increasingly vulnerable and threatened condition. With today’s struggling global economy weighing down the economies of the United States and Europe, with China’s burgeoning influence and military capability, and with Islamist terrorist groups gaining footholds in regions around the world, this is obviously a dangerous time—so dangerous that it is a legitimate fear that a combination of economic and foreign policy reverses could render moot the dreams, sweat, and toil of our founding fathers and all Americans who have gone before; we could be living in a different America, a less prosperous America, a less confident America, a less dominant America.

In Barack Obama we have elected a foreigner—I don’t mean in the sense that he is not a United States citizen; nor do I mean it in the sense that he is half Kenyan and spent some years growing up in Indonesia. No, it is that he seems a stranger in our midst, someone whose gut reactions are not those of an American, but of someone raised with different touchstones. We have elected in Barack Obama a man who is comfortable bowing to the Japanese Emperor  Akihito, King Abdullah of Saudi Arabia, and Chinese President Hu Jintao—something that I think most Americans, with their democratic instincts, consider wrong and even un-American, and certainly conduct unbecoming of the leader of our proud Republic. But then, how proud is he of our Republic? Barack Obama is a man who made a point of disdaining to wear an American flag lapel pin; he said he believed in American exceptionalism—only to add that all nations think they are exceptional; his wife on the campaign trail said her husband’s popularity with voters made her proud of America for the first time in her adult life. I don’t think many of us would consider these mainstream American opinions or actions.

Perhaps before we elected him president, we the people should have been more concerned about his relationships with the radical leftist and former terrorist William Ayers or the radical black-power preacher Jeremiah Wright. Perhaps we should have delved more into his education, his body of work as a community organizer, and his fondness for the radical teachings of Saul Alinsky.

But now Obama is in the White House, the most powerful man in the world, a man who can leave an imprint on American history forever. We need to pay far more attention to him now, to see how he is conducting our nation’s foreign policy, and what his plans are to keep our country safe. I believe his foreign policy record thus far and his agenda for the future are extremely deleterious to our national security, and need to be reversed in the elections of November 2010 and 2012.

Barack Obama, I fear, remains little understood and under-analyzed. How many know, for instance, that his key California fundraiser and money bundler, Jodie Evans, is a leader of the radical organization Code Pink that delivered cash and materiel support to the terrorists killing Americans in Iraq? How aware are the American people that the administration’s promise of “change” is being carried out by many of the same personalities I served with at the Clinton White House, such as Hillary Clinton, John Podesta, Harold Ickes, Rahm Emanuel, Eric Holder, Susan Rice, Leon  Panetta, and Erskine Bowles? The only difference now is that they feel liberated to move even farther to the Left. How much did the American people follow what we might call Obama’s “Global American Shame Tour,” in which he offered apologies for American foreign policy in such locales as Cairo, Prague, Moscow, Berlin, Ankara, Oslo, and the United Nations—giving the impression that America had been a rogue nation on the world stage, but that he would set America right?

But there’s much more, if one wanted to create a bill of indictment of Obama’s national security policy failures, including:
• The cessation of “enhanced interrogation techniques” that provided the United States with precious information that prevented future terrorist attacks;

• The emasculation of the Central Intelligence Agency through the release of previously classified documents and the threatened prosecution of CIA interrogators;

• The administration’s ambivalent approach toward the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan, where the administration seems afraid to follow its gut and simply quit them, but cannot commit itself to winning them either;

• The announced closure of Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, and the determination to transfer committed terrorists onto American soil;

• The decision to move trials for senior Al Qaeda leaders, such as Khalid Sheikh Mohammed, from military tribunals in Guantanamo Bay to the federal court system (at one point in New York City, just blocks from Ground Zero);

• The retreat on deploying a missile defense shield in Poland and the Czech Republic, much to the dismay of our European allies;

• The dithering and feckless diplomatic efforts as Iran and North Korea build nuclear weapons and the vehicles to deliver them.





From my point of view as a military analyst, it seems that a unifying theme of Democrat presidents Jimmy Carter, Bill Clinton, and Barack Obama is a consistent underestimating of foreign policy dangers. Carter, after warning the American people of their inordinate fear of communism, was shocked to find the Soviets invading Afghanistan; he was equally shocked by the rise of Islamic fundamentalism and to find Iranian radicals holding American hostages in Tehran. Bill Clinton was shocked by the radical Islamists in Somalia, and never understood the full danger of al Qaeda, even as it attacked American targets overseas.

Barack Obama seems cut from the same cloth. He appears to believe that by sheer force of his own personality and his endless apologies for the behavior of George W. Bush’s administration he can bring our enemies to drop their hostility towards us. So far, that doesn’t seem to be working. If anything, it appears only to have increased our enemies’ contempt, as we’ve seen in the dismissive reactions of Mahmoud Ahmadinejad of Iran and Hugo Chavez of Venezuela.

While Obama has declared that he will triumph over the enemy we face in our “overseas contingencies,” jihadists continue to prosecute their war from Pakistan to Yemen to Fort Hood, Texas, to Detroit. While Obama spends his time attacking his predecessor and his policies, our enemy continues to plan, plot, and execute attacks on America and Americans. Barack Obama has a sacred, or at the very least a constitutional, duty as commander in chief to defend America. He is failing in that duty, and it is not at all clear to me that he even wants to succeed.





 Chapter 1

MR. ALINSKY GOES TO WASHINGTON

“We are the ones we’ve been waiting for. We are the change that we seek.”1

I walked out of the White House for the last time in late April 1998. It was a gorgeous, crisp spring day in Washington, D.C. It was similar in many ways to the day I first walked through the East Wing Gate two years earlier. Then, I was thrilled by the prospect of starting my new assignment. I’d been chosen by the White House to carry the “nuclear football” and serve at the side of President William Jefferson Clinton. I was proud and grateful.

On this spring day two years later, I had very different emotions. I’d been witness to scandal upon scandal and repeated national security failures in the Clinton White House that shocked me. My early feelings of excitement and gratitude had given way to profound disappointment and disgust. I’d seen first-hand the cavalier and self-serving way Clinton and his staff went about the business of running our country. Now, as I walked out of the East Wing on this bright spring day, I felt dirty and dulled.

