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About 2,500 years ago in the northeast of India, a great sage was born. People called him “Buddha,” which meant “the enlightened one.”


Buddha’s father, Sudhodhana, was the maharajah or chieftain of the Sakyu tribe. The Sakyus lived in a region called Kapilavastu, which is now part of southern Nepal. The city of Kapilavastu was built high on top of a mountain. From a distance, it looked as if it were floating among the clouds.
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
