Wow, that’s a whole lot of government types to choose from! How on earth can a society pick the right one?
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Luckily, you don’t have to decide, because God handed down to us His chosen form of government: DEMOCRACY. Back in the late 1700s, George Washington went out into the woods to pray, not knowing which form of government the Lord wanted him to use for his friggin’ awesome new country, America.


According to historical fact, a bald eagle descended from the heavens and handed Washington a set of golden plates containing only the word DEMOCRACY, and an all-new, never-before-seen government system was born.
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How does democracy work, exactly? Let’s look at this simple before-and-after illustration to help us understand:
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As you can see, democracy allows everyone to have a voice. There’s no way you can complain about people taking your money and violating your rights now, because everything has been approved democratically. We vote on stuff, so everyone gets a say. If you get overruled, well, you should have voted harder. You agreed to all this stuff when you kinda-sorta-but-not-really signed the social contract that you didn’t actually sign when you were born.



OUR AMERICAN DEMOCRACY



OK, so technically, we have a constitutional republic, which is slightly different from a democracy. But no one really cares about the Constitution anymore, and the word “republic” reminds us of Republicans, so we’re going to stick with “democracy” as shorthand for the system of government we’re under.


No matter what you call it, though, it’s important to understand how our government works so you can be a productive member of society. Let’s start with the branches of government and how they work. We’ll dig into this in more detail later, but this will give you the gist.


The branches of government are as follows:


BRANCHES OF AMERICAN DEMOCRACY
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Legislative Branch


Supposed to create the laws. Mostly they just vote themselves pay raises, though.
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Executive Branch


Enforces the laws. And, let’s be honest, also creates the laws.
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Judicial Branch


Reviews the laws. And, let’s be honest, also creates the laws.
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Corporate Branch


Writes the laws and hands them off to Congress for a quick sign-off.
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News Media Branch


Spreads propaganda about how good the laws are.
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Big Pharma Branch


Vaccinates the populace whether they want it or not.
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Big Tech Branch


Censors and manipulates information so every election will have the correct outcome. Also makes cool food-delivery apps.
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Globalist Lizard People Branch


The ones who are really in charge.
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Michelle Branch


You’re eeeeeeeeverywheeeeeere to herrrrrr!
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Unelected Bureaucracies Branch


This branch of government is full of agencies no one asked for or needed, but once they get created, they never go away.


Each one of these branches plays an extremely important role in our American democracy. We’ll unpack these in future chapters, but for now, just know that every branch of government is sacred and worthy of your respect.


PARTICIPATING IN DEMOCRACY: YOUR SOLEMN DUTY



OK, now you’ve got the basics down of how this whole thing works. Much of this book is going to be dedicated to teaching you how to actually participate in democracy, so you can’t complain when things don’t go your way.


Which brings us to the centerpiece of democracy: elections.
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Elections are the process whereby we get to choose our representatives and leaders for the next few years. In a good democracy, elections are fair and free, with every eligible citizen getting to cast a vote. This is the most important way to participate in society: by voting that your will be imposed on everyone else.


The best part about voting is that you get a cool “I Voted” sticker, so you can show everyone how good a person you are.


Don’t have an “I Voted” sticker? Did you not vote but still want everyone to think you’re a good person? Cut out this one and affix it to your shirt using Gorilla Glue, duct tape, or your favorite stapler:
