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Preface

The name on the cover of this book says Danielle Kelly, but I bet a lot of you know me as The Dapper Danielle from social media. My lifelong passion for the stories behind the magic of Disney gives me a unique, authentic perspective on EPCOT… and I love sharing this endlessly entertaining information with the world. Before I became The Dapper Danielle and a source of Disney history, theme park information, and storytelling, I was a Disney kid. I grew up spending family vacations going to see “Uncle Mickey” at Disney. When I turned eighteen, I was inspired to begin working for the company.

I have always loved sharing my knowledge about Disney, so as a Cast Member for over nine and a half years, I gravitated toward roles that allowed me to teach and entertain, such as Fairy Godmother at the Bibbidi Bobbidi Boutique and Merchandise Coordinator at Disney Springs. I developed a deep expertise in the individual storytelling that comes with each location and was also able to train other Cast Members.

My journey as a content creator began in early 2020 when COVID-19 shutdowns began. While I was able to visit with family during the lockdown, many of my fellow Cast Members were not as lucky, and they felt lonely, anxious, and afraid. In an attempt to ease the stress and uncertainty of the situation, I downloaded TikTok, primarily to connect with my friends and make goofy little videos to lift everyone’s spirits.

One night during a Zoom party, a friend suggested that I start making videos specifically about my expertise and authentic experiences as a Cast Member. I took that suggestion, and when Disney reopened, I started recording videos in my car late at night after my long shifts. In my videos, I shared guest questions and interactions from the day, fun tidbits about the parks, and positive words of encouragement. Slowly, these videos became informally called “Random Disney things in the middle of the night that you probably don’t care about but I’m gonna tell you anyway.” To my delight and surprise, people actually did care! As the weeks went on, more and more people from all around the world regularly checked out my late-night posts. Several hundred followers turned into several thousand, and then into hundreds of thousands.

I have always wanted to take all my “Random Disney Things” and turn them into a written guide—and that’s what this book is. It’s built from the hundreds of videos that I have posted on my social media, my personal experiences, and my love for finding out more about the most magical place on Earth. I am so excited to be able to tell you more about this place I love and point out my favorite spots along the way. Thanks for taking me with you!

Whether you’ve been to EPCOT a dozen times, are currently at the park, or can’t wait to go someday, I Love EPCOT is a celebration of all the attractions, food, and behind-the-scenes trivia that make the park a true celebration of the world.

From the awe-inspiring appearance of Spaceship Earth and adrenaline rush of Guardians of the Galaxy: Cosmic Rewind, to the flavors of World Showcase and unique festivals year-round, EPCOT is filled with one-of-a-kind experiences. Add a new layer of magic to your favorite park with hundreds of insightful tips, fun facts, and interactive quizzes that let you discover the park’s rich history and hidden secrets.

To understand how incredible the park is, you need to start at the beginning. First, you’ll dive into the remarkable story of the early days of EPCOT—from the park’s opening to the original rides and attractions that are still standing. Then, you can use the map in the front of the book to follow along through each main area of EPCOT, including World Celebration, World Nature, World Discovery, and World Showcase. Each chapter is packed with insider information on key attractions (like rides, landmarks, and activities) and the top foods in that area (such as iconic menu items and popular restaurants). You can use the icons to quickly find specific entries (maybe you’re looking for a place to eat in World Nature), or you might choose to read the book from beginning to end. The entries for each chapter walk you through that land in order, site by site, and make you feel like you’re at the park.

CHAPTER 1 [image: ] Welcome to EPCOT


From the awe-inspiring view of Spaceship Earth and the monorail that passes overhead, to the swelling of musical scores created by award-winning film composers, EPCOT is filled with a sense of discovery and adventure. EPCOT combines the technology of the future with lush gardens, dancing water streams, and flowers in bloom, highlighting the importance of technological progress while living in harmony with nature.

EPCOT’s purpose and mission is to connect people and cultures from around the globe with each other and the world we all share. EPCOT is a theme park with edutainment (a mashup of education and entertainment) at its core and infused, of course, with classic Disney magic.

EPCOT, like its vision for the future, has undergone some of the most dramatic changes of any of the parks in Walt Disney World. In the past ten years, EPCOT has changed the focus of its main areas, while attractions within the park have also been refurbished or changed at the speed of tomorrow—with even more additions and modifications on the horizon.

In this chapter, you’ll explore Walt Disney’s original vision for his “city of tomorrow,” how it changed after his passing, and how it culminated in the grand opening celebration of EPCOT in 1982. You will also look at some of the attractions of EPCOT’s past and present—some of the park’s newest additions have subtle references to many of the original rides and experiences.


