Learn How to Draw Kawaii Unicorns, Mermaids, Dragons, and Other Mythical, Magical Creatures
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GNOME


Gnomes are famous for hanging out in gardens, often underground, and are known for being clever, mischievous and, of course, short. This colorful little guy is easy to draw and fun to decorate in lots of different ways.
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STEP 1 Make the gnome head round at the top and mostly straight down the sides, with a shallow curve along the bottom. Draw a vertical guideline in the middle of the head, and a horizontal one about a third of the way from the bottom. Add ears if you’d like to, though his beard will cover them up later.

STEP 2 Add a round eye on the left side of the face, with a darker line at the top for the eyelashes.
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STEP 3 Repeat on the other side. Sketch a half circle where the mouth will go and a large beard underneath the bottom of the face.
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STEP 4 Draw a stocking cap with a pompom on top of the head. Add thin, arching eyebrows over the eyes.
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STEP 5 Complete the beard so that it covers the sides and bottom of the face. Don’t forget a little mustache above the mouth, which is another oval inside the first oval. Draw the rest of the stocking cap so it covers the forehead. Add a slightly curved rectangular shape below the beard to be the gnome’s shirt.
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STEP 6 Make two smaller rectangles below the first to make the gnome’s pants.
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STEP 7 Add stripes to the shirt to make his belt.
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STEP 8 Erase the guidelines and add details to eyes. Add sleeves to the shirt and little human-like hands. Draw curved shoes below the pants.
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DWARF


Dwarves are short but strong and usually skilled in crafts like mining and forging. This dwarf has a large tool—maybe a hammer?—as he’s heading off to work soon, but you can leave that part out of the drawing if you’d rather just have a cute little character.
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STEP 1 Start with a circle that’s pinched flat on the sides to form the head. Draw a vertical guideline down the middle and a horizontal one about two thirds of the way down the face. You can draw ears just below the horizontal guideline, but they’ll be covered by hair before long.
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STEP 2 Sketch the beginnings of the hair by drawing a circle around the whole head and making a hairline that looks like a V. Add lines for the beard, which is cinched up here like a ponytail, at the center bottom of the face. Draw a round eye on the horizontal line on the right side of the face, close to the vertical line. Make the top darker than the bottom.
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STEP 3 Repeat the eye on the left side of the face and add eyebrows. Draw a small dome-shaped beanie at the top of the head, a little left of center. Make the shirt by drawing three sides of a square coming down around the center bottom of the head.
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STEP 4 Add a fancy mustache under the eyes. The jacket, pants, and belt are mostly rectangles and squares. Draw the jacket so the left arm is raised and the right arm is lowered.
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STEP 5 Draw short arms and hands, with fingers closed. Add a tiny bit of leg and slightly rounded rectangles for boots. Make a small half circle under the mustache for a mouth.
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STEP 6 Give your dwarf a hammer by drawing a handle in his hand and two sides of a rectangle on top going behind his head on the left. The top of the tool is curved and has two lines.
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STEP 7 Draw an X on the tool for the straps that hold it together.
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STEP 8 Erase the guidelines and add details to eyes and blush on the cheeks.
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ONI


An oni is a demon from Japanese folklore, and it’s usually depicted with horns, wild hair, and fangs. They can have different skin colors, so you can make yours red, blue, green, or any color you like. This version wields a spade-like spear, but they are often shown carrying clubs, so there are lots of options for changing this easy design.
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STEP 1 Start with a mostly round head, with guidelines dividing the head in half vertically and about a third of the way from the bottom horizontally.
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STEP 2 Draw an eye on the right side of the face along the horizontal line. Add a heavier arched line just above the eye. Make a short neck and draw the top of the oni’s robe and belt.
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STEP 3 Add an eye on the left side. Draw curved rectangle shapes for the sides of the robe, with a little line between them for the garment under the robe.
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STEP 4 Sketch long bangs in three pointed sections and long hair flowing over the right shoulder. Add legs—right leg in front of the left–and a curve at the end of the leg for the slipper. Sketch high eyebrows over the eyes.
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STEP 5 Draw rectangular sleeves joining to the top of the robe, and add hair on the left side. Make a half circle below and between the eyes for the mouth, with two tiny triangles for fangs, and add a triangular ear below the horizontal guideline on the right side of the face.
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STEP 6 Add curved triangular horns at the top of the head and small hands at the ends of the robe sleeves. The left hand in this example has curled-under fingers and the right hand is open, palm facing back.
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STEP 7 Draw the stick part of the spear the oni is holding. It’s wider at the top and tapers down toward the hand.
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STEP 8 Add a large triangle to the end of the stick, pointing down. If desired, add a little tail with a triangle on the end. Erase the guidelines and add details to eyes and blush on the cheeks, and tiny little teeth.
