Introduction


All cultures have a defining belief or myth on which they base themselves. In most cases it is a religious one which takes various forms but all of them are rooted in a reality beyond this world. However, that of the contemporary West does not follow the traditional pattern for it derives from a belief in the primacy of matter rather than spirit. The modern myth is egalitarianism, the insistence that all men are equal. This idea blossomed at the time of the French revolution with its rallying cry of liberté, égalité, fraternité though the seeds were sown much earlier, going back to certain streams of thought in the medieval period. But, in the sense we understand it today, it is a product of the eighteenth-century Enlightenment.


Egalitarianism did not form a part of traditional Western belief except for the idea that we were all created by the One Father, God. But that doesn’t mean we are all equal. The natural order in tradition, not just in the West but more or less everywhere in the world where civilisation has developed, was hierarchical and this reflects the belief that there is a vertical dimension to life. That implies transcendence, the denial of which is virtually the definition of modernity which, with a singular lack of imagination, has reduced reality to the world of appearance or what can be grasped by the senses, ignoring the fact that the senses filter as much as they reveal.


Now, in the twenty-first century we have arrived at a belief in radical equality through the spread of communism for communism, whether we realise it or not, underpins the philosophical assumptions of almost all contemporary thought. Not so much in the overt political or economic sense but culturally speaking it does where it has become deeply embedded since the 1960s. It has reached the point at which to challenge this assumption marks you out as an immoral person.


Communism is atheistic and materialistic. There are occasional rather feeble attempts to dispute this but they fail as they must since communist ideology is entirely concerned with this world and has no sense of a spiritual goal for humanity. Hence, it should not be hard to see that egalitarianism, though it too sometimes claims to have a spiritual basis, is in fact a thoroughly materialistic and atheistic doctrine. This makes sense chronologically since the two came about at the same time. The belief in equality in the form it is held nowadays did not arise from any religious principle but from a rejection of religion and its substitution by a belief system centred on the human being in its earthly form. If you want to associate it with religion you would have to say it took what belongs to the spiritual level and applied it to the material level, in the process abolishing the spiritual or, at the very least, making that secondary to the material.


In this book I will start with a series of essays that examine the modern ideology of equality and show that it is essentially an anti-spiritual doctrine, one that denies the reality of the soul using that word to mean the non-material essence of our individual self. Some of the arguments might appear too simplistic to cover all the complexities of socio-economic and political life but I am looking at the question from a metaphysical point of view here, and ultimately everything is downstream from metaphysics anyway. Whether this ideology has arisen now as a natural outcome of humanity reaching a stage in its growth roughly analogous to adolescence when it throws off outer (transcendent) authority and tries to go it alone or whether it is a well-meaning attempt to create a morality in a materialistic society with no higher values or whether it has been put through by forces antithetical to spiritual development specifically to derail higher values, for when everything is equal there is a strong tendency to revert to the lowest common denominator, I shall leave the reader to decide as we go along.


Then we shall proceed to looking at ways in which the egalitarian ethos has affected and corrupted the spiritual search. For it undoubtedly has. Religion is not democratic any more than science or art are but in many instances it is being made so. Misunderstanding the true idea that God is within all of us, we fall into the trap of thinking that he is equally within all of us. Even if that were true, he does not manifest equally in all of us. Like all heresies, if you can call it that, egalitarian ideology takes a piece of the truth and exaggerates its importance while minimising the significance of other aspects of truth. Truths that apply on the level of the One do not apply on that of the Many, and certainly not to the Many as the Many. The Absolute and the Relative are both part of the totality of life but they are different and should not be confused.

Part I


Liberty and Equality


Equality is the great dogma on which modern liberal Western democracies are built. Nowadays when we talk about Western values this is a large part of what we mean. It was certainly not a traditional Western value. The idea might have seemed like a step forward at a time when the gap between rich and poor, powerful and weak, was as great as it was, and the movement towards less inequality surely did right some wrongs and bring about some benefits in the short term. But the flaw that lies at its heart is now being revealed. If equality, and equality above all, is taken as the foundation of a culture then that culture will collapse to what is attainable by everyone and it will eventually collapse altogether. Equality is contrary to human nature and to enforce it is to force human beings to live against both their natural and their spiritual instincts. It becomes a tool to push the higher down to the level of the lower. This does not mean that the higher should dominate the lower (other than spiritually, it should do that), but liberty and equality are not natural bedfellows despite what the idealists of the Enlightenment might have hoped, and it is liberty that is the great spiritual quality as far as human beings are concerned.


