While aboard the UNSC Infinity, you are a guest of Captain Lasky and the ship’s crew. As such, it is important to observe the traditional Navy customs and courtesies. Should you have any questions or concerns about proper shipboard behavior, or wish to know more about naval tradition, the AI ship director, Roland, is more than happy to be of assistance.


PERMISSION TO COME ABOARD

Boarding a UNSC warship is a ceremony, not a formality. When you return to the Infinity and tell the officer on deck (OOD), “I request permission to come aboard, sir,” you are really telling them that your skills are at their service. The OOD may only offer a curt, “Very well,” but this adherence to tradition should act as the basis for your interaction with the Navy personnel you’ll be serving with for months on end. Respect those on board, and they will respect you in turn.




RIGHT OF WAY IS THE BEST WAY

First and foremost, it is the obligation of Spartans to make way for the crew and not impede their work in any way. Even in instances where you might outrank ship personnel, their vital function on the vessel should be respected at all times.




ATTENTION!

It is not appropriate to salute Navy officers with the left hand. You are not expected to salute when wearing Mjolnir armor, but do use formal greetings when encountering superior officers.




KEEP THE INFINITY SHIPSHAPE

All personnel on a Navy ship are expected to participate in working parties, which includes assisting in routine maintenance or providing labor during critical ship replenishment operations. Spartan Commander Palmer is responsible for ensuring that Spartans participate, and you are ordered to display the utmost professionalism in the course of your assigned duties, no matter how menial they may appear.

Roland has administrative authority over all AIs aboard the ship, including the expert systems and software constructs who manage various compartments of the INFINITY. As the ship’s director he is a trusted and vital member of the command crew, and his orders are to be obeyed as if they were given by Captain Lasky or Spartan Commander Palmer.



GRANT

Roland is tethered to his data processing and storage unit, located on the bridge, but he can monitor the entire ship from there, and display his cheeky little avatar at any holoterminal if he wants face time. If his housing is destroyed, we’re in big trouble, as Roland is the only AI on this ship who has the skill and dedicated subprocesses needed to keep the INFINITY going. As he is a military construct, Spartans do have authority to take him out if he shows signs of rampancy (a personality fragmentation that begins seven years after creation), but none of us are looking forward to that possibility.

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KEY LOCATIONS
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ARMOR BAY

The Armor Bay is where you can select your Mjolnir suit and accessories, and where your armor can be repaired and stored after mission. It also acts as the maintenance hub for all Spartan tech and special equipment. The technical staff are there to ensure that both you and your Mjolnir suit operate at peak performance.




MEMORIAL PARK

The Infinity comes with additional amenities rarely seen on UNSC warships. Perhaps the most impressive of these is the Memorial Park atrium, a lush, self-contained biosphere that replicates the feeling of life on planet for those soldiers who are rarely able to make it home. Spartans are known for their singular-focus on mission readiness, but we recommend finding time for relaxation in designated recreational facilities. Just as you rest your muscles, resting your mind is integral to battle readiness.
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HANGAR BAY

The Infinity has eight primary hangars from which dropships and other transports can launch and return to ship. Larger bays are used for replenishment by more sizable cargo transports and as docking ports for waste, water, and fuel transfer. Spartans will quickly become acquainted with the ship’s mass deployment bays and dropship landing zones, as it is not uncommon for mission briefings and prep ops to happen on the move to your transport. These areas are always busy, with fast-moving vehicles and cargo. Be mindful of your surroundings and make way for crew members.





SPARTAN TOWN

Aboard the Infinity, you will be assigned quarters in “Spartan Town,” a limited-access area only accessible to Spartan-IVs and support personnel. Post-augmentation, your need for sleep will be reduced, but you will be provided with many opportunities for socialization outside of combat training. Note that personal effects are to be kept to a minimum, and that regular inspections of both individual and shared spaces are conducted frequently and without notice. As such, be sure to keep your quarters clean at all times.




SCIENCE DECK

Infinity’s research laboratories, prototyping workshops, and science staff serve a dual purpose: to store and manufacture experimental technology, and to assess and analyze new phenomenons or alien mechanisms the ship discovers. Because of the nature of their work, the Science Deck contains highly volatile and classified materials, and remains off-limits to most personnel. As a Spartan, you possess a high-level clearance and are allowed limited entry. Remember that many personnel in this section of the ship are civilian contractors, and thus are unaccustomed to military protocol or interacting with Spartans.
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COMMAND BRIDGE

Located at the stern of the vessel, the Command Bridge is where Captain Lasky, Spartan Commander Palmer, and senior staff gather to discuss or implement all broader mission directives and battle plans. The Command Bridge’s computer houses slipspace navigational charts, navigational controls for the ship’s faster-than-light Shaw-Fujikawa engines, and the core processors for Roland, the ship’s AI director. Note that, in the event of the Infinity being boarded, the safety and security of the Command Bridge is your highest priority. As the “brain” of Infinity, should you lose the Command Bridge, you will lose the ship.



