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This book uncovers the original 18-sign zodiac, an ancient system that predates the familiar 12-sign zodiac by millennia. However, before examining the discoveries that led to the reconstruction of this remarkable long-lost astrological system, we present groundbreaking scientific evidence supporting a fundamental principle of astrology—that the timing of one’s birth can significantly influence one’s character and personality. The ancients, it seems, were right. Birth signs really do shape who we are.

The zodiac is an imaginary band of sky surrounding the Earth divided into 12 equal sections, each named after the corresponding constellations or patterns of stars within them, which astrologers call signs. Namely, Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces. While there are a total of 88 constellations, including 76 others like Orion, Pegasus, and the Great Bear, the zodiac is of particular significance for astrology because the sun, moon, and all the planets seem to only move within it as they travel across the heavens. The reason is that they all orbit very closely to the same plane around the sun, and the moon moves along a similar plane while orbiting Earth. In astronomical terms, this plane is known as the ecliptic, and the zodiac covers a zone extending approximately 8.5 degrees to either side.

Astrologers believe that the relative positions of celestial bodies in the zodiac, particularly the sun, can influence a person’s destiny. The zodiac sign occupied by the sun at the time of someone’s birth—called their sun, star, or birth sign—is believed to play a significant role in shaping their characteristics and personality. It is also thought that the positions of the sun, moon, and planets at a specific moment can similarly influence the lives of individuals born under the same sign. A diagram charting these positions is called a horoscope, a word synonymous with regular media columns predicting readers’ astrological fate and fortune. Despite living in a scientific and technological era, millions worldwide continue to trust in the accuracy of their birth signs, and many frequently seek guidance from their horoscopes. So, is there any hard evidence that astrology works?

Over the years, several statistical research projects have been undertaken to examine astrology, and their findings have been thought-provoking. Many of these studies have found that astrological birth signs are significantly more accurate than would be expected by chance alone. The first was the work of the French statisticians Françoise and Michel Gauquelin, who, between the 1950s and 80s, meticulously studied the profiles of thousands of athletes, actors, and scientists and concluded a remarkable correlation between their birth signs and their accomplishments.1 While the Gauquelins’ findings initially faced criticism, many, including the esteemed psychologist Hans Eysenck, eventually supported their results. Other such studies have since had similar results. Skeptics, however, continue to doubt that astrology has any realistic basis. But now, advancements in cell biology and understanding of life’s intricate responses to seasonal rhythms are revealing compelling new evidence suggesting sun signs might have a firm scientific foundation.

The Case for Sun Signs

The ancient Greeks devised the 12-sign zodiac we know today. Sun signs such as Leo, Virgo, and Libra were the locations in the zodiac where the sun appeared to be, as seen from Earth at a given time. They couldn’t see the constellation directly because of the sun’s glare, but they could work it out by seeing what zodiac constellations were visible after dark. The ancient new year began around what would now be March 21, the spring equinox in the northern hemisphere, and as Aries was the sign the sun was in at that time, it was considered the first sign, followed by Taurus, Gemini, and so on. As every sign took up precisely 30 degrees of the zodiac, the solar stay in each one was almost 30 and a half days, which was awkward, so it was simplified into most signs having 30 or 31 days, while three of them had one more or one less. Accordingly, between March 21 and April 19, it would be Aries; April 20 and May 20, Taurus; May 21 and June 20, Gemini; and so on, just as the astrological signs are today. The zodiac is, therefore, a celestial calendar, and the sun sign indicates the time of year. Maybe the stars are too far away to influence someone’s characteristics and personality, but perhaps the time of year during which pregnancy occurs does have an influence.

