      Anubis is the shaman who holds the key. He is the Way Shower, the guide who shows us how to move out of linear thinking and allow our consciousness to merge and morph, in the same way the neteru themselves merge and morph from one to another, from human to animal form.       PREFACE

      Perfect Timing

      As this book is being written, Sobek and Wadjet are dancing in dynamic opposition. Sobek is the Old King, the crocodile-headed god who is grounded in the wisdom of the past. Sobek is being called to release his hold on our collective energy and open to the fiery, passionate new life energy of Wadjet, the cobra-headed goddess who moves the kundalini energy through our bodies. The old order is being challenged by a shattering new energy. Resistance and fear abound during this time, but the energy of the new form is strong and full of life.

      It is in this atmosphere that Shamanic Egyptian Astrology has evolved. This transit—between Saturn and Uranus in the words of traditional Western astrology—describes a huge portal of planetary transformation and change. It began with the global economic meltdown that has resulted in the open acknowledgement that the old way no longer works and continued with the election of Barack Obama, whose chart is included at the end of this book. At the time of this writing, we have not fully opened ourselves to the seminal new energy of Wadjet—we still resist. But it is pointless. The dance between Sobek and Wadjet is timeless. The old order must fall away and allow the new to come through. Rebirth always follows death; this process is inevitable. There must be a shattering of that which no longer serves so that an opening can be created from which new life can spring forth.

      Linda Star Wolf and Ruby Falconer are soul friends, shamanic sisters, and colleagues at Venus Rising University, a shamanic healing arts institution located in the beautiful blue mountains of western North Carolina. The creation of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology was inspired by the channeled work of Linda Star Wolf on the neteru of ancient Egypt, which began in 2005 and resulted in a book and oracle deck coauthored with Nicki Scully: 
Shamanic Mysteries of Egypt: Awakening the Healing Power of the Heart and 
The Anubis Oracle: A Journey Into the Shamanic Mysteries of Egypt, both published by Bear & Company. 
This remarkable work has provided a whole new perspective on the shamanic myths of ancient Egypt, one that is particularly significant during these times of tremendous transformation and change.

      The process of creation was intense for Star Wolf and Nicki. The Egyptian neteru, long neglected and misinterpreted, pressed forward, eager to share their messages for our world. As each new download was brought forth and given form by Star Wolf and Nicki, the information shared by the neteru was integrated into the work at Venus Rising University. A student of the Shamanic Mysteries of Egypt, Ruby quickly assimilated the downloaded information into her own understanding of the archetypal world of myth and symbols. Some of the information that was downloaded to Linda Star Wolf, and revealed in the books she coauthored with Nicki, is also drawn upon in this present volume, as is indicated at each mention in the text.

      It was in the summer of 2007 that Ruby began to realize that the gods and goddesses of ancient Egypt were related to the deities of ancient Greece and Rome. As an astrologer with thirty-seven years of experience, Ruby has always been fascinated by the myths behind the astrological archetypes. She began to see that the mythological archetypes portrayed in the stories of Western astrology were a younger—and, in many ways, less evolved—version of the ancient Egyptian myths.

      Star Wolf, while not specifically an astrologer, has a substantial layman’s understanding of the astrological symbols. She is a channel who receives revelatory downloads and messages from the archetypal world of the gods. Her understanding of the symbolic language of astrology is intuitive and gained through direct communication with the neteru.

      A discussion began between Star Wolf and Ruby, and out of these conversations, 
Shamanic Egyptian Astrology was born. Some of the associations between Shamanic Egyptian Astrology and traditional Western astrology were obvious—Thoth and Mercury, Isis and Venus—while others were assigned directly by the neteru themselves. The nature of the collaboration was such that, as a topic presented itself, Star Wolf would go inward and allow the neteru to tell her what it was that they wanted the world to know. Ruby served as the scribe, transferring the thoughts and ideas of the neteru into words. She then made the associations between the symbolism of Western astrology and Shamanic Egyptian Astrology, allowing her own intuitive understanding to be molded by the information flowing through Star Wolf.

