					Early Adulthood

				
					Six years ago, on March 23, 1981, I suddenly began receiving revelations from the
					heavenly world. The first one came from spirits belonging to the Nichiren School
					of Buddhism —namely, Nikko (1246–1333) and Nichiren (1222–1282). These spirits suddenly
					started sending me spiritual messages. 

				
					Four or five years before that, when I was still 19 or 20, I was an ordinary university
					student without much interest in spiritual matters. In those days, however, when
					I was on a bus or a train, the word ETERNITY would often appear in big white letters
					before my eyes. I did not know why I kept seeing the word eternity, but it would
					happen from time to time. Without any idea of what lies ahead, I would often say
					to my friends, “In the future, I would like to leave behind thoughts that will be
					handed down for two or three thousand years.” I was not aware of why I was saying
					this, but I had a vague dream of becoming a philosopher or at least doing literary
					work. Now I understand that at that time, preparations for my future had already
					begun. 

				
					During my days at the University of Tokyo, I became absorbed in reading books on
					a wide range of subjects rather than pursuing a major field of study. But as time
					passed, my dream started to waver. Although I was attracted to the concept of eternity
					and the word eternity kept appearing in my mind, I was gradually influenced by my
					friends whose aim was to achieve worldly success. I then became interested in law,
					the law which governs society, and was unknowingly drawn to worldly success. Gradually,
					my wish to get ahead and succeed in the world became stronger and stronger. Because
					I had entered a prestigious university, I thought about how satisfying it would be
					for me if I could get a job that people hold in high regard and spend my life working
					there. 

				
					At that time, I had two options. One was to stay in the academic world and become
					a scholar, perhaps to specialize in political philosophy. The other was to achieve
					success outside academia. I continued to waver between these two paths. As graduation
					day approached, I still wished to pursue academia. But as I watched many of my friends
					attempting to put their abilities to the test in society, I was drawn to have a career
					outside of academia. 

				
					In university, I majored in law and studied very hard. However, I faced many roadblocks.
					At the time, I could not figure out why. My classmates did not seem to have any trouble
					finding careers in their chosen fields. In my study group of six people, everyone
					but me was successful in becoming a diplomat, high-ranking public servant, or legal
					professional. Around the time of my graduation, I was also drawn toward such a path.
					But for some reason, whenever I took a vocational exam or tried to get a job, something
					happened to block my way at the last minute; it was as if a wall appeared in front
					of me. For some odd reason, obstacles prevented me from advancing in the direction
					of my choice on each occasion. I did not realize why this was happening to me. 

				
					I became confused and doubted if I really should get a job. However, one autumn day,
					I received a phone call from a trading company asking me to come for an interview.
					Later, I was treated to dinner and was courteously asked to come and work with them;
					everything went so smoothly that before I knew it, I had accepted their offer. In
					those days, I was still not sure of the direction I should head in. Although I had
					a burning desire within me, I was uncertain which direction I should channel this
					feeling toward. It was no surprise that I could not find a position that matched
					my ideals at that time because no profession would have fulfilled my yearning for
					eternity. 

				
					However, fate was cruel; despite being brought up in the countryside and having no
					desire to go abroad, I began to work for a company involved in international trade.
					Soon after, I was sent to work in the United States. The living environment I was
					in was opposite to that of Buddhist or Christian seekers of Truth. It was a dog-eat-dog
					world where people were pursuing results day in and day out. First thing in the morning,
					I would get a cup of coffee and skim through newspapers for the latest economic and
					financial information or for useful information that no one else knows about. I would
					go to the office an hour or two earlier than the other employees to read the telex
					messages sent from overseas, which often amounted to more than 30 feet of paper.
					I would analyze them and consider the strategy to solve the problems as quickly as
					possible. That was my work in the trading house. 
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					The Path to the Truth

				
					Despite all this, I encountered a crucial, decisive turning point in my life. It
					was quite shocking to me. To put it simply, I was struck by a strong ray of light—revelations
					from heaven revealed that I was on the wrong track for the course of my life. However,
					I had to make a living. After receiving revelations from the heavenly world, I knew
					I would not be able to continue living an ordinary life. But in the modern world,
					I couldn’t possibly live on offerings, like the monks of old times. So I wanted to
					somehow balance my business career and the world of the Truth. While working in the
					business world, I still had a desire within me. General trading companies demanded
					extremely stressful work but also paid high salaries. They probably paid much better
					than other companies did. The trading house I worked for offered enough salary that
					even a young employee like me could afford a new car with a single bonus. This was
					the reality, and I could not easily give it up at the time. 

				
					Over the next four or five years, I continued seeking the Truth while still working
					in the company, but it occupied less than 10 percent of my time, or perhaps about
					1 to 2 percent of it. And once every few months, I would meet with Saburo Yoshikawa
					(who later became the honorary advisor of Happy Science; d. 2003) to record spiritual
					phenomena and discuss them. But even though these spiritual occurrences were happening
					all around me, I was passive in getting them out; I let him do all the work. Now,
					we have published eight volumes of spiritual messages, but as you can see, they are
					published under the name Saburo Yoshikawa. At that point, although I was continuously
					receiving spiritual messages, it was still uncertain what lies ahead, so I decided
					not to take any action until I had a clear vision of the future. 

