CRAFT SUPPLIES TO HAVE ON HAND

The world of DIY is enormous, but it doesn’t have to be overwhelming! If you’re not sure what you should have on hand, this chapter will steer you in the right direction, mapping out key tools to guide you along your way—even if you have no idea where to start! The craft store will become your new best friend as you search for everything you’ll need to take your room from flat to fancy, so stock up on the basics before you start on your bedroom transformation to make the DIY projects you find in this book that much easier!

Glue Gun

A glue gun is a crafter’s best friend. It is a versatile tool that can bring together even the most stubborn pieces of crafting material. Always use caution when working with a glue gun since the tip gets very hot, and remember to prop your glue gun up correctly to prevent the hot tip from touching anything that it shouldn’t.

Scissors

Many of the projects in this book call for scissors. You probably have a pair of scissors in your house already, but not all scissors are created equal. Scissors should be able to make clean cuts in many different types of materials. You don’t want to use scissors that will tear, rip, break, or fray your materials. If you want your cuts to come out crisp, make sure that your scissors are not dull. If you need to determine whether your scissors are sharp enough to make great DIY crafts, all you need to do is use your scissors to cut some construction paper. If the scissors cut through the paper crisply and leave a nice edge, then you are good to go. If the paper ends up with frayed edges or does not come apart cleanly, you should replace them with a pair of new, sharp scissors. It seems like such a simple thing, but it can make a big difference in how your projects turn out.

Utility Knife

A utility knife, such as an X-Acto, can be a very useful alternative to scissors when you want extra precision or need to cut against a flat surface. Utility knives are commonly found in craft stores so it should be easy to find one when you are searching for your other materials. While using a utility knife you should always have a surface you don’t mind getting scratched and cut below the material your are cutting. Cardboard is a good option, but anything that is hard and you don’t mind getting beat up will work.

Paintbrushes

When it comes to applying paint, there are many different types of brushes you can use, such as a sponge brush or synthetic-bristle paintbrush. For the projects in this book, the type of paintbrush you use will not make a huge difference. That said, consider using a sponge brush when applying paint to large objects. Sponge brushes are easy to use and cost less than traditional paintbrushes, which makes them ideal for DIY projects. They come in all sizes, but the 1" size will be perfect for all of the projects that use them in this book. Sponge brushes are great for quickly adding a thick wash of paint to whatever project you are working on.

A synthetic-bristle paintbrush can be used the same way, but the application will most likely require a few coats. Look for a brush with bristles that are 1⁄2" to 1" wide, so you can use it for more precise application when working on detailed projects.

Mod Podge

No craft arsenal is complete without Mod Podge, an all-purpose gluing material that can be used in many different ways while you’re crafting. Use it to add a finishing coat to a project, as a sticky base to add glitter to, or even to stick things together. Mod Podge is easily found at nearly any craft store, as well as at online retailers like Amazon. While there are many varieties to choose from, glossy Mod Podge is the best for what you’re going to be doing here. It’s great to have on hand, and will help you complete many of the projects in this book.

Once you get on a roll, you won’t want to stop. With these awesome wall art projects, you’ll be on your way to having that super-cool room you’ve always dreamed of!


Gold Foil Prints

Prints can be so expensive, but making your own is half the cost and twice the fun! For your print, think about using the first letter of your name, a perfume bottle, or even a yummy cupcake. Anything goes! You can freehand your own design, or create your own stencil by printing cool images from the Internet. Just add the word “silhouette” at the end of your Internet searches to ensure your print comes out looking fabulously clear every time. The Gold Foil Prints will look great hanging on that boring wall above your bed, or propped up on your nightstand. The gold pop is exactly what you need to make your room look chic and super fun.

Materials


	Shape silhouette printed on 8" × 10" printer paper

	Utility knife (such as an X-Acto)

	1 (8" × 10") photo frame

	3 (11" × 14") sheets card stock or posterboard

	Gold gilding paint

	1 (1") sponge brush

	Use your utility knife to cut along the outside border of the black shape you printed, to create a stencil. Do this for as many prints as you want to make.

	Using the cardboard insert from your photo frame as a guide, cut your card stock with the utility knife so it fits into your picture frame.

	Center the stencil over the card stock and use the sponge brush to apply the gilding paint. Begin by pressing the sides of the stencil down as you paint inward along the edges in small sections, to make sure that no paint gets underneath the stencil. Then, once you have the gold outline, fill in the rest of the space inside the shape with the paint to complete the design.

	When the gilding paint is dry (check the recommended drying time on the bottle), remove the stencil and place the print into the frame. Then put the frame back together and display it in your room.

Frame Wall
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Frame walls look best when you use frames of different sizes, shapes, and colors, so don’t be afraid to step out of the box with this DIY project. There is no wrong way to do this! You can make this project super personal by printing out all of your favorite pictures and popping them into frames. Or, if you don’t want to use photos, this project works great with scrapbook paper or magazine cutouts. This is such an easy way to turn the things you love into art for your room. The possibilities really are endless!

Materials


	4 or more assorted photo frames, different shapes and colors

	4 or more printed pictures/scrapbook paper/magazine cutouts/printed quotes (1 per frame, sized for the frame it will go in)

	Scissors

	4 or more nails or pushpins (optional)
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	Take the picture frames you’ve chosen to use for this project and arrange them into a cluster on the floor. Feel free to rearrange and mix them up until you have a pattern you like. An easy way to figure out how to arrange your frames is to start by lining your frames up into equal two rows. Then, adjust two of the frames so they are slightly off center. Using frames of different shapes and sizes makes your frame wall fun to look at. You can even position half of the frames vertically and the other half horizontally.

	Take your printed photos and decide which frames you want to put them in. Then, one at a time, open up your picture frame and cut your printed photo to fit, using the cardboard photo insert that comes with the frame as your guide.
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	Once your picture is the correct size, place it in the corresponding frame. Repeat for the other pictures and frames. Finally, hang each frame one at a time using nails or pushpins and the hanging hooks on the back of each frame if desired, transferring the layout you created on your floor onto the wall.
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Framed Fabric Bulletin Board
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Bulletin boards are an essential for any girl’s desk. They’re awesome for displaying A+ grades, love notes from your crush, or reminding you about Friday night FroYo with the girls. But why settle for a generic corkboard when you can make something that’s totally your own? Have fun picking adorable fabric to match your room décor for the ultimate personal touch.

Materials


	1 (11" × 14") ornate wooden frame found at a craft store

	Acrylic paint (any color of your choice)

	1 (1") sponge brush

	Cork roll (you’ll need this to be just slightly larger than the interior dimensions of your frame, so make sure you have enough in the roll and that it’s wide enough)

	Scissors

	1 yard cotton fabric
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
