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Freedom is never more than one generation away from extinction. We didn’t pass it on to our children in the bloodstream. The only way they can inherit the freedom we have known is if we fight for it, protect it, defend it and then hand it to them with the well-thought lessons of how they in their lifetime must do the same.

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FOREWORD


The Chinese Communist Party is at war with America, and has been for three decades. The CCP will likely add a kinetic component to their already successful “unrestricted warfare” techniques inflicted against the United States, in and around Taiwan, and the rest of the world. The Chinese Communists expect to win what they are making a global conflict, World War III—thanks to the American elites they have captured in every sector of our society.


These are the chilling conclusions that jump off the pages of The Indictment: Prosecuting the Chinese Communist Party & Friends for Crimes against America, China, and the World. They are documented by over seventy web broadcasts conducted in 2022 by the Committee on the Present Danger: China. As one of the co-founders of that group, I am overwhelmed by the hard evidence presented in these programs. Frank Gaffney and Dede Laugesen have made that impressive body of work accessible at this important moment.


The United States now has a crucial opportunity to change the course of history concerning the mortal threat we face by the Chinese Communist Party.


On 21 March 2023, as this book was going to press, President Xi Jinping and Vladimir Putin held a summit in Moscow that Xi declared would “lead to changes we haven’t see in one hundred years.”


Do not look away. This deadly hegemonic partnership could never have come about except for the broad swath of American and Global Elites supporting it. The election last year of a Republican majority in the U.S. House of Representatives has promised corrective action. But the action created by this wake-up call must be driven by the working people of America, Republican and Democratic citizens.


The Indictment must invigorate and inform the work of the 118th Congress’ Select Committee on the Competition Between the United States and the Chinese Communist Party, the Congressional-Executive Commission on China, and other committees of the House of Representatives.


With its nine “Charges” against the CCP for war crimes against America and humanity—the latter inflicted on the people of China and of China’s captive nations (Tibet, Southern Mongolia, East Turkistan and, most recently, the territory of Hong Kong), The Indictment’s specific recommendations in this book can streamline the process of adopting the war footing required to defend America and take down the CCP.


There is no alternative. Let me repeat; There is no alternative. The Chinese Communist Party regards this as a “zero-sum” game. Either they will realize Xi Jinping’s ambition to rule and enslave the world, especially the one country in the world that stands in the way: the United States of America. Or the CCP will lose and be toppled by the Chinese people desperate to enjoy fundamental human freedoms.


This reality must inform everything we do from now on. Those of us called “Super Hawks” with regard to the Chinese Communist Party will accept no substitute for victory.


Thwarting a world order “with Chinese characteristics” is the existential challenge of our time. We must rise to that challenge as our forefathers did. Our children and our children’s children must have the chance to live a free life, enjoying the liberty, prosperity, and opportunities we take for granted. The Indictment is a playbook, the manual, for doing just that. It is required reading across our land if America is to be saved.











INTRODUCTION


The American people have had a wake-up call. One of the Chinese Communist Party’s high-altitude spy balloons spent over a week wafting unimpeded over some of America’s most sensitive military sites. Besides the threat arising from such surveillance and the possibility that this aerial vehicle’s payload might include something even more dangerous than espionage gear, the failures of the U.S. government initially to disclose the balloon’s violation of our sovereign air space and then to terminate it was deeply unsettling to millions of our countrymen and women.


That reaction would be all the more pronounced if the American people understood that Beijing’s balloon belligerence is but a prime, if microcosmic, example of a far larger problem: For decades, the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has used every means available—thus far, short of open military conflict—to pursue two overarching goals:


1. achieving the complete, totalitarian control of its own population and those of every other country in the world, and


2. effecting the destruction of the United States as the principal impediment to China’s restoration to its rightful place globally, namely as the “middle kingdom” ruling “all under heaven.”


The balloon episode, and the official U.S. response to it, also showcased the success of one of the CCP’s principal techniques for achieving these objectives: the Chinese Communists’ “elite capture” evident with respect to President Joe Biden, his family and many of his subordinates, among myriad others.


