Top 10 News Topics of 2020

1. New Coronavirus Causes Worldwide Pandemic. The worst global pandemic in over 100 years sickened tens of millions and caused about 1.2 mil deaths as of Nov. 1, 2020. The cause was a new coronavirus first detected in late 2019 in Wuhan, Hubei Province, China, where local officials may have initially tried to conceal the severity of the problem. The airborne virus causes the disease COVID-19, which principally affects the respiratory system but can cause damage to many other systems of the body. By early 2020, COVID-19 was spreading around the world. By Nov. 1, the World Health Organization confirmed 46 mil cases. As vaccine and therapeutic-drug research went on, social distancing became a major means of preventing virus transmission. Businesses, schools, and colleges closed for a time or operated at reduced capacity, and large gatherings were prohibited or discouraged. The volume of travel plunged, and major economies saw steep declines.

2. COVID-19 Has Devastating Impact on U.S. As of Nov. 1, the U.S. had more than 9.1 mil confirmed COVID-19 cases and over 230,000 deaths (both about 20% of the world totals), according to Johns Hopkins Univ.’s Coronavirus Resource Center. The virus causing COVID-19 reached the U.S. by mid-Jan. or possibly earlier. By Mar. 31, the country had about 189,000 cases, with the Northeast, and especially New York City, the hardest-hit area. Some hospitals were filled to capacity. State and local governments across the U.S. ordered, Mar.-Apr., nonessential businesses, schools, and recreational facilities to close. Although Congress, in Mar., passed more than $2 tril in relief legislation, the pandemic’s impact on the economy was severe. The unemployment rate hit 14.7% in Apr., a jump of more than 10 points over Mar. Pres. Trump, who often publicly downplayed the severity of the epidemic, encouraged reopening of the economy. Quick reopenings may have contributed to severe spikes in cases across the Sunbelt during the summer, and upper Midwest, Plains, and Mountain states were especially hard hit in the fall. Trump, who announced Oct. 2 he had COVID-19 and was briefly hospitalized, often opposed guidance from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, issued Apr. 3, that people wear masks in public to impede virus transmission.

3. Biden Apparent Presidential Election Winner. Pending recounts and court challenges, former Vice Pres. Joe Biden (D) won the Nov. 3 presidential election, defeating incumbent Pres. Donald Trump (R). A key part of Biden’s campaign strategy was capturing three traditionally Democratic states that Trump won in 2016––Wisconsin, Michigan, and Pennsylvania. As of Nov. 7, apparent victories in those states gave Biden at least 279 electoral votes, more than the 270 required for election. He also had narrow leads in traditionally Republican Arizona and Georgia. Biden’s running mate, Kamala Harris, was set to become the first woman, first Black woman, and first Indian American to serve as vice president. Amid the COVID-19 epidemic, record numbers voted by mail, prolonging vote counting and prompting baseless fraud allegations from Trump. In the nationwide popular vote, Biden led by more than 4 mil as of Nov. 7. Republicans did better than expected in congressional races and looked likely to maintain their Senate majority narrowly (after a net loss of 1), with two races in Georgia headed for Jan. 2021 runoffs. Democrats’ House of Representatives majority was reduced.

4. George Floyd’s Death Sparks Black Lives Matter Protests. On May 25 in Minneapolis, George Floyd, a Black man, died after a police officer held his knee on Floyd’s neck for almost 9 minutes. The officer was later charged with murder. Floyd’s death touched off months of protests in thousands of U.S. cities (as well as around the world) against a pattern of racist behavior by police. Other incidents that inflamed tensions included the fatal shooting in her home of Breonna Taylor, Mar. 13 in Louisville, KY, by police executing a no-knock search warrant, as well as the shooting, Aug. 23 in Kenosha, WI, of Jacob Blake by a police officer responding to a domestic incident. Most of the Black Lives Matter demonstrations were peaceful, but violence, looting, and property destruction accompanied some protests. Right-wing counter-protesters also engaged in or provoked violence at times. Federal law enforcement officials were deployed in cities including Washington, DC, and Portland, OR, where they sometimes aggressively dispersed or detained peaceful protesters and heightened tensions.

5. Pres. Trump Acquitted of Impeachment Charges. The U.S. House of Representatives voted on party lines, Dec. 18, 2019, to impeach Pres. Donald Trump on charges of abuse of power and obstruction of Congress. Trump was the third president formally impeached, following Andrew Johnson (1868) and Bill Clinton (1998). The charges against Trump stemmed from a July 25, 2019, phone call between Trump and Ukraine’s president, in which Trump appeared to make military aid to U.S. ally Ukraine contingent on Ukraine’s investigating Trump’s political rival Joe Biden. After a trial in the Republican-controlled Senate, Trump was acquitted on both charges, Feb. 5. All Republican senators voted for acquittal (except for Mitt Romney of Utah on abuse of power); all Democrats voted for conviction.

6. Supreme Court Appointment Cements Conservative Majority. Associate Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg—a champion of equal rights, especially women’s rights, during a 6-decade legal career, including 27 years on the Supreme Court—died Sept. 18. Pres. Trump, Sept. 26, nominated U.S. Appeals Court Judge Amy Coney Barrett to fill the Supreme Court seat, despite criticism that he should not fill the vacancy just weeks before the Nov. 3 presidential election. The Senate, Oct. 26, voted to confirm Barrett, 52-48; all Republicans voted in favor, except for Susan Collins of Maine, and all Democrats voted against. A strict constructionist, Barrett was expected to give the Court a 6-3 majority of conservative justices.

7. Continuing Conflict, Moves Toward Peace Occur in Middle East, SW Asia. Already high U.S.-Iranian tensions increased following the U.S assassination, Jan. 3, of Iranian Revolutionary Guard Gen. Qassem Soleimani, killed in a drone strike in Iraq. Iran responded with missile strikes on two Iraqi bases housing U.S. troops. Moving toward exiting Afghanistan after 19 years of war, the U.S., Feb. 29, signed an agreement with the Taliban to reduce and eventually withdraw all U.S. troops in exchange for a Taliban pledge to not support anti-U.S. terrorism. Although conflict between Taliban and Afghan-government forces remained at high levels in 2020, direct peace talks between the two sides began Sept. 12. Reducing its regional isolation, Israel signed U.S.-brokered agreements, Sept. 15, to normalize relations with the United Arab Emirates and Bahrain.

8. Climate Change Affects U.S. Wildfires and Hurricanes. A devastating fire season in the western U.S. and highly active Atlantic hurricane season resulted in part from climate change, in the view of most scientists. Hotter, drier conditions helped spark fires that became especially severe beginning in Aug. In California, about 4,150,000 acres had burned by Nov. 1, the highest yearly figure ever recorded. More than 1 mil acres had burned in Oregon, about 620,000 in Colorado, and over 500,000 in Washington. A record-high 11 hurricanes and other tropical storms had made landfall in the mainland U.S. as of Nov. 1. Warmer ocean waters likely contributed to the development of 28 named storms by Nov. 1, tying 2005’s record 28 storms.

9. Off-Field Events Dominate Sports. The COVID-19 pandemic caused major changes for sports leagues and tournaments. The Tokyo Olympics were postponed from summer 2020 to summer 2021. The NCAA, Mar. 12, canceled its 2020 basketball tournaments. The NBA suspended its season as of Mar. 12; games resumed July 30 with all players isolated at a sports complex near Orlando, FL, and with no fans in attendance. Major League Baseball played a shortened 60-game regular season, with no fans at games and other safety protocols; still, some games were postponed because team members tested positive for COVID-19. On Sept. 10, the NFL season began as scheduled, but in the following weeks, some games were postponed because of positive COVID-19 tests. Players and sports organizations also responded to social justice issues. NASCAR announced, June 10, it would ban display of the Confederate battle flag at all of its events and venues. NBA, WNBA, MLB, and other players forced postponements of a number of games in Aug. following the police shooting of Jacob Blake, a Black man, in Kenosha, WI. The NBA and its Players Association announced agreement, Aug. 28, on several programs to promote voting rights and racial justice.

10. Britain Achieves Brexit. The United Kingdom officially left the European Union, Jan. 31, becoming the first EU member to do so. In 2016, Britons had narrowly voted in a referendum to leave the EU, leading to complex negotiations over the terms of separation. After Jan. 31, the UK entered a transition period, during which it continued to follow EU laws and rules, with a Dec. 31, 2020, deadline for the UK to reach a new trade pact with the EU. The withdrawal agreement called for Northern Ireland to remain in the EU customs union beyond 2020, to maintain an open border with EU member Ireland.

Surprising Facts

Prior to 2020, the highest number of weekly U.S. unemployment filings was just under 12.1 mil, set in Jan. 2010. Pandemic-related shutdowns created repeated weekly highs in 2020, peaking at 32.4 mil claims in late June. (p. 130)

In 2019, 45.6% of 12th graders said they had ever tried vaping nicotine, marijuana, or just flavoring, compared to 22.3% who had ever tried smoking cigarettes. (p. 183)

Of high school students who drove a car at least once in the 30 days before they were surveyed in 2019, 39.0% said they had texted or emailed while driving; 5.4% said they drove when they had been drinking alcohol. (p. 205)

20.4% of female high school students reported being bullied electronically (e.g., bullied via texting, Instagram, Facebook, or other social media) in 2019; the rate for high school boys was 10.9%. (p. 417)

In 1995, 67.0% of airline seats were filled by passengers during scheduled service. By 2019, that number had climbed to 84.6%. (p. 125)

Americans paid an average of 24.0% of their gross earnings in income tax and Social Security contributions in 2019; Germans and Belgians, who had some of the highest personal income tax rates, paid an average of 39.3%. (p. 740)

The U.S. divorce rate has declined fairly steadily since it peaked at 5.3 per 1,000 pop. in 1981; in 2018, it was 2.9. The U.S. marriage rate has been hovering around all-time lows of 6.8-6.9 per 1,000 pop. since 2009 and fell even lower, to 6.5, in 2018. (p. 199)

Employed U.S. women’s earnings were equal to 70.7% of men’s earnings in 2019. Women’s earnings came closest to matching men’s in the construction industry, where their earnings were 93.2% of men’s, but women made up only 10.3% of construction industry employees. (p. 135)

U.S. workers saw their productivity and compensation grow at similar rates, 1948-79, with 108.1% and 93.2% growth, respectively. But in 1979-2018, those rates diverged, with 69.6% in productivity gains and just 14.8% in compensation growth. (p. 135)

The number of refugees in the world increased from 10.5 million in 2010 to 20.4 million in 2019. The number of internally displaced persons (IDPs) increased even more steeply, from 14.7 million in 2010 to a record-high 43.5 million in 2019. (p. 742)

In 1950, the U.S. produced 75.7% of the world’s motor vehicles manufactured that year; by 2019, that number had dropped to 11.9% (up from a low of 9.5% in 2009). (p. 117)

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THE SCIENCE OF THE CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC

The respiratory disease COVID-19, or Coronavirus disease 2019, was first identified in Wuhan, China, in Dec. 2019. Over the ensuing months it grew into a global pandemic that has infected 46 million people and caused 1.2 million deaths worldwide as of Nov. 1, 2020, according to the World Health Organization.

SARS-CoV-2

COVID-19 is caused by the virus SARS-CoV-2 (severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2). The family to which SARS-CoV-2 belongs, the coronaviruses, cause respiratory illnesses in mammals and birds. Four coronavirus subtypes circulate in the human population. They produce mild infections and are responsible for 15-30% of common colds.

COVID-19, along with severe acute respiratory syndrome (SARS) and Middle East respiratory syndrome (MERS), have made the jump from animals to humans more recently. These new coronavirus illnesses cause more serious and sometimes lethal infections.

It is not fully understood where COVID-19 originated or how it first entered the human population. SARS-CoV-2 is closely related to coronavirus strains in Chinese bats and to SARS-CoV-1, the coronavirus that causes SARS. However, part of SARS-CoV-2’s genome more closely resembles sequences from coronaviruses that infect pangolins, scaly, anteater-like animals native to Africa and Southeast Asia. Different strains of coronaviruses sometimes recombine and exchange sequences. It is believed that SARS-CoV-2 was produced through recombination between a bat coronavirus and a pangolin coronavirus, though it is not known in which species this recombination occurred.

Coronaviruses, from the Latin corona meaning “crown,” are named for the spike proteins that stick out from their surfaces. These spike proteins allow the virus to bind to and infect cells. The spike proteins of SARS-CoV-2 are specialized for binding a cell surface protein called angiotensin-converting enzyme 2 (ACE2, or the ACE2 receptor). ACE2 reduces blood pressure and regulates inflammation. It is found on human cells in many organs, including the lungs, heart, and digestive tract.

SARS-CoV-2 has a relatively low mutation rate compared to many other viruses. It has nevertheless continued to evolve since it was first detected. Six strains have been identified so far. The most common of these is the G strain. G evolved when the virus first entered Europe, and it has gone on to become the dominant strain across the Americas. G viruses appear to be more transmissible than other strains, allowing infections to spread 20% more quickly.

Fatality Rate

COVID-19’s lethality depends on many factors, including the average age of those infected, their other health issues, and the level of medical care available in a given area. The infected fatality ratio (IFR), the fraction of infected individuals that die of a disease, cannot be determined directly. It must be inferred from the case fatality ratio (CFR), or the number of deaths relative to identified cases.

Since COVID-19 testing is limited, and those with obvious and severe symptoms are more likely to be tested, the case fatality ratio will typically be higher than the infected fatality ratio. The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) estimated in late Aug. 2020 that the current IFR in the U.S. was 0.6%.

Extreme or prolonged inflammation can cause severe health issues and lasting damage to tissues. In COVID-19, inflammation can continue to damage patients’ tissues even after the virus itself is gone. Patients can experience autoinflammatory reactions, in which their immune systems attack their own tissues. In the most serious cases, this is believed to trigger severe autoinflammatory reactions that can cause multi-organ failure.
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Symptoms

COVID-19 is a respiratory illness that affects the upper respiratory tract (nose and throat) and the lower respiratory tract (windpipe and lungs). The incubation period is usually 2-14 days. Up to 40% of cases are asymptomatic. The virus replicates inside of these infected individuals’ cells, but they never develop an illness.

For those who do develop symptoms, COVID-19 typically first presents itself as a fever, sore throat, and dry cough. Other respiratory symptoms, such as sneezing or a runny nose, are less common. In mild cases, which make up the majority of symptomatic infections, these symptoms last for several weeks, though most individuals clear the virus and are no longer infectious after 10 days.

More severe cases progress to pneumonia, shortness of breath, and low blood oxygen levels (hypoxemia). In some cases, oxygen levels drop dangerously low without individuals feeling short of breath. This is known as silent hypoxemia. In 20% of infected individuals, these symptoms are serious enough to require hospitalization. Half of these individuals experience acute respiratory distress syndrome (ARDS), severe difficulty breathing that usually requires supplemental oxygen.

Inflammation

Fluid in the lungs, or pulmonary edema, is a common feature of both mild and serious COVID-19 cases. On a CT scan, this fluid shows up as distinctive white or gray flecks known as ground-glass opacities. These can even be observed in asymptomatic individuals.

Infected individuals often also develop hypercoagulability, or an increased tendency for their blood to clot. When these clots block the blood supply to vital organs, they can lead to strokes, heart attacks, or organ failure.

These symptoms are caused by inflammation, part of an infected individual’s own immune response. Inflammation is one of the immune system’s first lines of response to an infection or injury. When tissue becomes inflamed, immune cells gather at the site of infection to clear away pathogens and dead cells. Blood vessels dilate and become more porous. This increases blood flow to the infected area and also causes fluid to leak from the blood into the surrounding tissues. Blood becomes more prone to clotting.

Clotting, dilated and leaky blood vessels, and inflammatory damage to tissues are all observed even in mild cases of COVID-19. Often, the first signs of inflammation look like chilblains, small reddish-purple lesions on patients’ fingers or toes. They occur when inflammation damages the tiny blood vessels that supply these extremities. This feature has become known as “COVID toe.”

Effects on Other Organ Systems

Inflammation and clotting in COVID-19 can affect many organ systems. It is also possible for viral infections to spread beyond the respiratory tract. The ACE2 receptor is present on many cell types, including those making up the circulatory and digestive systems. SARS-CoV-2 can infect these tissues as well, causing localized damage.

The heart, kidneys, and brain are especially vulnerable to blood clotting and inflammation. Damage to the heart is observed after even mild COVID-19 cases. Inflammation and clotting put COVID-19 patients at risk of acute kidney failure. Some 20% of COVID-19 patients that go into intensive care need to be put on dialysis.

Blood clots in the brain can trigger strokes, leading to long-term brain damage. Inflammation can have a range of other effects on the nervous system. COVID-19 cases are often accompanied by “head fog,” confusion, and dizziness. In some cases, this inflammation can trigger severe autoimmune diseases such as acute disseminated encephalomyelinitis (ADEM) and Guillain-Barré syndrome. Neurons come under attack from the immune system. This results in lasting fatigue, weakness, paralysis, and other debilitating symptoms.

COVID-19 also infects the olfactory epithelium and olfactory bulb, the layers of cells in the nose that detect odors. In a majority of infected individuals, this results in a partial or complete loss of taste and smell. This is often the first COVID-19 symptom to develop, and it can serve as an early warning of the disease.

Infection of the digestive tract by COVID-19 can lead to gastrointestinal symptoms such as nausea, abdominal pain, and diarrhea. These occur in up to 60% of cases, and often begin before the onset of respiratory symptoms. A small number of infected individuals only experience gastrointestinal symptoms and never develop a cough or sore throat.

Long-Term Effects

The majority of individuals infected with SARS-CoV-2 clear their infections and are free of the virus within 10 days. However, a large percentage continue to report recurring or continuous symptoms even after testing negative for SARS-CoV-2. As COVID-19 is a new illness, it is not known how long these symptoms will persist.

Months after recovery, many formerly hospitalized individuals still report fatigue and shortness of breath. Troponin, a marker of damage to the heart muscle, is elevated after recovery from COVID-19. This is even observed following asymptomatic cases. The head fog and other neurological symptoms that infected individuals report often linger for months after recovery. Scarring and long-lasting damage to the lungs themselves seem to be relatively rare.

Immunity

As with most other infectious diseases, individuals who recover from COVID-19 develop an immunity to the virus. They form antibodies and immune cells called memory T-cells that will recognize SARS-CoV-2 and prevent reinfection.

Immunity to coronaviruses does not tend to be long-lasting. For mild coronaviruses, it typically disappears within a year. In at least some individuals, immunity to COVID-19 may have an even shorter duration. A growing number of individuals have been reinfected with COVID-19 as few as three months after their initial recovery. In some of these cases, the second infection was more severe, resulting in at least one fatality.

T-cells produced in response to mild coronavirus infections may also cause partial immunity to COVID-19. These cross-reactive T-cells are not enough to prevent an infection but may reduce its severity.

Testing and Diagnosis

There are two types of COVID-19 tests. A viral test identifies active or recent infections. The test is administered via a nasopharyngeal swab, which gathers a sample from the back of the nose or throat. This sample is then analyzed for the presence of SARS-CoV-2’s RNA or antigens. A positive result does not necessarily mean a person is still infectious. Viral material can be detected after the infection has been cleared.

The second type, an antibody test, is more useful for determining whether a person has had a COVID-19 infection sometime in the past. Antibodies continue to circulate in the bloodstream after the infection has been cleared and can be detected with a blood test. This is not a perfect indicator of whether a person has had a COVID-19 infection. The concentration of antibodies in the blood can decline to undetectable levels within 3 months of recovery.

In the absence of one of these tests, certain symptoms can be useful for distinguishing COVID-19 from other respiratory illnesses. These include ground-glass opacities, COVID toe, loss of taste and smell, and silent hypoxemia. While other diseases can cause these symptoms, they are particularly common in COVID-19.


Risk Factors

The biggest factor that affects the severity of COVID-19 is age. More than half of all individuals that died of COVID-19 in the United States were over the age of 75. Fewer than 1% were below the age of 30. This does not mean that young people are immune. They can still experience serious and long-lasting symptoms. A small number of children have died from severe autoinflammatory reactions to COVID-19.

Chronic kidney disease is a major risk factor for severe illness. It greatly increases the risk of acute kidney failure from COVID-19. Heart disease, hypertension, obesity, diabetes, and cancer all put individuals at elevated risk. The risk of severe illness is also higher for men than for women.

Those in at-risk groups tend to be less able to fight viral infections and more prone to inflammation. Chronic inflammation builds with age and is also elevated in obesity, diabetes, and hypertension. Kidney disease weakens the immune system. Women’s immune systems are better at both combatting viral infection and keeping inflammation within safe limits.

Vitamin D deficiency increases the risk of contracting COVID-19 and developing serious illness. Vitamin D is important for maintaining healthy immune function and controlling chronic inflammation. It also causes cells to express fewer ACE2 receptors. This may make it harder for SARS-CoV-2 to infect cells. The skin produces vitamin D when exposed to ultraviolet light. Deficiency is extremely common, especially in cold areas that don’t receive much sunlight.

In the United States, the risk of severe illness is higher in Black and Hispanic individuals, who are more likely to work in essential industries that preclude social distancing. They are also more likely to suffer from obesity, diabetes, and hypertension. Since people with darker skin tones produce less vitamin D, they are also more likely to have vitamin D deficiencies.

Transmission and Safety Measures

COVID-19 is primarily transmitted by moisture droplets that are emitted when infected individuals cough, sneeze, or speak. SARS-CoV-2 can survive on both the larger droplets that are produced by coughing or sneezing and the microscopic aerosol droplets that are exhaled during speech. Aerosols can linger in the air far longer than larger droplets. It is easier for them to build up in confined and poorly ventilated spaces. COVID-19 is estimated to spread almost 20 times more easily indoors. Few cases have been linked to outdoor activities.

Speaking releases many more aerosols than breathing. Singing produces even more aerosols. Superspreader events, in which one infected individual infects anywhere from dozens to over one hundred individuals at one time, tend to be indoor events with close personal contact. COVID-19 can also be transmitted from humans to other animal species, such as domestic cats and dogs.

Asymptomatic or presymptomatic individuals can still spread COVID-19. An infected individual’s viral load, the number of viral particles in his or her body, increases one to three days before the onset of symptoms. Viral load tends to peak on the first day that symptoms are observed, before slowly declining. That means that people who have not yet begun to display symptoms are still likely to spread the disease.

The likelihood of contracting COVID-19 is determined by the infectious dose, the number of viral particles that a person has been exposed to. The risk is greatest when a person has been within 6 feet of an infected individual for 15 minutes or more.

Evidence suggests that infectious dose affects the illness’s severity as well. People who are exposed to a relatively small number of viral particles are more likely to develop asymptomatic or mild infections.

Without social distancing precautions, one infected individual will, on average, infect 2.5 others. Social distancing and mask-wearing greatly reduce transmission. Staying at least 6 feet from other individuals reduces the risk of infection. However, it is no guarantee against exposure to the virus, especially indoors.
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Reusable cloth masks or surgical masks somewhat reduce the number of viral particles a wearer will inhale. However, their chief benefit is preventing infected individuals from transmitting the virus to others. They greatly reduce the amount of moisture that an infected wearer will exhale, and prevent droplets from carrying far. If everyone in a community wears a mask during face-to-face encounters, the risk of transmission is reduced many-fold.

The most effective masks are those with N95 filters or better. These block 95% of particles below 0.3 microns in diameter, one-third the size of the smallest droplets that can transmit SARS-CoV-2.

Other Possible Transmission Routes

Objects contaminated with the virus (fomites) are a possible but unproven mode of transmission. SARS-CoV-2 can survive on some surfaces for days. There is a possibility that people could contract COVID-19 by touching contaminated objects and then touching their noses, mouths, or eyes. Transmission via fomites has never been conclusively documented in COVID-19. However, individuals are still advised to wash their hands or use alcohol-based hand sanitizers after spending time in public, and to avoid touching their faces.

SARS-CoV-2 particles have also been detected in feces. It is possible that the virus might be dispersed via plumbing systems, or in the plumes of water droplets that are created by a toilet flush. Several cases have been identified in which the virus appears to have infected multiple individuals in the same apartment complex by spreading through the plumbing system.

Pharmaceutical Treatments

Pharmaceutical treatments for COVID-19 are limited. Early studies suggested that the anti-malaria drug hydroxychloroquine could improve the odds of recovery in severe COVID-19 cases. However, additional research has failed to show any consistent benefit from hydroxychloroquine treatment.

The antiviral remdesivir prevents SARS-CoV-2 from copying its genome and replicating itself. Supplies of remdesivir, however, are limited. Dexamethasone, an anti-inflammatory corticosteroid drug, has proven effective in suppressing the inflammation that causes critical COVID-19 symptoms. The National Institutes of Health (NIH) recommends the use of both of these drugs in severe cases of COVID-19.

Other therapies are under investigation. The drug icatibant appears to be able to combat hypoxemia and pulmonary edema. Icatibant blocks the chemical signals that dilate blood vessels and cause them to become leaky. This stops fluid from entering the lungs.

Some antibodies, called neutralizing antibodies, bind to SARS-CoV-2’s spike protein. This renders the virus unable to infect cells. Several neutralizing antibodies and antibody components are being developed as a potential line of treatment for COVID-19. None have been approved. However, an antibody cocktail developed by Regeneron Pharmaceuticals has been administered to Pres. Trump and a handful of other patients via a compassionate use exemption.

Medical Care

For mild cases, there’s little to be done except ensuring that infected individuals get rest, stay isolated whenever possible, and remain hydrated and well-nourished. COVID-19 depletes electrolytes, especially potassium. Vitamin C, zinc, and vitamin D are all crucial for maintaining healthy immune function. It is important that infected individuals maintain adequate intakes of these nutrients. There is no evidence, however, that taking large doses of zinc or vitamin C exceeding those in a healthy diet can improve outcomes.

In more severe cases, the most important concern is to ensure that patients have sufficient oxygen. Simply putting patients on their bellies, or proning, makes it easier for them to breathe and improves their odds of survival. Proning causes fluid to shift to the front of the lungs, where they are narrowest. This reduces the amount of lung tissue that is obstructed by fluid, and makes it easier for the lungs to extract oxygen. If patients are still unable to breathe, they can be given supplemental oxygen or be put on mechanical ventilation.

COVID-19 Vaccines

Approximately 200 vaccines for COVID-19 are being developed in humans or animals. Once administered, a vaccine will cause the immune system to generate neutralizing antibodies against SARS-CoV-2 that will prevent viral infection. As immunity to COVID-19 is short-lasting, vaccines may need to be administered annually. Most of the vaccines currently in development must also be delivered in two doses to ensure an optimal immune response.

Vaccine Approval Process

Ordinarily, the testing and approval process for a new vaccine takes years. Usually, a vaccine must first be designed and tested on animals. If the results are encouraging, researchers must then seek government approval for three phases of clinical trials in humans. In phase I, the vaccine is tested on several dozen healthy individuals to make sure it is safe enough to warrant additional research. In phase II, it is tested on several hundred individuals to learn more about its side effects and determine whether it triggers potentially effective antibodies. In phase III, it is tested on several thousand people to identify additional side effects and determine whether it is effective at preventing infection.

The Food and Drug Administration or other national regulating body then reviews this data and decides whether to approve the vaccine. Each of these stages typically takes two years or more. It can take 15 years from the time the vaccine is designed to the time it reaches the market.

Accelerated Timetable

The development and testing timelines have been compressed for COVID-19. Advances in gene sequencing and vaccine development have made it easier to design vaccines. The first designs for a vaccine based on the spike protein were produced only two days after SARS-CoV-2’s genome was released.

Multiple countries have also launched unprecedented efforts to fast-track testing, approval, and delivery of COVID-19 vaccines in a fraction of the usual time. In May 2020 the Trump administration announced a public-private partnership called Operation Warp Speed. Its goal was to deliver millions of doses of COVID-19 vaccines by Jan. 2021.

As of mid-Oct. 2020, 44 vaccines were currently in clinical trials, with 11 of those in phase III trials. Russia and China have both approved vaccines before phase III testing was complete. Russia has approved two vaccines following successful phase I and II trials. Its Sputnik V vaccine became the first COVID-19 vaccine to be approved in any country in Aug. 2020. A phase III trial of Sputnik V began in Sept. 2020. While the vaccine has been approved, it has not been administered on a large scale.

