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INTRODUCTION

President Joe Biden is the most dangerous president and one of the worst presidents, if not the worst president, America has ever seen. Throughout this book, I will prove to you why President Biden is the most dangerous president. Numerous examples to share with your friends and family will be provided.

He is not necessarily an evil man, but the policies he supports and the way he approaches politics are dangerous for America and put us on unsolid ground. His social policies are those of grown men in women’s bathrooms, abortion through all nine months of pregnancy paid for by taxpayers, and letting critical race theorists and diversity officer-types—instead of strategists and warriors—run our military. He does not believe in a policy of putting America first. His policies look more like those of a left-wing organizing meeting than those of Main Street America.

It does not mean sending our brave men and women in uniform to dozens of countries to protect those countries’ borders from invasion or attack.

It means that we think of the Kentucky farmer, the New York City restaurant owner, and the manufacturing CEO in Texas before we think about what the elites at Davos or the United Nations want us to do. We deserve a president who wakes up every morning thinking about how we can boost economic activity and help the family in Montana, Virginia, or Maine, not how we can help increase the profits of international bankers. We think about how to keep our citizens safe and employed, and then we can have a discussion about how many immigrants and refugees we decide to have come here.

That’s what President Donald Trump did. He thought every day about how to help the laid-off factory worker in Ohio or the lobster fisherman in Maine—not necessarily about what Klaus Schwab or Bill Gates wanted. Black employment soared. Hispanic employment soared. The price of gas and all fuel sources remained low, helping everyone prosper as American manufacturing saw a comeback under the nationalist economic policy of Trump and Peter Navarro.

But that changed in January 2021, when a globalist, leftist president took office and decided to pursue policies that would harm patriotic Americans who just want to go to church, provide for their families, and have a chance to enjoy life without worrying if gas is going to go up to eight dollars a gallon, if groceries for a family of four are going to go up to $600 a week, and if China is going to continue to pillage our economy.

President Joe Biden has come into office and surrounded himself with America Last, Goldman Sachs-McKinsey consultants who seek to appease the United Nations and the New York Times before appeasing the family in Ohio, the small business owner in Texas, or the entrepreneur in North Dakota. He wants to ensure that abortion giant Planned Parenthood continues to receive half a billion dollars a year in taxpayer money so it can butcher babies. He wants to ensure that the Green movement, which seeks to end all use of fossil fuels and whose economic policies will drive us into literal darkness, is appeased. He wants to make sure that MSNBC and the New York Times editorial board say nice things about him. In other words, he is not focused on people like you and me.

His economic policy is definitively not America First. It is the economic policy of Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez (AOC), Bernie Sanders, and Elizabeth Warren, which ultimately is the economic policy of Karl Marx. It is about asking the United Nations and other countries to help us reduce our carbon emissions while China laughs all the way to the bank and continues to rip us off using intellectual property theft and currency manipulation. It’s about letting Russia build a pipeline—while putting thousands of hard-working union guys out of work and making you pay more at the pump so the Sierra Club or the other envirowackos will give Biden a nice award for saving the planet. I personally think that our economic policy should be driven with the average guy in mind, not what Al Gore or John Kerry thinks is a good idea.

His foreign policy mixes with his social policies to create boondoggles and deadly results, as brave troops were left to die in Afghanistan while Biden’s generals were studying white privilege and the works of leftist racial radical Ibram X. Kendi. Our military were left to die while General Lloyd Austin read about how to be an “antiracist.” It is truly despicable how President Biden has governed. This is not someone whose background is in expanding access to affordable medication or who has experience in developing new treatments for cancer, diabetes, or high blood pressure. This is an ideologue who is committed to abortion, even if it means using the power of the state to hunt down pro-life journalists who expose wrongdoing by Planned Parenthood and the abortion industry.

Biden has appointed an Energy Secretary who sang about ending gasoline use, oversaw a terrible economy in Michigan, and repeatedly gave taxpayer dollars to so-called green energy companies that failed to create the jobs promised. Jennifer Granholm does not wake up every day and think about how to ensure clean natural gas and oil flow through safe pipelines so we can fill up our cars, heat our homes, and power the American economy.

