SEXUAL ORIENTATION



We’ve been talking about gender and hateful ideas like biological sex this whole time. But a closely linked idea is the one regarding sexual orientation.


Whereas sex is a reality-based description of your body and reproductive capabilities, and gender identity is basically just a mood ring, sexual orientation has to do with who you are attracted to. (Or is it “whom”? Whom knows? We’ve never been great at grammar. You might say we’re not grammarsexuals.5)


Here are a few possible sexual orientations you might identify with:

Males attracted to males and/or people who drive Mustangs.
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Lesbian


Females attracted to females.

We’ll talk about way more super-fun orientations later on in this book.


But here’s a caveat: Since gender is so hard to nail down, a lot of gender identities are wrapped up in sexual attraction as well—making it a big gendery blob of sexy wexy stuff. Gross!


All that to say, when we mention “gender” in this book, we might be talking about sexual orientation as well. It’s all very hard to figure out, and we’re not very good at googling things.








GENDERS


The heart of this book is to educate you on what exactly “gender” means, so we’ll need to spend a little time defining some genders.


Gender is such an exciting and diverse field. It’s so expansive, you may not even know where to begin. It’s sort of like walking into an ice cream shop (or Sizzler salad bar) and being overwhelmed by the choices. However, instead of thirty-one flavors, exactly 373 genders have been discovered to date.
