ABORTION



Job 10:10–12 GNT You gave my father strength to beget me; you made me grow in my mother’s womb. You formed my body with bones and sinews and covered the bones with muscles and skin. You have given me life and constant love, and your care has kept me alive.

 

Job 12:9–10 HCSB The life of every living thing is in His hand, as well as the breath of all mankind.

Matthew 21:12–13 MSG Jesus went straight to the Temple and threw out everyone who had set up shop, buying and selling. He kicked over the tables of loan sharks and the stalls of dove merchants. He quoted this text: My house was designated a house of prayer; you have made it a hangout for thieves.

 

Mark 3:5 NCV Jesus was angry as he looked at the people, and he felt very sad because they were stubborn.

 

1 Corinthians 13:5 BBE Love’s ways are ever fair, it takes no thought for itself; it is not quickly made angry, it takes no account of evil.

 

Ephesians 4:26–27 NKJV “Be angry and do not sin”: do not let the sun go down on your wrath, nor give place to the devil.

 

Ephesians 4:31–32 NRSV Put away from you all bitterness and wrath and anger and wrangling and slander, together with all malice, and be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ has forgiven you.

 

James 1:19–21 GNT Everyone must be quick to listen, but slow to speak and slow to become angry. Human anger does not achieve God’s righteous purpose. So get rid of every filthy habit and all wicked conduct. Submit to God and accept the word that he plants in your hearts, which is able to save you.

Psalm 16:11 GNT You will show me the path that leads to life; your presence fills me with joy and brings me pleasure forever.

 

Proverbs 12:25 NKJV Anxiety in the heart of man causes depression, but a good word makes it glad.

 

Isaiah 26:3–4 GNT You, Lord, give perfect peace to those who keep their purpose firm and put their trust in you. Trust in the Lord forever; he will always protect us.

 

Isaiah 41:10 NKJV Fear not, for I am with you; be not dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you, yes, I will help you, I will uphold you with My righteous right hand.

 

Romans 8:26 ESV The Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words.

Proverbs 26:17 GNT Getting involved in an argument that is none of your business is like going down the street and grabbing a dog by the ears.

 

1 Corinthians 1:10 WEB I beg you, brothers, through the name of our Lord, Jesus Christ, that you all speak the same thing and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be perfected together in the same mind and in the same judgment.

 

Philippians 2:14–16 GNT Do everything without complaining or arguing, so that you may be innocent and pure as God’s perfect children, who live in a world of corrupt and sinful people. You must shine among them like stars lighting up the sky, as you offer them the message of life. If you do so, I shall have reason to be proud of you on the Day of Christ, because it will show that all my effort and work have not been wasted.

 

Colossians 3:12–16 ESV Put on then, as God’s chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience, bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive. And above all these put on love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony. And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. And be thankful. Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom.

 

Titus 3:9–11 NIV Avoid foolish controversies and genealogies and arguments and quarrels about the law, because these are unprofitable and useless. Warn a divisive person once, and then warn him a second time. After that, have nothing to do with him. You may be sure that such a man is warped and sinful; he is self-condemned.







ASTROLOGY



Genesis 1:16–18 GNT God made the two larger lights, the sun to rule over the day and the moon to rule over the night; he also made the stars. He placed the lights in the sky to shine on the earth, to rule over the day and the night, and to separate light from darkness. And God was pleased with what he saw.

 

Exodus 20:3–4 NRSV You shall have no other gods before me. You shall not make for yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is in heaven above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

 

Deuteronomy 4:19 NIV And when you look up to the sky and see the sun, the moon and the stars—all the heavenly array—do not be enticed into bowing down to them and worshiping things the LORD your God has apportioned to all the nations under heaven.

 

Isaiah 47:12–15 GNT Keep all your magic spells and charms; you have used them since you were young. Perhaps they will be of some help to you; perhaps you can frighten your enemies. You are powerless in spite of the advice you get. Let your astrologers come forward and save you—those people who study the stars, who map out the zones of the heavens and tell you from month to month what is going to happen to you. “They will be like bits of straw, and a fire will burn them up! They will not even be able to save themselves—the flames will be too hot for them, not a cozy fire to warm themselves by. That is all the good they will do you—those astrologers you’ve consulted all your life. They all will leave you and go their own way, and none will be left to save you.”

 

Zephaniah 1:5 MSG I’ll get rid of the people who sneak up to their rooftops at night to worship the star gods and goddesses; also those who continue to worship God but cover their bases by worshiping other king-gods as well.







