A NOTE ABOUT THIS EDITION

Baseball America introduced BA Grades in the 2012 edition of the Prospect Handbook. We also grade all tools for the 300 players who rank as Top 10 Prospects, providing an quick overview of each player’s strengths and weaknesses. All grades are projected future grades.

We grade players’ tools on the 20-80 scouting scale, where 50 is average. A key to the abbreviations:

ALSO NEW IN THE 2020 EDITION:

• PROJECTED 2023 LINEUPS: Our crystal ball now includes Top 30 Prospects rankings in parentheses, where applicable, in addition to all players’ baseball ages in 2023.

• BASEBALL AGE: For the first time, all players’ baseball ages are included in their statistical registers. Baseball age is a player’s age on June 30 of the year in question, which is the standard used by Baseball-Reference.com and other outlets. This allows the reader to better put prospects’ age relative to level in context.

• BATTER STATISTICS: We removed caught stealing (CS) totals to accommodate baseball age.

• PITCHER STATISTICS: We removed complete games (CG) to accommodate baseball age.


EDITOR’S NOTE: The transactions deadline for this book was Dec. 15, 2019. You can find players who changed organizations by using the handy index in the back.

>> For the purposes of this book, a prospect is any player who is signed with a major league organization and who has not exceeded 130 at-bats, 50 innings or 30 pitching appearances or in the major leagues, regardless of major league service time.

>> The grades attached to each team’s draft class, as evaluated by Teddy Cahill, are based solely on the quality of the players signed, with no consideration given to any players acquired by trading those draft picks or for how many draft picks a team might have lost.







BA GRADES

For the ninth year, Baseball America has assigned Grades and Risk Factors for each of the 900 prospects in the Prospect Handbook. For the BA Grade, we used a 20-to-80 scale, similar to the scale scouts use, to keep it familiar. However, most major league clubs put an overall numerical grade on players, called the Overall Future Potential or OFP. Often the OFP is merely an average of the player’s tools.

The BA Grade is not an OFP. It’s a measure of a prospect’s value, and it attempts to gauge the player’s realistic ceiling. We’ve continued to adjust our grades to try to be more realistic, and less optimistic, and keep refining the grade vetting process. The majority of the players in this book rest in the 50 High/45 Medium range, because the vast majority of worthwhile prospects in the minors are players who either have a chance to be everyday regulars but are far from that possibility, or players who are closer to the majors but who are likely to be role players and useful contributors. Few future franchise players or perennial all-stars graduate from the minors in any given year. The goal of the Grade/Risk system is to allow readers to take a quick look at how strong their team’s farm system is, and how much immediate help the big league club can expect from its prospect. Got a minor leaguer who was traded from one organization to the other after the book went to press? Use the player’s Grade/Risk and see where he would rank in his new system.

It also helps with our Organization Rankings, but those will not simply flow, in formulaic fashion, from the Grade/Risk results as we incorporate a lot of factors into our talent rankings including the differences in risk between pitchers and hitters. Hitters have a lower injury risk and therefore are safer bets.

RISK FACTORS

LOW: Likely to reach realistic ceiling, certain big league career barring injury.

MEDIUM: Some work left to refine their tools, but a polished player.

HIGH: Most top draft picks in their first seasons, players with plenty of projection left, players with a significant flaw left to correct or players whose injury history is worrisome.

VERY HIGH: Recent draft picks with a limited track record of success or injury issues.

EXTREME: Teenagers in Rookie ball, players with significant injury histories or players whose struggle with a key skill (especially control for pitchers or strikeout rate for hitters).




Explaining The 20-80 Scouting Scale

None of the authors of this book is a scout, but we all have spoken to plenty of scouts to report on the prospects and scouting reports enclosed in the Prospect Handbook. So we use their lingo, and the 20-80 scouting scale is part of that. Many of these grades are measurable data, such as fastball velocity and speed (usually timed from home to first or in workouts over 60 yards). A fastball grade doesn’t stem solely from its velocity—command and life are crucial elements as well—but throwing 100 mph will earn a player an 80 grade. Secondary pitches are graded in a similar fashion. The more swings-and-misses a pitch induces from hitters and the sharper the bite of the movement, the better the grade.

Velocity steadily has increased over the past decade. Not all that long ago an 88-91 mph fastball was considered major league average, but current data shows it is now below-average. Big league starting pitchers now sit 92-93 mph on average. You can reduce the scale by 1 mph for lefthanders as they on average throw with slightly reduced velocity. Fastballs earn their grades based on the average range of the pitch over the course of a typical outing, not touching or bumping the peak velocity on occasion.

A move to the bullpen complicates in another direction. Pitchers airing it out for one inning should throw harder than someone trying to last six or seven innings, so add 1-2 mph for relievers. Yes, nowadays an 80 fastball for a reliever needs to sit at 98-99 mph with some movement and command.

Hitting ability is as much a skill as it is a tool, but the physical elements—hand-eye coordination, swing mechanics, bat speed—are key factors in the hit tool grade. Raw power generally is measured by how far a player can hit the ball, but game power is graded by how many home runs the hitter projects to hit in the majors, preferably an average over the course of a career. We have tweaked our power grades based on the recent rise in home run rates.

Arm strength can be evaluated by observing the velocity and carry of throws, measured in workouts with radar guns or measured in games for catchers with pop times—the time it takes from the pop of the ball in the catcher’s mitt to the pop of the ball in the fielder’s glove at second base. Defense takes different factors into account by position but starts with proper footwork and technique, incorporates physical attributes such as hands, short-area quickness and fluid actions, then adds subtle skills such as instincts and anticipation as a last layer.

Not every team uses the wording below. Some use a 2-to-8 scale without half-grades, and others use above-average and plus synonymously. But for the Handbook, consider this BA’s 20-80 scale.

20: As bad as it gets for a big leaguer. Think Billy Hamilton’s power.

30: Poor, but not unplayable, such as Edwin Encarnacion’s speed.

40: Below-average, such as Eloy Jimenez’s defense, or Trevor Bauer’s control.

45: Fringe-average. Reynaldo Lopez’s control and Kurt Suzuki’s arm qualify.

50: Major league average. Juan Soto’s speed.

55: Above-average. Nick Castellanos’ power.

60: Plus. Alex Bregman’s speed or Stephen Strasburg’s control.

70: Plus-Plus. Among the best tools in the game, such as Corey Seager’s arm, Patrick Corbin’s slider or Francisco Lindor’s defense.

80: Top of the scale. Some scouts consider only one player’s tool in all of the major leagues to be 80. Think of Aaron Judge’s power tool, Byron Buxton’s speed or Aroldis Chapman’s fastball.

MINOR LEAGUE DEPTH CHART

AN OVERVIEW

Another feature of the Prospect Handbook is a depth chart of every organization’s minor league talent. This shows you at a glance what kind of talent a system has and provides even more prospects beyond the Top 30.

