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Uruguay’s Top Scorer


ON JULY 10TH, 2010 THE PEOPLE OF URUGUAY watched the World Cup semifinal in South Africa wth growing anticipation. The score was even at one against Germany, and two Uruguayan players were rapidly approaching the opposite goal. The entire country held its breath, and then Diego Folán scored what would later be called the best goal of the World Cup.


While Uruguay took the lead at that point, in the end it would be Germany who took home the victory. However, Diego Forlán’s exceptional performance, both in that game and in the previous matches, won him enough admiration to be awarded the Balon d’Or.
