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    Hip-Hop lingo


    A turntable is the part of a phonograph (record player) that holds the plastic record and turns around under the needle. Sometimes a record player is called a turntable, too.


    Records are groups of songs played on plastic discs by a phonograph. Today, a lot of people still call CDs and MP3s “records.”


    R&B stands for “rhythm and blues.” It’s a kind of music that African Americans made popular in the 1940s. It has a very strong beat. Today, it’s a style of music that’s a lot like hip-hop.


    An amplifier is a piece of equipment that makes sound louder.


    A mixer is a piece of equipment that takes the signals coming from different instruments and microphones and puts them together so they can be recorded.


    Rap is a kind of music where rhymes are chanted, often with music in the background. When people rap, they make up these rhymes, sometimes off the top of their heads.


    DJ is short for disc jockey. A DJ plays music on the radio or at a party and announces the songs.


    A single is a song that is sold by itself.


    A record label is a company that produces music for singers and groups and puts out CDs.
