The Phillies were born in 1883—one year prior to the invention of the fountain pen, the Linotype typesetter, and the very first espresso machine: three items that played critical roles (directly or ancestrally) in this book finding a spot on bookshelves and toilet tanks by 2026. Incidentally, the modern toilet mechanisms we know today were also invented in the 1880s . . . by a Brit named Thomas Crapper. Soldiers returning to the US from World War I had gotten used to seeing the name plastered on latrines overseas, and that’s why we still call a toilet “the crapper” today.
