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The first leaf is comprised of twenty-eight pages of forty-nine paragraphs of Enochian words as well a small table of nine lines of forty-nine letters per line on the twenty-eighth page. The front side of the first leaf is shown in illustrations 1 through 20 on pages 92–112. The back side of the first leaf begins on page 112.

Dee included line numbers in the left margins to indicate each of the forty-nine-words paragraphs. Whenever a line or paragraph at the bottom of a page is carried over to the next page, I have included an a and b designation in the figure caption (e.g. line 5a, 5b, etc.).

Reminder: The first paragraph on the back side of the first leaf was incorrectly labeled 2 and is shown crossed out and correctly labeled 1 (see illustration 21 on page 113). Dee renumbered all the subsequent paragraphs to correctly identify the passages on the back side. So when we review the numbered paragraphs on the back side, we must not reference the numbers crossed out in the squares but the corrected numbers that appear to their left.

PREFACE

I believe that the publication of this book is one of the greatest undertakings of my life. It may also have a tremendous impact on all of humankind. It is with the greatest humility that I have written this introduction to the most important book ever given to man by the angels. I myself feel that I am but a humble instrument in its writing, and I cannot overemphasize its significance.

According to the angels, the Book of Enoch is the most important document ever given to man by God. It holds all of the secrets of the heavens and the earth, and of the physical and spiritual realms. It was the same book that the prophet Enoch of the Bible was given, which was eventually lost. The angels have restored this book to mankind— the recipient was Dr. John Dee, a sixteenth-century Renaissance mathematician, scientist, scholar, and occultist, who received the book in the form of tables, directly from the angels. Dee was considered the most knowledgeable and intelligent man in England in his day. People from all over Europe and beyond traveled to meet with him and discuss every known topic of interest—the physical sciences, mathematics, navigation, alchemy, magical studies, and beyond. There really was no subject in which Dee was not proficient.

He also had one of the largest libraries in the world, containing one-of-a-kind manuscripts and rare books. He believed that the knowledge and wisdom that he was searching for could not be found in the physical world, but only in the spiritual or higher realms. Thus he began a spiritual quest to try to contact and communicate with angels who could instruct him in the wisdom and knowledge of God. His success began when he met the gifted scryer Edward Kelley (a scryer is one who gazes into a crystal and sees visions clairvoyantly). Together, they made contact with the angels of God, who told them that they would be given the most important book that God had ever given mankind, the lost Book of Enoch. Dr. Dee was to be the second Enoch, in the sense that he brought his own book of Enoch to the world. This is the story of Dr. Dee and this new Book of Enoch.

The book that was given to Dr. Dee by the angels is completely different than what is known to biblical scholars as the apocryphal (and very strange) Book of Enoch. It is claimed that the prophet Enoch, mentioned briefly in Genesis, was the author of that book, which tells of Enoch’s travels and experiences through the higher heavens, and also of his contact with angels.

The apocryphal Book of Enoch was an important book for the Hebrews and early Christians, and they used it extensively in their worship. However, it was never accepted into the canon of the current, most commonly used Bible, since the stories it told were so bizarre. Even though it is not part of the common Bible of Protestants and Catholics, much of our theological belief and understanding of angels (known as angelology) comes from it. In fact, the Catholic Church has borrowed heavily from the Book of Enoch in its understanding of the hierarchy and role of angels and the story of their fall.

We will discuss this book and its relationship to the Book of Enoch that Dr. Dee received from the angels. Please keep in mind that they are two completely different books, and even though we will discuss both, our main focus will be on the book that the angels gave to Dr. Dee. We will describe how the angels transmitted this book to him for all of humanity, in the form of tables that he and Kelley recorded. We will read what the angels told Dr. Dee about the importance and significance of this book and, in so doing, we will cover all of the known information currently available to us about the Book of Enoch.

Unfortunately, the angels never interpreted the book for Dr. Dee. The only exception was when, on multiple occasions, Edward Kelley went into a clairvoyant trance and claimed to be able to understand its meaning—but when he came out of the trance, he couldn’t remember anything that had been revealed to him.

To date, as far as I know, the book has never been deciphered. Past occultists, like Aleister Crowley, have claimed that they had experienced visions related to the book, but no one has objectively been able to explain the meaning behind its coded structure. After more than four centuries, we are still at the beginning stages of trying to unlock its meaning and potential applicability.

In the hope that someone among us will be able to accomplish this task, I will be teaching you a meditation technique that I believe is very effective in helping you to open up to spiritual vibrations and realms, so that you can explore this book in a spiritual manner. I have personally experienced insights during my meditations on the Book of Enoch; these I will share herein. Perhaps you will make some important discovery about this book and its meaning, a discovery that no one else has made.

Inner Traditions/Destiny Books is doing a great service to humanity by publishing this book. It is a large undertaking, and it could not have been done without the permission of the British Library, who preserve the Book of Enoch in their rare manuscript collection and have allowed us to reprint it. Also, what most people don’t know is that part of the first leaf of the book is located in a different manuscript collection in the British Library; thus the book was originally incomplete. I have put the entire book together for the first time; you will find it in its entirety in appendix B. As far as I know, this is the last set of known manuscripts of Dr. Dee to see print, making this a truly historic work. (Other diaries and manuscripts of Dee’s that have been published in the past are listed in the bibliography for interested readers.)

I am truly honored to be part of this project. Please join me as we begin the journey to discover what we can about the Book of Enoch and its hidden mysteries.
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This boke, and holy key, which unlocketh the secrets of God his determination, as concerning the beginning, present being, and ende of the world, is so reverent and holy…. So excellent and great are the Mysteries therein contained, above the capacity of man…. Out of this, shall be restored the holy bokes, which have perished even from the beginning, and from the first that lived. And herein shall be deciphered perfect truths from imperfect falsehood, True religion from false and damnable errors … which we prepare to the use of man.
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