Upon my retirement from the Air Force in 2001, I wrote my first book, Dereliction of Duty: The Eyewitness Account of How Bill Clinton Compromised America’s National Security. As I watched the World Trade Center towers collapse on September 11, 2001, I had no doubt that Bill Clinton was the person most responsible for those tragic events. Indeed, Clinton’s repeated failures to address the gathering threats during the 1990s had ultimately metastasized into radical Islam’s first attack on American soil. As an airline pilot on my way to fly to New York’s LaGuardia Airport that ominous morning, my personal association with former president Clinton was painfully renewed.

I wrote Dereliction of Duty out of a sense of obligation. I’d seen our military severely degraded and my country attacked. In the book, I detailed my many experiences serving at the side of one of the worst commanders in chief in our nation’s history. My hope was that America would realize the colossal damage done to our national security and our military during those eight years and never make that mistake again.

Sadly, we have not remembered the painful lessons from our recent past. The common cause and patriotism we embraced as a nation in the days following those attacks are gone from our collective soul. Unfortunately, we have once again elected a president wholly unequipped for the responsibilities required of America’s commander in chief and leader of the free world.

In truth, this time I fear it’s far worse. When I left my White House position, I certainly couldn’t have imagined we’d elect anyone more inept than Bill Clinton. Nor could I have predicted that just seven years after we’d been attacked and gone to war, we’d elect the most radical leftwing president in our nation’s history—one with no experience in national security affairs and an apparent belief that the problem with American foreign policy was that it had been insufficiently interested in appeasement as a strategy.

Which begs the question—how did we let ourselves be so completely fooled by Barack Obama? Were we, as a nation, so beat up  by and tired of the Bush years that we were willing to reach for any alternative no matter how dramatic or extreme?

As dreadful and damaging as Clinton was in his eight years in office, we now have a commander in chief whose administration is unqualified for and incapable of addressing the threats we face as a nation. Our current administration at its core refuses to acknowledge and confront our enemies. Instead, we have a president who wants to kick the “ass” of British Petroleum, but doesn’t want to kick the ass of an ideological enemy sworn to defeat us, which murders innocents and suppresses human freedoms around the globe.

What we have is Barack Obama, the ultimate in radical chic: cool, beloved of the media and Hollywood, with a baby-boomer narcissism that, unfortunately, attracts support because it makes him seem like an innate VIP; a celebrity, the biggest, most powerful, wisest Twitterer or Facebooker; the perfect man to pose as a secular savior to those who have disposed with the One our forefathers worshipped and the faith that built our nation.

Few seem to have noticed, until recently, that Barack Obama is inclined to dispose with a lot of other things our forefathers valued: a robust defense of American sovereignty and our national interest for one; limited government for another; fiscal prudence for a third.

Similarly, few seem to have noticed that our new president is the most radical president in American history, with views more often associated with leftwing banana republic dictators than with a president of the United States. That is partly because so many of us have failed to see how, for a long time, the Democrat Party has had within it a radical wing that sets the agenda for the party. The party might tamp down the rhetoric, but the policy goals of the far Left pretty quickly become the policy platform of the purportedly moderate Democrat Party. And in Barack Obama, the Left in the Democrat Party has truly elected one of its own. The radical dreams of the Students for a Democratic Society, American Communists, Marxists, and Black Liberation theologians have been realized.

Other Democrats have been participants in the radical anti-war movement of the 1960s and 1970s (Bill Clinton and John Kerry, for instance), but how many had their early political careers intertwined, as Barack Obama did, with Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn, former leaders of the Weather Underground, a domestic terrorist group of the 1960s and 1970s whose goal was to achieve a Communist revolution in the United States?

Many Democrats have felt obliged to seek the approval of a racial shakedown artist like Jesse Jackson, but how many actually sat in the pews most Sundays to listen to the radical—not to mention crazy—racially driven theology of the likes of the Reverend Jeremiah Wright, an admirer of the conspiracy-mongering, anti-Semitic racist Louis Farrakhan and the Nation of Islam?

Many Democrats are naturally inclined to support “peace movements,” but how many have embraced the support, as Barack Obama did, of Jodie Evans of Code Pink, whose group has not only supported our nation’s enemies in time of war but has gone out of its way to besmirch our nation’s servicemen and their families to the point of holding unconscionably belittling protests at the Walter Reed Army Medical Center and against military families and their children attending a party at the White House?

It is astonishing but true that Barack Obama convinced the American people that he not only represented “hope” and “change,” but “moderation” and “reason.” Yet his biography clearly reveals the extreme leftward tilt of his intellectual formation. When Obama proclaimed, “We are the ones we’ve been waiting for. We are the change we seek,”2 it was meant as populist rhetoric—inspiring to his true believers, asinine to others—but he might just as well have been talking about the aspirations of far Left progressives, socialists, and Marxists; Obama was the democratically viable—indeed, elected—champion of their values and beliefs.

To understand the man we’ve entrusted with our military and the keys to the nuclear arsenal, one doesn’t have to look too deeply into his makeup. He is, in fact, a “red diaper baby,” who grew up in a  family sympathetic to the members and ideologies of the Communist Party USA. Since he was abandoned by his Kenyan father (himself a socialist), Obama’s mother became the most important influence in his early life. According to Obama, she was “the dominant figure in my formative years .... The values she taught me continue to be my touchstone when it comes to how I go about the world of politics.”3 His mother, Stanley Ann Dunham, was also a radical leftist, cultural Marxist, feminist, atheist (or, as Obama himself described her “a lonely witness for secular humanism, a soldier for New Deal, Peace Corps, position-paper liberalism”), and a committed believer in multiculturalism.4 And it is hard to escape the suspicion that her marriages as a white woman from Kansas to a Kenyan man and an Indonesian man were ways of acting on that ideological belief.

Barack Obama’s father, Barack Hussein Obama Sr., was also an atheist, who left his rural village and his Muslim family in Kenya to study economics abroad. On a scholarship, he became the first African student to attend the University of Hawaii at Manoa. It was there, in a Russian language class, that he met 18-year old Ann Dunham. Two fellow Marxists, one white and one black, came together, dated, and married in early 1961. Barack Obama Jr. was born six months later.