EPCOT’S BEGINNINGS

The story of EPCOT begins back in the 1960s. After the success of Disneyland in California and the 1964 World’s Fair, Walt focused his attention on the Florida Project: 27,440 acres of land among the orange groves and swamps of Central Florida. The space that the Disney Company purchased in Central Florida was more than enough to hold all of Walt’s plans for Magic Kingdom and a few resorts.


Walt’s Dream for EPCOT

Beyond these plans, the Florida Project was originally planned to hold a technologically advanced city and planned community that would set a new precedent and standard for cities around America. As Walt said in a video presentation that was sent to interest groups and the media in October 1966, “We call it EPCOT… experimental prototype community of tomorrow.” He went on to explain that his EPCOT was designed to be “like the city of tomorrow ought to be. A city that caters to the people as a service function. It will be a planned, controlled community, a showcase for American industry and research, schools, cultural and educational opportunities.”

Sadly, Walt never saw his ideal city of tomorrow come to life, as he passed away just two months after the video was filmed. His passing brought The Walt Disney Company to a standstill, having lost its inspiration and creative mastermind. Roy Disney, along with his team and the Disney Imagineers, redirected their efforts toward Magic Kingdom and the official opening of Walt Disney World. While the original plans for EPCOT were shelved, they were not forgotten.




A New Chapter for EPCOT

After Magic Kingdom opened in 1971, Disney executives began asking Imagineers, “What’s next?” With vast space still available in Walt Disney World, the creative minds at Disney Imagineering had the opportunity to reimagine plans for a transformed EPCOT. By 1976, Imagineers began the process of dissecting the original plans for EPCOT and deciding what was possible. One thing was for certain: The idea of an all-encompassing city of tomorrow was not feasible. A big part of this had to do with historical events happening outside Walt Disney World. The Disney Company recognized that the 1970s—with geopolitical events such as the Watergate scandal, the Vietnam War, and the oil and energy crisis—was neither the time nor the place to propose a “utopian society” and a planned, controlled community.

Instead, Disney Imagineering reimagined Walt’s dreams for EPCOT into a theme park. The park would be focused on bringing people together through knowledge and creating a space where guests could play and feel like children again while broadening their perspectives about countries and cultures beyond America’s borders.

With the vision for the park in place, two major questions remained: How big would the park be? And who would pay for it? The concept of theme parks was still brand-new in the 1970s. The (at the time) unproven success of theme parks meant that most of the rides, restaurants, and travel services in and around Walt Disney World were heavily sponsored by third-party companies. In exchange for sponsorships, the third-party companies would provide the financial backing for construction. This was, and in some ways still is, a common financial practice with many theme parks and attractions.

Again, the unsettling events of the 1970s caused businesses and corporations to play it safe and limit their investments in sponsorship-type advertising. Disney Imagineers ended up scaling down their ideas into something that was attainable for that investment mindset. The result was something of a smaller World’s Fair located right in the heart of Florida.






BREAKING GROUND ON THE NEW EPCOT

After years of planning, adjusting, and redesigning, the new theme park was finally making headway. In January 1978, General Motors was one of the first companies to announce its involvement as a sponsor in the park. Appropriately, the company would be sponsoring the transportation-themed pavilion (more on the unique terminology of “pavilion” to come). This collaboration started a snowball effect, with more companies signing on and supporting EPCOT’s construction.


Creating the Park

In October 1978, E. Cardon “Card” Walker, the CEO of the Disney Company at the time, announced to the International Chamber of Commerce that the goal was to open EPCOT in October 1982. In 1979, construction officially started on what would be called EPCOT Center. The original plans for EPCOT Center divided the park up into two key areas:


	
1. Future World: A showcase of current and future technology, with an emphasis on how the world works. This area originally opened with six different pavilions in 1982: Journey Into Imagination, The Land, CommuniCore East and West, Spaceship Earth, Universe of Energy, and World of Motion. More pavilions and restaurants would be added to Future World shortly after.

	
2. World Showcase: A celebration of people and cultures from around the world. Nine different countries were represented on EPCOT’s opening day: Canada, United Kingdom, France, Japan, The American Adventure (the United States), Italy, Germany, China, and Mexico.



Each of EPCOT’s two original key areas was organized further by its pavilions—a unique term for areas of EPCOT that have a similar theme and are housed in one location. No other Disney theme park uses the term “pavilion,” and this is because EPCOT took many inspirations from the World’s Fair. The World’s Fair also had large pavilion areas around specific themes with individual exhibits about that theme inside.