Equality is sometimes said to be rooted in Christianity. If it were how strange it is that it is never mentioned in the Bible and was only discovered to be a Christian virtue 1800 years after the time of Christ. Fellowship in Christ is a Christian virtue but that is not equality which is a materialistic distortion of it. In fact, equality is not a spiritual thing at all for it is actually a property of unformed matter, matter untouched by the creative breath of spirit, which is why you see it most at lower levels of evolution. The more life evolves, the more unequal it becomes because the freer it becomes and yet within that inequality there is also a spiritual oneness. To realise the truth of this apparent paradox is one of the major goals of the spiritual path. It and it alone explains the mystery of love.


Consider this. Where is equality most to be found? Where is it an indisputable reality? It is only fully present in the prima materia. In other words, it only exists in nothingness, non-being. The act of creation breaks equality which can only be restored by a levelling back down to the state of chaos, by the destruction of what has been created. Equality can only naturally be present in complete oneness where no difference exists at all. Introduce difference and you banish equality.


Once you grasp this obvious fact it becomes apparent that equality is promoted, whether its advocates are aware of this or not, by something that has an agenda of spiritual destruction. Anything high or noble or great will be destroyed in the push for more equality.


The fact that equality exists at the lowest of levels leads to the fallacious view that we should get back to it as that was when we were supposedly purer and more in harmony with the essence of life. But this is the very opposite of the truth. We should eventually return to the source, i.e., God, but it must be with the fully developed fruits of the journey. Otherwise, what’s the point of the journey, indeed of creation itself?


Spiritual understanding shows us that there is an anti-God power in the universe. This is not something that exists independently of God but something given existence by God that has rebelled against him because of the always possible by virtue of what it is misuse of free will. This power wants to undo creation and return it to darkness. Anything good, beautiful or true has necessarily grown out of the inchoate chaos of primeval equality. Satan, to give this power its most recognised name, wants to chop all that down and send it back to nothingness. It is freedom that has given Satan the power to act like this but it is also freedom he wants to destroy because he wants to reduce other beings to spiritual slavery. And the doctrine of equality is a means for doing this because it is profoundly anti-individual.


It is a common belief that to be spiritual requires the loss of individuality. However, we need to understand that God is a God of individuals because he is a God of love, and there is no love without the individual. The attempt to destroy or deny the self, common to some forms of spirituality, is misconceived. It is not the self that should be destroyed, even if that were possible. It is the false self that has separated itself from its source in God and set itself up as independent that must go. But there is also the true self which is where our freedom, which is real, resides. Selves are not equal because they are different and unique but they share a divine source so there is a bond of unity between them. This unity is real but to see souls in terms of equality is to impose a quantitative view onto something spiritual and qualitative. Equality is materialism by another name.









No Rational Basis for Equality


If you believe in God and think that God exists in everyone, you must also see that not everyone reflects the reality of what God is to the same degree. For all people may be manifestations of God, as in they are created by him and have him in them, but clearly none are perfect manifestations which means there are greater and lesser manifestations.


If you don’t believe in God but think that we all have some kind of universal spiritual component within us then you must still accept that our awareness and understanding of it differ hugely. As does our ability to express it.


And if you are a materialist then you believe that nothing has real meaning or value anyway unless that be artificially invented by us, so equality is a redundant concept. It’s merely an ideological abstraction, an aspiration without real substance. If a materialist wants to say that we all have equal value then that value, according to his scheme of things, is precisely nothing. We are all equal, but equally worthless.


Equality as a real thing rather than a vague abstraction is only possible in something like an ant colony. It would demand the complete abolition of individuality.


It is a perversion of a spiritual truth, namely that God exists in every human being, each one of whom, by virtue of that fact, has the potential to awaken spiritually and become godlike themselves. But we are all at different stages of that journey and some will never reach the destination because it depends on actively wanting to and not all of us do want this. Moreover, even if and when the destination is reached, we will not be equal because we all express our spiritual realisation in individual ways.


Equality is a one-dimensional view of the world which collapses reality to the horizontal, the material level, ignoring the vertical axis of soul. The concept should be rejected and replaced with ideas of justice and fairness wherever these are appropriate. That is because to keep equality in any form whatsoever inevitably reinforces the notion of equality pure and simple as an absolute.


How did this idea ever come about when it is so contrary to reason? One can only assume that in its modern form it is a misunderstanding of Christian teaching, basing itself on the idea that all human beings have the divine within them and, in that sense, all have value and divine potential. God created the human soul and each soul is worthy of respect as an authentic, unique spiritual being. But to go from that to a belief in equality here and now in this mortal world is a non sequitur. The Masters said that men are by no means equal on the earth plane. They meant by this that we are free and individual. Quite clearly, they did not intend it as justification for the more evolved, as they put it, to exploit the less so but were simply pointing to the fact that there are more and less evolved people in the world and not to recognise this is not to recognise reality. It is not inequality that is wrong but egotistical reaction to the fact of inequality.