GRANT

There’s usually at least two Spartan Fireteams assigned to defend the bridge and Roland’s core during a battle, plus the Spartan Mission Directors who stand ready to put on their Mjolnir helmet and pick up an assault rifle.
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PART 02 THE SPARTAN WAY


The Spartans of the UNSC take their name from one of human history’s most celebrated armed forces. Becoming a modern Spartan is more than simply adopting a moniker; it requires adopting a way of life that mirrors the dedication of our Spartan forebears. The Spartans of the ancient world comprised one of the greatest military forces in history. Hailing from the Greek city-state of Sparta, Spartan children were drafted into the military at the age of seven and raised to be the ultimate warriors. After rigorous training in the art of war, young Spartans were awarded their shields and sent to defend their homeland with their lives.

The young warriors received intensive training in teamwork and weaponry. Spartans lived together, ate together, and were expected to die together. They were trained to fight in a phalanx formation, standing side by side and using their large shields to create a wall to defend against attacking forces. In this formation, they used the dory, a long spear that could strike from behind the shield wall to defend the phalanx, and carried a short sword to fight at close range if the phalanx fell. Most importantly, Spartans were trained to give their all in every battle. These young men were sent to the front lines with one mantra ringing in their heads: Return with your shield, or on it.

We remember these classical Spartans because of one pivotal moment in time, a battle that would save Greece and inscribe the names of these brave warriors into the history books. In 480 BCE, Greece faced annihilation. The overwhelmingly powerful forces of the Persian Empire had invaded the country, and the Greek city-states had no time to evacuate their most vulnerable citizens from threatened regions. In an effort to turn the tide and give the rest of the Greeks time to prepare a counteroffensive, legend says that King Leonidas and 300 of his Spartans waited at the strategic pass of Thermopylae, where they would face King Xerxes and a horde of over 100,000 Persian invaders. Despite being massively outnumbered, the Spartans held the invaders in the pass through two full days of bloody conflict. In the end, they fell, but their sacrifice bought the other Greek city-states valuable time to prepare their defenses against the invaders, and eventually force the Persians from Greek territory at the Battle of Salamis.

This story is an illustration of the duality of Spartan soldiering: what we now call the mastery of the Shield and the Spear. In battle, the classical Spartan hoplites presented an impenetrable front. By locking their shields together into one massive defensive phalanx formation, no force could overcome them. By striking out with their spears, they were able to drive back forces far greater in number and in armament. Yet the shield and spear formation only works so long as each soldier demonstrates a willingness to sacrifice their personal safety and hold the line for the greater good. All Spartan-IV’s are expected to display a similar adherence to unit cohesion.

THE SHIELD AND THE SPEAR form the basis of Spartan-IV strategy. As the Shield of the UEG, it is your sworn duty to defend civilians from hostile belligerents, alien or domestic, without hesitation. As the UNSC’s Spear, your military skill should be employed with absolute precision until the last enemy falls. Make these Spartans proud, recruits.
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SPARTAN-IV

The premise behind the SPARTAN-IV program was simple: use technology developed for the SPARTAN-I and SPARTAN-III programs and meld that with the best qualities of the SPARTAN-II education program. The result would be a new breed of Spartan who could be recruited from the best and brightest UNSC veterans, and then transformed using safe and effective medical procedures to become stronger, faster, and tougher than any normal soldier. New manufacturing methods and scientific advances also made mass-production of Mjolnir armor possible. The combination of new augmentation protocols and next-generation powered assault armor has proven to be a defining capability for the UNSC in the post-war period.

Though there are risks associated with augmenting adults, during the Covenant War the UNSC required a large force of Spartans immediately. Luckily, skilled volunteers inspired by the Master Chief and his fellow Spartans were not in short supply. By recruiting only from the most carefully screened, experienced, and committed warfighters across all UNSC branches, we’ve expanded our ranks safely, without sacrificing readiness. Trained in all disciplines of war and honed to think strategically, the Spartan-IVs are expert instruments of both war and peace.



GRANT

But mostly war.
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Humanity can take comfort in the fact that only the best are selected to wear Mjolnir armor and accepted into our ranks. You, as a Spartan-IV, protect all our hopes for a new generation of pioneers, settlers, and soldiers. For your home and for Earth. For your families and your friends. And for yourself most of all.

Stand tall and proud, for you walk in the company of legends.

We’re depending on you.






SPARTAN-IV AUGMENTATIONS

As a Spartan-IV, your first challenge will be adapting to a new physical reality. After you awaken from the intensive augmentation surgery, your body will be stronger and faster, and you will find that you can concentrate on tasks and recall facts with ease. Note the following changes, and carefully test your own strength. Newly augmented Spartans have been known to shatter everyday objects with a touch. Use caution until you have completed all rehabilitation protocols.
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MJOLNIR POWERED ASSAULT ARMOR