Earth spins on its axis, causing night and day; it also moves about the sun in an orbit, taking just over 365 days or one year. If the Earth rotated around an axis inclined at 90 degrees to its orbital plane around the Sun—in other words, upright—day and night would be of equal length, and there would also be no seasons. However, its axis is tilted by approximately 23.5 degrees, meaning that when the planet is on one side of the sun, the northern hemisphere is pointed toward it and the south away, and six months later, the opposite occurs. There are longer days, more warmth, and more sunlight in the hemisphere pointing toward the sun, hence summer, and less when pointing away, therefore winter. And the seasons gradually alternate between the two. The overall result is the dramatic, annual cycle of nature.

Plant growth patterns, such as blossoming in spring, fruiting in summer, and shedding leaves in autumn, are synchronized with the seasons. Animals also exhibit seasonal changes: hibernation in winter, spring breeding, and fall migration are just a few ways the animal kingdom responds to the seasons. Known as chronobiology, such changes are controlled by hormones, chemicals that coordinate various functions by carrying messages telling the body what to do.2 And the same circannual rhythms, as they are called, also occurred in our remote ancestors.3 Remarkably, it is now known that they still do. Although circannual rhythms are less evident in modern humans, as we have considerable artificial control over our environment, modern research has shown that seasonal hormonal changes still occur—and to a significant degree.4 A recent study by the Department of Molecular Cell Biology at the Weizmann Institute of Science in Israel, published in 2021 in the prestigious Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, presents persuasive evidence that humans have hormonal rhythms that may significantly influence our circannual physiology, far more than previously thought.

The team used a dataset of millions of hormone tests from medical records that revealed previously unsuspected seasonality variations in hormones for numerous functions, such as reproduction, growth, metabolism, and stress adaptation. For example, hormones from the pituitary gland, which help control reproduction, metabolism, stress, and lactation, peaked in August. Peripheral organs under the control of the pituitary, like those that produce sex hormones or the thyroid hormone, showed seasonality in February. Meanwhile, testosterone produced by the adrenal gland, estradiol produced by the ovaries, and progesterone produced by the adrenal cortex reached their pinnacle in May, and the pituitary hormone ACTH peaked in October. As these hormonal changes gradually transformed over the year, in many cases it was even possible to tell the month of the year that a blood sample was taken without consulting the relevant record.5

The Weizmann Institute findings explains why people born at the same time of the year share specific psychological and physiological characteristics. It is well known that the levels of various hormones in the mother’s system play a significant part in fetal development. So, if hormones change regularly throughout the year and have an annual rhythm, the pregnancy timing could considerably affect the child’s eventual physiological and psychological characteristics.6 Although the environment after birth influences our personality, many of our general character traits are determined by genetics, which can be modified by such hormonal changes as this study has revealed.7 In other words, individuals who spent the same period of the year in the womb would be affected similarly and be born around the same date. Circannual hormonal changes may account for the apparent accuracy of astrology, so from the biological perspective, it’s not the stars shaping our destiny but the period during the year we spend in the womb. Someone born in a particular sun sign would usually have undergone fetal development during the same months as another born in the same sign and consequently would have experienced similar hormonal influences. It seems, at last, that there is a scientific case for people being born at the same time of the year sharing common characteristics. Which, after all, is what sun signs are all about.

The Greek Zodiac

The zodiac we know today was devised by the Greeks around 300 BCE. Each of its 12 signs shares a name with a stellar constellation. But how did they get their names? They are not recognizable in the pictorial sense. Who could claim, for example, that the Y-shaped arrangement of stars that form the Cancer constellation in any way resembles a crab or that the line of stars forming Aries remotely resembles a ram? The stars that fall in each sign could be joined by lines to make any conceivable shape. Indeed, throughout history, separate cultures have imagined the stars to form very different patterns in the sky. For example, the Egyptians regarded the stars of Taurus as a turtle,1 the Chinese saw Virgo as a horn,2 and the Mayans envisaged Aquarius as a bat.3 Well, it was for astrological rather than astronomical reasons.