      Shamanic Egyptian Astrology has become an integral part of the program at Venus Rising University, with classes and workshops offered as part of a certification program. Beyond the place Shamanic Egyptian Astrology holds in the curriculum at Venus Rising University, the perspective gained has brought a new dimension to the mentoring and pastoral counseling done by its staff, affecting both the work they do with students and clients as well as their own inner process.

      Shamanic Egyptian Astrology provides a practical framework for accessing the neteru who most wish to be called forth at any given time. For example: a student wishes to understand her soul’s purpose and seeks support as she works through difficult issues from her past. Sothis is strong in her chart (Ascendant and Moon in Pisces); Anubis emanates through her Isis (Venus in Leo); and Nekhbet emanates through both Amun-Ra and Set (Sun and Mars in Virgo). These three neteru—Sothis, Anubis, and Nekhbet—become her special guides and teachers, providing daily inspiration and support.

      Another individual is under a personal transit from Osiris (Pluto) to her Isis (Venus). Osiris becomes her guide as she navigates the sometimes frightening process of death and rebirth, and Isis is a resource of unconditional love and compassion. Isis is always there, holding her lovingly in her rainbow wings. And so it goes on a daily basis; the structure of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology provides a practical way to access the specific deities that wish to step forth and share their information with us.

      Astrology is a construct that describes how we as a culture perceive reality. The language of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology reflects a new construct of reality. It is not only the words used to describe these concepts that are changing—the very concepts themselves are being transformed by the intercession of the neteru. This is an ongoing process, for we are at the beginning of a huge shift in consciousness and have only scratched the surface.

      Star Wolf and Ruby believe that the information contained in this book will revolutionize the language of astrology and that it has been shared with them so that they may, in turn, transmit it to the world.

    

  
    
      How to Use This Book
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      This is not a “how to interpret charts” astrology book, nor a self-help book. Its purpose is to incorporate the Shamanic Egyptian Pantheon into the ancient language of astrology, and through that process, assist in the planetary shift in consciousness that is birthing on our planet.

      Later in this chapter is a section entitled “The Myths of Ancient Egypt.” This passage can be referred to frequently in order to remind oneself of the primary stories of ancient Egypt as they are historically told.

      Each chapter of this book begins with a sacred invocation that honors the neteru associated with each sign and planet. By silently reading this invocation or saying it out loud as a type of prayer, the essence of that archetype is activated deep within our psyche, making the mystery of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology more available to our linear mind. When we honor the neteru of ancient Egypt, they respond—both above and below, within and without.

      At the end of each chapter is a short ritual that can be practiced in order to activate the neteru in our lives. We recommend that, as you do each ritual, you read the invocation at the head of that chapter out loud to further invoke the neteru. The rituals associated with the planets and signs are brief. We suggest taking more time with the later rituals associated with the four elements of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology—Fire, Earth, Air, and Water. The elements are the ancestors of the neteru associated with the planets and signs. The rituals provided are a means of embodying these principles in our everyday lives.

      The neteru are principles of nature that are reflected in our psychological makeup. If we want more of something in our life—more clarity (air), more action (fire), more grounding (earth), more access to our emotions (water)—we can call on a neteru associated with that elemental expression. For action we can call on Sekhmet, or perhaps Horus. For clarity we can call on Thoth or Ptah. For each need we have, there are several neteru who will gladly step forth to assist us in manifesting that aspect of ourselves.

      It is not necessary to know anything about astrology or one’s personal chart in order to use this book. You can read through the entire book, familiarizing yourself with all of the archetypes and inviting them into your psyche. Perhaps you will find yourself drawn to one more than another. Saying the invocation or practicing the ritual, or both, for that neteru will activate something within you that needs to come forth. If you do know even a little about your astrological chart, this book will provide access to the neteru who most wish to share their qualities with you. If your Sun is in Libra, Ma’at will speak to you, as will Amun-Ra. If your Moon is in Taurus, Hathor is waiting to share with you her divine love, sensuality, and ultimate affection, and Khonsu will share his gifts as well. Included here is a meditation that can be used as a preparation for each of the rituals for the neteru and the elements.