				
					Also, I felt I was still too young and inexperienced to stand and speak in front
					of people. Even now, it has only been a few months since I turned 30 years old. At
					the time, I thought, “The spiritual phenomena I am experiencing must be real, but
					if I start to teach people about them now, I will surely fail—people will probably
					label me as a strange or insane person within a year and I will stray from my path.”
					After all, I knew I had to compensate for my lack of experience with patience and
					diligent efforts. So, I decided to wait patiently until I gained the confidence to
					teach people the Truth correctly. I thought I should be patient and wait until the
					time was ripe without taking any action and believing the time for me to make a move
					would surely come before long. 

				
					Since then, I have accumulated many kinds of spiritual experiences. We have published
					books of spiritual messages from just dozens of spirits (at the time of this lecture),
					but the number of spiritual phenomena I have experienced over the last six years
					amounts to tens or hundreds as many. I have had contact with hundreds of high spirits.
					For my first book, Spiritual Messages from Saint Nichiren, I spent four years accumulating
					conversations with him, which means there are a hundred times as many messages in
					addition to the contents of that book. That book has such a solid foundation. I was
					determined not to make any move forward without first establishing a solid foundation
					for our movement. 

				
					Most people would have started preaching as soon as they received messages from Saint
					Nichiren and possibly would have formed a new religious organization within the year.
					I guess the spiritual guidance of Saint Nichiren alone and the publication of 10–20
					books of his spiritual messages would have attracted several million followers in
					a few decades. 

				
					However, I felt what was happening to me was far more serious. I realized that Saint
					Nichiren was only a guide or a facilitator, and behind him was a group of over 500
					high spirits who were ready to support me. Then, three or four months after my first
					spiritual communication, I received messages from Jesus Christ. At first, Advisor
					Yoshikawa did not believe me; he said it was impossible. So, I performed a spiritual
					message session before his very eyes. That is how our numerous conversations with
					other spirits began. Nevertheless, it was at least another three years before I finally
					confirmed that the messages from Saint Nichiren were genuine. 
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					The Responsibility of a Religious Leader

				
					Nowadays, there are many newly established religious organizations, and most of their
					founders start preaching as soon as they experience spiritual phenomena, taking them
					as the work of divine beings. However, in truth, becoming a religious leader comes
					with great responsibility. A simple mistake can not only mislead millions of people
					in this age, but also the people of future generations. The damage cannot be settled
					easily. 

				
					At this time, I have not announced where many of the founders of new religious groups
					have gone after death, but I know their whereabouts. Many people would be shocked
					if I were to release this information, so I will refrain from doing that, but I will
					release spiritual messages from the founders who have gone back to the higher realms
					of the heavenly world. If you do not find the spiritual messages of certain founders,
					you will know why. 

				
					Although I have received requests from members of several religious groups to publish
					messages from their founders, I do not think it is a good idea. No publisher would
					want to publish their messages because all they say is, “It’s pitch black. I can’t
					stand it. Help me.” It would only make the readers go crazy. I cannot help but pity
					those founders who fell to hell after they died. It is very difficult to save them.
					They are aware of the mistakes they have made, but even if they correct their thoughts,
					that alone will not enable them to return to heaven. This is because their successors
					are still actively spreading their wrong teachings to millions of people. The founders
					pray desperately for their successors to stop, but sadly, it does not happen; they
					continue working diligently on behalf of their founders. The wider their organizations
					grow, the greater the suffering of their founders in hell. They do not stop, contrary
					to the founders’ wishes. 

				
					The successors nowadays might express gratitude to the founder by saying, “Founder,
					thanks to you, our membership has increased tenfold.” But this makes the founder
					even more desperate. The founder in hell thinks, “Now I will have to stay here ten
					times longer. Instead of 200 years, I will have to suffer for 2,000 years. I’m afraid
					I might forget that I was ever human.” This is a sad case, but we cannot save them
					so easily even if we wanted to. Why not? In the case of usual stray spirits, I can
					send them to heaven after talking with them for a couple of minutes or an hour at
					most. But this is not the case with founders of misguided religions. They are responsible
					for misleading millions of followers who still believe in their wrong teachings.
					Unless they solve this problem, they cannot return to heaven. Therefore, they certainly
					would have been better off if they had moved to the countryside and grown vegetables
					instead of becoming founders. The worst that could have happened to them would have
					been to fall to hell for speaking ill of their neighbors. In that case, they would
					not have had to stay so long in hell; they would have been able to return to heaven
					relatively soon. 

				
					Now, I am giving lectures and introducing spiritual messages from figures such as
					Saint Nichiren and Jesus Christ, but if they were false, then I most likely will
					never be reborn into this world; I will not be able to return to heaven. It will
					be even worse for me if Happy Science grows and spreads wider internationally. Through
					spiritual contact with many religious founders, I learned to be very cautious. This
					is why I refrained from taking action until I could confirm the authenticity of Saint
					Nichiren with certainty. For over four years, both his messages and his character
					were consistent. The messages were so logical and inspiring that no living intellectuals
					could hope to deliver the content of a similar level. 