For millennia, Chinese emperors and warlords routinely utilized corruption of their adversaries’ elites to obtain, and maintain, dominion over others. Going back at least to Sun Tzu’s time, the practice of winning without fighting has been a mainstay of such rulers’ strategies The Chinese Communist Party has elevated these practices to an art form, enabling it  to make huge strides in undermining this country without firing a shot and advancing the worldwide hegemony to which it has long aspired.


Unfortunately, with the apparent completion of Xi Jinping’s consolidation of power at home, his unprecedented build-up of the People’s Liberation Army and his effective colonization (to varying degrees) of roughly 147 other nations via the so-called Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), the Chinese Communist Party is now poised to achieve its two objectives: Through a combination of cooption, coercion and the threat and/or the use of brute force—the realization of what Xi calls “The China Dream” is no longer unthinkable.


Of particular concern is the inexorable, and accelerating, progress the Chinese Communist Party is making towards replicating worldwide what has been aptly called “the Digital Gulag” it has installed at home. Techniques advanced by the CCP under the guise of its “social credit system” are being embraced and proliferated by Beijing’s friends elsewhere, including: the globalist oligarchs of the World Economic Forum (WEF); the Director General of the World Health Organization, Dr. Tedros Ghebreyesus; the conniving Muslim Brotherhood and its Organization of Islamic Cooperation; and another Chinese controlled asset, Joe Biden, together with many fellow travelers in his administration and among America’s CCP-captured elites. In addition to exporting the Party’s social credit system, these forces are collaborating in the creation and imposition of: universal vaccine passports; new authorities for Ghebreyesus to declare pandemics and compulsorily mandate national responses to them; and Central Bank Digital Currencies (CBDC).


Those who recognize that Xi Jinping’s China Dream—a formula for a global totalitarian hegemony “with Chinese characteristics”—would unmistakably be a nightmare for anyone who loves freedom are obliged to do two things, starting immediately: 1) Urgently produce an honest appraisal of the damage done by the CCP’s belligerence and its associated war crimes against us and the Party’s criminal mistreatment of its own people. And, 2) address how the Chinese Communist Party can yet be defeated. Execution of that strategy must begin at once if we are to thwart our mortal enemy’s determined bid to crush liberty and institute a terrifying “new world order” directed and enforced from Beijing.




The United States’ 2022 elections have given a Republican majority in the House of Representatives a platform for conducting such an evaluation, and determining and adopting the corrective actions that are now required to prevent the CCP’s enslavement and/or destruction of America, its friends and allies and everyone else.


To facilitate such an unvarnished examination, the Committee on the Present Danger: China (CPDC) and its sponsors, the Center for Security Policy (CSP) and the American Strategy Group (ASG), have conducted in the closing months of 2022 a comprehensive program of some 70 webinars involving more than 150 individual commentaries, analyses and answers to probing questions concerning two broad topics:


The nature, manifestations and impacts of the CCP’s decades-long, self-described “Unrestricted Warfare” against America—both the pre-kinetic kind that continues to this day and the full-on violent sort now in prospect; and


The sources and extent of the assistance rendered by America’s own elites who have—whether as individuals, corporations or other entities— systematically helped the CCP weaponize elements of the U.S. business, finance, media, culture, academic and governmental sectors against their own country.


We have drawn heavily on the lightly edited quotes from many of the participants in these webinars and other of our programs to illuminate and embellish key points made throughout the text.


In addition to the powerful body of work represented by these webinars and the inputs they have elicited from many of the most knowledgeable, articulate and courageous subject matter experts on Communist China, former government officials and other national security professionals, the CPDC and its sponsors have helped produce a wealth of broadcast interviews, public events and an authoritative new book entitled, The CCP is at War with America.


Drawing upon all this content, the present book, The Indictment, identifies nine “charges” that can and should be pressed against the Chinese Communist Party and its American enablers. It is our hope that congressional investigators, executive branch officials, journalists and the  public at large will review these charges, draw upon the accompanying highlights of the Committee’s webinars and, as needed, utilize the embedded QR codes to examine the webinars in their entirety for a surpassingly important and extremely urgent purpose: Assessing the guilt of the Chinese Communist Party for unimaginably horrific crimes, past, present and prospective, against its own people and countless others, including ours—the essential first step towards holding accountable and taking down the CCP and its friends.