China has approved four vaccines for limited use among members of the armed forces and other essential personnel. The first of these vaccines, produced by the state-owned company Sinopharm, was approved in June 2020. The company announced in Sept. that it has vaccinated over 100,000 individuals.

These vaccines, and the others that have passed phase I and II trials, triggered immune responses in participants. Their immune systems generated antibodies and T-cells that bound to SARS-CoV-2 in the laboratory. Until phase III trials have concluded, and scientists compare the rate of infection in vaccinated individuals against that of an unvaccinated control group, it will remain unknown whether they actually protect participants from infection.

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ELECTION, 2020

Former Vice Pres. Joe Biden (D) defeated Pres. Donald Trump (R) to win the White House, capping an extraordinarily divisive campaign set amid the ongoing coronavirus pandemic and concurrent economic distress. More than 100 mil ballots were cast prior to Election Day, Nov. 3, 2020, in either early in-person or mail-in and other absentee voting, shattering records. The winner of the election was, as forecast, unknown for days as a number of closely fought states––including Arizona, Georgia, Michigan, Nevada, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, and Wisconsin––worked to complete their ballot counting. Democrats maintained control of the House but lost seats to Republicans, while Republicans appeared likely to hold onto their majority in the Senate. As of Nov. 7, when the Associated Press and other news organizations projected Biden as the eventual winner of the electoral vote, the Democratic ticket, with Sen. Kamala Harris (CA) as Biden’s running mate, was ahead in the popular vote, with 74.5 mil (50.5%) versus 70.3 mil (47.7%) for the Republican ticket, with Vice Pres. Mike Pence again as Trump’s running mate. Trump’s defeat was the first by an incumbent U.S. president since George H.W. Bush in 1992. Harris would be the first woman, first Black woman, and first Indian American elected as vice president.

Biden vs. Trump

While the volume of early voting and mail-in and absentee ballots may skew 2020 exit polling, preliminary estimates undertaken by Edison Research showed that white voters preferred Trump over Biden, 57%-42%, especially those without a college degree (64%-35%), a similar margin to the 2016 Trump-Hillary Clinton race. Biden won women’s votes, 56%-43%, also in line with the previous presidential race. According to the estimates, 87% of Black voters and 67% of Hispanic voters cast ballots for Biden. Voters aged 18-29 favored Biden 62%-35% (up from 55% for Clinton in 2016), while those 65 years old or older voted for Trump 51%-48%. Independents went for Biden by a margin of 54%-40%, up from 42% for Clinton. While Trump again won the white evangelical Christian vote, 76%-23%, his support from this group fell from the 2016 race (down from 81%). Trump also lost support among those who had served in the military; winning their votes 61%-34% in 2016, his advantage over Biden slipped, 52%-45%.

Trump by early morning Nov. 4 had claimed election fraud by Democrats and that he had in fact won the presidency despite millions of ballots yet to be counted in key states. Later that day, Trump’s campaign launched lawsuits to stop the counting of ballots in Pennsylvania and Michigan and to challenge ballot handling in Georgia. The campaign also sought a recount in Wisconsin, which Biden was projected to win. Biden spoke from Wilmington, DE, the afternoon of Nov. 4, projecting confidence in an eventual win while pledging that all votes would be counted.

In a public address from the White House, Trump the evening of Nov. 5 doubled down on his accusations of election fraud, asserting without evidence that ongoing tabulation of legal mail-in ballots in several close states was fraudulent. Legal challenges and recounts were possible and even probable in some close states, but by the morning of Nov. 7, Biden was the projected winner in both Pennsylvania and Nevada, giving him the necessary electoral votes to be named the winner.

Fall Campaign

National polls for the year leading up to the fall campaign showed Trump consistently trailing Biden. Though the president’s approval ratings at the start of 2020 were among his highest up to that point, his backing slid among nearly every demographic subgroup as the coronavirus pandemic and economic disruption, including massive spikes in unemployment, accelerated in the U.S. from mid-Mar. Trump’s law-and-order message condemning civil unrest arising from the mostly peaceful urban protests appeared to fail to gain much ground. The pandemic response and handling of the economy continued to lead polls of voters’ concerns.

In Sept., advance copies of reporter Bob Woodward’s book Rage made public Trump’s remarks—supported by audio recordings of Woodward’s interviews with Trump—revealing the president was aware in early Feb. of the serious nature of the coronavirus threat but opted to downplay it. The president throughout his campaign continued to repeatedly minimize or contradict messaging from health officials, including top infectious disease doctor Anthony Fauci, on the virus’s severity and wearing of masks.

In deference to the pandemic and associated risks, Biden’s campaign focused on small in-person events, virtual (online) campaigns, and drive-in rallies. Biden also outspent Trump’s campaign on TV ads nearly 2-1 from early May on. In contrast, Trump staged frequent, large-scale rallies, at least 15 of which, Sept. 1-Oct. 6, violated CDC coronavirus guidelines, according to USA Today. Trump resumed these events upon restarting his campaign Oct. 12, 10 days after announcing he and first lady Melania Trump had contracted the virus.

Both Trump and Biden offered dire warnings for the future of the country if the other won the election. The first presidential debate, Sept. 29, seen by 73 mil TV viewers, was a chaotic clash, with Trump responsible for more than three-quarters of the evening’s persistent interruptions. Trump tried to cast Biden as a career politician who had achieved little in over 47 years in elected office; he also notably refused to condemn white supremacy. Biden rebuffed his opponent’s characterization of him as a “radical leftist,” stating that he did not support the Green New Deal or defunding police. Biden also criticized Trump over a recent NY Times report that he paid just $750 in federal personal income taxes in both 2016 and 2017. The next scheduled debate was canceled after Trump refused a virtual format following his coronavirus diagnosis and treatment; each candidate instead appeared Oct. 15 in separate town hall meetings televised simultaneously on different networks.

The second and final presidential debate, Oct. 22, seen by 63 mil TV viewers after a record 48.5 mil Americans had already cast ballots, was more civil, likely due to organizers’ ability to mute the microphone of the nonspeaking candidate during his opponent’s opening answer. Trump said that the U.S. was “rounding the corner” on the pandemic despite surging cases and hospitalizations, while Biden strongly criticized the Trump administration’s response to the pandemic and continuing attempts to repeal Obamacare and its guarantee of coverage for preexisting conditions. Trump said Biden would shut down the entire country over COVID-19, and attempted to tie Biden’s stated goal of transitioning the country away from fossil fuels to slowing down economies in some key states. While post-debate fact-checkers found some of Biden’s statements false or misleading, they found far more of Trump’s remarks to be untrue.

In the final stretch of their campaigns, Trump and Biden barnstormed heavily in swing states. According to polls, Biden led in most swing states by a narrow margin. Over the final three days of the campaign, Trump held 14 rallies in seven states, including Florida, Iowa, Michigan, North Carolina, and Pennsylvania, where he held four events. Biden, meanwhile, held events in Michigan, Ohio, and Pennsylvania.

Election Security and Ballot Integrity

Concern over attempts to unduly influence the outcome of the 2020 election remained high in the wake of numerous investigations—among them Special Counsel Robert Mueller’s Russia probe and that of a GOP-led Senate panel—concluding that Russia had carried out an expansive campaign to try to sway the 2016 race in favor of then-candidate Donald Trump, including hacking emails from Democratic contender Hillary Clinton and creating false or misleading Facebook posts that had reached up to 126 mil Americans.

In early Feb. 2020, FBI Dir. Christopher Wray branded Russia’s disinformation efforts an “ongoing problem.” The director of the Natl. Counterintelligence and Security Center in an Aug. 8 statement said that Russia, China, and Iran were all working to influence voting, with the last two nations favoring Joe Biden; most of the efforts, according to other U.S. officials, emanated from Russia. In late Oct., Dir. of Natl. Intelligence John Ratcliffe said Russia and Iran had accessed U.S. voter information and that Iran operatives had sent emails, purportedly from the far-right extremist group Proud Boys, that threatened recipients not voting for Trump in an apparent effort to damage Trump’s campaign.

Tech companies made efforts to aid in disrupting meddling and preventing disinformation, compared to 2016. In July, Facebook announced it had removed nine networks of inauthentic accounts, including U.S.-based ones, highlighting the increasing threat of domestic misinformation efforts. Facebook Sept. 1 said it had removed 13 accounts associated with Peace Data, a fake news site run by the Russian disinformation hub Internet Research Agency, using content sourced from U.S. contributors. The Washington Post in mid-Sept. uncovered what it alleged was an Arizona-based pro-Trump “troll farm,” prompting Facebook and Twitter to suspend numerous accounts. Microsoft Sept. 10 said it had detected mostly unsuccessful cyberattacks from Iran and China on individuals linked to the Biden campaign, along with some 200 targeted by Russian hackers.

Interference in 2020 also included direct attempts by pro-Russia elements to influence U.S. lawmakers and other officials. On Sept. 10, the Treasury Dept. sanctioned four people, including a Ukrainian parliamentarian/Russian agent, whom it said distributed packets detailing discredited allegations of corruption against Biden to Trump-allied Republican lawmakers. The Washington Post Oct. 15 reported U.S. intelligence officials had cautioned the White House in 2019 that Trump’s personal attorney, Rudolph Giuliani, had been used by Russian agents in a disinformation campaign against Biden. The next day, the NY Post published an unverified report that Biden’s son Hunter in 2015 arranged via email for then-Vice Pres. Biden to meet an executive at the Ukrainian energy company Burisma, on whose board Hunter served. Giuliani claimed he obtained a copy of Hunter’s laptop hard drive containing the email, which provided the foundation of the NY Post’s reporting. Trump repeated the influence-peddling allegation in the final presidential debate.

The White House itself was alleged by critics to have undermined election integrity through Trump’s frequent and unfounded assertions that expansion of mail-in and absentee voting due to the coronavirus pandemic would lead to widespread fraud by Democrats and a “rigged election.” According to U.S. intelligence analysts, Russian state-run media and proxy sites in mid-Aug. amplified Trump’s claims. In some cases, Twitter appended disclaimers to Trump’s tweets on voting and other topics; the platform had pledged in Sept. to take action on tweets that discouraged voting, preemptively declared an election victory before votes were counted, or contained misinformation regarding the voting process.

Trump in a Fox Business interview Aug. 13 said he was blocking additional funding to the U.S. Postal Service to inhibit its ability to process the additional ballots. He continued throughout the remainder of his campaign to make unsubstantiated claims of electoral fraud. Sowing potential voter intimidation, the president urged supporters during his first debate Sept. 29 with Biden to “go into the polls and watch very carefully.” On multiple occasions, including in the final debate Oct. 22, Trump declined to commit to a peaceful transfer of power.

The U.S. Supreme Court the week before Election Day issued rulings related to GOP challenges of extension of mail-in ballot counting in three battleground states. The Court ruled that Wisconsin could not count ballots received after Election Day, but permitted counting in North Carolina of mail-in ballots postmarked by Nov. 3 but received up to nine days later. The Court declined to review before Election Day a Pennsylvania court decision allowing counting of ballots postmarked by Nov. 3 and received three days after, but left the door open to a post-election challenge. A federal judge Nov. 2 had ruled valid some 127,000 votes cast via “drive-through” voting sites in Democrat-heavy Harris County, TX, saying the plaintiffs lacked legal standing to challenge them.

Paths to Nomination

Pres. Trump officially announced his candidacy for reelection in June 2019 and encountered no serious opposition. He again chose Vice Pres. Mike Pence as his running mate.

Though Biden declined to run for president in 2016 following the 2015 death of his son Beau, he had high name recognition as Pres. Barack Obama’s vice president and was the apparent choice of the party establishment before he formally announced his candidacy in an Apr. 25, 2019, video in which he cast himself as a moderate amid a primary race that eventually ballooned to 28 candidates. Nineteen candidates besides Biden made the cut in late June 2019 for the first of 11 Democratic debates, held on two nights. During the debate, then-candidate Sen. Kamala Harris challenged Biden over his resistance in the 1970s to federally imposed school desegregation busing, a program she said directly benefited her as a student.

Sen. Bernie Sanders (Ind., VT), runner-up in delegate votes for the 2016 Democratic nomination, was popular again with progressives, young voters, and others doubting Biden’s ability to overcome Trump. Critical of international trade deals, economic inequality, and GOP environmental policies, Sanders criticized Biden for his support of the North American Free Trade Agreement in the 1990s, and along with fellow progressive candidate Sen. Elizabeth Warren (D, MA), faulted Biden for his ties to Wall Street donors.

When Biden announced he was running, the RealClearPolitics average of national polls put him ahead of Sanders, 29.3% to 23.0%, but Sanders and 38-year-old former South Bend, IN, Mayor Pete Buttigieg both easily bested Biden in the botched Iowa Democratic caucus, held Feb. 3, 2020. A single winner was unclear for weeks, but in final results announced Feb. 27, Buttigieg won 26.2% of support and the most delegates, with Sanders drawing 26.1% support, and 15.8% for Biden; Warren trailed Buttigieg by some eight points. Sanders won the Feb. 11 primary in his neighboring state of New Hampshire, again trouncing Biden, and barely edging out Buttigieg, the first openly gay contender to mount a serious campaign for the presidential nomination from a major party. Though Sanders led Biden again the following week in Nevada, where Buttigieg finished third, Biden easily captured South Carolina on Feb. 29 and steamrolled his way to the lead on Super Tuesday, Mar. 3, capturing wins in 10 state primaries, including in 7 Southern states, where he was aided by his popularity among Black voters.

Following a string of primary victories by Biden in eight more states, including delegate-rich Illinois and Florida, to just one by Sanders (North Dakota), the field by the end of Mar. narrowed to just these two candidates. Buttigieg and Sen. Amy Klobuchar (D, MN) suspended their campaigns, Mar. 1 and Mar. 2, respectively, followed two days later by former New York City Mayor Michael Bloomberg, who didn’t enter the race until late Nov. 2019. Warren ended her campaign Mar. 5. Entrepreneur and political novice Andrew Yang, who gained attention with his proposal of a universal basic income for all Americans, withdrew in Feb. after winning just 1% of the Iowa caucus vote.

The Democratic candidates who withdrew from the race were united in endorsing Biden over Sanders. Vowing to participate in a one-on-one debate, Sanders challenged Biden during a Mar. 15 forum on issues that included income inequality and health care. After receiving just half as many votes as Biden in Wisconsin’s primary, a contest he won in 2016, Sanders suspended his campaign Apr. 8 and the following week endorsed the former vice president.

As tallied by the Green Papers, Trump in the primaries earned some 18 mil votes, or 94% of all GOP primary votes cast. Biden earned nearly 52% of the Democratic vote, or just over 19 mil, while Sanders drew close to 10 mil, or 26%. Though Republican primary voter turnout was predictably much lower than in 2016, total Democratic voters nationwide exceeded their 2016 turnout by approximately 20% despite the ongoing coronavirus pandemic, which state elections officials addressed with additional early voting and absentee voting options.

At the Democratic National Convention, anchored in Milwaukee, WI, but meeting almost entirely virtually Aug. 17-20 due to the pandemic, Biden received 3,558 delegate votes (75% of the total) while Sanders drew 1,151 votes (24%). At the Republican National Convention, held Aug. 24-27, with operations headquartered in Charlotte, NC, and other events held remotely, Trump won votes from all 2,550 delegates.

Congressional Contests

Democrats had hopes of winning control of the Senate because Republicans had 23 seats to defend compared to Democrats’ 12 seats. The Democrats needed a net gain of 3-4 seats (depending on the party of the vice president, who breaks tie votes) to win the majority. In the immediate post-election results, Democrats lost one seat and picked up only two from Republicans. Results in two bitterly fought Senate races in Georgia were pending, as no candidate appeared to have won the required 50% majority. Each seat would be decided in a runoff held in Jan. 2021.

Sen. Cory Gardner (R, CO), elected in the 2014 Republican wave, lost the seat to former two-term Gov. John Hickenlooper (D). Sen. Martha McSally (R), who lost a 2018 Senate race in Arizona to Kyrsten Sinema (D) but was appointed to the state’s other seat in 2019 following the death of long-serving Sen. John McCain (R), lost to centrist Mark Kelly (D), a former astronaut. Alabama Sen. Doug Jones (D) was defeated by a 20+-point margin by former Auburn Univ. football coach Tommy Tuberville; Jones had won the traditionally GOP-held seat in a 2017 special election against scandal-ridden Roy Moore (R).

In other closely watched, highly funded races, incumbent Trump ally Sen. Lindsey Graham (R) defended his seat from a challenge by associate Democratic Party chair Jaime Harrison, who had raised a record $105 mil against $73 mil by Graham. In Kentucky, Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R) clinched reelection easily against his similarly well-funded opponent, Amy McGrath (D), a former fighter pilot. Maine Sen. Susan Collins (R), a long-serving, self-professed moderate who nonetheless mostly supported Trump, defeated her Democratic challenger Sara Gideon by more than 7 points. First-term Sen. Joni Ernst (R, IA) prevailed in a race that drew more than $230 mil. In the Senate’s most expensive race (over $280 mil), Sen. Thom Tillis (R, NC) led against challenger Cal Cunningham (D), but the race remained too close to call.

Democrats’ hopes to expand their control of the House not only failed to materialize, but the party instead lost representation. Though Republicans fell far short of the 21 new seats needed to win a majority, they did score key gains, picking up eight seats while losing just three to Democrats as of Nov. 7. (Some two dozen seats had not yet been called.) Republicans notably flipped seats in Florida (2), Iowa, New Mexico, Oklahoma, and South Carolina, all first won by Democrats in 2018.

Democrats won two North Carolina seats vacated by Republicans and redistricted by court order in 2020.

Statehouses and Ballot Issues

There were seven governorships currently held by Republicans and four by Democrats on 2020 ballots. Of these 11, Republicans won 8 and Democrats won 3. Incumbent Gov. Roy Cooper (D) held on to his post in closely watched North Carolina, defeating Lt. Gov. Dan Forest (R). Montana’s governorship––vacated by term-limited Steve Bullock (D), who lost the state’s 2020 Senate race––was easily won by U.S. Rep. Greg Gianforte (R). Heading into the election, Republicans held a majority in 59 state chambers to 39 by Democrats, and had “trifecta” control––the post of governor as well as both branches of government––in 21 states versus 15 by Democrats. As of Nov. 6, the GOP had 22 trifecta states to Democrats’ 15. Most state legislatures were expected to begin redistricting their states in accordance with 2020 census results in 2021, making unified party control at the state level even more significant.

Voters weighed in on 121 measures on statewide ballots in 2020. California approved a measure—in the most expensive ballot-measure campaign in state history—repealing a controversial law prohibiting ride-share companies from classifying drivers as independent contractors. The state also rejected (56%-44%) a measure restoring affirmative action, banned since 1996, for admission to public universities/colleges and in state government hiring. Voters in Oregon agreed to legalize possession of small amounts of “hard” drugs (e.g., cocaine, heroin), making it the first state to do so. Oregon also legalized psychedelic mushrooms, and DC decriminalized their use. Four states—Arizona, Montana, New Jersey, and South Dakota––approved recreational marijuana use; South Dakotans and Mississippians approved medical marijuana. Florida voters by a wide margin agreed to a higher minimum wage. After years of legal action over alleged gerrymandering, Virginia voters widely approved a measure creating a bipartisan electoral redistricting commission.

Donald Trump grew up in Queens, NY, the fourth of five children. His father made a small fortune developing apartment complexes in the city’s outer boroughs. At age 13 Trump was sent to a military boarding school. After graduating from the Wharton School he advanced to leadership of his father’s company and spearheaded its expansion into Manhattan and beyond. He later boosted its brand value through his reality TV series. The Trump Organization today has valuable assets around the world, along with heavy debts. As president he surrendered legal control of the organization, but not ownership, to his elder sons.

Trump explored running for president as a third-party candidate in 2000. During Obama’s presidency he was a leading “birther,” casting doubt that Pres. Barack Obama was born in the U.S and constitutionally eligible to be president. In 2016 he won the GOP presidential nomination, defeating a large field of rivals. Using often inflammatory rhetoric and making claims frequently found inaccurate—practices he continued in the White House—he portrayed himself as a skilled outsider who would create prosperity and put “America first.” Surviving accusations of sexual misconduct and exposure of crude remarks about women, he defeated Sen. Hillary Clinton (D) in the 2016 general election.

Pres. Trump promoted building of a wall along the U.S.-Mexico border and tightened border enforcement; reports of children separated from parents drew criticism. He sought to end an Obama-era program protecting many undocumented immigrants (“dreamers”) from deportation and banned entry of foreign nationals from a number of mostly Muslim-majority nations, citing security concerns. Opponents said such policies were motivated by racism or xenophobia. Trump withdrew the U.S. from the Trans-Pacific Partnership and imposed tariffs especially on Chinese imports. He also began a process to exit the 2016 Paris Agreement on climate change and roll back strict fuel efficiency mandates for vehicles, and moved to repeal Obama’s Clean Power Plan.

Abroad, the administration withdrew from a 2015 multination nuclear deal with Iran and supported rival Saudi Arabia in its intervention in the Yemen civil war. While making progress in defeating ISIS, the U.S. under Trump ordered some troop reductions in the Middle East, including a controversial withdrawal from northern Syria. The administration had close relations with the conservative Israeli government and helped to restore economic or diplomatic ties between Israel and several Arab countries in 2020. While accused of alienating European allies, Trump cultivated friendly relations with the leaders of China and Russia, and with North Korean dictator Kim Jong Un after a tense war of words and nuclear threats.

Trump demanded strong loyalty from subordinates and fired James Comey as FBI director amid an agency probe of Russian interference in the 2016 election. Though a final FBI report found Russian involvement, it did not decide whether Trump himself committed any crime. But charges that Trump had tried to use military aid as a means to pressure Ukraine into announcing a corruption investigation targeting political rival Joe Biden led to his impeachment by the Democrat-controlled House. He was acquitted by the GOP-controlled Senate in Feb. 2020.

Despite partial moves by the administration to restrict incoming travel from abroad, the coronavirus, by early 2020, entered and spread, leading to over 200,000 deaths by early fall. Shutdowns to prevent the virus’s spread caused a huge economic contraction, wiping out strong gains, including historically low unemployment rates. Trump often minimized the pandemic threat and criticized countermeasures urged by government health experts, stressing a need for national economic recovery.

The death of a Black man in Minneapolis in May 2020, attributed to violence by a white police officer, fueled protracted widespread demonstrations against alleged systemic racist police brutality that elevated the issue of racial justice. Trump blamed Democrats for failing to react to instances of violence, looting, and destruction of property.

Trump won nomination for a second term without significant primary opposition, though some prominent Republicans came out against him. An Atlantic magazine article reported in Sept. 2020 that Trump privately showed scorn for military members. Journalist Bob Woodward, in a Sept. 2020 book, quoted Trump saying he deliberately downplayed the COVID-19 threat to prevent panic.

After the death of U.S. Supreme Court Associate Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg, in Sept. 2020, Trump, who had previously appointed Neil Gorsuch and Brett Kavanaugh to the Court, took the opportunity to nominate Amy Coney Barrett.

The NY Times, in fall 2020, published articles reportedly based on leaked tax records, claiming Trump avoided paying personal federal income tax for years by claiming heavy business losses, and while president reaped profits from those who sought access and influence.

Weeks before the election, Trump himself, along with the first lady and a number of officials and staff, tested positive for the coronavirus; he was briefly hospitalized. As polls predicted a Biden victory, Trump cast doubt as to whether the Nov. election could be fairly conducted.

One of six children born to an Irish Catholic family, Mike Pence grew up as an admirer of Pres. John F. Kennedy and volunteered for the county Democratic Party. In college he became a conservative and was introduced to evangelical Christianity, to which he later converted. He worked as an attorney and entered politics as a Republican precinct committeeman. He made unsuccessful runs for Congress in 1988 and 1990, later expressing regret that he had used attack ads in his campaign. He aired his political opinions as a radio and TV talk show host in Indiana.

Pence was elected to Congress in 2000 and reelected five times. He described himself as “a Christian, a conservative, and a Republican, in that order.” Diverging from Pres. George W. Bush, he voted against the No Child Left Behind bill (2001), the Medicare prescription drug expansion (2003), and the bank bailout (2008). He failed in a 2006 challenge to Rep. John Boehner (OH) for the House speakership, but two years later was chosen as Republican conference chair.

Elected governor of Indiana in 2012, Pence signed into law tax and spending cuts that created a budget surplus. He also expanded a voucher program for nonpublic schools and signed legislation to remove Indiana from federal Common Core standards in favor of state-developed standards, though these ended up being similar. In 2015 he signed a broadly worded Religious Freedom Restoration Act; after backlash he approved an amendment designed to protect LGBT minorities from being denied services. In 2016 he signed a measure banning abortions for reasons of race, gender, or disability, but it was blocked in court.

Pence initially supported Sen. Ted Cruz (TX) for the 2016 GOP presidential nomination. In naming Pence as his choice for vice president Trump cited a need for party unity, while also praising his record as governor. As vice president, Pence fully supported Trump and his policies. He cast more than a dozen tie-breaking Senate votes, including the first-ever to confirm a cabinet appointee—charter school advocate Betsy De Vos as education secretary. As head of the administration’s coronavirus task force he sometimes showed more deference to experts than Trump did, but he did not publicly criticize the president.

Biden was the oldest of four children in a working-class household. He went to law school, married as a student, and practiced law while becoming active in the Democratic Party. In Nov. 1972, at age 29, he won a U.S. Senate seat from Delaware, in an upset victory over the Republican incumbent. The following month, his wife and infant daughter were killed in a car crash, and their two sons seriously injured; Biden was sworn in to office at their hospital bedside. Five years later he married Jill Jacobs, a high school English teacher.

Biden won reelection six times. He famously commuted to work by Amtrak so he could be with his family in Delaware every night. As chairman of the Judiciary Committee he presided over contentious Supreme Court nomination hearings that ended in the defeat of Robert Bork’s nomination (1987) and in Clarence Thomas’s confirmation (1991). He won both acclaim and criticism for working with Republicans, including segregationists, to achieve his objectives, and for his lead role in passing a 1994 crime bill that banned assault weapons but also increased criminal penalties and swelled prison populations. He voted in 2002 for use of force in Iraq, but later criticized the Bush administration’s Iraq war policy. In 2005 he supported a restrictive bankruptcy bill opposed by most Democrats.

Biden ran for the 1988 Democratic presidential nomination but withdrew, damaged by his use of a major part of another politician’s speech without attribution. The following year he underwent two high-risk surgeries for brain aneurysms but made a full recovery. He ran again for the party’s presidential nomination in 2008 but dropped out after a poor finish in the Iowa caucus. Obama subsequently selected him as his running mate.

As vice president Biden chaired a White House Task Force on Working Families, served as a liaison to Congress, and made frequent visits to Iraq. He worked closely with Obama and contributed advice that was sometimes contrarian—for example, he reportedly showed skepticism about plans for the 2011 raid that killed Osama bin Laden. He played a key role in negotiations to resolve the federal debt crisis that same year.

In 2015 Biden’s son Beau, an Iraq war veteran, former attorney general of Delaware, and rising political star, died from brain cancer. He decided against a 2016 run for president, indicating that he still needed to recover from his bereavement. In Apr. 2019, Biden announced he was running for president. He lambasted Trump for having failed to condemn a 2017 white supremacist rally in Charlottesville, VA, and characterized the 2020 race as a battle for the “soul of this nation.” Facing a wide field of rivals in the primaries, including strong progressive challengers, he overcame a slow start to win nomination. He restricted his search for a running mate to women, selecting Kamala Harris for reasons that included generational and racial diversity and overall compatibility.

Biden hoped to reverse Trump’s immigration policies and deregulatory moves, and called for a $1.7-tril plan to help eliminate net greenhouse gas emissions by 2050. He advocated a public health care option similar to Medicare, rather than “Medicare for All.” He favored increased spending on social programs but not “defunding” police. He supported repeal of GOP tax cuts and increases in top individual and corporate income tax rates. Biden opposed key Trump policies on Iran and Saudi Arabia, while advocating a continuing U.S. military presence in the Middle East. A Catholic in the liberal mode, he came to support same-sex marriage and pro-choice policies on abortion that included repeal of the Hyde amendment.