Biden wants a far-left judge, Ketanji Brown Jackson, to sit on the Supreme Court for decades and pursue a leftist agenda. He has allowed his economic policy not to be driven by the interests of Middle America but instead by the AOC-Bernie Sanders Green New Deal wing of the Democratic Party.

What also makes Biden dangerous is the way the media and his handlers still try to sell the American voters a different President Biden; he’s the guy you’d sit down at the bar and have a beer with. CHAPTER 1

BIDEN SHUTS DOWN THE ECONOMY, NOT THE VIRUS

“I’m not going to shut down the economy. I’m not going to shut down the country, but I am going to shut down the virus.”

-President Biden, October 20201

Despite Biden’s claims in the waning days of the 2020 election that he was “not going to shut down the economy” but he was going to “shut down the virus,” the hapless and dangerous leader did shut down the economy but did not shut down the virus.

Within days of taking office, the Biden-Harris White House falsely claimed that Donald Trump’s administration had not left any sort of plans for the rollout of the COVID-19 vaccine, developed under Operation Warp Speed. The claim revolves around an anonymous source and primarily one story on CNN.2

With that story, and the administration’s promotion of it, Biden decided that he would start his term in office by maligning Trump and dividing Americans. He refused to let go of Trump and instead had to begin, on day one, with blaming his predecessor. This claim is, of course, obviously false on its face. Are we to believe that none of the thousands of employees of the Departments of Health and Human Services, Defense, or Labor were working on distribution plans for the vaccines? Are we to believe that the billions of dollars spent on coronavirus aid did not include any more for a rollout of the vaccine? Are we to believe that Pfizer, Johnson & Johnson, and other vaccine manufacturers produced the COVID shots without any forethought on how they’d get into people’s arms? Of course not, but left-wing CNN and a few anonymous sources inside the White House needed something to pin on Trump and, with that story, set the tone that the Biden administration would not be one that took responsibility and ownership.

Even public health emperor Dr. Anthony Fauci dismissed the claim, going on the record with his comments, unlike CNN’s anonymous sources. “We’re certainly not starting from scratch, because there is activity going on in the distribution,” Fauci said. Just days prior to the fake news CNN article, over thirteen million Americans had already gotten the shots.3

In fact, the whole of Biden’s COVID-19 policy appeared to be thrown together at different times, lacked direction, and further divided hard-working Americans. We know, of course, that on the campaign Biden said that everyone would just need to mask up for one hundred days and the virus would end. He then appointed an attorney, Xavier Becerra, to lead HHS. Becerra’s primary “health” experience, as we will discuss later, is stopping the merger of hospitals because they would not commit so-called “sex change operations.” He also helped take Catholic nuns to court for not covering abortifacient birth control.

Biden said he would not mandate vaccines. Then that changed, and Biden flip-flopped again, pursuing a number of vaccine mandates on hard-working Americans while encouraging businesses to pursue them too. Frontline workers of 2020 who treated COVID patients became 2021’s “unvaccinated” individuals who made the personal decision not to take the COVID shots. Biden continued to divide the country, pushing the lie that there was a “pandemic of the unvaccinated.”4

But, if Americans had not been hammered enough by on-again, off-again COVID shutdowns, bare shelves, and seeing events canceled, the Biden-Harris White House had more plans up their sleeves, including putting into place job-killing executive orders from the very beginning that later would lead to record inflation.

Biden shuts down at least 25 percent of natural gas and oil

The U.S. economy was recovering and returning to the record levels of employment and wealth under the Trump presidency. As with the vaccine, President Biden was given a great situation, as people were primed to spend money after being cooped up inside and many events and businesses began to reopen.5 Many Americans were already fed up with the COVID shutdowns and had been saving money and were ready to get back to work and leisure.

Yet, the Biden-Harris White House, instead of thinking about the concerns of Main Street, decided to hand over its environmental and economic agenda to AOC and Bernie Sanders.