ATHLETE



Isaiah 40:29–31 GNT He strengthens those who are weak and tired. Even those who are young grow weak; young people can fall exhausted. But those who trust in the Lord for help will find their strength renewed. They will rise on wings like eagles; they will run and not get weary; they will walk and not grow weak.

 

Romans 6:13–14 TNIV Offer yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life; and offer every part of yourself to him as an instrument of righteousness. For sin shall no longer be your master, because you are not under the law, but under grace.

 

Romans 12:8 NCV Anyone who has the gift of being a leader should try hard when he leads.

 

Philippians 2:1–5 CEV Christ encourages you, and his love comforts you. God’s Spirit unites you, and you are concerned for others. Now make me completely happy! Live in harmony by showing love for each other. Be united in what you think, as if you were only one person. Don’t be jealous or proud, but be humble and consider others more important than yourselves. Care about them as much as you care about yourselves and think the same way that Christ Jesus thought.

 

Philippians 2:12–13 NLT Work hard to show the results of your salvation, obeying God with deep reverence and fear. For God is working in you, giving you the desire and the power to do what pleases him.

 

1 Timothy 4:8 NIV Physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things, holding promise for both the present life and the life to come.

 

1 John 5:21 AMP Keep yourselves from idols (false gods)—[from anything and everything that would occupy the place in your heart due to God, from any sort of substitute for Him that would take first place in your life]. Amen (so let it be).







ATTITUDE



Proverbs 15:15 MSG A miserable heart means a miserable life; a cheerful heart fills the day with song.

 

Proverbs 17:22 NKJV A merry heart does good, like medicine, But a broken spirit dries the bones.

 

Jeremiah 12:2–3 NASB You are near to their lips but far from their mind. But You know me, O LORD; You see me; and You examine my heart’s attitude toward You.

 

Romans 15:5–6 TNIV May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you the same attitude of mind toward each other that Christ Jesus had, so that with one mind and one voice you may glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

 

Ephesians 4:22–24 NIV You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; to be made new in the attitude of your minds; and to put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness.

 

Philippians 2:4–5 NCV Do not be interested only in your own life, but be interested in the lives of others. In your lives you must think and act like Christ Jesus.

 

Colossians 4:2–3 NASB Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude of thanksgiving.

 

Hebrews 4:12 TNIV The word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart.

 

1 Peter 4:1–2 NLT Since Christ suffered physical pain, you must arm yourselves with the same attitude he had, and be ready to suffer, too. For if you are willing to suffer for Christ, you have decided to stop sinning. And you won’t spend the rest of your life chasing after evil desires, but you will be anxious to do the will of God.







AUTHORITY



Psalm 22:27–29 GNT All nations will remember the Lord. From every part of the world they will turn to him; all races will worship him. The Lord is king, and he rules the nations. All proud people will bow down to him.

 

Matthew 28:18–22 TNIV Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

 

Romans 13:1–5 TNIV Let everyone be subject to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have been established by God. Consequently, whoever rebels against the authority is rebelling against what God has instituted, and those who do so will bring judgment on themselves. For rulers hold no terror for those who do right, but for those who do wrong. Do you want to be free from fear of the one in authority? Then do what is right and you will be commended. For the one in authority is God’s servant for your good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for rulers do not bear the sword for no reason. They are God’s servants, agents of wrath to bring punishment on the wrongdoer. Therefore, it is necessary to submit to the authorities, not only because of possible punishment but also as a matter of conscience.

 

Colossians 3:20 HCSB Obey your parents in everything, for this is pleasing in the Lord.

 

Hebrews 13:17 NASB Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they keep watch over your souls as those who will give an account. Let them do this with joy and not with grief, for this would be unprofitable for you.







BAPTISM



Mark 1:4–8 CEV So John the Baptist showed up in the desert and told everyone, “Turn back to God and be baptized! Then your sins will be forgiven.”…John also told the people, “Someone more powerful is going to come. And I am not good enough even to stoop down and untie his sandals. I baptize you with water, but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit!”

 

John 3:5 CEV Jesus answered: “I tell you for certain that before you can get into God’s kingdom, you must be born not only by water, but by the Spirit.”

 

Acts 2:38 GNT Peter said to them, “Each one of you must turn away from your sins and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ, so that your sins will be forgiven; and you will receive God’s gift, the Holy Spirit.”

 

Acts 8:36–37 NKJV The eunuch said, “See, here is water. What hinders me from being baptized?” Then Philip said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may.” And he answered and said, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.”

 

Galatians 3:26–27 TNIV In Christ Jesus you are all children of God through faith, for all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.