Players are usually listed on the depth charts where we think they’ll ultimately end up. To help you better understand why players are slotted at particular positions, we show you here what scouts look for in the ideal candidate at each spot, with individual tools ranked in descending order.
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POSITION RANKINGS

Context is crucial to prospect evaluations. So to provide yet another layer of context, we rank prospects at all all eight field positions plus righthanded and lefthanded starting pitchers. The rankings go deeper at the glamour positions, i.e. shortstop, center field and righthanded starter.

We grade players’ tools on the 20-80 scouting scale, where 50 is average. The tools listed for position players are ability to hit for average (HIT), hit for power (POW), speed (SPD), fielding ability (FLD) and throwing arm (ARM). The tools listed for pitchers are fastball (FB), curveball (CB), slider (SL), changeup (CHG), other (OTH) and control (CTL). The “other” category can be a splitter, cutter or screwball.

Included as the final categories are BA Grades and Risk levels on a scale ranging from low to extreme.

Arizona Diamondbacks

The retooling of the Diamondbacks’ organization went into full gear following the 2018 season—or, that is, the highest speed general manager Mike Hazen was willing to take it. In a nine-month span, Hazen traded away Paul Goldschmidt and Zack Greinke and watched Patrick Corbin and A.J. Pollock walk as free agents, but at the same time managed to keep his club in the playoff race into September.

Not interested in a full teardown, Hazen seems to be doing an admirable job following an alternative reconstruction model. For years, the sense around the game has been that teams who try to win and rebuild simultaneously often do a poor job of both. Hazen is trying to follow the same path the Brewers have to disprove that adage.

In terms of winning, his results have been mixed. The D-backs claimed a wild card in 2017 but fell short of the playoffs each of the next two seasons. The work on the farm is less debatable, though it too is open to interpretation.

When Hazen took over, the D-backs had one of the worst farm systems in the game. They’ll open this year with one that ranks in the top 10 of baseball. The industry seems to have little dispute about the depth of talent the D-backs have assembled, with a large and growing collection of up-the-middle athletes with plate discipline and hard throwers with unrealized potential.

There is, however, one shortcoming: prospects who project as superstars. Three years ago, the White Sox signed outfielder Luis Robert and traded for Eloy Jimenez, adding them to a prospect stable that already included Yoan Moncada, Lucas Giolito and Michael Kopech.

Rival scouts see a lot to like about the D-backs’ current collection, but it pales in comparison to what teams like the White Sox—that is, teams willing to tear down—are able to amass.

“I think it’s a better system,” a scout with an American League club said of the D-backs. “It’s good but still not great. There are still quite a few talented guys at the lower levels. I like Daulton Varsho and Alek Thomas, but if those are your one and two guys, I don’t know. They’re everyday guys, but I don’t know if they’re the kind that anchor a championship ballclub.”

Of course, players are bound to surprise. Perhaps Varsho, Thomas, Geraldo Perdomo or Corbin Carroll become even more impactful than initial impressions might suggest. Perhaps Kristian Robinson realizes his potential as a middle-ofthe-order masher. Perhaps any of their half-dozen unrefined, lightning-armed prospects click and become frontline starters.

Or, better yet, maybe the D-backs’ current crop of big leaguers—headed by a collection of players acquired and groomed by Hazen like second baseman Ketel Marte, catcher Carson Kelly and righthanders Zac Gallen and Luke Weaver—make a deep postseason run in the near future.
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The D-backs traded acquired righthander Zac Gallen from the Marlins at the trade deadline.



With Hazen agreeing to a new contract extension in September, it seems clear that, for the first time in awhile, a D-backs GM will be around to see how his long-term plans play out. If everything goes as hoped, and if the club wins while rebuilding, Hazen will have turned an adage on its head.

DRAFT ANALYSIS

2019

BEST PURE HITTER: OF Corbin Carroll (1) was one of the top-performing prep hitters throughout the summer showcase season prior to the draft and possesses excellent bat-to-ball skills. He also has surprising pop for his size and arguably the best strike zone understanding and approach of the 2019 prep class.

BEST POWER HITTER: 1B Tristin English (3) homered 18 times during his junior season with Georgia Tech before homering seven times during his pro debut in the short-season Northwest League. English has 60-grade raw power and above-average power in games.

FASTEST RUNNER: Carroll has an advanced tool-set, but his loudest tool is perhaps his running ability. He’s a 70-grade runner who uses that speed in the outfield and on the bases, where he is an aggressive and instinctual runner. He stole 18 bases and was caught just once in his pro debut in the Arizona and Northwest leagues.

BEST DEFENSIVE PLAYER: Carroll has all the tools to be a plus defender in center field. OF Dominic Fletcher (2s) runs terrific routes and makes excellent jumps, but lacks the elite foot speed that Carroll has. Fletcher’s plus arm strength could make him a defensive asset in right field if he is ever forced away from center field.

BEST FASTBALL: The D-backs invested in several high-octane arms with their plethora of draft picks this year. RHPs Brennan Malone (1), Drey Jameson (1), Ryne Nelson (2) and Conor Grammes (5) all have fastballs that have been up to 97 mph or better.

BEST SECONDARY PITCH: It’s a testament to the strength of LHP Andrew Saalfrank’s (6) curveball that he’s mentioned here despite the impressive collection of pitching talent drafted in front of him. It has big shape and depth and could be a legitimate 70-grade breaking ball.

BEST PRO DEBUT: Fletcher hit .318/.389/.463 with five home runs and 14 doubles in the Midwest League while playing all three outfield positions, while LHP Nick Snyder (11) posted a 0.53 ERA with 30 strikeouts and nine walks in 17 innings in the Arizona and Northwest leagues.

BEST ATHLETE: LHP Blake Walston (1), has impressive athleticism as well. He was a talented high school quarterback and his athleticism translates well to the mound, where he has a clean arm action and some of the best strike-throwing ability of the 2019 prep class.

MOST INTRIGUING BACKGROUND: SS Glenallen Hill Jr. (4) is the son of former 13-year major leaguer Glenallen Hill.

CLOSEST TO THE MAJORS: Fletcher can play all three outfield spots effectively and has impressive contact ability that could allow him to move quickly. He’s extremely polished defensively and had an extensive track record of performing in college before his hot start to pro ball. Scouts laud his makeup as well.

BEST LATE-ROUND PICK: Snyder’s terrific debut makes him a strong candidate for best late-round pick, though LHP Avery Short (12) is a good strike-thrower with a four-pitch mix. SS Ricky Martinez (18) had a solid debut with the bat and can play shortstop, second base and third.