Barack Obama Sr. and Ann Dunham divorced after he left the islands to pursue higher education at Harvard University. When she remarried, it was to an Indonesian named Lolo Soetoro whom she met at the East-West Center in Honolulu, a congressionally established organization designed to foster better relations between the peoples of the United States, Asia, and the Pacific. Soon after their marriage, Lolo and Ann Soetoro moved the family to Jakarta, Indonesia, where young Barack lived for the next four years. Changing his name to “Barry Soetoro,” Obama first attended a Muslim school (his stepfather was a non-practicing Muslim) and then a Catholic school (where records show him enrolled as a Muslim). His mother not only strove to instill in young Barry the values  of multiculturalism (which proclaims, in theory, that no culture is better than any other; and, in practice, teaches that other cultures are better than Western culture), but also to convince the half white, half black Barry that he was in fact black. She immersed him in the speeches of Martin Luther King and the recordings of Mahalia Jackson. Affirming Barry’s black identity was a further way for Ann Dunham to put her son on the side of the “oppressed,” to affirm her preference for the “other” (in the language of academic progressives), and to make him part of the great, ever-expanding civil rights crusade that so roiled liberalism in the 1960s and 1970s.

In 1971, Obama’s mother sent young Barack back to Hawaii to be raised by his white, middle-class, maternal grandparents, Stanley Dunham (more affectionately known as “Gramps”) and Madelyn Dunham (known to the family as “Toot”), and to attend the prestigious Punahou School. Barack Obama’s grandparents raised him in the same ideological atmosphere that shaped his mother. They attended religious services at the leftwing First Unitarian Church of Honolulu, hobnobbed with socialists and Marxists, and introduced young Barry to Stanley’s close friend, the poet, columnist, and avowed Communist Frank Marshall Davis.

In the 1970s, the First Unitarian Church served as safe haven and refuge for Vietnam era draft dodgers and maintained close ties with the extremist anti-war group Students for a Democratic Society (SDS). It was within the SDS organization that Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn, later Hyde Park neighbors of Obama’s, rose to prominence, eventually leaving SDS to form the Weather Underground, a radical terrorist offshoot seeking to use violence to accelerate the hoped-for revolution.

Obama’s mother had attended a church similar to First Unitarian during her formative years as a teenager on Mercer Island in Seattle, Washington. The East Shore Unitarian Church, otherwise known as “The Little Red Church on the Hill,” was a place for debate on controversial political issues, and its president, John Stenhouse, was an admitted member of the Communist Party.

Similarly, Honolulu’s First Unitarian Church is where young Barry Obama attended Sunday school. First Unitarian’s Reverend Mike Young boasted that his church “has always been, and to this day still is, involved in political activism.”5 In this light, it’s not difficult to understand how Barack Obama would feel completely comfortable sitting in the pews at Chicago’s Trinity United Church of Christ with his wife and two small children, listening to the racist, anti-American, anti-Semitic, and Marxist sermons of his pastor Jeremiah Wright years later.

It was also during these formative years that Obama’s grandfather introduced him to Frank Marshall Davis, who quickly became his mentor and advisor. It is probable that Davis became the most significant person in Barack Obama’s life after his mother’s influence in his younger years. Davis was a black man and one that Stanley Dunham, the white paternal figure, felt could connect the young Obama to his race. It was to be, however, the Communist Party’s view of race. Davis was not only a poet and a columnist who wrote for the islands’ Communist newspaper, the Honolulu Record, but a member of the Soviet Union-controlled Communist Party USA. Davis, who had come to Hawaii at the suggestion of his friend and associate actor/singer Paul Robeson, spent at least nineteen years on the FBI’s list of subversives.

In Dreams from My Father, the first of two autobiographies written by Obama (the other being The Audacity of Hope),6 he refers to Davis as “a poet named Frank.” It’s an obvious attempt to obscure his relationship with Davis, but there is no denying that “poet Frank” was in fact Frank Marshall Davis, who was a close friend of his grandfather Stanley Dunham.

In describing his first meeting with Davis at the age of nine or ten, Obama fondly recalls, “By the time I met Frank he must have been pushing eighty, with a big dewlapped face and an ill-kempt gray Afro that made him look like an old, shaggy-maned lion. He would read us poetry whenever we stopped by his house, sharing whiskey with gramps out of an emptied jelly jar.”7


In the course of their get-togethers, Davis cautioned Obama not to “start believing what they tell you about equal opportunity and the American way and all that shit.”8 When Obama sought counsel from his mentor regarding his transition from Punahou School to college, Davis defined higher education as “an advanced degree in compromise” designed to keep African-Americans in their place. In the end, Davis told Obama, “they’ll yank on your chain and let you know that you may be a well-trained, well-paid nigger, but you’re a nigger just the same.”9


And Davis was not shy in writing of his admiration for communism and his disdain for Christianity and white people. Among his many poems are “To the Red Army,” in which he celebrates the Soviet revolution while condemning the “rich industrialists in Washington, D.C., and London,” and “Christ is a Dixie Nigger,” in which he portrays Jesus Christ as just another “New White Hope.”

Obama took Davis’ radical counsel to heart when he attended Occidental College in California. He wrote later:
To avoid being mistaken for a sellout, I chose my friends carefully. The more politically active black students. The foreign students. The Chicanos. The Marxist professors and structural feminists and punk-rock performance poets. We smoked cigarettes and wore leather jackets. At night, in the dorms, we discussed neocolonialism, Franz Fanon, Eurocentrism, and patriarchy. When we ground out our cigarettes in the hallway carpet or set our stereos so loud that the walls began to shake, we were resisting bourgeois society’s stifling constraints. We weren’t indifferent or careless or insecure. We were alienated.10






We also know for a fact that as he grew older, Obama became an apostle of leftwing activist Saul Alinsky, author of two books—Reveille for Radicals, published in 1946, and Rules for Radicals  (originally titled Rules for Revolution), published in 1969 for the  Machiavellians of the Left. Symbolic of the way he and fellow radicals view America and Christianity, Alinsky dedicated his seminal piece on revolution in America to the “first radical known to man who rebelled against the establishment and did it so effectively that he at least won his own kingdom—Lucifer.”11


Alinsky was born in Chicago in 1909 and died in California in 1972, well before Obama’s ascension to the political stage. But no understanding of Obama’s approach to America’s military and our national security issues is possible without considering his appreciation for, and affiliation with, the radical teachings of Alinsky. A product of the Chicago streets like so many of Obama’s associates, Alinsky—who has inspired many leftwing politicians, including Hillary Clinton—is the original grassroots “community organizer,” who dedicated his entire life to destroying America, a country he considered oppressive and unjust and worth “burning.”12