Pavilions have been the way Disney has divided the different areas of the park and drawn a boundary for the theming within that specific area. For example, in World Showcase, the theme of each pavilion is a different country. Many of the pavilions of EPCOT have been changed, updated, or removed entirely in the forty-plus years that have transpired since opening day. However, the park is still organized and broken up into pavilions today.






THE CURTAIN RISES ON EPCOT

Much like the opening of Magic Kingdom, EPCOT featured a “soft” opening, with October 1, 1982, as the first day that guests were welcomed into the park. In the days that followed, multiple celebrations and dedication ceremonies took place for the pavilions around EPCOT Center—all culminating in the Grand Opening Weekend, which took place from October 22 to 24. Portions of the celebration were recorded and hosted by comedic actor and singer Danny Kaye and featured guest appearances by many other celebrities. The celebration was televised on CBS on October 23 as EPCOT Center: The Opening Celebration and highlighted some of the amazing offerings at the park and things to come. The park was officially dedicated by Card Walker on October 24.


The Original Tickets

Did you know that EPCOT forced Disney to change how it issued tickets for its parks? From 1955 to 1982, the Disney Company used a ticket book system for both Disneyland in California and Magic Kingdom in Florida. When it came time to introduce EPCOT, the ticketing system had to be changed to accommodate the unique areas of the park.

The old ticket system had guests purchase a ticket book, which included their admission into the park, their transportation ticket, and a set of attraction tickets with a limited number of tickets per attraction category. These attraction categories were based on the relative excitement for (and subsequent popularity of) the attractions. E tickets were reserved for the most intense and in-demand attractions, while A tickets were for the less thrilling attractions. In order to go on an attraction more times than the allotted number of tickets in a ticket book, guests had to purchase additional tickets for that ride category.

As concepts developed for EPCOT in the 1970s, Imagineers and theme park executives realized that the old ticketing concept would not be practical or functional for the newest park due to the pavilion structure of EPCOT. With multiple attractions and shows in each pavilion, finding ways to categorize the areas and allot tickets would have been quite the challenge. In preparation for EPCOT’s opening day, the ticket book system was slowly discontinued before being removed entirely four months before the park opened. Instead of a ticket book, Disney introduced the “pay-one-price” system for Disney World, allowing guests to access all rides, shows, and attractions within the park using a single admission ticket.

When the pay-one-price system was introduced, the cost of park admission increased but included admission to all the attractions, shows, and entertainment. With the cost increase, an adult ticket on opening day for EPCOT in 1982 cost $15. If you adjust for inflation, the cost of the ticket in 1982 would have the same spending power as about $50 in 2025. What a deal!




A One-of-a-Kind Opening Day

While the official dedication of EPCOT did not take place until October 24, there were still celebrations happening on the first day of the park’s opening. On October 1, guests were welcomed with trumpeters, balloons, and a special dedication ceremony just for Spaceship Earth. During this dedication, Card Walker took a moment to acknowledge the incredible amount of effort that went into the creation of the park. This included an estimated 25 million hours of effort between the artists, technicians, advisers, and thousands of construction workers!




The Original Attractions

While you might not recognize some of the first attractions in EPCOT when the park opened on October 1, 1982, other attractions will be familiar! Some of these have been updated and changed, but attractions like The American Adventure, Living with the Land, and Spaceship Earth were available from the first day and continue to delight guests today. Other areas of the park were not quite ready for opening day, including the Horizons Pavilion. When EPCOT opened, the Horizons Pavilion and its eponymous attraction were teased as new developments that were coming in 1983. Fast forward to today, and both the pavilion and the attraction have become something else entirely—the site for Mission: SPACE.






EPCOT TODAY… IN THE WORLD OF TOMORROW

Just like the future, EPCOT is always changing. Over the span of more than forty years, the vision for EPCOT has gone from an experimental utopian community to a theme park. While the structure of the park has changed as well, one problem remains the same: keeping up with the future.

As Walt himself said, “The only problem with anything of tomorrow is that at the pace we’re going right now, tomorrow would catch up with us before we got it built.” The same held true for EPCOT—what was once future themed became dated and unintentionally retro themed.

Recognizing this reality, Disney chose to refocus EPCOT in 2019 into four key areas—or neighborhoods—that would allow it to grow into the future: World Celebration, World Nature, World Discovery, and World Showcase. While some of the names and theming of the areas are different from the original areas from opening day, much of the focus behind them remains the same: celebrating the world we live in and humanity’s progress toward a brighter future together.