Proponents of the equality idea might claim that without it the door is open for exploitation of the weak by the strong, but that is akin to saying that the idea may be false but it can have good results or that the means justify the ends which is an axiom any schoolchild should know to be false since a cause and its effect cannot be separated. There are other ways of preventing the abuse of a truth than by propagating a lie. Besides, this exploitation would only occur when the belief in human inequality was interpreted without the corresponding belief in God. The problem is not inequality but inequality seen through the lens of atheism or a false spiritual belief as in one voided of love. In all cases, the solution is a correct spiritual understanding that sees the presence of God in all human beings with that presence existing as a potential that needs to be developed.


Equality is contrary to the proper understanding of God because, by limiting everything to the same level, it destroys the sense of hierarchy and transcendence. This means that God is reduced in mystery and majesty. Eventually, if you believe in equality, you will believe yourself to be equal to God. And that means you won’t believe in God. But without God, as we should be able to see quite clearly at this stage in the twenty-first century, there is only nihilism and despair, kept at bay by the stimulation of constant entertainment whether that be of the popular variety or the intellectual. Equality, far from being a spiritual belief as it is often conceived of nowadays, is the product of an anti-spiritual materialism.


Once again we see that when humanity abandons belief in a transcendent reality it loses itself in invented substitutions that lead it ever further into illusion. And the end result of living in illusion is invariably spiritual disaster. This all stems from the replacement of true religion with the worship by humanity of itself and the failure to understand that if humanity does not look beyond itself for its true fulfilment it will sink into something less than itself. Egalitarianism really amounts to the promotion of quantity to a universal good with the concomitant demotion of quality as the primary and fundamental factor distinguishing the human soul.









We Are All One


It is a popular and almost unquestioned truism of modern spirituality that everything is one. We are all connected, all brothers and sisters in the great family of humanity with a deep unity that ultimately overrides all other considerations. All differences melt away in the face of oneness. I went along with this idea myself at one time because it seems almost self-evident in an underlying spiritual sense. After all, there’s only one God, one Creator. I had reservations but took it as broadly true. To deny it seemed to deny the reality that spirit underlies everything. Therefore, it must be true.


But what if it’s not true or, at least, not as true as it is taken to be? To begin with, from a Christian perspective we are all one in Christ but for that to be the case we have to accept Christ. We are not all one outside Christ and even if you extend this to a more universal plane to mean we are all one in God then we surely still have to accept the reality and truth and meaning and fact of God? We have to respond to God within us and do so on a spiritual rather than a mere intellectual or emotional plane. Only then can we meet in a real unity.


Then there are good grounds for thinking that the present time is not one of unity but of separation, of dividing the sheep from the goats. Jesus said he did not come to bring peace (unity) but a sword (division). This is often ignored by those who wish to paint a picture of a false Jesus who loves humanity in its fallen state more than he loves God. Of course, Jesus does love humanity, even fallen, sinful humanity, but he does not love the fallen state and he wants to redeem us from that state and bring us to the reality of God. But for that to happen we must repent our sinful nature. Yes, our sinful nature. We cannot continue in the worldly path and expect God’s love to operate regardless. God may love all human beings but above all he loves truth and he loves those more who reflect his own truth back to him.


The modern world demands that we accept everyone on his or her own terms. We are all one regardless of what we are, but this elevates quantity above quality. It is totally at odds with the true spiritual attitude which reverses that hierarchy and sees that what you are is much more important than the basic fact that you are. Spiritual unity can only come about at a higher level and to know this unity you have to fit yourself for that level which means respond to spirit. The material world is not the world of unity but of separation and to force unity onto it on its own level and according to its own terms is to create a lie. No wonder that agenda is being pushed so hard in this day and age when spiritual truth is being parodied and reinterpreted in material terms to deflect us from the hard (for the ego) facts of reality.


There is another point to take into consideration on this matter of oneness. Evolution is a growing out from sameness to difference. We become more individual as we evolve not less so. Insects are a lower form of life than animals, and the higher animals show more individuality than the lower ones. Then when you get to the human kingdom you have real individuals. This no doubt continues. The glory of the saints is that they are so individual, all one in God but fully themselves too. And there is no one in the history of humanity more individual than Christ which is partly why the force of his personality persists through the centuries. He is not a cardboard cut-out saviour but a wholly unique person, just as we all are and we will become more so as we progress into the heart of God. That journey brings out our uniqueness. It does not obliterate it in some faceless uniformity or tasteless spiritual porridge. The very fact of love proves this. You can’t have love in oneness, not real love of the sort that lays down its life for its friends. Love needs some degree of separation. In a certain sense, it is the overcoming of oneness and the dismissal of equality.