Spartans are hard to kill, but when paired with Mjolnir powered armor they are unstoppable. Developed alongside the Spartan program, Mjolnir armor was created by the legendary skunkworks division of Materials Group, one of the Office of Naval Intelligence’s military hardware partners. Created specifically for Spartan physiques, this revolutionary powered assault armor increases your strength, speed, agility, response time, resilience, and overall combat effectiveness in the battlefield. It is designed to be used by biologically augmented personnel only and requires a Spartan neural interface to function. Usage by non-augmented personnel risks serious injury, up to and including limb dislocation and spinal damage. Together, Spartan-IV super-soldier and Generation 2 Mjolnir powered armor constitute a single hyper-lethal combat asset.
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MJOLNIR COMPONENTS


ARMOR PLATES

Inert, but highly resilient plates of metal-matrix composite and Titanium-A add substantial protection against kinetic and plasma weapons, and will erode under directed energy attack, sparing the techsuit and Spartan from damage until they are significantly degraded. While they are relatively simple, Mjolnir armor plate attachments do incorporate waveguides for the energy shield to flow around them, which makes them significantly more expensive than the armor plates used by other UNSC forces. Swapping damaged plates for newly refurbished units upon return to the Infinity is standard operating procedure.




GEL LAYER

The poly-muscle layer in the techsuit replaces the shock-dampening fluid layer from early Mjolnir armor but performs similarly in terms of absorbing the force of heavy impacts and mitigating crushing damage from projectiles. Its active-response functions require power, but even in its inert state the gel layer provides an additional level of ballistic protection.




LIFE SUPPORT

In addition to air filtration in the helmet, the Mjolnir frame contains a closed-circuit rebreather for operations underwater, in vacuum, and poisonous atmospheres. The system also handles waste processing and recycling during extended field operations.




MEDICAL SUBSYSTEM

Biofoam injectors and medical gel is automatically dispensed when you are injured. This will stabilize all but the most serious wounds and allow limited combat ability to be retained even in the case of limb loss. The medical subsystem is linked to the battle network and can alert recovery teams in the event of incapacitation.




ENERGY SHIELDING

When paired with a power pack, the shield generators and distribution webbing in the Mjolnir frame are activated. Based on Covenant technology, the energy shield absorbs and redirects both kinetic and directed energy attacks, though it will temporarily overload and require a recharge if it takes too much damage over a short period of time. The energy shielding is conformal to the body and is channeled around the Spartan through a series of waveguides built into the frame attachments and techsuit. The shield system can be omitted or deactivated if the tactical situation requires, but Spartans are warned that the base Mjolnir armor is insufficient for sustained firefights.

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1 - TECHSUIT

Your Spartan tactical reflex armor is
considered part of your uniform, and it
is custom-tailored to be comfortable to

wear with or without armor attachments.

The suit is the polymuscle exoskeleton
component of Generation 2 Mjolnir,
further increasing your Spartan's agility
and raw strength. Note that the suit
does not provide physical augmentation
without an external power supply. The
techsuit is tuned to Supplement and
complement your specific augmentation
profile and provides the arming points
on which additional armor components
are attached.

2 - FRAME

Each Mjolnir class consists of a set of
components that are attached to the
techsuit’s arming points. Most of these
are modular armor pieces, though some
do incorporate additional electronics and
mechanical systems, which augment the
user in various ways. The standard set of
components and electronic sub-systems
is referred to as the frame. A helmet and
power pack are added to complete

a Mjolnir class set.

3 - HELMET

Miolnir helmets can be used with

most frames, but compatibility cannot
be assured as the standards and
technology evolves. In addition to

basic life support and air filtration, the
Mjolnir helmet contains a microframe
computer core capable of hosting a
Smart Al, communications uplink, battle
network relay, and sensor systems. All
data is compiled and presented to the
wearer using a head-up display based on
standard UNSC Visual Intelligence System,
Reconnaissance (VISR) interfaces.

4 - POWER PACK <

(On most Mjolnir classes, this is a compact
fusion reactor, but capacitors and battery
systems have also proven useful in
specialized applications, such as low-
emission stealth operations. In emergencies,
the suit's power pack can be tapped much
like any other generator, though note that
the reactor is not designed for sustained
high output. The reactor is located in the
rear of suit's armored breastplate and is not
Spartan-serviceable.
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HEAVY METAL

The Infinity masses 90T million metric tons.
That is equivalent to 10,000 21st-century
wet-navy aircraft carriers!

SUPERCARRIER

The /nfinityis 5,694 meters (18,662 feet) in length.
This makes it slightly larger than the Covenant Assault
Carrier, itself one of the largest ships ever seen.

BOOTS ON THE GROUND

For the duration of our mission, 5,400 Marines
are stationed aboard the /nfinity and ready for
immediate deployment. They are grouped into

five independent task forces, each with infantry,
armor, and air support.

A FLEET UNTO ITSELF

The Infinity can transport up to ten Anlace- or
Strident-class frigates within its internal hangar
bays. Each Anlace-class frigate is 372 meters in

length. That is more than two Seattle Space Needles
placed end-to-end!

ADVANCED TRANSLIGHT ENGINE

The faster-than-light slipspace engine of the /nfinity
is built around a Forerunner drive core recovered
during the Covenant War. This drive is what makes
the /nfinity one of the fastest ships in the fleet,
despite its size.
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4 SPARTAN-IV

IT TAKES?