The signs were chosen not for the constellation’s resemblance to what they were named after but for the symbolic qualities they represented. Ancient astrologers believed that birth dates shaped human characteristics, and the zodiac sector in which the sun was present at birth was deemed responsible. The sign was, therefore, named after a creature or mythical figure that best symbolized the character and personality traits of those born in the sign, and its stars eventually incorporated into the associated pictorial image. For example, someone born with the sun in Aries was not considered to have inherited ram-like qualities because the constellation looked anything like a ram; the ram was chosen as an image for the sign once ram-like qualities had been observed in people born at that time of year. Similarly, a person born during the sign of Leo was not thought to have inherited lion-like qualities from the constellation; the lion was chosen after lion-like qualities had been observed in people born when the sun was in that sector of the zodiac. The same applies to the signs symbolized by mythical figures rather than animals. Their attributes were similarly considered to epitomize those born in the sign named after them. Aquarius, the water carrier, was the romantic hero Ganymede; Virgo, the maiden, was Astraea, goddess of precision; Libra, the scales, was the symbol for Themis, the goddess of justice; Sagittarius, the archer, was the benevolent centaur Chiron; and Gemini, the twins, were the adventuring Argonauts Castor and Pollux.4

The Mesopotamian Zodiac

The ancient Greeks did not invent the zodiac concept; they were influenced by the Babylonians. Ancient Babylon was a thriving city-state in Mesopotamia, located near the Euphrates River in present-day Iraq. It emerged as a cultural and political powerhouse during the reign of Hammurabi (1792–1750 BCE), who is renowned for the Code of Hammurabi, one of the earliest written legal codes. Babylon became a hub of innovation, trade, and governance, blending Sumerian, Akkadian, and Semitic influences. The city reached its zenith under King Nebuchadnezzar II (605–562 BCE). His architectural achievements included the famed Hanging Gardens, one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World, and the magnificent Ishtar Gate. These symbolized Babylon’s wealth and architectural prowess. The ziggurat of Etemenanki, believed to inspire the biblical Tower of Babel, demonstrated their dedication to religion and astronomy. Babylon was a center of learning, contributing to advancements in mathematics, astronomy, and literature. It is home to the Epic of Gilgamesh, one of the oldest surviving literary works.5

The Babylonians had an earlier version of the 12-sign zodiac, which included signs of familiar creatures like a bull, crab, and lion and different animals such as a swallow, wolf, and swan. Indeed, all these earlier signs were named after animals, which is why they were collectively called the zodiac.6 Our modern word comes from the Greek zodiakós kýklos, meaning “cycle of animals.” Only later were five of the animals replaced with Hellenic symbolism that confusingly now bears the Latin names Aquarius, Virgo, Libra, Sagittarius, and Gemini.7

The history of the zodiac goes back further. Babylon had existed for two millennia before they adopted this 12-sign zodiac; their earlier astrologers employed a very different one with 18 signs. It is known from various fragmentary texts, but the oldest complete description survives on a clay tablet dating from 686 BCE found during excavations of the ancient city of Nineveh in Mosul, northern Iraq.8 Now in the British Museum and cataloged as BM 86378, the text references all the signs without directly revealing which stars they were associated with, except the first. It is referred to as the Star Cluster, identified as what is now called the Pleiades, or the Seven Sisters, a close grouping of stars in the constellation of Taurus, which they called the Spider.

This first sign began on the spring equinox and was followed by the others, each representing 20 degrees of the zodiac. The BM 86378 text reveals that they were symbolized by animals, some of this symbolism surviving until Greek times, with such signs as the Lion, the Scorpion, and the Bull. However, they were originally denoted by different stars, ascribed to other sectors in the zodiac band, and concerned different times of the year to the modern zodiac. The tablet alone does not clarify some of these, having names like The Great One, the god Pabilsaĝ, and the goddess Annunitum. Fortunately, they can be established by other surviving texts included in over 30,000 inscribed clay tablets found in 1851 during excavations of Nineveh by the English archeologist Austen Layard. Dating from the seventh century BCE, they include various astronomical texts from which the imagery of the early zodiac signs can be determined. Like the later 12-sign Babylonian zodiac, they were all represented by animals.9 They are, in order: Spider, Orox, Mouflon, Vulture, Gazelle, Serpent, Crayfish, Lion, Swan, Crane, Scorpion, Horse, Goat, Wolf, Fish, Swallow, Eagle, and Fox.
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Astonishingly, the BM 86378 tablet also reveals that this 18-sign zodiac must have been devised well before the Babylonians. It all concerns a planetary phenomenon termed axial precession. Also called the precession of the equinoxes, axial precession is the slow and continuous change in the Earth’s rotational axis. Imagine a straight bar through the planet, sticking out into space on either side at the north and south poles. During axial precession, although the bar remains at an angle of approximately 23.5 away from upright, each end traces a complete circle through space roughly every 26,000 years. Accordingly, every 2,166 years, the sun appears to move back a sign.10