      
        
          Ritual Meditation Preparation
        

        
          Find a quiet place where you will not be disturbed for a period of time. If appropriate, light candles and put on soft, meditative music. Create a ritual space. 

        

        
          Make your body comfortable, either by sitting or lying down, as appropriate to each ritual. Close your eyes and relax the muscles of your body, beginning with the top of your head and working your 

          way down your body. Imagine that, as you focus on each part of your body, tension flows out and away. Focus on your muscles, physically relaxing each of them. Drop your shoulders, relax your belly, open your hips. Drop down into your body and focus your attention on your heart. 

        

        
          Breathe into your heart, expanding the space and energy around your heart space with each breath. Breathe deeply and evenly, releasing all thoughts and distractions, opening into your heart, sinking deeper and deeper into your body. Imagine a flame within your heart that is being activated by your breath. With each breath it becomes larger and stronger. 

        

        
          Open your eyes with a soft focus, and begin . . . 
        

      

      After each ritual, give thanks—offer gratitude to the neteru for the messages they gave you, the lessons they offered you, and the place they occupy in your life. Gratitude is what shape-shifts us out of our resistance and fear and creates a connection to the Divine.

      
        THE MYTHS OF ANCIENT EGYPT

        Ancient Egypt was a huge land with many regional gods and goddesses—some of whom rose to prominence beyond their locale and claimed a larger hold on the collective consciousness. The shamanic Egyptian mythological pantheon is complex, with many stories weaving in and out of one another. To attempt to discuss this mythology in a linear fashion is an oversimplification but one that is necessary for our purpose.

        As you read through the following stories, you will note that in some cases they differ significantly from how they are told in the individual chapters on the various neteru. Here we are telling the bare bones myths as they have been presented historically by academia. The source of these versions are the Greek and Roman historians, who traveled through Egypt in the centuries before and after the birth of Christ, as well as more modern translations of the hieroglyphs and various ancient Egyptian texts. Much has been lost in these translations, and particularly in the case of the Greek and Roman historians, there was bias in the interpretation of the myths based on their own cultural perspective.

        What has been lost is some of the shamanic magical wisdom of the ancient world, a wisdom that we are finally, in our growing maturity, ready to embrace. Linda Star Wolf, through intuitive downloaded transmissions, has received the esoteric mysteries direct from the neteru themselves. Some of this downloaded information can be found in the two books on shamanic Egypt written by Linda Star Wolf and Nicki Scully. The information revealed by the neteru is often confirmed by the most recent archeological and academic research. For instance, Anubis has told Linda Star Wolf that the Great Sphinx is actually a statue of him, an idea corroborated by recent scholarly research. He has also told her that he was the sixth child born of Nut and Geb, twin to Horus, hidden from the world until now.

        The origins of the Egyptian pantheon were in the natural world. Neter (singular masculine) or 
neteru (plural) is the name for god(s) in the ancient Egyptian language, words closely connected with our word 
nature. In the earliest version of the pantheon, there was a god for air, Shu, and a goddess for moisture, Tefnut. Earth was represented by their son, Geb, who became an early depiction of the Green Man. His son Osiris inherited this designation and later became associated with the constellation Orion. Geb and his consort, Nut, one version of the Sky goddess, became the parents of the later pantheon, those most familiar to us today.

        We invite you into this world of the neteru. Be prepared to change, however. These are not linear beings, and the concepts they share with us are not black and white. The neteru change and morph into one another, never holding still. Their world is a multicolored kaleidoscope of awareness. Linear reality has no place in this world. Consciousness shifts constantly, just like the timelessly shifting sands of Egypt.