				
					On the other hand, spirits from hell are inconsistent. No matter how skilled they
					are at tricking people, their inconsistencies eventually come forth. Usually, evil
					spirits are straightforward; they only complain of their pain, so it is easy to distinguish
					them. However, the Satan or demons that possess religious founders are very experienced
					and quite shrewd. They show off their religious knowledge on, for example, karma
					or reincarnation. They may even say, “Save people. This message is God’s voice, so
					you must spread this message to the people. Publish my messages as a book and deliver
					it to each and every house.” Even so, you need to be cautious. 

				
					As I wrote in the booklet, How to Protect Yourself from Evil Spirits, it is important
					to have intellect or knowledge. Some evil spirits have strong spiritual powers or
					willpower, but because there is no school in hell where they can learn the Truth,
					they do not have a systematic knowledge of it. Spirits in hell who used to live as
					esoteric Buddhist monks, for example, would know a lot about the esoteric teachings.
					In particular, there is a monk of esoteric Buddhism in Japan who some people believe
					he restored the esoteric Shingon School and, in a sense, was more respectable than
					the founder of the esoteric Shingon School, Kukai (774-835). But after his death,
					he fell to hell and is currently possessing some religious founders and deluding
					people. He has extensive knowledge of esoteric Buddhism, so people with average intellect
					cannot see through his true nature. 

				
					If you humbly study not only Buddhism but also a variety of religions, such as Christianity,
					Shinto, Confucianism, and Taoism, along with ethics, science, and philosophy, and
					you have grasped the “golden thread” that runs through their arguments, you will
					be able to find their inconsistencies. 

				
					In contrast, those who believe exclusively in, for example, esoteric Buddhism or
					a particular sect of Christianity and who keep their eyes shut tight against other
					ideas can easily be deluded by entities like Satan who are experts in that particular
					belief. You may come across these sorts of believers in certain new Christian sects.
					I have often been accosted by people trying to sell the Bible on the street. Sometimes
					I think of giving them a copy of Spiritual Messages from Christ, but that might stir
					even more trouble. So, I always said, “I know the Bible is precious, I already have
					one at home.” There was a time when I came out of a subway station and a woman came
					up to me and asked, “Could you spare me a moment?” Upon seeing me being reluctant
					to say “No,” she said, “You seem to be troubled.” [Audience laughs.] Of course, I
					was troubled—I was wondering how I could escape from her. She continued, “Perhaps
					you are possessed by a bad spirit. I can purify you if you can spare a couple of
					minutes.” As I declined her offer to be purified on the streets, she said, “Why don’t
					we move somewhere quieter?” I was at a loss for what to do. If she had purified me,
					she would have been shocked, so I did my best to decline her offer. But she would
					not give up and insisted that she must save as many lambs as possible. Eventually,
					I had to ask her to let me free because I believed in something else. 

				
					Having observed new religions and seen their founders in the afterlife, I strongly
					resolved not to tread the path of religion unless I took it seriously. I decided
					that even if it took me several years, I would not take any steps to appear in public
					until I could positively confirm that the spiritual messages I received were from
					Saint Nichiren and Jesus Christ. 
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					Starting from Scratch

				
					Happy Science has been prudent and careful in its exploration of the Truth. Usually,
					no one would wait six years after receiving messages from Saint Nichiren or Jesus
					Christ. People who experience such encounters would start spreading the word immediately,
					but I did not. I waited until I was convinced of their authenticity. My books of
					spiritual messages represent only one percent of all the knowledge I have acquired.
					They are carefully selected messages that I have analyzed from every angle and confirmed
					to be true. 

				
					For the first couple of years, high spirits used expedient means to communicate with
					us because we were not as enlightened as we are now. Because we were not familiar
					with the world of spirits, they guided us little by little using words we could understand.
					Then, after a while, they took us to a higher level. Now, after six years, we realized
					that we were at a very low level in our first couple of years. 

				
					This is a funny story now, but here is an episode regarding a dog we owned at my
					parents’ house six years ago. Every night, the dog would bark furiously, so I asked
					Saint Nichiren, “Is there an evil spirit possessing our dog?” He kindly replied,
					“Yes, there are two snake spirits. That’s why the dog is barking so furiously. He’s
					quite annoyed.” Looking back, I feel sorry for Saint Nichiren. Due to such a low
					level of spiritual awareness I had to ask him trivial questions. This is where I
					started. That is what I mean by “starting from scratch.” I started as beginners,
					just like all of you. 

				
					Now, what would have happened if we had published this in our books of spiritual
					messages? What would you think if we published spiritual messages from him that read:
					

					
					Q: Saint Nichiren, I have a question. Our dog keeps barking at night. I don’t think
						this is natural. He might be influenced by an evil spirit. Is he possessed? 

					A: Indeed, two snake spirits have possessed him. 

				

				
					It would be too late for us to retract this later on. As you can see, it takes two
					or three years for a person to develop his spiritual awareness. This applies to everyone
					and anyone. Only after going through this immature stage can one proceed to the next
					level.