PART I


The Charges against the Chinese Communist Party (CCP)











CHARGE 1:


The CCP Has Perpetrated Crimes against the People of China and Its Captive Nations


Any indictment of the CCP must begin with its very first, most horrific and ongoing crimes against humanity—namely, those that it has inflicted on the population of the People’s Republic of China.


For over 70 years, the Chinese people have been relentlessly subjected to a range of barbarous outrages including: mass starvation, forced migration, rape, torture, industrial-grade organ harvesting, the persecution of religious communities on an unimaginably vast scale, slave labor, millions of political prisoners and others unlawfully incarcerated, forced abortions and genocide.


One of the most brutal expressions of this CCP-sponsored practice of crimes against humanity was Mao’s “Cultural Revolution” and the “People’s War” he unleashed across China. As a child, Xi Van Fleet1 was a witness to and survivor of its predations. Today, as a Chinese expatriate and naturalized American citizen, this freedom-fighter described the central impetus behind Mao’s murderous campaign—which is very much operating today, as well: “I would say about the People’s War, always remember communism. They depend on…permanent revolution or permanent struggle. Struggle against someone. It is always someone, either an enemy within or an enemy without. They depend on that to maintain their power.”


This permanent struggle is currently being manifested in what has been officially recognized by the U.S. government under both Presidents Trump2 and Biden3 as “genocide” against the Uyghur and other Muslim minorities of the Captive Nation historically known as East Turkistan but dubbed Xinjiang by the Chinese Communists who invaded and conquered it in 1949.


One of East Turkistan’s most articulate champions in the West is Julie Milsap, Government Relations Officer at the Uyghur Human Rights Project. She warns4:




What is happening to the Uyghurs is an illustration of the vision that China has for the world. Why the Uyghurs? Why are they wiping out the Uyghurs? Because to be perfectly honest, there’s a moral foundation here that they don’t have in the rest of China. And this again, brings this highlighted concept of justice. We might say that’s a very democratic or Western concept, but justice is very important here. This is a nonexistent concept in China. [Justice] is not emphasized.


What is emphasized is “harmony” and harmony is a word that can be very easily manipulated by the state to mean “not causing trouble,” “living peacefully.” What does it mean to live peacefully? Does that mean the absence of trouble is the absence of struggle? But, because good and evil exist, there will always be struggle. And so, if we don’t have that concept of justice, society is empty and terrifying, to be honest.


This is why China is a threat to the world because their system allows the worst parts of human nature to flourish, and the best parts of human nature are stifled.


And so, this is incredibly dangerous. And we need to grasp that in the Western world. We need to not be so naive as to continue to think that China can be a reliable partner on anything. It has been proven time and time again: They will never cooperate with the West except where there’s a win-win for them—both wins going to China….


The United States has continued to buy into this naive belief that they can just talk enough at China and bring them to the table as a good faith actor. This is ideologically motivated. It’s not motivated by the same factors that we view things within the West. It’s not even pragmatic per se. It is ideological.


Lest anyone think such horrors cannot be inflicted outside of China, Se Hoon Kim, the Director of the Committee on the Present Danger: China’s Captive Nation Coalition, observes, it already has5:


[“Death Camps”] is a real term that should wake up everybody. And I say this because these camps not only are literally killing  people, but they’re also taking out their organs and they’re also taking their hair.6


These facilities not only kill people directly, but [such institutionalized repression] also destroys every aspect of what makes us human beings. The Uyghurs, Uzbeks, Kyrgyz and all other people of East Turkistan that are being brutalized in these camps.…These people are not even considered as human beings, just like how we saw in the Holocaust where Jews were considered non-human. They were beings that could be disposed of at any point. And in a modern context, these Uyghurs are now viewed as just body parts that can be sold, particularly to Arab nations. We’re seeing cases of individuals from nations like Saudi Arabia coming to demand [“halal”] organs from Muslims.7 And…at the same time, it’s a camp just like the camps in Dachau and Auschwitz.