Critics made allegations of influence peddling abroad by Biden for his son Hunter, but Biden denied any impropriety. Biden was accused of acting over-familiarly toward women and girls, and in one instance, of sexual misconduct, which he denied. Long known for his effusive and empathetic personality, and for his loquaciousness and gaffes, he was portrayed by some critics as lacking in mental acuity, or as too old to take on the presidency. (He would be a record 78 years old at the Jan. 2021 inauguration.) A Dec. 2019 medical report by his physician pronounced him physically fit.

Kamala Harris was born in California to a Jamaica-born Black economist father and India-born biomedical scientist mother. Her parents, both immigrants who met as student-activists at the Univ. of California at Berkeley, divorced when Kamala was seven years old. After law school Harris worked in the Alameda County District Attorney’s Office, focusing on child sexual assault cases. The first Black woman to become San Francisco’s DA and the first to be California attorney general, she won big settlements for homeowners against banks and for students against a for-profit education company. Her husband, Doug Emhoff, is an entertainment lawyer, and she is a stepmother to two adult children from his first marriage.

In 2016 Harris outpolled a large field of candidates in California’s “top-two” nonpartisan primary and defeated U.S. Rep. Loretta Sanchez (D) in the general election to win a U.S. Senate seat and become the second-ever Black woman senator. She was noted for her aggressive questioning of Trump nominees, including Brett Kavanaugh in his Supreme Court confirmation hearing before the Judiciary Committee. Harris supported the Green New Deal and also introduced or co-sponsored legislation to increase the federal minimum wage, reform cash bail, and prevent religious employers from denying health care coverage for employees or claiming exemptions to civil rights.

In Jan. 2019, Harris announced her candidacy for the 2020 Democratic presidential nomination, and, in the first candidates’ debate in June 2019, she confronted Biden for opposing school busing as a means of racial integration in the 1970s and 1980s, noting that she herself had been bused to school as a child. The criminal justice plan she released during her campaign included progressive policies she had opposed as a prosecutor. At the same time she dropped her support for “Medicare for All” in favor a more incremental approach. After a brief period in the top tier, her poll numbers fizzled, and she dropped out of the primary race in Dec. 2019.

After committing to choose a woman VP, Biden selected Harris as his running mate. She was the third woman candidate for vice president on a major-party ticket and the first Black woman and first Asian American woman.

Nov. 1, 2019, to Oct. 31, 2020

The Chronology of Events reports the top National, International, and General news stories, month by month. Unless otherwise noted, COVID-19 case and death statistics throughout this section were per the World Health Organization.

November 2019

National

Job Numbers Grow Despite Auto Strike; Stock Indexes Achieve Multiple Closing Highs; Other Economic, Business News—The U.S. Labor Dept. reported Nov. 1 that the economy added 128,000 jobs in Oct. even as a General Motors strike that had shuttered production for nearly six weeks, beginning mid-Sept., continued through Oct. 25. With some 325,000 additional Americans seeking jobs, the unemployment rate ticked up to 3.6% from 3.5% in Sept. Wall Street saw the three major indexes achieve record high closings repeatedly in Nov.—the Dow Jones Industrial Average ended Nov. at 28,051.41, a 3.7% increase from Oct., while the S&P 500 finished the month at 3,140.98, up 3.4%. The Nasdaq Composite Index closed Nov. at 8,665.47, up 4.5%.

On Nov. 22, the Federal Communications Commission unanimously designated Chinese telecom tech companies Huawei and ZTE as national security risks, thereby blocking $8.5 bil in federal rural service funds. On Nov. 21, New York-based office space provider WeWork said it was laying off 2,400 employees, nearly one-fifth of its workforce; the move came less than two months after the company abandoned its IPO. Google announced Nov. 1 it was buying fitness tracker Fitbit for $2.1 bil; on Dec. 3, Google co-founders Sergey Brin and Larry Page announced they were leaving their posts at parent company Alphabet and leaving leadership to Google CEO Sundar Pichai.

Off-Year Elections Deliver Split Verdict—Republican Tate Reeves easily won the Mississippi governor’s seat over Jim Hood (D), Nov. 5, and Democrats won narrowly in two gubernatorial races during the month. Incumbent Kentucky Gov. Matt Bevin (R) conceded a close Nov. 5 race to challenger Andy Beshear (D) only after a recanvass Nov. 14, while incumbent Louisiana Gov. John Bel Edwards (D) fended off GOP opponent Eddie Rispone, 51.3% to 48.7%, in the state’s runoff election Nov. 16. Democrats in Virginia won a majority in the state’s assembly Nov. 5, giving the party control of both chambers of government and the governorship for the first time since 1993.

House Impeachment Inquiry Begins Public Phase; Trump Adviser Convicted of Lying to Congress—The House’s impeachment inquiry against Pres. Donald Trump began a new chapter Nov. 13 as witnesses began providing public testimony to the intelligence committee over allegations that Trump attempted to make nearly $400 mil in U.S. military aid to Ukraine contingent on Ukrainian Pres. Volodymyr Zelensky publicly announcing an investigation into unsubstantiated wrongdoing by former U.S. Vice Pres. Joe Biden. During more than 30 hours of testimony delivered over the course of two weeks, the witness most consequential to the charges against Trump appeared to be U.S. ambassador to Ukraine Gordon Sondland, who Nov. 20 affirmed his revised closed-door deposition and said that Trump’s personal attorney, Rudy Giuliani, made a White House visit by Zelensky conditional on a Biden investigation, and that he “came to believe” the same was true regarding the promised military aid, which he communicated to a top Zelensky aide. Sondland said that Vice Pres. Mike Pence and Sec. of State Mike Pompeo, among other top officials, knew of the alleged “quid pro quo” scheme.

Acting ambassador to Ukraine Bill Taylor testified Nov. 13 that one of his staff overheard a phone call—on July 26, the day after Trump via phone urged Zelensky to investigate Biden—between Trump and Sondland during which Trump requested updates on the status of Ukraine’s Biden investigation. Former U.S. ambassador to Ukraine Marie Yovanovitch, who was removed from her post in May, prior to the Zelensky call, testified to a coordinated effort by Giuliani and Ukrainian associates to push her out of her job. (During Yovanovitch’s testimony, Pres. Trump posted comments critical of her to Twitter.) Army Lt. Col. Alexander Vindman, the National Security Council’s Director of European Affairs, who was privy to the July 25 call between Zelensky and Trump, testified Nov. 19 to his belief that Trump’s request for an investigation into Biden was “improper.” In his Nov. 19 testimony, former special envoy to Ukraine Kurt Volker branded Trump’s allegations of wrongdoing by Biden, along with accusations of 2016 election meddling by Ukraine, as “conspiracy theory.” Former National Security Adviser John Bolton and White House Chief of Staff Mick Mulvaney, proposed as potential witnesses, did not testify.

On Nov. 15, longtime Trump political adviser Roger Stone was convicted by a federal jury in Washington, DC, on all seven counts of witness tampering, lying to investigators, and obstruction of Congress. The charges stemmed from special counsel Robert Mueller’s Russia election-interference probe. On Nov. 7, a New York state judge ordered Trump to pay $2 mil for improperly using the now-defunct Trump Foundation to promote his 2016 campaign and pay business debts.

Trump Gives Clemency to Three Charged With War Crimes—Pres. Donald Trump Nov. 15 granted clemency to three U.S. military personnel convicted or charged with war crimes despite opposition by top military officials, including Defense Sec. Mark Esper. The clemency orders cleared Army 1st Lt. Clint Lorance, serving a 19-year sentence for ordering his troops to fire on unarmed Afghan villagers, killing two; Army Maj. Mathew L. Golsteyn, facing trial for premeditated murder of an Afghan civilian he alleged was a Taliban bomb-maker; and Navy SEAL Edward Gallagher, acquitted of murder in both Iraq and Afghanistan but convicted on a related, lesser charge.

International

Extremist Groups Target Military Posts in Mali, Niger—A series of attacks in late 2019 supported growing concerns about the spread of Islamist extremism in West Africa. Gunmen killed approximately 53 soldiers and one civilian at a military outpost in northern Mali’s Menaka region, Nov. 1, in an attack claimed by the Sunni terrorist group Islamic State of Iraq and Syria (ISIS). A separate assault, for which ISIS also claimed responsibility, killed 30 Malian soldiers Nov. 18. In late Sept., an al-Qaeda-linked group had been blamed for twin attacks that killed 38 soldiers in central Mali. At least 71 soldiers died in a jihadist attack on a military base near the Mali border in Inates, Niger, Dec. 10. The Dec. raid, attributed to an Islamic State-affiliated group, was one of the deadliest ever in Niger.

U.S. Formalizes Climate Accord Withdrawal; Severe Flooding Hits Venice—In an announcement Nov. 4, Sec. of State Mike Pompeo formally initiated the process of withdrawing the U.S. from the landmark 2015-16 Paris Agreement on climate change, as promised by Pres. Trump in June 2017. Trump, who repeatedly voiced skepticism toward human-caused climate change and the scientific consensus around it, argued the accord disadvantaged the U.S.

On Nov. 12, the iconic Italian canal city of Venice suffered its worst flooding in 53 years, followed by two other major flood events within five days. At least two people were killed by the high water levels, which the city’s mayor blamed on climate change.

Protests Oust Bolivian President—Facing military pressure, Bolivia’s leftist Pres. Evo Morales resigned Nov. 10 following nearly three weeks of protests and counterprotests over his Oct. reelection, the same day that an Organization of American States (OAS) report recommended the election be held again due to widespread irregularities. Morales called for new elections, then abruptly stepped down and sought asylum in Mexico. The first indigenous Bolivian leader and a 14-year incumbent, Morales was popular with some Bolivians for his anti-poverty and economic policies, but a referendum on his running for a fourth term did not pass. (The courts cleared his candidacy nonetheless in 2017.) After the resignations of several ranking Morales allies, Second Senate Vice Pres Jeanine Áñez Chávez became acting president Nov. 12. In the aftermath, Morales supporters clashed with security forces; at least 33 people were killed between the Oct. 20 vote and Nov. 25 (30 of those after Áñez took office).

Demonstrations Rock Colombia, Chile—In Colombia’s largest national strike since 1977, hundreds of thousands of protesters demonstrated Nov. 21 over rumored cuts to pensions and education funding. Though largely peaceful, violence between protesters and police occurred in multiple cities including Cali and the capital, Bogotá. As protests continued into Dec., activists also criticized the government’s failure to implement its 2016 peace accord with FARC rebels.

Protests in Chile that began in mid-Oct. over subway fare increases continued in Nov. and Dec. as demonstrators voiced opposition to inequality and health care costs. Lawmakers in mid-Nov. agreed to hold a referendum in Apr. 2020 on replacing Chile’s 1980 constitution. At least 29 people were killed in the unrest through 2019, and the UN in mid-Dec. accused Chilean police and security forces of abuses including torture, sexual violence, and use of unnecessary lethal force.

Clampdown on Iranian Protests Kills Up to 1,500—Iranian authorities suppressed nationwide protests that broke out Nov. 15 after the government unexpectedly increased fuel prices by as much as 300% and ordered rationing. While casualty estimates varied widely, the crackdown, which was reportedly ordered by Iran’s Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei and included shooting unarmed protesters, killed some 1,500 people in less than two weeks, according to a Reuters dispatch that cited three Iranian ministers. (Amnesty International put the death toll at just over 300, Nov. 15-18; a U.S. official said more than 1,000 may have been killed by government forces.) The fuel price hikes were linked to efforts by the regime to address an economic crisis exacerbated by U.S. sanctions.

Authoritarian Family Returns to Office After Sri Lankan Election—Ultranationalist former Sri Lankan defense secretary Gotabaya Rajapaksa defeated the ruling party candidate Nov. 16 in a hard-fought election reflecting deep ethnic divisions lingering after the country’s bloody 26-year civil war. Rajapaksa won in regions where Sinhalese Buddhists, who comprise some 70% of the population, predominate, and the final tally showed Rajapaksa winning 52%-42% over Sajith Premadasa in the polling, participated in by 83.7% of eligible voters. While many Sinhalese voters credited Gotabaya Rajapaksa and his brother, former Pres. Mahinda Rajapaksa (2005-15), with ending the fighting, Tamil political groups strongly opposed Gotabaya Rajapaksa, who was accused of brutal tactics including torture and extrajudicial killing in the war’s later years.

Netanyahu Charged as Israel Government Stalemate Continues; U.S. Formally Recognizes West Bank Settlements—Israeli Prime Min. Benjamin Netanyahu—in the post for more than 13 years—was formally charged Nov. 21 with bribery, breach of trust, and fraud. The charges came after nearly three years of investigations related to allegations that Netanyahu and his wife, Sara Netanyahu, received over $260,000 of goods in exchange for political favors and that the couple gave favorable regulatory concessions to two media outlets in return for positive coverage. Netanyahu’s rival, Benny Gantz of the Blue and White alliance, failed to form a government Nov. 20 ahead of the deadline established following Netanyahu’s own inability to do so in Oct. Israel was moving toward an unprecedented third national election in less than a year (to be held in Mar. 2020, until which Netanyahu would continue as interim PM).

The Trump administration reversed decades of longstanding policy Nov. 18 when it declared that the U.S. does not regard Israeli settlements in the Palestinian-occupied West Bank as contravening international law.

Despite being charged while in office, a first for a sitting Israeli premier, the 70-year-old Netanyahu easily won his party’s leadership race, held Dec. 26, with 72.5% support.

Pro-Democracy Candidates Win Big in Hong Kong Elections as Protests Continue—Pro-democracy candidates won 389 of 452 seats on Hong Kong’s district council—up from just 124 of seats held previously—in Nov. 24 voting that was participated in by 71% of eligible voters. Pro-democracy demonstrations in Hong Kong continued for a fifth straight month, with the first protest-related death recorded when a university student died from injuries sustained in a Nov. 4 fall from a parking garage, where police and protesters were clashing. An elderly man was killed Nov. 14 by a brick thrown by a protester the previous day.

Iraq’s Prime Minister Steps Down Amid Continuing Deadly Protests—Iraqi Prime Min. Adel Abdul Mahdi announced his resignation Nov. 29 following two months of recurring anti-government demonstrations during which at least 400 mostly unarmed protesters and bystanders were killed—according to UN and medical sources—by security forces and militias firing tear gas and live ammunition. Voicing opposition to government corruption, lack of opportunity, and Iranian influence in the country, protesters had blocked access to the main Iraqi port near Basra and set fire to Iranian consulates in centrally located Karbala and the southern city of Najaf.

General

Nine Killed in Mexico Ambush Blamed on Cartel—Gunmen killed three women and six children with dual U.S.-Mexican citizenship in attacks on the victims’ vehicles about 70 mi. south of the U.S.-Mexico border at Douglas, AZ, Nov. 4. The victims—all members of the LeBaron family who belonged to an isolated Mormon offshoot community in Mexico—were traveling to a wedding; some children escaped and survived. Mexican officials said drug traffickers had mistaken the vehicles for those of a competing cartel, but that account was not confirmed.

CDC Finds Vaping Illness Link—The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Nov. 8 announced what it believed was a strong link between Vitamin E acetate and a nationwide out-break of vaping-related lung illnesses, with over 2,000 cases and at least 40 deaths. The additive (primarily used in THC vaping products) was confirmed by an agency official to be the cause of most of the deaths, which had risen to 54, Dec. 20.

Seattle Claims MLS Championship—The Seattle Sounders FC defeated Toronto FC, 3-1, at CenturyLink field in Seattle, WA, Nov. 10, winning the team’s second Major League Soccer Cup. Seattle, which defeated Toronto in the 2016 final but lost the title to them a year later, scored the first goal in the 57th minute on a shot by right-back Kelvin Leerdam that deflected off an opponent. Midfielder Víctor Rodríguez and forward Raúl Ruidíaz added goals for Seattle in the 76th and 90th minutes, respectively, before Toronto striker Jozy Altidore scored on a header in the third minute of stoppage time. Rodríguez, who didn’t enter the game until the 61st minute as a substitute, was named the Cup’s MVP.

Francis Makes First Papal Visit to Japan—Pope Francis Nov. 23-26 visited Japan, where he called for the worldwide disarmament of nuclear weapons while speaking at Nagasaki and Hiroshima and for the abolition of nuclear power as he addressed survivors of the country’s 2011 Fukushima Daiichi nuclear disaster. It was the first visit by a pope to Japan—where Catholics comprise less than 1% of the population—since Pope John Paul II traveled there in 1981.

December 2019

National

White House Tightens Food Stamp Eligibility, Approves Federal Parental Leave—The Trump administration Dec. 4 established a rule narrowing states’ ability to waive employment requirements for adults receiving federal food stamp assistance. According to Agriculture Dept. officials, the move would deny eligibility for food benefits to roughly 688,000 work-eligible recipients without dependents while saving approx. $5.5 bil over five years. The move was sharply criticized by Democratic lawmakers and anti-poverty groups. Pres. Trump Dec. 20 signed a measure providing civilian federal employees with 12 weeks of paid parental leave—already available to military personnel—beginning in Oct. 2020.

California Utility PG&E Settles With Fire Victims; Boeing Halts 737 Max Production; Other Economic/Business News—Pacific Gas & Electric, in bankruptcy proceedings since early 2019, agreed Dec. 6 to pay $13.5 bil to victims of four 2015-18 northern California wildfires—including 2018’s Camp Fire, the deadliest in the state’s history with 85 civilian fatalities—blamed on faulty PG&E equipment. (The company also pleaded guilty to related manslaughter charges in Mar. 2020.) Boeing announced Dec. 16 it would temporarily stop production the next month of its 737 Max airliner, grounded globally since Mar. 2019 following two crashes that killed nearly 350 people in Indonesia and Ethiopia. The company fired CEO Dennis Muilenburg Dec. 23, two days after whistleblowers testifying before Congress alleged an unsafe culture of cost-cutting at Boeing, and of lax oversight by the FAA. Former Nissan chairman Carlos Ghosn, under house arrest in Japan for charges that included financial misconduct, attracted international attention after he fled Dec. 29 allegedly stowed in a musical instrument case on a private jet.

The Labor Dept. reported Dec. 6 that the U.S. economy added 266,000 jobs in Nov., far outpacing expectations amid indicators of a slowing global economy. Aided in part by the return of GM autoworkers sidelined during a six-week strike, the unemployment rate ticked back to Sept.’s 50-year-low rate of 3.5%. The Bureau of Economic Analysis’s final estimate for the third quarter of 2019 reported real GDP increased by an annual rate of 2.1%, compared to 2.0% in the second quarter. On Wall Street, the Dow Jones Industrial Average ended Dec. at 28,538.44, a 1.7% increase from Nov., while the S&P 500 finished the month at 3,230.78, up 2.9%; the Nasdaq Composite Index closed Dec. at 8,972.60, up 3.5%. Over 2019, the S&P 500 and Nasdaq indices experienced their greatest annual gains since 2013, increasing by 28.9% and 35.2%, respectively, while the Dow gained 22.3%.

Saudi Arabia’s state-owned oil giant Saudi Aramco raised $25.6 bil Dec. 5 in a record-setting IPO but fell short of expectations.

Watchdog Report Legitimizes FBI Russia Investigation, Critiques Wiretap Process—The Justice Dept.’s inspector general’s office Dec. 9 released a report on the origins of the FBI’s probe into Russian interference in the 2016 presidential election. The long-anticipated analysis concluded the agency was legally justified in launching an investigation in July 2016 into then-candidate Donald Trump’s campaign and acted without political bias. Inspector Gen. Michael Horowitz’s report also refuted accusations that the investigation was carried out to sabotage Trump and debunked the theory that the FBI “spied” on the campaign through undercover sources. The report detailed multiple errors with the agency’s legal applications to wiretap former Trump campaign adviser Carter Page including “significant inaccuracies and omissions.” Trump and his allies continued to insist—despite Horowitz’s findings—that the FBI had engaged in a conspiracy aimed at his “overthrow,” and Attorney Gen. William Barr, the head of the Justice Dept., released a statement disputing the FBI’s “authorized purpose” to investigate.

House Impeaches Pres. Trump—A very divided House of Representatives voted almost completely along party lines Dec. 18 to impeach Pres. Donald Trump. The House action represented only the third time in U.S. history a president was charged with “high crimes and misdemeanors,” after Pres. Andrew Johnson (1868) and Pres. Bill Clinton (1998). Accused of attempting to condition U.S. security assistance to Ukraine on that country publicly investigating his political rival, former Vice Pres. Joe Biden, Trump was impeached on two articles, abuse of power (by a 230-197 vote) and obstruction of Congress (229-198), without the support of any GOP lawmakers. Two Democrats, Rep. Collin Peterson (MN), and Jeff Van Drew (NJ), voted against both articles; Van Drew switched his party affiliation to Republican the next day. Ahead of the vote, lawmakers debated for some eight hours during which Democrats asserted it was the lawmakers’ constitutional responsibility to impeach, while Republicans condemned the inquiry process itself as unfair. Public support for Trump’s impeachment and removal declined slightly ahead of the House vote, according to a Gallup poll conducted Dec. 2-15, with 46% in favor of impeachment and removal compared to 52% in early Oct., shortly after the inquiry was first announced in late Sept.

Leading up to the House vote, the chamber’s intelligence committee Dec. 3 released its report, based primarily on 17 witness interviews, including the public testimony of 12 current or former officials. The report claimed “overwhelming” evidence of misconduct by Trump along with an “unprecedented campaign” of defying subpoenas to impede the House’s investigation. Republicans representing three House committees Dec. 2 released a separate report in defense of Trump, which ignored witness testimony and instead embraced debunked theories of Ukrainian interference in the 2016 election and corruption involving Biden and his son, Hunter. On the first day of hearings in the House Judiciary Committee, which later voted along party lines to authorize the impeachment articles, three legal scholars summoned by Democrats testified that Trump’s efforts to pressure Ukraine clearly warranted impeachment, while a Republican legal-expert invitee said it did not.

For the remainder of Dec., House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D, CA) refused to formally send the approved articles of impeachment to the Senate in an apparent effort to force Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R, KY) to allow new testimony and evidence in the pending Senate trial, including potentially calling as witnesses Trump’s chief of staff Mick Mulvaney and former national security adviser John Bolton. In a public statement, McConnell said that he was in “total coordination” with the White House, which some criticized as contradicting his role as a juror in the Senate trial.

International

NATO Summit Tainted by Hostility Between Trump, Allies—Tensions between U.S. Pres. Donald Trump and French Pres. Emmanuel Macron and other members of the international community dominated the 70th anniversary meeting of NATO member countries Dec. 3-4 near London, England, UK. Macron in an interview published in The Economist in Nov. said NATO was experiencing a “brain death”—exemplified by Trump’s Oct. removal of troops from northern Syria, which allowed NATO member Turkey to proceed with widely condemned cross-border attacks against U.S.-allied Syrian Kurdish forces—and said NATO allies may no longer be able to depend on America for defense. Trump, in a pre-summit press conference, said Macron had been “very disrespectful” and continued to criticize other NATO member countries, especially Germany, for defense spending shortfalls. Nevertheless, the alliance’s joint closing statement reaffirmed members’ “mutual commitment” and highlighted recent threats posed by Russia and China.

Bombshell Afghanistan War Report Reveals Deliberate U.S. Deception—The Washington Post Dec. 9 published interviews and notes from confidential government reports concerning the U.S. war in Afghanistan that revealed that U.S. officials had intentionally misinformed the public during the 18-year conflict, concealing military failures, claiming fictional progress, and distorting evidence. The Post obtained the more than 2,000 pages of documents—which it dubbed the Afghanistan Papers—following a three-year legal effort under the Freedom of Information Act. Over 775,000 U.S. troops have been deployed to Afghanistan since 2001, of whom 2,300 were killed and 20,589 wounded in action.

Afghan officials announced Dec. 22 that incumbent Pres. Ashraf Ghani narrowly won reelection, with 50.6% of the first-round Sept. 28 vote, according to long-delayed preliminary results. The polling was marred by record-low turnout, accusations of fraud, and violence that killed at least 85 civilians during the campaign.

Ukraine, Russia Reach Cease-Fire in Donbass—Russian Pres. Vladimir Putin and Ukrainian Pres. Volodymyr Zelensky made a small but significant step toward achieving peace in war-torn eastern Ukraine Dec. 9 when they agreed to implement a cease-fire in the region known as Donbass, contested by pro-Russia separatists and the Ukrainian government, by the end of the month. Meeting for the first time, in talks mediated in Paris, France, by French Pres. Emmanuel Macron and German Chancellor Angela Merkel, the two leaders also agreed to swap all conflict-related prisoners and withdraw Ukrainian and Russian-backed forces from three additional areas by the end of Mar. 2020. Since 2014, fighting in Ukraine has killed more than 13,000 people and displaced some 1.4 mil.

Conservatives Increase Majority in UK Elections, Clear Way for Brexit—Britain’s ruling Conservative Party won a definitive victory in parliamentary elections Dec. 12, delivering Prime Min. Boris Johnson a mandate to “get Brexit done,” his oft-repeated campaign phrase. Achieving their largest majority since 1987, the Conservatives secured 365 of 650 seats in the House of Commons, up 48 from 2017, while the main opposition Labour Party won just 202, down 60, in polling participated in by 67.3% of eligible voters. Labour’s Jeremy Corbyn said he would resign as leader in early 2020. The House of Commons Dec. 20 approved (358-234) Johnson’s plan for the UK to leave the EU by the end of Jan., paving the way for its passage in the House of Lords.

On Dec. 13 Northern Ireland voters for the first time elected more Irish nationalist MPs than British Unionists.

Tentative U.S.-China Trade Deal Forestalls New Tariffs—Pres. Donald Trump Dec. 13 announced that the White House and China had agreed to a “phase one” deal aimed at easing the 21-month-old U.S.-China trade war, beginning with the suspension of tariffs on roughly $160 bil of Chinese imports set to take effect Dec. 15 and the halving of existing 15% duties on $120 bil in other products. (A 25% tariff on $250 bil in imports would remain as the U.S entered the second phase.) Though Trump said China had agreed to “many structural changes,” he provided few details; an administration official said China had committed to purchasing some $200 bil in energy, farm, and manufactured products over two years. Trump and Chinese Vice Premier Liu He signed the deal at the White House Jan. 15.

UN Climate Talks Fail to Deliver Results, Expose Rift—The 2019 United Nations Climate Change Conference in Madrid, Spain, concluded Dec. 15 after two weeks of disappointment over pending withdrawal by the U.S. from the 2015 Paris climate accord and deep divisions between industrialized countries, quickly expanding economies such as Brazil and India, and vulnerable island nations. Negotiators were unable to devise rules for a carbon trading system, and major greenhouse gas emitters, led by the U.S., resisted developing a funding mechanism to aid poorer countries already grappling with climate change effects.

Five Sentenced to Death in Saudi Journalist’s Killing—A Saudi court sentenced five people to death and three others to a combined 24 years in prison Dec. 23 for the killing of Saudi dissident journalist Jamal Khashoggi in 2018. The nearly year-long trial was criticized by human rights groups for what they called its total absence of transparency as well as the government’s refusal to coordinate with independent inspectors. Saudi officials said the assassination was carried out by a rogue operation, disregarding the CIA’s conclusion that Saudi Crown Prince Mohammed bin Salman had ordered the killing,

Somalia Suicide Bombing Kills Dozens—A suicide truck bomber detonated at a checkpoint in Somalia’s capital, Mogadishu, Dec. 28, killing at least 90 people and injuring about 150. The attack was claimed by al-Qaeda affiliate al-Shabab. Earlier in the month, al-Shabab claimed a gun attack on a Mogadishu hotel that killed five people, including three civilians.

Iraqis Storm American Embassy in Baghdad Over Air Raid—Iraqi Shiite militia supporters reportedly numbering at least several dozen forced their way into the U.S. embassy compound in Baghdad Dec. 31, two days after U.S. airstrikes killed 25 members of the Iran-backed fighters Kataeb Hezbollah in Iraq. The assault ended without reported fatalities within hours; an estimated 6,000 protesters at the compound dispersed the next day. In response, Pres. Donald Trump ordered the deployment of roughly 650 additional troops to the Middle East.