Biden and Harris decided to effectively let Russia and the Saudis dominate the energy market while slamming hard-working Americans with higher oil and gas prices.

Promising to “listen to science” to face the “profound climate crisis,” Biden took several executive actions that effectively limited at least 25 percent of oil and gas exploration.6

“To the extent consistent with applicable law, the Secretary of the Interior shall pause new oil and natural gas leases on public lands or in offshore waters pending completion of a comprehensive review and reconsideration of Federal oil and gas permitting and leasing practices in light of the Secretary of the Interior’s broad stewardship responsibilities over the public lands and in offshore waters, including potential climate and other impacts associated with oil and gas activities on public lands or in offshore waters,” one executive order said.

This has and had major implications, according to a national security organization that analyzed the executive actions. Put simply, it was the Green New Deal in action: pausing new oil and gas production.

“Federal land accounts for about 24 percent of oil and gas production in the United States, mainly in the offshore Gulf of Mexico,” the Center for Strategic and International Studies (CSIS) explained.7 While CSIS tried to run cover for Biden and downplay the short-term effects, we’ve all seen gas prices skyrocket enough to know that they were too optimistic or too naive.

“U.S. GDP could decline by a cumulative $700 billion by 2030,” the American Petroleum Institute warned. “U.S. households could spend a cumulative $19 billion more on energy by 2030.”8

The situation reached an embarrassing moment for the Democratic Party when leaders from New Mexico begged Biden to exempt them from the restrictions, as the southwestern state derives a significant amount of tax revenue and economic activity from oil and gas. Of course, like most limousine liberals, New Mexico Democrats wanted everyone else to be restricted, just not in their state, where constituents could vote them out if they lost their jobs or had to pay five dollars per gallon at the pump.

“New Mexico’s Democratic Governor is pushing for her state to get a waiver from the Biden administration’s pause on new oil and gas leasing on federal lands,” Reuters reported in March 2021.9

The state’s two Democratic senators also begged Biden to spare their state from the devastating crackdown.

“In recent letters to the Biden administration, New Mexico Democrat U.S. Sens. Martin Heinrich and Ben Ray Lujan called on the Biden administration to provide federal relief to New Mexico as slowing oil and gas production could negatively impact the state’s economy,” the Carlsbad Current Argus reported in March 2021.

“As the department considers longer term policies to reduce greenhouse gas pollution and limit climate change, we ask for your assistance in ensuring that states like New Mexico receive assistance in making the transition to a zero carbon economy,” the letter said.

“Oil and gas workers and communities they live in have helped build our nation for more than a century, and revenues from mineral production have supported New Mexico’s educational system and state budget,” the senators said.10

In addition to being bad for the economy, this sort of policymaking is, of course, bad for America. It sends the message that oil workers in Texas or Oklahoma can lose their jobs but New Mexicans should be protected because their senators share the party with the president.

However, even as gas prices soar to this day, President Biden continues to pursue the goals of the Green New Deal, to continually end the use of oil and gas. The plan is, of course, to make it so expensive that people will have to switch to expensive solar and other “renewable” forms of energy.

“The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission moved…to more rigorously consider the effects of climate change in weighing whether to approve proposed gas pipelines or related infrastructure projects,” the Washington Examiner reported February 17, 2022. “The decision will make it more difficult to build infrastructure for fossil fuels, an outcome sought by environmentalists.”11 This will, of course, make fossil fuels more expensive, but—for bike-riding or train-riding leftists who live in NYC or D.C.—it doesn’t matter to them. Meanwhile, you and your small business with five or six trucks and your crews have to pay sixty dollars or seventy dollars at a time to fill up. The people who keep this country running, not the high-paid bureaucrats in D.C., aren’t going to buy the new electric vehicles (EVs), with or without a tax credit.