 

Colossians 2:12–14 NCV When you were baptized, you were buried with Christ, and you were raised up with him through your faith in God’s power that was shown when he raised Christ from the dead. When you were spiritually dead because of your sins and because you were not free from the power of your sinful self, God made you alive with Christ, and he forgave all our sins. He canceled the debt, which listed all the rules we failed to follow. He took away that record with its rules and nailed it to the cross.

 

1 Peter 3:21 CEV Baptism is more than just washing your body. It means turning to God with a clear conscience, because Jesus Christ was raised from death.

Proverbs 31:30 GNT Charm is deceptive and beauty disappears, but a woman who honors the Lord should be praised.

 

Ecclesiastes 3:11 MSG God made everything beautiful in itself and in its time.

 

Matthew 23:27–28 NIV Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You are like whitewashed tombs, which look beautiful on the outside but on the inside are full of dead men’s bones and everything unclean. In the same way, on the outside you appear to people as righteous but on the inside you are full of hypocrisy and wickedness.

 

Romans 10:15 WEB How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the gospel of peace, who bring glad tidings of good things!

BELIEVE

Mark 9:23–24 NRSV Jesus said to him, “If you are able! All things can be done for the one who believes.” Immediately the father of the child cried out, “I believe; help my unbelief!”

 

Mark 11:23–24 NASB Whoever says to this mountain, “Be taken up and cast into the sea,” and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that what he says is going to happen, it will be granted him. Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they will be granted you.

 

Romans 10:9–10 NIV If you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.

BETRAYAL



Isaiah 26:3 NCV You, LORD, give true peace to those who depend on you, because they trust you.

 

Isaiah 63:9–10 CEV The LORD was truly merciful, so he rescued his people. He took them in his arms and carried them all those years. Then the LORD’s people turned against him and made his Holy Spirit sad.

 

Matthew 5:44–45 NCV Love your enemies. Pray for those who hurt you. If you do this, you will be true children of your Father in heaven.

 

Matthew 10:21–22 HCSB Brother will betray brother to death, and a father his child. Children will even rise up against their parents and have them put to death. You will be hated by everybody because of My name. And the one who endures to the end will be delivered.

 

Matthew 15:18–19 NCV But what people say with their mouths comes from the way they think; these are the things that make people unclean. Out of the mind come evil thoughts, murder, adultery, sexual sins, stealing, lying, and speaking evil of others.

 

Matthew 18:21–22 NIV “Lord, how many time shall I forgive my brother when he sins against me? Up to seven times?” Jesus answered, “I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times.”

 

Mark 14:21 CEV The Son of Man will die, just as the Scriptures say. But it is going to be terrible for the one who betrays me. That man would be better off if he had never been born.

 

2 Timothy 3:1–5 HCSB But know this: difficult times will come in the last days. For people will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy, unloving, irreconcilable, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, without love for what is good, traitors, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, holding to the form of religion but denying its power. Avoid these people!

Galatians 3:10 MSG Anyone who tries to live by his own effort, independent of God, is doomed to failure. Scripture backs this up: “Utterly cursed is every person who fails to carry out every detail written in the Book of the law.”

 

Ephesians 6:17 NRSV Take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.

 

Colossians 3:16 NCV Let the teaching of Christ live in you richly. Use all wisdom to teach and instruct each other by singing psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs with thankfulness in your hearts to God.

 

1 Timothy 1:8–9 CEV We know that the Law is good, if it is used in the right way. We also understand that it wasn’t given to control people who please God, but to control lawbreakers, criminals, godless people, and sinners.

 

2 Timothy 2:15 TNIV Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a worker who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the word of truth.

 

2 Timothy 3:16–17 HCSB All Scripture is inspired by God and is profitable for teaching, for rebuking, for correcting, for training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.

 

Hebrews 4:12 CEV What God has said isn’t only alive and active! It is sharper than any double-edged sword. His word can cut through our spirits and souls and through our joints and marrow, until it discovers the desires and thoughts of our hearts.

 

James 1:21–24 TNIV Get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you. Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. Those who listen to the word but do not do what it says are like people who look at their faces in a mirror and, after looking at themselves, go away and immediately forget what they look like.

 

Revelation 1:3 NCV Blessed is the one who reads the words of God’s message, and blessed are the people who hear this message and do what is written in it. The time is near when all of this will happen.

 

Revelation 22:18–19 NLT I solemnly declare to everyone who hears the words of prophecy written in this book: If anyone adds anything to what is written here, God will add to that person the plagues described in this book. And if anyone removes any of the words from this book of prophecy, God will remove that person’s share in the tree of life and in the holy city that are described in this book.
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