THE ONE WHO GOT AWAY: OF Jerrion Ealy (31) was among the most athletic players in the 2019 class—high school or college—but was always going to be a tough sign as a two-sport commit to Mississippi. He has the toolset to become a star with improved all-around refinement to his game.

TRACK RECORD: Varsho, the son of ex-big leaguer Gary Varsho, cemented his status as one of the Diamondbacks’ most dynamic prospects last year when he put together one of the better seasons of any hitter at Double-A. In leading the Southern League in OPS, Varsho showed an ability to hit for average and get on base, displayed both power and speed and played well at two positions high on the defensive spectrum. Though he finally began to gain industry-wide recognition in 2019, his production generally fell in line with what he had done throughout his career since being selected 68th overall in the 2017 draft out of University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee.

SCOUTING REPORT: With short arms and a compact swing, Varsho finds the barrel often. He has a mature approach and will take his walks, and he also has good hand-eye skills that allow him to spray the ball to all fields. Even though he hit 18 home runs in 108 games at Double-A Jackson, his power potential generates mixed feelings, with some scouts anticipating 20-plus home runs while others see him merely reaching double digits.He has above-average speed (and not just for a catcher) and is a good baserunner; he became the first backstop at Double-A or Triple-A to steal 20-plus bases since at least 2006. He even runs well enough to hold his own in center field, which he did during a cameo there over the final two weeks of the season. Scouts and executives both inside and outside the organization believe he can be at least an average defensive major league catcher. He is athletic, is a decent receiver, blocks well and compensates for below-average arm strength with a quick transfer that leads to at least average times on throws to second base. D-backs officials were encouraged by Varsho’s brief exposure to center field, which came as no surprise given the high marks he receives for his baseball instincts.

THE FUTURE: With Carson Kelly’s emergence as a potential frontline catcher, the D-backs started to experiment with other paths toward big league at-bats for Varsho in August. His outfield experience was limited to center field, but club officials say he also could be exposed to left field and did not rule out the possibility of second base. Varsho is likely to open the year in Triple-A Reno and should give the D-backs the kind of flexibility their front office values.

He is a consistent and dependable defender whom scouts have little doubt will stick at short.

THE FUTURE: Given his defense, speed and approach, Perdomo is on his way toward being an above-average everyday player. He grew an inch taller from 2018 to 2019 and still has plenty of maturing to do physically. If that leads to more pop, the D-backs could have an all-star.

TRACK RECORD: Robinson received a $2.5 million bonus in 2017 and put his massive skill-set on display in the short-season Northwest League in 2019, dominating against much older competition. Playing the entire season at age 18, he reached low Class A for the final month of the season.

SCOUTING REPORT: A physical specimen despite his age, Robinson has a chance for four plus tools, the exception being his arm. At the plate, he uses a simple stride with little movement in his setup followed by a compact swing. The raw power he generates is enormous, and he got to it often in games last season. Scouts are concerned by his strikeout total, but his chase rate is solid and his in-zone whiff rate isn’t bad, either. He makes enough hard contact to offset the swing-and-miss in his game. Robinson gets good reads in center field, but scouts expect he will move to a corner once he fills out. He is mature for his age, a hard worker and routine-oriented. He has plus speed and stole bases at an 82 percent clip in Hillsboro.

THE FUTURE: Given his loud tools, Robinson arguably has more potential than any player in the D-backs system. If he continues his upward trajectory, he could find himself among baseball’s top prospects in short order.

SCOUTING REPORT: Carroll, whose game is similar to fellow D-backs prospect Alek Thomas, described his play as “tools meets gamer.” Scouts and coaches paint a similar picture. Carroll has a fluid swing with which he sprays line drives to all fields. He has surprising average raw power, which he put on display during an impressive batting practice session at Chase Field after he signed. In his pro debut in the Rookie-level Arizona League and short-season Northwest League, he showed some swing-and-miss tendencies but also carried an impressive 15.5 percent walk rate. Carroll is a burner whose plus-plus speed plays on the bases and in center field, where he projects to be a plus defender. He has an accurate but below-average arm. An advanced player for his age, he has good instincts and good baseball acumen.

THE FUTURE: Carroll will look to build on his strong pro debut in 2020, beginning at low Class A Kane County.

While his velocity fluctuated during the spring, he was more consistent after signing, regularly touching 96-97 mph. His plus curveball and average slider tended to bleed together, and some feel he could benefit from settling on one or the other. His changeup is lightly used but showed flashes of being an average pitch.

THE FUTURE: Walston excited the Diamondbacks with glimpses of his potential last summer, drawing comparisons to a young Barry Zito. He likely will open the season in extended spring training with a chance to push his way to low Class A Kane County.

SCOUTING REPORT: Regarded as a premium athlete, Peguero has a strong, wiry build and above-average speed. He has a feel for finding the barrel and regularly generates loud contact. With a body that still has room to fill out, his average power projection could continue to grow. Peguero’s approach is aggressive, but he showed signs last year of being more selective. He won over skeptical coaches and evaluators with his improved defense last season, leading many to change their minds about his ability to stick at shortstop. If he does have to move, he could easily fit elsewhere on the infield or even in center field, where his long strides would cover a lot of ground.

THE FUTURE: Peguero has a ways to go, but his offensive-minded profile brings to mind a longer and leaner Jean Segura. He should make the jump to full-season ball in 2020.

He is a good athlete with clean arm action and a simple, repeatable delivery. Assuming he can get back to what he was, Martin will give the D-backs a polished starter with a four-pitch mix. His fastball sits in the 94-95 mph range, touching 98, and he commands it well to both sides of the plate. His slider and curveball both can be above-average pitches. His slider is more consistent, but when it’s on his curveball can be better. His changeup comes in firm but with good armside run.

THE FUTURE: Martin’s immediate future includes a lot of days rehabbing at Salt River Fields. If all goes well, he will return to game action after the all-star break.

His slider is his best secondary offering, a potential plus pitch with sharp, late break that he throws at the back foot of lefthanded hitters. His curveball and changeup are less consistent, but both project average. Malone has a mature, stoic demeanor on the mound. At times, his command deserts him and he can look more like a thrower than a pitcher.

THE FUTURE: Malone has the ingredients to become a power starter, with his upside to be determined by how his command and stuff progress.

SCOUTING REPORT: Frias comes with some reliever risk, but he has the ingredients of a frontline starter. He has a big, physical build, a fastball that reaches the upper 90s and a swing-and-miss breaking ball. He implemented a spike curveball grip in 2019 that made the pitch a plus offering and turned his changeup into more of a splitter, giving him a usable, average third pitch. Frias ironed out his delivery and began to shed his reputation for being erratic. He also kept his weight in check around the mid-230s after ballooning to more than 250 pounds a year ago.