“The Revolutionary force today has two targets, moral as well as material,” writes Alinsky in the prologue to Rules for Radicals. “Its young protagonists are one moment reminiscent of the idealistic early Christians, yet they also urge violence and cry, ‘Burn the system down!’ They have no illusions about the system, but plenty of illusions about the way to change our world.”13


Unlike Hillary Clinton, Barack Obama never actually met Saul Alinsky, but after his graduation from Columbia University, the 24-year-old Obama went to work on Chicago’s South Side to organize residents while “learning and applying Alinsky’s philosophy of street-level democracy.”14 In 1985, Obama became the Director for the Developing Communities Project, and he taught workshops on the Alinsky method which were, in effect, courses in leftism, anti-capitalist agitation, and polarization. As Alinsky wrote in Rules for Radicals, “From the moment an organizer enters a community, he lives, dreams, eats, breathes, sleeps only one thing, and that is to build the mass power base of what he calls the army.”15


For Saul Alinsky, “organizing” was the means to, and a smoke screen for, “revolution.” In this way deception is absolutely vital to  the Alinsky method, and may be the single most important aspect of his theory. Barack Obama took notes and learned well. Throughout his political career, it appears that Obama’s “moderation” has always been a tactic to make his radicalism more acceptable to voters—a tactic that comes straight out of the Alinsky playbook.

So, too, has been Obama’ presidency, where he has used the Alinsky philosophy and tactics to achieve goals that even Alinsky himself might not have thought easily done: such as nationalizing entire industries or taking over America’s armed forces and treating them as an institution where, as commander in chief, he can enforce radical social policies in the name of “fairness.” As Richard Poe writes, “Alinsky viewed revolution as a slow, patient process. The trick was to penetrate existing institutions such as churches, unions and political parties.” And that’s precisely what Obama and his administration are undertaking with amazing effectiveness.16


Immediately after the Democratic National Convention in August 2008, Saul Alinsky’s son, L. David Alinsky, wrote a letter to the editor of the Boston Globe trumpeting his father’s impact on the soon-to-be president of the United States. “Barack Obama’s training in Chicago by the great community organizers is showing its effectiveness,” wrote Alinsky’s son. “When executed meticulously and thoughtfully, it is a powerful strategy for initiating change and making it really happen. Obama learned his lesson well. I am proud to see that my father’s model for organizing is being applied successfully beyond local community organizing to affect the Democratic campaign in 2008. It is a fine tribute to Saul Alinsky.”  17


Much like my former boss, President Clinton, Obama has also surrounded himself with people proud of their animus towards all things military. In fact, in many cases, the names and the faces are the same. Just as Clinton reached out to retreads of the Carter administration to form his staff and advisors, so Obama has enlisted the services of many of the same people I worked with at the Clinton White House.

Instead of “change you can believe in,” the mantra of his candidacy, Barack Obama represents a return to the Clinton years, but with a much more radical bent and with a power undreamt of even by the Clintons. Among the carryovers from the Clinton era are Hillary Clinton (secretary of state), John Podesta (Clinton White House chief of staff and key principal on Obama’s transition team), Rahm Emanuel (senior advisor to President Clinton and now chief of staff to President Obama), Erskine Bowles (former Clinton White House chief of staff and now co-chair of Obama’s fiscal commission), Eric Holder (deputy attorney general under Janet Reno in the Clinton administration, now Obama’s attorney general), Susan Rice (foreign policy advisor to President Clinton, now America’s Ambassador to the United Nations), and Elena Kagan (associate White House counsel and advisor to Clinton and now an Obama-appointed Supreme Court justice).

But such continuity shouldn’t lead to complacent thoughts that Obama can’t be that radical with so many staffers who have served in the White House before. That’s only to underestimate how radical the Clinton administration would have been had it not lost control of Congress in 1994. It’s also to fail to recognize that Barack Obama’s own political background is far to the left of Bill Clinton’s. Clinton did not have close advisors the likes of Van Jones, Obama’s former “Green czar,” who became a Communist while serving time in prison, and who was a “9/11 Truther,” supporting the idea that the 9/11 terror attacks might have been foisted by President George W. Bush.

Many of Obama’s associates are far more radical than the Bill Clinton wing of the Democrat Party. Clinton’s appointees might have had similar radical political inclinations, but they were restrained by Clinton being a Southern Democrat who had a little caution in his bones, coming from a conservative part of the country. And, in the end, the bottom line for Clinton was popularity, which was another restraining check on his liberalism. Being the “rock star president” was more important than liberal policies and ideas.

Obama has no such restraints, freeing his advisors to go farther along the leftist path. Like Clinton, he has Baby Boomer narcissistic instincts, but his ideological goals and methods come directly from Alinsky: replacing the existing free-market republic with his own view of a radical, socialist utopia. Obama’s judgment and character, proclivities and beliefs are reflected in the people he chooses to associate with—people like unrepentant former terrorists Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn, anti-Semitic and pro-Palestinian professor Rashid Khalidi, Black Liberation theologian Jeremiah Wright, and Code Pink founder Jodie Evans.

When his relationship to Bill Ayers came to light during a Democratic primary debate in 2008, Obama attempted to spin it as a casual association with neighbors. “This is a guy who lives in my neighborhood, who is a professor of English in Chicago, who I know, and who I have not received some official endorsement from. He is not somebody who I exchange ideas from on a regular basis.”18 In reality, the relationship between Barack Obama, Bill Ayers, and Ayers’ wife Bernardine Dohrn is intimate, longstanding, and representative of their shared view of the world. They are members of the same ideological team.

It was in the living room of Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn in the fall of 1995 that Barack Obama began his career in politics. That night, Ayers and Dohrn sponsored a reception and fundraiser that became Obama’s political “coming out” party and the launch pad for his Illinois state senate campaign. In the home of Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn, Democrat State Senator Alice Palmer announced that she would be leaving her state senate seat to run for a United States congressional seat and was recommending Barack Obama to be her successor. Who is Alice Palmer? Ten years prior to the reception at the Ayers/Dohrn residence, Palmer was an official for the Communist front group U.S. Peace Council, an affiliate of the then-Soviet controlled World Peace Council. Both of these organizations were, at the time, working steadfastly to undermine  the U.S. military buildup that ultimately felled the Soviet Union and the Iron Curtain.