You’ve learned about how EPCOT started and how it has changed over the years. Now, let’s talk about the way EPCOT is set up today. EPCOT is laid out a little differently from other parks in Walt Disney World. While Magic Kingdom is designed like a wheel with spokes, making travel around the park a big, easy circle to the left or right, getting through EPCOT efficiently can be more complex.

EPCOT’s layout resembles more of a waffle bowl at the entrance—lots of pathways interconnecting—with a scoop of World Showcase ice cream on top. With that said, this book is broken down into the neighborhoods that the Disney Imagineering team has introduced, but this does not necessarily represent the most efficient way to go through the park. Feel free to read up on each area and compare it to its location on the map to create your own adventure!

Each section of the park—and this book—has plenty of hidden history and behind-the-scenes magic to discover. Let’s take a look at what makes World Celebration, World Nature, World Discovery, World Showcase, and EPCOT’s festivities special.


World Celebration

World Celebration acts as central connection point for all the different areas of EPCOT. It unites the different focuses of the main areas. Here you can find Spaceship Earth, Creations Shop, Connections Café and Connections Eatery, and CommuniCore Hall and Plaza—your hub for EPCOT dining, shopping, and character experiences. Design details here are focused on the technological developments of the world, but don’t expect the future to be only minimalistic spaceships! World Celebration has dazzling lighting effects and some of the most greenery of any area in the park.




World Nature

Each pavilion in World Nature highlights the importance of the world’s natural environments. The pavilions invite you to protect and sustain the environment. Areas like Journey of Water, Inspired by Moana and The Seas with Nemo & Friends teach guests about the importance of water from the smallest stream to the largest ocean. Likewise, The Land Pavilion has attractions like Living with the Land and Soarin’ Around the World that connect guests to the world, from the earth to the sky.




World Discovery

World Discovery highlights the possibilities of what could be, alongside the amazing creations that are being developed right now. This area also focuses on exploration beyond Earth. Here you can zoom across space in Guardians of the Galaxy: Cosmic Rewind, test your strength with daring assignments in Mission: SPACE, and learn more about modern technology and put it into practice on Test Track. This area is themed to match the energy and wonder of the future in its architecture and color schemes. With some of the most high-intensity attractions inside, this area is for the thrill seekers!




World Showcase

Representing eleven different countries, World Showcase is one of the quickest tours around the world that you can embark on! In just a few hours, you can travel from Mexico to Japan, enjoying delicious food and beverage options as well as amazing cultural experiences. Each country is unique and has theming in the historical and cultural style that represents that country. There is also Disney magic scattered throughout the country pavilions, with special meet-and-greet locations for characters with origins in that country. Some exciting attractions can also be found around World Showcase, like Frozen Ever After, Remy’s Ratatouille Adventure, and Gran Fiesta Tour Starring The Three Caballeros.




EPCOT’s Festivities

EPCOT celebrates a festival over 250 days of the year! There is always something special happening at EPCOT, but each festival adds unique food, shopping, and entertainment. EPCOT celebrates four festivals: EPCOT International Festival of the Arts, EPCOT International Flower & Garden Festival, EPCOT International Food & Wine Festival, and EPCOT International Festival of the Holidays. The theming of the festival impacts the menu items and entertainment. On top of that, the park is home to Luminous: The Symphony of Us, the daily nighttime spectacular.






MAKING MAGIC

Even though EPCOT today is different from Walt’s original idea for the project, it still has that same Disney magic found in the other parks. Let’s learn about the people (and things) that work behind the scenes to make EPCOT truly magical.

Enter the Cast Members, or Disney employees. Today, more than 80,000 Cast Members work across Disney World properties including all parks, hotels, and sites, making it one of the largest single-site employers in the United States. The term “Cast Member” originated with Walt himself when describing park operations. The Disney Company has its roots in show business, and Disney treated the park like a giant movie set. Every Cast Member has an essential role in helping the magic of the stage come to life. All employees are referred to as “Cast Members” regardless of whether they are an hourly employee, a manager, or a designer. While we’re talking about Cast Members, here are some more essential park operation terms referenced in this book:


	
Role: A role is a Cast Member’s specific job or title. Because so many Cast Members play different roles (or do the same role in multiple parks in one day), we don’t have an exact number of how many Cast Members are working in EPCOT at any given time!