But still the belief in oneness as the essence of spirituality persists. It is so alluring precisely because it is founded on a truth which is the oneness of God. There is a saying in India that to the enlightened person a stone is the same as a lump of gold. Such a person sees God everywhere and to him everything is God and equally so. There is nothing but God. Oneness. Now, on the face of it this might seem profound but it is actually quite trite. That doesn’t stop it being a commonly held opinion among those who turn to certain mystical forms of spirituality after reacting against the materialism or decaying religion of their upbringing. This may be because while the saying, as it stands, is incorrect, there is an element of truth in it. However, it is one that needs to be understood in a somewhat different way to that implied if the statement that a stone and a lump of gold are the same to the wise is taken literally.


For although both may contain the presence of God, they are by no means the same. The truth in the statement is that everything, all of nature, all of existence, shines with the glory of the Lord for those who have eyes to see. But this is not to be understood in a pantheistic sense. God may be in nature but he is not nature. He stands above his creation in his true being even if his presence informs it and holds it together. Perhaps the clue is in the word creation. God and his creation are not the same but God is present in his creation as he must be in anything for it to have existence. If his presence were withdrawn from something then that thing would simply cease to be.


Therefore, God is present in everything as its being but, in himself, he remains transcendent. Moreover, he is present in things to a different degree depending on their nearness, in the sense of correspondence to his true nature, to beauty, to goodness, to him. Let me quote from the Masters here. They said that beauty is everywhere. It varies in degree according to its closeness to God but there is God in everything and that means beauty. Now, this statement can be understood as saying that God is in everything but each thing only reflects God according to the degree of its openness to him. In other words, the degree to which it expresses his qualities or has unfolded them from within itself. So a stone is not the same as a lump of gold because it does not reflect God as much as the gold does even though God’s presence informs them both.


In like manner, God is in the sinner just as he is in the saint but the saint reveals more of God because he has developed more of his divine nature. However, in this case there is the additional factor that the sinner, unlike the stone, is gifted with free will, and he has not only failed to develop his divine nature, he has also corrupted that with negative qualities that do not come from God, and these are a kind of minus that result in a loss of God. God is still present in the sinner but if the sinner denies or rejects God that presence is diminished. He is then deliberately seeking God’s absence and this means he is moving further and further away from God and will eventually, if he does not turn around through contrition or repentance, reach the point where God is not. This is the definition of Hell.


Of course, there can be nowhere where God truly is not but the sinner at this point has so isolated himself by rejection of God that he has reached a condition of total remoteness from God’s presence in which the only remaining indication of God is existence itself. He still exists but he has turned his consciousness to stone.


A better understanding of life comes when we acknowledge the foundational fact of unity but also see that in terms of creation the twin principles of unity and hierarchy coexist. Life is being and becoming together not either one alone. Illusions arise when we over-emphasise one part of the whole at the expense of the other. Life is only known when it is expressed and when it is expressed it must take a form. Not only are no two forms the same but the whole point of manifested life is that it grows into ever greater awareness and perfection. If things grow, how can they be the same? How can they be equal? Growth is the denial of oneness. It refutes equality.









Quality and Equality


The great modern drive by the fallen angels who are at war against God is to replace quality with equality. In this way they aim to reduce humanity to a controllable and conformist mass, cut off from any higher understanding than the materialistic. This is why such things as racism and sexism have become the equivalents of secular mortal sins. Anything that offends the idea of equality and oneness must be shown to be evil. No one can be allowed to live outside the fold or, if they do, they must be totally shunned. Today if somebody is branded a racist he is effectively the lowest of the low, and we all live in fear that we may make a mistake and end up condemned.


By the standards of the modern ideology I am a racist because I believe there are differences between ethnic groups which have been separated in evolutionary terms for thousands of years. If evolution has any reality how can that not be the case? This is not even bringing into consideration any what, for want of a better term, we might call occult factors which have to do with different spiritual origins of souls. It is beside the point to say we are all one and these differences don’t matter. Of course we are all one and of course the differences don’t affect the fundamental brotherhood of man. All life is one in essence but it is hugely varied in expression. There is no absolute equality anywhere. It is certainly a mistake to over-emphasise the differences at the expense of the unity, as has happened in the past, but it is also a mistake to do the opposite as we do nowadays, and over-emphasise the unity at the expense of the differences. The truth is not one or the other but both together, and if both are not respected then disharmony will be the result.