When the Greeks created their zodiac around 2300 years ago, between March 21 and April 19—what we now consider Aries—the sun was indeed in the zodiac segment dominated by the Aries constellation. However, today, between those dates, the sun is now in the zodiac sector dominated by the constellation Pisces. The same applies to every sign: they have all moved back one. What had been Taurus is now Aries, what was Gemini is now Taurus, what was Cancer is now Gemini, and so on.11 If you have doubts, check an online planetarium. Enter your date of birth and see which constellations the sun is in—it will be the one before your familiar sign. But if you swear by your birth sign, there’s no need to worry. As far as astrology is concerned, anyone born in the 30 days following the spring equinox is nevertheless born in the zodiac sector symbolized by the ram—precisely like in ancient Greece—it’s just that the sun is now in the 30-degree zodiac segment dominated by the Pisces constellation. The same goes for all the signs. (Remember, it’s the time of the year you were born that is thought to determine human characteristics and character traits, not the stars with which the sun aligns.) Which brings us back to the BM 86378 tablet.

As mentioned, the constellation referred to as the Star Cluster, the Spider, is identified as the Pleiades. Aries is the first sign of the Greek zodiac because it was created around 300 BCE when the sun was in the Aries constellation at the spring equinox. If the 18-sign zodiac was contrived when the sun was near the Pleiades constellation at the spring equinox, it had to have been devised millennia before the Babylonian civilization arose. Because of axial precession, the last time the sun was close to the Pleiades at that time of year was some 7,000 years ago.12 This means that for the Pleiades to have been the first sign, this 18-sign zodiac must have been compiled as long ago as 5000 BCE. This is over 2,000 years before the building of Stonehenge and the pyramids of Egypt, making it, by far, the oldest known zodiac devised anywhere in the world. (Again, you can check this with any online planetarium. Enter March 21, 5000 BCE, and you’ll see the sun next to the Pleiades.) Amazingly, this 18-sign zodiac may be even older.

Babylon was in a region known as Mesopotamia, a stretch of fertile land between the Tigris and Euphrates rivers, extending from the Persian Gulf in the south of Iraq to southeast Turkey in the north. Seven thousand years ago, the area was inhabited by a Neolithic farming culture called the Samarra.13 Unfortunately, they had no form of writing, so we know little about their astrological beliefs. However, evidence concerning their zodiac seems to exist with their predecessors, the mysterious people who built Göbekli Tepe. Situated in southeastern Turkey, Göbekli Tepe is a megalithic complex that appears to have been, like other ancient monuments such as Stonehenge, part temple, part astronomical observatory. However, it is far more extensive and much older. Created over 11,000 years ago, Göbekli Tepe comprises 20 circular compounds each up to 65 feet in diameter, consisting of around 200 T-shaped stone pillars each up to 18 feet high and weighing as much as 20 tons.14 These pillars are intricately carved with animal figures, many thought to symbolize stellar constellations. However, because the builders left no writings, it is unknown which stars they represented or how these ancient people interpreted them. Nevertheless, 14 of the animals of the 18-sign zodiac are prominently carved onto the stones of Göbekli Tepe. The only signs we don’t see are the Crayfish, the Fish, the Swan, and the Swallow, but even two of these may be represented: a zig-zag, chevron design found on one of the pillars may be the swan goddess Nisaba, and the Fish might be represented by a large fishing net carved on another. Some of the Göbekli Tepe figures are no longer identifiable, so it is entirely possible that a crayfish and swallow were amongst them.15