      

      
        THE CYCLE OF LIFE

        Perhaps the most important natural event in the Egyptian year involved water. At a certain time each year, associated with the ascension in the sky of the star Sirius, the rains came to the dry, barren desert of ancient Egypt, and the Nile River rose over its banks and flooded the land. With the waters came the moist, fertile soil of the delta, which would contribute to healthy and abundant crops for the next year. Without the floods, famine would come to the land. With the floods came destruction but also the promise of new life. This concept of death followed by rebirth is central to the shamanic Egyptian perspective and we see it repeated over and over again in the myths and stories.

        The Egyptian pantheon embraced a number of different creator gods—Amun, Ra, Nekhbet, Hathor, Ptah, and Khnum among them. The creator gods are the oldest of the Egyptian gods and goddesses, and their myths date back to predynastic times. Their influence, and their stories, were largely regional, although various deities rose to national prominence over the long three thousand year history of ancient Egypt. The second generation of gods and goddesses were led by Nut and Geb, the Divine Parents. In the historical version of the myth, Nut gave birth to five children—Osiris, Isis, Nephthys, Set, and the Elder Horus. The first four are of primary importance, and their stories are told in the following birth myths.

        The ancient land of Egypt was divided into two kingdoms, Lower Egypt (the north) and Upper Egypt (the south). Osiris and Isis were the king and queen of Lower Egypt; Nephthys and Set were the king and queen of Upper Egypt. There are two primary myths surrounding these four, both involving the birth of a child.

      

      
        THE BIRTH OF ANUBIS

        Nephthys and Isis were twins, virtually impossible to tell apart. One night Nephthys went to the courtyard of the palace of Osiris and Isis. She dressed herself in Isis’s clothes and adorned herself with her sister’s perfume. Osiris entered the courtyard and found a woman who he believed to be his wife. The two made love.

        Out of their union was born a son, Anubis. Nephthys feared that her husband Set would kill Anubis, and so she took him out to the desert and left him there. Isis came and rescued her nephew, took him home with her, and raised him as her own son.

      

      
        THE BIRTH OF HORUS

        Set held no love for Osiris and plotted against his life. He killed his brother and put his body in a coffin. Isis, after much searching, found and then freed her husband’s body. She turned herself into a small white kite, a type of bird common along the Nile. She used her magic to raise up his limp phallus, hovered above him, and then lowered herself upon him so as to make love with him. Out of their union, the young king Horus was born. Set was so angry that he killed Osiris again, this time cutting his body into fourteen pieces and strewing them along the banks of the Nile. Isis, accompanied by her sister Nephthys, collected the pieces of her husband’s body and “re-membered” them. She was unable to find his penis and so crafted a phallus out of gold. Osiris became the god of regeneration, death, and rebirth.

        After the birth of Horus, a great battle was entered into between Horus and Set, a version of Sobek. This battle between the young and the old king was long and brutal with many hurtful actions taking place on both sides. The outcome was uncertain, as the young king was forced to inevitably learn from the experience and wisdom of the old king, and through this process, both were transformed.

        You will encounter many other myths and stories as you read through this book, but the ones above form the basis of the shamanic Egyptian worldview. Death and rebirth, regeneration and resurrection, the battle between the old and the young king, the cyclical progression of the natural world—all were central to the perspective of this ancient culture. Unlike the Greek and Romans, whose cultural mind-set we have inherited, the ancient Egyptians were not linear thinkers. Their gift to us is the opportunity to expand our own perception of reality so that we may step up and claim our place as Adult Children of the Gods and, much as Anubis has done, take our rightful place in the universe.

        At the end of the book is an appendix dedicated to the interpretation of the charts of two people who hold a powerful influence on the collective psyche in our modern world—Barack Obama and Gloria Steinem. We offer the interpretation of these two charts as an example of the practical application of the language of Shamanic Egyptian Astrology. By viewing a chart through this lens, we are able to see not just the wounds that a particular person carries but their ultimate wholeness.