I’m not saying that the two situations are by any means equal, but I will say that the term “never again” is becoming, unfortunately a myth. And if it continues, we may see something that is even worse than the Holocaust taking its place because of the advanced technologies. But more importantly, world governments like our own government, and especially as we’ve seen with [then-UN Human Rights Commissioner] Michelle Bachelet, conforming and normalizing brutal persecution of the most vulnerable people—particularly the people of East Turkistan.8


The diabolical advanced technologies to which Kim refers include an Orwellian instrument that now greatly facilitates the CCP’s whole-of-society repression: the “Social Credit System.”9


This weapon for unprecedented tyranny is the natural evolution of the Chinese Communist Party’s decades of totalitarian oppression married with 21st Century means of achieving real-time surveillance, control and enslavement of entire populations. Such techniques include: face- and gait-recognition, millions of video cameras and other means of Big Data collection, quantum computing, artificial intelligence and advanced algorithms.




And particularly ominous is the fact that this system is now not only in use throughout China. It is being increasingly exported around the world.


China expert Dr. Bradley Thayerm PhD,10 cited a prominent African leader to capture the essential characteristic of the Chinese Communist Party’s hegemonism in practice11:


I was always struck by a great Zambian politician named Guy Scott, [who], reflecting on China’s influence in Africa, including his own country of Zambia, said, “We’ve had bad people before. The whites were bad. The Indians were worse. But the Chinese are worst of all in terms of their exploitation of the Zambian people, of their abuse of the people, and the inability to recognize the Zambians as humans, rather than in essence, being a commodity for consumption and to serve at the behest of the Chinese Communist Party.”12


Guy Scott’s comments really [are] the heart of the issue, which is the dehumanization. Whether it’s Muslim peoples, Kazakhs, Tartars or Uyghurs in East Turkistan, whether it’s Mongols, whether it’s Manchus, whether it’s Tibetans or other oppressed minorities or the diaspora abroad, the Chinese Communist Party [insists] on crushing dissent, even in the diaspora population, reaching into the United States, Canada, every country around the world to crush these individuals.


Here’s the key point: Any regime that treats its own people so badly will not treat others, including ours, better. That’s really important to understand because, as we will discuss in connection with Charge 2, the unmistakable aspiration of the Chinese Communist Party under its current emperor, Xi Jinping, is to control the world so that the CCP can, in fact, subject everyone to at least as relentless repression as it imposes on its own people.


The only real impediment to the Chinese Communist Party realizing that frightening ambition is the United States. Consequently, the CCP is determined to destroy this country as a necessary precondition to becoming the world’s hegemon. As the next Charge will make clear, we cannot afford to be under any illusion about the fact that the regime in  Beijing is at war with America. That discussion will, in turn, set the stage for our review in subsequent Charges of how the Chinese Communists have long used pre-kinetic unrestricted warfare techniques in their bid to prevail in that war—and may now be poised to employ the violent kind of warfare to finish us off.


As we turn to those topics, bear in mind a further warning that the intent of the nightmare that is Xi Jinping’s China Dream is to extend tyranny “with Chinese characteristics” far beyond China and its Captive Nations. As Zubayra Shamseden, China Outreach Coordinator of the Uyghur Human Rights Project in Zambia, put it13:


Whatever is happening to [Uyghurs] today will probably happen to anyone, anyone in the world, because… it’s happening already in mainland China.…What’s happening in Hong Kong is quite similar to what’s happening to us. Taiwan is next. And Africa right now, I mean, it’s already [a] Chinese colony.…


What China’s government sees and values is completely… different than what we value as a human being, as a believer, as a people who value democracy, freedom and human rights because there is no such a thing in China’s government’s mind—and, unfortunately, all the beliefs of China’s people’s mind because they have been ingrained in the mind for so many years from birth. That ideology that they have in mind is just horrible.


If all those people grow up, and grow up with that, it brings a huge nightmare to the world.


So, we have to stop China. That’s what I would say to the world.