Following nearly three months of anti-government protests that had resulted in the deaths of more than 450 Iraqis (mostly by the country’s security forces), Iraqi Pres. Barham Salih Dec. 26 threatened to resign rather than name as prime minister the nominee of the parliament’s largest, Iran-backed bloc, whom he said protesters demanding an independent PM would reject.

General

Saudi Trainee Kills Three at Florida Air Base; Anti-Semitic Attacks Befall NY, NJ—A Saudi air force trainee at Naval Air Station Pensacola, FL, fatally shot three U.S. Navy sailors Dec. 6. Armed with a handgun, the 21-year-old was killed by police following the attack, later classified by the Justice Dept. as terrorism. Four days later, two shooters killed three people at a kosher market in Jersey City, NJ, before they were killed in a four-hour standoff with police; preceding the attack, also investigated as a potential act of terrorism, the two men killed a police officer at a cemetery. On Dec. 28, a man stabbed and injured five people at a Hanukkah celebration in an Orthodox Jewish rabbi’s residence in Monsey, NY. The attacker fled in his vehicle and was apprehended soon after.

Russia Barred From Global Sports for 4 Years—The World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) banned Russia from most international athletic competitions through 2023—including the 2020 and 2022 Olympic Games and 2022 FIFA World Cup—over allegations of noncompliance by Russia’s drug-monitoring body. Russian athletes without drug violations could continue to compete under a neutral flag.

Catastrophic Wildfires Decimate Australia; New Zealand Volcano Eruption Kills 21—Australian bushfires that began in Sept. continued to worsen across the continent and Tasmania in Dec., burning some 12.4 mil acres and killing at least 16 people by Dec. 31. The southeastern coastal states of Victoria and New South Wales were most affected. Bolstered by deforestation and prolonged drought, the blazes were thought to have killed upwards of 1 bil animals including threatened/endangered species; widely publicized images and videos of injured koalas and kangaroos helped spur donations. The ecological tragedy sparked protests within Australia over Prime Min. Scott Morrison’s perceived lack of action on climate change, which was thought by most scientists to have exacerbated the bushfires.

A volcano erupted violently and unexpectedly on New Zealand’s Whakaari/White Island Dec. 9, spewing ash and toxic gases that killed 21 people by the end of Jan. 2020. Nearly all of the remaining 26 people on the 800-acre tourist destination at the time of the eruption sustained burn injuries.
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National

Job Growth Slows in Dec.; Facebook Agrees to Illinois Privacy Violation Settlement—The Labor Dept. reported Jan. 10 that the economy added 145,000 jobs in Dec. For the year 2019, the economy added 2.1 mil jobs, 600,000 fewer than in 2018. Unemployment remained at a historic-low 3.5% as annual wages increased by 2.9% throughout 2019, down from 3.3% a year prior. On Wall Street, the Dow Jones Industrial Average ended Jan. at 28,256.03, a 1.0% decrease from Dec., while the S&P 500 finished the month at 3,225.52, down 0.2%; the Nasdaq Composite Index closed Jan. at 9,150.94, up 2.0%.

Facebook Jan. 29 agreed to pay $550 mil to settle a class-action lawsuit in Illinois alleging it violated the state’s privacy law by collecting users’ facial recognition data without their permission.

Trump Impeachment Trial Begins; Senate Rejects New Witnesses—For only the third time in history, the Senate commenced presidential impeachment trial proceedings, Jan. 16, the day after the House voted 228-193 to send articles of impeachment to the chamber. The articles charged Pres. Donald Trump with abuse of power and obstruction of Congress related to allegations that the president attempted to withhold military aid to Ukraine in exchange for that country’s president announcing investigations into Trump’s political rival former Vice Pres. Joe Biden and his son Hunter’s business dealings in Ukraine. House Intelligence Committee Chair Adam Schiff (CA) and six other House Democrats—Jason Crow (CO), Val Demings (FL), Sylvia R. Garcia (TX), Hakeem Jeffries (NY), Zoe Lofgren (CA), Jerrold Nadler (NY)—managed the prosecution in the Senate. In opening statements Jan. 22, Schiff highlighted the necessity of holding the trial ahead of the impending 2020 election, saying “we cannot be assured that the vote will be fairly won.” The managers’ arguments focused on witnesses’ testimony before the House during its three-month inquiry, including allegations of quid pro quo they argued were strongly supported by archived text messages and statements by current and former Trump administration officials.

Led by White House counsel Pat Cipollone, Trump’s defense team (including legal professor and media figure Alan Dershowitz and former Pres. Bill Clinton impeachment prosecutor Kenneth Starr) opened its rebuttal Jan. 25, arguing that Democrats lacked direct evidence of wrongdoing. Charging Democrats with attempting to overturn the 2016 election results and steal the upcoming race, they maintained Trump had been legitimately concerned over possible meddling by Ukraine in the 2016 election, a theory which had been widely debunked. Senators questioned the defense team for 16 hours Jan. 29-30, with Sen. Mitt Romney (R, UT) and Lisa Murkowski (R, AK) asking if Trump’s actions were impeachable if he was motivated by both public and private concerns. Dershowitz argued quid pro quo actions are not impeachable if the president is acting to get himself “elected in the public interest.”

Despite a Jan. 26 NY Times report that former White House national security adviser John Bolton in his yet-to-be-published book said Trump told him he was making the Ukrainian aid contingent on an investigation announcement, the Senate Jan. 31 rejected (51-49, with GOP Sens. Romney and Susan Collins (ME) voting with Democrats) a measure to allow subpoenas to call new witnesses—including Bolton—and consider new evidence. In mid-Jan., the U.S. Government Accountability Office declared illegal the Trump administration’s freezing of the Ukraine assistance.

Trump Signs Updated Free Trade Agreement With Mexico, Canada—Pres. Donald Trump signed a revised version of the 25-year-old North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) Jan. 29, fulfilling a campaign pledge to overhaul it. Though the U.S.-Mexico-Canada Agreement (USMCA) retained most of NAFTA’s framework, it boosted U.S. farmers’ access to the Canadian dairy market, established new e-commerce guidelines, and increased mandates on North American-made parts and minimum wages for automakers. To gain Democratic support, the White House conceded to some of lawmakers’ demands over labor, environmental regulations, and prescription drug enforcement. The Senate Jan. 16 approved the deal by an 89-10 vote, a month after the House (385-41, Dec. 19). Despite Trump’s rare bipartisan victory, he declined to invite Democratic lawmakers to the signing. Mexico’s Senate approved the pact in Dec. 2019; Canada ratified it in Mar. 2020.

International

U.S. Drone Kills Top Iranian Commander; Counterattack Injures 100+ U.S. Troops; Iran Downs Ukrainian Airliner—A controversial U.S. drone strike targeted and killed Iranian Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps (IRGC) Major Gen. Qassem Soleimani near Iraq’s Baghdad Intl. Airport, early morning Jan. 3. Pres. Donald Trump said the strike was ordered to stop a “major attack” planned by Soleimani and the IRGC, which the Trump administration in 2019 had designated a foreign terrorist organization. The strike killed nine others, including four more IRGC officers and an Iraqi militia leader. During three days of national mourning, hundreds of thousands of Iranians flooded the streets in Tehran; 50 were killed and 200 injured in a stampede Jan. 7 ahead of a burial ceremony in Kerman. That same day, Iran launched ballistic missiles at two Iraqi bases housing American troops. While no one was killed and other effects of the attacks were initially downplayed, U.S. defense officials in Feb. said the missile attacks had caused mild brain injuries to at least 109 U.S. personnel. Trump Jan. 8 announced further economic sanctions on Iran.

Ukraine Intl. Airlines Flight 752 crashed Jan. 8 shortly after departing Tehran’s international airport, killing all 176 onboard, including 63 Canadians. Iran later that week admitted its military shot the jet down, saying it was mistaken for a cruise missile.

Though the White House had blamed Soleimani for attacks in recent months, including a Dec. 27 rocket attack near Kirkuk, Iraq, that killed a U.S. contractor and a Dec. 31 assault on the U.S. embassy in Baghdad, senior administration defense officials in the wake of Soleimani’s death did not confirm Trump’s claim that Soleimani had been targeting for attack four U.S. embassies. Democratic lawmakers were highly critical of the attack, saying his killing dangerously escalated already tense U.S.-Iranian relations and claiming the White House violated protocol by not consulting Congress ahead of the strike. Republican legislators largely supported the action; however, GOP Sens. Mike Lee (UT) and Rand Paul (KY) publicly voiced dissatisfaction with a classified Jan. 8 briefing meant to justify it. The House voted on party lines Jan. 9, 224-194, to limit Trump’s war powers in Iran. The Soleimani strike also sparked demonstrations in Baghdad. Earlier in Jan., Iraq’s parliament voted to eject U.S. troops, after which Pres. Trump threatened sanctions; U.S.-Iraq joint military operations resumed in Iraq Jan. 15.

Drone Attack Kills Over 100 Yemeni Soldiers—A missile and drone strike Jan. 18 on a military training camp in Yemen’s central province of Marib killed at least 116 mostly government troops. The attack, blamed on Iran-backed Houthi rebels, targeted a mosque on the base and came amid a period of relative calm despite the country’s ongoing civil war. Two days later, pro-government forces staged assaults on rebels east of Marib, and Saudi-led airstrikes reportedly hit the rebel-controlled capital Sanaa and Saada province. Since 2015, fighting had killed more than 100,000 people, displaced roughly 3.6 mil, and left about 24 mil—80% of the population—aid-dependent in what the UN has called the “world’s worst humanitarian crisis.”

The White House announced Feb. 6 that Qasim al-Raymi, the leader of al-Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula, was killed in a Jan. 2020 drone strike in Yemen.

Trump Reveals Middle East Peace Plan—Pres. Donald Trump announced his administration’s long-anticipated Israeli-Palestinian peace plan Jan. 28, calling it a “realistic two-state solution.” The proposal was immediately rejected by Palestinian Authority Pres. Mahmoud Abbas as strongly favoring Israel, an analysis shared by most international observers. In addition to moving the Palestinian capital to the outskirts of East Jerusalem, the proposal permitted Israel to annex most of its controversial West Bank settlements—viewed as illegal by most of the international community—while freezing any further settlement construction during negotiations. In exchange for ceding control of nearly 30% of the West Bank and dismantling Hamas and other militant groups, Palestinians under the plan would be granted new, mostly desert territory along the Egyptian border adjoining the Gaza Strip and provided an international investment fund totaling $50 bil over 10 years.

Engineered by Trump’s son-in-law and senior adviser Jared Kushner, the plan was embraced at the announcement by acting Israeli Prime Min. Benjamin Netanyahu, who was formally indicted that same day by an Israeli court on charges of fraud, bribery, and breach of trust in three different cases.

Novel Coronavirus Kills Over 250 in China, Prompting Travel Restrictions and Emergency Declarations—The UN-affiliated World Health Organization (WHO) declared a global health emergency Jan. 30 amid an outbreak of a highly contagious and untreatable new coronavirus that was identified in Wuhan, Hubei province, China, in Dec. 2019 and had by the end of Jan. killed at least 258 people out of 11,000 confirmed cases, mostly in Hubei. The mild-to-severe respiratory illness, known as coronavirus disease 2019, or COVID-19, was caused by a virus named SARS-CoV-2, and by then was identified in approximately 100 people outside of China.

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Jan. 21 announced the first confirmed COVID-19 case in the U.S., diagnosed in a person north of Seattle, who had recently traveled from Wuhan. Chinese health authorities Jan. 23 “sealed off” Wuhan and its population of 11 mil, and numerous countries restricted travel to and from China. Pres. Trump announced an executive order barring entry to the U.S. to the majority of foreign nationals who had traveled to China in the last two weeks, effective Feb. 2, and he declared a national public health emergency Jan. 31.

UK Officially Achieves Brexit; Trade Negotiations to Follow—Entering into an unknown future, the UK left the European Union at 11 p.m. on Jan. 31, three-and-a-half years after voters narrowly chose “Brexit” in a contentious referendum. In the wake of Prime Min. Boris Johnson’s pro-Brexit Conservative Party’s sweeping victory at the polls in Dec. 2019, the House of Commons Jan. 9 passed his withdrawal agreement bill (330-231) without the fractious debate that had characterized Brexit proceedings under former Prime Min. Theresa May. Parliament had rejected May’s agreement three times, Jan.-Mar. 2019, primarily over border issues between Ireland and Northern Ireland. (Johnson’s deal aligned Northern Ireland, which is part of the UK, with the EU for at least four years.) The House of Lords ratified it Jan. 22. Queen Elizabeth gave her symbolic assent the next day, ahead of the EU parliament’s approval Jan. 29 (by a 621-49 vote). The UK commenced an 11-month transition period under which most EU laws regarding movement of people and goods continued; Johnson was tasked with negotiating a new trade agreement with the bloc.

General

Golden Globes Set Tone for Awards Season—The Hollywood Foreign Press Assn. awarded best drama film to the British war epic 1917 at the 77th Golden Globe Awards Jan. 5 in Beverly Hills, CA. Among other major winners, 1960s-set epic Once Upon a Time… in Hollywood earned best comedy/musical film, and writer Quentin Tarantino took home best screenplay. In the TV categories, HBO’s satirical Succession won best TV drama (with star Brian Cox taking best actor in a dramatic series) and BBC’s Fleabag claimed best comedy series, with its star and creator Phoebe Waller-Bridge awarded best musical/comedy series actress.

Harry and Meghan Announce Retreat From Royal Family—Britain’s Prince Harry—sixth in line to the monarchial throne—and wife Meghan Markle announced Jan. 8 via Instagram that they would “step back” from royal life, strive to become financially independent, and split their time between the UK, Canada, and the U.S. According to a royal statement released 10 days later, the couple, who married in 2018, would give up public funds and repay some $3 mil used to refurbish their home; their royal duties formally ended Mar. 31.

LSU Takes College Football Championship—The Louisiana State Univ. Tigers claimed their fourth national title, overwhelming the defending champion Clemson Univ. Tigers, 42-25, in the College Football Playoff (CFP) Championship game at Mercedes-Benz Superdome in New Orleans, LA, Jan. 13. Racking up three straight touchdowns, top-ranked LSU overcame a 10-point deficit in the second quarter to lead No. 3-seed Clemson 28-17 at halftime. LSU’s Joe Burrow was named Offensive MVP with 31 of 49 pass completions for a CFP-record 463 yards. In Dec. 2019, Burrow won the Heisman Trophy, earning a record 90.7% of first-place votes.

Jeter, Walker Elected to Baseball Hall of Fame; MLB Penalizes Astros for Sign Stealing—The Baseball Writers’ Assn. of America (BBWAA) elected NY Yankees shortstop Derek Jeter and Canadian slugger Larry Walker to the Baseball Hall of Fame Jan. 22. Jeter, who amassed 3,465 hits and five World Series rings, was elected in his first year on the ballot just one vote short of a unanimous decision. A five-time All-Star with 383 home runs over 17 seasons, Walker was selected in his final year of eligibility and was only the second player from Canada elected, as well as the first from the Colorado Rockies. On Dec. 8, the Modern Baseball Era Committee elected 8-time All-Star catcher Ted Simmons and baseball labor pioneer Marvin Miller.

Major League Baseball commissioner Rob Manfred Jan. 13 fined the Houston Astros organization $5 mil and suspended for one year the team’s general manager Jeff Luhnow and manager A.J. Hinch for their roles in a scandal in which the team admitted it had used a center-field video camera at 2017 home games to steal signs. Manfred was criticized for not revoking the team’s 2017 World Series title nor disciplining any Astros players. The Astros fired both Luhnow and Hinch immediately after Manfred’s announcement of the penalties.

Kobe Bryant, Others Killed in L.A. Copter Crash—Former NBA star Kobe Bryant, his 13-year-old daughter Gianna, and seven others were killed in a helicopter crash in Calabasas, CA, Jan. 26. The fatal crash occurred in foggy conditions that violated certifications held by the company operating the helicopter. An outpouring of tributes to the 41-year-old Bryant followed from NBA figures, celebrities, and politicians, including Pres. Donald Trump and former Pres. Barack Obama.

Billie Eilish Wins Big at Grammy Awards—Eighteen-year-old breakout pop musician Billie Eilish swept the four major categories at the 62nd Grammy Awards ceremony held Jan. 26 at the Staples Center in Los Angeles. Eilish was the youngest artist ever to claim album of the year (When We All Fall Asleep, Where Do We Go?) and record and song of the year (“Bad Guy”). Singer Lizzo, nominated for the most awards at eight, won three, including best pop solo performance for “Truth Hurts.”
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National

First Democratic Presidential Contests Deliver Mixed Results—Former Vice Pres. Joe Biden, the presumptive front-runner for the 2020 Democratic presidential nomination, suffered a self-described “gut punch” Feb. 3, placing fourth with just 15.8% support in the Iowa caucus behind Massachusetts Sen. Elizabeth Warren (18.0%), Vermont Sen. Bernie Sanders (26.1%), and former South Bend, IN, Mayor Pete Buttigieg (26.2%). Iowa’s new smartphone app-based reporting system was blamed for major delays in voting results; the Iowa Democratic Party failed to announce any official results by the morning of Feb. 4, and the outcome was not made public until late Feb. 9, less than two days before New Hampshire’s Feb. 11 primary, which Sanders won with 25.6% of the vote. Close behind, Buttigieg achieved 24.3% support, followed by Minnesota Sen. Amy Klobuchar (19.7%), Warren (9.2%), and Biden (8.4%).

Sanders also came out on top with 46.8% of the vote in Nevada Feb. 22, easily leading Biden (20.2%), Buttigieg (14.3%), and Warren (9.7%). Rebounding Feb. 29 in the first primary in which Black voters constituted a majority, Biden captured South Carolina with 48.4% of the vote, versus 19.9% for Sanders. Buttigieg, who drew 8.2% in South Carolina, suspended his campaign Mar. 1 and endorsed Biden the next day. Not including Buttigieg, the Democratic field—at one point more than 20 candidates strong—had winnowed by the close of Feb. to six. Other prominent candidates who had dropped out by the end of the month included former Rep. Beto O’Rourke (TX), Nov. 1; Sen. Kamala Harris (CA), Dec. 3; Sen. Cory Booker (NJ), Jan. 13; and entrepreneur Andrew Yang (Feb. 11).

Trump Delivers State of the Union Address, Issues Contentious Pardons and Clemencies—In his third State of the Union Address before Congress, Feb. 4, Pres. Donald Trump ignored his ongoing impeachment trial and instead made an opening argument for his reelection in Nov. 2020. Extolling the domestic economy as “the best it has ever been,” he also saluted his administration’s recent renegotiation of the North American Free Trade Agreement and killing of Iranian military general Qassem Soleimani. Further illustrating the sharp partisan divide between the president and Democratic lawmakers, Trump would not shake the hand of House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D, CA), who after the address conspicuously ripped up her copy of Trump’s address.

The president Feb. 18 announced pardons or clemencies he was granting to 11 individuals, including junk bond trader Michael Milken, former NYC police commissioner Bernard Kerik, and former Illinois Gov. Rod Blagojevich.

Trump Impeachment Proceedings End in Senate Acquittal—The GOP-controlled Senate Feb. 5 voted against two articles of impeachment against Pres. Donald Trump Feb. 5, 52-48 and 53-47. Though the historic votes ending just the third-ever U.S. presidential impeachment trial predictably fell far short of the required two-thirds majority to convict, Sen. Mitt Romney (UT) was notably the only Republican to join all of the chamber’s Democrats to vote for conviction on the first article of abuse of power, alleging Trump pressured Ukraine to investigate former Vice Pres. Joe Biden. All GOP lawmakers voted against the second article accusing the Trump of obstructing Congress.

In closing arguments delivered Feb. 3, lead House impeachment manager Rep. Adam Schiff (D, CA) implored senators to block a “runaway presidency,” after which the president’s defense team argued that Trump was blameless and should be judged instead by voters. Within days of his acquittal, Trump fired EU ambassador Gordon Sondland and Natl. Security Council European affairs director Lt. Col. Alexander Vindman, both of whom had testified against him in impeachment proceedings.

President’s Interference in Adviser’s Sentencing Draws Pushback—In a development that appeared to suggest White House exerting undue influence, the Justice Dept. Feb. 11 recommended a lesser punishment for former Trump adviser Roger Stone than initially requested by prosecutors after Trump via Twitter declared prosecutors’ original sentencing proposals a “miscarriage of justice.” After the Justice Dept.’s new recommendations were made public, all four prosecutors withdrew from Stone’s case. On Feb. 20, Stone was sentenced by a federal judge to 40 months in prison, well under the 7-9 years initially recommended after his conviction on seven charges including witness tampering, obstruction, and lying to Congress.

Congress Acts to Restrict President’s War Powers Against Iran—The Republican-controlled Senate Feb. 13 approved a resolution limiting Pres. Donald Trump’s ability to carry out military action on Iran without congressional authorization. Passed 55-45 with the support of all Democrats and eight GOP lawmakers, the measure was in response to the administration’s controversial Jan. 2020 drone strike that killed Iranian military commander Qassem Soleimani. The Democrat-led House passed the bill (227-186) on Mar. 11; Trump vetoed the measure May 6.

Stock Markets See Major Losses Amid Coronavirus Fears; T-Mobile-Sprint Merger Wins Approval; Other Business News—Reflecting rising investor uncertainty as the coronavirus pandemic worsened, Wall Street Feb. 28 concluded its worst week since the 2008 financial crisis. The Dow Jones Industrial Average suffered its worst-ever single-day drop Feb. 27, losing 1,190.95 points. The Dow ended Feb. at 25,409.36, down 10.1% from Jan., while the S&P 500 finished the month at 2,954.22, down 8.4%, and the Nasdaq Composite Index closed Feb. at 8,567.37, down 6.4%. The economy the previous month added 225,000 jobs as the unemployment rate edged up a tenth of a point to 3.6%, according to a U.S. Labor Dept. report released Feb. 7.

On Feb. 11, a federal district judge in New York approved cellphone carrier T-Mobile’s $26.5 bil deal to acquire rival Sprint, overruling antitrust objections. Initiating the largest banking deal in over a decade, Morgan Stanley agreed Feb. 20 to purchase E-Trade for $13 bil. The following day, banking giant Wells Fargo admitted fault and agreed to pay $3 bil to end investigations into its fraudulent creation of millions of unauthorized accounts under customers’ names. Concluding a case closely monitored by legal observers, a jury Feb. 15 ordered German companies Bayer and BASF pay $265 mil to a Missouri farmer who said their herbicide, applied to neighboring fields, had damaged his crop.

The Boy Scouts of America, facing waning membership amid numerous lawsuits related to sexual abuse allegations, filed Feb. 18 for bankruptcy protection.

International

Coronavirus Deaths Spike in China as Fatalities Spread to Other Countries; Vice Pres. Pence Takes Lead on U.S. Coronavirus Task Force—The outbreak of the highly contagious and thus-far untreatable COVID-19—the disease caused by the new coronavirus first identified in Dec. 2019 in Wuhan, China—worsened substantially in Feb., killing over 1,000 mostly elderly and immunocompromised people in China by Feb. 11 and 2,870 by Feb. 29, according to Chinese government data. Li Wenliang, a Wuhan doctor who was targeted by Chinese officials for trying to sound the alarm on the “SARS-like” virus in Dec. 2019, died due to the virus on Feb. 7.

On Feb. 2, health authorities noted the first known COVID-19-related death outside of China, a Wuhan resident who had traveled to the Philippines. On Feb. 3, the UK-registered, U.S.-owned Diamond Princess cruise ship and its 3,700 passengers and crew were held off the port of Yokohama, Japan, after a disembarking passenger in Hong Kong tested positive. By the time all crew disembarked Mar. 1 following a quarantine, 700 aboard the ship had tested positive and at least 6 had died. In Italy, the site of Europe’s largest outbreak with 21 deaths and nearly 900 cases by the end of Feb., authorities placed more than 50,000 people in the Lombardy region under “lockdown.” The Iranian government Feb. 24 reported 12 deaths and 61 confirmed cases, though international observers theorized the outbreak was far more widespread there. Africa’s first case was reported Feb. 14, in Egypt.

U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) officials Feb. 25 warned that an outbreak in the U.S. was inevitable, though Pres. Donald Trump the day prior tweeted that the virus “is very much under control.” Trump Feb. 26 appointed Vice Pres. Mike Pence to head a coronavirus task force and branded criticism of his administration’s response the “new hoax” at a rally in Charleston, SC, Feb. 28. Including 44 Americans diagnosed aboard the Diamond Princess, the U.S. by the end of Feb. reported 68 positive cases, including the first known U.S. COVID-19 fatality Feb. 29 of a man in the Seattle, WA, area not known to have traveled abroad. Washington Gov. Jay Inslee (D) declared a state of emergency that same day, four days after San Francisco Mayor London Breed.

As of Feb. 29, there were over 85,000 diagnosed cases and more than 2,900 deaths in at least 60 countries, but many nations still lagged in establishing comprehensive testing and contact-tracing protocols recommended by the World Health Org.

Sinn Féin Surges at Irish Polls—Nationalist party Sinn Féin caught Ireland’s governing center-right Fine Gael party and Prime Min. Leo Varadkar by surprise in general elections Feb. 8, winning 37 seats in the country’s 160-seat parliament, an increase of 15 seats for Sinn Féin and a 12-seat demotion for the ruling Fine Gael (35 seats). Though Sinn Féin, led by Mary Lou McDonald, won the highest percentage of first-preference votes (24.5%), center-right Fianna Fáil, led by Micheál Martin, won the most seats at 38, down from 45. The outcome marked a departure from nearly a century of Fine Gael-Fianna Fáil dominance and opened the door to three-way coalition rule.

South Sudanese Adversaries Strike Peace Deal—South Sudan’s president Salva Kiir and rival leader Riek Machar succeeded Feb. 22 in forming a transitional unity government aimed at ending the conflict that had killed up to 400,000 people and displaced 2.2 mil since late 2013. The accord, which installed Machar as Kiir’s deputy, was lauded as an important milestone despite two prior failed peace deals. Along with restarting the country’s conflict-choked economy, difficult issues remained including preparing for elections to be held in three years, the first since independence in 2011.

U.S., Taliban Sign Peace Agreement; Afghanistan Announces Disputed Election Results—The U.S. and the Taliban militant group approved a historic deal Feb. 29 aimed at ending 18 years of conflict in Afghanistan. Signed in Doha, Qatar, the agreement called for the U.S. to reduce its forces in Afghanistan from 13,000 to 8,600 personnel after 135 days, and the remainder—along with those of its NATO allies and coalition partners—within 14 months. Critics noted multiple shortcomings in the agreement, including its failure to require the Taliban to formally renounce al-Qaeda and linking the U.S. troop pullout not to the success of required intra-country peace talks but to the Taliban honoring its anti-ISIS and anti-terrorism obligations. U.S. Rep. Liz Cheney (R, WY) and some 20 other GOP House colleagues Feb. 26 sent a letter to the administration warning that it should not depend on the Taliban to be a “reliable counter-terrorism partner.” Over 2,300 U.S. military personnel had been killed in Afghanistan—America’s longest war—since the U.S. invaded in 2001, including two fatally shot Feb. 8 in an “insider attack” during joint U.S.-Afghan military exercises.

On Feb. 18, Afghanistan’s Independent Electoral Commission after repeated delays declared incumbent Pres. Ashraf Ghani the victor of late-Sept. 2019 presidential elections, with 50.6% of the vote, to 39.5% for Chief Executive Abdullah Abdullah. The latter contested the results of the voting, which saw historically low turnout of roughly 20% of eligible voters. Ghani was sworn in Mar. 9, as Abdullah held his own inauguration, setting up a potential new crisis.

General

Kenin, Djokovic Win at Australian Open—American 21-year-old Sofia Kenin defeated Garbiñe Muguruza of Spain (4-6, 6-2, 6-2) in the women’s singles final at Rod Laver Arena in Melbourne, Feb. 1, to win the Australian Open title and her first Grand Slam. The next night, defending men’s singles champion Novak Djokovic of Serbia defeated Austria’s Dominic Thiem (6-4, 4-6, 2-6, 6-3, 6-4) in a 3 hr., 59 min. match that won Djokovic his eighth Australian Open title.