But that’s what Biden and AOC and the rest of their party want. Consider this. “House Democrats are pushing for the passage of a $2,500 federal credit for used electric vehicle purchases as well as a $7,500 credit for new EVs and an extra $4,500 for union-made EVs,” Just the News reported on February 19, 2022.12

This is one of those policies that seems innocuous: get a tax credit for buying an EV! But, in reality, it is an out-of-touch policy. First, there are only a handful of companies that qualify for the higher tax credit. Encouraging American manufacturing is a good thing, but there is no reason to pit union workers against nonunion workers. Republicans have also pointed out that this was a divisive proposal when it was first proposed under the Build Back Better legislation. “Eleven governors complained that the more generous tax credit for cars made in union plants would punish companies and workers in their states,” the Associated Press reported in November 2021. “Republican lawmakers portray it as payback for a major Democratic benefactor, the United Auto Workers, which spent about $1.25 million in support of federal candidates in the 2020 elections, more than 99% for Democratic candidates, according to OpenSecrets, which tracks campaign money.”13

Second, the cost of most EVs is out of the price range of many Americans. There is currently a $7,500 EV credit, but companies like Tesla are excluded under the previous rules because they have sold too many cars. It’s not clear if the new policy, if implemented, would remove the cap. Some of the cars are also major fire hazards. For example, when you look up Chrysler’s Pacifica Hybrid, the top results are about how it is a fire risk to plug the car in inside. Just keep your garage open for the criminals and run a cord from your house outside. I’m sure that is not a great strategy for Michiganders when it is ten degrees below freezing! “Chrysler is recalling 16,741 Pacifica minivans due to a potential fire risk that could occur even if the vehicle is off. As a result, it recommends that owners park the vehicles outside and away from other vehicles and buildings,” Carscoops.com reported on February 15, 2022.14

Even CNN raised some red flags about the dangers of electric cars. “At the end of September [2020], BMW initiated a recall in the United States of 10 different BMW and Mini plug-in hybrid models because of a risk of fire caused by debris that may have gotten into battery cells during manufacturing,” CNN reported in November 2020. “Then, in early October, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration opened an investigation into reports of apparently spontaneous battery fires in Chevrolet Bolt EVs. GM says it is cooperating with the investigation.”15

“A few days later, Hyundai announced that it was recalling 6,700 Kona Electric SUVs in the United States, among about 75,000 of that model to be recalled worldwide, after it had received numerous reports of vehicles catching fire while parked,” CNN reported. While it noted that “electric car battery fires remain infrequent occurrences,” it is worth asking if we should rush to continue to spend money on EVs while many gasoline cars work just fine. This type of tax credit also hurts middle-income Americans because it encourages manufacturers to invest more money in EVs instead of reliable diesel or gasoline cars.

Incredibly, as gas prices continued to surge, President Biden blamed Putin for the hike in prices, which began far before the Russian president invaded Ukraine. Biden failed to take responsibility for his actions and claimed he did not do anything to limit domestic oil production.

“It is simply not true that my administration or policies are holding back domestic energy production,” Biden said in March 2022. “That is simply not true.”16

As we have seen so far, and as described further in this book, he has clearly started a war against American energy independence.

Oil company executives, the people who actually oversee production of American energy, have come out against Biden’s assertions.

“The United States has shown its global energy dominance over the past decade. Unfortunately, this has been threatened by the current Administration’s policies against domestic natural gas and oil production,” Independent Petroleum Association of America COO Jeff Eshelman told The Daily Caller in March 2022.

Others agree.

“President Biden, on day one of his presidency, made it his top priority to cripple American oil and gas producers,” Cecil O’Brate, CEO of American Warrior Oil, told Fox Business in March 2022.17 “His administration has axed progress on the Keystone pipeline, shut down leases on federal lands, encouraged Woke Wall Street to divest from fossil fuels, and installed absolute antagonists in leadership at Federal Reserve, the EPA and Department of Interior.”

The governor of Alaska also said that this claim is untrue and that Biden is indeed responsible for the shutdown of American energy. Governor Mike Dunleavy noted, for example, that the Biden administration failed to defend a ConocoPhillips pipeline in Alaska, in addition to other actions detailed here so far.

Alaska governor puts Biden in his place—gas prices are your fault!