THE FUTURE: Frias showed progress in 2019, but he will need to continue to refine his arsenal and show his command and control will play against more advanced hitters. He could be a force in the rotation if it all clicks. Otherwise, his path might lead him to a high-leverage relief role.

SCOUTING REPORT: Tall and lean, Kelly features a fastball that sits in the mid-90s along with a slider that some believe already is at least an above-average major league pitch. He switched his changeup grip to a splitter, a pitch that better fits his aggressive mindset, but it remains a distant third offering. Kelly has a max-effort delivery—some coaches think he might benefit from not going all-out on every pitch—and only fair command. Those attributes, combined with his still-developing splitter, lead to projections of a possible future in relief. He earns high marks for his makeup and maturity.

THE FUTURE: If everything comes together, Kelly could settle into a role as a back-end starter. If not, his slider gives him a go-to weapon that would shine in a late-inning relief role.

TRACK RECORD: Pro ball has not been the smoothest ride for Bukauskas since the Astros selected him 15th overall in 2017. He missed two months with a bulging disk in his back following a car accident in 2018, then struggled to command his pitches in 2019, a year in which he was both traded to the Diamondbacks in the Zack Greinke trade and shut down in August with elbow discomfort.

SCOUTING REPORT: There are few questions about Bukauskas’ stuff. He has a short arm stroke that produces deception and power and two plus pitches in his his fastball and slider. His fastball, though straight at times, touches the mid-to-upper 90s, and his slider is a true wipeout pitch in the upper 80s with sharp, late tilt. His changeup projects average. Bukauskas was his own worst enemy in 2019, falling behind in counts and putting runners on as his command took a step back from the previous year. He has trouble repeating his delivery and remaining consistent with his release point.

THE FUTURE: Bukauskas has the weapons to start if he can clean things up, but most evaluators now view him as a reliever. Still, he could be a difference-maker in a late-inning role.

TRACK RECORD: Duplantier reached the majors in 2019, but he spent the year bouncing not only from Triple-A Reno to Arizona but also from the rotation to the bullpen, where the Diamondbacks primarily used him in the big leagues. He mostly struggled no matter the role or level as his season became a manifestation of the reservations scouts have harbored about him for years.

SCOUTING REPORT: Duplantier again battled injuries—this time, shoulder inflammation—and also struggled to maintain his velocity while showing below-average command. For some scouts, both Duplantier’s injury and command issues stem from his high-maintenance delivery and long arm action. He spent the final months of the season working to correct those issues with then-Diamondbacks pitching coach Mike Butcher. At his best, Duplantier features a fastball that can touch the mid-90s along with a slider, curveball and changeup that all flash at least average, but consistency eludes him.

THE FUTURE: The Diamondbacks hope a more consistent role as a starter in 2020 will allow Duplantier to regain his previous form. His struggles last season led to more questions about whether he is best suited for relief.

The Diamondbacks acquired him midway through the year as part of the Zack Greinke trade.

SCOUTING REPORT: Beer’s calling card is his bat, but there’s far from a consensus on what kind of player he is likely to become. His game includes a blend of hittability, power and a mature approach, but scouts wonder if he does well enough at any of them to be a first-division bat. Since he doesn’t run well and is a poor defender—he’s a first base-only type with below-average footwork and hands—he’s going to have to really mash in order to profile at the position.

THE FUTURE: Despite the gaudy numbers, Beer is a divisive player in the industry. Analytically-inclined officials support him, while most traditional scouts remain uncertain, offering comps of modestly productive sluggers like Matt Adams and Allen Craig. Beer is likely to open 2020 back at Double-A Jackson.

SCOUTING REPORT: Riding a heavy, sinking fastball that harkens back to a different era, Green recorded one of the highest ground-ball rates in the minors. His sinker sits in the low-to-mid 90s, touching 96 at its best. His curveball improved to the point that it might be his best secondary offering ahead of his change-up, as an average pitch. He also has a cutter/slider. Green’s secondaries are truly secondary, but he limits walks and homers and is something of a workhorse. He went at least five innings in all 22 of his starts.

THE FUTURE: Rival scouts believe Green’s stuff is too light to compare to a turbo-sinkerballer like Dakota Hudson, but the Diamondbacks view him differently. They see enough stuff to go along with a durable frame and aptitude and believe he can become a back-end starter.

Patiño underwent a second elbow surgery that sidelined him until the following June, but he played his first uninterrupted season in 2019.

SCOUTING REPORT: Once healthy, Patiño quickly showcased his ultra-athletic skill set. Built like a defensive back, he has a chance to develop into a five-tool talent. He has at least plus speed, above-average if not plus raw power, a chance to stick in center field and an above-average arm to go with his promising pure hitting ability. Patiño still has plenty of facets to fine tune. His approach can come and go, he chases too much and doesn’t recognize spin particularly well. He also hits too many balls on the ground, which limits his capacity for extra-base hits.

THE FUTURE: Patiño’s rough edges are standard for an 18-year-old with fewer than 300 professional at-bats.

SCOUTING REPORT: Jameson stands out for his pure stuff. Despite an undersized frame, his quick arm produces rising fastballs that regularly gets into the 93-97 mph range. He compliments his fastball with a swing-and-miss curveball, a potential above-average slider that elicits soft contact and a changeup that flashes plus with split action. All have intriguing potential but are inconsistent. Jameson’s size and uptempo delivery create questions about whether he’ll be able to maintain his stuff as a starter. He also did not throw enough strikes his freshman year, and while he improved as a sophomore, his control wasn’t sharp in his abbreviated pro debut and will be worth watching moving forward.

THE FUTURE: Jameson is regarded as a tremendous athlete, giving the Diamondbacks hope he’ll find a way to stick in the rotation. If he can’t, his explosive stuff should play well in relief.

While he’s always been a good defender at first, he also played a more passable corner outfield in 2019, showing a sneaky good arm.

THE FUTURE: Smith started to make his path toward a positive big league role more palatable. Whether he fully lives up to his draft slot remains to be seen, but he’ll open 2020 in Triple-A Reno on the cusp of the majors.

He has good hands and actions, as well, convincing evaluators he could be at least a serviceable shortstop in the majors. He also saw time at second base and third base. Though his numbers (.262, 7 HR) weren’t great, he made strides at the plate and showed better pitch selection. Even so, Alexander gave away too many at-bats without a consistent plan, something the Diamondbacks hope will come with maturity. Scouts give him a chance to hit for a decent average and close to average power.

THE FUTURE: With a crowded middle infield picture in the system, Alexander’s versatility could help him carve out a role in the Chris Taylor/Chris Owings mold. He’ll see high Class A Visalia in 2020.

A 37th-round pick who signed for $3,000, Young continued to swing the bat with his new organization and hit 29 homers between Double-A Jackson and Triple-A Reno, tied for second-most in the D-backs’ system.