It was in the home of Ayers and Dohrn that Barack Obama graduated from civil rights attorney, law professor, and community organizer to politician. But Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn are more than just Obama’s Hyde Park neighbors with mutual political views who lived three blocks away. There is evidence, in fact, that Ayers helped Obama write much, if not all, of his autobiography,  Dreams from My Father, which was originally published in June 1995, just a few months before Ayers’ and Dohrn’s endorsement of Obama’s state senate candidacy. Much has been written about this, and while nothing can be proven definitively, it is certainly true that Obama had previously shown little literary talent, and the book had had a troubled history with Obama apparently unable to deliver the manuscript until suddenly the literary dam burst—or Ayers stepped in to the rescue.19 Nor is Ayers, as Chicago mayor Richard Daley characterized, just a “distinguished professor of education” and “a valued member of the Chicago community.”20  Ayers and Dohrn are unrepentant terrorists who spent years trying to overthrow the United States government: first, as the leaders of the Weather Underground, and now, as well-funded leftist activists with senior academic positions and political leverage.

The Weather Underground was a revolutionary sect of the Students for a Democratic Society which, after an internecine war, split from the SDS in 1969 in search of more violent means. Their founding document called for a “white fighting force” to work with black nationalist organizations such as the Black Liberation Movement to form “an American Red Army” with the unified goals of destroying American “imperialism” and achieving a Communist revolution.

Under the leadership of Ayers and Dohrn, the Weather Underground declared war on “AmeriKKKa” (always with capitalized “KKK”) and carried out at least thirty bombings from 1969 to  1975, targeting, among other locations, the U.S. Capitol, the Pentagon, the State Department, the National Guard offices in Washington, D.C., the New York City police headquarters, courthouses, and banks.

In 1969, shortly after the “Days of Rage” riot in Chicago, a coordinated effort on behalf of the SDS and the Weathermen which injured twenty-eight policemen, Ayers and Dohrn were personally involved in the bombing of a San Francisco police station, killing one officer, Brian V. McDonnell, and injuring two others. In 1970, three members of Ayers’ and Dohrn’s terror cell, including Ayers’ then-girlfriend Diana Oughton, blew themselves up in a Greenwich Village safe house as they were assembling a bomb they planned to detonate at a U.S. Army social dance at Fort Dix, New Jersey. The bomb that exploded prematurely was composed of dynamite wrapped with roofing nails and was designed to maximize the casualties among the Army soldiers and their dates at the dance.

In 2001, Ayers released a book entitled Fugitive Days, detailing his years as a radical on the run from justice, which tellingly featured a supportive blurb from his friend Barack Obama. In his memoirs, Ayers described his radical glee as he bombed the Pentagon in May 1972: “Everything was absolutely ideal.... The sky was blue. The birds were singing. And the bastards were finally going to get what was coming to them.”21


In an interview for the New York Times following the release of his book (ironically appearing on September 11, 2001, as other terrorists attacked America), Ayers said, “I don’t regret setting bombs. I feel we didn’t do enough.” When reflecting on whether or not he would use bombs against the United States in the future, Ayers wrote, “I can’t imagine entirely dismissing the possibility.”22 Only five days after the 9/11 attacks, with the nation in deep grief, the  New York Times again featured a fawning profile of Ayers in which he said of the United States, “What a country. It makes me want to puke,”23 a more graphic version of the sentiment Michelle Obama gave during a speech on the campaign trail in February 2008:  “For the first time in my adult lifetime, I am really proud of my country, and not just because Barack has done well, but because I think people are hungry for change.”24 Ayers and Michelle Obama apparently agree that America was not a very nice place until Barack Obama became a presidential contender, and the bringer of hope and change.

Ayers’ wife and former Weathermen comrade Bernardine Dohrn spent time on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted List and was named by the FBI’s J. Edgar Hoover as “the most dangerous woman in America—La Pasionara of the lunatic left.”25 She was also a fan of Charles Manson. In a 1969 meeting in Flint, Michigan, that the Weather Underground dubbed the “War Council,” Dohrn celebrated the Charles Manson Family’s gruesome Hollywood murder of pregnant actress Sharon Tate, a Folgers Coffee heiress, and others by holding her fingers as if to simulate a fork and said, “Dig it. First they killed those pigs, then they ate dinner in the same room with them.” And, referring to the unborn infant in the pregnant stomach of Sharon Tate, she said “They even shoved a fork into the victim’s stomach! Wild!”26


During the Vietnam War, with American servicemen fighting and dying in Southeast Asia, Dohrn made visits to Fidel Castro’s Cuba and Soviet-controlled Budapest, Hungary, to meet with North Vietnamese and Viet Cong representatives to discuss strategies for America’s defeat. During her visit to Budapest, a member of the North Vietnamese delegation presented her with a ring crafted from the remains of a U.S. jet shot down over North Vietnam. Bill Ayers received a similar ring while meeting with an enemy delegation in Toronto, Canada, which so touched him that he “left the room to cry.” “I realized ... America was an evil ... and that I was ... living inside the belly of the beast,” claimed Ayers.27


After the failed bombing of the Fort Dix Army dance, Ayers and Dohrn went underground for the remainder of the 1970s and, with the help of sympathetic fellow travelers and associates, successfully evaded capture by the FBI. When, in 1980, they determined that the  political environment was right—during the Carter administration, after liberal Democrat senator Frank Church had successfully led the charge to eviscerate the FBI’s ability to gather intelligence on domestic terrorists, and the administration had prosecuted agents who had neutralized terror groups like the Weathermen—they surfaced, surrendered to law enforcement authorities, and were set free. As a result of their successful evasion of justice, Ayers smugly proclaimed, “Guilty as hell. Free as a bird. Ain’t America great?”28


These impenitent terrorists, once free, quickly rose in the ranks of Chicago politics and academia, Ayers taking a job in education and Dohrn working for the prestigious Chicago law firm of Sidley Austin. It was during her employment at the law firm that Dohrn first met and worked with Michelle Obama. Ayers and Dohrn have since raised three children: Malik (the Muslim name for Malcolm X), Zayd (who is named for Zayd Shakur, a Black Panther who was killed in a shoot-out with New Jersey State Troopers), and Chesa Boudin (whose natural parents Kathy Boudin and David Gilbert were serving lengthy prison sentences for their involvement in the murders of two police officers and a Brinks guard during a holdup).