	
Costumes: Instead of employee uniforms, Cast Members wear costumes. These costumes are typically in theme with the land or area where the Cast Members work. For example, Disney Cast Members in World Celebration don gray geometric patterns to match Spaceship Earth with its futuristic theming. Of course, individual attractions or pavilions can also have their own costumes that fit with the general theming of the area. For example, Cast Members in the Germany Pavilion wear costumes inspired by traditional cultural outfits like lederhosen.

	
Onstage and Backstage: In the same sense that Cast Members are actors, playing a large role in how the park operates, the park itself is a giant stage. Disney refers to areas with guests around as “onstage,” while areas like office buildings, break rooms, and other places that do not typically have guests are considered “backstage.”



Now that you know a little more about EPCOT’s history, current look, and behind-the-scenes magic, let’s jump right in!


EXTRA MAGIC

“Disney Property” refers to all 47 miles of private property owned by Disney in the immediate vicinity of Disney World, including all resorts and parks. Most Cast Members and Disney guests will use the term “on property” when they cross the property line and will give more specifics about where “on property” they are headed. In this book, “the park” means specifically EPCOT.











CHAPTER 2 [image: ] World Celebration


What will the world of tomorrow look like? Entering the World Celebration area, you don’t have to imagine the future—towering above is Spaceship Earth, and the area’s architecture showcases futuristic design elements, colors, and sounds. World Celebration is the first of the four major areas that you will likely encounter as you enter EPCOT, and it makes a statement about what you will find in the park.

The area draws its name and theme from the collection of attractions and pavilions within, dedicated to celebrating the world as a whole. From food options that celebrate their global inspiration at Connections Café to the sparks of imagination brought to life by Figment, World Celebration highlights the common threads that run through all of humanity.

Inside World Celebration, you’ll also find familiar sights presented in a fresh way. You can travel the world with soda flavors from a familiar brand at Club Cool or dream with Walt in a unique way at the Dreamers Point garden area.

World Celebration also reintroduces some important elements of EPCOT history, so you can learn more about the park in this area too. As the Spaceship Earth attraction teaches, the key to understanding our future is discovering what kind of world we have already.

Let’s take a closer look at all these celebrations and the Disney magic within!



[image: Ferris Wheel: Attractions, events, and special sites.] A TOWERING WELCOME

A first impression goes a long way, and the entrance to EPCOT is no exception. EPCOT greets you with lines of trees and a large fountain with three pylons in the center. The fountain has been a part of the park since its grand opening in 1982. The three pylons located in the fountain were also an iconic staple in the park’s opening years but were removed in 1998. Twenty-two years later, the pylons made a triumphant return in December 2020 as part of the celebrations leading up to EPCOT’s 40th anniversary.

The three acrylic pylons feature another piece of EPCOT’s history that was lost but has made an impactful return in the past few years: the EPCOT symbol. Featuring five rings with an Earth symbol in the very center, the symbol can be seen throughout the park. Disney Imagineer Marty Sklar once said, “The EPCOT Center logo symbolizes unity, fellowship, and harmony around the world. Five outer rings are linked to form the shape of a flower—a celebration of life. The heart of the logo is the Earth, embraced by a star symbolizing hope—the hope that with imagination, commitment, and dedication, we can create a better tomorrow.”


EXTRA MAGIC

On either side of the iconic acrylic-pylon fountain there are a total of twelve flags that frame Spaceship Earth. These flags represent different areas, pavilions, and attractions from EPCOT’s history and feature the symbols of those areas. Facing the front of Spaceship Earth, and viewing them from left to right, the flags represent Guardians of the Galaxy: Cosmic Rewind; Mission: SPACE; World Showcase; The Land; Journey of Water, Inspired by Moana; The Seas with Nemo & Friends; Odyssey; Spaceship Earth; World Celebration; Imagination!; Test Track; and PLAY! Pavilion.







[image: Ferris Wheel: Attractions, events, and special sites.] SPECTACULARLY SPHERICAL!

As you enter EPCOT, you might overhear a child ask, “Can we go into the big golf ball?” To be fair, Spaceship Earth definitely resembles a golf ball, and yes, you can go in it! This icon and symbol of EPCOT has been nicknamed by fans as “the prettiest girl in school,” and for good reason. The large geodesic sphere was designed to be the centerpiece of the park and was the first large-scale geodesic sphere ever created. Spaceship Earth doubles as both a pavilion and an attraction.

Spaceship Earth has been an attraction at the park since opening day on October 1, 1982. The attraction has seen quite a few changes over the years; however, the current version of the attraction has been around since 2007. Spaceship Earth takes you on a slow-moving ride through key points in human history with a focus on the technological and human innovations of the past and how these have changed our future forever.