By modern standards I am also a sexist because I believe there are differences between men and women that go much deeper than basic physical biology. The biology is just an outer reflection of a more profound spiritual truth. Again, enforced equality, such as we have now, which tries to shoehorn everything into the same mould, will lead to disharmony and reaction. You cannot suppress the truth with ideology. Or you can try but there will be inevitable consequences if you do. But the demons win either way. They can corrupt our souls with their anti-truth/anti-God agenda or if there is a violent reaction to the lies they are making humanity believe, they can benefit from that too, from the negative emotions that ensue. They feed on hatred and anger. That is why it is important for any right-thinking person faced with all the insanity there is in the world to retain a certain distance from it and not get emotionally attached to opposition to it. It’s an old trick of the devil to lie so hard that he entraps the virtuous into sin or imbalanced behaviour because of their outraged response to his lies. Don’t allow yourself to be pushed into reaction. That’s what the devil wants. If he can’t get you on his side, he wants you to fight him because then he has drawn you into his orbit. So be wise to his tricks. Know his game of provocation and don’t lower yourself to his level. Focus on the good and combat darkness by spreading light.


The lies will spread because we have cut ourselves off from objective truth which is God so there is nothing to anchor us to reality. Anything goes now. We can’t stop that but what we can do is control our reaction to the lies. All we are responsible for is our self. We are living in today’s world so that is where we are meant to be. That’s fine. We just have to hold fast to the reality of God and then let what will be outwardly be. We will convince others more by quiet example than noisy confrontation. That doesn’t mean you should be passive and let evil flourish. Fight it but don’t fight it with its own weapons and don’t allow the fight against it to stain your soul.


Most ordinary people reading the paragraphs above would think the writer deluded at best. Demons behind the scenes, manipulating our consciousness? That’s crazy! But I think increasingly people will look at what’s happening in the world and wonder how things can have come to this pass. Can humanity really have taken so many turns that completely defy common sense and are so against nature, let alone the idea of God as traditionally conceived? How have we allowed ourselves to be driven down this path, persuaded to abandon real goodness and truth in the name of a demonstrably false goodness and truth? I say demonstrably because practically every innovation we have allowed over the last 50 years, from on demand abortion to mass immigration to same sex marriage to the current push for transgender acceptance, goes against basic intuition. Obviously, all people should be treated with fairness and compassion but that is very different to normalising or even encouraging what is against the laws of God and creation. We are being programmed to think that what goes against nature is natural, and that must affect our connection to real truth. I mean it must affect us as in separate us from it and that is the demons’ intention. It is our souls they are after but they do not want us to be dragged kicking and screaming into darkness. They want us to choose it as light.


Quite often today we are caught between two stools. We can see that injustice has been perpetrated on certain groups in the past. We rightly wish to remedy that. But appeals to compassion are exploited to bring about a situation in which the natural order of being is turned upside down and the baby of truth is thrown out with the bathwater of injustice. What we lack so much today is a balanced wisdom. We have discarded our spiritual inheritance completely instead of seeing that it needed a certain updating but was fundamentally sound. Jesus said he came to build on the Law and the Prophets. He did not come to replace them. These are words which we need to understand more than ever in the context of our present spiritual crisis.


The way forward is through love but not love as we currently understand it because we don’t understand it. What we understand is an image of love, a theory about it with emotional overlays. Rarely do we feel love, not real love. We respond to life sentimentally which is what people do when they don’t feel love deeply but want to or think they should. We know that love is the highest virtue and we try to live as if we loved or as how we think people who do love would live. But love comes from God. That is the only place it is situated, and only people who know God can know love as it is. Others act on a mixture of human emotions with some deeper feelings there too but without the real spiritual element.


Think of it like this. Love exists on all levels of reality; the divine, the spiritual, the human, the natural and even the material. It is what draws together. But it is only love in the proper sense on the spiritual and divine levels and there it is always one with understanding. These are the two sides of the one coin which is truth. The drive to equality comes from a false conception of love. It is love severed from understanding and misinterpreted as pertaining to the quantitative level. This is love despiritualised and materialised. In fact, love relates to quality. We do not love something for the fact that it is but for what it is. Its uniqueness. Everything God created is worthy of love unless it goes bad when it may still be loved for what it originally was and what it could be and for any good that remains in it but not for what it has made of itself. After all, badness doesn’t exist as a basic reality. It is corrupted goodness. So, even the greatest sinner is essentially, as in originally, good. However, there are degrees of love and we love more that which has more of God in it, that which through inner growth manifests and is transparent to more of God. Even the saints who have become one with God are not equal because there is always more of God.