So, this 18-sign zodiac is thousands of years older than the one we are familiar with today. We don’t know what specific stars were incorporated into constellations to represent each of these ancient signs. Still, we know that the list began at the spring equinox and that the subsequent year was divided into 18 divisions of some 20 days each. These, therefore, appear to be the sacred creatures of the original Mesopotamian zodiac, with the dates covered by each birth sign.

As we have seen, modern astrological belief holds that the Aries sign still influences those born in late March or early April, even though the sun is now in Pisces at that time. Similarly, it makes no difference that today, the sun is nowhere near the Pleiades until late May. If we use the original Mesopotamian zodiac, someone born in the 20 days beginning March 21 would still be born in the Spider sign, and the same goes for all the other signs. Accordingly, the chart on page 12 still reveals your Mesopotamian birth sign.

Just as Greek and Roman mythology informed their interpretation of the zodiac, so did that of the Mesopotamians. The oldest known cultures in the region were those that built Göbekli Tepe and the Samarra people. Still, as they had no form of writing, their beliefs can only be gleaned from the records of their successors, the Sumerians, Akkadians, Babylonians, and Assyrians, beginning around 3000 BCE. From their ancient surviving literary works, such as the Epic of Gilgamesh, we learn that their chief deities included the sky god Anu, Enlil, the god of air and storms, and Enki, the god of wisdom and water. These gods were seen as powerful yet humanlike, with emotions, desires, and conflicts that shaped the fate of humanity.16 However, most Mesopotamian gods were either depicted as animals or had an animal with which they were associated, and these were the creatures incorporated into the original zodiac. Many of their names are still unknown, but the known ones included in the zodiac are the pastoral deity Amurru, whose sacred animal was the gazelle; the grain goddess Nisaba, depicted as a swan; Pabilsaĝ, a hunter deity epitomized by a pony-like wild horse; Gula, goddess of healing symbolized by a dog or wolf; Annunitum, the goddess of love and war represented by an eagle; and Anu symbolized by the mouflon or wild sheep.17

No record survives concerning how this original zodiac was interpreted or what character traits were associated with each sign. However, that doesn’t mean it can’t be reconstructed today. If aspects of someone’s character and personality are genuinely influenced by the time of year—hence, in which of these ancient signs—they were born, then a statistical survey should reveal shared traits. And it does. Over several years, I compiled an in-depth survey, recording people’s attitudes, opinions, likes, dislikes, hobbies, pastimes, employment, health, and many other factors, and found that those born in each sign did appear to share common traits well beyond what should be expected by chance. What follows is inspired by that research. This is the ancient Mesopotamian zodiac—the original zodiac—revealing, for the first time in millennia, the personality and character traits shared by those born in each of its signs. It is in no way intended to challenge conventional astrology. Instead, it is an alternative and equally fascinating interpretation of ancient birth signs in a format relevant to today’s world.
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The spider is a solitary creature with the remarkable ability to create an extraordinary web. Likewise, those born in this sign are independent and highly creative thinkers known for their exceptional blend of imagination and practicality. Spiders have a grounded perspective, constantly evaluating their path to ensure they are on the right track. One of the defining Spider traits is their insatiable curiosity concerning the world around them. They are recognized for their analytical nature and inclination for self-reflection, which can sometimes border on the overcritical. Spiders can achieve outstanding results quickly; their success is often attributed to their charm, tact, and willingness to assist others.