CHARGE 2:


The CCP Is at War with America


Since Mao’s time, the Communist Party has been patiently, but relentlessly, pursuing the United States’ downfall, clearing the way for China’s restoration to its rightful place as “the Middle Kingdom,” “the center of the universe,” “ruling all under heaven.” Its personnel actually killed Americans while fighting alongside our adversaries in Korea and Vietnam. The CCP also mounted a number of “wars of national liberation” around the world aimed at destabilizing and removing governments friendly to America and replacing them with regimes allied with the Communist bloc.


When the Soviet Union was defeated in the Cold War, China’s then-leader, Deng Xiaoping, resolved that a new Cold War between the United States and China was commencing—and that China would win it.


Toward that end, Deng promulgated a policy that came to be known as the “Hide and Bide” strategy, whereby the government in Beijing would profess that China wants nothing more than to become part of the community of nations, ostensibly to improve the lot of its people.14


The West was encouraged to believe that, as the PRC became richer, it would inevitably conform to the existing, so-called rules-based order and become, well, more like us.


As the Director of Britain’s MI-5 intelligence service, Ken McCallum, pointed out on July 6, 2022, in a joint press conference with his American counterpart, FBI Director Christopher Wray, that is not what happened15:


The widespread Western assumption that growing prosperity within China and increasing connectivity with the West would automatically lead to greater political freedom has been shown to be plain wrong. But the Chinese Communist Party is interested in our democratic, media and legal systems. Not to emulate them, sadly, but to use them for its gain.


In fact, Deng’s plan was designed from the get-go to mask the CCP’s true intentions for global domination and to patiently use the West to  strengthen China so that it could, in due course, destroy the United States and control the rest of the world.


Interestingly, at about the same time that Deng launched this devious strategy, he reportedly tasked the Chinese Communist Party’s biological warfare program with an ambitious and unimaginably horrific goal: depopulating the United States so that it could be taken over and colonized by China.16, 17 (We will have more to say about this agenda with respect to Charge 4 concerning China’s biological attack against America and the rest of the world.)


In 1999, the mask Deng put into place to conceal the Chinese Communist Party’s true, malevolent purpose was allowed to slip a bit. Two senior colonels in the People’s Liberation Army—both of whom went on to become general officers—published a book entitled Unrestricted Warfare.18 It laid out in considerable detail China’s strategy for using “non-kinetic” means of waging war against our nation and what was then a far-superior U.S. military. We will address in subsequent Charges how this strategy was assiduously executed. For the present, suffice it to say that the cumulative impact of such warfare has been devastating for this country, especially given the help the CCP received from American elites in conducting it against us. As we shall document in the following Charges, the unprovoked acts of unrestricted warfare constitute war crimes against America.


In May 2019, twenty years after the publication of Unrestricted Warfare, the Chinese Communist Party became considerably more forthright about their true intentions by declaring a “People’s War” against the United States. They did this not in some secret internal directive, but in the Party’s prime propaganda outlet: People’s Daily.19


An expert in ideological and political warfare, Connie Elliott,20 explains what the Chinese Communists mean by that term:


People’s War is a form of war [that] is a struggle between two or more entities for control of people, resources or territory. It is characterized by violence or a threat of violence. Either physical or psychological. Mao developed this concept of people’s war. It is the structure within which he goes from zero to developing what he calls “mass.”




Xi Van Fleet was a child in China who experienced and survived Mao’s People’s War against his domestic adversaries and Party rivals which he branded “the Cultural Revolution.” Today, she is a Chinese expatriate, naturalized American and freedom-fighter who recalls the CCP’s past— and continuing—warfare against its foes21:


I would say about the People’s War, always remember communism. [The Communists] depend on permanent revolution or permanent struggle. Struggle against someone. It is always someone, either an enemy within or an enemy without. They depend on that to maintain their power.


There is, in short, no excuse for lingering illusions about the CCP’s intentions towards this country—or any basis for treating it as other than our mortal enemy.