Kansas City Claims First Super Bowl Win in Half Century; Other NFL News—The Kansas City Chiefs overcame the San Francisco 49ers, 31-20, at Hard Rock Stadium in Miami Gardens, FL, to win Super Bowl LIV on Feb. 2. Though the teams were tied 10-10 at halftime, the Chiefs trailed by 10 at the end of the third quarter before tallying three unanswered touchdowns. Kansas City QB Patrick Mahomes, at 24 the youngest quarterback ever to be named Super Bowl MVP, completed 26 of 42 passes for 286 yards and two touchdowns. The broadcast, which included a halftime show featuring Jennifer Lopez and Shakira, was watched by an average 102 mil viewers.

Three years after filing paperwork to relocate from Oakland, CA, the Raiders franchise Jan. 22 formally announced its renaming as the Las Vegas Raiders, to play at soon-to-be-finished Allegiant Stadium in Las Vegas, NV, beginning in 2020. After 20 seasons and six Super Bowl wins with the New England Patriots, 42-year-old quarterback Tom Brady Mar. 20 signed a two-year, $50-mil contract with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.

South Korea’s Parasite Wins Big at Academy Awards—The South Korean black comedy Parasite claimed four Oscar wins at the 92nd Academy Awards held Feb. 9 at the Dolby Theatre in Los Angeles. Parasite was the first-ever non-English-language film to capture the best picture prize and also claimed best director for Bong Joon-ho and best original screenplay for Bong and Han Jin-won. Joaquin Phoenix took home the best actor award for his portrayal of Batman’s title nemesis in Joker, while Renée Zellweger won best actress for the biopic Judy. The second straight Oscars ceremony to lack a host drew an all-time-low 23.6 mil viewers.

Hamlin Takes Daytona 500—Denny Hamlin won his second consecutive Daytona 500 and third in five years in Daytona Beach, FL, Feb. 17 in the ninth lap of a chaotic double overtime. Postponed from the day prior due to rain after just 20 completed laps, the remainder was largely uneventful until a 19-car pileup on lap 184, followed by another collision. Leader Randy Newman was knocked out of contention in the final turn by challenger Ryan Blaney, allowing Hamlin to slingshot around Blaney and hold him off by just 0.014 seconds in a photo finish.

#MeToo Spark Weinstein Convicted of Rape and Sexual Abuse—Nearly two-and-a-half years after a flood of sexual misconduct accusations against movie producer Harvey Weinstein gave rise to the #MeToo movement, Weinstein was convicted Feb. 24 by a New York jury of sexual assault and third degree rape. Though he was acquitted of more serious charges that carried a potential life sentence, the 67-year-old was sentenced in Mar. to 23 years in prison; assault charges by two other women were pending in Los Angeles.

Wisconsin Brewery Shooting Kills Six—A gunman armed with two handguns fatally shot five employees at the Milwaukee, WI, campus of Molson Coors brewing, before killing himself, Feb. 26. The shooter, 51-year-old Anthony Ferrill, had been fired from his position as an electrician at the brewery.

March 2020

National

Democratic Presidential Primary Race Narrows to Biden, Sanders—Former Vice Pres. Joe Biden surged past Vermont Sen. Bernie Sanders in the race for the Democratic presidential nomination, winning 10 of 14 Super Tuesday primaries held Mar. 3 and eight more states by month’s end. In Mar. 10 voting, Sanders claimed one state compared with Biden’s five. Biden claimed all three contests held Mar. 17, cruising to victory in Arizona and delegate-rich Illinois and Florida. Former South Bend, IN, Mayor Pete Buttigieg suspended his race Mar. 1, followed by Sen. Amy Klobuchar (MN), Mar. 2; former New York City Mayor Michael Bloomberg, Mar. 4; Sen. Elizabeth Warren (MA), Mar. 5; and Rep. Tulsi Gabbard (HI), Mar. 19; all endorsed Joe Biden. On the GOP side, former Massachusetts Gov. Bill Weld ended his campaign Mar. 18 after Pres. Donald Trump gained sufficient delegates to win the nomination.

The worsening coronavirus pandemic caused several states to postpone voting and heavily impacted campaigning. The first one-on-one debate between Biden and Sanders, on Mar. 15, was held without an audience in CNN’s Washington, DC, studio.

Trump Replaces Chief of Staff—Pres. Donald Trump Mar. 6 announced he was replacing acting White House chief of staff Mick Mulvaney with Rep. Mark Meadows (R, NC). In the position for 14 months, Mulvaney had reportedly lost Trump’s confidence over his treatment of impeachment matters. Meadows became the president’s fourth chief of staff upon his Mar. 30 resignation from the House.

Wall Street Plummets Over Pandemic; An Astounding 10 Million File Jobless Claims in Just Two Weeks—The coronavirus pandemic and related developments sent a shockwave through the financial world, inducing the worst monthly performance since 2008 for Wall Street’s three major indices and causing the Dow Jones Industrial Average to close out the first three months of the year (ending Mar. 31) down 23.2%, its worst first quarter showing in history. Mar. saw multiple daily plunges for the Dow, including losing 2,013.7 points Mar. 9 amid a Russian-Saudi oil price war; 2,352 points Mar. 12, the day after the World Health Org. declared the virus a global pandemic; and a record 2,997.20 points Mar. 16 despite the Federal Reserve, Mar. 15, cutting its benchmark interest rate a full percentage point. The Dow ended Mar. at 21,917.16, a 13.7% decrease from Feb., while the S&P 500 finished the month at 2,584.59, down 12.5%, and the Nasdaq Composite Index closed Mar. at 7,700.10, a 10.1% decrease.

A record 3.3 mil Americans submitted claims for unemployment benefits Mar. 15-21, followed by 6.8 mil the next week. The Feb. monthly employment report, released Mar. 6, showed a strong 273,000 jobs added with an unemployment rate of 3.5%.

International

Coronavirus Infects 750,000+ Worldwide, With Over 36,000 Dead; Global Pandemic Declared—The director of the World Health Org. (WHO) Mar. 11 declared the novel coronavirus that causes the respiratory disease COVID-19 a global pandemic as incidences of cases rose sharply outside of China, where it was first reported in late Dec. 2019. At the time of the WHO’s announcement, the UN agency had tallied 118,000 confirmed cases in more than 110 countries and territories, with 4,292 deaths. While at that point just four countries (China, Iran, Italy, and South Korea) accounted for over 90% of cases, by the end of Mar. the U.S. led all countries in reported cases, topping 140,000 cases (with nearly 2,400 deaths), with more than 750,000 cases and 36,400 deaths worldwide.

Chinese officials Mar. 23 recorded the country’s fifth straight day without any new cases transmitted locally, evidence of the success of strict “social distancing” measures in place. After 62 days, most lockdown restrictions were officially lifted for Hubei province Mar. 25. (The city of Wuhan remained on lockdown until Apr. 8.) Beginning Mar. with nearly 80,000 confirmed cases and 2,873 deaths, China ended the month with under 2,600 additional new cases and 450 additional deaths.

Taking China’s place as the pandemic’s hotspot, Italy’s confirmed caseload exploded in Mar. from 1,128 to 101,739, with confirmed deaths spiking to 11,591 from just 29 on Mar. 1, overwhelming hospitals with patients in need of acute care. Prime Min. Giuseppe Conte applied northern Italy’s lockdown nationwide as of Mar. 9.

Confirmed cases in Iran, numbering 8,042 at the time of the WHO’s pandemic declaration, reached nearly 42,000 Mar. 31, with 2,757 deaths. By late Mar., 300 Iranians also had reportedly died from drinking toxic methanol they mistakenly believed would protect them against the virus. Though South Korea reported over 7,750 cases Mar. 11 with 60 deaths, its caseload increased by just over 2,000 by the end of the month (with 162 total deaths), a result public health officials attributed to aggressive testing—widely available at mobile and drive-through centers—that reached 270,000 of roughly 50 mil residents by mid-Mar.

Pres. Donald Trump Mar. 11 delivered an Oval Office address on the pandemic, during which he announced a 30-day ban on some travel from Europe. Trump branded the coronavirus a “foreign virus,” drawing post-speech criticism for appearing to stoke xenophobia. (The previous day, he retweeted a post that referred to it as the “China Virus,” and called it the “Chinese Virus” in a tweet the next week, ignoring warnings that it could create backlash against Asian Americans.) On Mar. 13, as U.S. confirmed cases reached over 1,250 with 36 deaths, Trump declared the pandemic a national emergency.

The president’s address and emergency declaration marked a change in course from downplaying the threat—including his Mar. 9 tweet describing COVID-19 as less dangerous than the common flu—and, in tandem with diminished availability of supplies such as hand sanitizer, disinfecting wipes, and toilet paper, coincided with several mainstream cultural developments that appeared to register the serious nature of the pandemic with the public. Well-known actors Tom Hanks and Rita Wilson announced Mar. 11 they had contracted the coronavirus in Australia and were initially hospitalized and then later quarantined; that same day, an NBA game between the Oklahoma City Thunder and Utah Jazz was abruptly canceled after pregame warmups when it was revealed that a Jazz player had tested positive for COVID-19.

On Mar. 8, Washington state officials announced a 17th death from the virus in King County, 16 of which were linked with a single nursing home in Kirkwood. The shocking mortality rate focused attention on the extreme vulnerability of residents in such facilities, and industry leaders recommended nursing homes end nonessential visits nationwide.

While larger gatherings had been prohibited earlier in many localities, state governors and local-level officials began blocking restaurants from serving dine-in customers, and also ordered gyms, casinos, and movie theaters closed. The White House Mar. 16 issued social-distancing guidelines designed to “flatten the curve,” or slow rates of virus transmission to prevent hospitals from being overwhelmed by people requiring acute care. By Mar. 18, as U.S. COVID-19 cases exceeded 3,500, including 58 deaths, school closures in 39 states affected more than 41 mil students and their families. As confirmed cases exceeded 1,000 in California with 19 deaths, according to the state’s Dept. of Public Health, Gov. Gavin Newsom (D) Mar. 19 announced the nation’s first statewide stay-home order, advising residents to leave home only to carry out tasks essential to health and safety. New York, Illinois, and Oregon issued similar mandates the next day, and by the end of Mar., 308 mil people, or 94% of the U.S. population, in 42 states and additional municipalities were under similar orders.

Densely populated New York City and the surrounding region became the nation’s COVID-19 epicenter in the latter part of Mar., with the area making up about 5% of cases worldwide and roughly one-third nationwide. The office of New York City Mayor Bill de Blasio cited 10,764 positive cases in the city as of Mar. 22, including 99 deaths and at least 1,800 hospitalized. New York Gov. Andrew Cuomo (D), who had been critical of the federal pandemic response, Mar. 24 said the state was in need of 30,000 ventilators in anticipation of a further spike in critical cases, and implored the federal government to release 20,000 ventilators from its reserves. On Mar. 31, the NYC mayor’s office reported that positive cases had ballooned to 41,000+, including 1,096 total deaths, with some 8,500 currently hospitalized. Trump, who directed states not to rely on the federal government for additional ventilators, said during a Mar. 30 call with governors that test kits were not in short supply, in contrast to public statements by numerous state officials that testing shortages were a major obstacle to grasping the virus’s spread. N-95 masks and other personal protective equipment (PPE) for medical personnel were also in short supply.

The pandemic’s effect on the economy was stark, impacting all major industries and causing a record 3.3 mil Americans to apply for unemployment benefits Mar. 15-21 followed by more than double that number the next week. Congress passed and Trump, Mar. 27, signed into law a $2-tril economic aid bill aimed at blunting the downturn. The largest stimulus bill in U.S. history, it provided Americans with $300 bil in direct payments ($1,200 to most individuals making less than $75,000 in annual income, and $500 per child for families); infused unemployment insurance programs with an additional $260 bil, which helped cover nontraditional workers; and offered $500 bil to key industries, $350 bil in small business loans, and $150 bil in relief to state and local governments. The House passed the measure Mar. 27 by voice vote, after the Senate (96-0) on Mar. 25. Earlier legislative response measures included a bill Trump signed Mar. 18 addressing paid emergency sick leave, food assistance, and free coronavirus testing, and an $8.3-bil emergency spending bill signed by Trump Mar. 6 aimed to fight the virus’s spread and fund vaccine development.

Diverging from public health experts—including Dr. Anthony Fauci, head of the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases—who advocated for greater testing as a precondition to loosening lockdowns, Trump repeatedly via Twitter and at daily coronavirus press briefings (held beginning Mar. 16) suggested the country could “reopen” by Easter (Apr. 12). Trump on Mar. 29 extended social-distancing guidelines through at least Apr. 30 amid reports of surging cases, including a same-day U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) tally of over 122,600 positive or presumptive U.S. cases and over 2,100 deaths. On Mar. 31, Trump warned Americans to prepare for “a very, very painful two weeks,” and said up to 240,000 Americans might die from the virus even with current mitigation strategies.

Outside the U.S., Spain became a second “hotspot” in Europe, reporting over 7,300 deaths and nearly 85,200 total cases. Though the WHO tallied nearly 62,000 COVID-19 cases in Germany as of Mar. 31, the country saw far fewer deaths than Spain or Italy, with 583. France recorded more than 3,000 COVID-19 deaths and nearly 44,000 cases, roughly double that of the UK, where Prime Min. Boris Johnson himself tested positive for the virus in late Mar. Canada, whose border with the U.S. was closed to all nonessential travel beginning Mar. 18, reported its first COVID-19 death on Mar. 8; by Mar. 31, that number had increased to 66, with more than 6,300 total positive cases. South Africa led the continent in cases, with 1,326 by the end of the month. By Mar. 20, the WHO said it was working with researchers on at least 20 separate vaccines, some of which had already advanced to the clinical trial phase.

Winter and spring NCAA tournaments were canceled, the NBA and NHL seasons were suspended, MLB’s Opening Day was postponed, and the 2020 Olympic Games in Tokyo, Japan, were rescheduled for July-Aug. 2021. Pope Francis announced he would hold Easter service in Apr. via livestream, and Saudi officials in late Mar. urged Muslims to delay Hajj pilgrimage plans, for which more than 2 mil travel to Mecca and Medina annually.

In Historic First, Trump Speaks With Taliban Leader; ICC Backs Investigation of U.S. War Crimes in Afghanistan—Three days after a U.S.-Taliban peace deal was signed, Pres. Donald Trump Mar. 3 spoke via phone with the group’s co-founder in what marked the first known conversation between a U.S. president and a senior leader of the Taliban. In the 35-min. conversation, Abdul Ghani Baradar urged Trump to withdraw U.S. troops from Afghanistan. However, the Taliban was not yet willing to hold peace talks with the Afghan government, one requirement of U.S. troop withdrawal, until 5,000 Taliban prisoners were released.

On Mar. 5, International Criminal Court judges approved opening an investigation into crimes against humanity in Afghanistan allegedly committed by Afghan National Security Forces, the U.S. military and CIA, and the Taliban.

Russia, Turkey Agree to Truce in Syria’s War-Torn Idlib—Russia and Turkey agreed Mar. 5 to a cease-fire deal in Syria’s northwestern province of Idlib, the last holdout of Syrian rebels fighting the regime of Pres. Bashar al-Assad and target of a three-month-old Syrian offensive backed by Russian airstrikes that had displaced more than 950,000 people. Neighboring Turkey, which supported the rebels fighting the regime of Assad, in Feb. sent 7,000 troops to Idlib. On Feb. 27, Idlib airstrikes speculated to have been carried out by Russia killed 34 Turkish troops. Turkey two days later retaliated with a drone strike that killed 26 Syrian soldiers.

Boko Haram Unleashes Major Attacks on Military in Chad, Nigeria—The Nigeria-based Islamist terror group Boko Haram attacked military forces in neighboring Chad Mar. 23, killing at least 92 soldiers in what Chad’s president Idriss Déby said was the militants’ deadliest raid in his country. The attack occurred in the Lake Chad border region where forces from Chad, Niger, and Nigeria had engaged Boko Haram jointly for the past five years. That same day, the group ambushed a troop convoy in Nigeria’s Yobe province, killing at least 47. Also on Mar. 23, militants ambushed and killed some 70 troops in the northeastern Nigerian state of Borno. Attacks from Boko Haram—which began in 2009—and Islamic State-West Africa Province (ISWAP) had killed at least 36,000 people in northeastern Nigeria and displaced about 3.3 mil in four Lake Chad nations.

U.S. Indicts Venezuelan President—The U.S. Justice Dept. Mar. 26 charged Venezuelan Pres. Nicolás Maduro and 14 current and former Venezuelan officials with drug trafficking, narco-terrorism, corruption, and other crimes. The action was the strongest yet taken against Venezuela’s leadership by the U.S., which supported opposition leader and self-declared interim president Juan Guaidó over Maduro.

General

Major Australian Bushfires Extinguished—Officials in Australia’s New South Wales (NSW) on Mar. 2 declared that the devastating bushfires that had burned in the state for more than 240 days, killing at least 34 people nationwide along with an estimated 480 mil to 1 bil animals, were at last fully extinguished. The fires charred some 42,000 sq mi—roughly the size of Virginia.

Tennessee Tornadoes Kill 25—A series of tornadoes hit central Tennessee late Mar. 2 through early Mar. 3, killing 25 people. Though at least seven tornadoes were reported in the state, the majority of the damage was caused by two—an EF-4 tornado that hit Cookeville in Putnam County and killed 19 people there, and an EF-3 tornado that initially struck north of downtown Nashville.

National

U.S. Responds to Rampaging Coronavirus Pandemic—The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reversed itself Apr. 3, urging Americans to wear nonmedical face masks in public. Previously, the agency had recommended only those with symptoms wear masks to protect others. By Apr. 28, according to Johns Hopkins Univ. data, the U.S. was reporting nearly a million COVID-19 cases and over 55,000 fatalities. Though New York City remained the country’s hotspot with over 164,000 cases and 18,231 deaths by the end of the month according to New York City Dept. of Health data, new confirmed cases in the city peaked on Apr. 6. Two NYC medical centers Apr. 30 revealed data suggesting the virus’s spread in the city originated with travelers from Europe and the U.S.—not from Asia—as early as late Jan.

Ten other states by late Apr. reported caseloads of 25,000 or more, including Massachusetts (over 50,000) and New Jersey (over 100,000), the latter of which drew additional media attention after authorities discovered 17 bodies in a holding area of a nursing home, Andover Subacute and Rehabilitation Center, where at least 33 of 68 people who had died since the beginning of 2020 were confirmed to have been as a result of COVID-19.

In South Dakota, where Gov. Kristi Noem (R) had resisted issuing a stay-at-home order, Smithfield Foods’ pork processing plant in Sioux Falls became a single-source hotspot, with 644 cases tied to the facility by Apr. 15. The company Apr. 12 announced the plant’s indefinite closure and later that week shuttered two other plants. Pres. Donald Trump Apr. 28 granted the USDA more powers to keep meatpacking plants, 22 of which had closed throughout the Midwest, in production; some 3,300 workers had tested positive for COVID-19.

U.S. Navy aircraft carrier USS Theodore Roosevelt gained attention as another hotspot, with at least 585 of 4,860 crew testing positive; one sailor died Apr. 13 from the virus, 11 days after the navy fired the ship’s captain, Brett Crozier, reportedly for sending an urgent email requesting immediate help outside of the normal chain of command.

Lawmakers, governors, and health officials urged the Trump administration to develop a national plan to supersede state and local coronavirus testing efforts, and the White House unveiled a blueprint requiring states create their own plans with federal “strategic direction and technical assistance.” Facing persistent criticism that he had failed to act quickly enough to curb the virus, Pres. Trump Apr. 15 announced he was halting U.S. funding to the World Health Org. (WHO), saying that the UN agency had mismanaged its response and that it was covering up the severity of the coronavirus in China. The Washington Post Apr. 19 reported that U.S. scientists and experts working at WHO—some from the CDC—had communicated to the White House the virus’s spread beginning in late Dec., and in late Apr. that U.S. intelligence agencies had warned about the virus in over a dozen classified briefings in Jan. and Feb.

The president’s public divergence from health officials broadened in late Mar. and Apr., as Trump alleged without evidence that the virus was created in a Wuhan lab and touted anti-malarial drugs chloroquine and hydroxychloroquine for treatment even as the FDA issued warnings of serious side effects and statements on their lack of proven benefits for COVID-19 patients. Top infectious disease expert Dr. Anthony Fauci during an Apr. 22 briefing contradicted the president’s theory that the virus might naturally disappear by fall, and in late Apr. said the country lacked the testing capacity to safely reopen. Trump Apr. 23 suggested researchers test whether directly injecting disinfectants such as bleach into the body of a COVID-19 patient would kill the virus, drawing widespread ridicule and warnings from the medical community not to ingest household cleaners. (Trump tried to explain his comment, saying he was being sarcastic.)

Florida Apr. 3 was the 34th state to require residents remain home for all but essential services, though states’ definitions of “essential” varied. Pres. Trump, who did not extend federal social-distancing guidelines that expired Apr. 30, erroneously said Apr. 13 he had “total authority” to order governors to reopen. Though he assured governors they would be “calling the shots” three days later, Trump via Twitter encouraged resistance against lockdown orders. Anti-quarantine protests, reportedly organized or amplified by conservative groups, materialized in the latter half of Apr. in numerous states. In Michigan, where Gov. Gretchen Whitmer (D) extended a stay-at-home order through May 28, hundreds of protesters, some armed, attempted Apr. 30 to force their way into the state capitol’s legislative chamber.

Confronting rapidly increasing unemployment claims on state funds and decreasing revenue, governors of a number of states took initial steps to reopen. Texas, whose residents were not under a stay-at-home order until Apr. 2, was the first to announce a phased reopening timeline, beginning with reintroducing curbside retail Apr. 24. Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp (R) set an aggressive reopening plan that permitted gyms, barbershops, and other businesses to reopen Apr. 24. Despite Kemp’s orders, Atlanta Mayor Keisha Lance Bottoms asked city residents to remain at home, and many businesses there opted to remain closed as of May 1. Confirmed COVID-19 cases in Georgia surpassed 25,000 on Apr. 25, with 1,052 deaths, according to the state’s health department data.

Trump Fires Inspector General Who Triggered Impeachment Proceedings; Other Personnel Changes—Trump Apr. 3 fired inspector general Michael Atkinson, who in his role as intelligence community watchdog relayed the whistleblower complaint to Congress that led to Trump’s impeachment. On Apr. 7, Trump named campaign aide Kayleigh McEnany as press secretary to take the place of Stephanie Grisham, who notably did not hold a press briefing during her nine-month tenure. Trump Apr. 7 removed the acting Defense Dept. Inspector General, Glenn Fine, from his post as head of a committee monitoring $2 tril in coronavirus spending.

Biden Assumes Role of Apparent Democratic Presidential Nominee—Former Vice Pres. Joe Biden all but secured the Democratic nomination for president after Sen. Bernie Sanders (I, VT) suspended his campaign Apr. 8. Sanders, who was also runner-up for the 2016 nomination, lost out to Biden in Wisconsin’s Apr. 7 primary by more than 30 points. (Though Wisconsin Gov. Tony Evers (D) Apr. 6 had ordered in-person voting postponed until June, the state’s supreme court overruled him; the state was the first to conduct statewide in-person voting since COVID-19-related stay-at-home orders were put in place.) Biden also won mail-in voting held in Alaska, Wyoming, and Ohio in Apr., giving him 1,406 of 1,991 delegates needed to claim the nomination.

Trump Administration Loosens Obama-Era Environmental Regulations—The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Apr. 16 effectively defanged a regulation mandating coal utility plants reduce emissions of the toxin mercury, one of several environmental policies established by former Pres. Barack Obama’s administration and scaled back under the Trump administration. The Trump White House had decried such regulations as government overreach, despite pushback by some electric utilities, which had already invested in the necessary upgrades, and from environmental groups citing EPA’s own analysis, which found it had diminished mercury’s neurological impacts on children and prevented thousands of premature deaths.

On Mar. 31, the Trump administration had completed its rollback of Obama-era motor vehicle emissions standards, requiring just 1.5% yearly fuel efficiency improvements through 2026 instead of the 5% mandated under Obama. California and other states arguing for their right to set stricter-than-federal standards were expected to quickly file court challenges. The EPA said Mar. 26 it would stop enforcing a range of agency regulations due to the coronavirus pandemic and expected industries to comply “where reasonably practicable.”

GOP-Led Senate Panel Backs Findings of Russian Meddling in 2016 Race—The Senate Intelligence Committee in a bipartisan report released Apr. 21 fully supported the U.S. intelligence community’s analysis that Russia interfered in the 2016 election to help then-candidate Donald Trump win the presidency. The committee’s conclusion, which described the 2017 intelligence assessment as politically unbiased, weakened frequent past allegations by Trump that former CIA Dir. John Brennan and Dir. of Natl. Intelligence James Clapper had used the intelligence community to undermine the election results. The committee also found that information in the “Steele Dossier,” controversial for being initiated as opposition research by the campaign of Democratic presidential nominee Hillary Clinton, did not form the basis for the 2017 findings.

Coronavirus Lockdown Spurs Massive Spike in Unemployment Claims; Oil Prices Plummet; Stock Markets Rebound Despite Grim Economic News—The widening global coronavirus pandemic continued to bludgeon the U.S. economy, causing 3.8 mil more Americans to file first-time unemployment claims during the week ending Apr. 25. Since mid-Mar. an astonishing 30.3 mil—18.6% of the country’s labor force—had filed for weekly unemployment benefits, with first-time claims peaking at 6.9 mil for the last week of Mar. According to Labor Dept. data released Apr. 3, the economy lost 701,000 jobs in Mar.—when stay-at-home and shutdown orders were first implemented in parts of the country—for the largest monthly decline in 11 years, as the unemployment rate, considered a lagging indicator of the developing crisis, rose to 4.4%.

Demand for gasoline plummeted, along with crude oil futures, which fell to $37.63 per barrel Apr. 20 despite OPEC nations reaching a deal to cut production. Major Bakken shale producer Whiting Petroleum Corp. and Diamond Offshore Drilling filed for bankruptcy protection Apr. 1 and Apr. 26, respectively. Rebounding from major Mar. losses, the Dow Jones Industrial Average ended Apr. at 24,345.72, an 11.1% jump from Mar., while the Nasdaq Composite Index closed Apr. at 8,889.55, a 15.4% increase, and the S&P 500 finished the month at 2,912.43, up 12.7%.

International

Coronavirus Infections Surge to 3 Million, Over 200,000 Dead; Countries Weigh Reopening; Other Global Pandemic Developments—Confirmed cases of the novel coronavirus causing the respiratory disease COVID-19 surpassed 3 mil worldwide by Apr. 27, leading to more than 200,000 deaths, with the U.S. grimly leading in both categories with nearly a million cases and over 55,000 fatalities according to data from Johns Hopkins Univ. Numerous countries began taking steps to ease mandatory lockdowns, which public health officials asserted had doubtless saved lives but took a major economic toll. According to UN data made public Apr. 7, workplaces accounting for more than 80% of the world’s 3.3 bil-person workforce saw full or partial closures; Intl. Monetary Fund head Kristalina Georgieva said Apr. 9 that the world was on the brink of the most severe economic crisis since the Great Depression.

Spain in early Apr. surpassed Italy for second-highest number of confirmed cases in the world, with nearly 213,000 by the end of the month and 24,275 deaths; Italy registered nearly 204,000 cases. In the UK, cases grew to more than 165,000 by Apr. 30. UK Prime Min. Boris Johnson was released from the hospital Apr. 12 after spending three nights in intensive care being treated for COVID-19. Germany, fifth-highest globally with over 159,000 cases Apr. 30, reported a relatively low number of deaths, with 6,288. After extending its lockdown for another month Apr. 13, France ended Apr., with more than 127,000 cases—including 668 of nearly 2,000 sailors on the aircraft carrier Charles de Gaulle—and 24,054 deaths. EU ministers agreed Apr. 9 on a nearly $600 bil loan package to member nation economies.