“Mr. President you said your policies are not holding back domestic energy production. This will be a true statement when you reverse course and allow energy projects to get back on the track they were on before you took office,” Governor Dunleavy said in a March 10, 2022, news release.

“You can lower the price at the pump for Americans by expediting the permitting and regulating processes on responsible oil and gas projects,” he said. “The U.S. should not be begging for oil from dictatorships such as Iran and Venezuela. We can produce it at home with the highest of standards for environmental protection, if you will simply let us.”

He gave several examples of how the Biden-AOC-Harris White House has undermined American energy independence.

He wrote:18

•Defend the Willow project in the National Petroleum Reserve-Alaska, NPR-A. Your administration did not appeal a federal court judgment that reversed an approval. Defend the project in the supplemental EIS [Environmental Impact Statement]. With a resource estimate of 450 million to 800 million barrels of oil equivalent, Willow is the largest standalone oil development on the North Slope in more than 20 years. It is nearly shovel ready, could be built by 2025-2026, and would supply some 160,000 barrels of oil per day.

•Restore the leases your administration suspended on oil and gas in ANWR, the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge.

•Undo the recently reverted management plan of the NPR-A, which prohibits development on 6.7 million acres. Between the development of NPR-A and the 1002 Area of ANWR, Alaska could place an additional ~17 billion barrels of oil and an additional 32 Tcf [trillion cubic feet] of gas in the marketplace.

•The Alaska Gasline Project has key permits and federal loan guarantees in place. A Wood Mackenzie report estimates that Alaska’s LNG pricing would be lower than that of other U.S. projects competing for the same Asian market. Your Administration can stop issuing anti-fossil fuel statements to encourage investment in domestic energy production.Withdraw your motion for remand in February to the Ambler Road project. If allowed to be developed, the project would provide a supply of strategic minerals needed for renewable energy projects, electronics, and military defense.

Will Biden take these steps? Not likely. Following the principle that “personnel is policy,” it is clear that the Biden-Harris-AOC administration wants to limit, if not end, oil and gas usages.

Several of Biden’s appointees have made it explicitly clear that they want it to be painful for companies to invest in oil and gas technologies and exploration.

Biden nominates anti-oil and anti-gas personnel to financial roles

When a president nominates someone to the DOE or Interior, we’re more likely to know to be on the lookout for any views that would indicate that they oppose oil and natural gas.

But what is scarier is how the Biden-Harris-AOC agenda includes putting people in places of power to oversee banking and the financial system who have a stated record of wanting to see oil and gas companies go bankrupt. They will likely use the levers of the financial system to force companies into pursuing their personal hard-left agenda.

Remember that it does not take a specific law to scare companies about the government; all it takes is one letter or one speech from someone in power hinting that it appears that something might be amiss.

Here’s what I mean: The Biden-Harris-Sanders team wanted Cornell Professor Saule Omarova appointed Comptroller of the Currency. While, thankfully, Republicans defeated her nomination and forced her to withdraw, her appointment shows how the Biden team thinks. Professor Omarova does not need to find that banks under her supervision violated a specific law; she does not need to go through the formal process of referring civil complaints over to the SEC for prosecution. All it takes is one phone call or one letter from a staffer working for her to the legal counsel of banks that asks questions.

In this way, Biden and his team can use the threats of prosecution to force companies to submit to their far-left ideological agenda.

Who is Professor Omarova and why is it so dangerous that she, or someone like her, could be put in charge of supervising banks?

“The way we basically get rid of those carbon financiers is that we starve them of their sources of capital,” Omarova had said some time prior to her nomination. By “carbon financiers” she means banks that loan money to oil and gas companies.

Omarova, who, remember, would have tremendous power to shape financial policy and advocate for changes, said she wanted to end private banking “as we know it.”