SCOUTING REPORT: Young has a strong frame and a compact swing with little wasted movement, allowing him to generate real power. Most scouts envision a player who will provide quality at-bats and occasional power at the major league level. They are less convinced on what Young will bring defensively. He is at best a fringe-average defender at second base, while others don’t see a position for him on the field at all. The Diamondbacks plan to expose him to the outfield in 2020, where he has played only sparingly.

THE FUTURE: The D-backs added Young to the 40-man roster in November. Comparisons put him somewhere between a Phil Gosselin and Jedd Gyorko type of contributor.

He focused on his slider in the offseason and turned it into a useable weapon, a pitch that ranged from average to plus. The emphasis on his breaking ball came at the cost of his changeup, though he rediscovered the pitch late in the year to give him a solid three-pitch mix. Most impressive was his control—he walked only 16 batters in 95.1 innings.

THE FUTURE: Most evaluators see Tabor as a potential back-end starter, and he still has work to do to get there. He is likely to open 2020 with high Class A Visalia.

Some are less certain about his position and paint him as an outfield tweener without the chops to play center or the offensive thump to profile in a corner.

THE FUTURE: Whether as an everyday center fielder or a fourth outfielder, Fletcher is viewed as a likely future big league contributor. He is likely to start 2020 at high Class A Visalia.

SCOUTING REPORT: Ginkel went to Arizona, but his revamped delivery is reminiscent of a Virginia product: He is bent at the knees as he comes set, a posture which helps him activate his lower half before driving toward home plate. The delivery allows him to generate elite extension, helping his mid-90s fast-ball play up. He pairs his fastball with a slider that proved to be nearly unhittable in his 25 appearances in the majors. The Diamondbacks did not hesitate to move Ginkel up the bullpen hierarchy, even giving him a pair of save chances in the season’s final two weeks.

THE FUTURE: Barring a disastrous spring, Ginkel seems assured of a role in the Diamondbacks’ bullpen to open 2020, and potentially even a prominent one.

SCOUTING REPORT: Grammes has an explosive arm that generates fastballs in the mid-to-upper 90s. He has two breaking balls, a curveball he can throw for strikes or bounce and a slider he buries in on left-handed hitters. He began to get a better feel for his little-used changeup late in his pro debut at short-season Hillsboro. His high-effort delivery occasionally broke down across multiple innings in college and led to a walk rate of more than six batters-per-nine innings, and after signing he had issues with maintaining his arm slot and keeping his backside from collapsing. Given Grammes’ athleticism and limited pitching experience, the organization is hopeful his delivery and strike-throwing will become more consistent with time.

THE FUTURE: The Diamondbacks believe the upside with Grammes is significant. He has obvious reliever risk, but the organization will develop him as a starter.

TRACK RECORD: Martinez converted from outfield to the mound less than six months before the Diamondbacks took a $50,000 flyer on him in March, 2018. He debuted in the Dominican Summer League a few months later, topping out at 95 mph, and added a few more ticks to his fastball last year to suddenly look like an intriguing, under-the-radar arm.

SCOUTING REPORT: Martinez flashes electric stuff with his arm strength and athleticism. He sits 95-96 mph on his fastball, touching 98, and can show a powerful, swing-and-miss slider, albeit inconsistently. He also shows feel for a changeup. Despite a clean arm action and an uncomplicated, low-effort delivery, he has difficulty repeating and syncing up his levers. Even so, his strike-throwing improved year-to-year, and given his athleticism and how far he has come so quickly for a converted player, the Diamondbacks see reason to believe he’ll continue to get better in time

THE FUTURE: Martinez has the ingredients to become a tantalizing pitching prospect, but he still has a long way to turn that potential into reality. He’ll open 2020 in extended spring training.

Atlanta Braves

After something of a surprise National League East title in 2018, the Braves topped the division again in 2019 despite win-now offseasons from the Mets and Phillies and another strong year from the Nationals.

Atlanta went 97-65 and was the fifth-best team in baseball by record. Yet again they hit a wall in the playoffs, losing their eighth consecutive postseason series by dropping the Division Series to the Cardinals.

Led by center fieler Ronald Acuña Jr., second baseman Ozzie Albies, third baseman Josh Donaldson and first baseman Freddie Freeman, the Braves had one of the best offensive cores in the game. The team ranked third in the National League in runs scored, and while Donaldson was signed to a one-year deal, the team signed both Acuña and Albies to team-friendly extensions that will keep them in Atlanta together through 2028.

The core of Acuña, Albies and Freeman should keep the Braves competitive well into the 2020s.

While Atlanta hasn’t gotten the expected results from its bevy of pitching prospects, righthander Mike Soroka established himself as one of the best young pitchers in the game in 2019. He finished second in the NL Rookie of the Year award voting by going 13-4, 2.68 with the fourth-best park-adjusted ERA+ of 169 in baseball.
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Mike Soroka logged a 2.68 ERA in 29 starts and finished second in NL Rookie of the Year voting.



Having so much quality young talent should allow general manager Alex Anthopoulos to add established veteran pieces to the roster to take the next step. While it would be surprising to see the Liberty Media-owned Braves dive into the premier free agent market, Anthopoulos did act aggressively early in the offseason to solidify what was previously a shaky bullpen, signing closer Will Smith to a three-year, $40 million deal. He later bolstered the rotation by signing 36-year-old lefthander Cole Hamels for one year and $18 million.

The Braves enter 2020 with more upper-level pitching prospects and young major league arms than roster spots available. That could benefit the team by creating a deep crop of arms to use as a safety net for injuries during the season, or more likely, pieces to add in a trade for additional major league assets that will help improve the team.

While pitching was at the heart of Atlanta’s rebuild, their top two prospects are outfielders, and both Cristian Pache and Drew Waters made it to Triple-A in 2019 and look to impact the club at some point in 2020.

The Braves also seemed to shift their draft philosophy after letting longtime scouting director Brian Bridges go just before the season. They targeted safer college players like Baylor catcher Shea Langeliers at No. 9 overall and Texas A&M shortstop Braden Shewmake 21st overall. Both could move quickly through the system and more easily fit into the team’s current competitive window.

Still, graduations of top prospects like Acuña, Soroka and third baseman Austin Riley, as well as international signing sanctions, have thinned Atlanta’s previously dynamic farm system and instead given them a solid one, with immediate help in the upper minors, but little to speak of at the lower levels.

Fortunately for the Braves, they probably won’t need to worry about that for some time.

BEST PURE HITTER: SS Braden Shewmake (1) was one of the most consistent hitters in the SEC over his collegiate career—he hit .323/.381/.487 at Texas A&M—and did well during his pro debut at low Class A Rome, where he hit .318/.389/.473 before a late-season promotion to Double-A Mississippi.