In pure Alinsky fashion, Ayers and Dohrn are today continuing their work for revolution from within the system. Ayers is a Senior University Scholar at the University of Illinois, Chicago, teaching the teachers who are educating America’s children, and is vice-president for curriculum for the 25,000-strong American Educational Research Association. Bernardine Dohrn is an Associate Professor of Law at Northwestern University and Director for the Children and Family Justice Center.

But Barack Obama’s association with Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn is not confined to their support for his Illinois state campaign and associated fundraising efforts, nor is Ayers just “a guy” who lives in Obama’s neighborhood and possibly helped him write a book. In 1995, the same year as the fundraiser at the home of Ayers and Dohrn, Barack Obama, a young lawyer working for a  second-tier law firm, was appointed as the first chairman for the Chicago Annenberg Challenge (CAC), a radical “school reform organization” founded by Bill Ayers. Between 1995 and 1999, Obama and Ayers—often sitting at the same table for board meetings—distributed $110 million to a variety of leftist educational organizations. Among the funds handed out were $600,000 to another organization founded by Ayers, the Small Schools Workshop, run by Mike Klonsky, a Communist activist, a leader of the Marxist-Leninist Communist Party, an SDS associate of Ayers and Dohrn, and an official blogger for the Barack Obama campaign website.

Among other groups receiving funding from the CAC were ACORN (the Association of Community Organizations for Reform Now, a radical activist group that Obama once represented as an attorney), the Arab American Action Network (an anti-Israel, pro-illegal immigration group founded by fellow Hyde Park neighbor and Columbia University professor Rashid Khalidi, which argues that the creation of Israel was a “catastrophe” for the Arab world),29 Bernardine Dohrn’s Children and Family Justice Center, and Jeremiah Wright’s Trinity United Church.

The Obama-Khalidi connection is also illustrative of the circles Barack Obama and his wife Michelle frequent. They were often guests at the home of Khalidi and his wife Mona, a former PLO translator. “Khalidi and Obama lived in nearby faculty residential zones and the two families dined together a number of times,” recalled a source on the University of Chicago faculty. “The Obamas even babysat the Khalidi children.” In 2003, the Obamas, Ayers, and Dohrn attended a farewell party for the Khalidis, after Rashid Kalidi accepted a position at Columbia University. Khalidi, like Ayers and Dohrn, hosted a fundraiser for Barack Obama in his home.

Obama and Ayers were also paid board members from 1999 to 2002 of the Woods Fund, a Chicago-based nonprofit foundation. Here, too, they directed money to Rashid Khalidi’s Arab American  Action Network and Bernardine Dohrn’s Children and Family Justice Center.

Part of this cozy, radical, self-enriching circle was the Reverend Jeremiah Wright, the black liberation theologian of breathtakingly extreme views whom Obama took on as his spiritual advisor.

For almost twenty years, Barack and Michelle Obama attended services at Chicago’s Trinity United Church of Christ. For almost twenty years, Barack and Michelle Obama sat comfortably in the pews of Trinity United, not only listening to the Marxist, racist, and hate-mongering sermons of Jeremiah Wright, but also contributing tens of thousands of their own dollars to the church. Perhaps more telling, and I say this as a Christian husband and father who understands the significance, the Obamas were not only married in the Trinity United Church by the Reverend Jeremiah Wright, but also chose him to baptize their daughters. Most significant of all, this is the church where Barack Obama has claimed that he affirmed his Christian faith and “committed to Christ.”30


Just as with his friendships with Ayers and Dohrn, however, Barack Obama was quick to throw the Reverend Wright under the bus when their relationship was held to the light of day and threatened to derail his presidential campaign. His pastor was no longer an asset—as he had been in Chicago politics, where he gave Obama “street cred” with black voters and the Left—but a liability. Only then did Barack Obama claim he wasn’t aware of Wright’s comments and hadn’t attended the church regularly. “He’s never been my political advisor; he’s been my pastor,” Obama said. He also stated, “I don’t think my church is actually particularly controversial,” downplaying the extremist views of Jeremiah Wright as if they were just the goofy mutterings of “an old uncle.”31


But Barack Obama didn’t drive past hundreds of churches from his home in Hyde Park to Trinity United located in the rough neighborhood of Chicago’s South Side and sit there for almost twenty years by happenstance. He chose the church and he chose the  pastor, and the Reverend Jeremiah Wright represents another in the long line of openly radical friends and associates Barack Obama has chosen to get close to. Wright is not an incidental figure in Obama’s life, he is a principal, and Obama is Wright’s top acolyte.

Jeremiah Wright is a believer in, and proponent of, Black Liberation theology, which is basically Marxism cloaked in Christianity. As explained at DiscoverTheNetworks.org, black liberation theology “teaches that the New Testament gospels can be understood only as calls for social activism, class struggle, and revolution aimed at overturning the existing capitalist order and installing in its stead a socialist utopia where today’s poor will unseat their ‘oppressors. ’”32 “If you want to understand where Barack gets his feelings and rhetoric from,” says the Reverend Jim Wallis, the spiritual advisor for many on the Left, “just look at Jeremiah Wright.33


Precisely. In fact, the title of Obama’s second autobiography and the theme of his keynote address at the Democratic National Convention in 2004, The Audacity of Hope, comes from one of Wright’s sermons, “The Audacity to Hope.” Obama’s other book,  Dreams from My Father, includes an entire chapter on Trinity United Church.

In an interview with the Chicago Sun-Times columnist Cathleen Falsani in 2004, Obama boasted of his friendship with, and admiration for, the Reverend Wright.

“Do you still attend Trinity?” asked Falsani.

“Yep. Every week. 11 o’clock service. Ever been there? Good service. I actually wrote a book called ‘Dreams from My Father,’ it’s kind of a meditation on race. There’s a whole chapter on the church in that, and my first visits to Trinity,” said Obama.

“Do you have people in your life that you look to for guidance?” Falsani questioned further.

“Well, my pastor (the Reverend Jeremiah Wright) is certainly someone who I have an enormous amount of respect for,” replied Obama.34


Here are a few of the radical, racist, and anti-American ideas and admonitions that Barack and Michelle Obama, and their children, would have heard from the pews at Trinity United.