Spiders, despite their ever-changing interests and strategies, may exhibit leadership qualities. However, their adaptability can sometimes leave followers feeling left behind. This isn’t due to insensitivity but rather is a testament to their ability to adjust to new circumstances. Spiders naturally assume others will do the same, often underestimating the effect of their changes in direction on those around them. Despite their interest in the arts, Spiders rarely enjoy traditional forms of entertainment like concerts or theatre, preferring to create their own. This independent spirit is a hallmark of the Spider sign. Those born in this cycle value the present more than the past, focusing on today rather than dwelling on yesterday, and are seldom ones to hold on to keepsakes or memorabilia. They have realistic expectations in relationships and are willing to work for a long and happy partnership. If a relationship ends, they show resilience and move on without holding grudges, viewing breakups not as rejection but as part of life’s journey.

Although somewhat fussy or faddy, people born in the Spider sign are good socializers. At ease in company, they have an entertaining personality and a versatile character, making them the soul of any party. However, Spiders often give the impression that they do not quite share the spirit of the occasion. It is not that they are rude or uninterested; instead, they are usually thinking of more than one thing at once.

The Spider is generally neat and somewhat obsessive about cleanliness in domestic life. However, although they know exactly where everything is, their personal space tends to be a complete mess. Nevertheless, Spiders are often overconcerned with cleanliness, and many are hypochondriacs, worried that the slightest ailment is the start of serious illness.

The Spider processes information like a computer, organizing even the most disordered data into clear and coherent categories. They are perfectionists, which can lead to problems if they expect others to apply themselves similarly. Spiders work best alone. Although those born in this sign can be somewhat self-centered, they are generous and helpful and make excellent and entertaining friends. The Spider is intelligent, clever, and resourceful but is inclined to go their way, ignoring the advice of others until mistakes are made. Spiders can have an unusual, sometimes zany, and somewhat random sense of humor. Some people find them hilarious, while others don’t get them at all. They have many friends and are prepared to take the lead in most situations. Being excellent communicators, they are unafraid of public speaking and make ideal lecturers, teachers, and salespeople.

One of the most notable traits of the person born in this sign is their ability to change their character and mannerisms to suit a situation, which can make them exceptional actors and performers. Spiders tend to be extroverted, noisy, and rapid movers, finding it difficult to stay still. Although intelligent and quick to learn, they can lose interest when trained by others and work best when self-taught. The Spider represents one of the swiftest signs, and those born in this zodiac cycle can rapidly progress. However, they have numerous leisure activities and spend too much time enjoying themselves. Additionally, Spiders are extravagant, not the best economizers, and spend more than they can realistically afford. All the same, the Spider can be one of the most generous, entertaining, and engaging partners and friends.

The Spider has great versatility. Endowed with an alert mind and an excellent memory, they can solve many problems that others find difficult. Those born in this sign are especially precise regarding minute detail; intelligent and creative, they take pride in their work. In business, they work best alone and are capable of long periods of devoted activity. Philosophical interests are a marked feature, with considerable originality of ideas. Erudite and persuasive, the Spider is a natural entertainer with a marvelous sense of humor. They have a great memory and can recall detailed information that often surprises those around them. People of this sign are swift, decisive, spontaneous, and imaginative and can quickly accomplish much. They are usually kind and have considerable affinity with animals. One of the most striking qualities of Spiders is their meticulous nature. Another notable characteristic is their analytical mind. Spiders possess solid problem-solving abilities, allowing them to dissect complex issues and find practical solutions. Those born under the sign of the Spider are known for their remarkable creativity and excel at critical thinking. They possess a natural talent for weaving together complex ideas and finding unique solutions, making them excellent strategists and innovators. Their patience allows them to excel in tasks requiring precision and foresight. Spiders are also deeply intuitive, often sensing underlying truths and motives that others might miss. Their adaptability enables them to thrive in various environments and situations. Loyal and protective, they build strong, lasting relationships, creating a close-knit circle of trusted allies.

If an enterprise fails, the Spider may become oversensitive and quick to take offense. Pessimism is usual for Spiders who have suffered a setback, and their response is generally to withdraw, accepting further problems as if they somehow deserve them.