That is especially the case insofar as the evidence continues to accumulate that the CCP has been steadily preparing for the kind of kinetic warfare that was not an option in 1999. Those preparations are the more ominous for their being rooted in a “whole-of-society” approach towards Chinese mobilization, guided by a doctrine Xi’s regime has dubbed “civil-military fusion.”22


Career U.S. undercover intelligence operative Charles “Sam” Faddis detailed23 why this approach poses such a threat to America:


The Chinese have this official policy of civil-military fusion. Which, quite frankly, is just what any commonsense[-minded] American understands. There is no distinction between the Chinese Communist Party and private enterprise, or between the Chinese military and private enterprise. The Chinese Communist Party is a totalitarian, thuggish entity. It runs the country. It takes whatever it wants. It does whatever it wants.


If you are a Chinese company, you will do whatever the Chinese government tells you to do. You will give them whatever information they want. And if you have access to American technology vis a vis some sort of joint venture or cooperation with or business dealing with an American company, well, if the  CCP wants that, the CCP gets it. I mean, there’s no way to resist that. You do what you’re told.


This reality renders suicidal U.S. private sector and governmental efforts to invest in, share dual-use technology among or otherwise do business with Chinese entities. Yet, such efforts largely continue apace, despite the growing prospect of violent hostilities.


Among the evidence that the CCP is preparing for actual conflict against us is a videotaped high-level planning session in Guangdong Province on May 14, 2022,24 whose stated mission was to prepare China’s largest and wealthiest province for the transition “from normal to war.” Dr. Bradley Thayer, China Policy Director for the Center for Security Policy explained the significance of this exercise25:


[First, it suggests that the Chinese Communists] believe that events are moving in their direction and that’s quite alarming for the United States, its allies and all states that seek to resist the Chinese Communist Party. A second significant element of this for China is their idea of a pre-crisis action.


Normally, we think in international politics or events that there’s peacetime, there’s crisis and there’s war. The Chinese have a notion of pre-crisis, where they seek to act in peacetime to set the stage for a surprise attack to be directed that would lead to a crisis or that would lead to a conflict. So, we’re seeing emphasis that they are in a pre-crisis situation. They are taking actions, mobilizations to which we’re not responding as we should.


Indeed, the United States has no remotely comparable mobilization effort underway. For that matter, most U.S. policymakers seem unaware even of the extent of the one being mounted by the CCP. As author and China authority Gordon G. Chang26 puts it: “Is America at war with China? No. But is China at war with America? Yes.”


One former American military leader, Lieutenant General William “Jerry” Boykin, U.S. Army (Ret.) is under no illusion about the Chinese Communist Party, its intentions and its actions27:


What’s important about [The CCP is at War with America] is that it makes very clear what China’s intentions are for America.  And [they are] not good. They want to dominate the world politically, economically, militarily in all aspects…. And, America is rolling over and giving them an opportunity to succeed.


In short, at least since May 2019, if not long before (as suggested by the publication of Unrestricted Warfare two decades previously), we have been on notice that the Chinese Communist Party is, indeed, at war with the United States. Yet, we have persisted in treating the CCP as a partner with whom we can do business, both literally and diplomatically, geopolitically and through mutually respectful and benign military interactions.


Today, we are unprepared to face not only the combined effects of the CCP’s twenty-plus years of relentless Unrestricted Warfare pursued via the techniques outlined in the following seven Charges. We must confront, as well, the distinct prospect of a little-to-no warning, and possibly devastating, attack by the CCP against not only Taiwan, but also U.S. allies in the region and even American assets, personnel and territory.


It follows that, since the CCP is at war with us, any American aiding and abetting the Chinese Communists, whether directly or indirectly, is betraying our country.


Everyone in America, and most especially their elected representatives, must, therefore, be informed and clear-eyed about these facts—and thereby equipped to hold the CCP accountable for this and the other Charges in this Indictment that must be prosecuted in the court of public opinion and via the policies of the U.S. government.











CHARGE 3:


The CCP Has Captured America’s Elite and Is Using It to Take Us Down


Throughout China’s history, emperors and war lords have used corruption to weaken, subdue and ensure the submission of rivals. Frequently, the targets have been compromised and control over them obtained through the enriching of their offspring or other family members.