Brazil became the first Southern Hemisphere nation to exceed 1,000 coronavirus deaths, which spiked to 5,017 by the end of Apr., from among nearly 72,000 confirmed cases; Brazilian Pres. Jair Bolsonaro drew backlash for demanding that state governors lift lockdowns. Reported deaths from the virus in Mexico climbed from just 20 in Mar. to 1,569 by Apr. 30 (from among 16,752 confirmed cases), while Ecuador recorded over 880 deaths and nearly 24,700 cases by Apr. 30. Canada surpassed 50,000 cases, including 2,904 deaths, by Apr. 30. Japan’s reported caseload grew by over 12,000 in Apr., to 14,088, with 415 deaths. On Apr. 17 officials in the city of Wuhan, ground zero for the pandemic, revised upwards the death toll there by 1,290—roughly 50%—to 3,869, which increased China’s national count to 4,632.

New Zealand Prime Minister Jacinda Ardern, who had supported stringent social-distancing guidelines, announced Apr. 27 that the country had eliminated community transmission of the virus and allowed easing of lockdown measures.

Hungary’s Leader Strengthens Rule Through Controversial Emergency Powers—In the wake of Hungary’s parliament granting Prime Min. Viktor Orbán nearly unlimited powers in late Mar. to combat the coronavirus, Orbán by mid-Apr. carried out a number of actions criticized by civil rights groups. Actions with no seeming connection to maintaining public health included seizing opposition political party campaign funding for economic stimulus, moving to obfuscate key details of a Chinese-funded rail project, and removing hurdles to facilitate a construction deal resisted by the opposition parties. Critics also condemned a provision of the Mar. legislation permitting the government to prosecute and jail anyone spreading what it determined to be “fake news” obstructing its coronavirus response. On Apr. 17, the European Parliament passed a resolution denouncing Hungary’s rule-by-decree. Though the Hungarian parliament voted June 16 to end the emergency powers, Orbán and his government were left with greater authority than before the crisis.

Cease-Fire Extended in Yemen as Separatists Declare Self-Rule in South—The Saudi-led coalition fighting Iran-aligned Houthi rebels in Yemen announced Apr. 24 that it was extending by one month its two-week unilateral cease-fire put in place to support coronavirus suppression efforts. The Houthis, who reportedly demanded the coalition lift sea and air blockades ahead of any truce, had rejected the previous cease-fire, and violence had continued between the two in multiple provinces. Complicating the six-year-old conflict in Yemen, Southern Transitional Council (STC) separatists backed by the United Arab Emirates (UAE), Saudi Arabia’s key coalition partner, declared it was establishing an autonomous administration across southern provinces it controlled.

General

Deadly Tornadoes Strike South, SE U.S.—An outbreak of more than 140 tornadoes hit 10 southern states Apr. 12-13, killing at least 36 people. Mississippi reported at least 12 fatalities across six counties after an EF-4 twister tracked a 67-mi, 2.25-mi-wide path—the third largest tornado on record in the U.S.—nearly in parallel with a 1.1-mi-wide EF-3 that traveled 82 mi. South Carolina, hit by multiple EF-2 tornadoes, suffered nine deaths including five in rural Hampton County. Seven people were killed at two mobile home parks in northern Georgia.

On Apr. 22, tornadoes killed seven people in central Louisiana, south central Oklahoma, and eastern Texas. With 73 confirmed deaths thus far, the 2020 tornado season was the deadliest since 2011.

Shooter Disguised as Policeman Kills 22 in Canada’s Deadliest Mass Shooting—A gunman in the Canadian province of Nova Scotia killed 22 people over 13 hours Apr. 18-19, eclipsing a 1989 shooting that killed 15 (including the shooter) in Montréal as the country’s deadliest. Dressed as a police officer, the 51-year-old gunman, identified as Gabriel Wortman, carried out the attacks at 16 different locations north of Halifax and set at least five fires. Ultimately fatally shot by police, the shooter had reportedly assaulted his girlfriend, who escaped, just prior to his spree. In the aftermath, Canadian Prime Min. Justin Trudeau May 1 announced a ban on assault-style weapons.
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National

Coronavirus Deaths Pass 100,000 in U.S. as Many Shutdown Restrictions Ease—Remaining at the center of the global pandemic of the novel coronavirus causing the respiratory disease COVID-19, the U.S. May 27-28 became the first country to exceed the grim milestone of 100,000 deaths, from among some 1.7 mil confirmed cases, according to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). Though data remained incomplete, researchers increasingly noted the disproportionate degree to which nonwhite population groups were affected by the virus. A May 27 NPR analysis of data compiled by the Antiracist Research & Policy Center and the COVID Tracking Project revealed that the Black share of COVID-19 deaths was two times greater than their share of the national population.

The CDC May 14 provided states with consolidated reopening guidelines following the Trump administration’s rejection of its draft recommendations. Connecticut May 20 became the final state to start lifting shutdown restrictions, though ProPublica analysis released in late May revealed only three states—Connecticut, Illinois, and New York—met all five of the CDC’s criteria for beginning phased reopening.

Intergovernmental rifts over coronavirus response became increasingly public, including House testimony May 14 by former Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority Dir. Rick Bright—who had filed a whistleblower complaint—that his early warnings about medical personal protective equipment (PPE) supply shortages were disregarded and that he was fired for opposing fast-tracked use of the drug hydroxychloroquine as a COVID-19 treatment. Though the CDC in early Apr. had urged Americans to wear face masks to prevent virus spread, Trump himself did not do so publicly, and Trump trade adviser Peter Navarro May 17 on Meet the Press said the CDC had “let the country down.” Individual incidents of backlash against mask use—in Flint, MI, a Family Dollar security guard was shot and killed May 1 after telling a customer that masks were required—were reported broadly.

The FDA May 1 granted an emergency use authorization for the antiviral drug remdesivir after it was shown in a National Institutes of Health clinical trial to increase recovery among patients with advanced COVID-19. Trump May 15 announced the White House’s “Operation Warp Speed” initiative aimed at facilitating hundreds of millions of doses of a COVID-19 vaccine by the end of 2020.

Biden Denies Sexual Assault Allegations—Presumptive Democratic presidential nominee and former Vice Pres. Joe Biden in a statement published May 1 denied sexual assault allegations made against him by Tara Reade, who worked in the office of then-Sen. Biden (DE) for eight months in 1992-93. Reade said Biden assaulted her in a Capitol hallway, after which she filed a complaint with a congressional personnel office that did not explicitly allege assault or harassment. Biden called for the records of the complaint to be made public; however, the secretary of the Office of the Senate said it could not legally disclose such records.

Justice Dept. Drops Charges Against Former Trump Adviser—Fueling allegations that Atty. Gen. William Barr was unduly serving the political interests of the White House, the Dept. of Justice sought May 7 to drop charges against Pres. Donald Trump’s former national security adviser Michael Flynn, who had twice pleaded guilty to lying to the FBI about interactions he had with Russia’s ambassador before taking office in 2017. In its request to the court, the Justice Dept. argued the FBI’s interview with Flynn did not materially serve the department’s overarching special counsel investigation into Russian meddling in the 2016 presidential election and possible collusion by Trump’s campaign. Nearly 2,000 former DOJ officials signed an open letter in May calling for Barr’s resignation and asking Congress to censure him.

Pandemic Economy Sheds Millions of Jobs, With Record-High Unemployment; Major Companies Declare Bankruptcy; Other Economic News—According to the monthly Labor Dept. report released May 8, the coronavirus pandemic pulled the national economy deeper into crisis in Apr., driving the loss of a staggering 20.5 mil jobs, the greatest monthly decline since record-keeping began in 1939. The unemployment rate more than tripled to 14.7%, the highest since the 1930s Great Depression; with furloughed workers included, the rate increased to 19.5%. Another 9.9 mil people were jobless but not tallied among the unemployed as they weren’t actively seeking work. Nearly 40 mil Americans—roughly 25% of workers—filed unemployment claims over 10 weeks ending May 23.

On May 4, the U.S. Treasury Dept. said it planned to borrow $3 tril in the second quarter of the fiscal year—over five times the quarterly record, set during the 2008 financial crisis—to pay for coronavirus relief measures legislated by Congress. Citing plunging demand, a number of well-known U.S. companies filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy: clothing retailer J. Crew, May 4; department stores Neiman Marcus, May 7, and J. C. Penney, May 15; and car rental giant Hertz, May 22.

Sen. Richard Burr (R, NC) stepped down as chair of the Senate Intelligence Committee May 15 as the FBI investigated insider trading allegations against Burr and his wife, who were accused of selling $1.7 mil in stock in early Feb. because of information Burr received at non-public COVID-19 briefings. Continuing Wall Street’s rebound from a disastrous showing in Mar., the Dow Jones Industrial Average ended May at 25,383.11, a 4.3% jump from Apr., while the Nasdaq Composite Index closed May at 9,489.87, a 6.8% increase, and the S&P 500 finished the month at 3,044.31, up 4.5%.

Death of Black Minneapolis Man in Police Custody Sparks Fervent Protests—A white police officer in Minneapolis, MN, on May 25 kneeled for nearly 9 minutes on the neck of a prone Black man, 46-year-old George Floyd, resulting in Floyd’s death. A widely circulated bystander’s video showed Floyd repeatedly saying that he could not breathe before he appeared to lose consciousness. Results of both an independent autopsy and that of the Hennepin County Medical Examiner’s office, released June 1, ruled Floyd’s death a homicide. Minneapolis police officer Derek Chauvin, who had pinned Floyd to the ground with Chauvin’s knee on Floyd’s neck, and three other officers present who did not intervene, were fired May 26, and the city’s police chief called for an FBI investigation into discrepancies between the police report and the bystander video. Surveillance video footage also appeared to disprove the police report’s contention that Floyd resisted arrest. Chauvin was arrested May 29 and charged with murder.

Peaceful protests beginning May 27 later turned violent, with looting, multiple large-scale building fires, and a fatal shooting. Minneapolis Mayor Jacob Frey (D), who voiced his support for peaceful protests, declared a local emergency May 28, and Minnesota Gov. Tim Walz (D) deployed more than 500 National Guard troops. Protesters May 28 set fire to the city’s 3rd precinct police station after police evacuated. (In neighboring St. Paul, dozens of fires were started and nearly 200 buildings looted May 28.) Demonstrations continued despite an 8 p.m. curfew, and Walz said protesters had overwhelmed the police and the National Guard. Via Twitter, Pres. Donald Trump called the video of Floyd’s death “shocking,” but criticized Frey’s leadership and called the protesters “thugs.” A follow-up post that said “when the looting starts, the shooting starts,” prompted Twitter to add a warning that the message’s content glorified violence, a violation of the site’s terms of service. Declining Trump’s offer for active-duty military to quell the unrest, Walz May 30 activated the state’s full National Guard force.

According to the Minneapolis Star Tribune, about 1,500 buildings were damaged or burned completely May 27-30, largely on hard-hit Lake Street. Later estimated at more than $500 mil in property damages, the Floyd protests were reportedly the second most materially destructive episode of civil unrest in U.S. history behind the 1992 Los Angeles riots.

Protests in support of the Black Lives Matter movement occurred in at least 140 U.S. cities by the end of May, with curfews imposed in at least 25 cities; governors activating National Guard troops in 21 states; and police arresting nearly 1,400 people in 17 cities May 28-30, according to an Associated Press tally.

The protests also brought renewed attention to the police killing of Breonna Taylor—a Black woman in Louisville, KY, who was killed by police executing a “no-knock” search warrant in Mar.—and to the shooting death in Feb. of Ahmaud Arbery, a 25-year-old unarmed Black man in Brunswick, GA. In Arbery’s case, local authorities initially seemed not to pursue an investigation, but a video allegedly showing father-and-son suspects Gregory McMichael and Travis McMichael trapping Arbery at gunpoint spread widely in May; both were charged with murder May 7. (William Bryan, who recorded the video from his pickup which he also used to strike Arbery, was charged May 21.)

International

World Coronavirus Infections Approach 6 Million, With 360,000 Dead; Cases in Brazil Surge; Other International Developments—Confirmed cases of the novel coronavirus causing the respiratory disease COVID-19 surpassed 5.9 mil worldwide by May 31, leading to more than 367,000 deaths. The U.S. led both categories, with over 1.7 mil cases and over 100,000 fatalities. Brazil, which had recorded over 465,000 positive cases (and nearly 28,000 deaths) by the end of May—up more than six-fold from Apr.— overtook Spain as the second-most-infected country.

Confirmed infections surged in Russia, to over 405,000 cases, third-highest globally, though it reported far fewer deaths proportionally (nearly 4,700) than Brazil. Known infections in the UK jumped more than 100,000 to 272,800—fourth highest—while deaths increased to 38,376, trailing only the U.S. In late May, Denmark and Norway announced they would welcome tourists from one another’s countries beginning in mid-June but would continue to restrict travelers from lockdown-free Sweden, which reported 37,113 cases and 4,395 deaths by May 31, more than in Denmark and Norway combined.

Reported deaths in Mexico rose sharply from 1,569 in Apr. to 9,415 by May 31 (from among 84,627 confirmed cases), while known infections in Peru spiked to over 148,000 (including 4,230 deaths). Chile, which saw rioting over lockdown-induced food shortages in Santiago, neared 95,000 cases, including 997 deaths. Canada reported 89,741 infections and 6,996 deaths. Continuing to lead the African continent in infections, South Africa reported nearly 31,000 cases by May 31, including 643 deaths, while Iran led the Middle East with 148,950 cases and 7,734 deaths, and India recorded 182,143 cases and 5,164, the most in Southeast Asia.

New Zealand’s Ministry of Health May 4 reported no new infections since the country adopted stringent lockdown restrictions Mar. 25.

Venezuelan Military Thwarts Coup Attempt—Venezuelan forces May 3 staved off an attempt to overthrow the country’s authoritarian president, Nicolás Maduro, halting an armed marine incursion involving U.S. mercenaries. The approximately 60-person group left neighboring Colombia in two boats, entering Venezuela near the northern port cities of La Guaira and Macuto about 20 mi. from the capital Caracas; Maduro’s forces killed eight dissident Venezuelans in the subsequent skirmish and arrested 13, including two Americans, both former Green Berets. A third American, also a former Green Beret, 43-year-old Jordan Goudreau, claimed responsibility for the failed attack; the Associated Press reported he trained former Venezuelan soldiers at secret camps established in Colombia by former Venezuelan Major Gen. Cliver Alcalá, who had surrendered himself to U.S. authorities in late Mar. on drug charges. Venezuelan authorities claimed to have infiltrated Goudreau’s group, and Maduro blamed the incident on the U.S.; Pres. Trump denied any U.S. military involvement.

Iraq Forms New Government After Months of Gridlock—After more than five months without a prime minister, Iraq May 7 named former intelligence head Mustafa al-Kadhimi to the post, vacated by Adel Abdul Mahdi in Nov. 2019 amid anti-government protests. Kadhimi, an independent candidate backed by several major blocs, was notably considered acceptable to both the U.S. and Iran. He had pledged to hold accountable those responsible for Iraqi protester deaths, which numbered over 650 in the last three months of 2019 according to the Iraqi War Crimes Documentation Center. Kadhimi and his new government faced widespread bureaucratic corruption as well as an economy hard-hit by both crashing oil prices and the pandemic.

Taliban Violence Surges Despite U.S. Peace Deal—The Taliban claimed responsibility for an attack on a military convoy in eastern Afghanistan’s Laghman Province that reportedly killed 27 Afghan soldiers May 10, just one of hundreds of attacks the Sunni group was accused of perpetrating since signing the U.N.-backed peace deal with the U.S. in late Feb. (A UN provisional summary released May 19 reported an increase in civilian deaths in Apr. 2020 by the Taliban and Afghan forces of 25% and 38%, respectively, compared to Apr. 2019.) Despite the escalation in violence, in late May Taliban leaders publicly affirmed the group’s commitment to the deal.

Opposition Afghan presidential candidate Abdullah Abdullah, who had disputed the outcome of 2019 elections, signed a power-sharing deal May 17 with incumbent president Ashraf Ghani. Abdullah was appointed to lead talks with the Taliban, a condition of the U.S. peace deal. Though the Taliban declared and observed a three-day cease-fire beginning May 24, the group was blamed for an attack May 28 on a checkpoint in Parwan that killed at least seven Afghan security personnel.

Israel Inaugurates Stalemate-Ending Unity Government—An Israeli unity government was sworn in May 17, ending a 508-day political impasse—the country’s longest—that included three divisive elections and several rounds of failed negotiations. Approved 73-46 by Israel’s Knesset, the unconventional government was to be headed for the first 18 months by conservative Likud party chair and longtime Prime Min. Benjamin Netanyahu, followed by his former rival, centrist Blue and White Alliance leader Benny Gantz. (Before taking the reins, Gantz was to serve as “alternative prime minister” and defense minister.) Netanyahu with the support of Gantz pledged to move forward with a controversial plan to annex roughly one-third of the West Bank.

The first sitting Israeli prime minister to stand trial, Netanyahu faced opening proceedings May 24 on charges of bribery, breach of trust, and fraud.

General

Astronomers Detect Closest Known Black Hole—The European Southern Observatory announced May 6 that a team of astronomers, along with scientists from other institutions, had detected a black hole about 1,000 light-years from Earth, the closest such phenomenon yet discovered. It was also notably the first black hole in a stellar system—the now triple-star system HR 6819—whose stars are visible to the naked eye.

Pakistan Air Disaster Kills Nearly 100—Pakistan International Airlines Flight 8303 bound for Karachi from Lahore crashed near Jinnah International Airport May 22, killing all but two of 91 passengers, all eight crew, and one person on the ground. In a preliminary report, Pakistan’s investigators said the crew retracted the Airbus A320’s landing gear during an aborted landing, causing the jet’s engines to scrape the runway several times before the plane reascended. Damaged from the impact, both engines failed during a second landing attempt and the aircraft crashed less than a mile from the runway.

SpaceX Launches American Astronauts Into Orbit—SpaceX made history as the first privately funded company to send a human into orbit when its Falcon 9 rocket propeled the Crew Dragon craft May 30 from NASA’s Kennedy Space Center in Florida with two NASA astronauts, docking at the International Space Station (ISS) 19 hours later. The launch also marked the first time since the final space shuttle mission in 2011 that NASA astronauts reached space via a U.S. vessel. (In the interim, they had reached the ISS in Russian spacecraft.)
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National

Anti-Racism Protests Spread Broadly; Protests Renew Calls for Removal of Racist Symbols—Spurred by the late-May death of George Floyd, a Black man in police custody in Minneapolis, MN, protests calling for racial justice continued to shake the U.S., drawing demonstrators to the streets of more than 2,000 cities and towns by June 9. Overnight curfews were in place in some 40 cities May 31-June 1 to quell the threat of violence emerging from the largely peaceful daytime protests. In Davenport, IA, two protesters were shot and killed, as a separate ambush on police injured an officer. Two bystanders in Cicero, IL, were killed by what police said were “outside agitators”; police in Las Vegas fatally shot an armed man wearing body armor, while separately an officer was shot and seriously injured; four police officers were shot amid rioting in St. Louis, MO; and police and National Guard forces who were allegedly fired upon in Louisville, KY, shot back at protesters, killing a Black restaurant owner.

Pres. Donald Trump in a June 1 phone call with state officials said that “weak” governors must “dominate” the streets and threatened to deploy active-duty troops without states’ consent. Trump also drew widespread criticism for walking to a photo shoot staged June 1 in front of St. John’s Church that was preceded by the use of tear gas and rubber bullets to clear a peaceful crowd of protesters at nearby Lafayette Square. A Washington Post poll conducted June 2-7 found 74% of Americans generally backed the protests. Outside the U.S., anti-racism events were held in solidarity with the U.S. movement and in protest of local incidents of police abuse, including large rallies in major European cities.

While the widespread protests continued, largely peacefully, throughout June, incidents of violence and lootings grabbed headlines. A Black retired police captain was killed June 2 in St. Louis while attempting to secure a pawnshop against looters. A 75-year-old white protester was hospitalized with a head injury June 4 after Buffalo, NY, police pushed him to the ground. On June 7, a KKK member was arrested in Henrico County, VA, after allegedly driving into protesters, as was a man in Seattle, who was also charged with shooting a protester. Atlanta protesters burned a Wendy’s restaurant where a Black man, Rayshard Brooks, was fatally shot June 12 while fleeing arrest; Atlanta police officer Garrett Rolfe was charged with Brooks’s murder. A gunman June 27 in Louisville fired at a demonstration against the killing of Breonna Taylor, killing one person. Tens of thousands gathered across the nation June 14 in support of two Black transgender women killed five days prior in Ohio and Pennsylvania. By June 22, police had arrested more than 14,000 people for protest-related offenses—mostly low-level offenses, such as curfew violations—in more than 49 cities nationwide, according to a Washington Post tally.

In Minneapolis, where charges against ex-officer Derek Chauvin for Floyd’s death were formally upgraded June 3 to second-degree murder, and aiding and abetting chargers were filed against the other three officers present, the city council June 26 voted unanimously (12-0) to move forward with a plan to abolish the city’s police department. On June 16, Pres. Trump signed an executive order, which restricted but did not ban choke holds and expanded federal oversight of police.

The protests renewed calls for the removal of racist or racially charged symbols throughout the U.S. Mississippi Gov. Tate Reeves (R) June 30 signed a bill to create a new state flag minus the Confederate battle emblem that had featured prominently on the flag for 126 years. Earlier in the month, Bubba Wallace, the only full-time Black driver in NASCAR, successfully persuaded the league to ban the Confederate flag from its events.

Jobs Report Surprises; GDP Drops 5.0% in First Quarter; Other Business News—Defying expectations, the Labor Dept. reported June 5 that the U.S. economy added 2.5 mil jobs in May, with an unemployment rate of 13.3%, for the first month of reported job growth since Feb. Wall Street weathered a turbulent month involving multiple surges and plunges; the Dow Jones Industrial Average closed June 11 at a 1,861.82 point loss (–6.9%). The Dow finished June at 25,812.88, a 1.7% increase from May, while the Nasdaq closed the month at 10,058.77, a 6.0% increase, and the S&P 500 finished June at 3,100.29, up 1.8%. The Labor Dept. June 25 reported that close to 1.5 mil first-time unemployment claims the week prior brought the total new claims since mid-Mar. to 47.3 mil. The Bureau of Economic Analysis’s revised figures, released June 25, showed that in the first quarter of 2020, real GDP contracted—an annual rate of –5.0%—compared to a 2.1% gain the previous quarter.

On June 8, oil giant BP announced it was slashing 15% of its global workforce by the end of the year—some 10,000 jobs—as low demand for oil appeared likely to continue. The Commerce Dept. confirmed June 15 that it was relaxing its prohibition against U.S. companies doing business with Chinese telecom giant Huawei. On June 16, California utility PG&E formally pleaded guilty in court to 84 counts of manslaughter in connection with the 2018 Camp Fire—the state’s deadliest—which CEO Bill Johnson admitted the utility’s faulty equipment started. The next week, Bayer, which acquired agricultural giant Monsanto in 2018, announced it would pay more than $10 bil to resolve most of the roughly 125,000 lawsuits alleging the herbicide Roundup causes cancer.

Coronavirus Hotspots Emerge in South, Western States—Remaining firmly at the center of the global coronavirus pandemic, the U.S. by June 13 surpassed 2 mil confirmed cases including nearly 114,000 deaths from among more than 7.5 mil worldwide, and saw large increases throughout the month in recently reopened southern and western states, even as cases declined sharply in former hotspot states such as Illinois, Michigan, New York, and Washington.

Texas continued its phased reopening but saw infections rise dramatically around Dallas, Houston, and San Antonio. Texas Gov. Greg Abbott (R) June 25 halted further reopening of the state and closed bars, known to be high-risk for transmission, June 26. Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis (R) took the same action after the state’s health officials announced a record-shattering 8,492 daily confirmed cases for June 26 that contributed to a Johns Hopkins Univ. tally of a record 40,173 new U.S. cases that day. Though roughly 20 states by June 30 announced they were pausing or rolling back reopenings, Pres. Donald Trump repeatedly blamed the exploding case numbers on increased testing. Scientists debunked that claim by highlighting the rate of positive tests, which had reached an average of more than 21% in Arizona and 12% in Florida.

Health officials continued to urge Americans to wear face masks, even as Pres. Trump refused to wear one publicly. A number of states by June mandated mask-wearing; absent state requirements, many municipalities did so as well. Pres. Trump June 22 suspended entry to the U.S. of some foreign workers, which the White House said would aid the economy.

Supreme Court Issues Key Rulings on LGBTQ Rights, Immigration—The U.S. Supreme Court June 15 announced a landmark 6-3 ruling in Bostock v. Clayton County, Georgia that prohibited employers from discriminating against workers solely based on their identification as gay or transgender. Previously, 26 states were without explicit existing protections for LGBTQ workers. Writing for the majority, Associate Justice Neil Gorsuch said that such persons were protected under the spirit of the 1964 Civil Rights Act barring discrimination on the basis of sex. Gorsuch, a Trump appointee, was joined in the majority by Chief Justice John Roberts, as well as Associate Justices Ginsburg, Breyer, Sotomayor, and Kagan, the foursome typically described as the Court’s liberal wing. Justices Alito, Thomas, and Kavanaugh dissented in the ruling.

Siding again with Ginsburg, Breyer, Sotomayor, and Kagan, Roberts June 18 authored the majority opinion in the Court’s 5-4 decision in Dept. of Homeland Security v. Regents of the Univ. of California, halting the Trump administration’s attempt to end the Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program, which since 2012 had shielded from deportation roughly 700,000 undocumented so-called “Dreamers” brought to the U.S. as children. The opinion did not rule out future attempts to end DACA but declaimed the administration’s justification.

Trump Tulsa Rally Draws Criticism, Low Turnout; Bolton Memoir Released; Biden Secures Democratic Nomination—Pres. Donald Trump held his first campaign rally in more than three months, June 20, in Tulsa, OK, amid the continuing coronavirus pandemic. Some 6,200 supporters attended the rally at the city’s 19,200-seat BOK Center, well shy of the 1 mil RSVPs claimed by the Trump campaign. Neither social distancing nor masks were required, and those who attended signed waivers of Trump campaign liability for any illness. At least six campaign staffers working at the event tested positive for coronavirus prior to the rally. Speaking for nearly two hours, Trump blamed an “unhinged left-wing mob” for escalating nationwide anti-racism protests and told rally-goers he had instructed health officials to slow the pace of coronavirus testing to keep case counts lower.

Ex-White House national security adviser John Bolton’s book, The Room Where It Happened: A White House Memoir, was released June 23, three days after a federal judge denied Trump’s request to block it. Among other claims, Bolton said that Trump sought foreign reelection interference from China in addition to Ukraine.

Former Vice Pres. Joe Biden, the presumptive Democratic presidential nominee since Apr., June 5 passed the required threshold of 1,991 delegates, according to the Associated Press. According to FiveThirtyEight’s national polling average, Biden at the end of June led Trump, 51.1% to 41.5%, in nationwide support.

Firing of Federal Attorney Sows Confusion—Calling into further question the independence of the federal Justice Dept., U.S. Atty. for the Southern District of New York Geoffrey Berman, whose office was investigating Pres. Donald Trump’s personal attorney Rudy Giuliani, stepped down June 20 after Atty. Gen. William Barr told Berman that Trump had fired him at Barr’s request. The matter gained attention the day prior when Barr unexpectedly announced Berman was leaving the post, after which Berman in a statement said he would not resign until the Senate confirmed his replacement. When questioned by reporters, Trump said he was “not involved,” and that Berman’s firing was “all up to the attorney general.”

International

U.S.-Recognized Libya Government of National Accord (GNA) Retakes Tripoli from Rival Forces—Marking a potential new phase in Libya’s six-year-old civil war, forces from the United Nations-backed, internationally recognized GNA announced June 4 that they had regained full control of Tripoli, Libya’s capital, after recapturing the city’s international airport from forces of the eastern-based Libyan National Army (LNA). Backed by Russia, the LNA under Gen. Khalifa Haftar had waged a 14-month offensive but pulled back from the capital’s suburbs after facing military intervention by Turkey on the side of the GNA. The next day, the GNA announced the liberation of LNA’s final western stronghold of Tarhuna, 40 mi southeast, along with two districts of the strategic coastal city of Sirte on June 6.

India-China Border Clash Kills 20 Indian Troops—Fighting June 15 between Indian and Chinese troops in a disputed region of the Himalayas bordering northern India and southwestern China left at least 20 Indian soldiers dead, 76 wounded, and unknown Chinese casualties. Said to be the first fatal border conflict between the two countries since 1975, the confrontation occurred in the Galwan Valley where they fought with fists and rocks; Chinese forces reportedly also used clubs spiked with nails or barbed wire. (A 1996 agreement, which the Indian Army said it would no longer follow, forbade either side’s troops from using firearms there.)