In October 2020, she proposed “The People’s Ledger,” a leftist reengineering of our banking system, which would “radically redefine the role of a central bank as the ultimate public platform for generating, modulating, and allocating financial resources in a democratic economy.”19

“By separating their lending function from their monetary function, the proposed reform will effectively ‘end banking,’ as we know it,” Omarova wrote.20

That’s what we know she wrote; we have no idea what she wrote as a student at Moscow State University, except that her undergraduate thesis was titled “Karl Marx’s Economic Analysis and the Theory of Revolution in The Capital.”

“These are very, very radical ideas. In fact, I don’t think I’ve ever seen a more radical choice for any regulatory spot in our federal government,” Senator Pat Toomey warned. He tried to obtain Omarova’s thesis. “While it appears that you have deleted any reference to your thesis in the version of your curriculum vitae (CV) that is currently available on the Cornell Law School website, the paper appeared on your CV as recently as April 2017,” Toomey wrote.21

Omarova was defeated, which is great news, but the anti-energy nominees keep coming.

Biden nominated Sarah Bloom Raskin, a professor and the wife of anti-Trump Representative Jamie Raskin, to the Federal Reserve. The Federal Reserve, as you probably know, has immense power. Thankfully, she withdrew after Senator Manchin said he would not vote for her. But let’s take a look at her views because it tells us what the priorities are of the Biden-Harris-AOC White House.

She’s a radical. At a time while gas prices are skyrocketing, Biden wants to bring someone in who wants to see oil companies die.

“The coronavirus pandemic has laid bare just how vulnerable the United States is to sudden, catastrophic shocks. Climate change poses the next big threat. Ignoring it, particularly to the benefit of fossil fuel interests, is a risk we can’t afford,” she wrote in May 2020. “From my time as a Federal Reserve governor and then deputy Treasury secretary, I’ve learned that times like this not only can determine our ability to recover from a crisis but can also help inoculate us against the next one. That’s why it is imperative that we make investments now that will increase the resilience of our economy,” Raskin wrote in the New York Times.22

“The decision to bring oil and gas into the Fed’s investment portfolio not only misdirects limited recovery resources but also sends a false price signal to investors about where capital needs to be allocated,” she wrote further.

I agree that the government should not be picking winners and losers. We should have a simple tax and regulatory system that lets all companies fairly and freely compete. People who want to pay more for solar or wind power can freely choose that option; that’s the beauty of a free-market economy.

But that’s not Raskin’s position nor that of the Biden administration’s; they do want to pump trillions of dollars into solar and wind and other projects that will produce very little in terms of energy and reliability at least for decades.

When asked by Senator John Kennedy why Raskin made those statements, she struggled to explain.

“The Fed should not pick or favor any sector at all,” Raskin, the Federal Reserve nominee, told Kennedy. But, in June 2020, she sang a different tune. She wanted the Federal Reserve to label investments in oil and gas companies as risky. In fact, she has consistently advocated for using government power to strangle energy companies.

Professor Larry Bell of the University of Houston provided a few examples in a February 2022 opinion piece for Newsmax.23

“Despite pledging to abide by objective monetary banking policy interests, fully expect instead that Sarah Ruskin will use the Fed to push Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) lending qualification scores which include assessments of impacts on climate change,” Bell warned.

“Informed decisions allow us to mitigate the financial impact of climate risks and fashion timely remedies ahead of a crisis,” Raskin said in March 2020.24 Bell points out that this is a call for regulators to “foster the development of climate-related financial risk management technology.”

This would include, in Bell’s words, “climate-related financial disclosures and stress tests.”

“Raskin urged in a June 2020 Ceres article that the Fed use its risk-based standards to drive capital away from oil and natural-gas firms toward ‘sustainable investments,’ and went so far as to suggest that the Fed should de-bank energy companies by establishing portfolio or concentration limits for banks on ‘high-emission assets,’” Professor Bell warned.25

It makes her a perfect fit to carry out the Biden-Harris-Bernie Sanders agenda where the government forces and intimidates companies out of drilling for oil and gas.

For example, the Biden administration has pursued climate disclosures that force companies to calculate climate risks from their businesses. This can then be used as leverage, it has been theorized, to dissuade investors from putting money into those companies.