BEST POWER: 1B Bryce Ball (24) has a 6-foot-6, 235-pound frame and plus raw power that should be his carrying tool. He tapped into that power well during his pro debut, hitting .329/.395/.628 with 17 home runs and 18 doubles between Rookie-level Danville and low Class A Rome.

FASTEST RUNNER: OF Drew Campbell (23) is an above-average runner, though he stole a modest 14 bags over two seasons with Louisville and just one during a 28-game stint with low Class A Rome, where he played left and right field. OF Stephen Paolini (5) is also an impressive runner.

BEST DEFENSIVE PLAYER: C Shea Langeliers (1) has plus arm strength, great blocking and receiving ability, and he threw out 41 percent of basestealers in the South Atlantic League during his debut. Shewmake is a solid defender with the versatility to play any position outside of catcher.

BEST ATHLETE: Paolini was something of an under-the-radar prospect. Many teams were unaware of him, but the Braves liked his plus running ability and standout athleticism that offers him significant upside. So much so that they signed him for $597,500.

BEST FASTBALL: RHP Ricky DeVito (8) has a fastball that gets into the mid-90s, while RHP Kasey Kalich (4) has a heater that can get up to 98 mph. Kalich has a more clear role as a reliever at this point in his career, while DeVito has a three-pitch mix that could allow him to start.

BEST SECONDARY PITCH: RHP Darius Vines (7) has a solid four-pitch mix, but his best offering is a power curveball that amateur scouts believed was already a big league-quality pitch—a downer breaking ball in the 78-80 mph range that has late biting action and tunnels with his fastball well.

BEST PRO DEBUT: Ball was named the 2019 Appalachian League player of the year after posting a 1.086 OPS with 13 home runs for Danville. Ball also showed solid plate discipline.

MOST INTRIGUING BACKGROUND: RHP Jared Johnson (14) didn’t pitch in any summer showcases, but he blew up during the spring after reaching back and touching 97 mph with his fastball in small-town Smithville, Miss.

CLOSEST TO THE MAJORS: Shewmake doesn’t have the largest toolset, but he has a polished all-around game—led by his hit tool—and could fill a number of holes at the big league level, including a super-utility bench role if needed.

BEST-LATE ROUND PICK: The Braves have done a nice job getting late-round gems in the draft, and it seems like Ball is the next in line. He gives the organization some much-needed prospect excitement in the lower levels.

THE ONE WHO GOT AWAY: 3B Riley King (26) opted to return to Georgia for his redshirt junior season after hitting .295/.403/.440 with eight home runs in 2019. King then posted a .323/.373/.427 line in the Cape Cod League.

TRACK RECORD: After failing to hit a home run over his first two pro seasons, Pache has completely shed his reputation as a glove-first, light-hitting center fielder by getting bigger and stronger and learning which pitches he can drive. After hitting a career high nine home runs in 2018, Pache topped that by hitting 12 in 2019, in a season spent primarily in the pitcher-friendly Double-A Southern League.

SCOUTING REPORT: Pache continues to stand out for his elite defensive ability. As a 70-grade runner with a tremendous first step and a 70-grade arm, it’s easy to project Pache as a Gold Glove center fielder. He aggressively tracks down balls in the gaps and has well above-average range and impressive route-running ability. What has raised Pache’s ceiling, though, is his increased power production. Previously expected to hit between 10-15 homers a season, Pache is now projected by scouts to hit 20-25 home runs. Some have even gone as far as saying 30 home runs are a possibility because of the increased strength and better leverage in his swing. Yet Pache does need to continue refining his approach to get to an average hit tool. He has the physical skills—with electric bat speed, as well as solid pitch selection and strike zone recognition—but he continues to be an extreme pull-oriented hitter who sent more than 55 percent of his batted balls to the left side in 2019. Learning to use the middle and opposite field will help him get on base more frequently and help him avoid being shifted upon. His pure speed will help him leg out infield hits. While Pache is a double-plus runner who clocks times of 4.15 seconds from home to first base from the right side, his speed continues to play better in the outfield. Pache has never been an efficient basestealer, and he showed little progress in that regard in 2019, going a dreadful 8-for-19 (42 percent) in stolen base attempts at Double-A Mississippi, before simply not attempting a stolen base in 26 games at Triple-A Gwinnett.

THE FUTURE: Pache made it to Triple-A as a 20-year-old in 2019, and could likely use some more time there in 2020. But he was ready to fill in if necessary with Atlanta in 2019 and should have a chance to break in as a regular in 2020, adding even more excitement to an outfield built around Ronald Acuña Jr.

TRACK RECORD: A local high school product, Waters has steadily climbed the minor league ladder alongside Cristian Pache, and reached Triple-A Gwinnett for the first time in 2019. At Double-A, the athletic, switch-hitting outfielder won the Southern League batting title and MVP award.

SCOUTING REPORT: Waters has long been thought to be an above-average hitter thanks to a loose, handsy swing and a proclivity to use the entire field. However, scouts were concerned with the amount of swing-and-miss seen in his game this season—particularly from the righthanded side of the plate, where he also tends to get more pull-heavy. He still has a chance to be a solid-average hitter and has shown the ability to make adjustments within at-bats, but at the moment he gets beat inside too frequently and his swing can get long from the left side—where he shows plus raw power. Waters could stick in center field as a plus runner with above-average arm strength, and he’s also an efficient and smart baserunner.

THE FUTURE: Waters should start 2020 in Triple-A, where he’ll need to cut down his strikeout rate and improve his approach from the right side. If he does that, he could become a fixture in Atlanta during the season.

TRACK RECORD: Anderson continued to dominate Double-A batters over 21 starts and ranked third in the Southern League with 147 strikeouts before earning a promotion to Triple-A Gwinnett.

SCOUTING REPORT: Anderson’s stuff wasn’t quite as electric in 2019 as he’s shown in the past. While he’s previously thrown a fastball in the 92-97 mph range, the pitch didn’t have that sort of top-end velocity this season, sitting mostly in the 92-94 range. It’s still a plus offering thanks to the angle that Anderson creates out of an overhand arm slot, and he’s been effective with it pitching both up and down in the zone. Similarly, Anderson’s 12-to-6 curve-ball hasn’t shown the bite he’s had in the past. It’s more of a 55-grade offering he has learned to spot more consistently, but he struggles at times to get hitters to chase it out of the zone. Anderson also has a firm, mid-to-upper 80s changeup that he’s shown feel for and it projects as an above-average pitch. Outside of his five-game stint in Triple-A, Anderson showed improved feel for throwing strikes and projects for above-average control despite stiffness in his delivery.

THE FUTURE: Anderson should start 2020 in Gwinnett and projects as more of a middle-of-the-rotation arm.