In the sermon Wright gave following the attacks of 9/11, as rescue workers were pulling charred bodies from the World Trade Center wreckage and smoke continued to rise above the skyline of New York City, Wright proclaimed:
America’s chickens are coming home to roost!...We took Africans from their country to build our way of ease and kept them enslaved and living in fear. Terrorism! ... We bombed [Libyan leader Muammar] Qadhafi’s home and killed his child ... we nuked far more than the thousands in New York and the Pentagon, and we never batted an eye! ... We have supported terrorism against the Palestinians ... and now we are indignant, because the stuff we have done overseas has now been brought back into our own front yards! America’s chickens are coming home to roost!35






What makes this most alarming is that Wright delivered this sermon only five days after the attacks—and from his hotel room window in Newark, New Jersey, he had personally witnessed the second plane crashing into the World Trade Center. When his country was attacked in front of his own eyes, when his fellow Americans were killed, when almost all Americans across the country were united in grief and patriotism, the Reverend Wright, Barack Obama’s pastor and friend, took to his pulpit and condemned America and said that the “chickens are coming home to roost.”

In a sermon he delivered in 2003, Wright shouted,
The government gives [black people] the drugs, builds bigger prisons, passes a three-strike law and then wants us to sing “God Bless America.” No, no, no. Not God bless America,  God damn America! It’s in the Bible for killing innocent people. God damn America for treating us citizens as less than human. God damn America as long as she tries to act like she is God and she is supreme!”36






In a sermon he delivered at Howard University in January 2006, Wright made the following points:37 1. There are more black men in prison than there are in college in America;

2. Racism is how America was founded and how America is still run;

3. America is the number one killer in the world;

4. America put Nelson Mandela in prison and supported apartheid for twenty-seven years. Americans believe in white supremacy and black inferiority, and they believe in white supremacy more than they believe in God;

5. America shamelessly supports Zionism while ignoring the Palestinians;

6. America is conducting radiation experiments against its own people and cares nothing about human life if the ends justify the means;

7. America doesn’t care if poor black and brown children cannot read and kill each other senselessly;

8. America started the AIDS virus. And now that it is out of control, America still puts more money into the military than into medicine, more money into hate than into humanitarian concerns;

9. America is only able to maintain its standard of living by making sure that Third World people live in grinding poverty;

10. America is comprised of selfish, self-centered egotists who are arrogant and ignorant and fail to make the kingdom that Jesus talks about a reality.



This is the pastor whose church Barack Obama chose to attend; this is the pastor he chose to conduct his marriage ceremony and baptize his children; this is the church where he became a born-again Christian. During the 2008 presidential campaign, Wright was shunted aside as an irrelevant sideshow; the liberal media prefer to ignore religion anyway, unless it comes to exposing a scandal in the Catholic Church or a conservative Protestant congregation. But to ignore the rantings of the Reverend Wright is to ignore a clear link to the inner radicalism of Barack Obama that tells us much about his instincts, his prejudices, and his core beliefs. He might never let himself go as far as Wright, he might discount some of Wright’s loonier theories, but it is beyond belief that Barack Obama associated himself with Wright and his church, as he did by choice for twenty years, without sharing affinities with the pastor and his message.

If Wright seems a crazed, racist, Afro-centric anti-American, if Ayers and Dohrn are reformed terrorists turned mere radicals comfortably ensconced in academia, the law, and the self-serving world of the Chicago Left, Jodie Evans, an Obama fundraiser and the co-founder of the extremist anti-military organization Code Pink, shows how Obama is happy to rake in the money from a woman and an organization directly linked to America’s enemies.

Don’t know her? President Obama does ... and you need to as well.

Well known in California’s progressive Democrat social circles, Evans is a former political appointee who worked for Jerry Brown when he was the governor of California and managed his failed presidential run in 1992.

Barack Obama’s first major event after announcing his long-shot run for the presidency in February 2007 was a Hollywood fundraiser co-hosted by Evans. Just as the radicals Bill Ayers and Bernardine Dohrn launched Obama’s political coming out parties at their Hyde Park home in 1996, Evans introduced Obama to  Hollywood and California, and elevated him into the national spotlight as a viable contender.

Along with her partner and ex-husband, financier Max Palevsky, and Dreamworks braintrust Steven Spielberg, David Geffen, and Jeffry Katzenberg, Evans successfully pulled together the rich and the radical in Los Angeles to support the emerging wunderkind. The event was a breakthrough success. It provided the liftoff Obama needed to make his way to winning the Democratic nomination and eventual election to 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue.

But Evans is not just a skilled fundraiser with big time connections in the entertainment industry. She is a radical leftwing activist devoted to gutting our military and supporting our nation’s enemies.

Along with fellow revolutionary extremists Medea Benjamin, Diane Wilson, and a “dirt loving” Wiccan activist who refers to herself only as Starhawk, Evans founded Code Pink for Peace as a “grassroots peace and social justice movement” in November 2002.38 In reality, Evans and the members of the Santa Monica, California-based Code Pink are anything but pacifists.

Since 9/11, Evans and her cohorts have set their sights squarely on demoralizing the U.S. military and damaging America’s war against Islamist terrorism. They’ve been at the forefront of an antiwar effort seeking to systematically undermine America’s military and bring about defeat for American troops in Iraq and Afghanistan. Along the way, they’ve ruthlessly attacked our soldiers and their families on the home front, demeaned and undermined their noble and brave efforts abroad, and sided with terrorists and state sponsors of terror around the globe.

Just a few weeks prior to her Hollywood shindig for Obama, for example, Evans and her Code Pink sisters were in Havana conspiring with Fidel Castro and his government by seeking ways to put pressure on the Bush administration to release the terrorists detained at Guantanamo Bay.