This practice accords with principles of warfare taught by the ancient Chinese strategist, Sun Tzu, including:


1. Generally in War the best policy is to take a state intact; to ruin it is inferior to this. 2. To capture the enemy’s army is better than to destroy it; to take intact a battalion, a company or a five-man squad is better than to destroy them. And 3. For to win one hundred victories in one hundred battles is not the acme of skill. To subdue the enemy without fighting is the acme of skill.28


The Chinese Communist Party has raised the practice of subversive corruption of its enemies’ leadership so as to improve the chances of winning without fighting to an art form through its multibillion-dollar-a-year investment in what it calls “elite capture.” Peter Schweizer, the best-selling author of Red Handed: How China Wins by Making American Elites Rich29, observes30:


China has a very explicit strategy that they basically call elite capture, which is designed to provide financial and other inducements to capture elites to effectively do their bidding….In some instances, the CCP officials aren’t necessarily looking for state secrets. They’re simply looking for elites who are going to advance their interests.


Various entities are utilized for this purpose including: Chinese intelligence; the CCP’s United Front Work Department; the PRC’s diplomatic corps; and businesses that, pursuant to the Party’s doctrine of  “civil-military fusion” act as extensions of the government’s recruitment, entrapment, coercion and collection techniques.


Steven Mosher was the first Western social scientist to be allowed to do research in Communist China and his deep understanding of the Party, its misrule and its ambitions to dominate the planet in time informed a key insight31:


Back in the late nineties. I worked with the Cox Commission investigating the corruption and the espionage of China and the corruption in the Clinton campaign. At that time, there were an estimated 8,000 front organizations run by various PRC intelligence services….I think here of Stalin’s remark that quantity has a quality all of its own. The quantity, the sheer scale of the effort of Chinese espionage is astonishing.


As Trevor Loudon—the author of Enemies Within32 and a man who is arguably the West’s preeminent authority on Communist penetration and subversion—has observed, one of the appeals of “elite capture” to the CCP is its sheer cost-effectiveness.33 For a fraction of the outlay involved in waging economic warfare against a country like the United States, to say nothing of a decisive military conflict, the Chinese Communists can buy, control and benefit hugely from the subversive service rendered by leaders in America’s business, finance, academic, media and government sectors.


If you were Xi Jinping and you wanted to take down the United States, you wanted to take down—and I mean, take down physically, not just dominate economically—but if you wanted to take down this country, would you want to spend billions of dollars on a trade war that would hurt your own economy and set your own people against you, your own elites against you? Would you want to prematurely risk a multi-trillion dollar shooting war? And I say prematurely, because there will come a time when they would do this. Or would you rather spend a few billion dollars buying up American elites?


According to career CIA clandestine service officer, Charles “Sam” Faddis,34 Chinese intelligence has clearly chosen to invest heavily in buying up our elites, among others:




What we’re talking about here is something that is done very, very deliberately by the Chinese government under a whole-of-government concept. Basically, every point of contact with the Chinese government, or really any Chinese entity, is exploited for the purpose of capturing the elite of a target country. And by this point, probably every country is a target country, but certainly the United States is at the very, very top of that list.


So, very deliberately, very methodically in a very, very organized fashion, the Chinese Communist Party pursues capturing, getting their hooks into [and] controlling the elite of target countries….They’re not just looking to be your friend or anything that just might be painted in some sort of neutral fashion. They want to control, manipulate and direct the elite in the United States for the purposes of having them pursue policies that are beneficial to the Chinese Communist Party. It’s that straightforward. It is that blatant. And it happens on a massive, like industrial scale.


Particularly alarming is the proof provided by Hunter Biden’s laptop,35 of what may be the greatest elite capture of all time. According to Sam Faddis36, Chinese intelligence has rendered the U.S. Commander-in-Chief, Joe Biden, a “controlled asset” of the CCP:


…This is about a guy [who] gets money and whatever else he gets. And he dances to the tune that is played. Now, how that actually works face-to-face, that depends on the personalities involved. But it doesn’t change the fact [that] the asset who, in this case would be Joe Biden, ultimately does what he is told to do on behalf of the people who have purchased him….That is how espionage works.


At the CIA, if your asset doesn’t satisfy the criteria for being controlled, he is not an asset. He is not recognized as an asset….No professional, serious intelligence organization wants to maintain contact with an asset who will not accept being controlled, because he may be a liability because you don’t know which direction he’s going. You don’t really know what side he’s playing for.