Reports Surface of Russian Effort to Pay Bounties for U.S. Soldiers in Afghanistan—The NY Times June 26 reported that U.S. intelligence officials months earlier had concluded that a Russian intelligence unit had offered Taliban-linked militias money to kill coalition forces, including American soldiers, in Afghanistan in 2019, generating outrage against Russia and questions for the White House over its response. The report, which was confirmed by the Washington Post, drew immediate claims from Pres. Trump that he had not been apprised of the matter. Though the Times in a subsequent report revealed the intelligence had appeared in written form in the President’s Daily Brief (PDB) in late Feb., Trump reportedly rarely read the PDB. Defense Sec. Mark Esper and Gen. Mark Milley, the chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, on July 9 told the House Armed Services Committee that the intelligence concerning the alleged bounty program had not been verified.

Global COVID-19 Cases Pass 10 Million, With a Half-Million Deaths—The ongoing global coronavirus pandemic surpassed 10 mil confirmed infections worldwide by June 29 (including nearly 500,000 deaths). Though the U.S. remained the global hotspot with more than 2.5 mil cases by the end of the month, outbreaks in Latin America, Asia, and the Middle East contributed to the eruption in cases. Brazil, which had reported some 465,000 total cases at the close of May, nearly tripled that number by June 30 to more than 1.34 mil including 57,622 deaths. While Chile and Peru each recorded more than 275,000 cases, Mexico reported fewer total cases—less than 217,000—but ended the month with 26,648 confirmed deaths, nearly five times that of Chile. Canada reported over 103,000 total cases, including 8,522 deaths. In India, the number of confirmed cases jumped to nearly 567,000. Cases in Iran and Pakistan also surged by the close of June, with approx. 225,000 and 209,000, respectively, while South Africa continued to far outpace other African nations, with more than 144,000 cases and 2,529 deaths. The EU in late June confirmed it was barring entry to travelers from the U.S., Brazil, and Russia over those countries’ high rates of the virus.

Beijing Approves Controversial New Security Law for Hong Kong—Imposing arguably the greatest change on Hong Kong since its return to Chinese rule in 1997, China’s parliament June 30 unanimously approved widespread new security powers over the semi-autonomous region, the site of waves of large-scale pro-democracy demonstrations. Outlawing secession, subversion, and conspiring with foreign forces, the new security law was said to essentially criminalize protests and limit freedom of speech, a hallmark of the former UK colony. Over the next day, July 1, the 23rd anniversary of Hong Kong’s handover, police arrested at least 370 demonstrators.

July 2020

National

Supreme Court Term Ends With Rulings on Presidential Power, Contraception, Native American Rights, “Faithless Electors”—The U.S. Supreme Court concluded its 2019-20 term July 9 with a 7-2 ruling in Trump v. Vance that rejected Pres. Donald Trump’s assertion of total immunity from a subpoena issued by the Manhattan district attorney’s office for Trump’s financial records. Writing the majority opinion, Chief Justice John G. Roberts Jr. said, “No citizen, not even the President, is categorically above the common duty to produce evidence when called upon in a criminal proceeding.” In a separate 7-2 decision in Trump v. Mazars, the Court that same day blocked congressional Democrats at least temporarily from accessing Trump’s financial records when it sent the case back to a lower federal circuit court to rule on the separation of powers debate. (The Vance case was also sent back to a lower court to allow the president’s attorneys to submit further objections over the subpoena.)

The Court, July 8, in a 7-2 decision in Little Sisters of the Poor v. Pennsylvania, held that private employers and universities may opt out of the Affordable Care Act mandate requiring coverage of contraceptive care if they object on religious or moral grounds.

Voting with the liberal wing, Associate Justice Neil Gorsuch was the swing vote and authored the majority opinion in the Court’s July 9 decision in McGirt v. Oklahoma, which ruled that most of eastern Oklahoma, home to 1.8 mil people, is Native American reservation land. The decision most directly meant that only federal authorities may pursue future major crime charges against Native Americans there. On July 6, the Court in Chiafalo v. Washington ruled, 9-0, that states may compel their Electoral College electors to vote for candidates to whom they pledged their support.

Trump Commutes Adviser’s Sentence; Attorney General Testifies in Combative House Hearing—Pres. Donald Trump July 10 commuted the 40-month sentence of friend and former political adviser Roger Stone, stemming from the Dept. of Justice’s Russia election-interference probe. Stone was convicted in Nov. 2019 on all seven charges including obstruction, threatening a witness, and lying to Congress.

Atty. Gen. William Barr testified before the House Judiciary Committee July 28 in a contentious oversight hearing lasting nearly five hours, during which he said he had not acted on Trump’s behalf when he called for a lighter sentence for Stone, among other actions or inactions interpreted as the department’s operating at the president’s behest. Barr testified that his order to clear Washington, DC’s Lafayette Square of racial-justice protesters in June 2020 was not tied to a photo op involving Trump, said federal agents had been sent to Portland, OR, to protect federal buildings and not to bolster Trump’s reelection campaign, and disputed Democratic lawmakers’ claims of systemic racism in police departments.

Federal Executions Resume After 17-Year Pause—The first federal execution since 2003 took place July 14, when federal officials in Terre Haute, IN, executed Daniel Lewis Lee, convicted of killing an Arkansas family of three in 1996, concluding an informal moratorium. Pres. Barack Obama in 2014 ordered a Justice Dept. review of lethal injection drugs following a mishandled execution in Oklahoma; the review was reportedly completed in 2019, and Atty. Gen. William Barr approved a single drug—pentobarbital—in place of a three-drug cocktail previously used. Two more federal executions took place within the week.

Federal Presence at Racial Justice Protests Draws Rebuke—Media attention to widespread protests against police brutality and systemic racism focused squarely on Oregon, which sued the federal government July 17, alleging it was detaining protesters in the state’s largest city, Portland, without probable cause. (A judge rejected the suit a week later.) The Trump administration had deployed federal agents to the city in early July under an executive order aimed at protecting federal monuments and buildings. City officials, media, and demonstrators reported agents operating well away from the federal courthouse they were ostensibly protecting, and reports of protesters held in unmarked vehicles and use of overly aggressive tactics were widespread. On July 11, a U.S. Marshal shot a non-lethal impact munition at a peaceful protester, causing a head injury, and federal agents on July 18 broke the hand of a 53-year-old Navy veteran, whom they seemingly also tear-gassed without provocation as seen in video footage. (According to the U.S. attorney’s office in Oregon, 28 federal agents were injured in Portland by July 22.)

Portland Mayor Ted Wheeler and Oregon Gov. Kate Brown (D) publicly opposed the federal presence, and Wheeler himself was tear-gassed July 22, even as some protesters criticized the mayor for local police’s use of tear gas against the protests, which Pres. Trump said had been hijacked by “anarchists who hate our Country.” On July 18, a self-described “Wall of Moms” began positioning itself between protesters and federal agents, followed over succeeding days by a “Wall of Dads” and “Wall of Vets.” Brown and Vice Pres. Mike Pence July 29 negotiated the removal of federal agents from downtown Portland.

Other demonstrations sparked by the deaths of Black citizens like George Floyd and Breonna Taylor continued throughout the U.S. In Seattle, where police July 1 cleared protesters’ self-declared Capitol Hill Autonomous Zone, a protester was killed July 4 by a motorist later charged with homicide. The July 4 police shooting death of a man in a parked car in Phoenix, AZ, reignited protests there. An armed protester in Austin, TX, was fatally shot July 25 by a U.S. Army sergeant who had previously tweeted about striking back against protesters.

Defense Sec. Mark Esper July 17 effectively prohibited the display of the Confederate flag at all U.S. military bases. Amid pressure from sponsors, Washington Redskins owner Daniel Snyder agreed to change the NFL team name.

Coronavirus Surges in West and South as U.S. Cases Top 4 Million; Trump Administration Weighs in on Masks, School Reopenings; Other Developments—The U.S. July 23 surpassed 4 mil coronavirus cases and 143,000 deaths, according to Johns Hopkins Univ.’s COVID-19 tracker, even as a Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) study published July 21 in JAMA estimated the actual number of U.S. cases at 6-24 times higher than the confirmed count. Infection rates increased in 40 states, and cases and hospitalizations spiked across the South and West. California July 24 reported over 420,000 total cases, overtaking New York, and Florida moved into second place July 25, with 414,000 confirmed cases and almost 5,800 deaths. Numerous medical facilities struggled to keep pace; more than 700 military medical personnel were deployed in California and Texas. On July 5 the NY Times reported that an analysis of CDC data on nearly 1.5 mil COVID-19 patients showed that African Americans and Latinos were three times more likely to contract the virus than their white counterparts.

White House coronavirus coordinator Dr. Deborah Birx in early July attributed the surge in cases to easing stay-home restrictions too early. Pres. Donald Trump formally moved to begin withdrawing the U.S. from the World Health Org., effective July 6, 2021, and rejected health officials’ calls to issue a nationwide order requiring or encouraging Americans to wear face masks. (Trump did not himself wear a mask in public until July 11.) The president July 8 threatened (without apparent legal authority) to withhold federal funding from schools that did not provide in-person teaching in the fall, and also criticized CDC school reopening guidelines as “impractical.” The CDC released updated reopening procedures July 23. By the end of July, 32 states and the District of Columbia had mask orders in place; Arizona and Florida notably did not, and Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp (R) in mid-July invalidated mask orders by 15 local governments in his state. According to an AP-NORC poll conducted July 16-20, just 32% of Americans supported Trump’s coronavirus strategy.

With Congress’s failure to pass a new coronavirus relief bill, the $600-per-week additional federal unemployment aid expired at the end of the month, impacting some 30 mil Americans. Moving closer to a vaccine, Pfizer and Moderna both announced the start of Phase 3 trails July 27.

GDP Takes Record Dive in Second Quarter; Economy Recovers 5 Million Jobs—Further revealing the devastating economic impact of the coronavirus pandemic, the Bureau of Economic Analysis July 30 released advance figures for the second quarter of 2020 (Apr.-June) showing that real GDP fell at an annual rate of 32.9%. The severe downturn far exceeded the previous quarterly record loss of 10.0% set in 1958 and was the worst since record-keeping began in 1947. The first quarter of 2020 also saw 4.8% loss.

The Labor Dept. reported July 2 that the unemployment rate in June fell to 11.1% from 13.3% as the economy added 4.8 mil jobs, many from reopening businesses no longer under shut-down orders. Wall Street stock indexes maintained an upward course as the Dow Jones Industrial Average finished July at 26,428.32, a 2.4% increase from June. The Nasdaq Composite Index, which achieved seven record-high closings during July, closed the month at 10,745.27, up 6.8%, and the S&P 500 finished July at 3,271.12, up 5.5%.

International

Unrest Rocks Ethiopia Following Killing of Activist Performer—Violent protests in Ethiopia were sparked by the murder in late June of prominent singer Hachalu Hundessa, leaving at least 239 people dead by July 11 and leading to the arrest of almost 5,000 people. The 34-year-old Hachalu, a member of the Oromo ethnic group, was an active advocate for the long marginalized people.

U.S. Accuses China of Stealing Trade Secrets, Shuts Chinese Consulate in Houston—Accusing China of intellectual property espionage, the Trump administration July 21 ordered the closure of its consulate in Houston, TX, after which China demanded the shuttering of the U.S. consulate in the Chinese city of Chengdu. On July 13, China announced economic sanctions on Sens. Ted Cruz (R, TX) and Marco Rubio (R, FL), and others in response to economic sanctions the U.S. imposed the previous week on Chinese political figures. U.S. Sec. of State Mike Pompeo July 13 declared illegal most of China’s South China Sea maritime claims.

Ukraine, Separatists Forge Shaky Cease-Fire—A comprehensive cease-fire between Ukrainian government forces and Russia-backed separatists went into force July 27, five days after reaching an agreement—facilitated by Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) negotiators—aimed at ending fighting in Ukraine’s eastern Donetsk and Luhansk region that had killed over 13,000 people since 2014. While the cease-fire—a precondition for implementing a 2015 peace deal reached in Minsk, Belarus—was initially hailed as a breakthrough, the OSCE said it was violated more than 100 times hours after it went into effect.

Yemeni Separatists Revoke Self-Rule Declaration in Push to Reconcile Pro-Government Alliance—The United Arab Emirates-backed Southern Transitional Council (STC) in Yemen on July 29 rescinded a three-month-old declaration of self-rule in southern Yemen, paving the way for the separatist group to reunite with its former ally, the U.S.-Saudi-backed, UN-recognized government engaged in a nearly six-year-old power struggle with Iran-backed Houthi rebels. (Pushed out of the former capital Sanaa in 2015, the government based itself in the port city of Aden, which the STC seized in Aug. 2019.) Pressured by both the UAE and Saudi Arabia, the STC reportedly also pledged to implement a stalled power-sharing deal signed by the two sides nearly nine months earlier in Riyadh.

Global COVID-19 Cases Pass 17 Million, Almost 670,000 Deaths; EU Approves Recovery Plan—Worldwide total confirmed cases of coronavirus surpassed 17 mil by July 31 (including 668,910 deaths), nearly 7 mil more than reported at the end of June. The U.S. remained at the epicenter, adding over 1.8 mil cases to end July with nearly 4.4 mil cases (including 150,054 deaths). Brazil, whose president Jair Bolsonaro tested positive for the virus July 7, continued to trail only the U.S. in cases, almost doubling its count to 2.6 mil by July 31 (with 90,134 deaths). India recorded over 1.6 mil infections (and 35,747 deaths), the third-highest case count globally, followed in the region by Bangladesh and Indonesia. Russia, fourth overall and leading European nations, tallied nearly 840,000 cases (and 13,963 deaths). On July 21, European Union leaders agreed on a 750-bil-euro ($857 bil) economic recovery package.

South Africa reported more than 482,000 cases by July 31, more than 3.3 times the number from June. Iran continued to lead the Middle East, with over 300,000 cases, and 16,569 deaths. The Philippines added nearly 53,000 cases in July to surpass China and lead the region with over 89,000 cases total.

General

Myanmar Mining Disaster Kills 170+—A landslide at a poorly regulated jade mine in Myanmar’s Kachin state killed at least 174 people and left dozens more missing, July 2. Weeks of monsoon rains loosened a 1,000-ft hill above the flooded Wai Khar mine, creating a 20-ft. wave of water and mud that engulfed the victims.

U.S. Sports Leagues Attempt Spectator-Free Relaunch—Major League Baseball’s Opening Day July 23 kicked off the league’s pandemic-shortened, 60-game season with teams playing in home ballparks without fans. Within four days, 11 Florida Marlins players and 2 coaches reportedly tested positive for COVID-19, throwing the restart in jeopardy; other positive tests and delayed games followed. On hiatus since Mar. 11, 22 of 30 NBA teams returned July 30 to wrap up regular-season games taking place in a so-called “bubble” near Orlando, FL, in which all teams and support staff were to be sequestered for the duration of their playoff eligibility.

The National Women’s Soccer League had been the first major professional sports league both to restart and finish its season amid the pandemic, when it returned June 27 for an 8-team, 23-game tournament, the 2020 Challenge Cup, staged in Herriman and Sandy, UT. Houston Dash defeated Chicago Red Stars (2-0) in the final July 26. The WNBA tipped off its revised season—12 teams playing 22 games each in Bradenton, FL—on July 25. Major League Soccer returned July 8 with its “MLS Is Back Tournament” through Aug. 11 near Orlando.

Hurricane Hanna Causes Flooding in Texas, Deaths in Mexico—Coastal Texas faced sustained winds up to 90 mph and heavy rain from Hurricane Hanna, which made landfall as a Category 1 storm July 25 about 130 mi south of Corpus Christi, causing significant flooding. The storm by the end of the following day dumped over 15 in. of rain between Brownsville and Port Mansfield, TX. The border cities of Mission and McAllen further inland saw numerous water rescues, and four deaths were reported in northeastern Mexico.

U.S., China, UAE Launch Mars Probes—NASA July 30 launched its $2.4-bil unmanned Mars rover Perseverance from Cape Canaveral, FL, to begin a decade-long mission in the planet’s 28-mi-wide Jezero Crater when it lands in Feb. 2021. The car-sized, nuclear-powered Perseverance was an upgrade from NASA’s Curiosity, exploring Mars’s Gale Crater since landing in 2012.

A week earlier, China launched Mars-bound probe Tianwen-1, consisting of a separate orbiter, lander, and 530-lb rover, marking China’s first independent interplanetary expedition. It too was scheduled to reach the planet in seven months, after which it would orbit for 2-3 months before deploying its lander unit. On July 20, the United Arab Emirates launched its unmanned Mars probe Hope—the Arab world’s maiden interplanetary spacecraft. It was expected to orbit Mars for some 690 days, gathering atmospheric data.

August 2020

National

Trump Orders TikTok Sale; Other Economic, Business News—Citing national security concerns, Pres. Donald Trump Aug. 6 issued executive orders mandating the Chinese parent companies of the apps TikTok and WeChat divest U.S. operations within 45 days. (The deadline for TikTok’s owner was extended to Nov. 12; in Sept., Oracle beat out Microsoft to acquire TikTok’s U.S. business.)

The U.S. Labor Dept. reported Aug. 7 that the U.S. added 1.8 mil jobs in July. The July unemployment rate fell to 10.2% from 11.1%; 28.3 mil were collecting unemployment benefits, which no longer included federal supplements passed as part of coronavirus relief. Wall Street indexes saw historic growth throughout the month as the S&P 500 recorded six consecutive late-month record-high closes, and the Nasdaq Composite Index topped 11,000 points for the first time. The Dow Jones Industrial Average finished Aug. at 28,430.05, a 7.6% increase from July, while the Nasdaq closed the month at 11,775.46, up 9.6%, and the S&P 500 ended Aug. at 3,500.31, up 7.0%.

Postal Service in Spotlight Amid Service Changes, Mail-In Voting Considerations—After repeating an unfounded claim that expanding mail-in voting would lead to widespread fraud in the upcoming Nov. election, Pres. Donald Trump in an interview on Fox Business Aug. 13 said he was blocking additional funding to the U.S. Postal Service to intentionally hobble its ability to process the expected flood of ballots. The USPS gained further national attention that same day after reports that recently installed Postmaster Gen. Louis DeJoy, a major Trump donor with no prior postal experience, was planning to remove from service nearly 700 mail-sorting machines, thus reducing 20% of its capacity, ahead of the election. By Aug. 18, at least 21 states sued in federal court, arguing the change would impair their ability to operate free and fair elections. Though DeJoy, Aug. 18, said he would suspend further cost-cutting changes until after the election, in a Senate hearing Aug. 21, he testified that USPS would not reinstall collection boxes and machines already removed from service. The House Aug. 22 voted 257-150 (with the support of 26 Republicans) to provide $25 bil in USPS funding and prohibit service changes until 2021; however, Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R, KY) said the Senate would not take up the House bill.

Democratic Convention Nominates Biden, Harris; Republicans Renominate Trump, Pence—The rescheduled Democratic National Convention—technically anchored at the Wisconsin Center in Milwaukee, WI, but meeting almost entirely remotely due to the coronavirus pandemic Aug. 17-20—formally nominated former Vice Pres. Joe Biden for president and Sen. Kamala Harris (CA) for vice president. Biden had named Harris, a former 2020 presidential contender, his running mate Aug. 11, making her the first Black and South Asian American woman on a major political party’s presidential ticket. The 77-year-old Biden formally accepted the nomination Aug. 20 in a 25-min. speech delivered from Wilmington, DE. Pledging to gain control of the coronavirus, restore the economy, address racial injustice and climate change, and protect the Affordable Care Act, Biden said he would unite the country and bring it out of its “season of darkness,” without mentioning his incumbent opponent by name.

The Republican National Convention convened Aug. 24-27, with operations headquartered at the Charlotte Convention Center in Charlotte, NC, and other events held remotely. Pres. Donald Trump formally accepted the nomination in a 70-min. speech Aug. 27 in front of more than 1,500 guests gathered on the White House South Lawn, during which he promised to resurrect the U.S. economy and cast his opponent as being under the control of leftist elements. Highlighting the law-and-order theme that also dominated his 2016 campaign, Trump derided nationwide protests against police violence and said Biden would give “free rein to violent anarchists, agitators, and criminals.”

White House senior adviser Kellyanne Conway, one of Trump’s longest-serving aides, announced her resignation Aug. 23, effective at the end of the month.

Senate Intelligence Committee Releases Bipartisan Report on 2016 Campaign Interference; Other Developments—The GOP-led Senate Intelligence Committee Aug. 18 released the most detailed report to date on Russian interference in the 2016 presidential election on behalf of then-candidate Trump, with what appeared to be the most damning evidence thus far of potential collusion between the Trump campaign and Russian intelligence officials. Based on interviews with more than 200 witnesses and more than 1 mil documents, the 3-year investigation notably revealed that a Russian contact with whom Trump’s then-campaign chair Paul Manafort had met frequently and shared campaign information was a Kremlin intelligence officer. The report also concluded Trump had communicated with adviser Roger Stone about WikiLeaks making public emails hacked by Russia from Democratic contender Hillary Clinton. Nevertheless, the committee’s GOP members, including acting chair Marco Rubio (R, FL), said the report vindicated Trump and his campaign.

Wisconsin Police Shooting of Black Man Sparks Turmoil—Amid ongoing nationwide protests over racial justice, a white officer Aug. 23 in Kenosha, WI—called to the scene over a domestic incident—shot 29-year-old Black resident Jacob Blake seven times in the back at close range. A bystander caught the shooting on video, which spread widely via social media. Within hours, hundreds of protesters marched to the city’s public safety building, where they clashed with police; numerous vehicles were set ablaze in a nearby used car lot. Though daytime protests were peaceful over the next two days, unrest and property damage intensified after dark. Kenosha’s fire chief reported at least 34 fires the night of Aug. 24. Gov. Tony Evers (D), who approved deployment of 125 National Guard troops that day, declared a state of emergency Aug. 25. That night, police fired tear gas and rubber bullets at protesters, and two people were fatally shot and one wounded by 17-year-old Illinois resident Kyle Rittenhouse, who was among other self-declared vigilantes and counterprotesters present. He was charged Aug. 30 with two counts of first-degree intentional homicide.

About 200 federal agents and some 1,000 National Guard troops had been deployed to Kenosha by Aug. 28. Pres. Donald Trump, who said Rittenhouse had been acting in self-defense, visited Kenosha Sept. 1 over the objections of local leaders. While Trump did not meet with Blake or his family, former Vice Pres. Biden, whose visit was also opposed by Evers, met with Blake’s family and other community members Sept. 3. After Milwaukee Bucks players staged a strike in protest, the NBA postponed playoff games until Aug. 29; other major pro leagues also postponed games. Protests over Blake’s death also occurred in Atlanta, Chicago, Detroit, Minneapolis, Los Angeles, New York City, Philadelphia, and Seattle.

Clashes between Trump supporters and Black Lives Matter and other activists in Portland, OR, turned deadly the night of Aug. 29 when a member of the right-wing group Patriot Prayer was fatally shot. Prior to the shooting, a caravan of some 600 vehicles driven by Patriot Prayer members and other supporters arrived downtown, where for more than 90 days, Portland demonstrators had protested racial injustice. The 48-year-old suspected shooter, Michael Reinoehl, who reportedly self-identified as a member of antifa, was himself shot dead by police who said they acted in self-defense while trying to apprehend Reinoehl.

U.S. Coronavirus Cases Top 6 Million—The U.S. reached 6 mil total COVID-19 cases including more than 183,200 deaths Aug. 31, up 1.5 mil from the end of July and accounting for roughly 25% of global cases, according to data from Johns Hopkins Univ. Though virus spread had slowed in some states, including Arizona, California, Florida, and Texas, by the end of Aug. a number of Midwestern states had reported sharp increases, with some outbreaks centered in college towns. Amid the continuing pandemic, many school districts, including Chicago Public Schools, opted to start their 2020-21 school years fully online.

Twitter Aug. 5 temporarily restricted the Trump campaign from tweeting after the campaign’s account shared a video in which Trump falsely said children were “almost immune” to the virus. Attempting to replace the $600-per-week federal unemployment supplement received through July 31 by up to 30 mil Americans who lost jobs during the pandemic, Pres. Trump Aug. 8 signed an executive order offering a $300 weekly supplement using FEMA funds. However, as of Aug. 27, only five states were paying out the extra portion, as the order was considered legally dubious.

International

Massive Beirut Chemical Blast Kills Nearly 200—A massive warehouse explosion in the port of Lebanon’s capital of Beirut Aug. 4 killed at least 190 people, injured more than 6,500, and left at least 300,000 homeless. Caused by the improper storage of some 2,700 tons of ammonium nitrate, the blast—which was followed by a number of smaller detonations—created a 140-meter crater; property damage was estimated at more than $10 bil. The explosion triggered accusations of negligence and corruption against the government, sparking protests in the city beginning Aug. 6. (Lebanon had already seen periodic protests since Oct. 2019 over its collapsing economy.) Prime Min. Hassan Diab and his cabinet resigned Aug. 10.

UAE, Bahrain Normalize Relations with Israel—The United Arab Emirates and Israel reached an agreement to normalize relations, according to a statement Aug. 13 by Pres. Donald Trump, who negotiated the accord between UAE Crown Prince Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed al Nahyan and Israeli Prime Min. Benjamin Netanyahu. Signed Sept. 15 at the White House, the deal would halt future annexation by Israel of parts of the Palestinian-occupied West Bank. The UAE followed Egypt (1979) and Jordan (1994) as the third nation in the Middle East to normalize relations with Israel; on Sept. 11, Trump announced Israel and Bahrain would normalize diplomatic relations.

Disputed Belarus Election Triggers Mass Unrest—Tens of thousands of Belarusians rejecting longtime authoritarian Pres. Aleksandr Lukashenko’s reelection gathered Aug. 16 in the capital Minsk for the country’s largest protests since independence from the Soviet Union. Though state media reported 80.2% support for Lukashenko in Aug. 9 voting to 9.9% for political newcomer Sviatlana Tsikhanouskaya, the election lacked independent observers and was widely said to be rigged in favor of Lukashenko, in power since 1994. At least 3,000 demonstrators were arrested Aug. 9 after protests began in about 20 cities nationwide. Police responded aggressively, and three protesters were killed by Aug. 12. On Aug. 11, the 37-year-old Tsikhanouskaya fled to Lithuania, citing fear for her family’s safety; she had emerged as the consensus opposition candidate after her husband, dissident blogger Sergei Tikhanovsky, was jailed and blocked from running. Up to 100,000 people protested in Minsk, Aug. 23, and the European Union agreed later that week to sanction 20 Belarusian senior officials. Russian Pres. Vladimir Putin pledged military support for Lukashenko, who said new elections would be held only after adoption of a new referendum-approved constitution.

Malian President Steps Down After Military Mutiny—Mali’s Pres. Ibrahim Boubacar Keita resigned and dissolved the government Aug. 19, the day after he and Prime Min. Boubou Cissé were seized by mutinying soldiers, who detained them at a military facility near the capital, Bamako. Though Keita won a second term in in 2018, corruption, economic mismanagement, and a dispute over results of long-delayed parliamentary elections brought thousands of protesters into the streets beginning early June, demanding Keita’s resignation. The coup, which reportedly left four people dead, was the second since 2012.

Global COVID-19 Cases Pass 25 Million; Europe Faces Second Wave—Worldwide total confirmed cases in the ongoing global coronavirus pandemic topped 25.1 mil (including 844,312 deaths) by Aug. 31, roughly 8 mil more than the World Health Org. reported at the end of the previous month. Though the U.S. remained firmly in the lead in total infections and deaths for the fifth straight month (5.9 mil cases; 180,689 deaths), it saw a more than 38% reduction nationally in new cases from the end of July. Brazil, however, in second place globally (4.4 mil cases; 133,119 deaths), experienced a nearly 72% surge in cases from the month prior, and India added almost 2 mil cases in Aug., a nearly 121% increase, for 3.6 mil cases.