The Vanderbilt product’s slider and curveball each flash plus, but the pitches can blend together and are more consistently above-average offerings. Wright used his slider more frequently than his curve this season—a departure from previous pitch usage—and also showed much better feel for a mid-80s changeup that has solid depth and gives him a more effective secondary against lefties. The gap between his walk rate in the minors and majors continues to be drastic, though coaches believe that’s more an issue of settling into a consistent schedule and role.

THE FUTURE: Wright should graduate from prospect status in 2020 and become a fixture in Atlanta’s rotation, where he has the stuff to become a steady, mid-rotation arm.

SCOUTING REPORT: After trending in the right direction a season ago, Muller now has one of the best fastballs in the system. In 2019, he topped out at 98 mph and sat in the 90-97 mph range at Double-A, with solid downhill angle that makes it an easy plus pitch. He made some progress with both his curveball and changeup, which project as average with increased consistency. Muller’s curveball flashes depth and bite and his changeup looks solid with slight fade, though he needs to learn to throw it with more conviction. Muller’s control is below-average. He walked the second-most batters (68) in the Southern League and will need to improve his strike-throwing to take advantage of a solid three-pitch mix that overwhelms hitters when he’s not overwhelming himself.

THE FUTURE: After dominating Double-A batters over a full season, Muller should start 2020 in Triple-A and could spend some time there learning how to sequence pitches more effectively as a starter, though he could help the big league club in a bullpen role right away.

SCOUTING REPORT: A strong, physical righthander, Wilson’s fastball has long been his best pitch. It gets into the upper 90s at its best but sits in the 94-95 mph range. His pure velocity, natural sinking life and precision was more than enough to overwhelm minor league batters, but he was susceptible to the long ball in the major leagues. That might be due to the fact that Wilson currently lacks a swing-and-miss breaking ball. His firm, mid-80s slider has progressed, but he rarely generates whiffs with the pitch and relies more on an 84-87 mph changeup with fade and sink to get batters to swing and miss. There are few successful fastball/changeup righthanded starters in the big leagues, so Wilson will need to sharpen his breaking ball, but he has the strike-throwing ability and physicality to be a durable, innings-eating back-of-the-rotation type.

THE FUTURE: Wilson has done all he can do in the minors and will look to establish himself in the big leagues in 2020.

SCOUTING REPORT: Langeliers shines on defense. He has an easy plus throwing arm and used that to throw out 41 percent of basestealers in his pro debut at low Class A Rome. Langeliers is also a polished pitch-framer who’s handled plenty of premium stuff with USA Baseball’s Collegiate National Team. He moves well behind the plate and consistently keeps balls in the dirt in front of him. Those defensive skills led to Austin Hedges comparisons, but Langeliers has a stronger offensive foundation than Hedges, with a chance to become an average hitter thanks to a balanced, fluid swing from the right side with gap power now that could get to above-average.

THE FUTURE: Langeliers’ defense alone gives him a high floor as a major league backup, and if he reaches his offensive ceiling he could become a first-division regular. Langeliers could move quickly, but the Braves will look to maximize both his and William Contreras’ at-bats.

He’ll chase a bit at times which will be worth monitoring as he faces upper-level pitching, but he has all the skills to become an average hitter. Contreras stands out for his athleticism behind the dish. He has good hands and moves well for a catcher, with plus raw arm strength that plays a tick down from that thanks to a slightly long arm action. He needs to improve his game as a receiver, but at the moment it’s a mental issue more than a physical one.

THE FUTURE: Contreras is less polished than Langeliers and is no longer the top catcher in the system but likely has more offensive upside.

SCOUTING REPORT: His fastball has touched 100 mph but he typically sits in the mid-90s with a plus fast-ball that he has learned to throw to both sides of the plate more consistently. De la Cruz has also improved the control of his offspeed offerings, which include a slider that flashes above-average and a previously below-average changeup that could now be projected as average. His arm action is long in the back, but he’s shown enough improvement hitting his spots to give himself a shot at starting.

THE FUTURE: Some scouts believe de la Cruz is destined for the bullpen due to his demeanor and attacking mentality, but his improvement this year increases his likelihood to become a back-of-the-rotation arm.

SCOUTING REPORT: Harris might have the most exciting collection of tools in Atlanta’s system outside of their top 10 prospects. A switch-hitter, Harris has above-average raw power with impressive bat speed, above-average running ability underway and easy plus arm strength that gives him a chance to be a plus defender in right field. He will need to shorten a swing that gets lengthy at times, with significant wrap, and clean up some of the holes in his swing. Moving forward, Harris will need to refine his approach and learn to trust his natural strength and bat speed to get the most out of his natural tools at the plate.

THE FUTURE: The Braves will look for Harris to add strength and return to the South Atlantic League in 2020. His focus will be on developing a professional approach at the plate.

SCOUTING REPORT: An undersized but strong righthander, Vodnik had a strong season with low Class A Rome where he went right after hitters with a plus fastball that touches 96-98 mph, but sits in the 94-95 range. The pitch has some cutting action at times and he pairs it with a slider and changeup that both flash plus, but lack consistency. Vodnik’s slider varies in shape and sits in the 83-85 mph range, while he showed a better changeup—an 87-89 mph offering with tumble—than he has in the past. Vodnik’s delivery is still raw and presently below-average, which could impact his control and consistency moving forward.

THE FUTURE: Most scouts see Vodnik as a reliever with late-inning upside. He performed well enough that some think he should get a chance to start, especially with a three-pitch mix that’s becoming more viable.

SCOUTING REPORT: After splitting time as a reliever and starter in 2018, Tarnok started the entire season this year, and progressed to high Class A Florida, where he’s focused on simplifying his delivery to improve his control and command. That improvement was borne out in the numbers, as Tarnok’s walk rate improved by almost two batters per nine from 2018 to 2019. Tarnok has an average fastball in the 92-94 mph range that touches 95, but he’s improved his secondaries this season. His changeup is among the better offerings in the system, and he throws that pitch with confidence to lefties and righties. He’s also worked to get more aggressive with a curveball this season after previously throwing a slider, though his breaking ball is still his third-best offering. Tarnok missed a month of the season with a lat injury, but his improvement while on the mound during his second full season was obvious in many respects.

THE FUTURE: Tarnok should push to Double-A Mississippi at some point in 2020, where he’ll work to improve his breaking ball and increase his chances of starting in the future, though a high-leverage reliever role is still a possibility.

TRACK RECORD: Prior to the 2019 season, Ynoa hadn’t pitched above the high Class A Florida State League, but his pure stuff and the improvement of his slider pushed him all the way up the minor league ladder, and he was twice brought up to pitch in relief for the big league club.