In addition to Cuba’s Castro, Code Pink’s “evil dictator outreach” includes collaborating with Iraq’s Saddam Hussein, Iran’s Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, Syria’s Bashar Assad, Venezuela’s Hugo Chavez, Nicaragua’s Daniel Ortega, and Bolivia’s Evo Morales. After a personal meeting with Ahmadinejad in New York, Evans praised the Iranian ruler as being “really about peace and human rights and respecting justice.”39 This is the same Ahmadinejad who is pursuing nuclear weapons in defiance of the United Nations, who looks forward to armed conflict that will usher in the Muslim version of Armageddon, and who has made it clear that he would like to see Israel removed from the map. In 2006, Evans met with Venezuela’s Chavez and declared him a “sweetheart.”40 This is the same Chavez who has been closing down opposition media, removing all obstacles to his dictatorial power, and whom even liberal Democrat House Speaker Nancy Pelosi has called “an everyday thug.”41


Evans doesn’t draw the line at snuggling up to some of the world’s vilest dictators and despots. She’s also forged close relationships with, and done the propaganda bidding of, murderous terror groups Hamas, Hezbollah, the Taliban, the Sunni insurgents in Iraq, and—the patriarch of all radical Islamic terror organizations—the Muslim Brotherhood. The Muslim Brotherhood is the world’s largest Islamic promoter of jihad, inspiring, among other Islamic terrorist leaders, Osama bin Laden’s deputy, Ayman al-Zawahiri, the chief strategist of al Qaeda’s war with the United States and the West.

Code Pink’s official website invites the Muslim Brotherhood to “join us in cleansing our country.” A banner advertisement on the site titled “Arrest the War Criminals” links to another page on the Code Pink site that calls for the kidnapping of former President George W. Bush and his wife Laura.42


Let’s be clear here: this is an American citizen who, as the head of an international antiwar organization, is attempting to rally  America’s enemies. There is a word for that: some might call it treason.

That hasn’t deterred President Barack Obama. Rather than distance himself from Evans and Code Pink, he has embraced her support. He even appointed Evans to be a key “bundler” for his Obama for America and Obama Victory Fund, where she collected more than $50,000 in donations for the future president. “Bundling” is collecting individual political contributions into a big donation, and Evans does it well. She and her son also contributed money of their own, each giving the maximum individual amount of $2,300 to presidential candidate Obama, and she ranked among the top 500 of Obama’s campaign underwriters.

The Obama campaign must have been well aware of Evans’ past, because the anti-American efforts of Evans and Code Pink are legion. Here are just a few:

In February 2003, with American troops massing for the imminent invasion of Iraq, Evans’ Code “Pinkos” traveled to Baghdad to meet with Saddam Hussein’s government in a transparent attempt to try to gain international support for the Iraqi dictator.

In July 2003, with American men and women fighting and dying to liberate Iraq, Evans joined the Advisory Board for the Iraq Occupation Watch (IOW). Fellow Code Pink-founder Medea Benjamin and long-time radical socialist, homosexual rights advocate, and pro-Castro activist Leslie Cagan traveled to Baghdad to establish the IOW.

The charter of the IOW, according to the watchdog website DiscoverTheNetworks.org, was to “(a) undermine the Bush administration’s reconstruction efforts in Iraq through propaganda and dissimulation in the American media; (b) demoralize U.S. troops by relaying tales of wavering public support; and (c) encourage widespread desertion by ‘conscientious objectors.’”43


Simultaneously, Evans and her colleagues smeared U.S. troops and their mission with fabricated stories of atrocities and alleged  war crimes. In an interview with a publication produced by the Revolutionary Communist Party USA, Evans claimed that American soldiers were wantonly slaughtering Iraqi women and children, and that “they couldn’t give a shit about an Iraqi life.”44 Another IOW Advisory Board member, Tariq Ali, called for the murder of U.S. troops in Iraq.45


Evans’ confessed intent was to demoralize our troops and significantly undercut the war effort. As Evans explained, “As an antiwar activist, one of the things you try to do is you try to find the pillars that keep us at war and try to undermine those pillars. And one of the things: You can’t go to war if you don’t have soldiers.”46  Her role model might have been her close friend Jane Fonda, who had famously defied U.S. law when she visited Communist North Vietnam in 1972 and encouraged American troops to desert. Fonda recorded several radio broadcasts for Hanoi and posed for photos that show her smiling as she pretends to shoot down America’s military aircraft. But not even the traitorous Hanoi Jane physically approached American soldiers at war and attempted to facilitate their desertion.

Evans and her associates also delivered more than $600,000 in cash and “humanitarian aid” to the insurgents fighting and killing U.S. Marines and soldiers engaged in bloody house-to-house combat in Fallujah in December 2004. In a press conference celebrating her organization’s support for the enemy, Code Pink co-founder Medea Benjamin chortled, “I don’t know of any other case in history in which the parents of fallen soldiers collected medicine for the ‘other side.’”47


Perhaps even worse, according to the online publication Islamonline  , Evans’ entourage received logistical support from elected American politicians. In order to successfully deliver aid and comfort to America’s enemy, the women of Code Pink carried letters of support and diplomatic courtesy from Democrat Senator Barbara Boxer of California and Democrat Congressmen Henry Waxman of California, Dennis Kucinich of Ohio, and Raul Grijalva of Arizona.48 


The delegation delivering goods to support terrorists killing America’s troops also included Hany Khalil, a national organizer for Cagan’s international leftist organization United for Peace and Justice, which was a sponsor of Code Pink’s trip to Iraq, as were Global Exchange, the Middle East Children’s Alliance, Physicians for Social Responsibility, Peace Action, and Voices in the Wilderness,  49 all of which are hard-line radical leftist organizations. The founder of the Middle East Children’s Alliance, for instance, “is allied with the Worker’s World Party, a Marxist-Leninist sect aligned with Communist North Korea.”50


Evans traveled to Istanbul, Turkey, in June 2005, where she participated in mock “war crimes” trials against the United States, signed a joint declaration backing the Iraqi insurgency, and said, “We must begin by really standing with the Iraqi people and defending their right to resist,” said Evans. “The Iraqi people are fighting for their country, to protect their families and to preserve all they love. They are fighting for their lives, and we are fighting for lies.”51


A year after she’d helped aid and abet the terrorists in Iraq, Evans and Code Pink again met with America’s enemy, a group of pro-insurgency Iraqi parliamentarians in Jordan. The terrorist-supporting politicians appealed to the “Pinkos” to seek recognition for the so-called Iraqi resistance. Evans and Code Pink also visited Damascus, Syria. Later that summer, Code Pink went from Syria to Lebanon to provide moral support and offer a propaganda voice for Hezbollah as it rained thousands of rockets on innocent Israeli citizens.
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