It is difficult to overstate the dire implications of President Biden’s capture by the CCP. But, if the Commander-in-Chief ’s status as a controlled asset of the CCP were not frightening enough, his selection of people as senior subordinates who are similarly compromised by China—whether as a result of their own or family corruption or simply out of Marxist ideological solidarity—is imperiling U.S. national security.


To pick just one example, Secretary of State Antony Blinken has longstanding ties to the Chinese Communists.37 Notably, during his time as the president of the Penn Biden Center, the organization garnered tens of millions of dollars from anonymous Chinese sources. In exchange, in Faddis’ professional judgment38:


The [Penn Biden] Center is a propaganda entity for the Chinese Communist Party. That’s what it is. It spouts nothing but Chinese propaganda and rhetoric. It is not a center that studies American policy or recommends American policy or anything else. It is a center that broadcasts Chinese Communist Party propaganda directly to the U.S. government [and] influences students, influences professors, influences policymakers.


Unfortunately, the Chinese Communist Party has succeeded in compromising not only Joe Biden and many senior members of his administration39, but key members of Congress, as well, including the bipartisan leadership in both houses. New Zealand expatriate and internationally recognized expert on the phenomenon of “Enemies Within,” Trevor Loudon, cites two illustrative examples whose damage persists to this day40:


John Conyers, a congressman from Michigan who had a fifty-year history with the Communist Party USA, was a card-carrying Marxist [who] abolished the House Un-American Activities Committee in the early 1970s, one of the last lines of internal defense. Then you had Frank Church, a very left-wing senator from Idaho, who held his Church Commission in the seventies, which basically hauled our intelligence agencies over the coals.


Now, I’m not saying there was no wrongdoing that gave them an opportunity to do this. But Frank Church had served in  China during World War II with the U.S. military, which is often a sign of Communist sympathies at the time. And he basically destroyed the FBI’s willingness to investigate internal subversion in this country and really, really crippled the Central Intelligence Agency.


The CCP’s elite capture is not confined to the political world. As Peter Schweizer notes41:


If you get a capture in Wall Street, it’s kind of a two-fer because, on the one hand, you get the flow of Western capital into China, which is enormously beneficial to their growth and to their military buildup. But you also now capture an institution in America that happens to incorporate probably the largest single group of campaign donors in American politics. So, if you capture Wall Street in a favorable way, you benefit multiple times.


I think that the great irony here is that going back, it really began, I would say, in the early nineties, this notion that engagement with China was going to liberalize them, that it was going to make them be more like us has really backfired. I mean, you see a lot of elites in Wall Street that have actually become more like Beijing than Beijing has become like them. So, you’ve seen this sort of seismic move by Wall Street elites in sort of favoring the Beijing model of governance. Look, representative government like we have, like it exists in Europe, is messy and it’s difficult to deal with if you’re a Wall Street titan and you don’t have deep principles, you like efficiency.


It is difficult to exaggerate the importance of the insidiousness of China’s “Old Friends” on Wall Street serving as lobbyists on China’s behalf. Thanks to principals of companies like BlackRock, State Street, Vanguard, and Sequoia, legislation deemed to be a threat to Beijing is routinely neutered, delayed and/or blocked outright. That is especially true of bills that threaten the CCP’s access to the trillions of dollars of mostly unwitting American investors, including the pension funds of legislators themselves and other civilian and military federal employees.


The cumulative effect of the elite capture of President Biden, his  administration and the leadership of Congress is what can only be described as a “wrecking operation”—a blizzard of executive orders, legislative initiatives, regulations and other policies that have two common denominators: 1) They are all bad for America. And 2) they all benefit—indirectly, if not directly—the Chinese Communist Party and its agenda of destroying this country.


If our constitutional Republic and the liberties it guarantees are to survive, those elite-captured by the Chinese Communist Party must be removed from positions of responsibility and subject, as appropriate, to criminal prosecution. Under no circumstances—and especially not in an environment where actual military conflict is a distinct possibility—can the United States have in its leadership those working for the enemy.
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