What appeared to be a resurgence of the virus hit Europe in Aug., which health officials attributed to decreased adherence to social distancing and mask usage following reopenings. Infecting mostly younger people and resulting in relatively few new deaths, the wave nonetheless pushed total cases over the entire region to more than 4 mil by Aug. 30, up 17.5% from four weeks earlier. Spain saw cumulative cases over the same span increase by nearly 46%, to almost 459,000, while France reported over 272,000 total, a nearly 37% increase. In other developments, South Africa, fifth highest in world cases behind Russia (995,319 as of Aug. 31), India, Brazil, and the U.S., passed 500,000 cases on Aug. 2.

General

Destructive Derecho Blasts Iowa—A severe wind and thunderstorm complex known as a derecho barreled an approximately 700-mi-long path through the Midwest Aug. 10-11, most severely affecting the Cedar Rapids, IA, area, where it set a state record for non-tornado wind gusts of up to 140 mph. Along with damaging structures and downing power lines, some 14 mil acres of cropland in the state, valued at $6 bil, were lost. (The USDA estimated total crop acreage affected across the Midwest at 37.7 mil acres.) Three people were killed in Iowa and 1 in Indiana by the derecho, which also spawned 15 tornadoes across northern Illinois and northwest Indiana.

Sato Takes Indy 500—Japan’s Takuma Sato won the 104th Indy 500 at Indianapolis Motor Speedway Aug. 23, holding off 2008 victor Scott Dixon of New Zealand by just under 0.06 sec. The 2017 race winner, Sato first took the lead in the final quarter, after which he traded the top spot multiple times with Dixon—race lap leader with 111 of 200 circuits—before commanding the final 28 laps. Originally scheduled for May 24, the race was postponed and held without spectators due to the coronavirus pandemic.

“Unsurvivable” Hurricane Laura Strikes Louisiana—Powerful Category 4 Hurricane Laura struck coastal Louisiana Aug. 27 in sparsely populated Cameron Parish—about 35 mi. east of the Texas border—with gusts exceeding 150 mph, severely impacting the city of Lake Charles as it continued northward before being downgraded to a tropical storm. Reportedly the 10th most powerful Atlantic hurricane ever documented, Laura was responsible for at least 27 deaths in Louisiana—mostly due to carbon monoxide poisoning from generators and heat-related illnesses—by Sept. 9; 5 deaths were reported in Texas, and over 20 in Haiti and the Dominican Republic were killed. An early estimate by CoreLogic assessed damage from high winds at up to $12 bil.

National

Slow Job Growth Continues; Fed Signals Freeze of Near-Zero Interest Rates; Other Economic News—The Labor Dept. reported Sept. 4 that the U.S. economy gained 1.4 mil jobs in Aug., still down some 11.5 mil jobs since Feb. Though the unemployment rate fell sharply to 8.4% in Aug. from 10.2% in July, all but one of the Federal Reserve’s policymakers in projections released Sept. 16 said they favored maintaining near-zero interest rates through at least 2022.

In its third and final estimate released Sept. 30, the Bureau of Economic Analysis said that U.S. GDP plummeted at an annualized rate of 31.4% during the second quarter of 2020.

A federal court Sept. 27 temporarily blocked Pres. Donald Trump’s ban on U.S. downloads of the Chinese-owned social-video app TikTok. Disney Sept. 29 announced it was laying off 28,000 theme-park employees, some two-thirds of whom were part-time workers. The Dow Jones Industrial Average finished Sept. at 27,781.70, a 2.3% decrease from Aug., while the Nasdaq Composite Index closed at 11,167.51, down 5.2%, and the S&P 500 ended Sept. at 3,363.00, a 3.9% drop from Aug.

Supreme Court’s Ginsburg Dies, Prompting Political Battle—U.S. Supreme Court Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg—the oldest member of the Court at 87—died Sept. 18 at her Washington, DC, home, leaving a contentious vacancy on the nation’s highest court just 46 days prior to the 2020 presidential election. Confirmed in 1993, Ginsburg, the second woman to serve on the Court, was a staunch proponent of gender equality and became known in later years for searing, unambiguous dissents. She became the first woman as well as the first Jewish person to lie in state in the Capitol Sept. 25.

Within hours of Ginsburg’s death, Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R, KY) pledged to hold a vote on her yet-unnamed successor. McConnell had cited proximity to a presidential election when refusing to hold hearings on then-Pres. Barack Obama’s Mar. 2016 Court nominee, Merrick Garland. Pres. Donald Trump Sept. 26 announced the nomination of 48-year-old Amy Coney Barrett, whom he had appointed to the Chicago-based 7th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in 2017.

Video of Rochester Police Killing Triggers Protests; Grand Jury in Breonna Taylor Shooting Votes Against Most Charges—Protests began Sept. 2 following the release of a Mar. 2020 video showing Rochester, NY, police officers holding Daniel Prude, a Black man experiencing a mental-health crisis, facedown with a hood over his head in an act that resulted in Prude’s death, which was ruled a homicide. The nights of Sept. 4 and 5, police fired tear gas and pepper balls at Rochester crowds after episodes of vandalism and violence; at least three officers were injured. A report released Sept. 3 by the Armed Conflict Location & Event Data Project (ACLED) found more than 93% of some 7,750 Black Lives Matter-affiliated demonstrations from May 26-Aug. 22, 2020, were peaceful.

A grand jury in Louisville, KY, Sept. 23 charged former police officer Brett Hankison with endangerment, related to his actions in the Mar. 2020 police shooting death of Breonna Taylor, a 26-year-old medical worker reportedly asleep in her Louisville, KY, residence at the time that police executed a botched “no-knock” warrant. Besides Hankison, who was fired in June, charges were considered but not filed against two other officers involved in the incident. Louisville erupted in protests in response to the grand jury announcement, and two police officers were shot. Louisville Sept. 15 had agreed to pay a $12-mil settlement to the Taylor family and institute police reforms.

U.S. Coronavirus Cases Top 7 Million; Schools Adjust Reopenings—The U.S. Sept. 25 surpassed 7 mil coronavirus cases (including 203,329 deaths), according to Johns Hopkins Univ.’s COVID-19 tracker. A Reuters analysis showed growing infection rates in 27 states, led by Wisconsin with a 111% increase. Cases in the Dakotas, Montana, Utah, West Virginia, and Wyoming surged by more than 50% in Sept. but fell in summer hotspots of California and Florida by 50% and 47%, respectively.

States and municipalities continued to grapple with reopening schools amid the pandemic, with many adopting a hybrid approach that blended on-campus and remote learning. According to Education Week data, 39 states as of Oct. 5 permitted individual districts to determine reopening; 7 states, including California, ordered schools partially closed; and 4 (Arkansas, Florida, Iowa, and Texas) ordered schools open daily. Chicago, Denver, and Los Angeles were among a number of the large cities whose public school systems offered remote learning only; nearly half of New York City’s public school students opted for off-campus instruction.

Pres. Donald Trump Sept. 16 said that at least 100 mil doses of a vaccine would be available by the end of the year, hours after Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Dir. Robert Redfield told a Senate panel that a vaccine would not be widely available until mid-2021 or later. The CDC, which had faced accusations of compromising its public health mission to defer to the Trump administration’s wishes, Sept. 18 reversed widely criticized Aug. guidelines on testing recommendations for persons who have been in close contact with known infected persons.

NY Times Report: Trump Paid No Federal Income Taxes for Over a Decade Due to Large Business Losses—The NY Times Sept. 27 reported that two decades of income tax return data it obtained showed Pres. Donald Trump paid only $750 in federal income taxes in 2016 and 2017, and no federal income taxes for 11 of the previous 18 years due to large annual losses of “tens of millions.” Also among the findings, the president deducted as business expenses costs typically considered personal, such as those for residences and aircraft used to travel between them. (Trump was also still under audit by the IRS over a $72.9 mil tax refund.) Trump declared the Times report “fake news.” Though presidents were not legally required to make their personal finances public, since the mid-1970s, every president besides Pres. Trump had done so.

First Presidential Debate Proves Contentious; Other Campaign Developments—Six days after refusing during a White House press conference to pledge to peacefully transfer power should he lose in Nov., Pres. Trump Sept. 29 verbally tussled with former Vice Pres. Joe Biden in the first of three scheduled debates, moderated by Fox News’s Chris Wallace at Case Western Reserve Univ. in Cleveland, OH. Persistently interrupting both Biden and Wallace, Trump during the chaotic 90 minutes notably did not condemn white supremacy and asked his backers “to go into the polls and watch very carefully” after repeating unsubstantiated claims of widespread voter fraud. Biden, who lambasted Trump as a “racist” and “clown,” criticized the president’s coronavirus response, lack of a health care plan, and policies on racial justice.

The reelection campaign of Pres. Trump also confronted a Sept. 3 report in The Atlantic that Trump had privately disparaged U.S. soldiers killed in combat. According to anonymous sources, Trump in 2018 canceled a visit to a French cemetery containing remains of WWI soldiers, dismissing them as “losers” and “suckers.” A week later, advance copies of reporter Bob Woodward’s book Rage made public quotes from interviews with Trump—supported by audio recordings—showing the president in early Feb. was aware of the threat level of the coronavirus but preferred to downplay it.

Pres. Trump Sept. 13 held his first indoor rally since June, in Henderson, NV, defying state coronavirus guidelines before a tightly packed crowd. Throughout Sept., Trump held multiple campaign events that attracted thousands of supporters, 15 of which USA Today determined violated public health guidelines.

Record-Breaking Wildfires Ravage California, Oregon, Washington—Drought conditions and a historic heat wave contributed to California’s worst-ever wildfire season, with over 8,100 fires scorching more than 3.9 mil acres through Sept. 30. Killing at least 31 people, including four firefighters, from Aug.-Sept., the fires included five of the state’s six largest ever, including the record-shattering August Complex fire, ignited by lightning in mid-Aug., which by Oct. 5 had burned 1 mil acres in the Mendocino National Forest and surrounding land.

Oregon was hard-hit by fires in Sept. that increased the state’s yearly total to roughly 1 mil acres burned, killed at least 10 people, and forced authorities to evacuate over 40,000 people. In Washington state, the Cold Springs Fire near Omak killed one person and along with another nearby fire burned roughly 415,000 acres. Pres. Donald Trump met Sept. 14 with California Gov. Gavin Newsom (D) and other state officials, where the president denied scientific consensus that climate change had played a key role in exacerbating the fires. Trump in Aug. and Sept. declared the fires in California and Oregon, respectively, major disasters, making federal aid available.

International

Japan’s Parliament Approves New PM—Chief Cabinet Sec. Yoshihide Suga was elected Japan’s prime minister Sept. 16 by a parliamentary vote, 462-314, replacing Shinzo Abe, who announced his resignation in Aug. as the country’s longest serving PM (2012-20; 2006-07). Abe remained in parliament but was reportedly in ill health. Suga easily won the support of the ruling conservative Liberal Democratic Party and was expected to continue the economic policies of Abe (“Abenomics”), which included fiscal stimulus through increased government spending.

Global COVID-19 Cases Pass 33 Million, 1 Million Deaths—Worldwide total confirmed cases of coronavirus surpassed 33.4 mil by Sept. 30 (including 1 mil deaths), over 8 mil more than reported at the end of Aug. The U.S. remained the pandemic’s epicenter, ending Sept. with nearly 7.1 mil cases (including 203,874 deaths). India, which finished Sept. with over 6.2 mil total cases and 97,497 deaths, moved ahead of Brazil for second-most cases. Brazil recorded nearly 900,000 more cases, tallying over 4.7 mil total (142,058 deaths), ahead of Russia, fourth overall and leading European nations with over 1.1 mil cases (20,722 deaths). France, Spain, and the UK, all of which saw a resurgence in cases in Aug., continued to report increasing numbers to varying degrees in Sept.

South Africa continued to far outpace the rest of Africa, ending Sept. with over 670,000 cases (16,667 deaths), while Iran led the Middle East with over 450,000 cases (25,986 deaths), and the Philippines, with nearly 310,000 cases total (including 5,448 deaths), had the most cases in the Western Pacific region.

General

Osaka, Thiem Take Tennis U.S. Open Titles—No. 4-seed Naomi Osaka of Japan defeated unranked Belarusian Victoria Azarenka (1-6, 6-3, 6-3) to win her second U.S. Open singles title Sept. 12. The next day, Austrian Dominic Thiem, the men’s No. 2-seed, outlasted No. 5-seed Alexander Zverev of Germany in a grueling 4-hr. match (2-6, 4-6, 6-4, 6-3, 7-6) that brought Thiem his first Grand Slam title. Novak Djokovic of Serbia, the No. 1-seed, was disqualified Sept. 6 after a ball he appeared to smack in frustration hit a judge in the neck.

Scientists Find Possible Signs of Life in Venus’s Clouds—Venus’s toxic atmosphere contains phosphine, a gas generated biologically on Earth, according to a study published Sept. 14 in Nature Astronomy and led by a Cardiff Univ. scientist. Though the observation, detected by the James Clerk Maxwell Telescope in Hawaii and Chile’s Atacama Large Millimeter Array, may signify life in Venus’s clouds, the research team had not yet determined the source of the gas.

DeChambeau Triumphs at U.S. Open Golf Tournament—Bryson DeChambeau won the 120th U.S. Open Sept. 20 at Winged Foot Golf Club in Mamaroneck, NY. Capturing his first major career title, the 27-year-old began the final round two shots behind tournament novice Matthew Wolff but passed him on the fifth hole and finished six strokes ahead at 6-under-274.

Schitt’s Creek, Succession, Watchmen Big Winners at Emmy Awards—Canadian comedy Schitt’s Creek made history at the 72nd Primetime Emmy Awards held largely remotely Sept. 20, becoming the first series to sweep all four comedy acting awards in the same year. In its sixth and final season, the show claimed nine 2020 awards, including best comedy series. The HBO drama Succession won seven awards including best drama series and outstanding lead actor in a drama series (Jeremy Strong). HBO’s graphic novel-based Watchmen earned 11 awards, including best actress in a limited series or movie for Regina King.

Slovenian Wins Tour de France—Tadej Pogacar of Slovenia won the 107th Tour de France Sept. 20, completing the grueling 2,164-mi, 21-stage race in 87 hr., 20 min., 5 sec., just 59 sec. ahead of fellow countryman Primoz Roglic. The first Slovenian winner and the youngest winner since 1904, the 21-year-old was the first ever to claim the race’s yellow (winner), polka dot (best mountain rider), and white (best young rider) jerseys in the same year. Delayed for more than two months due to the pandemic, the race in its later stages entered coronavirus “red zones,” forcing race officials to ban spectators from stage starts, finishes, and some climbs.

Tampa Bay Lightning Win Stanley Cup—Capping a playoff tournament held in two different “bubble” cities due to the coronavirus pandemic, the Tampa Bay Lightning captured their second Stanley Cup Sept. 28, defeating the Dallas Stars (2-0) in Game 6 at Rogers Place in Edmonton, AB, Canada, one day after succumbing to the Stars (3-2) in double overtime. Lightning defenseman Victor Hedman won the Conn Smythe Trophy as MVP of the Stanley Cup playoffs, scoring 10 goals and 11 assists in 24 games.
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National

Trump Tests Positive for Coronavirus, Signals White House Outbreak—Pres. Donald Trump revealed via Twitter early morning Oct. 2 that he and first lady Melania Trump had tested positive for COVID-19. Trump was flown later that day to Walter Reed National Military Medical Center, where remained for about 72 hours before discharge. Though Trump’s White House physician publicly presented an optimistic picture of Trump’s health in press updates, he said the president had twice required supplemental oxygen. Trump resumed holding large rallies Oct. 12.

White House officials’ refusal to disclose when Trump last tested negative for the virus brought questions about the possibility that he had knowingly infected others. An outbreak within the president’s circle infected at least three dozen people by mid-Oct. Critics pointed to the Supreme Court nomination announcement ceremony held in the White House Rose Garden Sept. 26—attended by more than 150 mostly mask-less supporters—as evidence of Trump’s lax stance on the virus. By the end of Oct., at least five aides to Vice Pres. Mike Pence also tested positive.

FBI Foils Plot to Kidnap Michigan Governor—Exposing the increasing threat of extremist groups, federal officials Oct. 8 charged six people over a failed attempt to kidnap Michigan Gov. Gretchen Whitmer (D). State charges were levied against seven others accused of planning to attack law enforcement and the state’s capitol. According to authorities, the suspects, part of or working with the right-wing Wolverine Watchmen militia group, were attempting to foment civil war by seizing state officials including Whitmer, whom Pres. Donald Trump had repeatedly criticized. Whitmer faulted Trump’s rhetoric—including his refusal to condemn white supremacist groups—for the scheme. The FBI said the plotters also discussed kidnapping Virginia Gov. Ralph Northam (D).

Trump, Biden Face Off in Competing Town Halls, Final Debate; Other Campaign Developments—The campaigns of Pres. Donald Trump (R) and former Vice Pres. Joe Biden (D) each made their final push to win voters, with Trump restarting his campaign following coronavirus treatment with a large rally near Orlando, FL, Oct. 12. The debate commission canceled the second scheduled debate between Trump and Biden after the president refused to participate in a virtual format. Trump and Biden instead held separate town hall meetings televised simultaneously Oct. 15 on different networks.

The candidates appeared together in their second one-on-one debate at Belmont Univ. in Nashville, TN, Oct. 22. Though it was a more civil encounter than their first debate, due likely in part to moderators’ ability to mute each candidate’s microphone while the other delivered opening answers at the beginning of each topic, the two sparred over differing visions of America. Trump said that the U.S. was “rounding the corner” on the COVID-19 pandemic and predicted vaccine availability within weeks. Biden forecast a “dark winter” due to Trump’s pandemic response, and criticized Republicans’ continued attempts to repeal Obamacare without a replacement plan.

Trump in the debate also repeated dubious, unproven allegations (first reported by the NY Post Oct. 14) that Biden’s son Hunter in 2015 arranged via email for then-Vice Pres. Biden to meet an executive at the Ukrainian energy company Burisma, on whose board Hunter served. The Washington Post reported Oct. 15 that intelligence agencies had cautioned the White House in 2019 that Trump’s personal attorney, Rudolph Giuliani—who had obtained the copy of Hunter Biden’s hard drive used as evidence in the NY Post report’s allegations—had been used by Russian agents in a disinformation campaign.

Vice Pres. Mike Pence (R) and Sen. Kamala Harris (D, CA), the Democratic nominee for vice president, squared off Oct. 7 in their only scheduled debate at the Univ. of Utah in Salt Lake City.

National polling averages by RealClearPolitics showed Americans favoring Biden over Trump leading up to Nov. 3 voting. The average Oct. 1 had Biden with 50.1% support, 7.2 points ahead of Trump; Biden continued to lead Trump, 51.3%-43.5%, as of Oct. 31.

U.S. Launches Anti-Trust Case Against Google; GDP Rebounds in Third Quarter; Other Economic News—The U.S. Dept. of Justice and 11 states sued Google Oct. 20, arguing the internet search goliath employed anti-competitive practices. Agency officials commenting on the case, the largest anti-trust suit against a tech company since U.S. v. Microsoft was filed in 1998, did not rule out calling for Google’s breakup. The following day, the Justice Dept. announced OxyContin maker Purdue Pharma agreed to pay $8.3 bil to settle charges it defrauded federal agencies and paid kickbacks to doctors to boost opioid prescriptions that contributed to the addiction-related deaths of more than 450,000 Americans since 1999.

According to an Oct. 2 Labor Dept. report, the economy added 661,000 jobs in Sept., the fifth straight month of gains since 22 mil jobs were lost due to the COVID-19 pandemic in Mar-Apr. (The country was still down 10.7 mil jobs from Feb.) Though the unemployment rate for Sept. fell to 7.9%, analysts partially attributed the drop to fewer people looking for employment. The Trump administration Oct. 16 reported that the federal deficit had soared to $3.1 tril—more than twice the previous record. Preliminary figures released Oct. 29 by the Bureau of Economic Analysis showed that in the third quarter of 2020, real GDP grew by a record annual rate of 33.1%, compared to a 31.4% drop the previous quarter. Wall Street stocks tumbled in late Oct. amid investor concerns over the virus—the Dow Jones Industrial Average finished the month at 26,501.60, dropping 4.6% from Sept., while the Nasdaq Composite Index closed down 2.3% at 10,911.59, and the S&P 500 ended Oct. at 3,269.96, a 2.8% drop from Sept.

Senate Confirms Third Trump Supreme Court Nominee—The GOP-led Senate Oct. 26 confirmed 48-year-old Chicago federal appeals court judge Amy Coney Barrett to the U.S. Supreme Court, filling the seat vacated just 39 days earlier by the death of liberal Associate Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg. With cases over voting issues and the future of Obamacare anticipated immediately, the conservative Barrett was swiftly approved by a narrow 52-48 vote along party lines with the exception of Maine Sen. Susan Collins (R), who voted against confirmation. Ahead of her confirmation and same-day swearing-in, Barrett during Senate Judiciary Committee testimony Oct. 12-14 did not volunteer opinions on key legal matters, including same-sex marriage, abortion, and climate change. Partially opposed to the confirmation on the grounds that Senate Republicans in 2016 refused to hold hearings for then-Pres. Barack Obama’s nominee during an election year, some Democrats vowed to expand the number of Supreme Court justices.

Philadelphia Police Shooting Triggers Unrest—Evening protests erupted in Philadelphia Oct. 26 following the fatal shooting caught on video that day of 27-year-old Black man Walter Wallace Jr., fired upon by officers after he walked toward them with a knife. According to his family, who said they had called emergency services for an ambulance, not police intervention, Wallace was suffering from a mental health crisis at the time of the incident. Some protests became violent Oct. 26, and resulted in more than 90 arrests, including for looting and assault on police; 30 officers were reported injured including one struck by a vehicle. Protesters accused police of using excessive force, and a video taken Oct. 27 appeared to show officers breaking a car’s windows, dragging its occupants out, and beating them. Twenty-three more officers were reported injured Oct. 27, and 81 more arrests made. Philadelphia Mayor Jim Kenney (D) called in National Guard troops the following day.

U.S. Coronavirus Cases Surge, Surpass 9 Million—The U.S. Oct. 30 topped 9 mil cases (including 229,686 deaths), according to Johns Hopkins Univ.’s COVID-19 tracker. That same day, the country recorded nearly 100,000 new cases, setting a record for daily infections. A Reuters analysis showed growing infection rates in 36 states for the two weeks ending Oct. 25 as the upper Midwest remained the epicenter of the “third wave.” Pres. Trump at various times during the month continued to attribute the sharp increases—which also saw more than 20 states recording record 7-day averages—on increased testing alone, but health officials pointed to the overburdening of numerous hospitals by COVID-19 patients. A Dept. of Health and Human Services memo, obtained by ABC News Oct. 22, reported more than 80% of ICU beds full in roughly a quarter of U.S. hospitals.

Congress failed to pass another round of economic stimulus to aid cash-strapped Americans and small businesses, much of which expired at the end of July.

International

Sudan Govt., Rebels Ink Peace Deal—Sudan’s interim government and a rebel group coalition formally signed a landmark peace agreement Oct. 3 aimed at halting nearly two decades of civil war, which had killed some 300,000 people and displaced up to 3 mil. Signed in the South Sudan capital of Juba, the accord, which followed failed peace deals in 2006 and 2011, addressed power sharing, reparations, and rebel force dismantling, but was boycotted by the northern faction of the Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM-N) and one other rebel group. On Sept. 3, transitional Prime Min. Abdalla Hamdok and the leader of the SPLM-N had approved a declaration on establishing secular government.

Sudanese officials Sept. 4 declared a three-month state of emergency after flooding killed about 100 people since late July, including in the hard-hit capital of Khartoum.

Voters Return Bolivia to Leftist Control—Luis Arce of Bolivia’s Movement Toward Socialism (MAS) won presidential elections Oct. 18, less than one year after MAS’s Evo Morales resigned over disputed allegations of voter fraud after being elected to his fourth term; Morales referred to the allegations as a coup and fled the country. Since his departure, Bolivia had been governed by a U.S.-backed, far-right caretaker government that instituted widely criticized tactics, including “national pacification,” that reportedly killed at least 30 Morales supporters. Declared free and fair by international observers, the elections saw Arce receive 55% support to less than 29% for the centrist candidate and 14% for the conservative nominee; MAS also won a majority in both legislative chambers.

Dozens of Nigerians Killed in Police-Brutality Protests—At least 56 people were killed in widespread protests that began Oct. 8 in Nigeria against police brutality, according to Amnesty International, including 12 unarmed protesters whom security forces shot Oct. 19 at two different locations in Lagos. A prison in the city was also set on fire, and attacks on two similar facilities in Benin City led to the escape of nearly 2,000 inmates. The demonstrations were sparked by a video appearing to show members of a controversial anti-robbery police unit, known as SARS, shooting and killing a man and driving off in his car. SARS was long accused of torture and extortion and the unit was officially disbanded Oct. 11.

Global COVID-19 Cases Pass 45 Million, Spike in Europe—Worldwide total confirmed cases of coronavirus surpassed 45.4 mil (including more than 1.18 mil deaths) by Oct. 31, 12 mil more than reported at the end of Sept. At the epicenter, the U.S. ended Oct. with approximately 8.9 mil cases (including 227,178 deaths), while India recorded 8.1 mil total (121,641 deaths), and Brazil tallied close to 5.5 mil total cases (158,969 deaths). Cases in Russia spiked by over 440,000 from late Sept. to more than 1.6 mil (27,990 deaths) amid a second wave of the virus in Europe that saw total cases in France more than double in a month to 1.3 mil (36,250 deaths). At least a dozen European countries—including Belgium, France, Germany, Italy, and the UK—re-imposed lockdown restrictions. South Africa continued to outpace the rest of its continent with 720,000 total cases (19,230 deaths). Iran led the Middle East with over 604,000 cases (34,478 deaths); the Philippines, with nearly 380,000 cases (including 7,185 deaths), had the most cases in the Western Pacific region.

General

Swiatek and Nadal Take French Open Titles—Iga Swiatek of Poland stunned 4th-seeded American Sofia Kenin in straight sets (6-4, 6-1) to win the French Open women’s singles title Oct. 10 at Roland Garros in Paris, France, making her, at No. 54, the lowest-ranked player to win the tournament. The next day, Spain’s Rafael Nadal overcame Serbia’s Novak Djokovic (6-0, 6-2, 7-5) to claim his 13th French Open singles title and match Roger Federer’s record of 20 Grand Slam singles titles.

L.A. Lakers Win NBA Championship—The Los Angeles Lakers won Game 6, 106-93, over the Miami Heat at the ESPN Wide World of Sports Complex outside Orlando, FL, Oct. 11, to secure the franchise its 17th title. Capping a shortened season completed by 22 of 30 teams in a so-called Bubble due to the coronavirus pandemic, the win tied the Lakers with the Boston Celtics for most NBA championships. LeBron James, in his second season with the Lakers, averaged 29.8 points and 11.8 rebounds in the Finals and was named NBA Finals MVP for the fourth time.

U.S. Spacecraft Lands on Asteroid; NASA Finds Water Evidence on Moon—Marking a first for the U.S., a NASA spacecraft touched down on and collected rock samples Oct. 20 from asteroid Bennu some 200 mil mi from Earth. Launched in 2016, the van-sized OSIRIS-REx, which arrived at the 1,700-ft asteroid in Dec. 2018, was not set to return with the samples to Earth until 2023.

NASA Oct. 26 announced it had discovered water molecules on the surface of the sunlit side of the Earth’s moon. Identified by the agency’s Stratospheric Observatory for Infrared Astronomy (SOFIA), the detection of water was immediately celebrated for its potential to aid NASA in developing human settlement on the moon.

L.A. Dodgers Win World Series—The Los Angeles Dodgers won the World Series over the Tampa Bay Rays in a 3-1 Game 6 victory played Oct. 27 in front of a limited crowd at Globe Life Field in Arlington, TX, the neutral site of all of the Series games due to the coronavirus pandemic. It was the seventh title for the Dodgers franchise, which was appearing in its third Series in four years. With 2 home runs, 5 RBI, and a .400 batting average over 6 games, Corey Seager was named the World Series MVP. Drawing criticism, Dodgers third baseman Justin Turner rejoined the team to celebrate the win on the field after being removed mid-game due to testing positive for COVID-19.