SCOUTING REPORT: Ynoa’s fastball is one of the best in the Braves system, sitting in the 92-97 mph range and touching 99-100 at its best. While the pure velocity is impressive, pitch metrics don’t favor the offering, and he doesn’t generate as many whiffs on the pitch as you might expect, with little movement or late life. However, that could be helped by a plus secondary offering, which is what scouts are now saying about Ynoa’s power slurve in the mid-80s. The consistency of the offering got much better this season, and it features hard vertical movement. Ynoa also has a changeup in his arsenal, though he rarely used it as a reliever, and it is an average offering.

THE FUTURE: Ynoa has the pure stuff to project as a middle-of-the-rotation arm or high-leverage reliever, but he’s currently a control-over-command type who will need to either miss bats more frequently or spot his fastball and slider more effectively to find success. He should return to Triple-A Gwinnett next year in his age-22 season for further refinement, but Atlanta clearly thinks he can help the big league club now.

SCOUTING REPORT: Jackson has steadily improved as a defender over the past couple years, and this season scouts lauded his receiving ability. Framing metrics reportedly reinforce that evaluation. Jackson has always had plus arm strength and this season that translated to throwing out a career-best 50 percent of runners. After his in-game power disappeared a season ago, Jackson had a career offensive year, with 28 home runs and showed over-the-fence power to all fields after being extremely pull-happy previously. While Jackson has double-plus raw power, there are still reasons to be skeptical of him getting to that in-game at the next level. He struggles to identify spin, and scouts believe he is still too pull-oriented. The Triple-A ball inflated plenty of hitters’ home run numbers this season, likely including Jackson as well.

THE FUTURE: Jackson made his major league debut and played in four games for the Braves, but he was put on the 60-day IL with a left knee sprain at the end of the season. Jackson’s defensive improvement should allow him to be a serviceable backup option, but it’s hard to project him as a first-division regular with well below-average pure hitting ability, though that bar for catchers is low.

Ball stood out to Appy League managers for his ability to square up both fastballs and breaking balls, and he posted the best isolated slugging (.352) in the league among batters with at least 50 plate appearances. Ball doesn’t chase much out of the zone now, but that will be worth monitoring as he progresses to higher levels. For now he has solid control of his long limbs, both at the plate and in the field. Defensively, Ball will be limited to first base where he’s got a chance to be average with continued improvements. He’s still figuring out the nuances and the footwork of the position but has the frame and power you’d like to see there.

THE FUTURE: There will be plenty of pressure on his bat as he progresses, but Ball’s pro debut showed he could be a special hitter—and a late-round steal.

Jenista played first base in the Arizona Fall League, though that’s more for versatility’s sake than an indictment of his outfield play—which is serviceable. Scouts still believe Jenista has above-average raw power, which is his best tool, but he’s yet to show an ability to tap into that consistently in pro ball.

THE FUTURE: Jenista should repeat Double-A next year, where he’s a bounce-back candidate in the mind of Braves evaluators and will look to find a consistent rhythm at the plate.

He ran his fastball up to 97-98 mph at its best in college but topped out around 96 mph this summer, sitting in the 92-94 mph range with some tailing life. Kalich’s out-pitch is a firm, upper-80s slider that some evaluators call a cutter, though that pitch clocked in the mid-80s during his pro debut. Both pitches are likely above-average now with plus potential and he is working on a changeup and curveball as well—though both pitches are below-average and in a reliever role he shouldn’t have to use them much. Kalich showed average control as an amateur but that backed up in his brief pro debut.

THE FUTURE: Kalich should move quickly through the system as a straight reliever with arm strength.

He’ll need to monitor that moving forward, but can capably handle either corner outfield spot, with average arm strength that likely makes him a better fit for left.

THE FUTURE: Harris should begin the 2020 season in Double-A where he will look to continue proving his hitting ability is strong enough to profile in a corner.

SCOUTING REPORT: The transition to the bullpen catapulted Walker to his big league debut this season. Primarily a two-pitch arm with a sinking fastball that sits in the low-90s and a hard, sweeping curveball in the low-80s, Walker debuted with the Braves in July and posted a 1.93 ERA over 9.1 innings and six appearances. An adjustment in his arm slot in 2019 allowed him to improve his control and while he doesn’t have the overpowering pure stuff typical of most relievers in this era, his ability to keep the ball on the ground and prevent home runs could be an asset in the bullpen.

THE FUTURE: Walker doesn’t have the upside of many players on this list, but he’s a pretty safe bet to provide major league value out of the bullpen right away.

While he still lacks great command, his control took a big step forward in 2019. Hernandez has a plus-plus fastball that sits in the 96-99 mph range and pairs that with a firm slider in the upper-80s that has above-average potential as well. He’ll need to improve the consistency of his slider moving forward, but a short arm action and above-average deception that comes from hiding the ball well in his delivery could create uncomfortable at-bats from hitters on both sides of the plate.

THE FUTURE: Scouts praise Hernandez’s presence and mentality on the mound and think he has the stuff and demeanor to be a high-leverage reliever if he can keep his walk rate in check.

SCOUTING REPORT: Brown has easy plus arm strength that will draw 70-grade evaluations on his best days and threw out 38 percent of runners in the Florida State League and 42 percent of runners in the South Atlantic League. Brown also has good hands and does a nice job receiving, blocking and handling a staff. He has all the tools and ability to become an above-average defender, but his bat needs plenty of work. His swing is stiff from the left side and he lacks present strength to impact the ball with much authority, with well below-average power currently. That said, the Braves were impressed with his contact ability and his improvements, and have hope that he will fill out and add strength in the future.

THE FUTURE: Brown has a solid backup catching profile, with some upside as a second-division regular who might do enough offensively to survive in the back of a lineup.

At San Joaquin Delta he threw 95 mph off the mound and could have a real fallback as a pitcher. Philip is also an above-average runner. There’s a lot of work he needs to do offensively, however. Philip has always struggled to hit breaking pitches—dating back to his time in junior college and in the Pac-12—and has below-average raw power. He doesn’t project to have much in the future, meaning he’ll need to make big strides with his hit tool to provide much value offensively.

THE FUTURE: Philip could have some value as a utility infielder or defensive specialist, but it’s difficult to project more than that until he shows more promise with the bat.

He can run it down in the gaps well as a 70-grade runner who also posts 60-grade run times from home to first, and he plays with a lively, infectious energy. Dean uses his speed on the base paths as well, giving him an old school leadoff hitter profile on the surface. Dean could have average raw power in the tank down the line, though it’s mostly pull-oriented at the moment—he hit just one opposite field home run in 2019. He’s undersized, but pound-for-pound is well put together. Dean’s hit tool is still raw, and scouts believe he’s more likely to be a solid fourth outfielder type than a regular because of that.

THE FUTURE: If Dean continues to hit at more age-appropriate levels—he was old for the Sally League this season—he’ll climb in the organization thanks to impressive supplemental tools and the ability to handle a premium position. For now, he profiles as a fourth outfielder.
